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THE STAMPS 0F THE RF-PUBLIC OF COUNANI.
A brand new State, calling itself the Republie of Counani, lias appeared uponthe scene, and flot only assures us that it lias been iii existence eigbit years, butduring that period lias liad thirec issues of postage stamps, and prefers a dlaim tobe admitted within the Universal Postal Union ! The sceile is laid in a tract ofcountry between Frenchi Guiana and Brazil, the ownership of wvhich appears tohave been disputed by the Governments on botlî sides for sorne years, but it is oftoo insignificant imiportance ever to have been settlcd.
X'e transcribe below a letter whichi the Tim;br-e-Poste bias recently received

from the brother of the President of tis Republic (-who is a Frenchiman), together
w'ith the remarks of M. Moens thereon, and w-e think fewv will disagree w'ith bisscepticismi as Io the actuality of the %vhole business. The fiasco of his Majesty
Mari, Kin- of the Sedangs (who 'vas also a Frenchiman), is s0 recent an episodein philatelic history, that we incline to the belief that this occidental renublic isabout as genuine as the Oriental kingdom, and that the president of to-day may
be a rnember of the famnily of that blighted monarcbi of twvo years ago.

Lt was proclaimed in i886 at St. Marie de Counani, on the River Counani, bythe heads of the villages in the territory, which was formerly known by the name
of «'The Franco-Brazillian Contested Territory. Tiiese hieads or chiefs met in ageneral assembly, and elected as President of the R.epublic M\ons. jules Gros, a

The affairs of thie. keptbli"c ivere adrniinistered
after 1889 by a Cornmiittee of the Grand Counicil, wvitli Captain Trajano as
President and Captain Vasconselles as Vice-President.

Alt this timie (October, 1892> the Grand Counicil met againi at Counanii ; on the
2nd October, l:892, appointed as Prosident Ms.Adoiphie Brezet, miy brotlier, a
captaiti in the State service. I do not want to tell you %vliat lie did or ivlhat lie
left undone. I w'ill only state tliat Iiis principal object %vas the developmnent of
bis newv country, aud thiat lie endeavoured to gel the Republic of Counani recog-
n.îsed officially, and thiat by the end of the year it wvil1 probably be included in
the Universal Postal Union.

The climnate of the country, aithiougli it is in the torrid zone, is a hieaithy one-
less pervaded by foyers, and more bracing than the North of Brazil or Frencli
Guiana.

Europea'ns are easily acclirnatised, and the inhiabitants are fond of their
country, and have a distinct partiaiity for the Frendli. Living there is relatively
checap. Ganie is abundant ; shieep and iiorned cattie tlirive, as wvell as horses,
Nvliichi are found iii large troops round about Caisoone and in the interior districts.

The fishing, and shooting is excellent. The natural productions are caout-
chiouc, coaco, oil-producing trees, vanilia, sar-saparilia, quinchiona, coffee, &c. The
ninierai weaithi is as varied as can possibly be found in a single country; coal,
quartz. precious stones, iron, copper, leadi, zinc, grold, silver, and many others are
there. The old " El Dorado " of the Spaniards ivas whioily situated iii the Re-
public ; its centre %vas in the Cumnuco-Hamnacs, at a hill wvhichi is now called
"Crevaux."

The country lias a niagnificent wvater supply ; amiong the rivers are the Oyapock,
Cachipour, Ouassa, Couniani, Caisevene, Mýayacari, or Great Tatarongal, ail of
whiicli run into the sea; and the Jary, Araguary, Trombelias, &c., ivhichi run into
the Amazoti. The courses of ail these rivers are long, and many of thieni are deep.

The legisiative authority is cxercised by the Grand Council, and the
executive authority is vested iii the President of the Repubiic, and ini the State
Council, wvhichi consists of five mnembers.

j ustice îs dispensed by various courts. Miiitary service is compulsory, and
based on the Swviss systern. The postal service is carried on efficientiy and
rcgularly. Its head office is at Counani, withi sub-offices in ail the chiief places
in the districts, and there are offices in nearly ail the communes.

Up to date th2-re have been thiree issues of stamps-the first under the Presi-
dency of Jules Gros, in June, 1887 ; the second in Janua -y, 1 893,; and the third
in last June.

Brezet would oblige us wvith full informa-tion about these mysterious stamps we would oniy be too pleased to find that oursuspicions have been unfounded. We conclude with some lnes by M. Larousse,'which are certainiy flot calculated to, inspire confidence in these stamps: " NeitherFrance nor Brazil is willing to recognise this new State, and the French Officiai
Jou1rnal of the i i th September, 1887, publishes a short note, but a severe one, tothe effect that the existence of this new so-called Republic of Counani constitutesa violation of the rights of twvo great Powers."-Staiip News.

THE NIGER COAST PROTECTORATE, AND IlS NEW STAMES.

The Niger Coast Protectorate, known until the end of 1893 as 'Ou Rivers,'comprises the territory lying between Lagos and the Camerooa i\Mounitains,formerly called Calabar in Englishi maps. he sea uine extends fromn about 5 to9 degrees East Longitude, and forms the northern coast of the Bighlt of Biafra.This territory contains the tow'ns or stations of Old Calabar, liead quarters, NeivCalabar, Brass, Bonny, Benin, Opobo and XVarree. Ail these places used theEnglishi stamips, surcharged 'Oul Rivers; Protectorate' until the end of the year1893, and ail genuinely used stamps should bear the name or date stamp of oneof these places. On January ist the newv emission superseded these surchargedstamps, and bore the naine N iger Coast Protectorate.' It is evident that tluechange of designation wvas only made subsequent to the engraving of the plates,as thue uuame «<Ou Rivers' is distinctly visible on eachi value, the letters being cutthrough, iith a seric':s of parallel uines to render them, less noticeabie, w~hile thenew nanie, rvideritly an after idea, is engrraved in a straighit line along the top ofeachi stamp, ai.zi c<unpletely outside the design- The first mail leaving the Pro-tectorate this ye;àr was despatclhed in the S S. Gaboon, whichi sailed about JanuaryStll, the mails reaching London on February 6th 1894- Sonuetime towvards theend of 1893,, t provisional halfpenny w~as made. It consisted of the one pennystanup (Oul Rivers Protectorate) overprinted w'ith a diagonlsrih n rî
the right top to the left bottom corner, and withi the inscription ý4d. on citherside ini a parallel direction to the diagonal dividing line. These stamps had avery limited issue, and were only used in Old Calabar, hience they are scarce.The sperimen e hlave seen is postmarked 'Old Calabar River, September i9th,1893.' We are given to understand that a conupany known as the Niger Coin-pany exercise a righit of trading in these parts and use for postal puiposes flieordinary English stanups, unsurcharged. This company mnust not be confoundedwvitli the Niger Coast Protectorate. For the sighit of the used stamps of NigerCoast, and much of the information above given we are indebted to the courtesyof Mr. C. A. THE PENCE ISSUES 0F CANADA.

By j'ý W. Brouse.

I have carefully read such philateiic articles of pu:blications relating to BritishNorth Amierican Stanîps, as have corne under my notice, but hiavea e o oacross anythiing relatingy to the difference in Canadians that is to be found in the7,1/2d. Canadian currency (6d. sterling,) gYreen, and die iod., blue, and so conciudedthat it may have passed my observation, or, if flot, lias flot as yet been 4'vrittenup." \'iil you therefore pardon a short note on the subject ?0f the io., blue, there are three distinct varieties iii design, viz.,

First (a) the long and narrow;
Second (b) the long and broad; and
Third (c) the short-and broad.

The outside edgres or ornaments are in ail three cases the same, but thedifférence lies iii the fact of the ovai or frame around the hiead having been, asthe case may be, elongated, or contracted or sometinies widened out.The extreme variation in length is about one-sixteenth of an inch, and inwidth about one-thirty-second of an inch wvhich is considerable in a postagestarnp. I doubt very much if thiis happened through intention, but rather thinkthiat it is the resuit of whiat might be termed « engraver's license.' Howeverwvhatever it nîay be, the resuit is that there are three distinct varieties.
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It will. I thiink, be found tlîat the earlier one of these is the long and narrow
on thinnish paper; then the long and broaci (which is the most comnion) on
thicker paper; and lastly, the short and broad, on miediumi paper. The latter is
the scarcer, and consequently the most valuable.

I have for a long time knowvn of the above differences, and at first though lt it
only an optical delusion, owing to sonie of the copies hiaving 1'ad their sides
closely trimmed, but on dloser observation the distinct differences, as I have men-
tioned, wvere manifest. Whiat is said of the iod. may also be said of the 7312 d.
(but to a lesser degree of variation) only the latter are generally found in the long
and broad fraie or oval. A slighit difference also occurs iii the 6d., violet; no
variation appears in the length of the stamp, thoughi I have twvo specimens in
wvhich the oval of the fraine shewvs a contraction ii width to the extent of about
one-forty--eighit of an inch, and is quite noticeable.

This rnay be " pipers' news " to some of tlue menibers of the Philatelic Society,
London, but to others it may be of interest, and for that reason I beg your
indulgence.

Mr. Castle, in reading the foregoing, paper at the meeting of the L-ndon
Philatelic Society, shoived specimens of the stamps described by Mr. Brouse and
added a few remarks as under.

" I venture to think thiat the modest disclaimer on the part of Mr. Brouse, in
his closing sentence, is hiardly borne out in viev of the interestingc communication
lie has made. To me the information wvas certainly novel, and I could hiardly
credit that there should exist such differences in size until I had verifled the fact
by examinations of specimens. Owing to the kindness of Messrs. Stanley Gib-
bons, liniited, and Mr. W. H. Peckitt, I was enabled to inspect a number of these
pence issues, and I have tabulated the measurements as nearly as I can:

I may add that in the
case of this value I have examined and measured some forty copies. including a
strip of three, as also a proof on very thin India paper, which corresponds exactly
in mneasurenient with variety (b) on the thick paper (22.Y4XI8W/ M. ru.) It is
obvious that to be absolutely accurate beyond a lialf ni. ni., with an ordinary
gauge is ha, dly possibly, but in several of the given cases I have averagred thue
sizes of several that very closely approxiniated.
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"As wvill be seen, I have golie sonicivhat beyond the lines of- Mr. Brouse'spaper iii including the Y2cd., 3)d., ancî 6d, the variation iii the former beiiig slighitbut iii the two latter noteivortîîy. The question hiov these varieties hiave arisejiis an interesting one, for can I sec thac they cazi bc accounted for by slrinkagcof the paper, as in the iod. proof above cited, wvhich is cii ail fours withi the or-dinary stamp on thick paper. In the case of the strip of this value I found ailthree stanîps measured the sane; and the fact remains that variety (c) is shortand broad. In any case the existence of these varieties is palpable, the questionof their origin a genuine phiiatelic problem, and I think that the thanks of us alare therefore due to, Mr. Brouse for his interestingr pape r. TII, Tiibye-Poste chronjcled in its January number a stamp %viiicli it wvas in-fornied hiad, since the 25thi Noveniber Iast, been eznployed for the correspondenceof the military expedition operating against Melilla, in 4vtorocco, with the homecountry. In the centre are the croiviied armis of Spain, and beloSv two lionscoiichant front face, betwveen wvhichi is the word MELILLA. In the frame there isESPANA-CORREOS above, EJERCITo belowv, FRANQUIÇIA-POS-VAL on the left, andEXPEDICIONAR1O on the riglit, and in the angles the figures together forming the
date -893.î

No value, red, yellowv, and black; imperf.From inquiries whichi were madle it appears that the starnp iii question iseritirely bogus, and owes its existence to the enterprise of a certain young gentle-man from Almeira, one Don Miguel Rodriguez Sanchez by ziame, who, conceivedthe idea of thus makzing a feiv pesetas for bis own benefit. Having filled hisportmanteau withi a sufficient supply, lie betoolc hiniseif ta, the theatre of war, andthere witli lis owvn hands distributed envelopes wvith lis stamp afflxed among- thcsoldiers. Nor liad lie forgotten to create varieties, the first stamps whichappeared being on greyish, and a later edition on bluisli paper, 'vhile a still lateredition wvere dated 1894 instead Of 1893. The last batch received by lm. Mocus

It appears froni the Span ish officiai Gaceta of thc 28th October, 1893, that thcfollowing decree (which wve takce from the Timýbre-Poste for February, and which%vas in its turn taken from tc ('orrea) wvas pronîulgated regarding the postal

arrangements at Melilla:
"î, st. The postal correspondence of the military arnd naval forces actuallyengaged or destined ta, be engaged iii the operations at Melilla wvill be frankedunder the superintendence of the Fleadquarter Staff there.
's 2nd. Sudh correspondence aforesaid wviIl be convcyed iii envelopes bearing theofficial stamp of the Comander-in-Clhief at Melilla, or those of Generals of divi-
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sions or brigades, or that of the Headquarter Staff attachcd to the forces there."
M. Moens has received envelopes bearing two varieties of the cachet or officiai

starnp above-mientioned, and having also the stamp of Don Miguel; Pndi our
contemporary, the P. J. G. B., seemns to have received nine other varieties witF.
the sane combinatioji. Ail these officiai starnps apparcntly denote somne regi-
ments or corps of the Spanishi arr-ny.

In spite of the industry of Don Miguel, it is certain that not a tenth part of
tie letters carried froi1n Melilla to Spain under the conditions contained in the

decree bore in addition his speculative adhesive.
Collectors wý hope wvil1 therefore be warned against this ficticious stamp,

wvhich wvill no doubt find its way in sorne quantities to this counitry. But should
they have themn on entire envelopes, it is only the stanip whichi is wvorthless, and
the rest of the envelope bearing the officiai stamp being quite genuine, it is
legitirnately collectable by those who interest themnselves in this class of philatelic
matter.
