A Gommercial Traveller Fined.

A case was before the Winnipeg city polico
magistrate one day last week which is of
interest to commercial men. Edward Dn-
maresq, representative of Y. Pacquet, fur
manufacturer of Quebec, was charged with
being a transient trader without a licanse
and fined $10 and costs. Mr. Dumaresq has
been accused by the license inspector of sel-
ling goodsto the trade from a stock which he
keops at tho Manitobs hotel in the city. His
dofense is that he is a commercial traveller,
and that he only follows the usual custom of
men in his calling. Occasionally an order to
a customer has beer supplied from the
samples in stock and on these sales the license
inspector basad his prosecution. Mr, Camp-
boll asked if the defendent were willing to
take out a license, to which the defendant
replicd that ho could vot see his way clear to
do it. He was doing nothing unusual for a
commercial traveller and cited several cases
the same as his own. The question whether
or not & traveller is allowed under the city
by-law re transicnt traders to supply custom-
ers with odd lines from his stock of samples
will interest commercial men and will pro-
bably ge sottled in the appeal which has beon
ontered.

THE Winnipeg street railway company is
having some trouble about enforcing a sys-
»em which it has introduced for the collection
of fares. Under this system the conductors
are ot permitted to handle tho fares A‘n
ugly looking box, with a small aperture in
one end, about large enough to receive a one
cent piece, is uncersmeniously shoved into
the passenger's face, and he is expected to de-

posit his fare fu this. At times, with the,

jolting of the car, it is by no weans an casy
andertaking to get the fare into tho box.
Many of tho passengers refiise to deposit the
fares in the box, and instead tender the fare
to the conductors. On the other band the
conductors are orawwd not to touch tho fares,
so that there is asort of deadlock. The sys-
tom may bovea great deal to recommend it
from tho standpoint uf thocompany, bat we
see nothing nice acout it as viewed by the
passenger. In fact, to say the least, the sys-
tem is a rude one, and we do not wonder that
mapy passengers resont it.  If the street car
company will consult the wishes of their pat-
rons, they will do away with this uncouth
mode of collecting the fares and introducea
plan which will be based on common notions
of good taste and civility.

THE air is full of telk of mining * booms
theso days. From British Columbia to the
wost come wonderful reports of magnificent
finds, while tho mineral country to the cast
of ue, from the Lake of the Woods to Lake
Superior, seems also to be attracting greatly
jncreased attention of late. Thare can now
bo hardly any doubt of the fabulous wealth
of tho great Kootenay district of British
Columbia. If half that is told is true, thisis
one of the richest districws in the world.

In the Lako of the Woods district
to the cast of us, wo hear of many ‘‘deals”
of late, by which new capital is being secured
todevelop the country.

THE Neopawa Register wants to know why
o bushelof wheat canbeshipped from *‘a west-
ern puint in tho United States '’ to England
for 17 cents, if it costs over 30 conts, asshown
by The Commorcial, to ship a bushelof wheat
We do not
know to what *‘ westorn point'’ the Register
refers. Wheat could be shipped from Dututh
to Liverpool at about this cost—more or less,
according to the season and the rato of lake
and ocean freights ruling at the time. But
this is not s parallelcase. 'To get a parallel
case it would be necessary to take a North
Dakota point, as far from Duluth as Mani-
toba is from Fort William, and in this case
the cost would be found to be as high or
bigher than from points in ihis province.
Tho Register says that a United States paper
made a calculation that & bushel of wheat
could be shipred to the Old Country, from a
western point, for 17 cents. Now wesay that
no such calculation was ever made, to apply
to any point which could bo used as & par-
allel from Maunitoba points. If the Register
will submit the ‘' calculation of the United
States paper,” we think there will be no
difficulty in showing where the mistake lies,

TuE editor of the Toronto Globe madea
short visit to tho West recently, and recorded
his impressions of the country in a series of
letters to his paper, These letters wero re-
produced in a special issue of the Globe, and
it is reported that a large number of copies of
ths special issue have been purchased by the
Domiuion and provincial governments and
the Canadian Pacific Railway for distribution
abroad. Of course it is not the intrinsic
value of this issue, so much as the genoral
reputation of the Globe, which has led to
these purchases, Many publications giving
far more valuable and more accurate infor-
mation about this western country, have
been published right here, by persons whoso
long experience enabled them to speask with
authority, without having received any re-
cognition fror: the goverament. Mr. Willi-
son is certainly & good writer, and he hasa
great paper at his back; buat thoe information
which he conld gain about this great coun-
try, gathered in o brief visit, was necessarily
of & more or less superficial nature. As a
matter of fact, there were some serious errors
in his letters, some of which were positively
damaging to this country. The Commercial
took occasion to point out some of Mr. Wil-
lison’s mistakes at the time his letters were
first published, and we note that his remarks
were considerably modified as they appeared
for tho second time, in the special issue. The
circulation of the Globe special, however,
will certainly be of value to the country.

of the situation here ?han could have beon

oxpected from the brief visit he was onabled
to pay the country.

TiE most important reduction in cost to
importera by the new ¥rench treaty iz upon
high-priced champagnes. The ad valorem
duty of 80 per cent. has been removed and
only the specific duties are imposed, viz:
83.380 per dozen on quarts, $1.65 on pints and
82 conts on half pints, The duty of 20 per
cent. on the package is ratained. The cost
of champagne is now reduced fully $3 per case
to the importer. On low-priced non spark-
ling wines, such as clarets, up to, say, 86 per
case, the difference is small, about 50 centa
per case.  The cost of importing French and
other soaps is also reduced. Under the tariff
common laundry soap was taxed i¢ pe-lb.,
but now only 4c i3 imposed under this treaty,
while the charge on fino Castile soap is reduc-
ed from 2 to 1 cent per 1b. Prunesisanother
important line. They can now be imported
for 3c per pound less than they were. Nuts
of all kindsaro reduced. Shelled nuts were
subject to a duty of 5S¢ per Ib. They will now
pay only 8} cents per lb. Almonds paid 3
conts per 1b; but now will be only %, and
walnuts, which rlso paid 2¢, are now charged
13 cents per pound. By the * favored nation
clause '’ the following countries have to be
accorded the same privileges as France: Ar-
gontino ~ Republis, Austrie-Hungary, Bel-
gium, Bolivia, Chili, United States of
Colombia, Costa Rica, German Empire,
Muscat, Russia, Salvador, and Sweden and
Norway. Siuilar good:. from these countries
will be subject to the same reductions as has
been accorded to France by the treaty

THE old difficulty experienced by Manitoba
grain exporters of secuxing handling facilities
for the exportation of wheat is again looming
up. While navigation remains open grain
goes forward in cargo lots, the identity of
each cargo being preserved. After naviga-
tion closes export shipments will go straight
through to New York in car lots, and it is
impossible to preserve the identity of differ-
ent shipments. Rail shipments for export
are thereforo handled on grade, and all wheat
of thosamo grade is thrown in together in
the New York elevators, regardless of owner-
ship. But even this plan does not remove
the difficulcies of exporters. We have in all
someo fifteen or twenty different grades of
wheat, besides other grains. Of cours, only
a limited quantity of wheat goes into some of
the grades, but af.er knocking of half these
grades, thero would be still & larger number
left thau the railways can handle separataly.
In fact, the reilways rusning into New York
have already given notice to the Winnipeg
Grain Exchange, that they will prowide
accommodation for only threo grades of
Manitoba wheat for export via New York,
after the closo of navigation. The grain has
to be shipped in bond, and is stored in bonded
bins at New York, and iacilities can only be
had for storing three grades. The matter
wags considered ac & meating of the Winnipeg
Grain Exchange last week and an effurt will
bo made to secure accommodation for five
grades of wheat. It is possible that
considerable wheat will go forward
for export all rail after the close of
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navigation, particularly owing {[to tho | same transportation conditions as the regu- | tho value of tho water until tho well went

It may also
be noted that an clevator was established last
yuar at uue of vur maritune province ports,
with the very object in view of handlivg
Canadian grain for export in winter, thus
avoiding tho bonding and other difficulties
in shipping via New York. Possibly rates
can be arranged to export via the Canadian
winter purt, but expurtors have thewr agents
at New Yorkand prefor to export via the
latter port, owing to the special commercial

facilitivs there existicg.

Grain Trade Gossip

Wou hear grumbling sumetimes abuut the
dockago of weight for dirt in wheat. Possib-
ly in some cases tho dockago may beexcessive,
but no complaint can be justly made againt a
reesonable dockage. Some papers advise the
farmeors to clean their own grain rather than
submit to dockage. This may read nice on
papor, but it would not pay the farmer in
many cases to clean tho grain. Tt is said
that 18 would take two days at the least of
hard work for two men to clean o car of
wheat. Fur this purpose they would have to
have & hand machine, and they would also
require extra granary accommodation to give
them room for the work. Alctogether when
we come to fisure the thing up the farmer
who has a large crop to handle would ben
pocket by submit,tinénw a reasonable dockage
for dirt. There is also the question of weeds.
The dirt in wheat for which dockage is made
is weeds of weeds, and no good farmer would
want these seeas ahout his place.  Of course,
the seeds coutd be burned after being cleaned
out of the wheat, but there would be a great
possibility that thoy would got scattered
about the farm. These seeds cannot be fed to
animals, as they pass through the animals
without boing destroyed and will grow after-
wards,

* *

The point principally urged on behalf of
the farmers against the clevator restrictions
is, that in sbipping through the elevator the
farmer is notsure of getting nis own wheat
o1t as it went in. Therefore, it is urged, the
farmer should be allowed to load his wheat
directly into ths cars, instead of being com-
pelled to ship through the elevators. But
aven if tho farmer were allowed to load his
wheat into cars at the country point, his
wheat would in all probability lose its
identity before it reached marxet. It isa
commercial impossibility to keep each ship-
ment of whea’ separate. As soon as the
wheat reachod a terminal peint it would be
inspected and thrown in with other wheat of
thesame grade. No system of handling wheat
coul?d bogbrought into practice, which nould
provide for tho separate bandling of each
shipment. The veo'y best that can be done
is to keop the different grades separate. In
fact wo hae more grades now than can be
handled. Ouvw t.@ greatest difficulties the
grain trade bas to ccutend with is to secure
shipping facilities or so many different

ades. It is quito nat.ral that the farmer
should like to keep his wheat separate, as in
many cases it would bo hard to convince him
that his grain was not justa little hetter than
enother lot of thesame class. At tho same
time, if the farmer desires to be the shipper
of his own grain, we cannut see any possible
way of providing special commercial facilities
for him, and he will just have to accept the

1ar grain shippers are subjected to.

As Manitoba wheat becuines better knugn
in British markats its value increases in pro-
portion to othor wheats. One difliculty here-
tofore Lkas beon to keep up a reguar supply
in British markets, and this operated to de-
preciato tho prico. This accounts for the fact
that Manitoba wheat often sold luwer than
similar Daluth grades. Dualuth wheats were
botter known and were consequently in better
domacd. Manitoba might bo just as gaod,
but millers who weroe not acquainted with it,
wourld not order a wheat with which they wero
notfamiliar. HenceDuluth nas bad the prefor-
ence in British markets. Now, however,
with increasing receipts of Manitoba wheat
and better acquaintance with the grain, we
find that Manitoba wheat is beginning to soll
on a par with Dualuth grades, Tho Commer-
cial has noticed & number of sales recentiyat
London and Liverpool, whera the seller had
the option of delivering eithor Duluth or
Manitoba wheat at the same price, This, it
will be borno iu mind, isold wheat of the mixed
class. This proves that the mixing is not the
cause of the fact that Mamtoba wheat fre-
quently sold under Duluth in British mar-
kets, though some here, who were opposed to
mixing, claimed that it was, The reason for
the promium sometimes paid for Duluth, as
frequently stated in The Commercial, was
first the lar, domestic market which the
Duluth grain enjoyed, and secondly the

ter familiarity British consumers had
with Daluth wheats. It is quite reasonable
to suppose that a British miller in
an interior town would not order
a grade of wheat with which he was not
familiar, It was first necessary to make
them acquainted with the grain. The fact
that our wheat, mixed and all as it has been,
has been steadily gaining in favor and now
practically stands on & par with Dauluth,
sbundantly proves the ground The Commer-
cial took a year ago, when the hubbub was
first started about mixing. As mixing is
now prohibited, it will be interesting to ses
if Manitoba wheat will sell at a premium
over Duluth during the present crop year.

* *

They have been having a little excitement
in the trade at Austin, a Manitoba town on
the Canadian Pacific railway main line west.
There is only one elevator at that point,
owned by W. Clifford. Like all other voints
where there is only one elevator, the usual
suspicion prevailed among many of the far-
mers that they could do better if there were
moro competition. The railway authorities
wer strongly importuned to remove the ele-
vator rvestrictions ot this point, and it is al-
leged that misrepresentation wasresorted toto
secure this end. Finally the railway poople
gave in and allowed tho privilege of loading
on cars, and also allowed a smull flat wave-
house to be built, Recently the warehouse
collapsed. Mr. Clifford decided that if he
could not have the same privileges as were
oxtended to elovators in other places, he
would withdraw froma accepting grain on
storage, accordingly the elevator wassudden-
ly closed to the public, and a notico put up to
thoe effect that if the elevator was to remain
a public one, it must have thoe same privileges
as is accordod elevators at other points  ** If
1t is bo a private one,”” the notice further
reads, ‘‘ the public and the Canadian Pacific
Railway caunot take advantage of it just
when it suits them.” At the time the ele-
vator was closed to the public, a large quan-
tity of a‘oin was coming in tostore, from ma-
chines threshing in the vicinity and the con-
soquenco was & blockade, as there was no
storago for the grain. Just about this time
the farmers no doubt thought the
elevator was not such a bad thing after
all, monopoly and all.  Thov did not know

dry. The farmers at Austin would have a
tasto of what tho situation would be all over
Manitoba if the olovators wore all made pri-
vate and were used only for the benefit of
their proprietors, It will no doubtbo a great
hardship to tho farmors at Austin to have
the advnntu.Ees of tho elevatorsuddonly taken
from them, but at the same timo they cannot
blame Mr. Clifford, who has a perfest right
to do what he likes with his own proporty.
‘The situation is the same all over Manitoba.
So long as the elevator privileges remain, the
propriotors are obliged to recsive grain in
store, butif the elevator priviloges were re-
moved, it would be hardly just to compel the
owners to keep their olevators public. At
the samoe time, we think that most elevator
ownors would be willing to handle grain in
store for farmers, regardless of what the rail-
way authoritics might do in the mattor of
allowing farmers to load wheut directly upen
cars.

If the grain crops of Manituba are as large
as popular estimates, there is certainly dan-
gor of a grain blockade this winter for lack
of storage accommodation.  In speaking of
the slow exports of wheat during the earlier
part of this season, The Commercial inti-
mated a few weoks ago that a blockade was
looming up in the future. Since then the
shipment out of wheat has been more active,
but the danger of a blockade has not yet been
removed. 6}) to the first of this week only
2,661,654 bushels of wheat had been shipped
east f[rom Fort William, which makes but a
trifling impression on the presontcrop, There
remained in store on the same date over two
million bushels, which takes up about half
the storage accommodation at our lake ports.
At some country points storage accoramoda-
tion is already filled up. Allowing for heavy
shipments up to the end of the season, it still
looks as though there will be no room left to
store wheat before the winter is over, and it
will not be profitable to ship out all reil at
the high winter freigsht rates. As soon after
the close of navigution as storage space is
filled, farmers will be obliged to either cease
marketing grain, or takea price which will
permit of shipping all rail, a the higher win-
ter freight rates, It is rumored that the
Caradian Pacific Railway company will
build more elevators at our lake ports.” More
storage will certainly be needed there at once,
but it cannot be provided in tirae to bo of
any value for this crop.

The government has decided to reduce the
inspection foe at Winnipeg and Fort Wil
liam to 40 conts per car, as asked for by the
Winnipeg gratn exchange. As predicted by
The fommercial, the attempt of the govern-
ment to make a revenus out of the grain
trade, by retaining a portion of the inspec-
tion fees, was quickly resented by the trade.

Two weeks ago The Commercial published
a table showing the cost of shipping wheat
from Manitoba to England. Two or three
provincial papers have hinted that The Com-
mercial figures are wrong, because they saw
o statement published by & St. aul or Min-
neapolis paper, showing a lower rate via Du-
luth, Wo stated at the time The Commer-
cial estimate was published, that the state-
ment in the Minneapolis paper was based on
summer rates. These papers should know
that freighte and insurance advancs later in
the season. The rate from Duluth to Buffalo
alone is 8§ cents per bushe! higher than it
was when the table was pablished in the
Minneapolis paper. If these papars will take
the troubls to look up Tho Commercial’s fig-
ures, they will find them accurate to a small
fraction of a cent,

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THE BUSINESS - TTUATION.

WINNIPEG, Satuiday, Nov. 2, 1895,

Business in genoral mercantile trado is very
good. [RReports from the couniry are coming
in, telling of improveraent in trado, and “~omn
somv points reports state *hat business 1s
better with the country morchants than it
has been for years. Cruntry morchants have
stocked up more heaviiy this year than usual,
and a larger jobbing trade is looked for by
wholesale houses. Cullections are improving,
though slow {rom some points and quite good
from  others. Several new olevators
have been started at country points, though
the season i3 Iate. The great fear
now is of a grain blookade for lack of storago
room, after the clese of navigation, owing to
tho vast amount of grain in tho country.
Considerable storage space is already filled.
The weather has been unusually wintry for
the season, and an early closing of navigation
is looked for. Freight rates are stif. Win-
tor rates are being put into effect on the rail-
ways east, and lake and rail lines. 'I'he first
pinch for cars to ship grain came this week,
and the railways were hardly able to keep up
with the demand for cars. Fall plowing was

stopped by frost this weok, at a date mach.

earlier than usual, though it is expected to
open up again. Very little plowing has beon
done, which indicates a curtailment of the
crop ares noxt spring. Land sales are said to
be a littlo larger. Interest rates are stendy
at 6 to 7 per cent for loans on city property,
and 7 to 8 per cent on farm loans., Com-
mereial discounts, 7 to 8 per cent. Bank
clearings at Winnipeg for October show an
increase of about 15 per cent over October
last year, and an increaso of 81 per cent for
this week, over the like weck last year.

The total number of mercantile failures
reported in all Canada this weok is 48. Last
weok the total was 88, and in the correspon-
ding week last year, it was 46.

it would cost $8.90 to deliver coal to consum-
ors in Winnipeg at present wholesale prices,
without allowing anything for oflice uxponses
or profit. The priceis therefore firm. though
there does not seem much probability of an
early advance, as all tho local dealers hold
stocks bought befure the ~ boom ' started in
coal and they can sell at a fair profit at old
prices, withouv taking advautage of the
general advanco in  wholesale madrkets.
Ponunsylvania coal has advanced altogether
$1.85 per ton since last Tuly, when tho cir-
cular price of the companies was $2.80 per
ton for stove coal, equal to 48 per cent.
Thore is a good deal of talk in the trade
about stccks being lighb for the winter’s
supply in tho west. Winnipeg prices ure the
sameand we Guote : Pennsylvania anthracito,
$8.59 per ton delivered to cosumers. Souris
lignite, 81.25 per ton delivered to consumers
and 8885 at tho yard here. Lethbridge
bituminous §6.50 por ton to consumers,
delivered. Western Anthracite, $8.50 to
consumers,

Corpwoon.—Pricen are' firm. The city
has lot o contract for from 4% to 600 cords
of tamarac woed, delivered 2t civic buildings,
at $1.85 porcord, to Kelly Bros Ouly tw,
otho tenders were put in and they wore at
$1.40 and 8$1.60 per cord. ‘Tho last city con-
tract was lot late last winter at 83.45 per cord
delivered, or 9u¢ less than the presont con-
tract. This shows that the wood fuel market
is much stronger than it was last winter,
Tamarac is hold firm at $1 per cord.
Giood tamarac wood is scarco at that, owing
to the difficulty in get,t,inﬂ; cars, Wo quote
tho following pricra for car lots on track here:
Tamarsc 88,75 to 81 per cord; pine §3.26 to
88,50 per cord ; spruce $5 and poplar $2.25
to $2.50 por cord, as to qualuy, ash and
ook, $3.25.

DRV Goons,—Local houses in all textilo
branches notss larger business than forthe past
two years, The weather has beon favorablo
for an carly demand from consumers, for fall
end carly winter lines. Manufactured furs
have had a good sale, and stocksin some lines
are already running low, Further advances
in domestic goods are roported from the east.
Cotton dress goods in twill tartans have ad-
vanced jc, flannolettes }o, shirting e, flannol-
otte shirtings }e, ginghams }c. Low-priced
union flannels are about 20 per cent. higher.
Blankets have advanced slightly and are very
firm. Knitted underwear has advanced 10
percent. Two manufacturers of spool cottons
havo reduced prices 20c and 80c respectively.
The big **boom ™ in the price of raw cotton
has at last been checked, but it hasnot affected
manufactured lines as yes. In fact, a ten per
cont advance was reported in domestic grey
cottons at tho ond of last week. Raw cotton
has advanced altogether about 7u per cent.
over pricas quoted a year azo, when the rul-
ing price was about 53c at New York.

Fisi.—Finpan haddies ave Llc lower. The
close season started on Nov. ! for lake trout,
but thare are plenty held in co'd storage.
Prices are: British Columbia salmon 12 toldc;
B.C. halibut, 124c; Lake Superior trout,
Q¢; whitefish, 62; pickerel, 3¢; sturgeon, 7c;

GREEN FRUITS.—Interest centres in the
apple situation. Stocks of winter appleshave
come forward very slowly from Fastern Can-
ada points, and it appears now that shippers
there cannot fill their orders. Some shippers
who contracted for say 2.000 barrels can
supply only 1,000, This is due itissaid toa
severe storm which raged over a large portion
of the Ontario avple districts and lerge quan-
tities of fruit were blown from the treesand
damaged. Some orchards were reduced
nearly one half in the quantity of good ship-
ping fruit. It was also reported that con-
siderable damage was done by savere frosts to
apples on trees or piled in orchards. The
eastern market is very excited and wrices
havo advanced there 50 to 75¢ per barrel.
Local dealers expect that they will be obliged
to bring apples from the States to fili their
orders, 1u consequence of the situation east.
Local prices are higher, particuls:ly for
fancy varseties, which have boen very scarce.
The variety of other fruits in the market has
narrowed down considerably, Pears and
peaches are about done, also some kinds of
grapes. Banapas and highor. No oranges
are in yot. buta lot of Jamaicas are expected
to-day. Cranberrics are veryfirm. ‘The fow
new figs that came in are done and no more
in yet.

Now fruit to arrive by d. st stramer
at Montroeal is costing higher. The steamer
isdue on Nov. 4. Carrants by thesame
steamer ave also selling at firm prices, as
prices have advanced abroad.

HARDWARE, PAINT3 Erv,—There is a
brisk business in glass, at firm prices, prices
having advanced sharply abrond. Linseed oil
13 not so firm. Cement is higher east, East-
ern Canada manufacturers have advanced
prices of shovels 25 per cent. Mauufacturers
of harvest tovls have published a new list.
the quotations being 5% and 1U per cent for
small orders and G par cent for large lots.

LuMseRr,—The season’s trade ~hich isnow
draiving to a close, has been wnsiderably
larger than last year. The large number of
elovators built this year throughout the coun-
try has helped the trade very materially.
Prices have been well mainteined except at
Brandon and ip a few othor cases some cuttin
has been done. Theo quantity of imrpo
Minnesota lumber has not been greater than
last year, and has been used prncipally at
Brandon and some at Winnipeg. Points
along the Northern Pacific in Manitoba use
more or less imported lumber. The Rat
Portage people have established a sash and
deor tactory as an adjunct to their mills,
which is a new departure and may cut off
some imported good:. Sash and doors have
heretofore come principally from the United
States and also from Ontario and British
Columbia, the latter being cedar and fir goods.
There is considerable activity now preparing
for the woods to get out logs, but it isdifficult
to get men, the labor suppfy being insufficiont
for the demand.

LEATHER AND BooTs ANy SHOES.~—The
leather market seems to still tend downward,
and farther weakness is indicated by the
continuance of the decline in hides. The
hide and leather market cortainly experienced
a wonderful boom, prices having advanced
1.00 to 1.50 per cent over a year ago. The
reacticn now is what might be expected, asit
was not reasonable to suppose that recent
high prices would be maintained. Declines
of b to 10c have been reported in some lines
of leather.

WHEAT.—Leading whoat markets have
been weak and declining this week. the only
advance up to to-day being on Thursday,
and this was due to the war scare. The
breaking of the drouth in the winter wheat
states, largoe spring wheat receipts anl large
increaso in American stocks have been the

leading depressing features. Exports of
wheat. thur included as wheat, from L.Jh
coasts of the United States and from

Montreal aggregato 2,743,000 bushels this
week, comrared with 2,934,000 bushels in the
week oneyear ago, 2,800,000 bushels two
years ago,aud 8,714,000 bushels in the like
week three yers ago.

In Mavnitoba wheat prices have been
casier here, in  sympathy with tho generel
dopression, and prices declined at country
points lcon Fridey. The top price paid to
farmers is now about 48¢ per bushel, on an
18 cont freizht rate to Lake Superior points,
and 41 to 42¢ is the top price at most country
markets, for best samples, N.. 2 hard and
No. 1 northern, 8¢ uader No. ) hard, No. 8
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hard and No. 2 northern 7 to 8¢ less than No.
1 hard, No. 1 rejected about the »ame as No.
8 hard. Frosted wheats range from 20 to 85¢
por bushe). No. 1 frosted brings 5c less than
No. 8 hard. No. 1 hard, Fort William, has
sold at botweon 58 and 5Y¢ during the weok.
The movement has been hardly as large
this weok as last, partly perhaps owing to
broken weather, ‘Tho first pinch for cars
was felt this week, cars having boen scarce.
This is partly due to the large number of cars
held at Fort \William, where thero are 150
carsof Manitaba flax seed awaiting lake space,
and about 150 more cars of 1e¢jected wheat
aro held at Port Arthur, swaitiug cleaning.
The new cleaning elovator in Winnipeg s
now ready to begin operations, and this
will reliove the pressure very materially,
Country deliveries have ranged from 150,000
to 175,000 bushels per day. About 2,600,000

to Buffalo

lbs. delivered to city retail dealers. Second
bakers S1.10 to $1.50, XXXX about $1.15 to
$1.20 per sack according to brand.

MILLSTUFFS.—City mills are selling at 810
per ton fur shorts and $12 for bran, delivered

The supply is still not large, though a smal-
ler demand is expected this season, owing to
cheapness of feed grains.

To Cattle Shippers.

Th export ceason is drawing to a close, and
ocean space is scarco.

A switch has been put in at the Pilot
Mound oatmeal mills owned by Dow &
Carry. .

The flour mill at Marquette, Man., has
been lomsed by Wm. Ramsay, lately from
Scotland.

It is stated that Jas. Kippan has purchused
tho flour mill at Russell, Man., which has
boon idle for some time,

A by-law was voted on at Hartnoy, Man.,
recontly to giant & bonus for a flour mitl.
It was dofeated by a large majority.

John Wake is having the Johnstone eleva-
tor at Minnedosa, Man., overhauled. Mr.
Wake is now on the market purchasing
grain.

Fraser & Donsld’s steam power elevator,
which is now in course of erection at Pilot
Mound, Man., will be of 80,000 bushel’scapa-
city and will be provided with two weighing
hoppers. It is to completed by Novembar 15.

The figures at which it is said wheat can
bs raised in Argentina is 25¢ a bashel. Sold
at 30c the profit is 100 per cent. Theclimate
is similar to that of California. Wheat land
is for sala at two dollurs and & half per acre’
Italians are taking possession of the country
in large numbers.

The plan adopted by the Cavadian Pacific
Railway land department of taking wheat in
payment for land is said to be working satis-
factonly. ‘The company tske the wheat at
the highest market price at point of delivery
and ship it forward to Fort Wiiliamn for
storage.

A despatch received aunounces the wreck
of tho steam barge M. B. Hall on the Magne—
tic reof, morth of Manitoulin Island. The
bargo was bound from Port Arthur to Alid-
land with 27,500 bushels of wheat, which is
insured for $18,000 in British American. The
cargo was owned by A. MeBean & Son, Win-
pireg. The owners of the cargo here have
not received a report yot as to the condition
of the cargo.

The new flour mill at Elkhorn, Man., is
now completed and has been putin operation.
This mill has been established by a local
stock company, composed of the business men
of the town, who are anxious for the progress
of the district and who desire to make Elk-
horn as good a market for the farmers as can
Yo found in the province. The mill nas a
capacity of 75 barrols and is_ claimed to be
one of the best of its capacity in tho country.

Speaking of the weather in England the
London Miller says: * September will be re-
membered by the present generation as a
month of quite wonderful heat, suushive, aud

enerally summor-like character. The sun-
shine records are the highest known, these
particular registers not having been kept for
very many years. The total heat of the
month st some stations has been the highest
for 50 years, and all places show the highest
registered heat since 1875.  Rain has hardly
fallen a2t all in some counties; others re-
coived an inch in heavy thunder showers
early in themonth. Tho harvest has been

t in under most favorable circumstences in

ngland and Northern Germany. where win-
ter wheat was still out, aud tho spring wheat
has been well secured in Russia.”

The Macleod, Alborta, Gazette says: * We
understand that, in response to an advertise-
ment asking for tenders tor tho supply of oats
for the mounted pélico at Lethbridge, the
lowest bid was put in by & Brandon firm at
81.09 per 10U pounds. Tho next lowest bid
was that put in by o local rauchman at $1.16,
and a firm in Lathbridge bid for the contract
at $1.26. At thetime of writing we do not
know to whom the contract will be awarded,
‘but there was = rumor to the effect that the
Brandon firm were to get it.

Dairy Trade News,

1t is proposed to establish & creamery at
the Brassey farm, Indian Head, Assa.

The Dominion dairy station at Moose Jaw,
Assa, has made $10,000 worth of butter this
year. Tho government will continue the
station next year.

Prof. Robertson, Dominion dairy commis-
sioner, says the government will next year
continue mare actively even than this year
to assist the dairy interest in the west.

The Montreal Trade Bulletin says: An-
other car of fresh dairy butter has been re-
ceived from Manitoba, which was readily
disposed of at 14c to 15c.

The St. Cuthbert chcese factory at Lor-
etto, Man., has lately become o joint stock
eompany, and has applied to the government,
for the loan usual in such cases as provided
by & recent act of the legislature,

The annual report of the Manitoba Dairy
Association has been published in pamphlet
form, as ordered by tho legislature. Itcon-
tains the report of the last annual meating of
the association, together withseveral valuable
papers upon dairy and kindred subjects.

R. Scott. of Shoal Lake, was up last Satur-
day. says the Birtle Observer, inspecting the
product of the Birtle creamery with a view
to purchase for a Winnipeg house. Mr.
Hettlo was also up u fow daysago for a Win-
nipeg house avd several other offers of 17
cantas for all but tho first month’s make have
been recoived. The selling committeo are
holding out for 20c.

The Manitoba Northwestern district pro-
duces less grain than any other part of Mani-
toba, but wholesale merchants in Winnipeg
will tell you that collections averago better in
this district s arule than in other parts of
the country. ‘Tho reason is that the farmers
there give moro attention to live steck and
dairying, and they always have something
which they can turn into money.

Prof. Robertson, Dominion deiry commis-
sioner, says: ‘‘Cold storage service on the
ratlways, and a cold storg}go depot on one of
the railway tracks at Winni /Yo neces-
sary to the safe development of the butter
business of Manitoba, or the fruit business
from the west. Such a storage building
would be & safe commercial venture, would
probably yield a fair return on the capital
invested from the beginning, and would bo
of very great benefit in putting the butter
and fruit trade upon & safe and paying
Yasis.”

A dairy school will be established in Win-
nipeg this winter, under the direction of Mr.
Macdonald, provincial dairy iostrucior. Tho
courso will Jast six weoke, and will be {ree,
At the close of the course, participants will
bo required to pass exawinantions, before a
ertificato of competensy will be issuel by

the instructor. The school will be fitted
with model butter and cheese making outfits.
It is Mr. Macdonald’s intention to make_this
o sort of model dairy and creamery, and the
special valuo of such a course to tho_present
heads of creameries and factories in the prov-
inco can bardly be estimated. The value
which will attaoh to the certificates issued at
the end of the course to the successful candi-
dates will be apparent to those whose qualifi-
cations to take charge of a creamer y or cheese
factory may at any time requirv endorsation.
Itis intended to make the imstitution self-
supporting by its output of checse and but-
ter. In addition to the regular day instruc-
tion, thero will be night lectures for the bene-
fit of all who care to attend. The school will
supply a want keenly felt beretofure, in fur-
nishing competent persons to tako charge of
the pew factories which are being opened
throughout the country. Many of our pres-
ent factormen would no doubt find it greatly
to their interest to take a course at the school
during the dull winter season.

The Elevator Situation at Austin,

Since writing a paragraph upon the eiova-
tor situation at Austin, Man., The Commer-
cial has obtained an interview with Mr. Clif-
ford, proprietor of the oclevator at that place.
Mr. Clifiord first expressed surpiise that The
Commercial should have at all favored the
removal of the elevator restrictions. He is
a firm believer in the opinion that these re-
strictions have proved an advantage to the
farmer. We may interject the statemeant
here, that The Commercial has frequently
stated that v e beliove the elcvator privileges
have proved beneficial to the farmers, by
building up an elevetorsystem without which
the grain trade of this cvuntry would be
practically paralyzed to-day, snd grain ac-
cordingly greatly deprociated in price. Re-
turning to the subject, Mr. Clifford says the
elevators cost from $3,000 to 815,000, and un-
less they get tho handling of the great bulk
of the crop, they cannot do it at the present
rate of 1} cents per bushel. Therefore, he
argues, if tho elevator privileges are removed,
the rates for handling grain will have to bo
advanced. Following the same line of argu-
ment, presumably, & stoppage would bo put
to building new elevators. Mr. Clifford also
spoke of the advantage of the elevators in
providing storage for the farmeors, thus re-
lieving them of the necessity of bygilding ex-
ponsive granaries for thomselves.

At the time Mr, Clifford was interviewed
there were soven machines threshing within
four miles of Austin, and the farmers were
beginning to sce that loading into cars was
not whst it was cracked up to be, though
they had beon kept fairly well supplied with
cars. He pointed out, however, that if

loading into cars was allowed generally,
no railway 2ould begin to supply cars or

|

————

handle the crop end tus farmers would have
to go back to the olovators, or suffer serious
loes on account of the delays. Nr. Clifford
considers the elavators of asgreat necessity to
the formers as binders, and he would do
averything to encourage rather than hamper
them. .

At Austin Mr. Clifford says the quantity
of wheat marketed has  been a
little over 100,000 bushels per annum for the
past three years. and it would not pay to run
the eclevator for less than this amount of
grain. Mr, Clifford’s elevator is on private
proparty and not on the Canadian Pacific
Railway right of way. and is reached by a
spur track.” This is given as one reason why
the elevator privileges were disallowed 1n this
instance. Mr. Clifford, however, allowed all
buyers to ship through the elevator, so that
though there was only onc elevator, there
were several buyers in the Austin market.

{(ae Correspondencs Golumn.

J. E. C.—We do not think that the com-
modity can be profitably shipped to British
Columbia this year. A Winnipeg dealer will
write you, giving quotations and other infor-
mation asked for.

H. S.—An explanation of the grain stan-
dards system was given in The Commuircial
of September 20.

J. E. R.--We cannot place much confidence
in world’s cropestimates, Inmany countries
no careful systom of crop reporting oxists
and estimatesare mere guess work. Evan where
the best organization for crop reporting
exists tho estimates are often astray. In the
United States, for instance, the wheat crop of
1691 was under-estimated by fully 100,000,-
000 bushels. When such a huge blunder as
this was made in the official reports, what
confidence can wo have in crop reports of
Russia, Argentine, and some other countries
wnich bave no systematic modo of reporting
the crops. Doctors differ, and so do crop
statisticians. Some alleged authorities say
there will be plenty of wheat this year. while
others make a shortage of 100,000,000 or more
bushels. Crop roporting has not been re-
duced to a science yet. and at best is a very
poor foundation to build very hopefully
upon.

The American Agriculturist, of last week,
contains that paper’s annual measurement of
the apple crop of the United States. The
estimated commercial crop is one of the
largest in recent years, approximately 60,000,-
000 barrels, being 16 per cent over1894. The
volume of the crop exceeds that of any recent
yoar, but the great apple districts cast of the
Alleghanies show less than an averagoe, while
in the contral west the crop isthe largestover
known. Early eatimates reported a short
crop, but this is shown to by wrong.

Herotofore much of the native poulty has
been placed upon the market in such a condi-
tion that it has brought a low price, while
‘Winnipeg dealers have been obliged to go o
Eastern %nnndn for choico poultry. There
should be no need to import poultry into this
country, Feed is abundant this year, and
tho first feature necessary is to {eed up the
poultry properly. After this, then careiu
packing. Following are some pointess from
a circular issued by J. Y. Griffin & Co,,
Winpipeg, on this subject :

As the season for marketing this year's
orop of poultry draws near, would it not be well
to %ive more attention to the preparation and
packing of this product than has been done
in tho past, and so obtain for our Manitoba
poultry the highes market price, and keep at
home the money sent east in previous
seasons ?

Tho following pointers if carried out would
place our home grown stock on the market
second to none:

Pluck dry; scalding roduces the value
fully 2¢ per 1b.

Draw and cut heads and feet off.

Pack evenly in uniform crates holding
about 200 lbs. nett weight each,

Don't be afraid to spend a quarter either in
timo or lumber in packing., The little out
law will repay itself with interest.

These
sales show an advance of jc upon last weok's
business,

Barloy -The market is very guivt buth
here and in the west, and we quote malting
grades 50 to 52kc and feed 89 to 40c.

Cured Meats.—Canada short cut pork, per
bbl., 815.50 to $10.51); Canada thin mess, per
bbl., S14 to 814.50 ; Hams, per 1b., 9 to llc;
Lard, pare, in pmls, per lb., 5% to Yc, Lard,
compound, in pails, per 1b,, 6§ to 7c; Bacon,
per lb,, 9 to 11¢; Shoulders, per 1b., 8 to 83c.

Butter.—Good times in the butter trade is
about as fair & way to characterize the mar-
ket as we know of, and if farmers have not
sonse enough to sell their butter as fast as it
is churned at present prufitable prices, then
they will deserve no pity should the market
decline later and leave them witn stocks on
hend in a Jower market. Since our last re-
port sales have been made of round lots of
September and October creamery at 214c, 22¢,
223c and 23¢, the latter price being paid for
the whole October make of a well known
fa.tory, and yesterday 28c was bid in the
country for the October make of suother
factory. For Eastern Townships dairy 19
to 20c has bsen paid for choice fall ends, and
sales of Western dairy have transpired at 14
to 15¢ fo~ good to fine and at 16 to 163c for
finest.

Cheese.—The cheese market continues to
show extraordinary strongth, but those who
do not accept presont good prices are foolish.
Of courso there will have to be aa ond to this
boom, and then the wise ones wiil be those
who sold at curreut values. At the moment
there is no inudication of a collapse in cheese,
the market being firm, and any factoryman
who i8 williug tu accept current rates without
haggling fur extreme values can sell his
cheese. Sales are reported of 1,300 boxes of
white Perth at 98c, 2,000 bozes of finest
Western at 9ic, 500 Eastern Towuships
finest at 98¢, and B0O boxes dv. at Ic.

Eggs.—lhe market continues firm, round
lots of chuice candled stock having been placed
at 14 to 143c, with sales of small jobbiug tots
at 15 to 154c. Secuuds are yuuted at 12 to
18c. Strictly new laid frumn nearby juints
20 to 22c.

Hides.—The hide market is week and 1c
lower, making & decline of 13c from top
prices, Calfskias had declined Ic since our
last, dealers now paying unly 6c. We quote
prices as foilows. Light hides, 7c for No. 1,
6¢ for No. 2. and 3¢ for No. 8; to tanners
8o for No, 1. Heavy hides 7 to 7jc; Cslf-
skins 6¢; Lambskins H5¢c.—Trade Bulletin,

Reforring to the last advancoe in Pennsyl-
vania coal, which was noted in the Commer-
cial of last weok. Tho coal trade piper
Black Diamond says. ‘' The market .con-
tinues to show an incroased firmness. Prices
have guno up another notch., The domand
continues strong, and thero appears not the
slightost reason to b iigve that quotations are
being in any way discounted, Figures f.0.b,
New York arenow quoted: 88.75 for broken,
$3.90 for egg, 3115 for stove and $3.90 for
nut on the compauniés’ circulur. Simul-
taneously, figures at Chicago went up to
85.25 and 85 50 ; these are higher than they

have beon for the last two or threo
years, and wo might mention that
fast year the ciroular records that

that coal was held, for broken $8,60, cgg
$8.75, stove $1, nut $8.75, so that provalent
prices are even more satisfactory than they
were then. All reports both from city and
country trade, appear to agree in the conclu-
sion that though some. stocks are held, that
they are nothing like cqual to meet the de-
mands which will be made upon them during
the coming season. Wae are now face to face
with winter, and at the same time with less
aoal in sight than has been the case for many
a day. the goneral revival in business
will undoubtedly cause an excess evon in the
normal demand, this condition of stocks must
have a tendenoy to put figures still higher
later on. It is very true that some of the
large ship in the west aro confident that
they witl ggr:ble to take care of their trade,
buat on the other baud uthers are short,”

The same paper, speaking of the coal trade
of Duluth says: ‘*Receipts of soft coal for
the season up to October 1st are ~ut by the
agent of the Northern Coal Storage Company,
which controls the soft coal on all the docis
at tho head of the lake, at 617,919 tons for
Superior and 266,890 -for Duluth, a total of
884,809, Last season the total was 550,410,
The stocks of hard coul are put by a good
authority at 317,889 tons for the two towns.
A year ago they wnre 80,000 tons greater.
Ualess there is a big incresse in the receipts
it is believed there will be a shortage in hard
coal stocks and there will be none too much
of soft coal.”

The Labor Market. -

Tho demand for labor still continues in ex-
cess of the supply. Notwithstanding .he
time that has elapsed since the harvest start-
ed, a large force of men are still employed at
threshing and other farm work. Many of
the farm laborers from Eastern Canada are
retuining home, and there have not been &
sufficiont number of men releasud yot from
harvest and general farm work to create any
surplus of men. Ib fact, it is said that many
of the threshing outfits are shurt of help on
account of scarcity of men, The heaviest
demand now is for men to gu to tho wouds for
the wiater. Probably fully double the number
of men will be wanted for the woeds this
winter, owing to the low stocks and better
outlook for the lumber trade next seecson.
Not nearly the number of men reguired can
be supplied at present, though wages offered
are higher than a year ago. The wagesoffer-
ed for choppers is $20, which is $4 higher
than last year. For experienced loggers S2v
to 828 is offered. A large number of men
will be wanted a little later on, to get out
cordwood and railway ties, so there is no
prospect of a let up in the demand for men,
which has now been vastly in oxcess of the
supply for the past two or threo months.

A line of goods which has coms quickly
into gencral use in this country during the
last two or three years, is felt footwear. In

this cold climate there is nothing so comfort-
ablein the line uf {ootwear ac agood feltshoo
Moccasins, overshoes and all other inventions
to protect tho foet from the cold, are not to
bo compared with the folt shoes for ordinary
woar. The salo of theso goods has increased
very rapidly, and their use will bo almosy
genoral this winter in Manitoba. The Dolge
folt shoe i3 ono make which has beon received
with favor horo and has given genoral satis.
faction. It is handled by Mr. A. Congden, of
Winnipeg, who has the sole agency for these
shoes in Western Canada.
