the urgent necessities of poor Catholics here —

|pol|cy to practico ; or simply, the constitution,
the administration, and the administeators.
, The consutuuion or furm of the government,
that 1s, the mode ox manner of orgamzing the
state, may be monarchical, anstocratic, or de-
mocratic, and tho age in which we live, proe
nounces almust exclusively in favour of the lat-
ter. For the Jast huadred years the people all
through southern, central, and western Eorope,
have been struggling with more or less_energy,
with more or less perseverance, with more or

mocratic forn of governmeant ; but as yot with
indifferent success. )

Many amongst us, look upon the Democratic
as tho only legitimate form of government, and
thereforo regard all efforts 10 establish it as right
and prmseworthy. “They look upon it as the
only form compatible with liberty, and_ suppose,
that in proportion as it advanees liberty isgained.-
Hence, they sympathise warmly with the people
who nse up against monarchy or aristocracy,
land attempt to establish pepular govesament ;.

and however terriblo the means they adopt, they
conclude them to be justified by the end.
in theimnselves considered, forms of government
are indifferent. ‘Che end of governmet is the
public good, the maintenance of peuce or justice
between man and man. ‘There is no form of
government which may not do this ; none that,
cannat, if it chooses, ncglectit. An artbitrary
governiment, that is, a government of mere will,
whether the will of une, o of the few, or of the
many, is despotism, and has and can have no
legality. But where the will that governs is,

or unwhiten, the guvcrument is lcgmm:uo,
whatever its furm, and subjecuun to itis ao in
fringement of liberty.

The austahe comm.iied by the pevplo is not}
in regarding Democracy as legitimate, when 1t
is established,—or in yielding it a most hearty
suppurt whe ¢ itis the law, bat in supposing.
4 the ouly legitimate form, and in seeking to es-,
tablish 1t in countries wbcre it does not exist,
and whete, in facl the manncrs, customs, and
habits of the peoplo are opposed to it Tﬁns
assumes, since politics are a branch of morals,
that the Chuich condemus a!l forms of govern-
ment bot the Democratic, which is not true.
She decides, abstractly considered, in favout of
no one, and against a0 cne. Cunsequently, ahe’
requires us 10 reject 0o onc of them where it is
osiablished, and to introduce no oneof them
where another oxists. Yet if Democracy were
‘heonly legitimate form of gusernment, she woald
insist upon its being introduced everywhere, and
wnpose opod the peoplo the duty of seeing iv i
done and done without delay.

Now, in order to rebut this charge,
1t will not do to contend that the Democratio is
the only legitimate ordex, asd to huiry on the
people here and everywhere into radical excesses.
All wo can say is, this order is the legitimate
order here, and hera our religion commands us to
supportit ; we canuqt say that we ought or that
it would be right for usto suppot it everywhors ;
{or that would assert that Democracy is the only
govcnmeng that does, or cap exist by divine
right, which the éhurch forbids us to assest,

The Answer to our adversaneg is not in makipg
a profesaion of Democracy ; but in stating the
simple fact that the Chuxch treats every form of

ment, and fnrblds them to disobey it. The De-
mocratic is tho only. legmmato order here, and
therefore here, Catholics are bound by their re-
Jigion to support Democracy, and forbidden 19
conispire against it. !

Aas Catholics, we are beund to support the
Democratic order where it 1s the law, simply
Becausé it is the law, and we can.no more be good
‘Catholics than loyal subjects, 3 we do not keep
‘the law.—But, for the same reason that we ate
bound to suppors the Democratic order here, we
ate bound to support the monarchical, or the
atistocratic order, wherever one or tie other of
them is the law. Dut 0 contend for Democracy
on the ground that it ought to be the law, where
it is not, would be to declare Democracy 1o be
the caly legitimate form of government, and to]
dssert for the people 1n all countries where it is
not established, the right 1o conspire to introduce
if, which is not allowable.— Boston Catholic Ob-
