CO iMMERCIAL PROSPECTS.

tjnless we greatly misapprehend the
views oF our contemnporaries -in the
United States, there is a good dieal of un-
easiness prevailhng as to , the future.

There have been an unusual nuniber of
failurcs, and soie of then of a .:very
serious character. 1 nMay be admitted
that thoae sho take an unfavorable view
of the situation are looked on by many as
croakers. It is alleged that the crops are
plentiful, and that after harvest noney
will be abundant. On the other handit
is believed that the indebtedness of
traders is abnorrnally large, and that
sellers are obliged to submit to necessity,
and to part witl goods at unremunerative
prices. Ilence there have been an un-
usual number of auction sales, which is
indicative of production being in excess
of consurption. One important branch
of business has been conpletely demnor-
alized by recent failures, viz., the leather
trade, and there are circumstances con-
nected with it that have increased the
alarn. The house of F. Shaw & Brothers
had up to the period of failure a high
reputation, and only a few months ago its
assets ivere authoritatively stated as over
£6,000,000, with direct liabilitzes of $700,
000. A short time afterivards the firm
failed for $3,000,000, dragging down other0ffice: 180 St. James Street, Montieal.
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houses. It appears that one customer
alone had advanced in notes $400,000 for

goods not delivered, and there can be
little doubt that te same system was
followed in the case of others. 'Tlie plan
has been adopted in Montreal, and it is
calcalited ta mislead bankers, who cannot
well distinguish such paper from ordi-
nary business transactions. A leading
Boston commercial paper, bhe Advertiser,
has been recommending a scheme, that
ivill probably not be' easily carried into
effect, for establishing a special mercan-
tile agency, controlled by the banks, the
abject being ta ascertain bhe amaunt of
notes issued by business mien, and held
by the banks. It is tolerably evident that
a good deal of alarm is felt in the States,
and there is reason ta apprehend that
sinilar uneasiness prevails, ta sonie ex-
ent, in Canada. Ta add ta the trouble,

there have been somae serious failures
anong the speculators in stocks, many of
which have been seriously, and ail partial-
]y, d epressed.

THE LDMITS OF EQUIY.

We can assure the Toronto Mail that
w'e are neither " puzzled " nor "l enraged
nor even I peevishl," although if ve could
imagine for a noment that its discredit-
able attempt ta blast the reputation of
the late Chief Justice Harrison, who was
a distinguished member of the party of
which the Mil claims ta be one of the
chair organs, would be successful, we
should not hesitate ta avow our indigna-
tion. 'The more the Mail writes. on the
boundary question the better we are
pleased, foir lie never fails to damage the
cause, which he as undertaken ta defenid,
and we are only surprised that he as not
bean induced ta drap the subject. It is
satisfactory ta have the M'ail's admission
that " the principles of' equity and good
conscience " shauld be the guiding prin-
ciples ofi honest arbitrators, for in a for-
muer article, he declared that "if Chief
"Justice Hlarrison had been a jmdge in-
"stead of a representative of Ontario,

Ithere could have been nothing but blame
"for hima." We should like very much,
bliat the Mail would explain bwhat con-
struction can by possibility be-placed an
the foregoing sentence, except that the
avard was flot' in accordance with the
principles of equity, and that, therefore,
if it hald been made by a judge tiere
would have been " nothing but blare for

inI." Being only au arbitrator lie did
quite right, and the Dominion arbitrator
was altogether wrong because he deemed
it lis duty to decide " according to the
principles ai equity and good conscience."

But the Mail reiterates an allegation vhich
has been repeatedly explained as ta de-
ciding doubtful points against Ontario.
The remark had no reference ta the doubts
of the arbitrators, but ta the opinions of
eminent counsel who claimed ta bring
high authority in their support. It had
special reference t the disputed point as
to whether the western boundary, estab-
lished by the Statute of 1774 and the
treaty of 1783, could be considered ta
have been extended further West by the
proclamation issued under the Statute of
1791. There was yet another point, on
which there were conflicting opinions, viz.,
whether the western boundary should be
extended due West fron the N. W. angle
ta a point due North of the source of the
Mississippi. It never was intended ta
convey such an idea as that the arbitra-
tors had any doubts themselves, but that
when there were doubts raised on high
authority their opinions had been against
the claims of Ontario

The Mail has again put forward the
alleged interruption of Counsel. - Over
and over again the assailants of the arbi-
trators, on the ground of giving a hasty
decision, have been challenged ta name a
single point raised ly counsel in the
argument that is not ta be found in their
cases. They must surely be aware that
if the case had gone before the Privy
Council the same course precisely would
have to be followed, of sending the cases
of counsel containing their arguments
along with the evidence. It is by no
Means uncommon for Courts ta intimate
ta counsel that it is unnecessary for
them to offer any remarks. In point
of fact, the Counse Iwas fnot cut short.
He would not have been prevented
occupying as muach time as lie thouglt
desirable. H-el' was merely told that
"without having any desire whatever ta
unduly hurry the argument," there was

a probability that if counsel did not
occupy much time the decision might be

,given that day,-an intimation caused by
a conference between the arbitrators after
the close of. the first day's proceeding-,
when they found that their opinions,
formed independently from a careful
examination of the cases and evidence,
were the same. To prevent misunder-
standing it must be kept in mind that
they rejected what is called the due North
line, contended for by the Dominion, and
held the Western boundary to be the
North-west angle of th'e Lake of Vie
Woods, and that they likewise rejected
the Heightof Laod as the Northern boun-
dary, and held that the point on James
Bay due North from the head ai' Lake
Temiscamingue vas the North-easterni

boundary. It is simply the height of
absurdity to argue that any court or
judge can find what is called a legal or
true boundary in the North-west when
no one has ever ventured ta point one
out.

Sir Alexander Cockburn and Sir Alex-
ander Gait are held up as examples, but
we sincerely hope thl. the Mail does not
attribute ta either of those gentlemen
that lie acted otherwise than according ta
the principles of equity. We, at ail
events, believe most implicitly that they
did so act just as the boundary arbitra.
tors did, neither more nor less. The Mail
repeats a statement that we are sorry to
have ta remark lie must know ta be untrue,
because it lias been sa often made and its
falsehood'so oTten exposed. The commis-
sion of the arbitrators toas not " distinctly
to find the true legil boundary," but " to
determine " the boundaries, a very dif-
ferent thing. We doubt if any one who
respects the memory of Chief Justice
Harrison will thank the Mail for his vin-
dication of him by distinguishing between
his functions as a jutige and as au arbi-
trator, the plain neaning of which is that,
as an arbitrator, he gave an award against
the principles of equity, which he would
have deserved blame for if given by him
as a judge.

We must spare a line or two for the
.National, which cites an opinion given
by Sir Francis lincks to a reporter.
Surely the Nationalmust know that when
the Northern boundary was fixed by the
Act of 1774 Quebec and Ontario were onel
Province, with the Hudson's Bay territory
as its Northern boundary. If the Height
of Land is the Southern boundary of the
ludson's Bay territory, then of course it

is the Northern boundary both of Ontario
and Quebec, which is the Dominion pre-
tension. It is equally clear that if the
boundary of Ontario i8 north of the
Height of Land so must be the boundary
of Quebec-both are established by the
same Act. We venture ta assure the
National that no persan in Ontario who
ia acquainted with the subject can hold a
different opinion from that just stated.

TRADE REPORT.

It is satisfactory ta find that the export
trade of the Dominion is not only increas-
ing, but that the largest increase has
taken place under the heads of 4 agricul-
tural products" and " animals and their
produce." 'The products of the mine are
rather stationary, but this is doubtless in
great part owing to he fact that coal,
which is the principal of those products,
has bee mucli more extensively obtained

iii'
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from Nova Scotia. 'i'lie exports of iron
and phosphates, although not côtisider-
able in the aggregate, have largely in-
breased, while gold quartz and copper ore
have decreased The exports of fisht show,
on the whole, an increase as compared
with 1880-1. In mackerel there lias been
a very great talling off, the export being
less than one-htalf what it was in 1877-8,
the decrease having been gradual. The
lumber trade siows a considerable change
in its.character. The exports of square
timber in 1882 were about one-half vhat
they were in 1872, whiile the aggregate
exports varied only about $300,000, the ex-
cess;being in 1882. hlie chief increase was
in deals, the vaile of which in 1882 was
nearly $8,000,000 against $5,341,580 in
1872. Planks, boards and joists do not mna
terially differ in value, but the quantity
bas considerably decreased, so that prices
must have been ftilly 25 pet' cent higher
than in 1872. Under the head l atinials
and their produce," the increase since
1872 is ratier more than 50 pe, cent, and
the only item of decrease is in furs, the
exports of whicli, however, were muci
greater in 1881 than in 1882. Butte, lias
been very statiouary, and was less in 1882
than in either of the tvo years preceding,
although greater than in 1872. 1orses
are nearly double, and cattle nearly thr'ee
times the value.of tie exports in 1872.
In siteep there ias been an increase o
nearly double ; cheese and eggs aiso show
a coinsiderable inctease, the fortmer about
35 pot cent, and eggs more than double.

AoRufirutUA, r'ouc'rs.

The inicrease in I agricultstral pro-
ductlis sbouti 50 per cemît, barley being.
the principal item, but peas, rye and oats
all showing ai increase. Wheat and flou
ine been very stationary, although in
excess of 1881. ' There has been a mar'ked
decrease in thie inport of both wlieat and
fotr as compîared witi 1877-8. i that
yea ite expots of wheat wore 8,509,243
bushŠs, 'from whici mîust be deducted
impot 5,605,411, ieaving as net exports,
2,873,832. lit 1881:2 the exports ivere
6,433,533, but the iniports wem' only
2,931,220, leaving a net export of 3,502,.
313 o 628,481 in excess of 1878. Apply-
inîg Lte sale v'lle to flour il will Ile 'ound
that the net eports ii 1878 were 162,-
842 barriels, and in 1882, 307,404 ba'rels.

co%L. TRMiE.

lhe Board et 'o''ade report gives soen
interesting information regarding the coal
tade. the cotnsunptionî has been largely
increased during Lte six years ending in
1882. A comparison is given ilu tie
return betveen the sales in Nova Scotia
in,] 879 and 1882e te former, having beei

688,624 tons againstl,250,179 in the latter
year. it the sane years the aggregate
imports verei--for gl879, 473,317 tons
bituminous and 416,423 anthracite;
while for 1882, they were 636,374 tons
bituminous and 638,273 anthracite. The
aggregate increase, including that from
Nova Scotia, is about 946,000 tons more
than in 1879. The imports of anthracite
into Montreal, were 156,000 tons in 1882,
against 116,000 tons in 1880.

T5EE, 5UOAR TRA DE.

'lho change inade in the sugar duties
has effected a complete revolution in the
trade. In the year iS7S the aggregate
imports from Great Britain and the
United States, the proportions beimg
nearly the sane, wero about 101,500,000
pounds, and from all other places 8,000,-
000 pounds. The average duty was about
42 per cent on the value. In the follow..
ing year the itnports from Great Britan
and the United States fell to 31,000,000
poutnds, while front the West Indies they
were 73,000,000, Brazil, 5,000,000, and all
ethe, eentries, 8,000,000. Tle duty
averaged nearly 52 per cent, say 56 from
Great Britain, 52 from the West Indies,
18 from the United States, and 48.44 from
Btiazil. In 1882, the iipoLs were nearly
3,000,000 pounds from Great Britaim, vitI
a duty of 52 per cent; 11,500,000 pounds
from United States, duty 44 pet' cent;
West Indies, 70,000,000 ponds, duty
47.8 per cent; Brazil, 34,000,000, duty
46.4. The I)utel East Indies supplied
6,300,000 pounds, duty 50.7 per cent.
'rite ti.ade in stigar wii reat Britain can
hardly be said to exist, and thiat with the
British Indies will give place soon to
Brazil, which tie Dominion Government
is endeavoring to encourage by sub-
sidies.

TEA AND CoFFEE.

There lias been a progressive increase
in the imporis of tea since i878-in vhich
year the quantities were 6,630,434 poulds
of green, and 5,455,427 ponnds of black.
In 1882 the quantities vere 10,735,452
potnds of greenand 6,275,564 pounds of
black, ITe back tea is cliefly imported
fron Great ' ritain muad the green. princi-

pally fron Japan. Tt seems probable
that the large iiport of àreen from the
United States is likewise Japan. , The
t-ade witth China lias increased. but is
stili not iucht over one-fouit hof tlitvith

Iapan, and te green atd black are ih
about equal proportions. ithe largest
imnport î'as in 1880-81, wiien the aggre-
gate was nearly 20,000,000 pounds. There
lias been a lige increase in the im orts
of coffee îvlich were 1,905,273 in 1878 and
whicl lbave steadily itcreased until they

reached 2,757,892 pounds in 1882. In
1878 the imports of coffee from Great
Britain wère 1,525,170 pounds ont of an
aggregate 1,005,273, tlere having been no
imports from Brazil. In 1882 the importi
from Great Britain were 355,421 pounds,
and from Brazil, 1,164,535 pounds. We
may notice some other branches of our
trade in future nutmbers.

STRIKES.

The very serions inconvenience sus-
tained by the public, owing to the abor-
tive attempt of the telegraph operators to
obtain at increase ofe remuneration, lias
led te the discussion by the United States

press of a r emedy for the evil. It ias
been proposed that i cases of dispute
betveei employers and wor'kmen, arbi-
tratin in regard to wages, htoturs of labotr,
etc., should be enforced by law. Each

party shoiuld be entitled to appoint an
arbitrator and i ini twenty-four hours
they sitold fail to agree on an umpire
lie should be appoimted by public
authorily. It is quite clen that any such
scheme w'ould be found wholly imprac-
ticable. The employers of labor vould
never consent te be bo nd by awards
whi inigbt coinpel ti hei to carry O1

to be guardeid agaimst is the injurious
consequences attending strikesim-partic-
una' branches, especially ivhen companies
or individuals undertake t perform ser-
vices for the, public, stich as common
carriers of goods, passengers or messages.
Tietre are some other cases in whichl the

public miglt be set'iously inconvenienced
by strikes, such as those of the employees
of gas or vater compaies. The .sugges-
tion that voluntary a'bit ation sIould be
invited has beei frequently made, but it
séems that in pracice it is seldoi, if
ever, resorted to. Oie plan certainly
onglt to be adopted, whichis, titat in
those cases imi whtich the public at large
are comncet'ned, reasonabletietice shoukd
be enforced by lan. Lt seeitså unreason-
able that comimon cariers should be
ptunîishmed for their inability to perfori
public services, ow'ing to the sudden
stike of their operators. On the otîher
liaid, iC tiey had tai, netice, and houild
fail te effect satisfactery a'tangenents,
tiete w'ould not be the sanie objection to
trei' being helin responsible fo, the per-
foi'mance of services which tLhey 1uad
umdertalcn te teider. Those ho enter
into the se rvice o suci companies ght
to be compelled Vogive resoiabie notice
f theit. intention to abandon it We feel

conviticed that no scienie o f arbitratiet
that can be devised will ieet the diffi'
culty.

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THE BOOT AND SIIOE TRADE.

Aic: If f.
'l'e other class, already referred to, into

whicl tie boot and shoe business is
divided, that whichs is confined chiefly or
entirely to mllanifacturing for the jobbing
trade, has not as yetattained ta any great
developiment lin Canada. Quebea manu-
factiirers have been supplying Toronto
and Ifamilton vholesale hinses for nany
years; and althougi the shoe business in
that city is not altogether contined to the
class of goods required by our western
jobbels and mnanufacturers, it has had the
clief pat Of that trade, Montreal firms
not deeminng it advisable to cater for such
a business. Toronto inanufacturers are
not excelled in their line as regards fine
mserchantable goods, buit they nanage ta
dispose of a large portion of cheap goods
also ; and, as it does not pay to enploy the
more expensive labor of hie West on
cheap materials, tLhey prefer buying the
inferior grades in Qnebec.

Nealy eveîy dealeri who retails boots
and sies finds iW necessaury to keep on
hiand a proportionate supply of cleap
goods, as simvn iby such instances as the
lolloving :-Famner lialplI Joues, going ta
the village, meets neighbor Joshua Smith
an his wiay hone, a pair of new boots slung
over his shoubuler:-" Iello, Josh, that's a
nies pairo'boots you've got there, what
inay tle price e Y "" 3.75," replies Smith:

WIy, I got a pair as good as them last
veek l'or$2.25." Siih has had some exper-

ience of the wvearing qualities of the msake'
hie lias just boughit, and is satisiied to pay
the price, although. lie is malle ta feel a
twingn of discomfort at what is implied by
the renark of l1armer Joues, who says hie
paidi cash dovn for his. The neighbors meet
again saome n ine mon ths after, andl a futrthier
interview reveals the fact that, Farmer
Simliths is stilh wearing his $3.75 boots, while
neighborJones has just broken in his third
pair at $2.25; and the frequent " brenking
in "l as given hi nstenderi feet. Smith gets
lis boots repaired ini Mine by the village
shoemaker, wlo tells Jones that his
(Jones') boots " vont hold the pegs.'" The
etaliler is apt ta sifer in the eyes of the

Culstomer IVIIo buys fron the inferior
stock. The grades of leather employed
in tlie manufacture of these shoddy goods,
it is needless ta say, are of the lowest, and
"leather board " is emsployed where'ver
possible: but tihe deIand lor suchs goods
is said to be gradually dyiug out.

Soise ad'Vantages clahnied by local
ni"anufaicturers who supply Lhe jobbing
tradt(le aIre thsat thsey carry io stock, and'
thus economsise in interest, insuraice,
clerks and travellers, and that, as soon as
goods are made and packed, thsey can

attach a bill of lading ta their drafts, and
have their money any day withins bank-
ing hsours. They may have littl, if any,
capital, but tlsey msanage to buy on credit;
and selling for cash, or on short dates in
iot less thans-say 60 pair lots-they
cater only for a class of tr'ade-the jobbers
as well as the lairger and safer retailers
thIrouglout the country-witi wiîhon, on
short'dates, therie is no risk, they escape
the per centage of lasses that coimonsly
beset tihe ordinary manuifactusrer, espe-
cially those who, vor'king on iiadequate
capital, ·md in face of strong competition,
cannot alvays choose their customers.
But tie is already showing that the
advantages in favor' o mannfactiurers
possessing ample capital, especially ins
the late and, present tendency of the
leather market, will closely counter-
balance any economieà in the afore-iinecd
respects, and more especially in fice of
the low prices ta which goods have been
broughs't. One large factory tiat made for
jobbers ias latterly been obligei t aban-
don it, anti are nowi trying ta work up a
trade among the retailers. It is an open
secret that they figured as closely as
prudence would allow.

RIAWAIiAN RECIPROCITY.
We learn by oui' excianges that Mr.

C. E. Anderson, of Ottawa, lias been ap-
pointed Consul for IIawaii, and that he
lhas had an interview with Sir Hector
Langevin for the purpose of presenting
his credentials. We learn tiat a lengthy
conversation took place on the subject
of trade and navigatioi; and beaîring in
m1ind thîe utterances in the 5Ifouse oif
Cominions of some of the ministers ila'-
tive ta this trade we cannot but surmise
tiat ai effort will be made ta establishs
sane kind a reciprocity. The policy or
the Dcninion Ministry in obtatining fron
the Imperial Govei'nment tie privilege of
being exclndeid fioni commercial treaties,
containing the' very principle wvhich
Canada in its situation is specially inter-
ested it obtain' ing, viz,, the riglt toadinis-
sin of its exports on the footing of tie
most l'avored nations, is.a sufElcien)t indi-
cation of their desire to enter into excep-
tional reciprocal engagements. One of
the chief exports of Ilawaii is sugar, and
on the assumption that the avaiîian Con.
sul should suggest that, provided 1IIaw'aii
should open ier markets to Canadian
exports on the same . terms as those of
tise United States, Canada should receive

*iawaiian sugars either duty free or at
a very low rate of duty, it must be obvions
thsat if this proposal were agreed to, we
àhould be establishing a discriminsating

dnty against our fellow colonists in the
West Indies. Suci a policy, it is needless'
ta observe, is in direct antagonism to that
of tlie Mother Country, and it is suffl.
ciently obvious that the aggrieved West
Indian colonists would invoke the protec-
tion af the Imperial Government. We
have at present a riglht ta comuplain of

yawaii wlich discriinates in favor of the
Unitei States against us! The questioi
is whsetier it vduld be worth while to
retaliate, anid in all probability the
decision should be in tie negative. The
time is approacling when we shall ascer-
tain whtethser the Dominion Governiment
will car'y ont its pledge io last session to
retaliatesagainst Fîrance unless thlatnation
shoulà place Canada ai tle same footing
as the mst favored nations. There has
beei far too muich trillin'g witl France
in past years, anti we own that ve have
grave doubts as ta the courage ofour
ministers ta taike the bull, the iorns,
and treat tie French republic as it has
treatedi ns.

TilE PUJBh[C DEB'T.

It is very satisfactory ta learn fron the
report which has bee n ps'blished ai Sir
Leonard Tilley's recent utterances to s
cos'responden of 'te Montreai Gazette
tiat tie cieditof the Doninion standsso
high. It wvas, of course, generally believed
that the chief olbject of the recent visit of
tie Minister ai' Finance to England was
ta rmake arrangeInents foi tise paymsent of
the bands wiich will mature at the endi
of the year' 1884, and which amount ta

6i,500,000 sterling. The sinking fund
amoiunts to about £1,000,000, and it is in-
tended ta substitute loi the balance bonds
be'aring 4 and 3i pe' cent. interest. As
tie arrangement contemplated seems ta
have been approved of by the 'experi-
enced agents for tie Donioiiôn it niay be
assUimed'that it is a judicious one. It is
believed that it ivill be possible ta ex-
chsaig'e froin 1 ta 2 miîlions of 4 per
cent bonds at par foi an equal amount of
five per cents, but the 4 per cent are to
bear interest fron lst July,. 1883. The
utteransce of Sir Leonard Tilley is ra'ther
vague. 1Ie proposes ta offeri in Nov'ember
n'ext ifrom a million anùd a half a two
millions of 4 per cents, on' ternis ta be
stated, for' a like amounta of 5 per cent -

bondsfallingg due on 3t Decernber, 18'84:'o
'"The 4 per beau bonds willbe carrying
aboit 2 per ceit of interest, so thiat, if the
exchange should be effected, it would be
equal to a sale of 4 per cents at 98, antd
they are saitd ta be saleable at 104',-ir
London,-of course the Dominion would.

gain 1 per cent on the fives. We entirelf

-. ~,*,,**,j ,.,,
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concur vith the Gazelle in thinking the
arrangement, if effected, a very satisfac-
tory one, but we well recollect the attarks
iade on Sir Richard Cartwright, because

he effected a loan' which we believe was
nearer the market value of tie day than
98 or 99 wouli be to 1041. We must beg
also to differ from the Gazette's opinion
that "there is no reason to doubt that
" the Finance Minister will be able to

obtain par for the 3 per cents." If
we could imagine that possible we should
doubt die propriety of exchanging the
4 per cents on the ternis proposed. It is,
we admit, possible that the i terms ta be
stated " may be a prenium on the new
fours. Irowever, we shall not anticipate.
Even if the3 ù per cents should be sold at
less than par the operation will be a good
one. it is proposed to place $4,OOOOOO
4 per cent bonds itn the Canadian niarket,
and it is to be hoped that they will be
taken. There will be a savimg of com-
mission, bath on the sale and on the pay-
ment of inteiest. We cheerfully join' in
congratulating the Finance Minister on
the satisfactory arrangements that are
contemplated, and which we sincerely
hope will bie carried out, but we must, at
the same time, point ont. that the value
of such securities is much higher than it.
vas in former years. The United States
securities are much higher than they ever
were, and yet it cannot be said that this
is " consequent upon the policy adopted
by tihe present Government." The
cause of the advance in price in London
of Canadian securities is very different
indeed from any specifie polîcy in regard
to taxation. The mnemorable saying .of
Sir Richard Cartwright in reference te
the " fly on the wheel I" is strictly appli-
cable to the influence of the Canadian
tariff on the London money market..

OVER-PRODUCTION AND OVER-SELL-

ING.-

The articles on cotton manufacture
and the boot and shoe trade in recent
issues of this journal have b rought us a
number of communications from sub-
scribers east'and west. The points con-
tained in the following communication
from an occasional correspondent in a
thriving town of Western Ontario may set
some people a-thinking-seriously on the
evils which usually result fron some of
the methods described:

Edutor JounA2L Or' Cosîsno e
Montreal.

Sin,-I sec by your editorial of last week
that (lie cotton manufacturers have been taîk-
ing steps to limit production in tleir spueial
line. It vould be well if the hcsicry and

knitted goods maklers would follow suit, as the
probabilities arc that if the present state of
things goes on much longer, Canada will be
gluticd with all kinds of underwear, and com-
plete demoralization take place in prices. The
Faime is true of railway supplies of whiclh there
is now capacity in Canada for double the re-
quirements of the country, after the raitways
now in course of construction are completed.
Nothing more suicidal than the rush which lias
taken place in a number of these specialIties
could he imagined, and the effects are being
felt in the travelling and pushing to obtain
orders.

It may net be out of pIlace te direct attention
to the excessive competition now going on in
the hardware trade and cognate brancies. The
sane condition of affairs is coming to pass as
uas prevalent in 1875, 1876, 1877, when whole-
sale and jobbing louses had multilied far be-
yond the wants of the country, and tieir travel-
lers swarmed over the railroads in every direc-
tion. Then Montreal sent out a host of travel-
lers iii the hardware Eue, and goods were
sacrificed, branch houses established, and ail
sorts of expedients adopted te get rid of hleavy
stocks. The results ere disastrous. Now the
sane is being repeated by .Toronto and lamil-
ton, London, Guelph, etc. Travellers from
wholesale and jobbing houses are running to
every blaeksmits's ashop and general store,
sclling amai lots at prices which scarcely afford
a shade of profit and leaving Che retail hard-
ware dealer wi h nohug te work upon. Il
certainly shows the eagerness with which busi-
ness is.souglit, when a traveller will drive miles
te scure an order for two or tlîree bars cf iron,
40 or 50 bolts, a few pouînds of herse shoes, and
a few little etceteras, which could have been
supplied by the nearest hardware shop. But
wholesalers and jobbers have multipied to such
an extent that if orders cannot be secured from
tie regular trade, travellers will cavass the
consumers for the very smallest orders. The
retail hardware men in all parts of the country
complain that travellers are in this way spoil-
ing the business, aind that they are left with
large stocks on liand, while wholesalers and
jobbers ire cutting the Iround from beneath
their feet. Taike the carriage and waggon vood-
work supplies as an example of the way trade
lias been taien from the retailers. 'By an
arrangement among the maniufilcturers sales
are not malde to tlie makers of waggons, etc.,
but the wholesale and retail hardware trade
are supposed ta hiandle the goods. The facts
are that jobbers have so manipulated the bsi-
ness that retaiters have no margin of profit,
and the consequence is that the tradel demor-
alized thliough dislionest practices and cutting
prices. No one cn now depend upon the
brands of beut stuff, spokes, hubs, ete. The
jobbers have adopted the sim le expedients of
branding to suit tlemielves, or rallier te suit
the pricès obtained. The biush and branding
tools are now, regularly used in the jobbers'
warerooms, and the'manufacturers haveno uîse
for them. It is by sucb practicea as tliese that
trade is.becoming demralized, and Aoiorable
business men are trying to oîulstrip one an-
oller.

GRAPE SUGAR.

The success waiting iuion the new glieose
factory in Chicago will interest our own people
ln view of the similar establishment t atTalker-
ville, Ontaio. The Chicago factory turns ult
somle 150 barrels of relined grapîe sugar a day.
The principal customers are said to lie the wine
manufacturers, %vho use it for the purposes of
fermentation, il being stated that the prdperties
are the same as thnse if the sugpr which formas
ou the raisin, The operation fîîrnîislhes four
iroducts, the starch, from which tMe sigar ls

mad tIse germi or rchi,' tih gluten, and the
hliills. Tie gern contains 40 per cent of oil,
which is separated and sold to oil manufac-
turers. The gluten is sold for feed. The hulls
aiso make feed for cattle or [iogs. Tue fodder
refuse is equal to more than half the bulk of tie
the original grain. Tue suigar brings fron
six to six and a lialf cents a poucd, according
to the quantity sold. Gluten meat
is worth fifteen dollars per ton. An
authority says that one great difficulty in
the use of the refuse fron some establsliments
is that it contains a great imount of water,
making it expensive te iailnde, and causingit
te ferent quickly. Others press It dry, li-
creasing its value for; a given weiglit, and
enabling the purchaser to keep it any resson-
able time. The "slops" have been strongly
objected to by dairy manufacturers,ume re-
fusinîg te bandle milk froim cows to vhicli itis
ted. 'fTlc dry product would not be objection-
able. Themeal or slop should < eot bufed alone,
but good clover, hay, or some corresponding
food, ashould be given vith it. Feeiing sotte
corn, ou bran, or oil-meat would b a lielp. The
money.value of this proedietwill depend largo-
ly on ils cotidition as to dryness. nIthe siopîpy
state il will not pay fbr shipping auy consider-
able distance.

MiuOuegnATloN retîîrns for Augiist show the
total number of arrivals la Canada te have
behn 17,369, which, added te the 121,019 pre-
viously reported, makes a total for the eigt
months of this yearof 138,384 being 8,474 nior
than for the 1like reriod last year. The nuiber
of passengers who went througi l the United
States during August was 728 vbtich, with
th1e48,738 already reported, gives a total of
56,024 for the eight months. The net number
remaining in Canada this year was 82,363, as
compared with 68,355 ln 1882. I tas estimated
thi tihe population of Canada by immigration
thisyear vill bu inreased by niearly, if iot
quite, 150,000 seuls. Up o tIhe close of Augst
ve iad received from abroad 82,360 settlers, or
14,000 more tiien l lIés corresponding period
of 1882, in wtich year ab6ut 115,000 persons
entered the Dominiion ewith the intention of
settling hure. Aceording to the correspondelt
of the Globe, tlie tide of inmigralion passing
thliroiglh Winnipeg tou n t se h as lu
the Spring, continues to poir into the country
at the rate of one thousand pe' Week ait least,
nd will increas;e ,many men who came up

e rlyn the season alune, or thil oe r two Of
the boys, vill be foliloed l th flil by the
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rest of tie family. On an average, lie says, live
cars go West fron Winnipeg every morning,
crowded witli seltiers andI a f.e tourisis atiid
others who ire on a sImminer trip throgh lithe
