The comparatively sudden death of the
aged Emperor of Germany, although an
event which could bardly have been un-
expocted considering the weight of years
which that venerable soldier carried so
easily, has come with somewhat of a’
shock npon the whole civilized community,
and people have bardly yet found time to
discuss its probable effect upon the course
of events now that the hand of one of the
directors of the course of Yuropear poli-
tics is suddenly withdrawn from the belm. " -

Possibly, ‘however, the events of the
future will prove that the influence wield-
ed by the Kaiser over the current of
European affairs was largely a sentimental
ove, and not in any sense of the para-
mount importance imputed to him by the
popular favor. So far a8 we are permittod
to gaze behind the scenes, it seems almost
certain that the Iron Chancellor, as Prince
Bismarck has been so aptly called, is and
has been the real power that dictated the
current of events and carved out ihe
policy of the German TEmpire, and
hence 50 long as. he continues'to sway the
conncils of the nation it is probable that
the death of the Emperor and the succes-
sion of Frederick IIT will be comparatively
without effect upon the present period of
tension, and may even somewhat relax its
intensity. - To the reported deathbed utter-
ances of the Emperor, as indicating the

line of action to be adopted by his success-.

or, no importance need be. attached, and
reasonable doubt will be flung upon their
authenticity. They are far more lll\ely
to be the offspring of the heated imagi-
nations of interested politicians or specu-
lators than to be the gennine speeches of &
dying man, and we would preler to believe

that the last moments of the Emperor were

oceupied in calling for his beloved son and
not in prognostications ag {o the chances of
war. To those who kneiv the simple and
affectionate character of the aged soldier
there can be no doubt as to the bent his
faculties would follow, and therefore we
may dismiss the alleged speeches, as to
his wish to follow any particular line of
policy in event of war, as incompatible
hoth with'the character of the man and
{he solomnity of the moment.

Seldom is it given to any rulerto wit-
ness such vicissitudes in the fortune of the
country over whose destinies he presides.
Kaiger William found Germany humbled
in the very dust. The battles of Jena and
Auerstadt had almost ended thie existence
of Prussia as an independent. kingdom
when little William first received the
commission of a subaltern in the guards in
the balf ruined castle of Koniggburg, where
his parents were living practically at the
merey of Napoleon; and yet he lived fo
enter Parig three times as a conqueror,
and to dictate terms toa natxon which in
his early days were looked upon as practi-
cally invincible, He lived to depose
Austria from her position as head of the
Garmnn nation, and ﬁnn]ly ‘to humble
Frauce and ab the same time?, consohdate

“all the petty Germzm prmmpnlmes mto
one gxand homogenous whole, of which
he becnme the supreme ruler. The German
:empire is now-one compact, irmly united,
body of states, whose power and mili-
tary prowess have placed the people they
repregent at the highest pinnacle of power.
United Germany now dictates the futnre.
current of political events upon the conti-
nent, and she is every day extending her
influence wider and wider. Only under a
ruler, possessed atonce both of despotic
power and of thelove and confidence of

“the. people he governed, could such as-

tonishing results be possible in 8o short a
period of time, and it is to the fact that
he held in perfection the happy faculty of
attaching to his government the many
varying peoples of the German race by

the ties of personal affection and admira-

tion that the present solidity of the recent-
ly constructed Empire is most largely
dus,

It may be claimed that it is to the gening
of such men. as Bismarck, Moltke, Von
Roon, Blumenthal and Manteuflel that
the . greater portion of his success is
due, but it must he borne in mind that
had not the Kaiser had the wisdom to
discern their genius and to entrust his
policy to their guidance they would never
have had the opportunity of turning their
~gplendid talents to account, and therefore
that these claims rather add to the lusire
of his reign than detract in any way from

‘his glory. Only under the great Napoleon.

were the marshals of Trancs possible.
Had the dead Emperor been a man of nar-
row or bigoted views we might never have
heard of men whose names are now house-
hold words, and Frederick IIT, would have
succeeded only to the petty kingdom of
Prussia. . ’ )

The German nation is-indeed fortunate
in obtaining such a successor to the Im-
perial throne as e whom we have so long
known as the husband of our Princess
Royal. “Unser Fritz,” as he ig aflection-
ately called by tho army. is in every way
fitted to take the place left vacant by - his
father, save unfortunately in bodily health,
Whether the hopeful bulleting of the doe-
tors or the pessimistic telegrams received
from private sources at San Remo are
most reliable is merely a matter of
opinion  which does not aflect the re-
sult. It iz admitted on all hands that
the death. of the mew meeror in the
,very primo of life and on the thres-
hold of his. empire may be expected
within a few weeks. . That his recovery
may be possible is prayed for by millions
of his subjecis and hoped for by the civil-
ized world, but the-fact that he assumes

the tlirone under such gloomy aunticipations .

is an addxtlonal gource of grief to his
countrymen and -of uncerfainty to the
world at large. o

contage to the broker for exchapging his
wages into Canadian currency, or else Lo
extend forcibly the circulation of Ameri-
can bank;bills by compeiling him to return
with them to Cauada and run hig risk of
disposing of them at par.

Of course the American ofticials en-
deavor to cloak the reul object of this
unexpected revival of the old law of 1865
under the plea that the financial traditions
ol tho United States demand the suppres-
gion of all circulation except National bank
and Government notes. But naturally
this sudden regard for a law that has lain
dormant for twenty-lhree years is looked
upon as & very remarkable awakening to
n sense of duty on their part. If this law
applied to Canadian bills, why has it
never been enforced before? This is a
question that the interesied officials will
find it diflicult to answer, save by frankly
avowing their real reasons for the step.
That the imposition of the tax will benefit
the moneybrokers or extond the circula-
tion of American bills we do not believe ;
on the contrary it may lead to the lumber-
men preferring to make all but unavoid-
ablo expenditure in onr own country and
thus cause a ruinous falling ofl' in the
trade of the American frontier towns who
depend largely upon the trade of Canadians
for their prosperity. The luw belongs to &
period of bitter sectional legislation, now
happily passed away, and its sudden
rebabilitation i8 a retrograde step that
will benelit no one and will simply tram-
mel the free and friendly relations that
now exist along the {rontier.

THE RAILWAY COMMISSION.

The report of the Railway Commission
is naturally one of the most important
documents lnid before the country this
gossion, not only because it vary probably
indicates the course of any future legisla-
tion upon the subject of iransportation,
bui also because its recommendntions are
the result of a painstaking investigation
into the management and working of rail-
roads in this country, and a careful con-
sideration of complaints of shippers and
travollers. Tho railway authorities have
had an opportunity of stating their side of
the caso ; the diflicultios in the regulation
of rates, which the close traflic relations
betwaen the roads upon both sides of the
frontier unavoidably present, have been
thoroughly weighed ; and the grievances
of shippers and passengers thoroughly
vontilated: Now, then, if ever, the Govern-

"ment is in a position to initiate legislation

*that will promote the public weal- without

undue injury to railroad interests, since
presumably, it-can start with a full' prac-
tieal knowledge of the merits of both sides
of the case,

One feature of the Commission’s report
:will somewhat Burprise our -readers, and
tthat is the fact that in spite of the com-
:paratively small amount of traffic and the
:unfavorable nature of our climatic condi-
‘tions, the average charge per ton per mile
:on freight traflic is absolutely the lowest of
iany country in the world, and far below
‘that ruling in England or in any continen-
:tal country, In fact the average, in cents,
.compares a§ follows:—

iThis makes & very favorable showing for
ithe Canadian shipper, and should prove to
‘him that the present competition of water
:transportation, coupled with that offered
iby American railways at all points acces-
:gible by ‘water, have resulted in main-
taining rates at a far lower figure than
'could ever have been eflected by the most
siringent legislation,

The decision of the commission that it
‘would be inexpedient {0 adopt a rule of
-equal mileage rates, irrespective of distance
and cost of service, is the ‘only one that
icould have been come to under the circum-
stances.  Any legislation that woald
‘restrict the control of rates, or prevent the
‘immediate meeting of temporary cuts
upon the partjof American roads by the
-onforcing of uniform mileage rates, would
‘bo distinctly prejudicial to Canadian in-
terests. The ability of Canadian roads to

compete for foreign {raffic must not be,

impaired in any way, if the present traffic
{acilities are to be maintained or increased,
and it is evident that were any hard and
fast rule by which local rates were never
do be higher than threugh rates from
such competitive points as Chicago to be
adopled, all eflfort to secure this traflic
would bave to be abandoned. This foreign
traflic ulone has involved an expenditure
in Canada of four millions of dollars
annually for the past four years, besides
increasing largely the traflic facilities
available to local shippers, and therefore it
is obvious that any legislative interference
with its progress could only prove detri-
mental to the business interests of the
country. ’

Of course it conld only be expected that
u close examination of the working of the
various lines wonld result in the unearth-
ing ol & certain number of abuses and

- unfair ‘discriminations, It ig to the re-
moval of these that the. Commission’ has
«specially addressed itself, and - although
gome of the suggestions are impracticable
- or useless, there are others whose value is
at once perceptible. The proposal to adopt
a uniform - classification of 'freight, for
which the tariff’ within the legal limita~
tions should be left to'the control of the
companies, seems feasible, This involves
the fixing of ‘the maximum 'rate by the
-Railway: Committee, after which the com-~
panies may reduce their tariff to any point
lower that they consider proper, on con-
-ditionthat in making such reductions they
-are not to discrimate between individuals
sor-localities ‘where the conditions of the
‘traflic and transport are identically the
:game. Special rates, involving discrimin-
rations, are to be prohibited, and all secret,
‘rates declared illegal, but the option is

‘lireserved. to the -railways to make special

irates and concessions to shippers, pro-
ivided' these are made public on demand,
;and are -given to all parties alike, and
rare subject: to this further stipulation :—
{“That -one carload of not.less than ten
- tons shall be the unit of railway transpor-
itation, in respect of any special rates
igranted ; all quantities under a carload
‘being - treated alike, but the railway com-
ipany-to be at liberty to make special rates
i for larger.shipments.” _
These are the principal suggestions
;offered by the Commission, and their
iperusal shows that the Commissioners .
‘have endeavored to keep to the golden
+mean between the two conflicting interests
‘involved, Their efforis are directed to-
twards the absolute -abolition of -diserimin-
:ation while at the. same time Joaving
;perfect freedom of action to the railroads, -
‘and if the changes they suggest are not so
‘radical a8 ‘some may have hoped, it is
-because they bave endeavored: to reduce
legislative interference with traflic to the
minimum necessary for its proper. control.
The proposed reforms will be submitted to
Parliament and incorporated in the Rail-
‘way Act, and if they prove to he as
efficient in practice.as they are. excellent
in theory, it is to.be hoped that they will
tend to ameliorate the position of the
-small shipper and to prevent any undue
:discrimination againgt him in the interests
of his more powerful competitors.

INTERPROVINCIAL TRADE.

e In some mystericus manner the im-
jpresgion seems to have gained. ground
among a considerable portion of our
population that the Maritime Provinces
find but very little market for their pro-
duce in Ontario and Quebec. . The idea
seems to have got abroad that while these
provinces form a magnificent field for the
operations of our wholesale houses we take

but little from them in return; and the
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consequent deduction. that the bargmn is
a one-sided one has go heen harped upon
by interesied political- epeakem that it
geems to have grined a certain amount of
acceptance even from those whose busi-
ness experience should teach them its
fallacy. ‘

Nothing  refutes
gtatements of this kind than an inspection
of the railroad returns of freight carried
from the Maritime Provinces to this city
and the West. We find that in1887 the
Intercolonial Railway carried 198,643 tons
of Nova 'Scotian ccal to the Western

market as well as 6,149 tons of stone and.

19,142 barrels of plaster. No less than
45,137,987 pounds of iron, manufaciured in
Nova Scotia found its way to western
consumers over the same road. The
upper provinces received by the same
means 99,152  barrels of pofatoes,
13,314 barrels of pickled fish, 3,273,312 lbs.

fresh fish, 4,236,896 bs. dried "fish, 734,365 | -

Ibs. canned fish and 15,699 Dbarrels of
oysters. This does not look as if the
markets of the upper provinces were
closed or valueless to the merchant of the
seaboard, particularly when it is remem-
bered that these figures apply solely tothe
goods moved by the one railway and do
not include the portion which cboss the
cheaper, if longer, route by water.

Nor are our purchages confined to what
may be termed natural products: We
find that Lower Province refineries sent us

3,153 hogsheads, 93,315 barrels and 1,584 -

boxes of their sugarg, all of which found
ready purchasers in cur own and western
cities, and "besides this, we have not in-
cluded the heavy shipments of cottons,
cotton thread, beam warps, nails, tacks,
forgings, steel, brass goods, railway plant,
and many other lines of lower province
nmanufactures which find their principal
market in the upper provinces.

All this tends to prove that the balance

of trade i far more equally divided than -
informed merchants -

many even well
imagine. ' Facts and figures prove -con-
clusively that there is a large and steadily
growing trade between the eastern and
western sections of this country and ‘that
interprovincial trade is day by day be-
coming n more important  factor in
estimating the- volume-of ‘the country’s
traflic. 'That an impression should have
got abrond to the contrary is simply. the
result of the garbled statements made by
politicians..of an. annexationist: stamp

who seek-to  impress upon their: expected -
constituenta thie idea that the sole market

for their produce.is in the United States,
and in order to give some color to their
assertions are compelled topass over in
gilence the fact ‘that -their trade with the
upper provinces is growing daily.  Tt.is to

the exertions,of these men that the feelmg :

Athey;term_the p_r_ef‘erence of the Govern-

ment: for. the. western- sections- of the
country, is-really: due, since:it is bardly
necessary to say that it has no foundation
in fact. On” the contrary, the recent
alterations in the tariff showed the earncst
endeavore. of the Government to foster the

‘industries of the Maritime provinces, and
the.increasing volume of inter-provincial
traffic proves. the. beneficial effect this

action had in knitting .closer the bonds of
trade between .the integral portions of the
Dominion. The figures we have given
will do more to putthe.country in posses-
sion of the. real facts . as tothe amount of
commercial intercourse between :the east
and west, than a:dozen political speeches,
and . therefore we.lay them before our
Teaders in order that they can form their
own deductions from reliable statistics.

MEN'S-FASHIONS.

* So far as at pregent can be judged, the
styles for men’s spring suitings show very
little variation from those of last year.
For business suits; the sack and the cnt-
‘away are still the leading styles, and show
no signs of being displaced in popular
favor. In fact a special sack coaf, intended
to be worn without an-overcoat in moder-
ately cold weather, has been brought for-
ward as s fashionable novelty, ' This new
garment is double-breasted, with five but-
tongon a side, and is intended to close up
high’ in order-to protect the chest. Itis
square cornered and has pocket flaps
except upon the breast pocket. Ordinary
sack guits'are made chiefly of Scotch or
Canadian tweeds in plain colors, stripes
and checks; the patterns as a rule being
neat and quiet, although some pronounced
figures are sought for by a portion of the
younger trade.

The cutaway coat still monopolizss a
large share of the business patronage, be-
ing'at once neat, convenient and ‘comfort-
able. The only change apparent this year
is ‘the lower cut-at the neck,in order to
show more of the shirt front and to admit
of the display of the wide four-in-hand
searfs which are now'so fashionable. The
coat may have either three or four buttons,
the latter being :preferable, but if the
larger -number be used they are simply
put closer together and ‘do nol change the
fit of the garment in-any way. The vest
may' be with or without a collar, and ot
the'two-it‘'may be’ said that the feeling is
gomewhat in ‘favor ‘of ‘collared vests; but
ifthe goods'be heavy:a collaron the vest
is apt to be cumbersome, and in’that case
aplain‘vest-is‘to he preferred. '
“"In the'case of sack'suits-it- is usal to
have the whole suit "of the one- cloth'; but
inthe*case of ‘cutaway ‘ suits ‘it is-more
stylish :to have'the trousers of a different

, pattern; yetmatching ‘the coat and- 'vest.

\A quxeter pattern should be chosen for the )

cutaway, even for young.men, than in the
case of sack coats, and there is a wide
range of neat stripes, dark solid colors
and small checks that will satisfy the most’
exacting purchaser and are -always' snit-
able for business: requirements. In trous-
ers the tendency to increased width'.is
perceptibly decreased, and . according--to
one of our leading tailors the rule for
fashionable makers is about twenty inches
at the knee-and eighteen at -the:foot,
shaped slightly over the boot- Stripesrule.
decidedly in trouserings, insome cases-the
pattern . being. very pronounced, and: a
rough material seems to have -the prefar—
ence, at all events in the early Bprmg
months.

The - linen collar most in- use is fhe
standing one with the points-folded back,
but norigid rule can be laid ‘down as to
shape. In fact the utmost latitude is
allowed, and the:variety - of shapes offered
bears'testimony to the freedomwith which
each wearer follows his individual tdstes.
In ties the four-in-hand and - Teck- are
more in favor than ever, and in fact pretty
well monopolize the trade. Little jewel-
lery will be worn. Watch chains are
light and link buttops plain..and quiet.
The law in respect to respect to scarfjewel-
lery; that it sball only be worn when
serving some distinet purpose as in the
cage .of pina worn.in flat scarfs, bas: been
somewhat -modified, and the four-in-hand
is mow largely- worn - with a small pin
which, now that 1t has come into.general
use, may be accepted as correct. .

In full dress-suits the newest stylesis-to
have the lapels: of the *“‘clawhammer?
faced with heavy black gros-grain. silk
either to the seam or, if .preferred, to the
extreme. edge of - the -lapel. Either: is
fashionable. The mnew- vests' have the
opening ‘more V-shaped thah last year,

‘when it was well rounded.out.at.the bot-

tom. An innerdacing.of-white orcardinal
satin, not projecting beyond the edge;is now
universally used to.conceal ‘the . lining,
which would be otherwise plainly visible as
the 'vest opens when the ~wearer is seated.
Thero.is-also 'a-disposition to favor-black
gilk'vests of ‘ottomsan, moire-or matelasse,
and a new idea ig.a Dblack worsted vest
embroidered. with a. vinepattern:onvthe
collar and-pockets. - White vests- also-are
largely’ worn and ‘appear tobe gm\\mg in
favor.

Dress tronsers are- madesomewhat fuller '
than last -year; and -new- styles show a
continued use of the sentache braid .down
the'seams. But.there.are many..gentle-
men who adhere to theplain doeskin'dress
trouser,:and this will never-bereplaced for
universal 'wear. Very litile. jewellery. is
still the rule; .to expose the .watch.chain
across - the - vest. is ot - considered: good
form; and there'is very little to modify the
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rigid black and white, except an increas-
ing tendeney towards embroidered shirt
fromts.

THI AMERICAN VIEW.

It is always interesting to learn the
opinions upon reciproenl  trade of  Lhose
American papers whose views are not biased
Nalurally they
look upon this question from s very different
standpoint to our own and their views are
very rarely flattering to our national vanity,
but since they dispel many of the fond
illusions that Canndian ndvocentes of recipro-
el intercoursy are prone to indulge in, they
convey n wholesome lusson that we might
otherwise overlook,

Innn able editorind upon this question tho
Shicago  P'vibune points oul that the present
Canadian  protective (arill is approximaling
daily more closely 1o the American. It then
goes on to say that :—¢ Canuda now collects
on hier Lotul imporls oniy about 10 per cent.
lowor average duty than does the United
States on the totad importe; and as the drift
of legislation in thie country tends lowards o
lower tarifly thero will soon be little difiicunlty
in muking the two meet, in which case there
would be no difference whethor we imposed
the smne tariff separately or jointly, Nor
woukl it affect Canndw’s commercial refations
with the mother country, since there would
be the sume barvier belween them then
ag now, Canadn during’ the fust twenty
yeurs having sob up o protective turifll against
Lingtand  from 17 per cent. ab first o
nonrly double that amount at present. In
forming any pooling arrangement in which
vach countyy should have an inferest in the
Joint revenue {rom imposts collected at the
ports of hoth countries, there would seem Lo
be Lwo Dbases of operation—first, the per
cupitn, the division being based on the popu-
Intion by the last or next census. 1t is likely,
however, (it Canadn would object lo this,
in which cwse the second basis would be o
divigion proportionate to the relulive tarifll
receipts enleuluted on the basis of the respect-
ive revenues of the two countries from that
source during the last three or five yewrs.
Upon this basis, caleulated for three years,
for instance, Canada would get $9.50 out of
overy $100 and the Americans $00.50.  Since
Canndu gets, voughly speaking, nbout 520,000,
000 from its tarifl and the United States
$200,000,000, one-fenth of the pool would go
1o Cande and nine-tenths to the States. So
far as foternal revenue is concerned, there
would be no dificulty in arrsnging  that.
Canadn having about one-lwellih of the popu-
lation of the United Slates, and consequently
only that proportion of their consuming and
producing power, each ono of her people
would receive as much as twelve Americans;
in other words, if they gained $1 each. per
annum the Canadians would gain $12 cach,
thero boing only one-twelfth ns many peoplo
to share the genoral ndvantage. With the
wiping oul of the Custom House, trade flow-
ng frecly over the frontier, n common tarift
agninst foreign countries and a common const.-
ing trade and fisheries, markets would be
‘opsned up for our manufuctures nnd the
Cunadian mnrkets would bo wonderfully ex-
tonded in aren und profit., Me. 1itt's reso-
lution having been referred to the committeo
of which he is 0 member, there is little doubt
that it will be reported to the House, which
will open the way for & general discussion.
Measnwhile it is au excolleut provision of the

resolution that the acting of the Executive is
made contingont upon the first steps taken by
Canada, for if Canada wanis absolutely un-
restricted (rade the notice should come from
her, The United States cannot make the ad-
vance. When Canada signifies thut desire in
earnest svne way will be found to meet it.”

These ave the views of a large section of
American citizens upon this much disputed
point That they will prove acceptable to
the mujority of our readers is much to be
doubted, but they approach more nearly to a
{angible basis for sctllement than we have
yet met with in the American press, and we
therefore present them for perusal.

THE HAMILTON PROVIDENT AND
LOAN SOCIETY.

T'he sixteenth aonual report of the Ham-
ilton Provident and Loan Socicty, which will
be found printed in full in another portion of
these columns, betokens o most gratifying in-
crenge in the prosperity of this thriving asso-
cintion. The total assets show an increase of
$261,000 over last yew’s figures, the veserve
fund las received an addition of $45,000
which now carrics it up to the handsoms sum
of $200,000, and the amount invested and the
mmount repaid are both largely in oxcess of
any previous year. Not the least satisfactory
item in the statement is the fact that the
sterling debentureg of the society which mat-
ured during the year, have leen renewed or
replaced at w much lower rate than they or-
iginally carvied, and that there has been an
ficrense of $206,000 in the amount borrowed
by way of deposit and debenture which
speaks volumes for the confidence of tho pub-
lic in the stability of the company, The
Uamilton Provident and Loan is now one of
the strongost nnd safest institutions of its
class fu the country, a result due entirvely to
the prudent and skillfully divected enter-
prise of its management,

‘Tup complicntions attending the sudden
collapse of L. Schultz & Sons, of Bellevill,
Ont., are slowly being unravelled by the

courts.  The firm were dry goods dealers and
clothiers. Early lnst month Edward Schuliz

went ostensibly on amarringe trip, but current
report holds that he hus absconded, and that
furthermore, most of the {irm's availyble
funds went with him. After his departure
the Lusiness was carcied on Ly the father and
two younger sons, and they have apparently
been trying fo realize the stock, without re-
gard to prices. Obe of the sons travelled
{hrough the northern part of the county with
n pedlar’s waggon and sold goods nt vuinous
figures, and the goods at the store have appar-
ently been saerificed for whatever prices could
be realized.  Naturally this condition of affairs
soon reached the ears of the fitm’s creditors,
but the Schuitzes had Leen adroit enough to
arrapge their promissory notes so that none of
them would becomo due until the 4th of
Mareh, and were- apparently acting in the be-
lief that there conld not be any legal remedy

agaivst them until the paper became due.
The father mortgaged his real estate at Belle-
ville, but u solicitor for the creditors imme-
dintely instituted proccedicgs to prevent the
payment of the money. An offer was then
made to the father that the money should go
-into the hands of a trustee for creditors, but
he refused to agree to this, and apparently de-
fied them to do their worst.  An information
was then laid against the father and two sons
for conspiracy to defraud their creditors by
sacrificing their unpaid-for goods, but when
they were arrosted they simply gave bail and
weat back to the store to continue their sales
in definnce of their creditors. At last & claim
for o small amount was then found in Belle-
wville, which was purchased for $25 and attach-
ment issued agninst Bdward Shultz, as an ab-
sconding debtor, upon which the sheriff could
legally entor the store. The sheriff, acting
upon instructions, entered the store, under
this attachment, and seized the whole stocks
stopped the sale, put the father and gons oub
of possession and held possessiou himself un-
til the notes became due and regular execu-
tions were placed in the hands of the sherifl
against the firm, A criminal prosecution was
then initinted and a number of citizens who
had purchased goods were examined in court
and produced their purchases, giving the
prices paid. Two leading travellers after-
wards gave the wholesale valuations. Ac-
cording to the evidence the goods hiad been
sold at 20 and 30 per cent. below wholesale
prices. Messrs, John Willinms, P, J. M.
Anderson and Stewart Mosson, stated that
they held claims against Shultz & Son aggre-
gating $6,000, $6,000 and $8,000 respectively.
Whea L. Shuliz, er., was waited upon he said
the paper was not due until March 4, and
whoen due would beamet. 1lis son Edward, he
represented, was absent on his wedding tour
The firm has since assigned to the sheriff,
showing liabilitica of $40,000 and assets of
$5,000 only.

Tue following comparison of the wharfage
charged in the Port of Montreal with that
paid in New York presented to the Govern-
ment shows the severity of the port charges
in this ecity as compared with the great sea-
ports of the United States. The figures laid

This is u very formidable indictment, and
vne that proves protty conclusively the heavy
disndvantages uuder which the port sufters.
We find that the Cunard, Anchor and White
Star lines pay altogether only as much in one
year a8 the Allan line alone does in six
months, We find the charge for an occasion-
ul steamer over four times as much in Mont.
real as in New York, and we find the charge

for a transient fourteen times as much.

Surely these figures call for some official
statement, and they must form powerful
arginents on behalf of the governmont’s as-
sumption of the Lake St.Peter debt. So'long
a8 Montreal is compelled to impose such
burdens upen iransient steamers ug these
figures show, so long will she lag behind in
the race, and therefere it behoves all who
have the interests of the port at heart to insist
upou such steps being taken as will ennble the
Harbor Commissioners to reduce the wharf-
age dues to neaver the levol of those exacted
in other ports. -

Pue statistical returus of the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agricullure for March relate to the

distribution and consumption of wheat and -

corn, the stock in farmers' hands, the propor-
tion of merchantable corn and the average
price respectively of merchantable and unmer-
chantable. Tho corn crop is the smallest since
1884 and the remainder on farms algo the
smallest in’ seven years, It is estimated ab
508,000,000 bushels, against 603,000,000 last
year and 773,000,000 two years ago. The
praportion is 34.9 per cent. of the crop. This
is the lowest percentage, except in 1884, when
it was 33 and the stock §12,000,000 bushels.
In recent years the percentage has ranged
from one-third to four-tenths of the annual
product, The average value of the stock
remaining is 47.6 cents pér bushel, 3.2 cents
higher than on December 1st., The propor-
tion consumed without removal beyond
county lines, which wag Inst March 17 per
cent., is estimated at 12 per cent. of the pre-
sent crop, which reduces the quantity trang-
ported to 170,000,000 bushels, 118,000,000 less
than lnst year, while the amount for consump-
tion is also smaller by 90,000,000 -bishols,
The indicated stock of the wheat of 1887 in

the hands of farmers is 132,000,000 bushols,

against 122,000,000 last year, or 29 per cent.
of the crop, against 26.7 per cent. last March,
There has been used in seeding of winter
wheat 34,000,000 bushels, 187,000,000 in cight
months consumption ; 61,000,000 bushels ex-
ported in wheat and fiour ; 38,000,000 visible
supply and an unusual quantity in minor
elevators and mills, stocks in course of dis-
tribution between farm stocks and actual
consumption.

price of coffee, and the market still appenrs
wenk and unsettled.

Or late rumors have been current of an im-

in the staff ecmployed at the works, but it is
hoped that this is the only step to be taken
and that 1o reduction in salarics may beconea
necessary. ‘The receipte are much below
those of the corresponding periods of 1887,
but it must bo remembered that the receipts
were then far above the average. The desire
to rush freight through before the passugo of '
the Interstate Commerce bill caused the ro-
ceipts to reach unprecedented totals, and
hence any comparison between the two
periods is manifestly unfair, The present
receipts are normal and equal to a fair aver-
uge. It is only when they are compared with
the estraovdinary receips of last year that a
deficit appears.

Tue February fire losses in the United
States nnd Cinada, according to our own -
records, reach the unusual sum of $11,213,-
500. This is much above the avernge, as will
be seen from the following statement of fire
loss for five years :

Considering the present state of the
underwriting business, this showing is not
encouraging, allhough some comfort may be

obtained from the fuct that a portion of the

loss is due to the incrense in property value
throughout the country. 8till the waste of
property Ly fire at present scems to be more
than keeping pace with the nccumulation of
wealth. '

THE advancing scason is bringing an in-
creased demand for canned peas, string beans
and aspnragus, as many of the lurge hotels
must, to satisfy the .claims of their guests,
provide luxuries in the shape of early vege-
{ables. .The proprielors naturally endeavor to
meet these requirements, but in the place of
the products of Florida they are in the habit
of securing prime brands of Maryland and
other stock, packs of 87, and the guests, being
none the wiser, will readily consume these
and praise the table of the houds, There is
yet n fuir stock of peas remainivy iu puckers’
hands, and the trade are moderately supplib&_l,

but as consumption is now incrensing there is
‘more disposition to entertain .offers of quanti-

ties. T'uture packs of peas and string beans-
are not offered with any freedom as yet,
though packers will probably soon enter the
field for favors of that kind. '

Before our Govern-
ment gave our Iands for this railway luxury,
tow boats brought us flour, etc, ete, at
saventy-five to eighty cents per average barrel
of two hundred and fifty pounds, Now we
can get a barrel of flour brought by rail for
about one dollar, and & box you could carry
undér your arm for twenty-five cents, so T
think when Mr. Hickory figures up the savings
by rail he will have to open a profit and loss
account if he does not already keep one. He
reminds me of our politicians (and he may be
one) who are very good in using language
which can be read in different ways if we
question their meaning.

From what little I know about transporta-
tion I find the water route far excels theland,
and when Mr. Hickory can bring his ships
laden with freight and unload their cargoes
and store them in warehonses, then load up
their tow boats and tow them to camps in the
wilderness, tliey can place supplies at any
operator's camp far cheaper than wo can get
them delivered by rail at stations along the
line. '

Mr. Hickory agrees with me on one point,
that it would be better for the country had
wa more-farmers; .but on the other hand he
thinks it would be worse for our farmers if we
had fewer lumbermen. Here I cannot agree
with him ; the more lumbering there is carried
on: the more careless our farmers will become;;
they- will depend upon operators to' pur-
chase their hay, oats and grass-fed beef;
they will allow their sons to hire out during
the winter for the sake of a few dollars, and
these Iads, growing diseatisfied with home
think.they would like a larger field, such. ag
the'West, ‘What then has the farmer to gain
out of the operation ?.

on account. You will observe in the last
paragraph of the report that' the directors
deemed it prudent to be propared for any
sudden withdvawal of funds from the Savings
Bank, not that we have or hnd uny reason {o
unticipate such, but the fact of our being pre-
pared for such a contingency is one very good
reason for our mever experiencing it.  We

increase in' the smount borrowed on sterling
debentures and debenture stookyas well asin
the savings bank, shows a nct.addition of
$206,000 for the year, and I think we may,
looking at these facts, congratulate ourselves
upon the confidence cxisting in the society,
as evidenced by the steady increase of facilities
placed at our disposal. We ask your approval
to-duy of an amendment to Rule 14, giving
Board of Directors the power to reduce their
number to not less than geven, three of whom
ag hitherto, will form a quorum for the tran-
saction of business. I find few if any loan
‘companies in Ontario have more than seven
directors, and we think the number ample.
We propose, however, submitting eight direct-
ors for re-clection, only dropping one, that of
a gentleman who has tendered his resignation,
and which the Board regret, he having been a
director since the organization of the society.

Mr, A. T. Wood, vice-president, in gecond-
ing tho report, said: After the able speech -
of the president, it is unnecessary for me to
detain you with any lengthened remarks. It
o very pleasing thing for a Board of Directors
when they can come before a meeting of
sharcholders with such a statement as has
been submitted to day, and I am sure it must
be satisfactory to shareholders to have such a
statement. It is an indication to them that
their property is well and carefully looked
after by those in whom they have .placed
their confidence. I nced not eay; gentlemen,
that the result of the year's business just
placed before you has not been reached with-
out a pood deal of hard work-as well as a
good deal of anxiety on the part of those who
occupy tho chief position in the management.
You cun quite understand in these days of
keen competition in all classes of business
that lending money is no exception. In
order, therefore, to invest onr funds so us to
carn the dividends, and a sum sufficient for
our yearly addition to the rest, there must be
constunt and close attention on the part of
the Board in investigaling every security
offered before the loan is passed. Then there
is the constant anxiety on thg part of . the
manager in looking after all our investments,
sccing that nothing suffers for want of proper
attention on his part. I can from personal
Lknowledge bear testimony to Mr. Cameron'’s
enthusiustic devotion to the interest of the
society in all its branches. Wo do not claim
for the Provident and Loan that it is the
oldest or Iargest company in the Dominion,
but there is one thing the dircctors aim at,
and that is to make it one of the strongest
and safest gocieties in the country, one in
which not only ihe stockholders but the
investing public will coxtinue to have un-
bounded confidence. Although the average.
rate of interest on the investments is slightly
lower than it was, still with the increased
borrowed capital at reduced rates, and the
yearly additions to the reserve fund, the earn-
ing powers of the society is steadily increasing.
‘The sharcholders may confidently look for-
‘ward to a time not far distant ;when the
reserve fund will be 50 per cent. of the paid
up capital, and when all the society's earnings
wmay be safoly divided among them every six
