-TuE Lake of the Woods Milling Co., le
about to erect three more grain elevators,
one at Boissevain, another at Neepawa,
and the third at a point not yet deocided
upon but yet in Manitoba.

-A cABLE from Deni received on Mon-
day morning last quoted the new crop of
Valencia layer raisins at $4.63 for August
and $4.14 for first half of September ship-
ment, which is an advance of 24 to 73 cents
over quotatIons of last week.

-IN 1894 Great Britain imported 118,769,680 dozen eggs, and
127,222,920 dozen in 1895. The imports of 1894 had a value of
15 51-100 cents per dozen, and those of 1895 of 15 31-100 cents,
showing a decrease of 1.29 per cent ln value.

-IT may be possible soon for Canadian merchants to send
supplies to the Kootenay districts of British Columbia ln bond
via Spokane as the American government is about to establish
bonded warehouses there.

-Bancroft, Ont., bas decided to bonus the Iron smelter which
the Irondale, Bancroft, and Ottawa Railway intends to build at
that town.

-TuHE bank clearings at Winnipeg, Hamilton, Toronto, Mont-
•eal, and Halifax amounted to $18,502,000 last week. almost the

same amount as the previous week, and only a trifle less than
the total ln the week one year ago.

-MORE than half of the cigar le af tobacco crop grown In the
United States has been safely housed, and returns show it to be
of the highest uniform quality and largest yield per acre ever
harvested. There were g6,000 planters of the crop this vear.

-ADvIcEs from Calgary, Alberta, note that the crops have
ripened well this season. Barley and oats have done well The
bulk of the grain sown was intended to produce green food, and
for this purpose the crop ls much above the average.

GREAT BRITAIN imported 17,383,774 bushels of fruits in 1894,
valued at $26,816,526, and in 1895 the amount imported was
15,277,260 bushels, with a value of $23,680,348, or $1.54 per
bushel ln 1894, and $1.55 per bushel ln 1885, equal to an increase
of 0.6 per cent.

-Last year Great Britain imported the same number of tons
of fish as she did ln 1894-148,185 tons. But the prices were
better last year than the previous year, the value being $105.16
and $90 per ton respectively, an Increase of 16.1 per cent in
value.

-MANITOBA wheat is making a name for itself ln Australia,
and the quantities shipped have already been cotisiderable.

ENGLISH BANKING IN PAST HALF YEAR.
The reports of English banks for the past half year

show them to have had a very much more favorable
experience-than those of ,this- country. h:The improve-
ment in trade which set la a yoar ago is not so clearly
shown by the business done by the strictly countrypu o BOX 2001 ,TelephonM 0137 7
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banks in iEnglanclas by those in London«, which re-
spond more rapidly to changing conditions of trade
and of finance than those relying wholly on local busi-
ness. We find then the profits of a group of London
banks to have increased their profits in the last' year
by about 15 per cent over 1895. These banks, how-
ever, although they have doue well in the year just
closed, declared dividends, save in one instance, consid-
erably less than in 1891. The London and Westminster,
for instance, paid 16 per cent in 1891 and 12 this year;
the London Joint Stock came down from 12Ï to 9, the
City f rom Il to 8, the Union of London from 12J to
10. The London & South Western advanced from 8
per cent in 1891 to 12 in the past year. This bank has
been steadily increasing its dividends for some years, at
a rate indeed much faster than some regard as advisable
considering low disproportionate to such increases has
been the enlargement of its reserve fund. The follow-

loans and discounts, and have to earn more proportion-
ately to their Capital than the British banks, as the
Capital upon which our banks have to pay dividendsis a
larger proportion of their total resources. We quote
the following table from Banking and Insurance, an
Edinburgh.journal of great merit and reliability on
questions of finance, although its treatment of Cana-
dian affairs is open to grave objection. The following
figures are in sterling.

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MERCANTILE CRDIT INSURANCE (2).
Every fo'rm of insurance has in its turn been deemed

visionary and im practicable. There have been se many
failures of so-called insu'rance schemes that it is wise
to examine carefully every new proposition, but tiere
is an infallible test which niay be applied to every pre-
tended insurance prospectus with absolute confidence
in the result, because the principles of insurance per-
vade all creation,-they are rigid and inflexible, and
may not bc imodified, ignored or neglected.

The basis principle of insurance is distrl.iution of
risk. Its necessary concomitant is Good Faith. Those
who have bitherto conducted what they have termed
mercantile insurance have souglt concentration of
risk instead of distribution, so that their schemes have
been more in tihe nature of gambling than of insurance,
and consequently they have grabbed nioneys in the
guise of premiums without affording the insurance
which they bave pretended to provide. The same vio,
lation of insurance principles occurs whîen the fire in-
surance companies vrite " blanket-policies" without
the average clause. The same disasters are experienced
wh len these conpanies go into the business of what are
termed "jumbo-lines," and the same abandonment en-
sues when they ganible for farn property business
which in Canada they first demoralized and then de-
stroyed-demoralized by writing blanket-policies on
contents of buildings which were situated wide apart
and at rates vhich owere only adequate to the specific
amounts at risk, offering preniums for fraud to the
ruin of mnany innocent landlords, and then after mak-
ing a bad naine for what was once a legitimate busi-
ness, abandoning it entirely instead of reforming their
own practices. Tliese remarks do not, of course, apply
generally, for several oflices abandoned this class of
risks only after they had been rendered undesirable by
the reckless nethods of others, not least among them
the agricultural companies thenselves. Exception
uay be taken to the statement that the principles of
insurance pervade ail crention, but if the critic vill
sit down and thinik out the boundaries of the conse-
quences of any one act, he vill find himself fully
answered.

The transactions therefore of an imsurance associa-
tion nay bu divided into two classes-legitimate and
gamblinîg. The fornier are those which are based upon
distribution of risk and adequate premiums supported
by a reserve of capital as a safeguard in bad times, in
which ail claims are thoroughly investigated and ad-
justed, and iii which ail policies are based upon applica-
tions properly prepared, signed and made part of the
contracts. The gambling transactions of so-called in-
surance associatiois are those in which they assume
obligations beyond the average, that is where they sub-
stitute concentration of risk for distribution ; where
the preiiui is calculated upon the obtainable instead
of upon loss expenses and necessary reserves. Where
in cases of extraordinary loss or disaster, provision lias to
be made for increase of premniums to make up for the
previouis deficiency-as insurance is not hind thought
but forethouglt-where there is temptation to collu-
sion, or to fraud or carelessness,-none of these is
insu rallee.

Th lie nost benefîial of ail institutidns are the pro-
perly conducted insuranco coupanies. As t1tese ad-

here to the true principles of insurance they are bless-
ings; as they depart from tjhem they are curses; in the
one case they increase the prosperity of the commun-
ity by conserving it while they elevate the morality
without which prosperity is impossible ; in the other
case they undermine the business of the country and
destroy the characteristies upon which success depends.
None of tiese abuses are necessary to insurance
againist bad debts or other failures in contracts, because
being managed by experienced persons with the one
principal and in view of furnisbing reliable insurance
at such cost as wil1 convince thé assured that it is
eheaper and better to be insured than to be their own
inzurers, it will be absolutely necessary that every
reasonable precaution be taken to eliminate fraudulent
and incompetent traders, and to conduct the operations
of the insuring company with- economy, whilst afford-
ing every facility for extension of credit to those who
are likely to make satisfactory use thereof.

THE JULY BANK STATEMENT.
The first two columns of the Assets in the official

bank statement give the anounts of specie and Domin-
ion notes held by the banks, to which more than usual
attention has been drawn by reports of withdrawals of
gold from New York. There was an increase in the
specie during July of $06,400, of which $252,109 vent
to the Bank of Toronto, $91,417 to Molsons Bank, and
$51,269 to Quebec Bank, leaving $11,05 for ail the
other banks, some of whom indeed lowered their stocks
of specie in July. There is then not that significance
in this increase of specie which sone have spokei of.
Taking the amount of specie and Dominion notes as a
total, the banks have now less on hand than a year
ago, althougli their holdings were increased last month
by $695,599.

The decrease in the balances held by our banks in
the United States by $1,771,300 in July is in continu-
ation of a policy which has caused those balances to be
reduced by $6,255,000 since this tine last year, leaving
the total amount $16,713,600, which is only one million
more than it was ten years ago when the assets of the
bankzs were 93 millions less than they are to-day. Since
1886 their deposits have increased $86,500,000, and
their securities and cash reserves by about $15,000,000,
so that it is manifest fron these figures, and the sniall:
increase in their advances on call here and in the
States, that the vast bulk of those additional deposits
have become absorbed by their more active mercantile
business. To affirin that less money is now being
utilised for trade purposes because the circulation is
lower than in some past years is to assume that money
for trading uses is wholly made up of such current
form's of it as men carry in their pockets, overlooking
the increased service done by cheques, the more free
use of which has displaced bank notes. A more re-
liable indicator of the amount of money required to sus-
tain business operations is, the extent of current
loans, or discounts, the expansion of whichil the past
year was $8,062,700.. This increase since July, 1895, is
an exceedingly gratifying change from the experience
of 1894, and 1895, as from 1893 to 1891 the current
loans decreased $1,461,800, and from -1394 to 1895 tbey
fell off $1,834,500. We submit that, vhen during each
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of the.two years of serious depression the discounts de-
clined on an average over a million and a half, and a
year follows in which the business vas active enough
to require additional accommodation to extent of over
8 millions, the third year must be regarded with satis-
faction and hope.

The amount in circulation bas ceased to be a
measure of the prevailing activity, or stagnation of
trade. During July the demand deposits increased
$2,014,000, and those payable after notice $1,264,000.
The former declined during . the last twelve months by
$3,226,000, lower balances being kept' by, customers,
and the deposits payable after notice increased $7,58'7,-
000, leaving a net increase of $4,361,000 in deposits of
both classes. The incréase in July of $4,995,000 in the
balances to credit of our banks in their British agen-
cies arises from the placing there of the proceeds fron
sale of our exports, which have so far exceeded the
calls for money to pay for imports as to leave this
large balance available for the banks. As extensive
shipments will soon set in which will augment their
funds in the hands of British agents, there is a pros-
pect of qxchange ruling low. To this is mainly attri-
butable ivhat shipmients. have been made of gold to
Canada from New York as what is due to us there is
not wanted in Great Britain.

A pleasant feature at present is the shipping activity
of this port which exceeds that of several past seasons,
froight being plentiful at better rates. The tariff un-
certainf, does not seem to be troubling manufacturers
very much, as the new government is judged to be
without the courage, or rather the rashness, to give ef-
fect to its convictions as expressed on the stump. The
muost important question of the day is the coming har-
vcst, which happily promises to be a fair average.
-Manitoba-will have a much less yield, but the other
provinces will have heavier crops than last year. The
detailed statements are to be found elsewhere ; the
usual comparative table is subjoined:-

CANADIAN APPLES.

The cherries, peaches, plums, and apples with which
eanada abounds have no superior on this continent nor

is more distant regions. More- especially is this true
#ith respect to apples, which attain their greatest per-
fection in hot summer climates such as Canada. For
swieet juicy pulp and rich aromatic flavour the Canadian
spple isfacile princeps among the apples of all coun-

tries. The magnificent abundance of the present crop
is Ontario and Nova Scotia is only. equalled by its

qlality. , It is not only the largest but the finest crop
0£ apples ever known in the Dominion.. The estimated
yield is three millions of barrels, a million and a half

Ce which will be available for export.
Exporters are turning anxious eyes towards the mar-

ýkets of Great Britain as the chief if not the only out-
jet for this great surplus stock of apples. Only 140,-
Op0 barrels were shipped f rom Moqntreal last year, a
very small number compared with the 1,500,000 avail-
a>le this year. rtis obvious that the whole of our
sipyplus of apples cannot be marketed in Great Britain,
ald that indiscriminate and wholesale shipments can
oîîly end in disaster to all concerned in the business.
Bat owing to the good name whicl Canadian appleà
already enjoy in Great Britain, and the very superior
q1iality of this season's crop, an .opportunity presents
iteelf to make a marked and lasting impression with
og apples provided only the best of the stock is ship-

p d and that it is packed according to the most en-
lightened methods. Not sufficient regard is paid by
our shippers to the peculiarities of the English mar-
,kets, to the kind of apple that is]best appreciated and-

mlcs t in demand, its colour, taste, size, and the way it is
expected to be packed. English apples are for the
niest part colourless, so the English value highly thé
bright red Canadian apples. The rosy -apple is sure of
a . uick sale in England. Shippers eannot afford to
iggiore the lust of the eye in selecting and preparing
their fruit. California fruit sells largely on its appear-
ance and its splendid packing. It looks so nice that
an indiscriminating publie forget its woolly and taste-
le5s quality. The great success of the Californian
freits is an object lesson to Canadian fruit-growers and
shippers on the immense importance of careful and at-
tractive packing. It is said by experienced fruit
deplers in Monitreal that Nova Scotia produces 'the
cleanest and best apple in America, but owing to the'
size and style and general badness of the barrel used
and the inferior packing which as a rule prevails in
thet Province the apple bas not met with the recogni-
tioýi and appreciation abroad which its superior quality
abitndantlY justifies. Of course tiere are striking ex-
ceptions. The Nova Seotia Gravenstein-one of the
most delicious apples grewn-is now largely exported
in eases divided by cardboard into nests, each nest hold-
ing oe apple only. These cases are obtained from a
gentleman in Montreal who for the past ten or twelve
years bas, made most successful use of them in export-
ing fine and delicate apples for the table, the fruit ar-
riving at the English markets unbruised and even. with
the bloom fresh upon it, It is absolutely necessary to

pact sucl apples as the Gravenstein, the Fameuse, the
'reglthy, and the Mcliitoslh Red in cases. They are too
soft and delicate to stand the pressure to which apples
pacoid. in' barrels are subjected. The more hardy
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winter fruit can be safely shipped in barrels provided
it is firmnly and cleanly packed and all moisture is
carefully removed.,

England importr apples chiefly from French,Belgian,
and Duteli grovers so far as Europe is concerned. But
tie principal source of ber supplies are Canada and the
United States. The Canadian apples are preferred
to all others and bring better prices. Some of our
finest apples exported in cases have beau sold in London
and Ldinburgh by the dozen at from one shilling ta
one and sixpence. Two years ago in Edinburgh the
Fameuse were selling at eightpence par pound, a price
which averaged four cents a piece. The Army and
Navy Stores and the Civil Service Stores are about to
put on sale our ma re delicate early apples exportedin
cases, andit is expected that the venture will prove
eminently successful. With respect ta the great mass
of our apples bowever it is certain that the prices will
be low this season, especially for the September pack-
ing. But this is all the more reason why only those of
the finest quality should be shipped as they will find
their way into a much larger circle of customers and
become more widely known and appreciated in conse-
quence. The exportation of apples will be limited only
by the freight accommodation which promises unfor-
tunately to be soniewhat inadequate. This is another
reason for careful selection of fruit. As only a part
can go, let the best be sent.

With respect ta the inter-Provincial trade in apples
and the hone consumption generally it is said that
dealers and the general public are inuch more fastidious
now than they were a few years ago. Culls of the
shipping apples will not satisfy the domestie denand,
nor will dealers accept froi the grovers slack packing,

and culls imixed up with No. 1. If No. 1 is sold, No. 1
must be delivered. It is customary now for shipping
firms to buy whole orchards at a fixed price and do
their own packing. By this method they are enabled
to guarantea the coenents ta be as represented and to
ailix with confidence their naine and trade mark. The
days of dishonest packing are pretty weli numbcred.
lt is cheerfully admitted even by those wbo know and
practise some of the more respectable tricks of the
trade that the selection of a sufficient number of good-
looking apples ta forn two or three attractive layers at
the top and the bottom of the barrel and then fill up
wili culls is not a wise~thing to do under any circum-
stances apart altogether from the ethical aspect of the
question. This kind of packing will do no more for
Manitoba and the Territories than it will for England
and Scotland. It is by careful selection and good pack-
ing that Collingwood, Goderich,. Owen Sound, and
Sarnia bave worked up their extensive apple trade with
our greant Northwcst.

Of fruits Greait*Britaun iniported 17,383,773 bushels
in 1894 and 15,21q,260 bushels last year. This is a
twenty-five million dollar trade. It will bc Canada's
own fault if she does not obtain a very large part of
tiis important business.

BUSINESS DEPRESSION.
Comxplaints are-common here and thare throughout the

Dominion over the dullness of trade. Those, however, who
have visited the United States during the year or transferred
their labors thrae are quite emphatic in pronoauncing busi-

ness across the lines as in a far worse condition than in
Canada, the apprehensions throughout the republic, especi-
ally in the large eastern centres over the silver discussion,
having a disastrous affect upon trade generally. It is only a
few weeks since we gave somae account of the closing down
of various textile factories over the border, but it now appears
that the information at band was only partial, newspapers
throughout that country being inclined rather to belittle any
changes of the kind. This is exemplified in such manufac-
turing centres as Biddeford in Maine, where noue of the
large mills are working on full time. The largest among
them are eclosed down indefinitely, throwing with the others
from 2,000 ta 3,000 operators ont of employment, reducing
the wage-rate of the artisans and leaving the storekeepers
from whom they purcbased their supplies with rather a poor
outlook for the fall and winter. The closing down of so
many large establishments in LoweIl, Biddeford and other
manufacturing centres in the United States, is not altogether
due to any apprehensions from the silver question,but in a de-
gree also ta over-manufacture and a general tendency ta
economise among the people. This spirit of economy is also
seen in thegreatly reduced numbers of visitors ta seaside and.
other summer resorts the present season. Bar Harbor and
Mount Desert on the coast of Maine, for some years past so
very popular with Americans, have beau almost deserted the
present season. In the .large hotels orchestras played to
empty halls and corridors; e ven the most extensive had sel-
dom more than 40 guests during the summer. Other places,
while not se neglected, have alse suffered from the tendeny
of the people ta economise at home, the only exceptipn no-
ticeable being, parbaps, the Crawford House in the White
Mountains, which caters for the wealthier classes of New
England people. The cheap transatlantic passage, of late
years rendered so safe and pleasant, is also having its effect
upon summer resorts, as people can persuade themselves that
they can take a trip ta Europe alost as cheaply as they eau
to large and fashianable summer resorts nearer home.

The New York papars bave beau giving some account of
the depressed state of the iron trade, owing to the apprehen-
sien¯that Bryanisn may prevail, and speak of the Alabama
furnaces as turning their attention te foreigu shipments.
The Tennessee Coal & Iron Co. for examuple, shipped recently
500 tons of iron ta Liverpool and 300 tons ta Genoa. As the
samples appear to haie given satisfaction, further orders are
in haud. As one of the signs of the times, 'we note that the
New York Cordage Co. shares have declined ta 38.

PNEUMATIO DESPATCI TUBES.
Although a few of the cities in the 'eighboriug republic,

notably Philadelphia, have established an arrangement of
pneunatic tubes for the transmission of letters within their
civie boundaries, they are yet far behind European cities in
this respect. The system bas been in efficient operation for
years in lR]don, Paris, Berlin and Vienna. The systems
employed in these different cities are quite different from
each other in the details of construction and operation.
For instance, London uses wbat is known as the radial sys-
tam and Paris uses the circuit system. In London, both ont-
going and returning tubes are laid radiating from a central
station ; while in Paris a single pipe from the central station
makes a circuit of outlying stations and returns to the start-
ing point. The circuit system is used in Vienna, but in Berlin
the circuit has been chauged ta the radiating systëm. The
tubes employed in.all the European installations are of com-
paratively small diameter, London operates 42 stations and
34 miles of tubes, carrying it is estimated, 57,000 messages
par day. Paris, with less than 20 stations, transmits nearly
as many messages as London. Berlin bas 38 stations and 28
miles of double tubing.

TEMPER1NG BY ELECTRICITY.
From later experiments at Strasbourg, Germany, .it appears

that a drill tempered by electricity penetrated through a place
of steel quite as quickly as a drill of the best quality of steel
tempered in the ordiuary manner would have done, and a circu-
lar saw tempered by electricity severed bars of iron with a re-
markable degree of ease. With shears of electrlo steel a bar of
steel one and three.oighths wide and three-fourths of an incli
thick was cut in two in a cold state, the saine operation being
repeated flve times on the sanme bar with no alteration whatever
observable on the edge of the shears, and a simple table knife
tempered by this now process cut 11 times in succession a place
of iron wire une and one-half nillimetres thlck as ensily as if it
laid beau a plece of string. All the explanation given of this
process consists lu the statement that the tools are dlpped, after
being heated, into a condacting bath traversed by electricity.

The bankers' Interests are bound up with
the interests of the country, and they earnestly wish for a re
turn of prosperity. The business muen and the bankers have
overything tu lose by depressin and hard times-they want ta
sec everybudy busy and making money. Why thon do they
take a different viow fronm the silver kings and the popular
orators of the South spid West on this important subject ? Lat
us examine the arguments of the supporters of silver and see if
what they claim le true.

Japan is a sil-
ver country. Canada l i gold country. 1, a Canadian,buy from
a Japanese merchant 1,000 goat robes for $1 each in silver,
1 go ta ny banker to buy a bill of Exc-ange on Japan to pay

- this $1,000 and lie gives mie a $1,000 silver draft on Japan for
$500 in roundiligures. Tiius the robes cost mue here only oc each;
of course there is the freight t ho added. But other merchants
go ta .Japau and got the robes for the sane price, se I have ta do
the best I can against their competition; I find 1 muet seli thezse
robes for 60 cents ais trade le bad and the market le loaded with
them. Now if a Japanese merchant comes to Canada and buye a
thousand bisieols of barley for 50 cents a bushel in gold. He
brings it to Japan and goes to bis bankers to get a draft on Mont-
roai to pay for it, and finds that lie must pay $1000 in silver to
buy his $500 ln gold ; so that the busiel of barley ln Japan I
Worth one goat robe and the goat robe ln Canada is worth one
bushel of barloy 1 This exaumple applies ta all other gouds that
are exchianged between gold and silver countries. The price of
overything le goveried by its actual gold value.

Lot us tako anuother examiplo. The price of wheat in Liver-
poai, ve vill amy, la $1 i busel. When the harvest in the Ar-
gentine Republic le over, the buyers start ta buy up the wheat to
ship ta Liverpool. It will be worth $2 in silver in Argentine
les the freight and comsmisslon made by the buyers ; the coin-
ptlition will nut allow msucl margin for profit ln a cash article
like wheat. We will now take the other sida: A mîerchant in
the samne ropublic wants to buy clothing for hie trade and finds
he cin bu' it cieaper in England; a suit of clothes will cost im
say $10 in gold in Manchester. He buys 100 suits-equal to
$1,000, ad ho guos ta hie banker at hoine and says to lime, "I
want a gold draft on London for $1,000."1 The banker says I will
gîve ilt t you for $2,000 lu .silver ; so that the suit o clothes
oust him $20 in silver. The farmer who got $2 for bis wheat ln
eliver l no batter off than if he got only $1 ln gold.

It ls obvious therefore to anyone who studies the question-
that gold controls the prices of all article whother the currency
of a country is on a silver or on a gold basis. And the man
who gets $2 for his wheat is no better off than the man who
gets only $1, paradoxical as it at first sight appears. The great
question of agricultural depression is not to be solved by the
silver question-for the causes lie much deeper.

THE GULF FISHERIES,

(For The Canadian JouinK or CoMtERcE.)
We have just received definite news from Labrador of the

fishery in that direction. On the northern coast the flshery up
to the beginning of August had beau poor; soutil of that a fair
fisery. I do not alter my former estimate of the general filh-
ery lu the slightest degree. It will ha rather a-benefit ta the gen-
eral trade not to have as large a Labrador fislery as we had last
year, for the fish was trampled under foot and made muck of.
Besides, the known excessive quantity of Labrador injured the
sale of your shore fish-the staple article. Apart from that how-
ever we shall have a very fair Labrador filshery as to quantity,
and the quality will b very much superior to that of last year
on that account. The flshery-in the Straits of Belleisle le also
good.

We have also received later news from the northern bay'
where the yield had previously beau short, and now hear fron
Fogo, Green Bay, &c., that the ilshery has beau very muchi im-
proved in these Bays and that they expect to have a good fall's
catch. Parcels of new summer cured fleh have already corne to
hand. The prices offored for it ln St. John's are as follow -
Merchantable, $3.40 ta $4.20; Madeira, $3.00 to $8.00; West
India, $2.20 to $2.80; Ling Haddock and Hake, $1.80 to $2; Cod
Oil per ton, $65; Cod Liver Oil (ordinary) par gallon, '70 cents.
The Cold Drawn Cod Liver 011 referred to last week, selle at
$1.40. It le clear, pellucid and almost entirely free from the
gross taste and smeil deemed inséparable by the ordinary process
of refinement.

$1.25 to $1.40 ; California apricots, very
scarce ; California plume, $100 to $1.50;
California pears, $1.15 tol$2 ; watermelons,
21e ta 23 each ; blueberries, 00e per 22
quart box.

GRîocenI es-Tuas have moved fairly
well lurnlg the past week, the demand
having been chielly for medium grade
Japans, ranging fron 1T7j/ ta 200. Other
lines were less active, black teas particu.
larly beig quiet. Drled fruit locally la
scarce an quiet owing ta its being the
end of the season. It ls understood that
the first shipments of new Sultana raisins
are now on the way from Smyrna, and
will arrive about the middle of next month.
The "Patria" for New York sailed from
Denia last week, and carries about 3,000
boxes new crop Valencia raisins. A New
York flrm write that they look for the
arrivgl of the first parcel of new Smyrna
flgsabout September 22nd against Sep-
tembre 13, 1895. Importera are pleased
with the prospect that the crop will be a
littie later, as these goods usually arrive
beforel they are wanted, and sometimes the
quality of the lirst arrivais suffers by warm
weather, whilh la avoided ln seasons when
the fruit matures later. The crop thiis
year will probably turn out about the
a-me quautity a last season, and quality

la expected ta be superior. New crop
dates-It la reported that the firat steaim-
rs . will leave Bussorah on or about

October 5th, and the first parcela should
arrive in our market not sooner than
Noveniber 10th nor later than November
20th-probably about the 15th. It is toc
early as yet ta speak about prices, and the
quality will not he known until packing
commences, around the niddle of Septem-
ber. Canned vegetables, locally, are
mnoving of fairly well, but in salmon
tihane is practically nothing doing. Moles-
ses, rice, etc., seli fairly well on the basis
of former quotations. The sugar market,
while fainly active, locally, shows no
change in prices. Refiners' prices for gra-
nulated are 4y ta 4e%.whuIe yellows real-
Ize 3½ to 8V4, according to quality. It is
not generally knowno that our largest
refluery manufactures three grades of
raulated sugar, whiclh vary in price. The
iwest grades are made from beets and

have larger crystals than the finer quai-
ities, and are used principally by city
people, country consumera as a rule cal-
ling for the best qualities. It is not very
many years ago lunce yellows w'ere almost
exclusively used for swaeetening purposes,
but they have beon largely replaced by
grainulated. A New York report says of
raws : "This was another rather quiet day
in the market for raw sugar, but the tene
appears ta be steady in spite of some
easing off ln the Lendon market. The
early cables advised a decline ln beet of
1.d, which puts the August and Septein-
ber positions on the basis of os cd. Cane
was called 'vary dall' but prics were
unchanged. Tho stock of beet in the
United Kingdomu la now 164,000 toas,
against 163,000 tons last week and 187,000
tons last year."

1ARDWARIE AND METALs - Business
generally is quiet, althougli during the
week a seasonable denmand for Canada
plates has been noted. Stove pipe, stoveand furnace manufacturera are enqulring
for material in prparation for the winter

extent. This article varies considerably in
price, the common black being obtai iable
as low as 10c lb, while the best quality
white sells as high as $4. Some minor
price changes have been noted which are
detailed~in our table of quotations. Col.
lections, generally, are fairly good, with
the number of renewals asked fornot above
the average. For cordage, generally,
there is a fair demand, although for binder
twine the enquiry not so.extensive as had
been hoped, owing ta the smaller crops lu
the North-West. The Kingston penitan-
tiary binder twine, for wbich tenders are
now being asked, la not expected ta realize
very high prices, as the quality la thought
to be somewhat inferior to the factory
made.

Hanzs--As was foreshadowed in last
week's report buef hides have declined
halif a cent, and are now quoted at Gc, 4c,
and 3c for numbers 1, 2 and 8, respectivaly.
Lambakins arý unchanged at 40c, and clips
are still quoted at 25c. Business continues
very quiet,,tanners buying little or nothing,
in sympathy with the existing dullness in
boots and shoes. An American report
said :-Chatlgua in the general situation of
the markt uring the past week have
been very sliht. The amount of business
transacted lias been very moderate, as
neither the United States Leather Com-
pany nor independeant tanners have shown
an active taterest, but as importera have
held only limited stocks offerings have
beau amall and prices have ruled steady.
The sales for. the week were 17,144 hides:

same proportions a described in the pat-
ent." Au alteration of the proportions of
the rare earths in the recipe, or the ad-
dition or omission of any onu.of them does,
therefore, constitute n infringemeut of
the patent. Now, it is a well-known fact
that ieither Dr. Auer himself nor the
iakers of eompeting lighits bave ever
been able to produce satisfactory mantles
by the aid of the recipe which bas bean
doclared protected by patent, and -there
are those who believe that Dr. Auer, in
order to protect his dipping liquid from
imitators, withheld the correct description
fron the Patent, and, substituting therefor
a recipe of lasser or no practical value,
preferred rather ta trust ta the secrecy of
the process. At any rate, he continues ta
make the so-called " secret liquid " at bis
own laboratory, under lock and key, at
Vienna, and it la from there that most of
the Auer Light Co. in the differont
parts of the globe, such as the Canadian
coucern, receive their supplies doled out.
The ûnal judgment by the highest im-
periai tribunal amounts therefore ta this :

Dr. Atier has succeeded lu establishing
his patent right net to the process of
manuacturing mantles, but to a recipe for
a dipping liquid- which, being useless,
cannot be employed ln the manufacture of

TRINIDAD'S LAKE OF PITCI.

Soientists have long been puzzled at
the wonderful geological phenomenon
presented. by Pitch Lake, in the Island
of Trinidad, belonging ta Great Britain the
well known source of such vast supplies
of asphaltum used on the atreets of this
and other countries. The Lake or pot
is estimated at only some one hundred and
thirteen acres in area,yet it has yielded up
many hundreds of thousands of tons of
asphaltum and, notwithstanding the quan-
tity dug ont, the excavatton, curiously
enough, la refilled with the strange sub-
stance in two or three weeks, and thus it la
that the level of Pitch Lake ia said ta bu
noverlowered. A mule and a cart can
travel over this asphalt surface, but thore
are soft spots. especially towards the
middle, ln which the animal wouid sink If
ho stood still. The temperature of the
asphaltum'ln this naturai and inexhaust-
ible s?éervoir la stated to bu normally a
little above the temperature of the atnos-
phere, but there are indicàtions all over
the island that at some period ages ago,
Piteh Lake boiled over and the liquid
asphaltum covered the island. This over.
flow also formed ledges of asphaltum on
the seacoast, and the wonderful wearing
and lasting proporties of the material are
abundantly shown by the unaltered con-
dition of the ledges whlch project into the
ocean and are constantly subject ta the
action of the waves. On the. margin of
the Lake the pitch I quite solid.

Pumice-stone lifeboats, which have beu
satisfactortly tried tn England, support a
considerable load when full of water.
