'WAR ON LANDLORDS.

An Incendiary Manifesto Issued by the
Irish Skirmishers—Threats of Ven-
geance—Evoking the Memory of Fame
ine Horrors in ’17—~An Appeat to the
Irish People,

[From the New York Herald.}

The exciting news received from Ireland
vithin the last jew weeks has unquestionably
aroused considerable feeling among the Irish
people in thie city and vicinity, and day after
day the pages of the Herald are eaverly scan-
ned for the latest dotails of the ever-growing
land agitation. Among Irish citizens it is
everywhere the all-absorbing topic of conver-
sation, and no oneacquainted with thelr hubits
can go among them without observing that
their feelings are worked up toa degree hitherto
almost without precedent. Not even during
the height of the Fenian excitement was any-
thing like the same intensity of feeling
visible, and if it has not yet taken definite
shape it is only because no plan of action has
been placed before the masses by any influsn-
tial leader or recognized organization. Re-
cognizing the want of a definite plan the
trustees of the Irish national fond held &
meeting last night and adopted an address to
the Irish people.  This paper is significant,
inasmuch as it contains direct threats ot
vengeance in case acts of cruelty should be
perpetrated by the Irish landlords or mass-
acres by the Eoglish troops. It isasfollows :—

THE ADDRESS.

To the Irish People of the United States :—

Ferrow CoonTryMEN—The threatening &s-
pect of affairs in Irelund calls for promptand
vigorous action on the part of nationalists
in this country. It is no time for idle talk,
but for serious preparation for the stern work
that is before vs. The national movementis
fast approaching a crisis when its members
must be prepared to make larger sacrifices
and work with redoubled zeal, 80 that the
hour of trial may not find them unprepared.

In view of the chanxe in the situation it
bas been decided, with the concurrence
of several trusted friends in the national
party, to enlarge the Baard of Trustees of the
national fund, and toappeal once more to the
Irich people here for their support.

The national fund was started with a view
to providing the means to strike a telling
blow mgainst Eongland whenever an oppor-
tunity should present itself. Its object was
at first distioct from the general! movement
for Irish independence and not influenced by
any particular crisis in Ireland calling for
immediate action. Its originators never cal-
culated that it should perform more thana
swall portion of the work of driving the
foreigner from the soil of Ireland. It was
intended, in short, to hasten, if possible, the
advent of lreland's opportunity by inflicting
injury on ¥.ngland at vital points and at critical
moments while showing the Irisk people the
immense power lying unappreciated in their
hands for the destruction of that empire which
has robbed them of land and liberty and driven
them homeless over the earth.

The call was responded to chiefly by that
-clasg of the Irish people In America who can
lenst afford pecuniary sacrifices, and under
the pressure of unprecedentedly hard times.
There was no apparent prospect, except for a
very brief period, of England becoming in-
volved in foreign war, no evidence of vigor-
ous political life in Ireland, no unusual
danger menacing our countrymen at home—
‘nothing, in short, vo stimulate Irish-Americans
to unusual activity, and yet, taking all the
clrcumstances into account, the amount sub-
Scribed was very creditable. It was enough
‘to show that, under more favorable coadi-
tions, and with an object, the proximate
realization of which could be made clesr to
the majority of our people, with, above all, the
evidence of vigor, determination and steadi-
neds of purpose in the political life of Ireland,
Irish-America would be prepared to do its
whole duty, and would sustain the struggle
for the regeneration of the old land with its
last dollar and its last man.

REABONE FOR DELAY.

The amount contributed, however, though
larger than waw anticipated and sufficient to
carry out some of the minor things indicated
by its founders, would not warrant the under-
taking of such enterprises as would inflict
real and lasting injury on our enemigs or be
ofreal benofit to Ireland. It was detérmined
that when operations of this nature were com-

throwing English domination, and all the
brauches of the national party must act as
the divisions of an army, animated by a com-
mot: purpose and guided by an authority
whom all must recognize toward the point
where the enemy is to be met.

Such was the position of the national fund
from its foundation to a few short weeks ago.
Sioce then the whole situation of affuirs has
changed. New dutiegs are impored on us;
new sacrifices demanded. Ireland is face to
face with one of the greatest crises in her his-
tory. Her people are menaced with exter-
mination, and appeal to their expatriated
kiodred for help in this their hour of sorest
need.

THE CURSE OF LANDLORDISM,

The foreign landlord system, which has
cursed the country since the final trinmph of
Eunglish rule and dwarfed the energies of a
people endowed with natural gifts fitting
them for one of the highest places among
the races of the world, has at length reached
the climax of its infamous history and re-
duced the peaple to the verge of beggary.

Bud seasons and the competition of Ame~-
ican produce perform but a minor part in the
desolution which now overspreads Ireland.
It is the foreign landlords, the inheritors of
the successive rabberies ot Tudors, Stuarts,
Cromwelliang and Williamites—an idle horde
who puerform no uwseful 1unction in the land
—who drain the life blood of the nation and
render It incapable of resisting even the most
transient depression of trade or the effects of
one bad season. Remove the blight of land-
lordism, make the tiller of the soil indepen-
dent of the caprices of a petty autocrat, with
no one to stand between him ania govern.
ment which sball be the expression of the
will of the whole people, and hir quick intel-
ligence aud strong arm will provide from the
teeming soil of his native land ample reme-
dies against bad seasons and foreign compe-
tition.

Such a revolution the English Government
and the Euglish landlords of Ireland wiil
never consent to. It can only be accom.
plished |y the complete overthrow of British
power in Ireland. But it must be plain to
every thinking Irishman that the day of
final deliverance from English rule and from
Euglish landlordism has not yet come. Our
enemy must be more beset by difliculties than
at present, and the whole Irisu race the
world over must be aroused and thoroughly
organized for the effort. Without being too
ganguine we are satisfled that ou: oppor-
tunity is fast approachipg, and that our
duty is to wait for its certain advent. The
daty of preparing for that dauger which
menaces a large section of our countrymen at
home imposes a duty on us that it would be
cowardly to shirk.

Troups are being hurried to Ireland, and a
reign of terror is about to be inaugurated.
The impoverished have no money to pay the
exorbitant rent demanded of them, and prepa-
rations are being made to drive them off the
Innd at the point of the buyonet. Day after
day brings news of fresh budies of infantry
and cavalry being drafted into the rural dis-
tricts. There hus been no disorder among
the people, nothing to justify the resort to
coercive measures, The Government ex-
pects that, driven to extremity, the refusal to
leave their homes may be the signal for the
slaughter of the people, and the Eaglish Ga-
vernment expects thus to stifle the voice of
the country, and crush for a generation the
spiril of resistance to wroag.

British Missions in Burmah,

A Dbelief i3 gaining ground that Mr. St.
Barbe, the acting resident at Mandalay, has
at laxst yeceived definite instinctions from Cal-
cutta to withdraw from the Burmese capital
as soon a8 he conveniently can; and we hope
that it is well founded. His further stay can
be productive of no good result, since nocom-
munications, friendly or otherwise, any mcre
take place between the Residency and the
Palace ; and, indeed, the timo seems to have
lopg gone by when our representative could
exercise any influence whatever either in favor
of our own countrymen or in checking the
enormities committed by Theebaw on hisown
subjects. The Indian Government has
evidently been hitherto reluctant to take the
extreme step of recalling the assistant whom
Colounel Browne has left bebind bim at Man-
dalay, fearing that his departure may produce
a final rupture of those relations between the
two governments which have long bLeen so
strained. It i8 a question, however, whether
even in the interedts of peace Mr. St. Barbe is
not better away from Mandalay ; for in the
present temper of the King and the advisers
of the Young Burmese party, at any moment
he may be suhjected to au {udignity which he
will either have to pocket with total loss of
prestige in Burmah or to resect at the expense
of a third Burmese war, which both the Indian
and Home Govarnments are naturally in the
present state of affairs more anxious than ever
to avoid.

In 1837 the situation in Burmah was not
altogether unlike what it is at present. Then,
a8 nuw, the Indian Government had its hands
full to overflowing, and was very desirous of
avoiding any additional complicatiors on the
otherside of the Bay of Bengal. Tharawadi, the
king, in his drunken habits and cruel disposi-
tiou, wasalmost an exact counterpart of Thee-
baw ; and Colonel Burney, our Resident, an
officer of much experience. and congiderable
tact, found himeself liable to daily risk of in-
sult and annoyance, which he was instructed
f.om Calcutta by no means to resent. Under
such circumstances, he thought that no
course was open to him but to retire from a
position which was no longer ere of any prasc-
ticul utility, and in which he could count on
no assistance from his own government. He
accordingly left for Rangoon sndCalcutts, ex-
cusing his departure on the grounds that he
found Ava, the capital of these days, un-
henlthy ; and although he was roaghly taken
to task by Lord Auckland for deserting his
post, the outcome of nffairs: soon showed that
he was right and that the Governor-Guneral
was wrong., Colonel Benson, who wus sent
to take his place at Ava, was never even ad-
mitted to an audience of the King; he re-
turaed after & six months’ residence, leaving
his assistant Captain Mucleod, as acting Resi-
dent, to occupy precisely the same position
which Mr. 8t. Barbe now fills at Mandalay :
and he, too, was, in 1840, compelled to leave
the Burmese capital, pleading ill-health as
the reason for his departure, when for 13
years, until the termination of the second
Burmese war and the annexation of Pegu, we
had no diplomatic relations whatever with
the Burmese Court. In 1866 circumstances
again arose which rendered expedieat the de-
parture of our Resident from the Burmese
capital. Anp insurrection broke out against
the authority of the Mendon-3en, then king,
hesded by his sons ; and Captain Sladen, who
had resided many years as our representative
both at Amarapura and Mandalay, #as in-
formed that his safety could no longer be
guaranteed or that of the Europeon commu
nity in the capital, and he consequently
quitted Mandalay, together with the European
residents, in a stzamer down the Irawddy to
Rangoon

Whether it is advisable to have a mis-
gion at all at the Burmese capital iz a
question which has been freely debated by
Indian politicians. Many Rasidents of long
experience in the country have come to the
conclusion that the gain from the presence of
a British representative in Burmah i8 more
than counterbalanced by the patent incon-
veniences and possible dangers which are in-
geparable from his stay. As forcigners only,
their pressnce ig hateful to Burmaus of all
clusses ;and by those kilgs, such as the late
Mendon-Men, who have been most favourably
disposed to the British power, they have been
regarded at best as spies and informers. On
guch tempers as those of Tharawadi and
Theebaw their residence 1n the capital cannot
fail to have been a perpetual source of lrrita-
tion, The Buccessive cessions of Aracam,
Tenasserim, and Pegu have produced a sore-
ness in the minds of Burmese officials which
will never be got over ; and the mere racollec-
tion that the permiasion to send a permanent
envoy atall was wrung from King Phagyi-
dau by the fourtharticle of the Treaty of Yan-
dabo is sufficient to make bis presence almost
intolerable at the. Burmese Court. Perhaps
our early ignorance asto the real.’ power and
position, of, the, Burmese'monarchy and the
exceasive timidity with.which our’ represen—
tativos approsched it should be chiurged with-
some of the blama for our ill-success in treat-
jng. with it. The. exaggerated. estimate

formed at one time at’ Calcutta of the power.
.of the.Court of Ava, and our consequent Hesi-

‘iation to be embroiled with it, induced us'to

submit to indignities which the envoys of
China or even of Siam would have resented.
At a time when this country had long refused
to allow its ambassaders to perform Xo-fow at
the Court of Pekin, onr envoys, such as Symes,
Cox, Cauning, Crawfurd, and indeed all our
representatives up to the date of Colonel
Phayre’s Miusion in 1855, approached the Bur-
mese throme in the attitude of the most
grovelling supplication. On this account our
ambassadors to Ava, Amarapura, and Man-
dalay have come to be considered as those of
an inferior power; and this mistake, thanks
to the inordinate vanity of the Burmese
people, has become grafted s0 deeply in their
minds that the greater firmness of later
envoys, such as Sir Arthur Phayre and Colonel
Fytche, appears to have been unable alto-
gether to eradicate it.

Carmelite Nuns in Yonkers,

. On the 4th inst.a party of 12 exiled Car-
melite nuns from South America arrived in
Yonkers, and took up their quarters in a va.
cant cottage in Riverside avenue. They range
from 17 to 50 yuars of age, aud several are re-
murkable for their personal beauty. Swster
Adelaido- of St. Teresa, who is by birth an
American, but who has dwelt so long in
Guatemala that she has almost forgotten her
English, is the Mother Saperior and leader of
tho little band, Othkers of their number are
Sisters de la Paz, Maria Trinidad de la Con-
cepcion, and Maria Dolores del Costado de
Christo. They were members of a wealthy
Carmelite convent, which was plundered by
the Guatemalan revolutivuists in 1877. The
church attached to the convent was very rich,
containing costly vessels of gold undeilver,
and ornaments of precious stones, which the
revolutionists wished to confiscate. Sister
Adelaide and her little company in despair
sought the protection of the American Consul.
The nuas marched out of Guatemala under
the American flag, being allowed to takeonly
tueir clothing and personal effects. From
Guatemala they seiled for Cubs, and there
Sister Maria del Purissimmo Coriaclon died of
yellow fever. From Cuba they sailed for
Charleston, and from Charleston they travelled
by rail to New York. During their wander-
ings they were juined by eight recruits.

On Saturday aftervoon Iast a reporter for
the Sun called nt the two-story French roofed
convent in Railroad avenue just a8 the choir
inside were singing ¢ Salve Regina” The
house, which has been altered to suit the pur-
puses of the nuns, stands on a pretty grass.
covered knoll, belted toward the Hudron by
thick woods, through the gaps in which the
Hudeon is visible. A pleasaut featured young
woman, with subdued looks and downcast
eyes, ushered the reporter inco a snug little
apartment, one-half of which is veiled off with
luttice work, and covered with a curtain. At
a given signal the curtain was pushed back
revealing the Mother Superiur, a quiet and
middle-aged lady, with dark bair and pale
wax-like fuce, bebind the screen. She wore a
course serge mantle, surmounted by a scapular,
and a broad leather girdle or strap abouc the
waist. A crucifix of bronze and ebouy hung
suspended from her neck by a brass chain,
and she spoke in a low, soft voice, with a
protty Bpanish accent.

«Qur vocation,” she said, # is a solitary one.
We are hidden from the world, and pass our
tima in praying and in making sacrifices for
the folicity of souls. One of our duties is to
sustain the seven canouical hours around the
sacrament.”

« What is the routine of your daily life?"

“ At a quarter to 5 in the morping we rige.
One sister strikes what is called the remedial
rattle—a sort of 8 emall wooden gong—and
vings & short sentence calling the sisters to
morniog prayer. From 5 to 6 o'clock is the
first of the canooical hours, iu which we sing
the (Dcus in adjutorivm meum. At 7T we
have mass, if we are fortunate enough to have
a priest to celebrate it. For the last week we
bave been without & priest, and we bope and
pray that his Eminence the Cardinal will
send us one. Atas quarter to 8 we have break-
fast—a cup of coffee and a piece of bread with.
out butter. Atlter breakfust each one of the
community takes up her portion of the house-
hold work, At 11} we examine our consvi-
ences to see what we have thought or said of
wrong since daybreak, At 12} we have din-
ner, for which we have geuerally good ap-
petites. No meat is allowed, save in case of
sickness, but we have vegetables, eggs, milk,
nnd everything else that is necessary. Weeat
on a bare tuble, with a skul] on the board to
remind us of the uncertainty of human life,
The floors of our chapels and cells are also
bare. After dinner we have one hour for re-
creation. We are very cheerful, and as bappy
and gay during that time as any worldly
people you know of. We spond the time in
our roome or walking or sitting in the gatden,
according to choice. We have good religious
books to read and no cares to trouble us. At
1 o'clock we rest for one hour in our cells. At
2 o'clock we go down to the choir to vespurs,
which on solemn festivals are chanted in Gre-
gorian music. After vespers thirty minutes
are spent in spinitual reading, vither alone in
our cells or in the garden. We are allowed
no newspapers, because reading the exciting
events of the day would tend to distract our
thoughts trom religion. At 3 o'clock we are
allowed a zup of coffee or tea, and for the two
hours following teturn to our reapuctive tasks
about the house. At 5 o'clock tne bell tolls
again, and we spend one hour In prayer. On
Saturdey afternoons we sing <8 .ve Regina
Mater Misericordize” At 6 o'clock we go over
our rorarles,and at 63 have supper, which con-
gists of cuffes or tea, bread and butter and now
and then a little sweetmeats. After supper
we have annther hour of recreation. At 8
o'clock the bell is rung, the « De Profundis”
sung, and we go duwn to the choir to sing
Compline, At 9 o'clock the bell rings for
matins and lauds. We examine our condcien-
ces concerning what we have done or said
since afterncon, and afterward read the <point”
or subject of meditation for next morning. At
10 o'clock 'we retire to our cells and the lights
ars put out. 'One of -the sisters strikes the
rattie, sings a small sentence, and then we all
go to bed and sleep.—XN. ¥. Sun.

A consistent
Liberal all his life, Mr. Hearn, with his
quondam partner, now Judge Fournier, labor-
ed -easly and late for his party at a time when
such a course was directly adverse to his per-

sonal advancemoent.  Judge Fournier now sits

on the bench of thie Snpreme Court of Canada.
‘Mathew A, ‘Hearn, second to his partner in
nothing, is still in the ranks of his profession.
There is invidious distinction shown in the
carerrs of these two men, and the rewards
heaped on the one stand in glaring contrast
to the neglect shown to the other. Having all
the attainments suitable for a sessional Judge,
if Mr. M. A, Hearn is not appointed to that
position it will be a striking instance
of political ingratitude and must have
a very aslienating effect on such

Mzr. Joly a trisl, There are many complaiuts
of a growing tendency in Mr. Joly's Cabinet
to pander to the extravagant claims of a class
of noisy French Capadian demagogues by
systematically igmoring the Irish Catholic
element, and unless some strong practical
vvidence to the contrary is exhibited by the
Laberals, the Irish vote will again be mustered
in solid phulanx under the Conservative stand-
ard, Promises will not do—we are sick of
them. Huwever, the Conservative record is &
very bad one. I need only instance the case
of Mr, John Giblin. Mr, Giblin in his active
primse, spent in the Conservative cause an
amount of money, theinterest of which would
be sutlicient to support him in the evening of
his duys, Mr. Givlin, like many others, has
been forced to succumb to the commercial
depression, and fleeling himself nolonger abla
to bear the fatigues of active commercial
life, he applied to the present Dominion
Government for the Customs Apprairorahip,
vicant by the death of the late Mr. Plamadon.

Since the blessed electoral organiz-
ation of the couutry gives us 50 very few re-
presentatives, the few we have ought io do a
little work for their own element, without
forcing Irish applicants for Government em-
ployment to seek the patronage of French
Canadizn members.

STATE OF IRKELAND.

The ** Freeman'’s * Commissioner on the
Mitnation,

« When I set out upon these travels,” says
a specivl commissioner of the Freeman's
Journat, who has been canvassing [reland, « I
hud some half-formed suspicion that, bad as
the Insh land rystem was in tneory and his-
tory, it had, in one way or another, between
Mr. Giadstone and public opivion, gnt patch-
ed into tolerably smouth working order; that
bad landlords were becoming as rare as
waolves; that any gross suiviving. scandals of
the system were foew enough to be counted
on one's fingers, and that the world
had perhaps already heard enough about
them, My last month's experiences have
been sn appalling revelation to the contrary.
Every county 1 tiaverse, every hour I epend
nnder the peasants’ roofs, I am more and
more overwhelmed with the conviction that
notonly in past times, but at this very hour,
not only in a fow cases but in tens of thou-
sandr, not ouly somewhere but everywhere,
the Irish land laws are the instruments of
hideous wroug; that agitation, instead of
magnifying the evila of the system, has never
uuearthed s tithe of them; and that, like all
weak tyrapnies, it is precisely where the
people bave been most passive that the op-
pression has been most cruel. For instance,
this immenere and incohesive ceuunty of Clare,
in which agrarian crime is unknown, aod
which until last Sunday was not ruffled by a
breath of agitation, i infested east, west and
south by the most virutent forms of what the
Speetator would have us call tzeocracy. It
assumes a8 many heads as a hydra. In oue
place the peopls are fleeced because the laud-
iord is poor; in another place the people are
fleeced becuuse the agent wants to enrn a re-
putation for ¢sharpuness.’ Here the Jundlora
will dictate how many acres the temant may
till, for whom he is to vote at elections, to
whom he is to marry his daughter.  There
the landlord pounces upon whatever is tax-
able, and fiies abroad to speud it. It is as if
whatever charities or charms once made the
fsudal system endurable were torn away, and
‘the grinning skeleton of the thing—its ex-
actions, its arrogance-~set upon the necks of
the people. I will mention jkst one set of
figures concerning one of there victime-
who has the misfortune, moreover, of
being one of the most incorrigibly indust-
rious men and most highly ekilled farmers in
the county. In consequence of his father's
and his own reclamations his rent was raived
at one jerk from thirty shillinge to thirty-five
shillings an acre; then to £2; thea taken
from him altogether for a money compensa-
tion of £150; and then a new farm of equal
extent bestowed upon him by his generous
landlord, of which the net result is that the
uohappy m-n has now a teunt of £210 a year
to pay in place of the £135,

BAD PICTURES OF DISTBKSS.

#Quna of the most cheerless mountain
parishes 18 cursed with three of the most un-
scrupulous landlords in all Clare. The lands
are simply spurs of the —— hills, out of
whose barrenness the . indomitable toil of
generations has hardly rercued & morsel of
starved tillage ground here and thers. The
people, though they ure peaceable as whipped
hounds and as hardworking as oxen, had in
the most prosperous years little better than
{he subsistence of paupers as thelr recompense;
yot their humble mess was not too
humble to attract the cupidity of their
masters. Here are a few random gleanings
from the rent rolls of these worthy pentle-
men :—Estate No. 1—A, valuation, £12, rent
raiced from £17 lls to £25; B, valuation,
£11 108, rent raised from £16 108 to £22 28;
C, valuation, £11, rent ralsed from £13 148 5d
to £18 28 . Entate No. 2—D, valuation, £14
.58, 160t raired from £15 first to £30,and then
0.£36;  E, do. do.; F, valuation, £10 168,
rent rafsed from £9 to £12° 108, from
£12 108 to £18,and from £18 to £22, Estate
No. :3—.0, valuation, £5 108, rent raissd six
years ago from £4 4s to £12; H, same valua-
tion rajged from £3 to £12; I, valuation £6
58., rentraised: trom . £3 178 6d to £13.- Of
course, the result has been to gink the, un-
happy. people;in, a:gea of debt and ‘misery.

. their.crops ., arg a.ctuel  travesty, their ‘debta
 are weighing, them to the eartb, some of them:

are tottering dens, their food precarious,

their cloching so scanty that they are aghamed

‘it was. amazing to s¢e bow candidates whe
_hoped to represent a city in Parlisment dis-

‘to' gee” that he had marvellous intelligence;

to appear at mass or their children at
achool, their spirit so broken that they hold
their -daughters’ happiness at the mercy of
match-making, or rather match-marrying
agents, their poverty so abject that little chil-
dren hardly escaped from infancy are seat to
earn thelr fow pence by labor, and that the
more vigorous youth have fled long ago to
America. Upon one estate the tenants have
unanimously refused to pay the current half
galeot their crushing rents. Upon a single
town land in another, forty-nine acres
in all, valued at £42, in addition to
iucreasing the rent from £ to £2 23 per
acre, being an increase of 111 per cent,
the owner exacted fines amounting in the ag-
gregate to £262 (or, exclusive of two hold-
ingg, £11 per acre) from the unfortunate
tennnte among whom it was parcelled outt
In sober earnest, when I reckon up all the
rent raisings, the cunaing shifts for contract-
ing tenants ont of the benefit of the Land act,
the tormenting restrictions as to agricul-
ture, the degrading conditions of personal
servitude which are exacted on all sides,
one requires to fasten his thoughts for a while
upon the tew bright names upon the black
list of landed proprietors in Clare to make
sure that the entire clars are not animals of
prey, instead of being the patriarchs and pro-
tectors of the people.” Itshould beremarked,
however, that the Irisk Times is daily printing
the names of landlords who are reducing
rentson their estates, some of them 50 per cent.

The Irish People in London,

On Bunday evening (5th October), Mr. A.
M. Sullivan, M.P,, delivered a short lecture
to the members of the Corpus Christi branch
of the League of the €ross in the school-room,
Mackiin street, Drury Lane. London, Eng-
land. The Rev. Fr. Uytregt presided, sup-
ported by the Vice-president, Mr. Driscoll,
und the members of the Cardinal’s Gunrds.

The Rev. Chairman said he had great
pleasure in introducing to the mecting oae
whose name and services endeared him to
Ireinnd and Irishmen (cheerr). Ircland was
prond of Mr. A. M Sullivan, not without
rood reason, and the members of the Lengue
of the Cross ought to be more proud of him
than all others, for he had como amongst
them that evening to suy a few kindly worda
of encouragement toaid and sustain them in
the great work of total abstinnnce (applavse )

Mr. Sullivap, whose reception was enthu-
siastic, said ho came there that evening with
the greatest pleasure for what they mught
think was a very 1emarkable reason. He
heard that hig good friend—theic good friend
—Fuatber Keens was away at Rome, and he
bad long promised to come somevvening and
lend & belping hand in the good work that
had been going on. It was not want of heart
that kept him up to this from fultilling his
promire, but simply a laborious life that left
him very few leirure evenings indeed; but
when he heard that Futher Keens had gone to
visit the tombs of theupostles where he would
thipk of them allin hig prayers—he gaid to
himuelf, Now is the time for a friend to step
forward and fill the gup (cheers.) He came
that evening little expecting that he would
ree such an assemblage, for knowingall the
difficulties of life in the neighborhood—koow-
ing all that the good fathers of the mission
had hud to contend with—he could not have
betieved there would have been as-embled
that evening ro great a throng as was present.
Their numbers told him that the good fathers
had not luboured in vain. Nowhero, from the
rising of the sun to its settiny, all round the
globe, had the Cathosic priest evercast in his
lot with the Irish people thut be was not 1e.
paid for his efforts, and he had no doubt that
Futber Keens foit himself fully repaid for his
years of labour in their midst, when he

thought of the work he had dune in a locality
that was almast a desert spot—so it might be
called—in a Christian land. London wss the
moxt populouscity in the world. It wasthe
largest city sand the mowt wealthy in the
world; and yet there went out missionaries
into the interior of Africa, Asa, and South
America, leaving in this vast metropolis dis

tricts more paxan than could be found nbroad.
They left that monster city of modern civili-
zation, where the extiemes of poverty aud
wenlth jostled one another in thestrest and
mghway, more sin and wretchedoegd than
they could find in the wigwam of the Indian
orthe hut of the Zulu (appluuse) They car.
ried ubroad their Christiunity when at home
theie was more crime, more wretchedness,
more suflering humunity to be fouud in the
untrodden Innes and alleys of the great met-
ropolis. It was amid ruch surronudings that
tho poor thrust-out children of Ireland hadto
come, not merely to fight the battle of life,
but, as it were, tv scramoble for existence ; and
not all the bardships, not all the trials of
waut, of suffering, often of hunyer, that might
dog his path, had halfso keen a tooth for the
Irishman as the terrible anguish of feeling
that his little childien might grow up in
lanes and slleys full of temptation. The
Irish Catholic might know hardship and suf-
fering on tbo hills of his native land, yet one
anguish was spared to him : he knew that
when his cbildren walked out in the pure air
they breatbed around them the pure air of
the Christiun life (cheers). But in that
great city what man's heart could be still if
be thought of the danger that might dog the
footsteps of his sweet uud tender little girl an
she walked along the streots ? He said it
earnestly that, much as he luved the people
his native land, his. heart bled every day
when he thought of his fellow-conntrymen
and women here in England. If he could
give any sympathy orald in the noble and
manly efforts the people were mqking to lift

themselves up and be a credit to their fath

and fatherland, God knew how willingly he

would do that work. What efforts could they

all make for the great Irish multitude in Lon-
don? These were changed times for Irish—

men. Thirty years ago in London the cross

bad almost to be hidden from the multitude,

80 terrible was the Catuolic fuith misunder-

stood and bated by the people of this once

Catholic land. It was not so now. A kind-

in the States over the Chautauqua Lake fiasco
as there was the day after the battie of Bull's
Run. There is certainly more in sporting
circles. All that is positively known up to
this is that Courtney’s boats were destroyed,
that Hanlanrowed over the course and received
the stakes, that an indigoation meeting
of the press representatives was held with
the results of which we are unacquainted,
and that Courtney’s friends are burning with
resentment and clamoring for revenge.
Several hypotheses are advanced asto the
destruction of the boats, one that Courtney's
friends did the sawing to avoid the race, an- !
other lays the blame on the hotelkeepers,
wlo wiehed to prolong the excitement in
order to secure enormous nrofits, while a third
is advanced that Hanlan's party, knowing
their man was wnot in condition to win,
resorted to the miserable trick to
save their bets, and gain the $6,000. Court-
ney'sletier is written in a gimple strain, that
almost carries couviction. It has certainly
an air of rrawsemdiance about it that must be
damaging to the Toronto men, unless they
are prepared to contradict it to the satisfac-
tion of the general public. 'The one
suspicious circumstance that tells some-
what against has. Courtney is this:
Why did he, knowing the unscrupulousness
of bis opponent—ns he must have known, if
the contents of the statements conveyed 1n
his letter are true—why did he not keep strict
watch and ward on bis boats? In affairs like
that at Chautauqua a natura! question to ask
is, who was benefited by the mnefarious tran-
saction ? If it were merely a trial of strength
between Hanlan and Courtney, in which the
victor received $6,000, it would be

absurd to suppose that Courtney would des-
troy his boat, for after all, the worst that

could bappen was defeat, and there would al-
ways be a chance of winning for such a
magnificent oarsman as he of Union Springs
celebrity. In that case suspicion should
certainly attach to Hanlan. But when we
remember that hundreds of thousands of dol-
lars were staked ou the issue by both parties
the question assumes another aspect, and it is
possible that while Courtney was entirely
ignorant of what was being done his in-
terested friends might have accomplished
purpose  with the  connivance
Burt Brown and DBob Laramon.
Thkis would still leave Courtney’s agony at
the intelligence to be gentine, while at the
rame time throwing the onus on the Ameri-
cans, for any one who knows Courtney must
be struck with the man’s simplicity, sternness
and houesty, and take him to be the last man
in the world to act the part of a «weepist.”
On the other hand, we may reverse the order
of the argument, and assume that the Cana-
dians it was who played the false gnme, in the
fear that Hanlan was not in a condition to cope
with Courtney. We have no doubt, now that
the intelligence of the press representatives
is concentrated on the matter with a firm re-
solve to arrive at the truth, that the mystery
will ere long be cleared up aud the responsi-
bility be placed on the proper shoulders, but
at all events, and no matter how the investi.

Titles and Decorations,

The visit to Montreal of a large and re-
spectable body of the Knights "Cemplars from
the other side must have been a source of
pleasure both to them and to the city. Few
who have seen them will be dizposed to deny
that our visitors were as fine, well dressed,
well conducted lot of men as one could wish
to see 'anywhere. That they enjoyed
themselves to their hearts’ content, drove
around and saw the sights generally, and
that they were pleased with Montreal and its
surroundings we have the best reasons for
knowing. But what could not fail to strike
tbe intelligent observer was the immenne
aumber of decorations among them. Every

less will satisfy.them. They have no real |

tary fashion, and the ribbons, medals, crosses
and decorations that covered thelr breasts

them glittered like Austrian Field Marshala
in the decline of their days who had been
through all the wars.” Now, we know not
what it is precisely that constitutes a Knight
Templar, or if the genilemen have been
through long and bloody wars. Some of
them were certainly too youmg to have won
the numerous crosses and orders they
wore at the point of the sword, and besides,

we know the American Government
deals out decorations with a miggard
hand. We must, therefore, conclude

that the medals, &ec., belong exclusively to
the peculiar order of Knignts Templars and
are perhaps given to officers. If this be so
there must be a large proportion of officers
among their encampments. The ¢ Grand
Prior” of Canada—sa very heavy title by the
way—condemns this outward show and glitter
in severe terms, so that our remarks on the
American Templars would, it seems, apply
with ¢qual force to the Canadiax members of
the order. And this reminds us that Repub-
licans should not be too severe on the
nobility of Europe for their rush after decora-
tions. We laugh at the idea of a European
Prince whose fiercest engagements were with
pige in India, like His Royal Highness the
Prince of Wales, who is yet Field Marshal
and bears a great many warlike and other
decorations; and are liable to snecer at the
pumerous titles of lis DMajesty Alfonso,
whose Lnowledge of battlefields is taken

from books; but what can we say of
such high sounding titles as Inights
of St. Pythias, Kuights of St. Crispin,

Kupights ‘Templars, Illustrious Sir and
Brothers, and the crosses and orders accom-
panyiog such grand names? There is an
excuse for the nobles and Princes whose
titles and honors are hereditary, ard were, at
least, won by great ancestors, if not by them-
selves, but there is none for our gallant
knights whatsocver, except it be to show the
folly of pure democracies, and the snobbery
that exists generally in the breast of man.
It may be all very well lo bear such a sub-
lime title as « Ilustrious Grand Koight,” and
carry a medal on one chest as big as a griddle,
but when one has to rise early in the morn-
ing, and go down to work for a dollar a day,
the sublimity must aflord ooly a poor source
of congolation.

The Engtlish and thelr Victims,

If the Irish people were not so intensely
interested in the land question they would
certainly be amused atthe manner in which
it is treated by the English press and its
imitators all over the world; but then that
is nothing new ; it is as old as British connec-
tion itself. We are told that when the boa
constrictor seizes his victim and strangles it,
the next movement on the part of the terrible
serpent is to cover itall over with saliva
with a view toswallowing it with greater ease.
The same course is adopted by Laogland; she
first conquers and robs her unfortunate vic-
tims and then commands her press to villify
them, so that the world may think she has
been only carrying out her benevolent and
universal scheme of Christianity and civiliza-
tion. What she calls converting is extermin-
ating; what she means by civilizing is seizing
their lands. She has thus converted and
civilized the Maories of New Zealand, the
Hindoos of India,the Zulus and Caffres of
South Africa, and she is at present engaged
pulting the unfortunate Afghans through the
sume process.  She first sends along ber fat
parsons,  with their bibles and their
wives; their consuls follow after, with the
British flug to protect themselves and the
blessed missionaries ; a small hungry colony
next appears, quarrels about lands; an army
warches to protect them and 80 on, the last
act being the saliva of the venal press. Itis
almost laughable to henr the Lnglish scribes
talking about the Ghilzais “rebels” and the
insurgent « Boers” as it those people cver
owed England allegiance or tribute, anything
in tact but just and intense hatred. The
venom vented forth upon the Irish tenant
farmers just now is another illustration of
what we are saying, but fortunately for the
Irisb they have what the Afghans are with—
out, they have newspapers, oraters and the
telegrapl all over the world who will not per-
mit the Loudon lnminaries or their satellites
to vilify Ireland with impunity.  Wherever
a scorpiou raises ite head and bites the anti.
dote is at hand. Consequently they are
becoming milder in their remarks on the
Irish farmers and even talk of concessions.
The intelligent eye of Europe is fixed upon
Ireland, aud American newspaper correspon-
dents are taking notes of the situation, un-
masking British perjury and hypocrisy. Fifty
years ago Europe and the world was told by the
Times that Ireland was a humid country
which England had to protect, that her people
were priest-ridden, lazy and improvident,and
that her priests were ignorant and bigoted,
that if the people were loft to themselves
they wonld make good drudges, but tbat it
would be after all a real charity if they were
goae out altogether to make room for Scotch
farmers and English hogs and cattle.

seemed to have a favorable effect.on the jury.
He treated the pointa of the charge argued by-
the prosecution seriatim, placing one point
after the other beforethe jury in an amazingly
clear manner. Amongst his many arguments
he said that it had been clearly proven, both
by the witnesses and the prosecution, as well

as those fur the defence, that the statement
prepared by Mr. Renny and the officials of the
pank wore “calculated by the former to
blindfold the President and the Directors.

He did not wish to throw out any imputations
m regard to Mr. Renny’s conduct during the
course of the irregular proceedings of the
bank, nor did he wish to criticise his actions

in keeping the truth from the Board of Direc-
tors, but he considered it his duty, in defence
of his client, to remind the jury of the evi-
dence in the case, which had clearly proved
that Mr. Renny had wilfully kept the actual
condition of the bank from the President.
The evidence of experts and bankers had been
heard, and every one of them had testified to
the effect that it was almost an impossibility
for the President to know, in the time
allowed by the law, the exact condition of
attairs. He was submitted a statement, to
sign whicly, to verify such statement, he
had to rely on the general balance
buok, from which the Goverminent return
was taken, He, (Mr, Kerr) knew that a great
denl of prejudice was felt agninst the Con

solidated Bunk on account of its unfortunate
fatlure, but be would simply remind the jury
that they would have to throw all that aside,
and repder a verdict in strict accordance with
the evidence. e defendaut, Sir Francis
Hincks, was a wan who was fully conscious
of his iunocence ; and he kuew perfectly well
he bad discharged his duty bouestly, and
without intent to deceive any one.  lie was
well known as an honest man, who had held
pusitions of trust in this country as well as
others,  He was looked upon by the Govern-
ment as a man of the greatest ability in
financial matters, and one who was capable
of holilivg any position as fur as hovesty or
other qualitications were concerned. I an error
had crept into the books of the bank the
President was not in a position te kuow of
that error.  Ile bad to rely on the report of
the efiicials of the bank, and if they had failed,
as they had done. what was he todo ? Hecould
not personally examne the books and learn
for himself the state of the affuirs. To do that
be wouid have to be professionally trained,
and even if be was he would not have time,
in the space allowed by the law, 10 accom-
plish his end. At the commencement of the
trinl he (Mr. Kerr) had asked the Court for a
fair and unprejudiced jury, avd he thought
that be had obtained it He was sure that
they woeuld weigh the evidence in the right
spirit and give the benetit ofavy doubt to thie
detendant.  Sic Francis Hiuceks would scorn
to be nequitted if his innocence was nut clearly
established in the minds of the honorble
judye, the jury and the public. With regard
tu the placing of certain itemws in columns,
in which it was alleged they did not belong,
he (Mr. Kerr) thought that the testimony of
several baoking men, such as Mr. Angos,
of the Bank of Montreal, and Mre. Tugan,
who had been connected with some of the
feading bankiug institutions of this as well
as other countrics, wis pretty cleawr on the
point, It hud been proven that it was the
general custom of banks to place such itemns
in the same position the Couvsoliduted had
done  In concluding bis remarks, he felt
snre thut they would return a verdict of « Not
Guilty.”

This closed the cuse for the defence.

Mr. Ritcmg, in opening his address to the
jury, said thut be did not wish to make any
charges aguiust the defendant which were
anfair; be would not urge any point in the
prosccution which, in his own conscience, he
did not believe to be clearly proven. He
would narrow down the pointa for the prose-
cution to two enormously large items. e
Lkoew that it was a practical impossibility for
the defendunt to go  over the books of the
bauk, nor could he check over the balances
returned by the bravch offices. e wonld
remove all unfair points from  their winds
and briug his case as briefly as possible betoro
the court and jury. It bad been contended by
the learved counsel for the defense that the
defeadant was not in o position to know the
state in which the bank  stood; that may
have in part been trie, but did he not know
of the enormous sums of moneyamounting to
nearly a  million  of  dollars, which
had been  borrowed from  other  buuks,
and interest at the rate ot =even per cent, paid
for it? Did not the defendant know that
those loans were written in the teturn to the
(rovernment as deposits, when they were
actually money owed by the Bank ? Could
it be contended, by the learned conusel for
the defence, that bis client was so “totally
ignorant of the aflairs o1 the institution wuder
iis countrol that these facts were not well-
known to him? If fo, fur what did Sir
Francis Hincks receive a salary of $.1000 a
year 2 The testimony of Mr. Aungus for the
defence proved in the end to Le of great value
to the prosecution. That gentieman stated
thut a paid  President  should know
about the position of the institution which
he poverned. Bir Francis Hincks had ad-
mitted in conversation and at the public
meeting  of the sharebolders that ho was
awars thiat lnrge amonnte were due to other
banks, Can a loan be ehanged around to a
deposit 2 There appeared in the return sub-
mitted to the Government and pablic that
an enormots amount was due from other
banks, but only a few dollars duoe to other
banks. Was not that a statement wilfully
false and deceptive. ‘The iutention is clearly
to be seen, tbhe return wad intended to
deceive tbe Government and the public,
ro doubt could be entertained otherwise.
Ancther appulling and disgraceful itemn which
has beeu <learly proven ig, that the demand
notes were carried into the teller’s books an
cash, when they were nothing but worth-
less slips of paper, not worth the
parchment they wer¢ written on. There
was uothing in the charge against the defun.-
dant of a fraudulent nature, It was merely
fur signing a wilfully false and deceptive
statement. Sir Francis Hincks was certainly
a4 mau of great abilities. He had occupied
high positions of trust. He was Minister of
‘Finauce and enjoyed the confidence anud re-
spect of the entire public. The charge against
him is for o misdemeanor. Itgis  certainly a
prinful duty you baveto perform, gentlemen
of the-jury, butin the interusts of justice what.
you owe to the public and the fulfilment of

‘your oath, you mustdo your duty. His
Honor then : delivered - the charge
unfavourable -to the  defendant,  sum-

ming up the entire . evidence, . tulling the
jury at the same time that they had a cousid-
erable amount of testimony before them,
which was extremeély puzzling. The atten-
tion whick they (the jury) had bestowed on
the case did them credit. The duty which he
(his hovor) had now to perform was one of
‘the most” painfal which he had experienced
for soma time. He wished to return a ver-
vict in accordance with the evidence. The
failure of the Consolidated Bank had pro-
duced a very prejudiced fueling against it,but

of account of his skill iu tinance and many
other qualifications. The question which
you have first to cousider is whether
the statement was false and decep-
tive, and If 8o, whether it was wil-
fully false and deceptive it is for you, gentle-
men to decide. I cannot offer an opinion
on the subject. You must nlso bring into
consgideration the charucter of the defendant.
If you think that he signed the return to the
government in good faith, then you will have

to  acquit him, If it had been
proved before you that the placing
of certain  items in the column in

which the Consolidated Rank placed them
was the general practice amongst banking in-
stitutions, it wilt certainly bea point for the
defence. But from theevidence of Mr. Angus
that has not been proved. le did not say
they bad did the same in the Bank of Mont-
real. The question you have ‘o consider is
whether he was aware of the loans being
vontracted. I dow’t think there is any room
for donbt about that, of course there has been
aprreat deal of mystery swrounding the whole
aflair, but the chief point which you have to
decide is thoe false statement, and whether the
defendant had knowledge of its falsity when
he sigued it. It has been urged with no little
force by the defence that the object in making
the return was to inspire publie contidence in
the bank. You have not, thut however, to con-
sider. His [lonor concluded his address by
sy ing that the expressions of the Court in
the cuse werenot to he considered.  He would
offer uo opinion. 'I'be able mmaner in which
both counsels had urged for their respective
clients was worthy of praise. The Court
wotld nceept the conclusion of the jury, and
he was sure the public wonld receive their
verdiet with contidence. T'he jury then ve-
tired.

The jury retnrned at 2,50 with a verdict of
guilty meainst Sic Francis Hiveks,  When the
return was read alond Sir Franeils appeared
startled and was vicibly agitated. The ver-
dict was wlso a surpriks for o great many of
those present, who unticipated an immediate
acpittal, He was admitted (o bail fov his
further appearance when the Conrt desired.

THE LETELLIER QUESTIOR.

My Lorpy—Her Majesty's Governinent have
wiven their attentive consideration to your
requert for their instructions with refetence
to the recommendation made by your Minis-
ters that Mr. Leteltier, the Licutengnt-Gover-
nor of Quebee, should be removed from his
ofiice. It will not buve eseaped your obser-
vation, in meking this request, that the con-
stitutional question to whicly it velates is one
aflectivg the internal atlairs of the Dominion,
anld belongs to a clnss of subjects with which
the Government and Parliament of Canwda
are fully competent to deal. 1 notice with
sutisfuction that, owing to the ability and
patience with which the constitation has been
made by the Canadian people to faliil the
objects with which it was framed, it has rarecly
been fonnd necessary to resort to the Traperind
anthority for asststance in any of these come
plications, which 1ight have heen expected
to arise during the fiest years of the Dom-
inion ; and I need not pouint out to you thut
such references should ouly Le made in cir-
cumstances of a very exceptions! nature, 1
readily admit, however, that the principles
involved in the particular case now before
me are of more than vrdinaey importunce.
The ttue intent and ceffeet of thoke sections
of the British North Ameriea Act, 1867, whicle
apply to it buve been much discussed, and as
thin i the first case which hus occurred under
there sections, there is vo precedent for your
guidance. For this reasou, though regret-
ting that any case should hive arixen for
the veterence now mmde to them, [ler Ma-
Jesty’s  Government wppprove  the conrse
which you have taken on the responsibility
uudd with the consent of your Ministers, nud }

ernor-General,” and much stress has been
laid. upoun the supposed intentlon of the
Legislature in thus varying the language
of theso sections. But it must be remem-
bered that other powers vested ina similar
way by the statute in the Guvernor-
Guneral were clearly intended to be, and
in practice, &re, exercised by and with the
advice of Lis Ministers; and though the
position of & Governor-General would enti-
tle his views on such a subject as that now
under consideration to peculiar weight, yet
Her Majesty's Qovernment do not find auy-
thing iu the circumstances which would jus-
tify them in departing in this instance
from the general rule, and decliniug to follow
the decided and sustained opinion of his
Ministers, who nre responsible for the peace
and government of the whole Doniinion to
the Parliament, to which, according to the
59th section of the statute, the cause assign-
ed for the removal of u Lirutenaunt-Governor
must be communicated. Tler Majesty's
Government, therefore, can ouly desire you
to request your ministers again to counsider
tho nction taken in the caso of Mr. Letellier.
It will bo proper that you should, in the
first 1nstance, invite them to jnform you
whether their views, as expressed in Siv J. AL
Macdonald’s memornndum, are in any way
madified after perusal of this despateh, and
ufter examination of the circumstances now
vxisting, which gince the dare of that
memorandum may have so materially changed
as to madke it, in their opinion, no longer ne-
cessnry for tho advantage, good government
or contentment of the province that so serious
a step should be taken as the removal of a
Licutenant-Governor from oflice. It will, L
am  confident, Le  clearly borne in
wmind  that it was  the intention of
the  DBritish North  Amwmerien  Act. 1867,
that the tenure of the high oflice of
Livutenant-Governor should, as a rule, endure
tor the ternt of years specially mentioned, and
that not only should the power of removal
never be exercired exeept for grave cause, but
that the fact that the political epinions of a
Licutenapt-tiovernor hud not been,during his
former enreer in accordance with those held
by any Dominion Ministry who misht happern
o gucceed o power during his term of office
would afford no reason for its exercise, The
political antecedents and present position of
nearly  all the Lieulennat-Governors  now
holding oftice prove that the correctness of
this view hns been hitherto recognized in
practice, ad 1 eannot doubr that yonr advis-
ersy frum the opinions they have expressed,
would be equally ready with tha late Govern.
ment to apprectite the objections to any ac-
tion which might tend to weaken its intln.
vee incthe fomre. Bohave directed your
attention particularly to this point, beengse
it appears to me  to be fmportant that, in
conddering a ense which may be referred
to hereatter as a precedent, the tene con.
stitutional  position of & Licutenant-Gover.
nor shoukt be & tined. The whole subject
may, b oam satisfied, now he once mere re-
viewed with advantage, and T cannot but
think that tho interval which has elapsed

Mr. Letelbier, it had been the duty of Her
Majesty's Governmeut to decide whethier Mr,
Lotellier onght or otught not to be removed,
the reasons in favor of nnd nguinst his re-
moval would, I ain contident, have been very
ably and thotvughly put before them by
Messrs, Langevin and Abbott, and by Mr
July. I have not, however, had vceasion to
enll for any argnments from either side on
the merits of Mr. Letellier's case.  The
law  does not  empower  Her  Majesty's
Government to  decide it, and they, there-
fore, do not propose to express any opiaion
with regard to it.  You are aware that the
powers given by the Dritish North America
Act, 1867, with respect to the removal of s
Licutenant-Governor from office are vested
not in Her Majesty’s Government, but in the
Governor-Genernl ; and I understand that it
is merely in view of the important precedent
which you vonsider mny be established by
your action in this instance, aud the doubts
which you entertain as to the meaning of the
statute,that you have asked for an authoritative
expression of the opinion of Her Majesty's
Government on the abstract question. of the
respousibilitivs and functions of the Governor.
General in refation to the Lientenant-Gov.
eruor of the Province under the Britinh North
America Act, 1867. The muin principles
determining the position of the Lieutcnant-
Governor of a province in the matter now

under consideration are plain. Thers can
be no doubt that be bas nn unquestionable
constitutional right to dismiss his Provin-
cinl Ministers, if from auvy cause he feels it
incumboent upon him to do so. In the ex-
ercise of this right, us of any other of his

functions, he should, of course, muintain

the impartislity towards political parties

which is essential to the proper perform-

unce of -the dutics ot his office; and for
any action he may taks he is, uoder the

50th section of the Act, directly responsible

to the Governor-General. This brings me
at onco to the point with which alone I

have to deal—namely, whether, in deciding

whether the conduct of a Governor-General

In
fuct, the whole secret of weather forecnsting
lies not in the nbsolute height of the mercury
tuat in the relationship which exists between
the areas of high and low pressures, and a
knowledge of the winds which they produce.

memory than thoss who know how to read
and write. We remember, moreover, better
ju the morning thun in the evening, in the
summer than in the winter, and better in warm
than in coid climates. Memory is, therefore,
toa certain extent, in inverse proportion to

This is an infatlible
rule to distingulsh = good egg from a bad one.

Freach Titles.

London Life .—A conversation is supposed
to take pluce between a newspaper reporter
and an old baron, a Fiench edition of Sir Ber-
pnard Burke. The former, wishing to know
the reasvn of the multiplicity of titles, ot
which every Frenchman appears to possens
one, calle upon this baron of the old regime,
who lays down to him the law upon titles,
a law which Frenchmen all trausgress :—
«] am not astonished at your sur-
prise at the immense number of titles
in France, and I am delighted to give yon
sume particnlars, To b.gin with, you too
eanlly confound gentlemen (gentilhomme) and
nobleman. God makes the gentleman, and
the King makes the nobleman, so that now.u-
days the creation of noblemen is impossible.
Every gentlemau is noble; but, on the other
band, a nobleman of recent date, without an-
ctstors, however high his title may be, is not
a gentleman, nor can he ever bucome one;
his grandson will be the first gentleman of
his line.

#The French titles of nobllity are Duc,
Marquis, Comte, Vicomte, Baron, Chevalier,
Ecuyer aud Vidame. Since 1816 these last
have fallen into disuse. Prince is not &
French title; it is only the generic name
given to members of the Royal Family and to
such old sovervign familles a8 the Bouillonn
and the Ruhans. The exceptional appelationr

The Value of Herat.

The Moscow corespondent of the Cologne
Guazette writes :—« Of late the question of fix-
ing the limits of the power of England and of
Russia in Central Asia has been brought for-
ward for discussion. It would io any case be
desirable if the two Powers, whose real 1nter-
cst, have to suffer through their mutual die-
trust could come to some agreement on the
Central Asiatic question ; but to calculate
serjously on their doing so would seem to be
like assumiug an impossibility. Under the
exceptiepal conditions of the situation of
Middle Asis, an attempt to mark outeven ap-
proximately the sphere over which the two
Powers should severally exercire a predomi-
nant influence is impracticable, Asia is very
different from Enrope. The inhabitants of
Bukhara, the Turcomans, and even the Per-
sians will never rocognise two masters in Asia
at the same time, and, according to an under-
standing between Russia and England would
be idle, as its object, the arsurance of tran-
quility in Central Asia, could not be attained.
It is however, more than doubtful whether
the two Powers are troubling themselves at
all about this object. They each, on the con-
trary, pursue their special aims and intersts,
which are diametrically opposed. England
in her policy goes to work, at any rate, more
openly ; she does not conceal her hcstile at-
titude in Asia as regards Russia under tha
cloak of huwan principles and affurts at civi-
lisation, but openly takes up her ground as
the enemy of Russia inall respects. Fuch of
the two Powers is exploring unknowa regions
of Asia under varions pretexts of scientific re-
search, and each of them keeus its own agents ;
and if Ruseia is slowly making efforts to un-
dermine Eugland's power, nune the less is
England keeping hersslf prepared to etrike a
decivive blow at Rusata’s influence in Central
Asis. According to appearances, the Afghan
war was the first step in this direction. It
would almost eesm a8 though both Powers
had met one another upon s neutral field,with
like aims, but, nevertheless, almost equally
unprepared. Russia, who in many respects
was the cause of the war, found herself com-
pelled to let the war takeits course, resolving
to make up for it in another way, and to check
mate Euglaud's success in another quurter—
thatis. by the expedition in the Akbal-Tekke
Oussis. England at present can only attumpt
to pot obstacles in the way of the Russian ex-
pedition and bhinder her from taking the
Merv. In ouropinion no understanding can
be arrived at between the two Powers, even
in case the English held Herat and left Merv
to the Russinns. England would, in thewe
circumstances, manifestly be at a8 disadvan-
tage, for Russia would have the way open to
Herat on both sides—from Merv and from
Bokbara: while by the occupation of Herat
Eugland would not only bresk the treaty
concluded with Afgbanistan, but would alee
injure the interests of Persls as well as Rursia.
Eogland is perfectly conscious of thediff-
culties of her position, and first tries
other means of putting cbatacles in the way
of Russia's advance, contenting herself with
not withdrawing ter troops from Candahar.
The intervening space separating the two op-
posed Pouwers bas grown much narrower
within the past ten years. The two points
about which the solution of the question of
Central Asia—a question equally important

of Prince de Conde, Prince de Conti, Prince de
Joinville and Prince de Lamballe only prove
the rule. The titles of Prince de Marcillue,
Prince de Brogliv and Prince de Saxan are
foreign and are merely borne by courtesy,
the only exception being Prince de Sagan,
whose title was authorized by Napoleon IIL
The herd of the family alone has a right to
a title, whatever it may be. All the other
members of the family have no right to it or
auy other, save by special decree, as in the
case of the Gramontr, the Talleyrands, the
Rohans or the La Rochefoucanits, as the
marqui- ate does not derive in any way from
a dukedom ; it i8 contrary to all heraldic ruly
foa the sons of a duke to take the title of mar-
quis duriug the father's lifutime. This is, how-
ever, constant!y dooe, and as sops of mar-
quises, earls and viscounts take the title imme-
diately below that borne by their father, this
accounta for the numberless titles one mests
with in France. But, I repeat, nochild has s
right during his father's lifetime to bear his
title or one inferior to it, even by adding bis
Christian name. At the father's death the
eldest son only inherits the title of any kind.
If this rule were strictly observed, our
aristocracy wounld be select indeed.

# The imperial noblesss has three titlos only
—Duc, Comte and Baron; all the others are
merely borne by courtesy. In all times
abBurd usurpations have taken place, but at
no period have abuses been mere flagrant
than during the present Republic. The Duc
de Broglie, during his tenure of office as Garde
des Scesux, tried to put some order in the
matter, and issued, on the 22nd July, 1874, a
ministerial circular, but from' the firat it re-
mained a dead letter.”

In this caquserie the writer only speaks of
thore who, belongiog to good families, think
they have a right to the titles they bear; but
there is amother numerous class of persons
who, taking the name of the town or viliage
where they were born, or, again, putting their
Christian name after thelr surname, gradually
usurp any title to which they aspire.

Haplan Rows Over the Course and
Olaims Meney—Bets OM—An Indignas
tion - Meeting of the Press—What
Couriney Says.

Nsw Yok, October 16.—The New York
Graphic's Mayvillespecinl estimates the num-
ber of strangers present to witnese the great
race to-day at 20,000 to 30,000. The amount
of money staked on the Tresult is
enormous. The betting is getting very
neatly even. Long oddsare no longer
offered. The, weather is charming and the
water like a mirror. The lske is un-
rufled. Both men intend to win, and
both  are very confident, Hunlan's
friends  slyly convey the impression
that their man's condition is not what it
should be, but this is only intended to affect
the betting. Both are in excellent form.

Courtney  expresses  his  confidence to
his  friends more freely than he bas
ever done before.  He has never been

in as good condition, and the weather, which
may prove elightly enervating to Hanlan, is
of the sort to which he is thoroughly used,
and which he evidently enjoys.

New Yorg, October 16.—A Mnyvillespecial
sayn Courtney's boat wns sawn in two during
the night. They are awaiting the decision of
the referee as to the race coming ofl.

Later.—The great Doat race has come to a
most inglorious end. Late this morning the
air was full of rumots that Courtney's boats
were stove in; others, that they had been cut
last night. Courtney’'s nephew and Burt Brown,
who had been with him as attendants, aud
tuking care of his bosts, last evening aboui
six o'clock he left the boat-Louse, locking it
on the shore-side with n padlock, and ou the
inner gide simply hooking it and driving a
pail over the hook. Retwining about eight
o'clock from their trip to the village, two
miles dirlant, they found the river
door had  been  forced  open, the
nail broken, and thebonts both cut witha saw,
The two men kept the matter secret from
Courtney till this morning.  What will be
Jone as to dirposing of the prize no one knows,
The referee, oflicers and backers of the men
are now in consultation.

Mavviie, Oatober 16.—It will take at
lenst ten days to get another bont built, The
feeling is a general one of distrust as to the
part Courtney took in the matter, many be-
lieving that he or his ten are at the bottom
of it, while another story from relinble
sources comes that Frenchy Johnsen was at
Courtney's quarters this morning at about
nine  o'clock  and  polished up  both
bonts thut were cut and kuew nothing, of
courre, of the affmir. There was found in the
hoat house an old sty cross cnt raw, with
T teeth to the inch, large and coarse enough
to cat saw logs, while the cut in the boats
is o clean one, evidently made with a finer
fnsttument,  aolen, it is repotted, in sponk.

MavyviLig, October 16.—After tedious wait-
ing, referee Blakio gave his decision that the
ruce shoitld be rowed.  Courtney sent word
that he would not row, and a great desl of
dissatisfaction was expressued, By the middie
of the afternoon arrivals had incrensed many
thousandg, and the time wag gpend in loung-
ing about the wharf and watching the gnm-
blers plying their trades.
