In families where soup iy ueed for dinner,
pork, grease or fat can be put in it (no other
kinds of ment). Ifany of this soup remains
after dinner it may be uscd at the evening
collation. Pork, lard or grease cannet ha
used in its natural style,

On mesgre days pestry cooked with drip-
piog or ful may be catin,

Such as are exempted from fasting from
their meals through iofirmity, age or hard
inllor may uec meat thrzo times a day, when
othera use it only once.

Ine above privileges nuthorized in the
Diccese of Montrenl (circular of Feb. 16th,
1872) facilitate tho observance of Lent very
considerably ; and with a little good will
muny can keep the #olemn fast that the
Saviour sanctified by fasting 40 daya and 40
nights and that wos ever sacred in the Church
from primitive Christianity.

pEA'™ OF CARDINAL JACOBINI, THE
PAPAL EX-SECRETARY.

Lok, Fob, 26.—Cardinal J acobini died at
| oclock thisafternoon. His Eminence Ludo-
vico Jacobini, cardinal priest of the Holy
floman church, was born at Atbaoo, May G,
1612, and_tas cansequently nearly 55 years
ofuge, In 1862 Piug IX. made kim uneof
the Drlate Domestici und ome of the Re-
forendaries of the Segnatura, Soon after-
wards he was made secretury of the Congre-
gation de  Propande Fide _which i
charged with the special supervigion of the
aflaire of the Eustern church. He was sub’;
sequently appointed one of the ** consultors
 of the Propagands, and his particular duty
waa to examine and report upon the decrees
and ordinazces of provincial synods, In 1867
be was nade a member of the preparatory
commission who were charged with examin-
iog and arranging the buainess to be brought
before the projected Vatican oo.uncll.
When, in 1574, the mnuncio ab Vienna,
Falcinelli-Antoniscei, was created a oar-
dios] and withdrew trom his post, Mon-
signor Jecobini was chosen by Pius I.\: to
succeed to the vacancy which was at the time
s position of no small diffizulty. According
to custom, he received episcopal consecration
with the title of Archbishop of Thessnalonica
in purtibus infidelium, and was aeom('hted to
the Court of Vienna, where fie remained un-
til October, 1880, Oa September 19, 1879,
he was created cardinal, but it was judged
desivable that he should continue at the
Austrisn capital in order to carry on the
negetiations commenced some time pre-
viously with Germany snd Russia and slso to
regulate the new occlesiastical arrangements
for Bosnia and Herzegovina. But in con-
formity with the strict etiquette of the Papai
court, which forbida a cardinal to hold the
isferior raok of nuacio, Cardinal Jacobini,
after hia elevation to the purple, bors the
title of pro-ouncio. In Qctober, 1830, he was
recalled from Vienna and appointed by Leo
XIiL to the office of Papal Secretary of State
in succession to Cardinal Nina. Thia position
he held until Juanunry 20th, 1887, when he
resigned owing to iil hesith, aud was suc
ceeded by Monsigoor Rampolla del Tindors,
the nuncio at Madrid,

Losvox, Feh, 23~ Advices from Nics as
noop auy that, at the time of the earthquuke,
this morning, the Lliviera waa crowded with
Eoglish and & merican tourisis snd persons cf
distinction. When the firat shock occurred
tho stracts of KNieco were fairly thronged with
perseny in ballroom costzmes returming to
their homes from the list carnival ball of
the winter stasen. To these the earthquake
came with peouliar terror. The thocks were
felt’ with great severity at Suivona, near
Genoa, and a number of houses were wrecked
and eleven persona killed. The Prince of
Wales being at Canncs, the Queen became
exceedingly anxicus concerning him when
she learned of tho earthquuk-~s, Her Majesty
at once telegraphed him. The Prince imme-
diately telegraphed a reassuriny reply, saying
he was well and uninjured. The Govern-
ment taking into comsideration the popular
concern about the safety of the Prince, have
requested him &> retorn to ¥ingland as soon
as_he con conveniintly to allay anxiety.

LoxNpox, Feb, 23,—Further despatches
concerning the earthquako in the South of
Xurope this morning etate two violent shocks
were felt at Toulon at 6 o’clock. The first
shock was of fifteen seconda’ duration, the
.second of twelve seconds. The movement
was from west to east. A% Cannes three
shocks were felt at the same hour. The frat
ahock, which was very viclent, lasted for a
minute, The second and third shocks were
not o8 heavy nu the first.  Many perzons at
thig place rushed to the sea shore for safety
and nobody was ipjured. At Avignon thres
shocks were experienced between 6 and §
d’clock, The first shook was verysevere and
awakaned everybody in the place.

New Yorg, Feb. 23.—A despateh with refor-
enee to she attitude of the Pape towards Ger.
meny suys -—The peace of Furope bangs npon
a thread, The general war which threutens
wiill, if it pains hesdway, inflict a serious blow
on civiliztion, The end of that portentous
beginning oo mwaa can foresee, When Prince
Bi-marek, in his speech in the Reichstag,
demanded nob only an inerease of trovps, but
the septennate, Kurope for a moment stuod
sihast 3 but it was presenlly seen that this
demand meant not war, but peace, and that
Bismarck aimed to secure for Germany such a
condition of military preparation a8 shouli
make war against her an imprudgence, while
she herself, from her central pogition,
eould cominand the peace among the natjvns,
It is with this clear understanding, evidently,
of the German Chancellor’s purposes, thag
the Pope has taken the wunusual, but most
statesmanlike and most Christian step of
urgirg German Catholics to support the
policy, in this isstance, of a ruler with
whoin, on matters relating to the Church, he
has had long continued and senous differences.
It is an evidencs, it seems to s, of the highest
order of Christian statesmapship—this in-
terposition oi Mis Holiness in the affairs
of Germauny. Somse rarrow mingded Italians
seen by  our  correspondent  expressed re-
gret that the Pope should lhave “‘gone
wte  politice.”  They could not  appre-
ciate what appears to us to be truly * politics,”
bus politics of that high order men eall statey-
manship. “‘Hoalienates thegood will of Franes,
said one of these Italians ; bnt a cable frem our

Putthem now into cold water, with
w small quantity of alum, and bol them till
tender. ~Drain them and allow tiem to lie in
athin syrup again, then take them ont, boil-
ing the syrap again, and pour it over the cu-
cembers, repeating this operation twice more,
Now boil somé clarified suger until, when a
apoonful of it is taken up and blown through,
small sparks of sugar will fiy from it ; put
the cucumbers into this and let them simmer
‘live minuten. Leave them until the next day,
when the whole must be boiled up again, and
afterward put by for use.

NERVOUSHORSES,
¥inely brad, inteiligent horses are very
often nervous.

som:thing they do not understand. Thia is
what makes them shy, bolt and run away.
We cunnot tell what awful suggeitions
straoge things offer to their miads, F9r
aught wa can tell, a sheet of white paper in
the road may scem t> the n2rvous horse a
gawning chasm, the open front of & baby
carriage the jaws of a dragen ready to devour
him, and a mao on & hicyels some terriiy-
ing sort of a flying devil without wings.
Bat we find that the moment lic becoinas
familiar with thoss things or any others that
affright him, ani knswo what they ora, he
growa indifferent to them. Therefors, when
your horee shies at anything raake him ac-
quaiated with it; et him amell it, touch it
with his sensitive upper 1ip, and look closely
abis. Remember, too, thet you wust famit-
iarize both sides of him wish tho drexded cb-
jeet, If ho oaly examines it with the near
nostril end eye, he will ba very spt to soire
at it when it appears on hisoffside. So, then,
rat'le your papcr, beat your brass drum,
flutter your umbrells, run your ]Jn.bv car-
riaze and your bicyels, fire your pistal, and
clatter your tinwaro cn both sides of him and
all nroiad him uotil he comes to regard the
notse simply as a nuisance and _tha matesial
objects ag only trivial things licbls to ges
hurt if they are in hia way., He may oot
learn all that in one lesson, but continue the
lesson and you will cure all his nervonsnzas,

CHICQRY V&, THISTLUS,

We have zeen in a Canadian paper the
‘¢ godeat assurnnce’ that chicory was s coun-
ter irritant to Canada thistles, and the de-
lusiop has bLeen referred to in our farming
columns. 7The same delusion seems to
exist in the United States, and some
snimated correspondonce has becn

very
taking place in the columns of the
Cultivator snd Country Gentleman. Chiceory

does not degtroy the thistles, but the farm.
The following letters sum up the positicn
very fairly, and we commend them to the
consileration of aby one reslly contemplating
the propngation of chiccory. One corrsspan-
dent writes in answer to a question on the
subject :—*¢*Tell J. E. V. not to sow chiceory
on any account, and if it is in the limilu of
possibility to eradicate what he slready has,
to do so without delay. 1 have mever macn
it eradicated on land where it once
obtained possession, and do not be
lisve it possible without greater cxpeo:o
than the land would ba worth when it was
done, Indeed, I do not believe it possible
under any circumstances ; no weed that [
know of compares with it. Canada thistles
are nothing beside it on clay land; it was
introduoed here in esed oats from Cansda,
I believe, and in ome case from the
gorden, and has completely roined those
farme for grass. Nothing will cut it green
or dry, and the more it is subdued the
wors it flourishes., Canxda thiatles can be
kept under and eubdued if summer-
fallowed in & thorough mauner, but chic-
cory cannot in several years at least, an ths
geed lies dormant for years, waiiting fora
chance to grow, the game as blue thistles.
As arole it is best never to attempt to de-
stroy & noxious plant by introducing another,
especially as in this case, the remedy js mush
worse than the disease, snd looking back I
have come to the ocnclugion that itis very
dangerous to sow any sceds brought from a
distange without very careful examination,
I have geen ropeated inatanzrs where a few
bushels of oats damnged a tarmer more than
s thousand dellnrs, and the damage con-
tinues,"

Mr, Baker says :(—* J. E. V., thioks chic-
cory might be ueed to destroy Canada thistles
and other weeds. I think if he does not look
out he will have anmething worse than Cana-
da thistles to destroy if he gets chiccory well
started in his snil, if it is tke same that now
grows not far from Auburn. Ahcut twelve
years ago, some grass ssed was sown, supposerd
to be clean, but atter a time some little
plants came up resembling dandelion which
has proved to be chicoory, and a fearful
pest. In many placesit ia the only thing that
growa along the highway, and when cut off

AN ELABORATE REPORT BY THE UNITED
STATES LAROR COMMISSIONER DISCUSIES
THE SUEJECT OF COMYETITION,

report of Garroll D. Wright, commissiorer of

labor, has been snbmitted to the Secretary of

the Intecior. It relates entirely to the rab-

ject of convict laber, The investigation con-

dncted by the burean has reached =ll penal

institetions of all grades in the soveral states

snd territories and the District ot Colambia,

in which tho inmates are in any degree em-

ployed in productive labor. The number of
persons of all grades emplayod in the

inxtitutions covered by the report ia 64,009 ;
the males number 5,514 and the females
5:695. Of this%otal number 45;277 ar» en-

gaged in produective laber, 15,360 are engaged
in prigon dutiec and 3,972 are sick or idie.

‘©Of the total number, 14,827 are employed
under the publio sccouz + syetem, by which
‘the institutioc buys raw material and con-

verts into manufsctured artioles, which are
sold in the kest available market: 15,670 are
employed ut:der tho contract system, under
which a contractor employs-convicts st a cer-

tain sgreed price per day for their labor; 5,756
under the piece price system, under which the
contractor furnishes the material and re-

ceived thefmanufactured article at an agreed
price, ané 9,104 under|theleass systom, under
which the iostitutiou lenses the convicts to
a cootractor for a specifed time and for a
Wixed sum, the lessee usually undertskiog to
clothe, feed, care tor and maintain proper
discipline among the prisoners. Thereis a

prison population of §4,609, a proportion of

one in & thousand to the population of the

United States, 1Whstever competition, con-

sidering the conntry at large, which comes

from convict lalior in any form, ths report

says, must come from this one convict in

one thousand of the popalation, nst the pro-

portion to those engaged in mechanical pur-

suity in the whole country, which is about

one conviet to every fifty persons so em-

TAINFUL SCENE AT THE EXECUTEON OF MRS,
LRUSE WHO KILLED IJEX HUSIANL,

At
this point she again showed signs of collapse
and hegan to scream and shriek at the top of
her voice in a hyaterical mennsr, but the
drop cholzed ofi -her cries in her thront snd
the body of the murderess was sent flying
upward about four feet, shooting Zo-ward to
tie right und seltivg back within onve fooy
and o haill of the platform, Dra. Suiter
wnd Ksy examined the pulse bestz, which
were almost imperceptible, After a lapee
of one minute a spusmodic clinching of the
fingers occurred, fdllowed by citorts te draw
up the legs, The pulse also beyen to
beat very rapidly, ebout 102, although very
feeble. This increased at three minuies to
140, althongh still guite weak. Tne puisa-
tions were then less rapid and continued to
get slower until fiftecn minutes after the drop
fell, when lifs was promounced extinct. ¥When
the black cap was drawn back it wua found
denth had reaulted from saphyxia. The bedy
war placed in & coffin and turned over to Dr,
Powell, who promised to give Mre. Druse
christian burial. The remains will probably
be taken tothe receiving vault of Oakhill
cemetery until Dr, Poweil determines its
final resting place.

mformed, are still jucomplete.  As your
readers know they have already Dbeco
carried on for some time past aud iodirectly
touch several questions of imporiancz. While
some progress has undoubtedly been made the
matter has not reached a fina} steze. Rumors
were months ago current that the Government
were willing to extend some degree of support
to the enterprise. But their final decision hss
not yet been announced, if indeed it has bren

arrived at. Andnaturally it follows that amongst
the most intinustely connected wi‘h rhe enter-
prise much dissatisfaction is felt at Ric Charles
Tupper’s indiscretion in indicating what he be-
licves to be the intentioms of the Jmperial
autharities, Whatever resolutions may be ulti-
mately cowe to by the Imperial Government, it
is only right and fit, it is nrxed, that it thould
be first announced by them, and certainly the
probability is that umbrage will te tak.u at Sie
Churles Tupper’s baste to astribute and to de-
cluze at his own time and for his own purposss
intent’'ons which it may very possib'y not be
des rable to announce to the world a3 larze even
if already finally formed. The news published
within the past few days as t3 thefresh are.bge-
menss regarding the Atlantie nuil service
uumistakably shows thas the Government
are aoxious to complets arrangements similar
in character with other lines ot ~ccmkhips by
which a very valnable naval resciva may be
waintained at & minimum ¢ st to the natioa.
And, itis very reasopably argued, ihs p.ema-
tucedisclosure at such o junciure of the action
they may possibly cootemplate in regard to ore
beaoch of the subject will probably Le regrrded
with extreme dissatisfaction. The resolt, of
course, would be unfavorable to the Canadian
Pacific scheme. Heace, the fears whicl have

CANINE INSTINCT.

On the 19th of May, 1834, a party, who had
been liviog at Quadgeley, within two miles of
Glouc-ster, s uled from Bristel to New York,
intending to eettic in one of the Western
States of America, They took with them a
wice-haired terrier, which whelped during the
passage.

front of ths kitchen fire of the house which
she hed been originally taken from, having

illar and <hrysalis, only about eight species

yberpating in the image of perfecl state,
These emerge from the chyrsalis in the autumn,
romain on the wing for & short time, then retire
into the craviose of walls, hollow trunks of trees
&e,, resuming their flight on the firat genial
day# of rpring, giving beauty and animation to
the otherwise wionotonous lsndscape. 'The
eggs ore then deposited, which® produce
perfect insects in autumn, to go through
exsctly the same oycle as their parents
They include amongst them sems of the
mest beautiful of these winged goms of
nature, soch as the peacock butterfly, red
admiral, painted lacy, and tortoiseshel, The
hybernation of a Bpeciesof insect in a certain
stage is strictly constant. It was a most inter-
esting fuct, and one that cannot be too strictly
pressed on the memory, that all the individuals
composin% one kind, or more properly one
gpecies of butterfly, always hybernate in the
