Tf he 1s suceessiul
doring his stay
amongst usin plea-

ment, end justify
the sagacity of
those who chose
him to fill so im-
portant a position.

In the midst of this sandy waste, where
uniformity i3 rarcly interrupted by grass or
shrubs, there ure extensive districts where
nitre springs from the earth like crystallized
fruits. " One thinks he sces o wild oversrown

with moss, weeds, and shrubs, thickly covered

with hoar frost.  And toimagine this wilfuy
seene heneath the fervent e f o Bayp
i sun, wiil give soms Lot the strauge-
ness of ats aspeet. The existeace of this i
tre upon the sandy swiface is eaused by the
evaporation of ths lakes. — Accordin £ (o the
quantity of vitre left behind by the laks do
these fantastic shapes assume cither o dag.
2ing white colour, orure move or less linled
with the sober hae of the sand,  The nitre
lakes themselvas, sixin number, situated in o
spacious valley, betweea two rows of low
sandhills, preseated—ar Jeast the three
which we visited—at plcasiuyg coutrast, in
their dark blue and red colours, to the dull
hues of the sand.  The witre, which forma a
thick crystallized e:ust upon these shallow
lukes, is” broicen off in large square plates,
which ave either of adirly while, ov of'a flesh
colour, o of a deep duck ved. The feiluhs
employed upon this :abor stand quite naked
in the wate:, furnished with iron rods, Tiwe
purt which s vem».wefl being speedily ves
newed, the riches of bis produce are inex.
haustible. Itis hence that newrly the whole
of Burope i3 exclusively supplied with ni.
tre, and thes has probably been the case {or
agea; for S'card mentions it at the com-
mencement of the eentury, aud then 35,000
ewts. of nitre were hroken anuually for thoe
Grand Signor, to whom it yicided thirty-six
purses. By the side of one of the lakes,
piled in larze layers, was heaped the produce
of last weok’s labor. My companion liad
oceasion to find fault with the result of tlho
work of one of the viilages: the sheikh of
the villa se stood hefore us—he sharply ro
baked him, and to give greater clfect to his
words he crossed his nuked shoulders two
or three times wiih his whips of elephant’s
skin. The sheikh sprang as nnnbly as a
gazelle into the Jake, and received his fur-
ther instructions beyond avm’s lenzth, Such
was the imprassive discipiine which evea tho
Ttalian, who was & man of geuntle mauners,
considéred it neeessary to adopt towards
these [elluhs, The plates of uitre, alierun.
dergoing « preliminary cleansing upon the
banks of the Jake, ave carried tothe castle,
where, by various processes, they become a
dazzling white powder, and in this state it is
carried in larze quaatities to Teranneh.—

Maory Wankiors—In vy civilized
communily the desire to possess o kuowl-
edge of the manners, habits, and peculiari-
ties ot the aboriginal inhghitants of w coun-
try is so generally exhibited, that o fow re-
marks in refersnce to the troupe of New
Zealand matives now  performing at the
Princess’s Theatre will not, we think, be un-
interesting  to our readers.  These Maories
were collected about six monibs since from
amonyst their various tribes by Dr. M‘Gavu-
van, who had previously held a government
appoiniment avAuckland, in which cupacicy
he had acquired & considerable knowledge
of the native race.  Theve was, we heliove,
wo little  ditliculty  experienced by D
MGanrvan at first in indecing these natives
o leave theiv tribes, hut the hope of taavel
ing abroad and receiving kind teestient ul-
timately overcame whatever feclings of af-
feetion they might have entertained towards
their associates, and 1hey consented to yuit
their original habits and tet according to
civilized laws,  Tho troupe consists of twen-
iy, namely, sixteen males, three females,
and vue child, all of whom helong to the
northern part of New Zenland, the provinee of
Aukland. Amony the menthere are five chicls.
T'he physie
Maories is equal to that of Englistunen, their
height Deing on an average six feet, and
their limbs full and muscalar,  Theiv hodies
are longer thun those-of most other men, and
the wivth of theiv clest is about the same a3
that ol Englishimen,  They are clever i
wenceally brave, possessing natwindly geeat
akill in the use of native weapons, and cour.
awe equal to the Norith American Indinns,

TAKEN,

Notwithstanding the predictions of the in-
activity of the Avmy of the Potomnc for tho
winter, they bave commenced operations in
earnost, and news bas avrived of the capturo
of Fredericksburg by tho Federals.
