This
was on Saturday, Tth, the last day of

Questioned as to where he got the
dead man’s timepiece, Gerrard told the
police a story to the efefct that he
didn’t claim it as his own, but was
keeping it for another man., As yet
Chief Gorman can obtain but little
from him to throw light on the affair.

ELEVEN WORKERS
BURIED UNDER
UAVE-IN

Exght Othcrs Are Missing and
Cannot Be Alive as Result
of Collapse of Roof in New

" Subway Tunnel in New
York on Saturday Night.

NEW YORK, June 16.—Eleven work-
men were Kkilled by a cave-in of the
roof of the iower level of the Lexing-
ton avénue subway between Fifty-fifth
and Fifty-sixth streets, at 6.16 Saturday
night.

Twelve laborers and Foreman Pat-
rick Joyce weve buried under hundreds
of tons of granite boulders; two of the
workmen, James Flayhan and Dantel
Doyle were brought out alive.

It was in, this
lower level the cave-in occurred, and it
extended for about a quarter of a block
each way. .

Twenty-three men, mostly Irishmen
and Itallans, were at work in the lower
level, the gang under Joyce loading,
the cars with rocks, and eleven men
under foreman at the extreme end. The
crafsh came without the slightest warn-
ing, hundreds of tons of rock from
the roof burying Joyce and his men.

Spring Wheat Will Average
Ninety;Qne Per Cent.,
. Say Reports.

OTTAWA, June 15— (Special)—A
bulletin of the Census and statistics
office issued today. gives preliminary
estimates of the areas sown to the
principal grain crops and reports on
their condition at the end of May, ac-
cording to the returns received from
crop reporting correspondents thruout

Canada. The reports show that the:
month of May proved cold and dry,
with frequent mnight frosts .and that
these conditions, whilst favorable to
seeding, retarded the growth ‘of the
crops sown and caused them to be un-
seasonably backward,

The total area under wheat in Can-

ada, is provisionally estimated at
9,816,300 acres, or-57,900 - acres more
than in 1912, the area in spring\ wheat
being . 8,990,600 acres, or 13,100'. acres
more. Oats ‘occupy 9,608,600 acres,
compared ‘with 9,216,900 ‘acres 'in 1812,
an increase of 391,600 acres, bariey oc-
cuples 1,425,200 acres, an increase of
10,000 acres, and rye 126,600 acres, a
decrease of 9610 acres, For wheat,
barley and oats taken together, the in-
crease represents 459,600 acres, The
estimated acreage under hay and
clover is 7,476,600 acres, compared with
7,638,600 acres, last year.
. For the three northwest Provinces of
Manitoba, Saskatcheyan and Alberta,
the total wheat area is estimated at
9,018,800 acres, as compared with 8,-
961,800 acres, that of oats. at 5,207,-
T00 acres compared with 4,913,900
acres, and that of barley at 852,600
acres compared with 809,800 acres,
these differences representing increases
of 52,000 acres of wheat, 293,800 acres
of oats and 42,800 acres for barley, or
388,600 acres for.the three crops,

On May 381, the condition of the
crops was reported as generally favor-
able thruout Canada. Expressed in
precentage of the usual standard of
100, taken as representing the promise
of a full crop, the condition on May 31
for the Dominion was as follows:®
Fall wheat 80,62, spring wheat 91.55,
oats 91.72, barley 91.19, rye 87.70, peas
88.24, mixed grains 90.15, hay and
clover 81.12, pastures 85.08 and alfalfa
77. At the corresponding, date last
year, the condition of -fall wheat was
only 71.48. All the other crops were
then above 90, excepting rye 87.24,
peas 83.85 and mixed grains 87.72. The
poor condition this year of alfalfa is
due to the effects of the winter and
cold spring. :

| Celebration of Emperor’s Aq-

cession Is Occasion For

" "Much Jollity.

BERLIN, June 16.—(Can. Press.)—The
twenty-fifth anniversary of the accession
of Emperor Willlam II. was quietly ob-
served today, as this marked the date also
of the death of the emperor’'s father,
Frederick III. The emperor and empress
attended a memorial service in the morn-
ing In the garrigon church at Potsdam
and later the emperor lald a wreath on
his father's tomb. He then recelved in
the new palace the former members of
the First Infantry Guard, of which he
was captain in 1880-81. All the members
of the imperial family took luncheon at
the new palace with the exception of the
crown prince. Their majesties and guests
proceeded to the royal palace at Berlin
in the evening.

BOY IS GROWING

So Doctors Will Perform an
Operation to Stop
; Him.

SUCCESSFUL ON A DOG

Gland Will Be Removed From
">ack of His
Head.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., June 14—

Surgeons at the Medico-Chirurgical
Hospital are anticipating the success-
ful outcome of an operation on a 15--
year-old boy for giganticism. The
youth, John Michael, is now 6 feet 7
inches tall, and the doctors have de-
cided to remove a portion of the picu-
iatary gland from the base of ' ‘the
boy’s brain. This operation has never
been performed before for such a rea-

son. The piculatary gland is believed
to control the mechanism of life that
has to do with the growth of the in-
dividual and to stop the boy from
outgrowing everybody and everything,
they ‘have decided to do what animal
experiments have shown are successful
on a dog.

The six surgeons of the University
of Pennsylvania, who are now under
arrest on the charge of cruelty, per-
formed such an operation, and it is
one of ' the cases involved in the
charges against them,

Michael outgrew all the boys in
school and finally refused to go to
school,. for al the children “joshed”
him about his size. The smallerchild-
ren feared him and when he got on
the open trolley cars everybody tit-
tered. He had to stoop when he went
into any door and at home his father
had to Have on extra bed made for
him. At the hospital where he was
undergoing the rest treatment, it was
necessary to make a new cot for him,
and the bedclothes had to be cut in
half and pieced so as to cover the
youthful giant.

The surgeons say that if the opera®
tion is not performed he will become
afflicted with a mental <disease for
the overgrowth of the rest of the body
will affect his mind.

MANY AND SERIOUS

Overcrowding Caused by the
Rush of Newcomers Is

the Crave\ﬁﬁ.

“Who will own Canada/at the end of
the century?” was Rev. Dr. Young's
question last night before the Toronto
Methodist  Conference. ' It was  Dr.
Young’s first sermon as a member of
the Toronto Conference. He has come
from Montreal to take the pastorate of
Broadway Methodist Tabernacle, It
was said by politicians that this was
Canada’s century, but, according to
eminent experts who had visited the
Dominion, the conditions in the Cana-
dian cities 'bade fair to Pdcome as bad
as in the worst cities in Europe.

Big ‘Parade of Suffragettes
_ Marks Burial of Miss

Davison.
POLICE WERE DEFIED

But Expected Clash Did Not
Come — Some Hostile
Demonstrations.

LONDON, June 14.—The funeral of
Miss Emily Wilding Davison, who met
her death while interfering with the

king’s horse when it was running at

ull gallop in the Derby on June 4,
ook place here today.

A special train brought the body of
suffrage “martyr” from
Epsém to' Victoria station. where a
procession composed of between 5000
and 6000 women was organized to es-
cort it across the city thru the prin-
cipal streets to St. George's Church,
Bloomsbury, where  the service was

¥ held.

Crowds gathered early in the morn-

L ing in the vicinity of the militant suf-
| fragette headquarters, where the blinds
! were down and a huge banner hung

at half mast. Many  detachments of
women arrived from the provinces to
Most of
them were dressed in white with pur-

ple sashes and wore black bands

| around their arms, while they carried

bouquets and wreaths of white flowers.
wenty Bands.

Shortly after midday twenty bands
which were to furnish the music for
the procession assembled at the Vic-
toria Station, where there was a great
display of wreaths, bound with the
suffragette colors, and banners to be
borne in the procession., One of these
bore the legend: “Fight on. God will
give the victory,” and another, “Un-
conguerable and not afraid.”

The train bearing the coffin left Ep-
som. Station soon after 11 o’clock. The
cotfin was covered with a purple pall
and was accompanied to London by
Miss Davison’s brother and a suffra-
gette guard of honor, dressed in white
and wearing black sashes.

The program which had been ar-
ranged was for the funeral procession
to pass thru the main streets of Lon-
don, between Victoria Station and
Bloomsbury, and when the officials of
Scotland ‘Yard suggested that the
women parade thru the quieter side
streets, ey became highly indignant
and announced that they would pay
no attention to the police. The pos-
gibilities of a collision thus seemed

' large.

The funeral procession started from
Victoria Station at 2 o'clock. The
coffin was covered with flowers and
was placed in an open hearse, drawn
by four black horses. Bands' played
dirges while the members of various
womnen’s societies fell into line behind
the hearse, ¢uch group headed by its
banner and all wearing mourning em-
blems. Knormous ecrowds surround-
ed the station, making progress dif-
ficult. :

The parade was divided into 11 sec-
tipns under,the command ot the chief
marghal, M{ss Mary Sophia Allen, who
on several occasions has suffered im-
prisonment for the “cause.” The suf-
fragettes marched in fours, all carry-
ing floaters.

Tle coffin was in the middle of the
procession., and the clergy of St
George’'s Church, Bloomsbury, manrch-
ed at the head. The rector of the
church, Rev. Charles Ord Baumgarten,
had issued a statement that he was not
a sympathizer with the women's mili-
tant tactics.

Militant Leader Absent. :

With the exception of -Mrs. Emme
line Pankhurst, who was re-arrested
today, and “General” Mrs. Flora Drum-
mond, who is ill, all the leaders of the
Women's Social and Political Union,
the militant organization, occupied
prominent places in the procession.
They included the defendants in the
conspiracy trial in progress at the cen-
trul eriminal court—Miss Harriet Kerr,
Aiss Agnes Lake, Miss Rachel Barrett,
Mrs. Beatriee Saunders, Miss Annie
Kenney and Miss Laura lLennox.

Owing to the dense throng of spec-
tators, the funeral procession moved
very slowly, with a young woman at
the Lead dressed entirely in white and
carrying = a cross aloft. The bands
played the “Dead March.”

There was some slight booing here
and there, but the immense crowds
watehing the passage of the women
thruout the route were uniformly or-
derly and sympathetic,

A deal of confusion and commotion
was caused by the reports that the
polic. had compelled the procession to
diverge thru secluded streets. Thou-

The procession, which was three-
quarters of a mile long, took an hour
to pass Piccadiily Circus.

A number- of youths cheered the
women as they passed thru Shaftes-
bury avenue, and this mark of disre-
spect nearly led to‘'a conflict among
the spectators.

The passage was so slow that it was
4 o'clock when the body reached St.
George’s Church, and the crowds in
the vicinity were so great that all traf-
fic was stopped half an hour before
the arrival of the hearse.

Wore Prison Stamp.

It was noticed when the coffin was
being carried from the Hearse into the
church that the purple pall had broad
arrows worked in white on either side.
The broad arrow is the government
mark-stamped on the dresses of prison-
ers. )

The ceremony in St. George’s Church
lasted half an hour, and was most im-
pressive. . The demeanor of the crowd
at the arrival and departure of the body
was one of utmost respect, all uncov-
ering as the coffin passed.

The progress of the procession thru
the streets to King’s Cross station was
much faster than it had been on the
way to the church, and no untoward
incident happened. -

The coffin was taken from the hearse
to the train at 65.15. :

The crowd was so large at King's
Cross station that the-.police barricade
across was broken by the tremendous
crowd, and people invaded the depar-
ture platform. The coffin was quickly
transferred to the funeral train, which
started about 5.40 p.m. for Morpeth,
Northumberland, where the body will
be buried tomorrow. :

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CALCEOLARIA

There are two distinct types of cal- |
ceolaria, the herbaceous and the
shrubby. = Ths first dies back to the
roots at the eud of the growing sea-
son, the latter holds both its stems
and its leaves. 1Terbaceous calceolar-
ijas are generally grown as annuals,
fresh batches being raised from seed
every year, i The principal seedsmen
have prow.gomqr‘bésuﬂtpl strains
which form large plants under careful
culture, ‘covered with large richly col-
ored pouches. . :

The seeéd. is rather expensive, and
should be handled with care when sow-
ing in tha esiiy .spring.

When the seedlings are fairly start-
ed, théy grow very quickly, and may
be repotted till they fill six-inch pots,
in which they may be left to bloom.
They will be safe in any cool spot, or
in the ordinary small greenhouse, and
may be expected to bloom in early
autumn. 5
'The ordinary shrubb calceolaria is
the dwarf yellow used in our out-
door gardens. Thcse are very brilliant
plants, well-known, to most peoplé and
much admired.

Unfortunately the plant is subject
to a disease which carries off many
plants every seagon. Spraying early
with Bordeau mixture will save many
plants. But this epraying should be
done early, else absolutely no good
will be accompiished.

Cuttings of tne young shoots may
be taken in October and put in sandy
soil in a cold frame over which a mat
may be thrown in cold weather when
winter approaches.

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ALD. WICKETT'S REPORT

Ald. Wickett’s report to the board of
control on the city’s financial methods
is a bit late to be useful in this years
tax collection. And it is unfortunate
that the points touched upon in the re-
port. were not raised a couple of
months ago. Ald. Wickett finds him-
self in the awkward position also of
having concurred in council with
practically all he condemns in his re-
port. For this, of course, he is not
more to be blamed than other mem-
bers of the council, but since he is
making the emphasis, there will be
some wonder why he did not speak
sooner.

The World stated several times that
a tax rate of 25 mills would have been
an honest and businesslike decision
under the circumstances facing the
council, but traditional manipulation
was apparently too strong, and an
inadequate rate, as Ald. Wickett now
proves, of 19 1-2 mills was struck. The
Telegram jeered at The World's wish
for square and honest payment of cur-
rent expenditure, and suggested that
we would like to see a 30 mill rate.
The policy of The Telegram and its
friends appears to be to spend
proportionately 30 mills and collect
191-2, leaving- the balance for pos-
terity.

We believe that the collection of the
proper amount to. cover current ex-
penditures and the strict .refusal to
debit temporary expenses to capital
account, would considerably increase
the tax rate, with the result that an
aroused electorate would insist on the
adoption of some more business-like
system than now obtains in the city
hall. We are spending or rather wast-
ing a million or more yearly.

Ald. Wickett’'s report amounts to a
direct charge of dishonesty in handling
the city finances—not dishonesty in the

the people as to the true condition of
their credit, and the amount of their
liabilities.

Nothing can be more certain than
that, if Ald. Wickett's report is a cor-
rect representation of the conditions,
there must be a “survey,” or a stock-
taking, or an investigation and reor-
ganization of the whole financial bus-
iness of the city. No person can say
Just exactly what state the city's
affairs are in. The only thing definite-
ly known is that the city is solvent
and quite able to meet all demands,
but there are many in the city who
will deny even this, and for the sake
of municipal politics will seek to make
the situation appear much worse than
it is.

Once more we recall the fact . that
some years ago we suggested the ap-
pointment of heads of departments,
magistrates, commissioners, call them
what you will, who would be re-
sponsible each for the affairs of his
section of the city’s business. We
mentioned the present Dominion min-
ister of finance as the type of man to
be . installed over the city's business
interests. We made similar sug-
gestions for the departments of law,
transportation, engincering and public
health, The estimates of such re-
sponsible officials would-have to be
dealt with as the business authority
advised. Today they are dealt with,
as Ald. Wickett's report states, as tho

the men who prepared them knew
nothing about their business. And the
way the appropriations are shuffled
about, and current and capital charges
Juggled with, is a disgrace to On-
tario. The only consolation is that

things have to become very bad in-
deed, before such forces as The Tele-
gram represents will permit an im-
Provement,

A GOOD APPOINTMENT.

In the appointment or Miss J. B.
Griffin to the principalship of Rosedale
school, the management committee of
the board of education has shown
sympathy with the policy carried out
by Miss Sims, and a disposition to per-
petuate the work established under
her auspices and in assoclation with
the “League of School Art,” formed
seventeen years ago. What has been
done since 1896 has had a decided in-
fluence, not only upon the pupils of
Rosedale school, but also upon other
schools, the teachers of whieh could
not fail to respond to the artistic and
refining stimulus of the Rosedale
movement The atmosphere created
by the attractive and beautiful sur-
roundings in which the children found
themselves, as a result of the efforts
of the league, is one that must affect
their lives thru all future years, and
it can only be a matter for regret that
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to elicit the interest of such patrons
as have spent €0 much devoted effort
thru thé*medium of the Rosedale
League.

As it~was of the greatest importance
to have a principal px:epargd by task
and inclination to co-operate with the
league in its artistic endeavors, the
board of education will be congratu-
lated upon its confirmation of the
choice of Miss Griffin to succeed Miss
Sims. There are a number of other
districts in the city where the ladies
of the locality might emulate in their
own school the work of decoration and
artistic furnishing which makes Rose-
dale school the justifiable boast of the
ladies of the Rosedale League. They
may be assured that the awakening of
the artistic impulse in the Jpupils is
the greatest gift they can bestow on
children who are only too apt to be
submerged in the overwhelming cur-
rents of commercial life.

LIFE OR PROPERTY.
It is with pleasure, ino not without
some surprise to find it in the columns
of The Globe, that we have read Mr.
McArthur's account of his conversion
to the suffrage movement. He was

hind all the militancy, clamor for votes,
and other demonstrations there is a
fundamental principle involved. “The
driving impulse is a recognition of the
importance of Life as contrasted with
Property.”

cuU RBiNG UNREASONABLE COM-
BINATIONS.

Senator La Follette of Wisconsin
has proposed an amendment to the
present anti-trust legislation of the
United States, embodied in what is
known as the Sherman Act. The bill
he has introduced in senate is of im-
portance because it contains the most
complete and clear definition ,of the
phrase, “unreasonable restraint of
trade,” that has yet been attempted,
and embodies other provisions to ren-
der prosecutions for violations of the
statute more easy and effective. At
the outset he’ places ~th‘e burden of
proving that any, even the slightest,
restraint of trade is reasonable on the
combination that is, or is attempting, to
exercise it. But in many cases, under
conditions specified in the proposed
amendment, unreasonableness is pre-
sumed as a matter of fact. Senator La
Follette admits the validity 'of the dis-
tinction drawn by the United States
Sypreme Court, and endeavors to de-
fine when restrain of trade becomes
objectionable.

Nine classes of combination, regard-
less of their size or condition, would,
by his bill, be held as exercising un-
reasonable restraint. They consist of
any combination that prevents the
purchase from another source of an
article it manufactures; that descrim-
inates in prices by offering lower rates
to large purchasers; that refuses to
sell to some of its would-bé customers;
that seeks to increase its business by
offering better prices in one territory
than in another; that contracts among
its members as to a division of ter-
ritory; that seeks to promote its bus-
iness under an assumed name, or by
disguising in any way the controlling
interests behind it; that artificjally
stimulates its sales at the expense of
competitors, by selling below the cost
of production; that spies on the bus-
iness of its competitors or bribes in-
spectors, or other government officers,
or that controls a raw material neces-
sary for the manufacture of any article
and seeks to prevent competition- by
holding the raw material at an un-
reasonable price.

Another clause of the bill provides
that when any member of a combi-
nation is adjudged guilty of unreason-
able restraint of trade, all other mem-
bers shall be similarly held. A special-
ly important section affords greater
facilities for individual sufferers to ap-
pear in suits, either eriminal or civil,
brought by the United States against
a combination. Procedure is simpii-
fled by enabHng the facts established
in the successful prosecution of a com-
bination, to be held as proved in other
similar sults against the same con-
spiracy, while power is given any in-
jured person to intervene for dam-

suit. Perhaps the most radical feature
of Senator La Follette's measure is
that authorizing the court, upon pre-
liminary or final establishment of the
existence of an unreasonable com-
bination, to fix the price at which the
monopolized article must be sold, but
if the combination has made lower
prices to favored customers, the low-
est price will be the public price.
Patents used for monopolistic. pur-
poses may be annulled. The bill offers
the most rigid curb yet propesed on
the activities of illegal trusts.

CONVERTED TO SUFFRAGE.

Peter McArthur in Toronto Globe:

I have just discovered that I am a
suffragette’ and have been for years.
Now laugh, consarn you! <

Last night I had a long talk with
a suffragette—one who has talked the
matter ovér with Mrs. Pankhurst her-
self, ‘and I° was ‘amazed to: find that
Back ‘of all the militancy, clamor for
votes and the absurdities of which
the papers make so much there is a
fundamental principle involved. The
driving impulse 6f the suffragette
movement is a recognition of the im-
pertance of Life as contrasted with
Property. These women ‘are mad-
dened by the - thought that bread is
dear and flesh and blcod cteap. They
see their sons and daughters sacrificed
to the industrial Moloch' that men
have set up. Altogether too many
men consider Property sacred and

Life a matter of no importance. This
attitude towards life is the basic
cause of poverty, wage-slavery, the

white glave traffic and other hideous
evils. Money (Property), being safe-
guarded in every way, works its will
with brutal disregard for Life or any
of the rights of Life. Health, happi-
ness, morals and everything that
makes Life worth while arg not worth
considering 'if they stand in the way
of triumphant Property. Men have
developed an entirely false set of
ideals and these are reflected in their
governments. It is nonsense to go on
mumbling thut such things have been
always and always will be. Modern
industrialism has robbed the home of
all its occupations, centralized them
in factories, and brought them under
merciless control. To meet the new:
situation homes are broken up to pro-
vide workers for the new system. To
get their livings, men and women and
even little children are forced to seek
employment from those who control
The safeguards of the
home are disappearing in this modern
rush and crush of things. If votes
for women will remedy this intoler-
able state of affairs, by all means let
Lhem have the votes, “This big, blun-
dering, stupid human race is 8orely in
need of a little mothering just now.
Father has gone mad on the question
of money-making and if you try to
talk sense to him he lifts his head
and snorts “Woof! Woof!” like a hog
that is interrupted when rooting
thru ‘an apple pit.

The Winnipeg Free Press, the
leading Liberal paper of the west,
commenting fipon the Canadian Nor-
thern subsidy grant, declares that the
Liberal party is new irrevecably com-
mitted to the prineiple of equality of
rates. To quotd: g g
There is only one good thing to
be noted, from the point of view
of the public advantage, in con-
nection with this whole matter.
It is that the Liberal party in par-
llament made the voting of the
money the occasion for declaring
itself once more in favor of the
Principle that rallway rates
should be equal thruout Canada,
€xcept where the railway com-
panies establish before the railway
commission that differences in
density of traffic and costs of
maintenance and operation justify
differences in rates. : ¢
It is sormethihg to have one of
the political parties bound irre-
vocably ta that prineiple. The
; Conservative members from the
. West, it is to be foted, votéd with
their party against the principle.

The Regina TLeader (Lib.) refers bit-
terly to the largce financial grants mdde
to the railway companies and to the

for equality of trecatment in the mat-
ter of freight rates between eastern
and western Canada. Under the cap-
tion, “Soak the West,” The Leadgr
says:

For the seconu time within a
week the Conservative party at
Ottawa have gone on record as
not being opposed to the railways
charging higher freight rates in
western Canada than they do in
eastern Canada.

On May 27 by a solid party vote
they defeated Mr. W. F. Maclean's
motion declaring that there must
be no diserimination against west-
ern Canada. ‘Or June 3 the Speak-
er of the commons ruled out of
order a Liberal amendment to the
C.N.R. cash subsidies bill provid-
ing that in the agreement with the
railway ‘company a provision be
inserted that there must be no
diserimination in rates between
the east and the west.

Every business man, every farm-
€r, every recident of western Can-
ada, no matter what his calling,
should never forget that the Bor-
den Government has twice gone on
record: as ngt being opposed to the
west being soaked higher freight
rates than'' the railways dare
charge the edst:

The Leéader %o complains of the
recent increasé of rates on the Inter-
colonial, and claims that the govern-
ment has justitied a most pernicious
practice of tho railway companies by
charging highor rates between non-
competitive points.

The Conservative newspapers of the
west are frankly embarrassed by the
fact that the western Conservative
members recorded themselves as op-
bosed to the orinciple of equalization
of freight rates.’ The Lethbridge News
is driven into the absurd position of
maintaining that parliament has no
more right to regulate the rates to
be charged by the railway companies
than it has td regulate the rates to be
charged forg advertisements by the
newspapers of ihe country. Indeed,
The News Says the railway commis-
sion would pay'no attention to parlia-
ment. This exaltation of the creature
above the creator the contention that
parliament has aidicated its power to
regulate railway rates or is incom-
petent to deal witi, broad questions of
public policy because it has committed
administrative details to the railway
commission, is the heresy underlying
nearly all the arguments against hav-
ing parliament declare for the equali-
zation of rates. Bui The News states
the proposition s¢ badly that its words
are worth guoting. Replying to The
Calgary Albertan (Ind.), which had
spoken in commendation of Mr, W. F.
Maclean's resolution in the house of
commons. and his argument in sup-
port of the same, The News says:

Now supposing someone came to
The Albertan and the rest of Cal-
gary’'s dalily pupers with the com-
plaint that their advertising rates
were too high for local business.
That they discriminated against
local advertisers and in favor of
advertisers from the outside. And
supposing whilc waiting for the
Calgary papers to make up their
minds to lower their rates to local
advertisers some official body were
to declare that there must be a
change at once. Would The Alber-
tan, which is a public service cor-
poration in many ways as real as
the railway, taink it was being
treated fairly?

The position of the gcvernment upon
this question of equality of freight
rates, as stated by Mr. Borden upon
several occasions, is substantially this:
The matter of excessive freight rates
{in Western Canada is now under lin-
vestigation by the railway commiss ?n.

Speaking to Mr. Oliver’s amendment
to the Canadian Northern subsltzy
grant, which required the company (:
equalize its freight rates east and ‘wes
of Fort William, Mr. Borden said:

“The matter s at the present
time under the board of railway
commissioners. An amendment of
this kind would do mo good and
weuld only tend to complicate the
situation. The question of rail-
way rates in the western country,
has been left to the board of rail-
way. commissioners, and on the
whole it has received reasonably
effective action from that commis-
gion. It may be that from time to
time some delay has taken place on
account of the enormous stress of
work laid upon the commission in
view of the great extent of the
transportation lines of this coun-

that have arisen. On the whole I
think they have dcne reasonably
good work, and, at all events, the
amendment of my hen. friend does
not tend to assist in relieving any
situation or difficulty that may now
exist.”

The position of those who believe
that action by parliament is needed,
is that the railway commission is
mcerely an executive body charged with
the administration of the Railway Act,
and that the relief sought cannot be
obtained, or at least is not likely to be
obtained, from the commission. They
say that parliament must declare the
policy of equality of rates from sea to
sca; that it is doubtful if the Railway
Act of 1903 as aiended, confers any
power upon the railway commission to
do this, and at any rate it would be a
bold step for the railway commission
to take without the direction of par-
liament. Indeed the very idea of bquai-
ity of railway rates was undreamed of
when the railway commission was
created. The principle of equalization
of rates was first brought to the atten-
tion of parliament and the country by
resolution proposed in the house of
commons on Jan. 25, 1912, by Mr. W.
F. Maclean (8. York). At first it was
received, witn slight encouragement,
but as time went on, it was endorsed
by newspapers like The Manitoba Free
Press; organizations -like the Winni-
peg Board of Trade and has now. be-
come a plank in the platform of one
of cur great political parties, and in-
deed its principal plank, so far as the
west is concerned. ‘

The principle as contend-
ed for by Mr. Maclean
in the house of commons on‘the 27th
ult.,, is one clearly requiring legisla-
tive action to bring it into force, for he
is reported in' Hansard of that date as
saying: 4

Our railroads are national roads;

'they have been subsidized by aH

the people and therefore all the

people should be treated equally.

To my mind, even if the cost of

operation. were higher in the west

than in the east, I would still be
of the opinion that ‘there ought
to be equality of charges. The
people have contributed as much
in the west as they have in' the
east; all the proposals for relief
that may go thru this house will
have to be made good by the peo-
ple of the west together with the
rest of the people of Canada. Citi-
zenship in Canada ought to involve
equality of treatment in a nation-
al proposition, and especially
where the national funds are call-
ed on or have been called on to
aid any proposition. If the pro-
position is within the Jjurisdiction
of parliament, if it is subsidized by
parliament, if it is relieved time

after time by parliament,
then I say parliament should
say that that corporation

ought to give equality of treatment

to all the people of Canada.

The Grain Growers’ Guide, in a fair
review of the situation, reminds ‘the
Liberals that they must put into forcq
the policy for. which they are now
standing should they be returned to
power, and says:

A resolution declaring in favor
of equality of freight, express and
telegraph rates in all parts of Can-

ada, and condemning the present
discrimination practiced by the
raillway companies against the

west, was defeated by the vote of
the supporters of the government
in the house of commons, The re-
solution was moved by W. F. Mac-
kean. Independent Conservative,
and seconded by Hon. Rodolphe
Lemieux, Liberal, Hon., Frank
Cochrane, minister of railways and
canals, in speaking against the
motion, said he regarded it as a
vote of want of confidence in the
government and the railway com-
mission. This amounted to a
threat that if the motion was'car-
ried the government would resign,
and,of course,no loyal Conservative
could then vote in favor of it. Thus
the minister of railways declared
himself opposed to fair treatment
to the west and induced a number
of western members to support
him in that declaration,

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‘ of ‘Complicated
Lease Negotiations Import-
ant to Proximate Owners.

Various estimates are being made as
to the time when all the tenants and
lessees will be out of the big group of
buildings at the northeast corner of
York and King streets. Developments
affecting this property are being
watched with eagerness by realty men,
The outcome of the prolonged nego-
tiations will determine to a great ex-
tent the rapidity of growth in the sec-
tion midway between Bay and York
west-to Simcoe street. There are some
on the inside who say all the many
leases will be closed out before the
summer is over, and that the fall will
see wrecking operations started.

The properties affected are 210 feet
on King street and 185 feet along York
to Pearl. They are divided about
equally into twe freecholds, with about
a half dozen lessees and sub-lessees

on each, and several tenants also to be
cared for, Two of the former lessees

already left, and as far as is known
no great effort is being made to replace
them. Around town the landowning
interests are generally thought tolsbe
identical and that the work of clearing
the freehold is proceeding with-a
common aim. But that any move to-
ward ercction of a new building will
be made within six months is not
everywhere accepted as likely. Some
of the lease-renewing arbitrations have
been called off, while successful deals
for terminating lessees’ interests have
been substituted. The negotiations,
while very complicated, are also about
the largest and most important of thelr
kind ever conducted in Toronto, .and
also because of the eventual effect on
property in adjoining blocks, consider-
able interest over them is aroused.

BUILDING SIX FEET
WIDE IN VANCOUVER

Architectural Oddity Being Erect-
ed—Over One Hundred
Feet Long.

Construction is at present proceed-
ing in Vancouver of a
structure which as a curiosity in ar-
chitectural and building geniug will
be fully entitled to class with New
York's famous flatiron, for the plans
show. a four-storey steel tructure only
six feet wide and 120 feet in length.
So narrow is tke proposed building
that above the ground floor it is ne-
cessarv to show a continuous row of
bdy windows in order to provide
rocm for a staircasc. The site of
the curious block is the southwest
corner of Carrall and Pender streets,
being the remainder of lot 1, block’ 17.
Formérly the lot had a width of 33
feet on Carrall sireet, flanking eon
Pender. The city, however, took the
greater portion of the lot for, the Pen-
der street widening, paying a sum in
the neighborhood of $65,000 as re-
compense to the owners, who alleged
at that time the six-foot strip left
would be of no use, as the individuals
owning the next Jot on Carrall street
would not consent to any satisfactory
arrangements for using the property.

1t 'is said now, however, that there
is a possibility that the new narrow
building may be thrown in with the
block standing on the adjacent lot,
therefore losing identity as a distinct
structure and mezrely becoming the
Pender street face of a building front-
ing on Carrall street. The estimated
cost of the six foct building is $8000.
It is to be built by Chinnse labor. The
upper storeys will be laid out for sleep-
ing room purposes and every tenant

Now by Schemes—Yonge

Yonge street widening isesomething
of the very early future. It is creep-
ing, at a speec alarmingly strange,
upon real estate interests quite un-
prépared for such prompt action on an
important civic improvement. Appli-
cations for building permits for sites

above Bloor street—the south limit of
the improvement—are being delayed,
in fact refuscd.

The detaiis of the widening are not
fully agreed upon, but the general
scheme has been approved by  the
council. The 86 foot subway under
construction at the C.P.R. crossing is
the first big work in providing a suffi-
cient area for traffic on the city's chief
artery. The city is now completely
committed to tiie scheme, a 1913
will have a partly widened Yonge
street as one of the great civic under-
takings begun.

On Teraulay street, where the homo-
lagated line principle was adopted
(the setting back of future buildings
ten feet from the present bulding line)
some trouble is brewing. A few own-
ers want the city to buy their ten foot
strip contribution outright at once.
Develpoments are . expected to crop
forth soon.

.On the Rloor stieet widening a plea
that 400 shade trees between Sher-
bourne and Spadina will have to go
is made. An effort to save them
should be made, for they will add
greatly to the appearance of Bloor
street when it ultimately comes into
its. own as a distinguished shopping
avenue. But as Bloor street must be-
come nn out-and-out business thoro-
fare for its whole length of ten miles
in the city: trees should hardly be per-
mitted to stand in the way of a neces-
sary development.
