THE BEET SUGAR QUESTION.

We have read with much satisfaction
the article in the Hamilton Spectator in
reply ta that in our last issue. We trust
that our contemporary is no longer of
opinion that our warnings ta those about
to engage in the beet sugar industry vere
given with any idea of subserving rival
interests. We proceed ta consider " the
one or two points of disgreernent or
rather of misunderstanding between us,"
and we are not without hope, having re-
ference ta the Spectator's expressed
opinions, that ve shall yet gain him ta our
side. In reply ta our euquiry wvhether, in
view of the facts stated by tihe Spectator,
the logical deduction is not that "an ex-
cise duty should be imposed in Canada
equal ta the customs duty," our contein-
porary frankly states, " We say yes, the
"excise duty and the custoins duty should
"be made equal by the increase of the
" former or the reduction of the latter, if
4 it is thought the most convenient way
" ta collect revenue." Now this we must
be permitted ta remark is going even
beyond our contention. In view of the
fact that Parliament bas given its sanction
ta incidental protection ta Canadian in-
dustries, we think that beet sugar should
be subjected ta an excise tax of something
like 20 to 25 per cent. Wecall tie Spec.

ataor's attention ta this point specially
because, after admitting that the beet
sugar nanufacturers could afford ta pay
the.same duty as the importers of cane.
sugar, aur contemporary fails back on the
stereotyped protective argument that ".it
"is worth while for Canada to give a large
" iemporary protection ta the beet sugar
"industr-y in order ta overcome tie timid-
"ltli ofcapital, and to help to bridge over

" the period, ivien laik of skil, imper
" fection of machinery, want of experi-
" ence, scaroity of ratw material and
" general prjîxdice migit land enterpris-
" ing investors in ruin." 01f course ive are
vell aivare that the grounids stated by the

Spectator are those on which ail protective
duties are defended, but ve want ta be
infornsed why the protection in the case
of sugar is ta be se much larger thanî in
that of other industries. It is precisely
on the groundls stated thbat we thinflk that
a moderate excise tax niglit be imposed,
together ivith the heavy customss duty
viicl our necessities demand. Would it
be argued for one moment, even by beet
sugar manix'acturers, that if oui- railroads
and canais should begin ta yield a large
revenue, and that it ivas in oui- power ta
reduce taxation, ive should be required ta
keep up our enarmous sugar dutie's mere-
ly ta protect beet ? The iost ultra
protectionist would scarcely make such
a demand. The Spectator itself re-
ferred ta the mode of placing the
tivo industries on the saine footing by th
increase of aie or the reduction or the
other. Oui- claim is that the excise duty
should be about one half the cistoms
duty, and the native industry woulel iave,
in addition ta the large protection thus
aff-orded, the benefit of the freiglt and
other charges as well as the loss fron
drainage. The Spectatoi is anxious " ta
overcome the timidity of capital," but we
think that unreflecting people vho are
pressed ta embarik capital in hazardous
undertakings, which depend mainxly on a
protection, which imay be removed at any
moment, should be made aivare that even
protectionists do not contemplato any
lengtlened termi ai' Pijoyient. We fear
that, if left to the judgent of those
engaged in protected industries, the
period wouild be very remsote when they
would admit that their industries could
be sustained without protection. We do
not believe that in France, ." when the
infant becane strong, tlhey (the beet
grovers ai- manufacturers) askied ta bear
the buirden." We are inclined, hoiever,
ta conlcur with the Spectator in thinking
thai if the agricultural element can be
interested in a real monopoly, it will ha
able, by its isolitical influence, ta ensure
vbat is called fairplay froms any govern-
ment, meaning that all other classes vill
be smartly taxed for the benefit of the
farmers. Fortunately only a percentage
of the agriculturists will engage in beet
cultivation, and the remainder will have
ta help other classes ta pay the piper.
We Bpecially commend the extracts
which we have given from the Spectator
to the attention of those about to-engage

in the beet sugar enterprise, and who
have thougit our remarks prejudicial ta
their interests. They may be assured
that it will bc simply impossible to main.
tain such a protection as that now exist-
ing, but ive admit that we Jean to the
opinion that it will be dillicuit ta obtain
the consent o Parliament ta an excise
duty on sugair, and ve therefore look fo.
vard ta tue reduction of the preseni

sugar duties, which will ihave mucl tei
sane effect on the beet inîdustry as if
those duties, vere maintaiied, and ani
excise tax placed on beet ta about hafi
the amsount. Should such be the resuLt,
ve pity the finance inlister who will b
called a1 ta find a substitute for the sugar
duties. We trust that we have made our
position clear. Had the sugar utities
been no hîigiher than the duties on cottons,
woollens or hardware, ive ' shouid not
hîavo deemed the domsestic industîy a
fair subject for ais excise tax, but wo
deei it most unwise ta fostet any new
incustry vith such ais enorinous protec-
tion as our present sugar- duties vouild
afford.

TIE GOVERNMENT CiRCUf'foN
RETURNS.

We have been foi soveral weeks wxait-
insg patiently in the hope of seeing in the
Ollicial Gazette a satisfactory returi-n of
the Dominion note issue, but ive have
been Iitierto doomed ta disappointment.
IL is inconceivable ta us that there can be
any difliculty whatever in the governmeint
giving once a week, or at ail events once
a morftli, a statement siimilar ta that
vhich the Banks have ta render. The
return given in the Oflicial Gazette is
most unsatisfactory, and nothing caln be
more absurd than the stereotyped notice
signed by Mr. Courtney, deputy iminister
of finance, wihich is appended, and whicis
reads as followss: "Tihe above formi lor
the circulation returns lias been adopted
lto obviate lioo inieonveniences in the form

"previously in use : Ist. The weeldy state-
ment caniot give the aioiint of tIe circiu-
lation at any pa-ticular date, but only

" its amount according ta the retÜrns
" received at the date of the publication

of the Gazette ; and 2nd. The subdivision
of the circulation into Provincial, Dom-

"ilnion and Fractional can only be ap-
proxiniately correct in the veely state-

4ments, and canniot be accurately ascer-
" tained till the parcels of cancelled
"iotes have been examîined and checkced
"off." It is only fair ta Mr. Courtney ta
state that the notice was first published
by Mr. Langton.

It must be obvious that there [s no
more difliculty in the Dominion Govern-
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nient recndcring returns of the notes in
circulation, and of the gold, debentiirts
and bank deposits held against suci cii-
culation, thian in the chartered banks
miaking sitilar returnis. Every weelk the
Bank of England furnishes a statement of
the circulatiaîi, and the gold and securi-
tics ield against it, and a similar state-
mient should be made here every wveek,
but, if inconvenient, surely once a month
would not be ta great a demand. The
latest returns in the Oflcial Gazette of
te 29th May gives the circulation and

gold on the 7th February at Montreal,
''cranta, HlTUiifax and. St. John, and 31st
January atWiiiiipeg, and yet, in the very
saie Gazette, the circulation in gross is
given on the 30i April, ai' neaî'y three
months later. At that tite, 30tLh April,
there ouglit ta have been on hand $3,904,-
729.63 in gail, but only $3,693,739.92 is
accounted for, being the amotint hied
nearly three ton ths earlier. Common-
sense miglit have dictated ta the depart-
tment ta fix certain days at the end oî
cach week or each ionti on w'hich each
of the local oflices should makze their
returns, vitich could be publislhed in the
first Gazette aifter receipt.

The fact is that there has been a mîost
unaccountable laxity in the depart'ment
in regard ta the Doiminion note issues,
and the form of return requires amend-
nient.

There has always been a great desire
ta furnislh particulars of the notes payable
at Montreal, Toronto, Halifax and St..
John, and the Provincial and Fractional
notes, and also the amorunt of fractionals,
is and 2s and other denoininations.
Such statemaents are desirable, and should
not bc omitted, but they are of secodary
importance in comparison with the state-
ment whlich ouglit ta be publisied in every
Gazette at the latest date that can ie
given, and vbich n'e shall venture ta sub-
mit in the shape af a proforma statementZ
taking as our guide the ameoutit of issue
stated by the Economist and Sir A. T.
Galt, viz: $ 12,400,000.

The statpnent in the Gazette furnishes
no inforiation vlitever,except as ta the
gold on hand,anid thatas wve have already
observed, is given a a period iearly three
months prior ta the latest return of circu-
lation. Itdoes not appear irom the oflicial
statenent that there are more than five
oflces,and the returns ought certainly ta
be in earlier titan those of the chartered
Iuîks some. of vhich bave agenîcies at

the saine places. We shall bc vet'y glad
indeed if the organs of the Gaverniient
should be enabled ta furnish. any satisfac-
tory explanation of the reason for the
inability of the Finance department ta

furnisli on the 20th Mtay later rettrns
than those of 31st January and 7th Feb-
ruary.

TilE FlISIIEIY DJSPUTE.

Otwîthîstanding the intanimity exhib-
ited by Ite Canadiai prtess, regarding the
unr'asoablenoess af the demaind Of the
United States for compensation for w'hat
the government of tiat cotntry lias sean
fit Vu describe as Ie 1 Fortune Bay out-
rage," ne regret to observe considerable
difference a? opftiion as to the best molo
of solving thie iliriulty whlichi it is manli-
lest lias Ouiset. (r lates t advices eni-
courage the ioipe that, if the two Govern-
metis shoulti continue ta take differetit
views of' the proper construction ta be
placed an the Treaty of' WVasiiigto, the
Governmeiit of Great Britain wvill pro-
pose ta refer the point or points in dis-
pute to the arbitration of one Or. more
friendly powvers.

TUE (mOItE ON ARITIriATIoN.

The Toronto Globe objects ta this mode
of settling the difBoulty, preferring that
it should be lelt open, because it cannot
trust " the Imperial and Canadian autior-
ities who assented ta the Wisiiiigton
treaty after assisting ta fraie it." IL is a
dangerous thing ta leaeve qtistions Linset-
tliel on which pow'erful nations entertain
conflicting opinions; and it must be ab-
vious that no part of the Empire wiould
suffer more than Canada, w'ere Great Brit-
ain and the i ited States ta be involved
in an angry controversy on any cisputed
point, but more especially an one, in w'hich
neither Great Britain nor the other colo-
nies have any special interest. During
thé 17tlh century, the questions wiich
wee' settled by the Trieaty of Washington
w'ould have been considered a casîus belli,
and there was during the progress of the
controversial discussion considerable
doubt whiether war could be averted.
The mere possibility of Great Britairi
being compelled ta engage in Euiropean
n'ar is occasioially adduced by the advo-
cates of sepaiatioi as an adequate reason
loi their opinions, and yet Canada stands
alone as a comîplainanît, because a n'ar, the
bruit of w'hich woluld have fallen upon
ler, w'as prevented by negotatian.

TnE SAN JUAN QUESTIOS.

IL is said that Il e lost the Islnd: of
Sai Juan" by arbitration, and we are
ivell iware tlhap it is. a received Opinion

among Canadians generally, thiat our
claim wvas so clearly righit that the award
wrhich deprived is of that Island must
iave be'n an unrighteous one. And yet
no disinterested prson can examine a
mtap sliowing the present bounidary line
without acknowlidging that there is no
just ground of complaint. The 49uh par-
allel oi' latitude is the established boun.
dary between the Unitedi States and Brit-
islh North Anerica, and there can be no
doubt that, if there liad beei no Island of
Vancouver, there never wvould have been
a question as to Sai Juan and the adjoin-
ing islands being in United States terri-
tory. To avoid the inconvenience of
dividing VWaucou ver's Island between the
tVo nations, the boundary fline 'as carried
aller reacliing the straits througlh one of
several channels, and it wvas at least open
ta doubt which w'as meant. la I ie ab-
tained the strait that n'e clainied, ea
should have iad not only San Juan, but
several other islands, all clearly south of
the boundary line. Il, therelore, there w'as
a reasonable doubt as to the channel
establislhed by the treaty, it lias albays
seeimed ta us that the United States n'as
entitled ta the betielit of that doubt, and
tLat, consequen t ly, ve have nojust ground
of complaint.

TUE FisaERY- QUESTION.
As ta the Fishery branci of the treaty,

whîilo adnitting freely that the settlement
agreed uton was not the best mode of
dealing wvith the question, yet the failure
of the Lite Senîatoir B'onî to effect a dif.
ferent arrangement in 1874 ought ta
iecocile us ta tiat which was agreed ta
by the treaty, and w'hich, by leaving the
money value Vo be settlied by aibitration,
was ut lea-t fuir. h'lie objections ta leav.
ing the fiihery question ait open ane are
Obvious. The expense OF cruisers ta
w'atch the trespassers on our fisieries
would be imîmenise, aitd the danger ta
which we shouild tie exposed froma the
rasiiess ai' ignorance ai' the *ommanders
of thîse cruisers wvould be most serious,
and vould be sure to lead ta endless com-
plicatious.

TnE llEADLANu QUEsTION.
It is all very well for the Globe ta ex-

press a î'eadiiness that the treaty should be
abtandned, incluinIg te riglit to fish w'ith-
in the three mile limit, but iIe oinits ail
reference ta the faet that tiere is a long
peiding dispute as ta what is the l three
mile liitit," and which is generally kion
as I the healnd question." IL nas the
absolitte iecessity that existedî fo set-
tling this question that led ta the treaty
oa Washington. When a proposition w'as
made ta the United States ta endeavor
ta come ta an agreement as ta the heaq.
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lanid question, tie cois ter-piopositian wias
made ta refer alIl otheri questions in con-
troversy ta the saie tribunal. Unless it
Le possible, therefore, ta grant fisiery
riglits ta the United States on teris that
can be agreed ta, tie headiland question
must be amicably disposed of in sonie
way, as, otheriwise, fresh complications
would aise 'in a week's time.

: UN BOATs.

'We observe thsat suggestions liave been
made bya con temporary thsat tlree os' foui
gun-boats siould be sent ta tie w'aters in
the gulf. Non' in such a case the very first
step that wvould have ta Le takzen would
be ta fraîme instructions as ta whether
foreign vessels should be allow'ed ta enter
bays, or wiether the three-mile limit
should be calculated froim the ieadilands.
We certain ly could not give iay as ta our
construction of tie international law, and
it is equally c ertain tihat the United States
would not yield ieir pretension. We
have just iad experience of a claim
fouinded on a coiplete difFerence of opin-
ion as ta tise construction ta Le placed
on a treaty negotiated a few years ago.
''iat claim appears ta us absurdly extrav-
agant. 1L lias been geneîally compared
by our press with tie ,ggregate award of
$5,500,000, but that is not tie p-oper
mode of treating it. h'lie Nevfouniidldiiid
claim was made quite distinct fron that
of Canada, and the United States demand
for damages sustained by the obstruction
offered ta a Sunday's lishing ais Fortune
Bay is considerably more than the annual
value of the isole Newfoundland fisier-
ies, accordinig ta ais award whici the
United States declare ta be absurdly
excessive. So ntici for tise gun-boat
solution of the difliculty.

INDEPENDENcE.

A Toronto cent enpe ci y. bise Teleran,
lias availed itself ai' the opportunity ta
discuss the question of separation. He
asks what Canada is ta <lo " in case Eng-
]and refuses ta enforce lier riglts ta the
fisieries,' suggesting that '' there is every
prospect of very serions complications
arising betiveen the two countries," and
expressinig his belief that "the present
Il Govirnment ofEiigland w'ould not go ta
'var vithi tei United States ta enforce
"tihe righîts of Çanada in thiat respect."
The idena of war between the two countries
on such a question is siiply preposte Ouas,
out the suggestion is obviousily made ta
atford an oppoitunity l'or a Iling at Iir.
Bright, Sir Ciarles Dilke, and Mr. Chas-
berlain, and likewvise ta enable tie wri ter
to call attelntion ta a pimphlet, entitled
' The Canadian Question," wlsich is said

ta be discuissed in a more cleari, compre-
hiensive and in telligent mainner than any-
w'here else. 'l'h e pamphlet in question, by
I'. William Noiris, is of all the vasions
schenes propounded by visionary consti-
tution frame rs tie most absurd,and what
is rather singular, the very question which
has led tle Telegiamn to cill attention ta
it, and to recosnnend it ta his readers,
aloîrds the most conclusive proof of its
absurdity.

It
might reasonably have been apprehended
that Lthe increased business would have
been less desirable liait what had been
previously obtained, but the report staes
that the agents deserve thanks as vell
for the quality, as for the quantity of the
business vhich they had secured for the
company.
