CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTAxSIO,

hî is hardly possible, unti the mionth o
Jantuary is passed, to tell a :tory of
activity in liuber business. lBeyond
any doubt the first ionth of the year is
the dullest mionth of tie twelve in lusmîber
circles. This gont by and the season's
trade commences to open out. Various
circuinstances explain this condition of
affairs. It is the stock-taking month, as
we have lad occasion to remark befure
It is the month of municipal elections and
lumbernien everywhere are found taking
an active and intellgent part in the affairs
of their municipaities. It is, however,
the scasoi when ncr can ihnk more
closely than ss periistted in the rush of
business, and lears what are the com-
ponent parts of a successful year's trade.

Whatever the season, wlen fully
openednay bring forth,to.day lumsbermen
are conposed and resting in the assurance
that trade is improving. As the weeks go
by.copfidience in tise luinber situation in-
creases, and what is perhaps better than
confidence tIse isen who takc a hopeful
view Iof the future have the ability to
patiently wait this good tine. It would
be a deviation fron facts to say thit a
rigid unifornmity of prices exists among
lumbermen. I'Iere is lie ;endency to cut
prices to somie extent. This, perhaps,
will always be so, as in cvery branch of
trade there will be found those wio miust
at tunles turn a corner, and will for this
reason sacrifice prices at the tine. But
such is the exception in lumnber. Prices
ate ccrtainly not what they were twelve
months ago, wien it Iooked a- thoumi a
scason of unusual prosperity was ahead.
Unfortunate tariffiegiblation a tew months
later destroyed this hope>. Yet prices are
better than they were in the carly fall of

'94, and there appears tn lumbermsen rea.
son why prices should continue to iniprove,
at least to remain firm. The opinion
anong mill mssen is that work in the
woods this winter will equal tise
averaee of the past few years Amdrican
lusbermsen, who are cutting in Ontario
woods are not expected to raft any larger
number of logs tisan a year ago and prob.
ably the business in ilsat direction will be
rather less.

QUEnlE.C AN;, NKEN IRIFUMsWICK.

The past week in lumber in the Lower
Provinces has been, to a large extent,
featureless. With navig.ition closed there
ts less activity at water ports. But the
feeing in regard tu the future is more
hopeful. Both in Quebec and NewI Bruns-
wick te year closed has been such as to
make it desirable that there should be an
improvement in business.

A few vesbels continue to load lumber,
sone for export points and other. follow-
myn up the trade thait is obtaining some
foothold in San Francisco. It cannsot be
said, hsuver, that any change deserving
of veryv special mention lias occurred since
our last writing.

UNITEDI sTATES.

Stocks arc not changing hands very
mssuch at any important markets. The
trade of the week lias been low. At the
sanie time those wlo consider themsselves
able ta gauge the outlook for the future
beieve thsat it can only be a few weeks
when renewed activity wsill show itself in
luiber markets almost everywhere. A
strong hope is expressed that soime
measure will ti mnalle successful that will
tend to keep down the evil results that
have, during the past year, flowed from
conpetition in lumber. As the trade
reaches the point wlere a balance for the
past year is being struck they recognize
just how far tieir profits have been made
nil» through iniudicious cutting of prices.
The best ien want to see this class of
business dropped. Where sone of the
trouble comes is in lumber that is being
sent forward to the east frons points in
Duluth and other districts where, just at
present, witi rici resources in luir-
ber, those operating these resources
fail to appreciate the.ir real worth. We
heard of a sale of Duluth lumber mliade
within the past week at a price that would
not warrant lumubennen in the East-
c n States os Canada touching it. This is
the kind of tiantaction that disorganizes
busines:.. Prices have stiffened slightly
since the beginning of the ycar and there
is not any inclination to relax these, de-
spite circumstances in cutting such as have
been narrated. Depression lias ieid
its grip on operators on the Pacific Coast
ratier soe tigitly than at soie other

places, but even there the prospects of a
fair year's trade are encouraging.

FOREIGN.

The very full particulars we are en-
ablcd to give in another column from the
monthly wood ciicular of Farnworth &
Jardine will give a clear idea of lumber
conditions in the United Kingdom. Else-
where in foreign fields no gscat ncasusre
of activity exists in luimber. Throtgh tise
new treaty with France, su far as Canadian
woods are concerncd, it is expectcd that
increased expotts will be brought fron
this country. A good average of trade is
being donc in South Amierica. Whatever
niay be the otutcone hiter in the year as
yet Australia does not show mutachs evidence
of having overcome tie severe financial

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depression that has afflicted that country from Canada by St. Lawrence route to its
for snîe years past. destination.

ItARDWOODS.
Business in hardwoods in Canada is

looking better. We have heard during
the week of several fair sizetd shipments
an e!m particularly, that have gone to the
United States, and a considerable enquiry
is made for black ash. In fact a little
difficulty is experienced in meeting the
calls exactly as they are made. Hard.
wood men are not able to secure much of
an advance in price, and yet prices are
firmer than they were a few weeks ago.
The unfortunate experiences that come
through improper inspection continues to
niett hardwood men and discourage them
from doing trade in some circles. In this
natter, however, there is reason to believe
that there bas been a little less trouble
than fornerly and Canadian hardwood
men are getting to know just who are the
black sheep in the fold, and will not
touch business that cotnes fron such
sources. Furniturdmanufacturing is me-
ported to be improving in the United
States and that will doubtless cause an
increased demand for different lines of
Canadian hardwoods.

stLNGLEs.

"That a slightly better price is being
asked for shingles," remarked a lumber-
man to the writer a few days since, "may
perhaps be taken as showing that shingles
do not intend to remain in the dumps ail
the year. It cannot be said, however,
that with ibis advance bas corne any in-
creased demand. Sales are about as dull
as they have ever been. Of course the
season is the wrong one te expect large
orders for shin.gles."

257 feet.

Red
select barch is ruling at $27., and as high
as $30. being paid in sone cases. Mill
run birch is in large demand ait the furni-
ture factories ai $13. Maple is slo and
in demand chiefly for flooring ; price 52o.

Basswóod is
selling at $13. for common and better, and
$8. for cul,.

THE WEK'S COUmENT.
Toronto lumbermen are on top in the

municipal contest of the past week. Mr.
James Scott, manager of the Georgian
Bay Lumber Co., is to be congratulated
on bis splendid un in ward No. 6, heading
the poli by good figures. Mr. Scott bas
already been mentioned by one daily
paper as a possible mayoralty candidate
of the near future. Mr. Joseph Oliver, of
Donogh & Oliver, wholesale lumbermen,
made good his popularity in ward No. 2
by polling a large vote and bemng able to
start the new year with the prefix of Alder-
man to his name. The council of 1895
wili take an improved and.higher position
by the election of these two gentlemen to
their numbers.

Somdoubt hasexistedin lunbercircles
regarding the free entry of shingles and
pulp wood from the United States. Ail
misgivings, however, on the potnt, are
now set ai rest by a proclamation of the
Governor- General, which states plainly
that reciprocity in these products between
the United States and Canada exists de
fadco. The clause of the tariff act of last
session, it will be remembered, reads
as follows : "Shingles and pulp wood, or
either of them, can be imported into
Canada fret of dity upon proclamation-of
the Govemor-in-Council, which may be
issued whenever it appears to his satisfac-
tion that shingles and pulp wood, or either
of them, from Canada may be, imported
into the United States fret ofduty." The
Dominion government have now satisfied
themselves that these conditions are being
faithfully complied with.

X X X X
The disastrous fires in Toronto during

the past week, destroying a large amount
of valuable business property, will not be
without their lessons to all concerned in
building operations. To sonie extent
Georgia pine bas been used in buildings
in Toronto and other parts of Canada.
The recent fires show that this pine, which
is full of resinous matter, is very inflam-
mable, and on this account rimakes a poor
and tnsafe substitute for Canadian white
pine. The lumber section- of the Board
of Trade held a meeting on Friday, i î th
:nst., when this matter was considered,
and it was resolved, in the public interest,
that it is desirable that architects and
builders, who propose to erect buildings,
should be made acquainted with the real
properties (if the southern wood, that they
night recognize it a mistake to introduce

this resinous pine as a competing wood
with the native white pine of Canada.for
building ptrposes. Southern pine has
been used in quite a number o the larger
buildings in Canada lately for flooting.
Attention was drawn to the fact that when
floors were laid with 3-in. white pine and
covered with native maple, thev burn quite
slowly, and thus seive as a preventative
to what could easily prove a serious con-
flagratior..

THE SITUATION IN GRIEAT BRITAIN.
In their monthly wood circular of

Januarv, Farnworth & Jardine, of Liver-
pool, Eng., give the following particulars
of the lumber situation in the United
Kingdom.

The arrivais from British North America
during the past month have been vessels,
9,241 tons, against 22 vessels, 21,166 tons
during the corresponding month last year,
and the aggregate tonnage to this date
from ail places during the years z892, 1893
and 1894 bas been 436,723,410,389 and
448,874 tons respectively.

Business during the month, as usual at
this timeofbteyear, has beéen quiet. Im-
ports generaUy.have been moderate, and
the deliveries about the average. Stocks,
however, are quite ample, in som articles
too heavy. There is no improvement to
report in values, which, generally, are
unsatisfactory.

CANADIAN VOOD.-There bas been
no import of waney and square pine, the
shipments from the St. Lawrence.having
now closed for the year; the deliveries
have been small, and the stock is suf-
ficient; there is no change in values to re-
port. Red pine is seldom enquired for,

and prices rule low. Oak bas not beta
imported ; the demand bas been ver
limited, and the stock is - too lcavy;
values are unchanged. Ash-The arrvahl
have been entirely from the I nited
Siates ports and have chiefly gone direct
into cnsumption ; there is no change il
value to report and the stock is sulhcient.
Elm has not been imported, there hu
been a fair enquiry, and the stock is
moderate. Pine deals have been imported
in excess of the corresponding ianontih
dursng the past two years ; however iltere
bas been a fair enquiry, and the dehteuîes
show an improvement; the stock stL held
over, however, is too large ; there is htie
change in vahei to report, ahhough a
firmer tone.

NEW BRUNSWICK AND NOVA ScorT
SPRUCE PINE DEAL.-Of spruce deals
the -import has betn 2,740 standuds,
as against 7,744 standards and i,5:

For first
class planks the price is steady, with a
slightly upward tendency ; inferior planks
are as duli of sale as ever.

SHIPPING MATTERS.
Export luniber trade isquiet at Portland,

Me., only tworvessels loading foreign.
Three vessels are being built ai False Creek,

Vancouver, B. C. These are, the schooncr
Qucen City, with capacity of 350 tons dead
weight, or 250,000 suprficial feet of lumber;
atid a batkentine of 600 tons, resltered. A
steamer %)f 130 tons is aiso being built.

The draft of the proposed act for the enlarg-
ing and improvenients of the Erie, Oswego arnd
Champlain Canals, provides for the bon ding of
the -tate for $9,000,000 at 4% for 17 years for
this purpose. The Erie and Oswego canals
are to be deepened to a depth of not les than
9 fet of water and the Champlain to a depth
of not less than 7 feet of water.

The annual report of the Harbor tlaster of
Montreai shows a large increase in shipnents
of tumber front that port to the United King-
dom and continental ports, 177,4o5,42 fcet
board measure, and to River Piate 10,4 ,ooo
fcet, board mensure, making n grand total of
49,158,629 feet over the previous year. This
inctease has been ai the expense of Quebec,

where the falling off has been continuing for
several vears.

to about 30,000,000 (cet. The capital of the
new organization will be $2oo,ooo.

N. Niensteapt, Jr., of Duluth, Minn., is
credited wtth havng put through a detl for
125,o00,000 feet of paie in the Georgian Bay
District, involving a consideration of $235,ooo.
The pine was in berth 163 and was sold by
Daniel liardin, the Saginaw banker, to Eddy
Bros,, of Bay City. The pine will al, he cut at
the Eddy rnill in Bay City, which consumes
25,01o,000 feet of logs per ycar.
