H. Macrae
last night. He says there is absolute-
ly no truth In the statement that’ Sir
Willlam Mackenzie is likely to make
the company an offer.

According to Mr. Macrae the share-
holders will have only one offer to
consider, and that will be the offer of
the city for $125 per share. As the
shareholders of the company will have
the liquid assets to distribute among
them, it i= estimated that the city's
offer will amount to about 8135 per
share. It is sald that the shareholders

are coming around to the view that
this amount would be preferable to a
fight with the city’s electrical depart-
ment, which would oblige them to cut
prices so as®o prevent the possibility
of dividends and would possibly reduce
the value of the stock to considerably
below par.
