German Night-Bombing Machines
Brought Down by British
,Aviators.

London, Sept. 18. — Three- hostile
airplanes on a night bombing. expedi-
‘ion were brought down inside the
British lines last night, according to
the official statement on aviation is.
sued tonight. Fourteen ‘enemy ma-
chines were destroyed 'altogether and
five others driven down out of con-
trol. The %‘atement follows:

“After their heavy losses on the
previous day enemy aircralt were less
active yesterday. The weather on
the British front was fine, with a
strong wind.

“Our machines were at work all
day carrying out reconnaissances and
photography far behind the German
lines; observing and reporting ‘he ef-
fect of our artillery fire and bombing
enemy airdromesy ammunition dumps
and other wwelectedl targets. Eleven
hostile machines were destroyed and

five others driven down out of con-
tro!. Ten of our machines are miss-

“At night we heavily bombed three
German airdromes, where squadrons
working in the batile area are locat-
ed, Three large hostile night-bomb-
ing machines which came over our
lines were detected by our search-
lights, attacked from the air, and
brought down. One of our night:fly-
ing airplanes is missing. The total
weight of bombs dropped Ly us dur-
ing the 24 hours was 291 tons.”

On their first employ-
ment of these, three came to grief,
They fell to the ground from an attack
by British aviators.

In the Balkans the Franco-Ser-
bian offensive is carrying everything
before it and the Bulgarians and their
German supports are in panicky flight
consequent on the defeat of their
violent counter-attacks, The allies
have torn a wide 8ap in the Bulgarian
front. It was over 15 miles wide two
days ago when they carried the sec-
ond enemy system of defense. Un-
official reports received in London
place the allied advance at ten miles
in three days and report that it was
proceeding at a faster clip. Among
the geographical features carried are
the following: Gradeshnitza and Star-
ovina Villages, the lne of the Grade-
shnitza River, the Razim Bay Ridge,
and the massifs of Chelm, Golo Bilo,
and Koziak, and the defenses of
Zborsko.

When he reached the cor-
ner of College street he stopped a few
minutes to talk to Button. He saw
some milk bottles lying around, and
he asked Button where they had come
from, and he was told that someone
had been giving them some milk.

“Did you see any bottles thrown?”
asked Mr. Roebuck. “No,” replied
witiess, and continuing he said there
were four or flve policemen standing
around the benches, and particularly
noticed one man in civilian clothes.
He thought he was with the police.
He had a black eye and he would be
able to recognize him again. This
man said something to the policemen,
and on that they went over to the
benches and told the men to go home,
They got up and started off, includ-
ing Button.

' We cannot help expressing sur-
prise that the United States,- which
is fighting in the great war for the
principle which is now violated, should
not only depend wupon its superior
gtrength, but even take advantage
of the friendly charagter of our re-
lations to sequestrate one of our im-
portant assets, It is true that the
injury is only to last for five years
and after that the weir is to be re-
moved, which is mow to be built, but
the emergencies of peace may prove
to be as potent as the necessities of
war when an excuse is needed for
gratifying the rapacity of a corpora-
tion.

Canada eassumed a dog-in-the-
manger attitude on this head, but
made a fair and practicable offer for
the joint development under public
*auspices of the available power cov-
eted by thesinternational treaty. Un-
der this 700,000 Myp. could have been
developed, but this did not suit the
influential- private interests which
have evidently been able to work the
United States Government in a time
of stress.

Clauses Causing Wide Differ-
ences of Opinion Dealt
With at gth./,

The question of ' the co-operation
of the  churen with those agencles
which care for tha welfare of returned
soldlers and the duty of the church at
I'rge in this respect was again taken
up at the opening rheeting of the low-
er house of the synod yesterday,

Mr. Justice Hodgins. made the sug-
gostion that following the policy of the
Methodist, Presbyterian and other

odies the church should call in the
wst men of the church among both
clergy ‘and lalty, men who had time
to meet more often than would those
who met only during the synod, Such
a movement should not Lie coafined to
1le members of the syned if it was' to
be effective, :

' After discussion it was dacided to
appoint ‘a specinl committee, and a
1otion -was passed as follows: “The
lower house concurs in scceptance of
tke committee's report, and further,
fppoints a committee to confer with
the -members of the upper house to

look “into the matter o¢. care of re--

turned soldiers.”

Following is the resolution of the
upper house:

Message froml the upper house: The
president of the.upper house begs to
inform the prelocutor of the lower
kouse that the upper loure has adopt-
ed the following resolution: “That
the lowetr house concurring, a special
doint commission be appointed, to be
called the ‘War Services Commission.’
It shall be the duty of the commis-
#ion to deal with all muatters concern-
ing the church and soldlers, chaplains,
returned men, questions and problems
a.rillng out of war conditions. The
commission shill' consist of a ecentral
committee, acting with local commit-
tees, which shall be formed wherever
reeded; that a fund shall be estab-
lished for the carrying on of the
work.” *

Athanasian Creed,

The Athanasian Creed was the chief
Subject of a discussion whigh waged
turuou®’the entire day.

Archdeacon - Patterson Smyth said
he hoped that. there Was no one pres-
ent who would contend ' that the
damnatory clauses objected to. were
really meant in the sense that the
objectors took them. W’

“It is directly contrary to the teach-
ing of our Lord that any man not
believing in them should be eternally
damned . . . the word so used in
the old Bible versigns really meant
condémned,” he said.

Canon Gale contended that it was
not ‘'a wise move upon the part of
the church to imsist upon the accep-
tence of this creed.

Canon Allnatt, vice-principal of
Bishop's University, Lennoxville, said
that this was not an authorized creed
of the church. “No one knows ex-
actly whence it came, but it has
worked its way in and become a price-
less  document and one that cannot
be done without,” he sald.

Canon Cayley upheld the stand
which Canon Allnatt had taken, giv-
ing the following recital of the act
of the mother church in this respect:
“In 1904, the Bishops of Convocation
at Canterbury, declared that in'their
private meaning and in the minds
of those who heard them, the clauses
convey a more unqualified meaning
than  Holy Secriptute warrants, and
one in accordence with the language
of the oldest teachers of our church.”
Ordination Vows.

In concurring with the acceptance
of these clauses the church in Can-
ada would be passing its jurisdiction
and going over the heads of those
of the mother church.

He reminded them of their ordina-
tion vows. ‘“Are you persuaded that
the holy scriptures eontain all the
doctrines necessary to salvation, etc. ...
and are you determined to teach
riothing but such as can be proved by
scripture?”

He hoped they ' would realize the
solemnity of "this question. It was a
matter of lHfe and death. He urged
.that the church, ‘as"an act of loyalty to
the vows which each bishop had taken,
remove the damnatory clauses.

The clauses objected to are as fol-
lows:

(Verses 1, 2) “Whosoever will be
saved: before all things it
is necessary that he hold the
catholic faith, which faith,
except everyone do keep whole ana
undefiled, without doubt he shall
perish everlastingly. ., . .

(Verse 29) “Furthermore, it is neces.

also believe faithfully the in-

During the afternoon session Canon
Cayley withdrew his original motion,
gsking instéad that the creed be adopt~
ed with the exception of clauses 1,
2, 28, 20, 41 and 42, He still thought
that sgme words of the ' creed went
beyond the words of scripture.

In an impassioned address Canon
Dyson Hague spoke for the deletion of
the contended ‘clauses, especially in
view of the reception and the view of
the returned soldiers,

Lansing Lewis, Montrsal, spoke very
stron, against keepipg the creed as
it stands. He declared that certain
parts were directly opposed to the
teaching of Christianity.

E. J, Fream, Calgary, objected to the
speaking of Canon Dyson Hague and
attempted to have him put down by the
following statément: “I rise to a point
of order that Canon Dyson Hague in
his present b 18 net a membeér of
this house.” The presence of the canoh
was upheld, however, by his grace the
primate, and with the approval of the
house he was allowed to continue
speaking.

Canon Hague in common with the
majoritz of his brother clerics was not
robed, according to the order whic¢h
applies to all ordained members at-
tending the synod.

Professor Cosgrave suggested  in
place of the rubric prefacing the creed
which now reads: “Upon these feasts,

and upon Trinity Sunday, shall be sung
or sald at morning prayer instead of
the Apostles’ creed this confession ot
our Christian faith,” the words, “May
be said,” be substituted for “shall,” and
the rubric to end as follows, “May be
sald or gung on Trinity Suzday.”

Rev., F. G. Graham of British Col-

or any day in the year. The motion
was carried by a br
house and a rubric, embodying the
text of <he motion proposed by the
Bishop of Huron, was ‘adopted.

The quesiion as to whether a
prayer for the departed shal! be sanc-
tioned by the church and included in
the prayer book gave rise to a con-
siderable and ‘somewhat heated dis~
cussion at the evening session, one
speaker, Canon Doull, making  the
statement that if he thought <¢he
prayer book contained any implication
that it was wrong to pray for the
dead he would cast it aside.

Prayers for he dead were upheld by
Dr. Patterson-Smyth as a nataral
need of the bereaved, especially during
this time of war.

200 ACRES PLOWED

Several of the Tractors Driven
by Girls With No Previous
Experience.

Cobourg, Sept. 18.—Great was the
disappointment of everyone interest-
ed in the tractor show here when the
downpour this afternoon caused a
cessa‘ion of operations.

Fully 10,000 peop'e thronged the
tented citv'and adjoining grounds to-
day +“o witness the demonstrations.
Farmers and their ‘amilies began to
arrive early in the,morning from far
and near, and by two o'clock the
grounds were black with the crowds.
. Big cars and small cars brough*
their quota, and a few horses ven-
tured to appear among the “gas”
wagons. Over 500 motor cars were
iined up in the parking spaces on the
grounds, most of them rCelonging +o
farmers, a most significant fact,

The demonstration had hardly got
we!l under way when the rain start-
ed, and as it increased in violence
the crowd began to slowly wend s
way bdck to the tents, Before long
the ground was, in such a condition
as to render further work impractic-
able, so the demonstration was called
off for today.

No conditions were a‘tached to tha
demonstration, altho the furrow plow-
ed was supposed to be weven inches
deep. As to fuel consumption and
lubrication no regulations were {m-
posed, it being up “o the purchasers
Lo consider those points for <hem-
selyes. By the remarks that were

no point was missed by the
gle-eyed ‘armer, who was intently
watching the various magchines,
. Acres Broken.

The huge fields on the farm of
Charles Speers were utilized by the
commitiee for demonstration pur-
poses. About 200 acres gave way be-
fore the plowshares and the black
earth quickly replaced the yellow
stubble, Some parts of the flelds were
in better conditions for plowing, turn-
ing up a crumbly Plack earth, while
in other sections heavy wel clay
came up in chunks. Many types of
tractor were at work, Light ones
made & more jspectacular showing
owing to the speed they were able
to obtain, but the heavier type in
many cases drew wider plowshares.

Caterpillar tractors were seen and
tractors driven with reins like those
which used to trick old Dobbin, bu*
the majority had heavy-knobbed or
rough tread wheels and an ordinary
wheel drive. One trdctor company
had a small boy of 12 driving the
tractor, showing that the so'diers of
the soil were no slackers; farmerets
in their khaki breeches or corduroy
suits drove with “he dexterity of old
hands, altho in many cases the girls
had never driven before,

Miss Viola J. Haley of Cobourg
was driving one make of tractor pull-
ing three 12's, and was doing well,
but said she had never drjven a trac-
Zor before this morning. -

One girl said she had driven a
tractor before, but had never had to
operdte the plows as we!l. “I found
it difficul® to start, but I am getting
accurtomed to it now, and by to-
morrow 1 will feel like an expenrt”
sne . said,

Chance to Display Accessories.

If the tractor demonstrators were
Uisappointed it gave the tent exhibit-
ors a chance 40 display the wvarious
sundriés that were shown to lessen
farm work. Milking machines, power
plants, washing machines, and manv
labor-saving devices were on display.

BOLSHEVIKI SHOT

Lenine Undertook Wholesale

Murder of Loyal

Rumanians.
USED HIRED AGENTS

Spies of FSoviets' Aimed at
Dethronjng King

Ferdinand.

Washington, Sept, 18,—The betrayal
of Rumania and elaborate advance
plans of Germany and her Russian
Bolshevik tools for suppressing and
murdering iloyal Rumaniahs, Rus-
slans and Poles are exposed in de-
tail by today’s chapter of the as-
tounding secret Russian documents
‘which the American Government s
giving to the public. 3

Other instalments  of the series
thave described how the [Bolshevik
leaders, Lenine and Trotzky and their
associates, were bought by the Ger-
mans for millions in gold and en-
gineered their bloody overthrow of
Russia for the benefit of their nrast-
ers. Now the story is told of how,
while the Brest-Litovsk peace con-
ference farce was still in progress,
the Bolsheviki were sending hired
agents into Rumania to disorganize
the armies of Russia’s ally, dethrone
the Rumanian king, and turn loose
the German armies occupied there for
service in a great offensive on the
western front.

The second -phase of the latest dis-
closure shows the Bolsheviki at/ Ger-
man direction undertaking not only
to kill refractory Russian generals,
but to shoot individually and whole-
sale Polish soldiers who were refus-
ing to be sold to the Germans and
patriotically keeping the field against
their enemies. One of the documents
transmits orders from the German in-
telligence service to “take most de-
cisive measures, up to shooting en
masse, against Polish troops,” and to
institute surveillance of institutions
and persons \ including the Roman
Catholic Polln\ clergy. /

Explanatory notes by Edgar Sis-
son, who obtained the documents, add
many details lacking in the  papers
themselves, including a stomy of how
the Rumanian minister, barely escap-
ed assassination after being arrested
by the Bolsheviks and released thru
the efforts of Ambassador Francis and
other diplomats.

BELGIUM TO REFUSE :
GERMAN PEACE OFFER

Paris, Sept. 18.—The Belgian Gov-
ernment after consultation with the
allies, according to the Petit Parisien,
has decided to refuse without elabora-
tion the reported offer of a separate
peace made by Germany.

An Amsterdam despatch, Tuesday
sald that despatcnes received from
Berlin declared that nothing was
known in competent circles in Berlin
regarding the reported separate
peace proposal to Beigium,

Information was received in Lon-
don Sunday night to the effect that
Germany had made an offer to Bel-
gium. The terms included the provis-
fons that Belgium should remain neu-
tral unti] the end of the war, that Bel-
gium should use her good offices to
secure the return of the German
colonies, and that the pre-war com-
mercial treaties shall again be put into
operation. The proposal contained no
admission that Germany had wrong-
ed Belgium nor anything concerning
reparation or indemnities.
