of Montreal alone was cut down more than seven millions of dollars, but he

" knew of no more forcible example 6f the depression than is furnished by the
records of the Stock Exchange quotations from 1874 to 1879, inclusive. “These
show only too well,” he says, “what the Liberals have done for Canada. He
found Bank of Montreal stock quoted at 181 in 1874 and left it mt 125 in 1879,
@ 10ss to the shareholders of that one institution amounting to $6,720,000. He

found the Ontario Bank quoted at 105 and left it at 55 1-2, the Molsons at 108
and brought it down to 68 1-2.  The Toronto Bank paid for the country’s ex-
periment with the Liberals by a depreciation of 78 3-4 per cent., the Jacques
fer not merely found its stocks reduced from 104 to 28, but had to wipe
oué $1,500,000 of its capital, the Merchants’ Bank wiped out $3,000, of capi-
tal and its stock declined from 109 1-4 to 71, a further loss of $2,295,000.

Thig letter has been addressed by
Mr, Goldwin Smith to the President of
the University of Toronto:

Toronto, June 11th, 1896.

My Dear President Loudon,—When,
in pursuance, as you said, of the un-
animous vote of the University Senate,
you offered me an honorary degree,
you were probably not aware that
there would be any opposition or mani-
festation of ill-feeling In other quar-
ters. For myself, accustomed to the
manly and generous habits of English
gentlemen, yvho make it their rule to
lay aside  political enmity in sccial
life, I could not. anticipate that {2 a
matter so rempte from politics as the
bestowal of an academical’’ degree,
political antipathy would find an oc-
casion for its display. It is now evident

Jthat I was mistaken ahd that this
paid to me as a.

little compliment
scholar is likely to bring to the Uni-
versity - more annoyance and distur-
bance of its proper dignity than any-
thing of the kind can pcss.bly be
worth. I will, therefore, beg to with-
draw my acceptance of the honorary
degree of Toronto University and rist
content with that which has already
been conferred upon me by my own
University of Oxford,

Let me at the same time assure you
and the Senate of my undimirisaed
gratitude for the intended honor.

This step, I am aware, is unusual, It
is, however, not“taken without advice
on which I can perfectly rely, both as
to the course most considerate and
respectful towards the University and
as to the dictates of personal pro-
priety and honor. I am. yours faith-

Ottawa, June 11.—(Special.)—There i
a prospect of trouble in connection }
with the administration of affairs on
Anticostl. The new proprietor,, M.
Meniér, , the chocolate- king, and his
lccum tenens, M. Commetant, seem to
think that because the island has been
purchased by the former that Cana-
dian fishermen'la¥e no rights there.
Reports which h reached here from
the Gulf indicate that our fishermen,
who have been accustomed to drying
their nets on the island, have been
driven off by Commetant’s men and
have' been forbidden to resort there in
future. . Although the island has pass-
ed into the possession of a subject of
France, it is still British territory, and
the authority of the Canadian Govern-
ment is still supreme over it. The fore-
shoreg are within the jurisdiction of
the Dominion, and the opinion is held
that ‘our fishermien have every right to
land upon them. It is reported that
M. Menier intends forbidding our fish-
ermen to fish “within the three-mile
limit, but if this be so it will be the
duty of the Government to bring him
to time quickly.

“The Canadlan Wheelmen’s Associa-

twenty-second General Assembly of
the Presbyterian Church in Canada
was convened yesterday morning in
Central Presbyterian Church, St. Vin-
cent and QGrosvenor-streets; there be-
irg present commissioners to the num-
‘ber of over 400 from every part of the
Dominion. Great interest was mani-
fested in the proceedings by a consid-
erable number |of visitors, the church
being ' crowded, particularly at the
evening sitting.

Each sederunt was opéned with de-
votional exercises by the new Mod-
erator, Rev. Prof. Gordon. The Moder-
ator, it may be added, was borm in
Pictou, N.S., 51 years ago, and re-
ceived his education in Scotland,
graduating from Glasgow University
at an early age, with the degree of
M.A. He continued his theological
studies in the same place, finally tak-
ing the degree of B.D. In 1866 he re-
turned to Canada, his after career be-
ing distinguished by great success, In
1894 he was appointed to the chair of
systematic theology and apologetics at
the Presbyterian College, Halifax. The
degree of D.D, was conferred upon him
by Glasgow Unlversity about a year
ago. g ‘
Ministerial Kecruits From Other Churehes,
The presentation of an overturefrom

2gainst the frequent admission into
the Presbyterian ministry of ministers
from other churches, was the subject
af debate,
“Rev. Dr. Somerville of Owen Sound,
speaking to the overture, sald that
while the number of ministers was in-

It was held by .the overturing
Synods that home missionaries should
receive their salaries irrespective of
any deficit, as is the case with foreign
missionaries.

Rev. George' A. Wilson, a young min-
ister from Vernon, B.C., was the 1irst
Spokesman of the home missionaries.
‘He told in graphic danguage of the
difficulties. besetting workers in the
Western fleld, and asserted that the
reduction of missionary stipends from
$1000 to $860 was the imposition of a
tax which the missionaries were
scarcely able to bear,

Rev. J. C. Herdman, a well-known
minister of Calgary, also advocated an
increase in the salarfes of home mis-
sionaries, hig' remarks, as well as those
of Mr. Wilson, being applauded by tne
audience. ;
The cause of the aggrieved mission-
aries was also championed by Rey. Dr.
Robertson, Superintendent of Home
Missions, who wag the last speaker
before adjournment. He said the Home
Mission Committee had to ‘“‘cut its coat
according to its cloth,” and asked the
ministers to acquaint their people with
the facts regarding the work, being
assured that funds for the proper car-
rying on of the work would then be
forthcoming,
Aguinst Separate Schools,
The chief business in the evening
was the reception ot the Home: Mission
reports. That of the Eastern section
was presented by Rev. John McMillan,
B.D., of Halitax, in an eloquent
speech, and that of the Western sec-
tion by Rev. Drs. Warden and Robert-
son. ‘The report of the committee was
of a most exhaustive character, deals
ing with every phase of the work. On
the whole, the report was regarded as
highly satistfactory, there being a sur-
plus after the payment of all demands,
and the amounts promised to the home
n.issionaries had been paid in full. The
total amount collected for the Home
Missions during the year was $98,147 39,
The committee took occasion in the
course of its report to register a
strenuous objection to Sepdrate schools
in Manitoba.
Home DBisslon Progress.

In submitting the report of the West-
ern section, Dr. Warden told of the
grand progress made by the Pregby-
terian Church west of Lake Superior
during the last quarter of a century,
and compared-the favorable report for
1895 with those of former years, And
yet, he said, the church had scarcely
begun to learn how to give. The work
demanded much greater contri-
butions. The twenty-firs t annivers-
ary of the Presbyterian Church in
Canada should be marked by largely
increased giving for Home Missions
and other works of the church. Ini
moving the adoption of the report, he
submitted a resolution advising stu-
dents to give a full year to mission
work before settlement. His deliver-
ance was much applauled.

Cheering Words.
The resolution was geconded by Dr.
Robertson, who said there was not a
gloomy note in the report, save in the
case of one Presbytery—and the mdn
who. struck that note had dyspepsia.
He would like to send one or two good
men to the church-forsaken Yukon
ccuntry this season.

Some Politicians ﬁoll«l 8toop to Anything
to Keep Up Appearances—Sometimes
People Will Even Lie.

The Synod’s Fimances,”

When the report of the Investment
Committee, showing the fund at their
disposal to be in a bad way, partly
owing to the depression in real prui.-
erty values, came up Hon. 8. H. Blake
took exception to the way in which
the church moneys were being handled,
and advised that in future more care
should be taken by those in charge of
it. . He held that the Synod should not
put all its ‘eggs into one basket by
lcaning moneys. in such large amounts
as had been. the custom. He also
thought it a mistake for the commit-

per cent. was the rate of interest ex-
pected for loans of church money, for
leading loan companies were in the
habit of demanding 6 per cent. for the
use of their moneys.. Mr. Blake fur-
ther urged that mortgages should not
be accepted on property without ex-
ceptionally careful valuations, and that
money should not be invested in prop-
| erty the revenue from which

|exceed the interest on the loan.

Rev. J. P. Lewls took up the tale
where Mr. Blake left it, and scored
the committee for what he called
“careless bookkeeping.” He and an-
other gpeaker, who followed him, also
argued that steps should be taken to
secure the $245,288 worth of debentures
deposited with J. C. Kemp anéd J. C.
Aird, Manager and Assistant Manaser
of the Bank of Commerge. As at pre-
sent deposited these gentleman coluld
personally be held liable, but not the
bank itself.

The report of the committee was
finally adopted.

Rev. J. P. Lewis presented the report
of the Audit Committee, which re-
opened some of the questions which
arose in the discussion of the Invest-
ment Committee’s report.

Increase of the Episcopate.

A valuable and exhaustive paper on
an increase-of the episcopate and divi-
sion of the diocese of Toronto, from
the able pen of Dr. J. George Hodgins,
was laid before the house by the Com-~
mittee on the Episcopate.

Rev. John Pearson then moved, se-
conded by Rev. W. E, Cooper, a reso-
lution for the division of the diocese,
setting apart the Countles of Peterboro,
Haliburton, Northumberland, Dur-
ham, and Victoria as an eastern dio-
cese.

Mr, Pearson’s chief argument {n sup-
port of the resolution was that the
Bishop of Toronto had now a greater
burden to bear than he could stand.

Rev. Principal Sheraton said three
questions were to be considered: (1)
Is this an opportune time for a divi-
sion of the dtocese? (2) Is the proposed
division the best territorially? (3) If
both  these questions be answered In
the affirmative, can the necessary
funds for the conduct of two dioceses
be properly raised?

Rev. B. Dantel of Port Hope opposed
the division for financial reasons and
because the Bishop had not expressed
any desire to be relieved of his bur-
dens.

The Aposties Had Not $40 000 Given Them.

Rev. J. P, Lewis thought the church
would be much strengthened if dioceses
were more frequently divided and the
hew ones built up. As far ag flnances
were concerned, he did not read in the
New Testament that the Apostles were
each furnished with $40,000 when they
started out on their work. 3

Rey A. C. Watt’ of Bondhead said
the present diocese was unfortunately
po large that the Bishop could not
vigit all his people more than once in
three years.

The Bishop corrected the speaker,
saying that he visited nearly every
parish every year.

than in 1881, The acreage for the two
years was 28,687,242 and 21,899,180 res-
pectively. The increased efficiency of
farm implements enables the farmer
of to-day to work a larger quantity of
land than under the old conditions. He
requires less hired help.  He does not
need the gervices of all his boys. The
consequence is that the hired men and
the farmers’ sons -have been drifting
towards the cities, finding profitable
.occupations ag tradesmen or in the
professions. The farmers of the pre-

isent day are producing more crops than

they ever did before. The only ad-
verse condition in the farming industry
in Canada is the low prices of agri-
cultural products. This condition,how-
ever, has no relation whatever to the
National Policy or any other legisla-
ive enactment. The low prices of
faerm produce is a world-wide condi-
tion. The fact that the farmers of
Canada enjoy even moderate prosper-
ity in these years of depression is one
of the strongest arguments in favor of
the National Policy. They are, as a
class, better off than the agriculturists
of England or the United States. Thé
farmers of Canada work under as fa-
vorable conditions as the farmers of
any other country in the world. The
taxes they .pay to the Government
amount to but a mere bagatelle. The
average Canadlan farmer, including
his family, does not contribute more
than $15 or $20 a year to the Dominion
Government. All his machinery Iis
made in Canada and subject to no
duty. Farm implements are as cheap
in Canada as they are in the United
States and cheaper than in most other
countries. He pays no duty.on most
of the necessaries of life. As a rule,
e pays no duty on his clothing, wliich
he can procure in Canada as cheaply
as a similar ‘quality of goods is sold
for in the United States. The Grit cry
that the farmers of Canada have been
ruined by taxation is a fiction pure and
simple. - A farmer and his family can
live in first-class style, enjoying all
the necessaries and many of the luxu-
ries of life, without contributing more
than $10 a year to the Federal ex-
chequer. It is the residents of the city,
especially the men of wealth,who contri-
bute' the bigger part of the national
revenue. The tariff has been purpose-
Jly designed to bear as lightly as pos-
slble on the farmers, mechanics and
artisans of the country.

Uniform  isilis of Exchange.

Mr. Samuel Montagyu, M.P., head of
the banking house of Samuel Montagu
& Co,, submitted on behalf, of the Lon-
don Chamber of Commerce, a resolu-
tion, which was adopted, as follows:

"'x‘hat. in the opinion of this Con~
gress, the laws relating to bills of ex-
change be made uniform in the British
Empire; also that uniformity with the
laws of continental powers should,
wherever practicable, be establishied in-
ternationally.” , s

The Paeific Cable.

The resolution of Mr. Perrauilt of
Montreal, in favor of a cable between
Australia and Canada; and also the es-
tablishment of postal and telegriph
routes between Great Britain and her
colonies and between the colonles
themselves was also adopted, as was
the following resolution of the Mont~
real Chamber of Commerce: PWhereas,
a reduction In postal rates would faci-
litate and increase the commercial re-
Jations of the Mother Country and her
many colonies and possessions; and,
whereas, the local rates of these sev~
eral colonies ‘must necessarily vary
according to their special conditions of
existence, population and transporta~
tion; therefore, resolved, that an Im-~
perial postal union be organized on
the basis of an extension . of the
local rates of each of the several gova-
ernments entering the union to the
postal matter addressed respectively
to the various portions of the Bri-
tish Empire.”

International Arbitration,

Sir John Lubbock, M.P.,-submitted
a resolution in behalf of the London
Chamber of Commerce, in regard to
arbitration for Anternational disputes,
which excited much. interest and a
lengthy discussion: “‘That, in . the
opinion of this congress, the present
gigantic expenditure on military pre-
parations imposes an intolerable bur-
den on national revenues, and an im~
mense adition to human labor; that the
settlement of international differences
by force of arms is barbarous and une
worthy .of civilized nations, and that
differences or disputes arising between
different governments, which can be
adjusted by diplomatic agencies should
as far as possible be referred;to arbi-
tration.” i \

Considerable opposition was mani=
fe toward the opening part of the

 regolution, and it was so amended as

to- read: “That -differences or disputes
arising between different governments,
which cannot be adjusted by diplo-
matic means, should, as far as pos-
sible, be referred to arbitration.”

Mr. Cockshutt of Toronto moved an
amendment to Sir John Lubbock’s re-
solution, favoring arbitration when-
whenever awapds are enforceable. He
criticized the United States regarding
their action in the Behring Sea and
Alabama matters, and contended that
arbitration was useless unless the
awards were enforced.

Mr. Cockshutt’s remarks elicited
loud protests, and the chairman de~
precated his line of argument, Mr.
Cockshutt then apologized and Sir
John Lubbock’s resolution, verbally
modified, was adopted.

Reply Letiers.

The Croydon Chamber of Commerce
submitted the. following, which was
adopted: Resolved, That, in view of
the difficulties correspondents experi-
enced in preparing closed replies to
letters sent to foreign countries and
especially the British colonies and de-
pendencies (a facility which exists in
regard to open posteards and tele-
grams), the Council of the London
Chamber of Commerce be required, on
behalf of this Congress, to communi-
cate with the Imperial and 'colonia)
postal authorities for the purpose of
recommending that the reply letter-
card (used by France and Ceylon for
inland correspondence), be adopted by
the British Imperial postal service, as
a means of facilitating and increasing
intercourse through the British Em-
pire; that the reply letter-card is ap-
plicable to international communica-
tion in the same way as the open re-
ply postcard, and that the recent ob-
jections raised in regard to it can be
met; that at the Postal Union Con-
gress,, to be held at Washington in
1897, the British and colonial postmas-
ters-general be requested to take steps

for the extension of the reply letter-
card to international postage, as an
efficient substitute for the oft-proposea
inland postage stamp, and less open to

the objections raised on the ground

of the financial difficulty involved,

The Congress "also adopted resolu-

tions in favor of the formation of a
Congultative Imperial Council and of
a uniform copyright law throughout
the Empire.

The Congress adjourned at 4 p.m,

The early
deciine to 55%c was easily accounted for
the very bearish Government report 1s-
sued yesterday and part of the rally which
followed was also natural from the fact
that ‘ligquidation showed itself to be aimost
over, but the sudden advance from 57g to
58%c was entirely unaccouuted for, as was
also the immediate break with scarceiy any
trading to B6%c, as well as the subsequent
rally to 57%e, at which the market closed.
Fluctuations last week and also up to to-
day of this week had been more than nor-
mal, but to-day caps the climax and we
feel that  opinions for the immediate fu-
ture are simply wild guesswork and of no
value. We therefore will not attempt to
express one, but we state that eventually
we look for lower prices and believe with
average conditions in the next 60 days it
is such as experience justifies us In expect-
ing that July wheat will sell under ddc.
