Continuing, Lord Salisbury said the
country could now hope confidently that
the promise given by the King that he
would follow in his mother’s steps would
be fully and  abundantly borne out.

Ottawa, Feb. 14.—(Special,)—Auditor-
General McDougall in his annual report to
be presented to the House to-morrow iays
open the difficulties which he has experi-
enced with the present Government in {ry-
ing to make an independent audit for the
Canadian public. Many of his decisions
during the year have been over-mleil by
the Treasury Board, and the Auditor-Gea-
eral publishes a long letter on the subject
which he addressed to Finance Minister
Fielding on July 3 last. In this letter
Mr, McDougall declares that his decisions
have been *“‘over-ruled without considera-
tion.” He proves this by quoting & letter
of the Secretary of the Treasury Board,
dated June 18; then he remarks: “If the
practice heretofore followed by the board
e persisted in, all that & claimant will re-
quire to get what money it may be conve-

RISH WILL FIGHT THE KING

John Redmond Gives Notice That a
Policy of Obstruction is to
Be Pursued.

CHIVALRY HAS RESTRAINED ’THEM,

But <Now, Having a Man to Fight,
it is Proposed to Make All
Possible Trouble.

London, Feb. 14.—Mr. John Redmond, in
the course of an interview in the lobby of
the House of Commbons, &ald : *While the
Peers and Commoners were jostiing each
other to-day, in wvulgar haste to pay
obeisance to Bdward VII., every lrish mem-
ber deliberately abstained from any par-
ticipation in the pageant, which was only
a mockery to our p«ox;le. poverty stricken

and oppressed as they are.

““At the meeting of the Irish National
party to-day it was unanimously decided
that in conskderation of Ireland’s present
condition, deprived of coustitutional free-
dom and overtaxed by Eng.ish rule, against
which we must ever protest, the Irish mem-
bere would take no part in the ceremonies
inaugurating the new reign. The resolu-
tion was unanimous.

“So intense is the fecling amongst us,
that for the first time in 10 years, 80 Irish
members met in & united party In West-
minster to-day. They determined ou a vige
orous campalgn against the new King.
They Intend not only to discuss Irish ques-
tions, but to finterfere in every Britlsh
question which may arise.

“The King's speech gave the first indiea-
tion of what the result of a revival of
the movement in Irecland means. We de-
mand compulsory sale of estates by Irish
iapdlords.

us or not.”

SUGAR BEET TESTS.

Results of the Comtest at New-
market—Prizes Were Distribut-
ed Yesterday Afternoon. z

The high state of fever into which the

residents of Newmarket have been worked

of late recelved a sudden chill yesterday,

at the hands of Mr. J. G. Hamilton, who

had been lmported “from the other side by

the Ontarlo Government, for the ostensible
purpose of enlightening -Canadians on the
manufacture of sugar from home-grown
beets. Whether it was the Intention of
Mr. Hamilton to frighten off local optim-
ists in the matter of the estabilshment of
a factory or not, his very elaborate ideas
of the capital necessary to equip such an
institution sent a cold chill thru the mar-
row of the audience, and his hsby of
the failures ¢hat had attended many of
the American ventures in this direction
put @ damper on the ardor of many of
those present. His advocacy of the ne-
cessity of the employment of an eight or
ten thousand dollar a year expert, if a
factory was put into operation, drew forin
a sigh from some of the North York farm-
ers that competition for that position would
doubtless be barred -to them. Nor were
the remarks of Prof. Shuttleworth calcu-
lated to promote enthusiasm for such an
establishment; on the contrary, his mis-
sion seemed to be to deter such action,
and he advised the strietest caution be-
fore a dollar is invested to promote home
manufacture of this staple product. Whe-
ther the professor's remarks were given
in earnest advice or othérwise seemed to
be a matter of conjecture, and ome in at-
téndance at the meeting afterwards ex-
pressed s opinion to the effect that the
whole thing was a political ruse, and that
the proposed bounty was a prize to be
damgled before the @yes of the North
York electorate for the next election,

County Councillor Lundy was chairman
during the afternoon and presided over an
audience of some 200. 'The chairman, at
least, was taken up with the possibilities
of such a venture as it has been proposed
to establish here, and his researches thru
the varous factorles of the United States
should give faith to his'opinions. The meet-
ing, he sald, was one of the most impont-
ant that had ever been held In ¢he dis-
trict. The beet sugar industry Wwas a
thoro farmers’ one, snd shonld easily find
gympathy from that bedy. He had visited
nine factories in Michigan, as well as in-
terviewing many of the farmers who were
responsible for the supply of raw material,
and he had almost without exception found
everyone well satisfied with the undertak-
ing. The farmers of Camada were used to
handling root crops, and should therefore
make a better success of ¢he sugar beet
than farmers across the line.

Mr. Hamilton was introduced as the
vice-president of the American Beet Sugar
Co. of New York. The speaker disclaimed
any idea of pecuniary benefit to himself
in his opening remarks, and spoke for near-
ly an hour. His first axiom whas that a
factory- was not worth oid iron unless an
ample supply of beéts wag ¢to be had to
keep it in operation. There must be actual
co-partnership between the farmer and the
manafacturer, and contracts for at least
five years must be guaranteed to insure
capitalists taking the tisk of the factory in.
stallation. It was impossible to expect as
high a sugar percentage from beets grown
in Canada as those fron Colorado or Cali-
fornia, owing to the much larger amount
of sunshine in the latter places. The great
trouble with would-be sugar mamufacturers
was ¢hat they would get a .little smatter-
ing of the business, only to make the ven-
ture and end up in bankruptcy. Instances
of the rapid growth of towns due to such
establishments were cited, and the speak-
er stated that farms in the vicinity of suc-
cessful factories in the States were worth
from $300 to $400 an acre. The growth of
beets had proved highly remunerative to
the American farmers, and there was no
speculation, as contracts for the crops were
made before the seed was sown. Mr. Ham.
iiton put the query as to how capltal was
to be obtained to build a factory In New-
market, but falled to eniighten the au-
dbence on the subject to any great ex-
tent,. He dld, however, state that no as-
sistance need be expected from Americans,
when such investments there were induced
by a boumity of two cents a pound on the
output. A small factory could not prove
a success, and he cautioned them against
such an undertaking. In addition to the
beets, lime and water were two necessary
essentials to a successful factory, and of
the latter a moderate-sized institution
would use upwards of 6,000,000 gallons a
day. He counselled application to
Government for a bonus, and if one faec-
tory could be induced to start others would
follow. Questioned as- to the value of the
samples grown in the test here, he said
¢they showed a good percentage of sugar,
with a high purity, and were remarkable
owing to their having been growm by in-
experienced persons.

Professor Shuttleworth stated that his
interest in sugar beet culture had now
identified him with ¢hat industry. The
number of séctions of the province desir-
ous of starting sugar factories were as-
tonishing, and the communications received
at the department were, in some instances,
most amusing. He was desirous of seeing
factories establighed, but he did not wish
to see failures, The promised Govern-
ment ald would lead to a siege by boomers,
but no site for a factory should be de-
cided upon uantil it was positively assured
that it had all the gualifications necessary
to imsure success, To privde sugar -for
the country would take 19 factories, with
daily capacty of 500 tons, and each fac-
tory would have to contract for from 50
to 80 thousands tons of beets. To supply
thes amount it would need 10,000 acres of
suitable land in the wvicinity of the fac-
tory. Newmarket, he thought, without
definitely committing himself, might be
able to fulfil the necessary conditions, The
professor then emtered into the statement
of the contest for which seed had been dis-
tributed last year, and Hon. E. J. Davie
handed out the six cheques to. the suc-
cessful winners, totalling in all §105, which
was given by the Provincial Government.

If the
enemy were allowed to retain any portion
of thelr independence it would involve in-
cessant, - continuous warfare, Unless the
British were masters and conguerors of
these teérritorles, there was no hope of
abiding peace. What the country should
do with the power when obtained: wis an-
other question, But it was perfectly ob-
vious that the first purpose<to which™the
enemy would put aumy powers granted
them would be to accumulate new forces
and pnew arms, to await a fitting occasion
for a new attack, If Great lir‘ltanl slack-
ened her efforts it would be an avowal to
the world that her frontler could be In-
vaded in the most insulting manner and
that the Empire was powerless to effec-
tively resist it.

A Good Suggestion.

“If Lord Kimberley could impose his
opinions on his party generally, it would
be a great advantage to the Empire, as it
wouid dispel the fmpression In South Af-
rica than an Impértant party movement in
their favor existed ln. this country, end it
would help to bring to an end the insane
resistance which was Bringing desolation
and misery to two territories.”

CANADA’S NATIONAL PORT..

The port of Montreal s pow upon Its
tifal. The question for decision is whet-
er the country will be justified in improving |
the harbor and approaches to Montreal, or
whether Montreal shouid be abandoned in
favor of some other Canadian port. Mon-
treal will no doubt make a vigorous fight
to maintain its ascendancy as the national
port of the Dominion, but just at the
present moment the prospects for the by
do not ‘look the brightest. Left to itself
Mentreal is certainly destined to give way
to some more favorably located port. Al.
reddy business has begun to leave Mon-
treal and Is seeking other outlcts. The
Canada Atiantic Rallway has deserted
Montreal in fayor of Quebee. The Grand
Trunk voluntatily prefers Portland to Mon-
treal. If it was merely the lack of termi-
nal facilities at Montreal that prompted
the Grand Trunk to make Portland its sea-
port, how comes it that it didp’t Incregse
the terminal facilities at Montrea]l instead
of at Portland? If the Grand Trunk had
spent in Muntren] harbor the money it has
expended in equipping Portland with ele-
vators and docks, the former port would be
far ahead of Portland in the matter of
termvinal facilities. 8o that as far as the
Grand Trunk is concerpel the preference
for Portland is not the outcome of bitter
harbor facilities at the latter place. 'The
reason assigned for the abandonment of
Montreal by the Canada Atlantic Rallway
was because Quebec was a deep whater
herbor, - capable of receiving the largest
steamships afloat, hereas Montreal could
pot accommodate the huge vessels that
are pecessary for the economical convey-
ance of freight to Kurope. In addition to
this there i3 the further disadvantage that
the approach to Montrenl is slow, danger-
ous and expvnaivo. The vital objections
to Montreal as a seaport are its lack of
deep water and Its 'dnngerons approach.
The question the country is eilled upon
to decide is whether it is economically pos-
sible to improve the approach to Montreal
and the harbor jtself, so that it can com-
pete with the deep water ports of the At-
lantie, or whether our efforts should be
centred on Quebee, or some other deep
water harbor, as the nattonal port. We
notice that the Minister ofg I'nblic Works
is prfvcooding on the ass::’lon that Mon-
treal harbor can be improved so as to meet
all the pequirementis of a modern seapurt.
He has just been making a visit to New
York, where he has inspected the mammoth
dredges that are deepening the enirance to
New York harbor. He thinks if these
monsters were put to work in the 8t. Law-
rence channel the work of converting Mon-
treal into an up-to-date port con'd be con-
summated in three years. 7The depth he
has in view is twenty-nine feet, and the |
width of the channel four hnndred and
fifty feet. "The dredging of suca a chan-
nel w}ll be very expensive, and when the
job is,finished we Will only have a twenty-
nine foot wuaterway. This may fill the bili
for the presént, but in the near future we
will have vessels drawing thirty-five feet
and more. In considering this question we
must look to the future eveh m:re than
the present. It would be foolish for the
country to spend millions in making a
twenty-nine foot waterway to Montreal and |
then find out that the port was as far be-
hind in the race as ever. As against Mon-
treal, with its manifest imperfections, we
have Quebec, a perfect mnatural narbor,
capable of accommeodating the largest ves-
scls afloat. As far as the country at large
is concerned, there is no reason why Mon-
treal should be preferred to Quebee, or vice |
versa, It is simply a question of the ex-
pense involved, and of economy in the dis-
tribution of freight. At the present time
conditions point towards Quebec as Can-
ada’s national port. Before any large sum
is spent in deepening the channel between
Quebeec and Montreal, the latter city will
hayve to make out a clear case justifying
the outlay. There is nothing. in eyidence ag
yet to justify the Government in proceed-
ing with the expensive work which Hon,
Mr, Tarte thinke should be undertaken at
once. Let the whole question be threshed
out before the country Is committed to
the great expense Involved in making a
twenty-nine foot waterway to Montreal,

money has gone into the deyelopment of
some of Capada’s vast store of natdral
riches.  We congratulate the Dominion
upon hiving some small parts of her latent
wealth developed at last; but we wish—
and we are sure that Canadians wish too
—~that the fertilizing capital had come
from the Mother Country rather than from
the United States, Are English eapitalists
going fo let the opportunity slip, and only
awanken to Capada’s posgibilities when the
best places have been occupled by Ameri-
cans? The Dominion Government give
handsome bounties to local iron and steel
makers, and it is an American syndicate
which i1s taking advantage of them, The
unique nickel deposits at Sudbury are &T-
most entively controlled by Americans,
who, tho trading under the nam& of the
Cenadian Copper Company, hail from Ohio,
It is a Philadelphia company which Is
about to build the railway to James Bay,
and smelt irop and nickel and make pulp
apd paper in that region.

Opening of Conference Called to Take
Steps to Check Ravages of
Dread Disease.

GOVERNOR-GENERAL PRESIDES

And Eminent Phnm.-p‘lhio the
Adoption of Organized Methods
to L the Spread

Ottaws, Feb. 14.—(Bpeeial)—~Over 8 hund-
red medical mem and others attended the
tuberculosis conference summoned by the
Governor-General, which opeped here this
morning. The object for which it was cal's
ed is to establish on a permanent basis
the Canadian Association for the Preven-
tion of Tuberculosis. and fo adopt measures
pest caiculated to promete the aims of
such an organization.

Itis Execellency was in the chalr, and
seated on the platform were: Hom, Dr.
Borden, Sir William Hingston, Dr. Roa-
dick, M.P., Hop, Bydney Wisher, Consul-
Genera) Shimizu and Sir James Grant.

Lord Minto’s Address.

After an address of welcome by the
Mayor, the Governor-Genersaf, afier ex-
iressing the pleasure he felt at seeing such
a large gathering, said in part :

“I hope the expert informstion you will
bring to bear at these @discussions may not
mmwopuummmmw
of the dread {isease which besets them,
but will encourage the public to mnite in
one body to try and repel its ravages. As
yet, perhaps, we have no very correct data
to go upon as regards actual loss of lite,
but we do know, at least we think we
know, that the early settlers on this con-
tinent ‘were a very healthy race. We are
very proud of the health-giving Dominfon
of Canada, and stlll we know that this hor-
rible disease is steadily increasing. 1
have had certain statistics given to me,
which, without going into great detail, are,
I think, of great intevest. Ten years ago
the annual deaths from cousumption in On-
tario numbered 2400. 1In 1809 they had
gone up to 8405, Of course, you must &l-
low for am increase of the population, but
even allowing for this it is a very consid-
erable increase. Irom 1887 to 1808 fhe
tctal deaths from consumpiive causes were
31,609, while the estimate for the
Dominion' is now between 7000 apd 8000
deaths a year. In the period from 1887
to 1808 the deaths from smallpox were only
21, The small mortality from smallpox is
very encouraging, as showing what can be
done by preventive measures,””

Appalling Record of Deaths.

8ir James Grant told of the advances
that had been made In the 'last few years
in medical science, and explained that this
was the 20th year of the discovery of the
tuberculosis germ... In Canada the death
rate, he said, was estimated_at between
7000 and 8000 and in the United States at
150,000. In Eurdpe also the deaths from
tuberculosis were appalling. Such re-
cords must touch the, sensibilities of all,
and they were present to see what could

be done under such trying circumstances.
" To Check its Ravages/
Sir William Hingston moved :
“Whereas, In view of the general
prevalenee of tubercmlosis in Canada,
and of the high mortality caused by
the disease, in wview of its communi-
cability and of the constant and con-
tinued dangers camsed by its ehrcale
and *wsually prolonged course, during
which a patient may infect not only
one house, but many plac¢es of tem-
porary or permanent abode, and es-
pecially in view of scientific facts
showing the curability as well as'the
mederately contagious character of the
disease, in its early stages; resolvedl,
that In the opinion of this conferenece
it is the duty of every Government,
munieipality and Iindividual citizen  to
adopt organized methods for lesseufng
the spread of a disease which is caus-
ing, directly or indirectly, probabiy one-

:mh of the total deaths in the Domin-

on.”’

Consumptipn Not Hereditary.

In speaking to the rvesolution, Sir Wil
liam said that men could not transmit con-
stmption to offspring, and it is a rare case
where a mother does so, It was not a
hereditary disease he wae thankful, be-
cayse If it were they might simply;fold
their arms and sit down and die. The
speaker also said that the disease was
not confined to the lungs, but affected the
kidneys, liver, bones and joints.

Sir Willlam condemned #trongly women’s
long, trailing skirts. He sajd they were
agents for carrying the disease. Consump-
tion, in its early stage, he added, was cur.
able, and was also preventable, Plenty
of fresh air and sunlight would kill the
discase., A change of climite was not 0
iseportant, and there was no reason why
people in the advanced stages of tubercu-
losis should be sent south, away from all
hcme eomforts,

. Danger Lurks in Skirts.

Madrid, Feb, 14.—In the chapel of the

Family and all the aristocracy and offi-
claldom of Spain, Dopa Maria De Las
Mercedes De Bourbon y Hapsburg, Pria-
cess of Austria, was to-day wedded to
Prince Charles of Bourbon.

The weather was perfect, the streets
were upusually full, and crowds gathered
in the vicinity of the palace to witness
the arrivals,

The city is absolutely dalm, but thére
are no decorations, and no flags nor bunt-
ing are displayed, except on officlal build-
ings, The people are attired in festiyal
dress,

The civil authorities have resigned their
powers to the military, and cavalry regi-
ments have replaced - the divic guards
and are patrolling vhe streets,

The Bride’s Party.

At 10,30 o’clock there assemoled in the
private apartments of Queen Regent Maria
Cihristina  those torming the briude’s party,
cousisting of her wmother, the Queen Re-
gent; her brother, the boy hiung Alfouso
XII1L; her sister, the Infanta Maria Ter-
c¢sa; her aunts, the Infantas lsabella and
Eulalia; her uncle, Archduke Kugen of
Austria; her grandmother, Archduchess
EKlzabeth, with all the high retaimers of
the court, ladies-in-waiting, grandees of
Spalin and gentlemen-in-waiting.

The Bridegroom’s Party.

At the same hour, in like manner, there

gathered in the apartments of the Infanta

Countess of Caserta; the - Duke
Duchess of Calabria; his sisters, Dona
Maria lmmaculata, Dona Maria Pia and
Dona’ Maria Josephine; and their train
ladies and gemtlemen.

Proceeded to the Chapel.

The Dridegroom’s party emerged first,and
proceeded along , the winding, massive
granite corridors to the chapel, being
immediately followéd by the bride's cor-
tege from teh Queen Regent’s apartments.
Their places were respectively to the right
and the left,. but in front of the altar
the: bride and bridegroom stopped at the
steps leading to the altar, and there kneel-
ed, thus remaining thruout tbe mass,
which was said by Cardinal Sancha, Arch-
bishop of Moledo, Primateof Spain. Assist-
ing him were Cardinal Casdjares, Arch-
bishop of Valladolid; Cardinal Horrers,
Archbishop of Sandago de Compostels, and
Cardinal Casana,Bishop of Barcelona, Also
atiending were the Bishop of Madrid, the
Bishop Chaplaln of the Place de Sion and
several other prelates, church dignitaiies
and cardinals; whose places were within
what might be termed the Presbytery. The
mass celebrated was the low mass, tfere
being no singing, tho the organ performced
solemn sacred weselections, fncluding one
written for the occasion by Zubicurre,

The Spanish Custom.

As the bride and bridegroom knelt upon

The Mayor: In the act our comnstruction
s that we have a right to prohibit the
erection of poles. But the courts have
presumed that poles that have been erect-
ed, and that have stood for some time,
without objection being raised, have been
placed there with the city’s permission,
and have decided accordingly. Therefore,
it is advisable to give notice so as to save
that construction of the law, to it being
implied that we gave consent to the erec-
tion of poles, . I think it desirable for the
City Engineer to make a plan, ‘showing all
the existing poles, so that it would be clear
what poles had been erected sin the
motice had been sent out to the company. If
this were done, I think it would preveunt

costly injunction proceedings,
The recommendation in the Corporation
Counsel's letter will be acted upon.
The Mayor’s Suggestion.
Before dismissing the subject, the Mayor
made a practical suggestion that met with

| approval. He thought that it would be a

good idea to call a conference of all the
municipalities of Ontario for the purpose
of discussing and taking steps to protect
themselves against railway companies and
other powerful influences.
