LINE OF SUBSIDIZED STEAMERS

This Scheme Meets With the Appro-
bation of Sir Wilfrid—No Special
Plan Laid Down.

Ottawa, May 6.—In the House to-
night, on the votes of $8000 for the
Premier's expenses at the coronation,
and $12,000 for the Ministers, Dr.
Sproule asked the nature and gcope of
ghe conference.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier replied that there
would be a conference of the self-gov-
erning colonies after .the coronation.
There would also be a conference be-
tween Canada, Australia and New Zea-
land, at which the Dominion would be
represented by Hon. Messrs. Fielding,
Mulock and Paterson. In view of the
tariff of these countries and their re-
quirements, he believed there was a
hopeful field for Canadian exports in
thege countries. He hbelieved the
most promising means of develop-
ing trade with them was by the es-
teblishment of a line of subsidized
steamers, calling at South Africa,

The Premier had great hopes of trade

with South Africa when peace was re-
stored, which he believed was not very
dar off. - No special lines had been
laid down in regard to the colonial con-
ference. Suggestions would be given
and received, the only object in view
being the development of trade by
means of mutual tariff references and
subsidized steamship lines.

Replying .to Dr. Sproule, the Premier
said he had not changed his mind in
regard to his unwillingness to discuss
a general scheme of Imperial defence.

Mr. Brock thought that a more im-
portant matter was our own domestic
trade. He wanted to know how we
cc_vuld expect to be large exporters of
manufactured goods to the Antipodes
when we had not the control of our
own home market.

Mr. Brock's high protective policy were
carried out, Sir Wilfrid wanted to know
how any scheme of preference, even
with England, could be worked.

SIR MACKENZIE BANQUETIED

Sir Wilfrid’s Sacrifice of Canadian
Interests is Exposed.

Ottawa, May 6.—The veteran states-
man, Sir Mackenzie Bowell, was ban-
queted to-night in the Senate Res-
taurant by the Conservative Senators,
with Sir John Carling in the chair.

Strong, Half Infantry

Ottawa, May 6.—From a hint drep-
ped by the opposition whip when the
‘House rose at 1 o'clock, it was expect-
ed that the military members would
have a field day of it during the after-
noon on the vote of $30,000 for the cor-
onation contingent.

The word “Garage” is. as one would
supposge, a French word. It was in
Paris that the automobile craze was
born;, and the ‘“Garage’” there soon
found its raison d'etre.

bottom of the cliff. On her knee there
|is resting an open book, which she i3

inot reading, but instead is gazing for-|
ever with a steadfast, unchanging|
look down the beautiful valley .of the
Hunter. From where the feet of the
stone woman rest among the tower-|
ing trees that grow round the base of
Salisbury Crag to the summit of her
head must be about H00 feet, so that,|
if she were to stand up straight sore
day, she would be about 800 feet high. |
1f the proper point of view be chosen,
‘the pose of the figuure is perfect in its|
magnificent simplicity.

‘At Wingen also is to be seen the only!
burning mountain to be found in Aus-,
| tralia, and the only one not of volcanic|
origin known. The summit is 1820 feet
| above sea level, and it is easily reach-
ed from the township. It is supposed;
to be an immense coal seam, which
has, in some unaccountable way, be-
come ignited, and has been burning
i ever since.  When first discovered, dur-
|ing the early days of settlement, the
| aboriginals of the district explained, in|
| their own rude fashion, that the moun-|
| tain had been burnirg in the days of
i their forefathers, that as far as they
could remember there had always heen
the big smoke. The courze of the fire
|can be traced a considerable distance

rary at Osgoode Hall, and last, and not
least, the social character developed in
students in common intercourse dur-
ing the better part of three years.
The, standard of the legal profeszion
in Ontario has been raised as a result
of the establishment of such a school.
This is apparent to the casual visitor
to the law courts, as well as to the
litigants themselves. In the old days,
he was indeed the presumptuous young
lawyer who undertook to steer his
client’s cause thru all the courts un-
aided; in fact, it was such a rare oc-
currence as to call forth surprise from
both bench and bar. Now it is a
common thing to see youths not yet
turned the age of 30 arguing with
full confidence and mature knowledge
an intricate case before appellate
courts. A much greater store of legal
lore is now exacted from the studeat
than was the case formerly. Exam-
inations are yearly calling for wider
knowledge of the law’s principles and
applications.
