1919,

Sergeant of Detettives Murray re-
celved information Saturday afternoon
that Galluci was wanted for the shoot-
ing"of a man in Chicago, and that he
was living on Richmond street. Leyitt
and Mitchell. were sent to the house,
and entering, they walked into the
front room and found Galluci lying
asleep in bed. When Galluci awakened
he found the detectives fastening the
handcuffs aroupd his wrists,

Galluci was taken to headquarters,
and when questioned, admitted that he
had lived in Chicago. The Chicago
police were telegraphed, and word was
received at headquarters yesterday to
hold Galluci on a charge of murder.

The prisoner refused to discuss the
case, but 'declared he would waive ex-
tradition and return to Chicago for
trial.

Jealousy Alleged Motive.

According to information received in
Toronto, Galluci and his wife lived at
1324 Gilphin place, Chicago. On the
night of the alleged shooting, Galluci
and his wife were attending a party
in a house at No. 1324 Gilphin place.
Galluci is said to have been jealous
of his wife, and shot Yanardo three
times with a revolver, the _bullets
lodging in his stomach, causing in-
stant death,

QGalluci and his wife fled to Torogto
and lived for some time at Port Credit.
Three months ago they rented a room
at the Richmond street house. Galluci
was recently released from the hospi-
tal, where he underwent an operation
for appendicitis.

He will be held in custody pending
the arrival of a detective from Chicago
‘to take him back for trial.

The Freiheit, Socialist organ. coma=
pletely disowns the elements respons-
ible for the communist revolts at Vel
bert, Cothen and other points, and re=
fers to them as the doings of “a dis-
organized lot of mad adventurers and
sensation-seeking literateurs,” and se-
verely censures communist leaders
who tolerate such outbreaks. It
charges that they serve the ends of
the German reaoctionaries and inciden-
tally strengthen French military am-
bitions, which “thereby find a needed
pretext to invade the Ruhr region.”

Cothen soviet rule was short lived.
Its chief instigator, a school teacher
named Berg, who came from Sasr-
brucken six months ago, and also the
few men who staged it. promptly fled
when they learned that the expected
communist plots had faild to material-
ize in Lelpsiz, Halle, Madgeburg and
other places,

In the Ruhr district the- sporadic
communist outbreaks lasted barely 24
hours. Communist uprisings at Blber-
feld, Barmen and Remscheid were
promptly suppressed. At none of these
places did the Independent Soclalists
identify themselves with the Red riote
ers. ¢

MAKES PLEA FOR
NEW CONSCIENCE

Dr. Ribourg Sees Need in
Business and the Parlia-
ments of Nations.

Rev. Dr. Ribourg, preaching at St.
Alban’s Cathedral Sunday evening, on
“Spiritual Blindness,” said, in part:

“There is within us an organ to
perceive the spiritual things, as there
is in the body an organ to perceive the
materia]l things, and that organ is call-

ed consciente. Consciente is the organ |,

that stands between the intelligence
of man and the world of physical na-
ture, and brings the two together. But
as there is a physical blindness, so
there is a spiritual blindness, and of
the two the latter is the more lament-
able. : .

“The conscience of a community, of
a nation, may be developed and be
made to give the right verdict as the
individual conscience. When we speak
of the public conscience, we mean that
a group of people in the community,.or
in the nation, are awakened as if with

one sentiment, to some abuse or wrong |

affecting the  common welfare. Thgse
people act as the biologists tell us, like
the white corpuscles in the blood.
which rush to meet a disease Or repair
a wound. Thus a new public con-
science gains headway agdaimst socia_ﬂ
injustice and unscrupulousness'in busi-
ness transactions. Thus a public or
social ‘conscience is stirred over the
economic wrongs which mar our soO-
called Christian civilization. ;

“In order to give the right note, this
public or social conscience, as in the
individual conscience, must be in tune
with God, and must be guided by GQd's
laws. When we say that we believe
in the divine right of conscience, wWe
mean a conscience which has its origin
in God, and whose sanctions are not
man ordained in any sense whatever,
but spring from that eternal will,
lwhich is over all things. the first and
ast.

“Our first duty as Christian people
in these anxious days is to give man-
kind a new conscience, a conscience
guided by the light of the Gospel. We
need a new public conscience in the

realms of business, of politics, in the

parliaments of nations, and, come
what may in our individual lives or in
our corporate lives as a people we
shall be able to face all the issues of
life without fear, guided by the light

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BELL COW MILKED
BY U. S. INTERESTS?

Charge Made That Excessive
Prices Are Paid for
Equipment.

James R. Roaf, barrister, of 95 East
King street, has written the railway
commission, taking a strong stand
against the application of the Bell
Telephone. Company for power to in-
crease its rates.

Mr, Roaf says he understands that
when the Bell Telephone Company of
Canada was incorporated, 80 per. cent.
_of the stock was issued to parties in
the United States, in consideration of
patents which wer¢ 1nvalid to the
knowledge of the vendors, that the
board of directors in Canada at that
time were really under the control
and the nomineess of these United
$tates vendors, and the Canadian com-
pany was only a subsidiary to such
vendors. Mr. Roaf continues:

“It is, I think, material to know if
these United States vendors still con-
trol the company, making it a branch
of a United States institution that
gives orders to have the rates raised
in Canada for the benefit of these
United States vendors, and only inci-
dentally for a minority that may have
invested in Canada.

“These United States vendors also
controlled a manufacturing company
or companies in the United States
making telephones and electrical ap-
pliances, and the Canadian company
had to buy from these United States
manufacturers at prices fixed by the
United States vendors.  For example,
one appliance could be supplied in
Canada fgr $15,000, yet $50,000 had to
be paid to the United States manufac-
turing corporation, and in the ac-
counts it would appear as if $50,000
had been expended on'this plant, while
ithe real value was under $15,000, so
that an investigation should not be
made only of the entry in the books,
but it would cover the relation and
ownership of the parties s'{:pplymg the
appliances or material.”

Check on Calls.

Mr. Roaf contends that the company
should be compelled to carry out its
contracts, asserting that the company
disregarded its contracts when the last
increase in rates was granted, making
persons who had such contraets pay
the higher rate. He suggests also that
if the company is allowed to make a
call charge, that it be compelled to
give full information as to the ecalls’
s0 that subscribers cannot be charged
for calls when ne service is actually
rendered- Mr. Roaf says he has had
48 many as ten miscalls in a day, and
an average of maqre than five miscalls
daily, so that on 25 working days in a
month the monthly charge would equal
the miscalls. He believes it can be
shown that the proposed increase is
not required to give a fair return on
the capita] invested.

There's a very suspicious account of

how certain “platinum pirates” who
stole a lot of this most valuable metal
from certain plants in the States, have
been “trapped by chemistry’”—more or
less by the ' United States Bureau of
Standards. The story is in last week’s
Literary Digest, You'd almost think
the long and exact account of “the
trapping’’ of the thieves was printed
in that paper “for some special reason.
Read this paragraphi
“"Chemical analysis indicated that
the seized supply had come neither
from the New Jersey plant nor
from the laboratory of the bureau
of standards. The™ government
agents did not believe the story
that they had obtainéd the metal
by placer-mining about one hun-
dred miles north of Parry Sound,
‘Ontario, because there had never
been any of it found there and the
whole annual output of platinum
from Canada.does not exceed 25
troy ounces.”

Does The Literary Digest want to
convey to the people of Canada that
“the whole annual output of platinum
from Canada.does not exceed 25 troy
ounces”? Does the United States Bur-
eau of Standards wish to convey that
same idea? Or is the nickel trust (In-
ternational and Mond Companies) who
work the Sudbury nickel mines in On-
tario, wish to convey the same mis-
leading statement,

_ The Drury government, who are
about to investigate the facts of the

products of Sudbury nickel ores. had

better ask these two companies who
have refused to disclose their output
of precious metals, if this statement
is true? 'The Mond Company some
months ago. in floating out new secur-
ities in the London market, told—but
not in detail—of their big output of
platinum and other precious metals,
And the two departments of mines,
one at Ottawa, the other at Toronto,
.have been forced by the long campaign
of The World to at last begin- to ex-
press their suspicion that a very valu-
able amount of platinum has been
taken .out of the nidkel ore from the
Sudbury mines. .

By therby, when is the Drury gov-
ernment going to look into the nickel
output of Ontario? Surely the Far-
mers’ government is not going to pur-
sue the policy of its predecessors?

The United States to Russia and
Poland.

President Wilson is coming back to
form and the recent state paper, ad-
dressed to Italy, but, in fact, to all the
‘world. is a model document. Thru
the secretary of state Russia ji§ told
that the United States refuses and
will refuse to recognize the soviet
government of Russia, because of its
repeated declarations .that it favors
the soread of anarchy and relies on
anarchy to upset the existing govern-
ments: of Europe: also he tells the
‘ Poles that. while the United States
believes in the establishment of a free
Poland. the new state must not in-
vade territory outside of the boun-
daries assigned to it by the treaty of
Versailles.

The United States has sold to Po-
land ox credit millions and millions of
dollars of military stores that she had
in Europe for the late war, and is will-
ing to back her up in other ways to
achieve independence, but she will not
stand for any evasion of the treaty of
peace, or the expressed orders of the
league of natjons.

It will be found . that the recent
change jn the fortunes of Poland has
teen brought about largely by aid and

~advice from the United States.

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SCARBORO STRONG
FOR RADIAL PLANS

Citizens, at
&

Picnic, Show
Their Disapproval of
Council’s Attitude.

After listening to speeches by many
orators in support of Hydro, and es-
pecially of. its radlal policy, the large
gathering assembled at Stop 17, King-
ston road, on Saturday afternoon and
evening, unanimously agreed to a res-
olution favoring the Hydro movement.
endorsed its policy in regard to Hydro
radials and passed a vote of confidence
in 8ir Adam Beck and his lieutenants
for the masterly results achieved by
the Hydro Commission during its
twelve years of progress.

The gathering was a great success
both’as a picnic and also as a demon-
stration of popular disapproval of the
township council’s attitude towards
the Toronto and Bowmanville radial
scheme. Pro-Hydro speakers were giv-
en a very cordial welcome By the large
crowd, who showed a disposition to get
at the bottom of the obstruction that
has been placed in the way of radial
plans.

Of the eight musiclpa.lities concern-
ed in the building of the 'Toronto &
Eastern Radial, all of whom approved
the radial proposition by large major-
ity votes of the ratepayers, only two
have refused to give effect to this
vote, The ratepayers voted to issue
debentures to cover the cost of con-
struction, but their debentures were
only to be used as collateral, and the
actual financing was to be done by the
sale of Hydro-Elegtric bonds, guaran-
teed by the provincial government.
The government has neglected so far
to .guarantee the Hydro bonds, and
Searboro Township council. after lang
delay, finally passed their debenture
bylaw with a modification that ren-
dered it practically valueless. This
string was a clause providing that the
debentures could be issued only after
the province had guaranteed the town-
ship against loss,

This juggling with the bylaw is part
of the cause of the holding up of the
radial plans, and the great majority
of residents are in open opposition to
the obstruction, as shown by the big
gathering today.

Reeve Stewart's Attitude.

Reeve Stéwart ofl Scarboro Town-
ship made an important pronounce-
ment in that he was, as he always had
been, favorable to Hydro. Controller
Maguire and other speakers suggested
that the reeve had been listening to
some adverse advice, and while the
reeve did not in so many words deny
the soft impeachment. it was evident
that his attitude was sincere. He is a
Hydro man. In this attitude he was
backed up without one dissenting
voice, when the motion was put to the
large gathering that Hydro was what
was wanted, not only in Scarboro, but
in other townships and districts of
Ontario. Much cheering was indulged
in when the point, which perhaps 1s
ofttimes lost sight of. that '.l-IYtlr;)t
means power and service at cost be .
large, or be it small. It was th.gus
home to the audience that the Hy !‘1(3

His position was that the provincia
government had to guarantee the
bonds of the municipalities. He cor}-
sidered the Hydro radials would prove
as good a blessing tO the township as
the Hydro-Electric had been. He
wanted to have the interests of the
people protected, and suggested that
his Scotch canniness, which actuated
so many of the ratepayers ir} Scarboro,
was responsible for the “string” in the
amendment -to the bylaw.

At the conclusion of the day’'s pro-
ceedings, Reeve Stewart said: “The
council :has done everything to have
Hydro developed in this district. It is
unfortunate that the T.E.L. had to be
asked to supply the electrical energy
wanted in connection with the water

“Even if_ this new royal commission
should make a report to the govern-
ment, the government will ve no far-
ther aaad as the governmeni, in eny
case. must determine its owna policy.”

“The question is,” said the speaker,

al commission and for which the new
roval commission will not in any way
be responsible to the people? Or «re
we prepared {o support the finding.ﬂf
the Hydro-Electric Power Commis-
gion?” asked the speaker, who added
that their success in the operation of
Hyvdro-Eléctric energy .over ine Dpast
twelve years spoke for itself.

Avoid Windy Days.

“To me it seems ridiculous,” ssid
the speaker. “that the gowernment
should allow a royal commission to
define the government’'s policy, and
yet every day we find some members
of the government throwing mua at
Hydro radials.”

Mayor MacBride also referred to the
speech made by Hon. Mr. Nixon at
Caledonia last Thursday, when he told
an audience that the government had
information which made them afraid
of radials. “If the government has any
such information, the public is entitl-
ed to it from the government, apart
from any fly-by-night secret commit-
tee which met at the Kijng Edward
Hotel,” declared the speakér. He then
said that if the goverpment had any
such information, a cabinet minister
would talk less, adding, ‘“they should
remember Hicks on a windy day.”

Controller Maguire opened his ad-
dress wjth a comment on the speech
of Hon. Mr, Nixon at Caledonia, and
stated that he was firmly convinced
that the government was out to kill
Hydro radials.

The controller said that the people
of this province never had a more
serious fight on their hands than they
had today. Their fight was to beat the
big interests, and it could ‘only be
done by everyone co-operating to
achieve the results that would mean
so much to the public at large.

“It is a question whether the C.P.R.
would be hurt by the radials, and the
sooner the people of this province
realize that the corporate interests
have had their -day the better.
(Cheers.) The reeve is all right, but
he has been listening to bad advice,”
concluded the alderman.

HYDRO USERS

ROM time to time statements as to the power
shortage have been made by the Hydro Com--
mission. which have received wide publicity in

the Press, and it was thought that the situation was
generally realized.

A large number of applications, however, con-
tinue to be received by the Toronto Hydro-Electric
System, both from existing consumers for extensions
of their plants, and from others who have equipped
or wish to equip their premises for Hydro service.
Existing consumers’ demands in many instances also
show considerable increases, all of which seems to
indicate, that the position is not fully understood.

The Commissioners, therefore,ywish to make it
clear that the quantity of electrical énergy which they
are able to obtain from the Hydro-Electric Power
Commission of Ontario (who supply the Toronto
System and others in the province) is strictly limited,
and until more power is available from this source,
they are unable to supply additional demands. In fact
with the allotment of power at present a\fallable, the
supply to consumers is likely to be considerably re-
stricted during the winter months, particularly so in
case of break-down or ice troubles.

SUGAR MUST TAKE
SLUMP IN CANADA

Dealers Say Restrictions on
Imports Must Be
Removed.

From Sunday World.

If refined sugar continues to slump
in the sStates, there is likely to be a
corresponding decrease in Canada, The
World is informed by dealers, altho
the representatives in Toronto of the
big refiners declare the present prices
will hold for six weeks yet, or prac-
tically to the end of the preserving
season.

Reports from the States show daily
drops in the sugar market for both
raw and refined. Within the past
week, prices.in New York have drop-
ped from 23c, 24c and 25c a pound to
16c, 17¢ and 18¢c, and much lower
prices are predicted for the immediate
future. In Toronto the best grades
are being wholesaled. at $24.21 per
cwt.,, and retailed from 25c to 27c a
pound. The Canadian duty on granu-
lated sugar from the States is $1.93
per cwt. for average grades, and up
to $2.09 per cwt. for the gest grades,
The only sticker is a customs regula-
| tion requiring the taking out of a
license to import. Of all the war
measure restrictions ‘on imports, the
cnly ones remaining on foods concern
wheat and sugar.

Restrictions on Imports.

Says cusfoms memorandum,
October 20, 1919:

“Individual licenses, for which ap-
plication shall be addressed to the
Canadian trade commission, Ottawa,
shall be required for the importation
of sugar, raw and refined.”

Mr. W. G. Lambe, Toronto represen-
tative of the St. Lawrence Sugar Re-
fining Company, told The World yes-
terday that prices could not be re-
duced at present because the refiners
are still working on raw stocks, pur-
chased six months ago at high prices,
and the board of commerce-after full
investigation had permitted the re-
finers to charge the present prices.
He felt that the public would not deny
the refiners the right to make a fair
profit.

In the States the price of raw sugar
has dropped from 22 cents to 11 cents
in two months and the slump is be-
ing immediately reflected in the retail
prices. Mr, Lambe ;was asked for his
views on this. He explained that the
United States refiners had adopted a
hand to mouth policy, or bought raw
stock only as they needed it, with the
result that they had no costly stock
now to work off. Mr. Lambe, however,
pointed out that for a long time sugar
was selling in Canada about 10 cents
a pound lower than in the States and
now that the situation was reversed
it should be accepted.

At present no refined sugar is being
imported into Canada from the States,
but a Front street dealer said to The
World on Saturday: “If the price in
the States drops to 15 cents a pound,
as is predicted, the price in Canada
should go to at least 18 cents, duty
and freight included, and it will be
up to Ottawa to remove all restric-
tions against importations.”

TRAFFIC IN BOOZE
STRONGLY FOUGHT

Canadian Customs Officials
Are Enriching Provincigl
Treasury Considerably.

From Sunday World Special.
Ottawa, Aug. 21.—Activity by the

customs department has been the
greatest deterent to whiskey running
from Ontario to the United States.
For the past five months only federal
officials have seized eight automo-
biles, nine rowboats and motorboats,

one tug and one vessel, and confis-
cated the cargoes of whiskey, handing
them over to the provincial authorities
and imposing heavy penalties.

. The automobiles were owned in the
United States and have either been
forfeited to the crown or released
conditionally on exportation upon pay-
ment of penalties.

The value of these automobiles is
approximately. $11,400, and, penalties
recovered, about $5000.

The rowboats and motorboats, also
owned in the United States, were val-
ued at $660, and penalties of $600 re-
covered.

The tug is valued at $1200, but the
case has not yét been decided. The
vessel was released on deposit of a
penalty of $400.

In three cases, parties have been
charged with exporting liquor with-
out report, no goods or conveyance
being available for seizure. Penal-
ties of $600 were imposed.

° Any liquor found in these convey-
ances are either dealt with directly
by provincial officers or forfeited.

In connection with the seizure of
the vessel referred to, about 1,000
cases of liquor passed into the hands
of provincial officers. In the row
boat recently seized at Amherstburg
32 cases of liquor,K were recovered and
delivered to provincial authorities, and
from an automobile seized at Fort
[Franceg three cases and one hundred
and fifty-six bottles of liquor were
recovered.

The officers of the R. C. M. Police
have been always ready and willing
to render valuable service in the sup-
pressi of this traffic. In the past
the ole federal preventive forces
have done everything possible to pre-
vent whiskey-running, and their
work has turned over to the provin-
cial authorities liquor to the value of
many thousandg of dollars.
