PARITS, Aug. 26—The peace conference
is co!nmam}ing increased interest, the
newspapers displaying pessimistic views,
coupled with a tinge of hope that Presid-
ent Roosevelt's roll of champion of peace
may save the day. The special despatches
from St. Petersburg furnish dark com-
ments anhd are in harmony with the de-
spatches from Portsmouth to the French
newspapers, among which is one giving
an interview with* M. Witte.. The Rus-
sian envoy is quoted as eaying:—

“There has been mo change in the situa-
tion since yesterday. President Roosevelt
is actually in direct commumnication . with
Peterhof. I have mot rveceived fresh 'in-
structions and believe - that another ad-
journment is probable. ” It is thought
here that Emperor Nicholas will send his
reply to President Roosevelt direct. The
indemnity figure as given here is placed at
something over $600,000,000. Mr. de Mar-
tins ia quoted in an interview as compar-
ing the present situation at Portemouth
with the darkness of might.

As a result of a conference between Dr.
J. W. Robertson and Premier Peters, and
the members of his executive, important im-
provements are to be made in Prince of
Wales College. This institution, one of the
oldest in the Island, is affiliated with Dal-
bousie, and her highest diplomas will ad-
mit the student into the second year of arts
at McGill without an examination. It is
at this college that teachers take the course
on which their license is granted. Hereto-
fore, however, the college has not béen able
to give the necessary time essential to the
proper training of teachers, who have been
obliged to receive their development in the
schools, too frequently, at the expense of
the raw material. The only practice they have
had in the college was with the pupils . of two
Tooms in the model school connected with
the institution. The number of students in
attendance during one term is too large to
enabie them to get much practice’ in the
two rooms. According to the proposed
changes three more rooms will be added
where teachers in training will have more
opportunity for practice. Additional ac-
commodation and equipment for nature
study work and household science will also
be provided in order that they may be in-
cluded in the courses of training and instruc-
tion, in addition to the courses already pro-
vided for in the existing building. The ex-
amination hall, which will also be avail-
able for a g?rmnasium. will be enlarged, and
the ventilation and heating of the whole
building will be improved. The cost of
these changes which is estimated at $20,000,
will be met by Sir Willlam C. MacDonald,
on condition that the government agrees

to maintain the enlarged collegs with the |

His favorite dog was badly burned a few
days ago in a brush fire, and since his
neighbors refused to shoot the dog for
him and end the amimal’s .sufferings, it
is supposed that he undertook the job
himself, and when reloading’ the gun,
which was a double barreled muzzle load-
er, it was accidently discharged, the, con-
tents striking him in the forehead and
making a large, gaping wound.. He was
found on Saturday morning by Mr. Bur-
gess, who was employed by him on- the
farm, lying unconscious on the fleor, and
tthe gun was discovered standing against
the table, with both barrels discharged,
and marks of blood on the stock. There
were marks of blood also on a chair. The
body was found on the opposite side of
the room from the gun. Dr. Earle was
summoned, but was unable to restore him
to consciousness, and he died about 8 p.
m. Saturday, without speaking. Deceased
was very methodical in his habits, and
had amassed a large property.

The fact that such training requires con-
stant attention, demanding that the mind
must be centered upon the work in
order to javoid mistakes, is, in itself, a
very strong point in its favor, as by de-
manding application in one subject it
stimulates it in the pursuit of others.

To illustrate the value of thorough
practical training, Alderman Tilley point-
ed to an incident in his own experience.
A young man, who had made a study of
marchitecture, came to him to serve an
apprenticeship, and when put to work was
a vast improvement on the average be-
ginner; as, on receiving instructions he
was able to go wight ahead and carry
them out, requiring very little attention
on the part of his employer, as he pos-
sessed really practical ideas, and was
naturally worth more to his employer
and to himself. The alderman says that
the young man referred to was more
valuable to him in two years than the
large majority of beginners in three, If
a boy were sent to him after having had
a thorough course in manual training, he
would be miore valuable from a practical
point of view than the lad who had had
only a grammar school education, and
would be placed probably a year in ad-
vance of the latter as he would be a
better mechanic.

Michael Coll, of the board of school

The sale
was one of -the most satisfactory in the his-
tory of the board.

The record price reached today follows
an advance of similar dimensions at oth-
er distributing points)\ and some factory-
men are looking for ®till higher prices,
though the market has now reached a level
where 'quite a number of big cheete opera-
tors are advising caution. The advance is
primarily due to the unprecedented export
demand and the growing popularity of the
Capadian product in England, where a great
scarcity and unusually h?h prices have pre-
vailed for some time past.

However, of late, a new element has enter-
ed into the situation, much to the recent
buoyaney of prices being attributed, in some
quarters, to speculation and the inaugura-
tion of a manipulative policy of large bhold-
ers, who have absorbed immense quantities
of cheese at the coyntry boards during the
seagon. .

It is claimed that these buyers have very
large surplus supplies still to dispose of, and
when they commence _unloading the more
pessimistic are inelined to look for a de-
moralized market. !

Against this possibility is the fact that
stocks iy 1bhe hands of the “local trad
throughoui Omtario were never before of
such limijted proportions. Ontario whole-
Balers have looked askance at the big rise,
and have, instead of stocking up, allow
exporters to take all the supplies, and the
fact that they will have to replenish stocks
for local consumption seoner or later is
one very encouraging factor that may pre-
vent for some time to come any excessive
decline in the market.

In the meantime, ptoduct!gn is decreasing,
and this fact has accelerated the recent rise
taken in conjunction with the maintenance
of an active export demand, shipments from
the port of Montreal for the year to date
being in excess of 1,000,000 boxes, an in-
crease of over 93,000 boxes, as compared
with a yeer ag0, and ntihg the larg-
est export of any season with ons excep-
tion on record.

Finally many of them
have drifted out of school and have reach-
ed the point where they are almost incor-
rigible. That is, their parente ‘can barely
manage them. They are candidates for
the Juvenile Court, and if left alone are
almost bound to turn up there.soomer or
later. The beginning of the trouble was
in every case that they would not stay
in the ordinary school and do regular claes
work. It did not appeal to them. - The
diversity and manual activity of our clase
work interest them. It appeals to the boy
nature. They will come to our classes
when they won’t go to any other kind,
‘“Many of these’boys sell papers, black
boote, or are helpers on the newspaper
delivery wagons. In the first two occupa-
tions there is very little hope of an adult
occupation. These are. juvenile employ-
ments usually, and the longer a boy staye
in them, 2s a rule, the worse it is for him.
Of course, once in a great while there is o
boy bootblack who gets a stand of his own
and makes a regular business of it as am
adult. But for every one who does this
there are a hundred who are living on the
ragged edge of nothing. In giving them a
trade school education we are starting
them in something that has a future in
it. The prison records ehow that there
are mighty few men in prison who know
skilled trades, unless they learn them after
they get there. You can find all eorts of
religions’ among prisoners, but very few
tradee. It is extremely rare to find a

any other gkilled trade in any prison.
Therefore the very best guarantee we can
give these bove that they will never get
in jail is to put them in the way of learn-
ing a ekilled trade.”

He began his military career when he

It was reported that Earl Mintd
had expressed his sympathy with Dundon
ald’s cause, which wys nstural and con-
sistent, but he was nevér drawn into the/
cabe.

Government of India

The administration of the Indian em-
pire in Kngland is entrusted to the secre-
tary of state for India, assisted by a coun-
¢il of not less than tan meémbers, vacan-
cies in which are filled by the secretary
of state for India. At least nine members
of the council must he persons who have
served or resided ten yéars in India, and
have not 1éft India more than ten years
pravious to the date of their appointment.
The office is held for a term of ten years
but & member may be removed upon an ad-
dress from both houses of parliament, and
the secretary of state for India may for

council for a further term of five years
No member can sit in parliament,

The duties of the council, which has no
initiative authority, are, under the dired-
tion of the secretary of state for India,
to conduct the business transacted in the
United Kingdom in relation to the gov-
ernment of India. Moreover, by the act
of 1858, the expénditure of the révenues
of India,'both in India and elséwhere, is
subjeet to the control of the secretary of
staté in council, and no grant or approp-
riation of any part of such revenues can
be made without the concusrence of a
majority. of . votés 'at a meeéting of the
ocouncil. In-.dealing, however, with ques-
tions affecting the relations of the Govern
ment with foreign powers, in “making
peace or war, in prestribing the policy of
the Governmént towards native States,
and generally in matters where sécrecy
is necessary, the secretary of state actson
his own authority. The séerétary has to
divide the council into c¢omanittees, and
to regulate ‘the transaction of business.
At least one meeting miust be héld every
week, at which fot less than five mem-
Bers shall ba present.

The zupréme éxéoutive authority in In-
dia iz veésted in the governor “general in
council, often styled the Government o
india. The governor-general, who &in
1858 haé aleo beéen viceroy, -ia appointed
by the crown, and usually iholds oftice for

ffive vears.

The salary of the goverhor general is
Re.

Tired of State Saloons

A Columbia, South Carolina, despatch
says:—

Ex-Senater John Lowndes MeLaurin
has been put forward as a candidate for
the Pemocratic nomination for governor
on' an anti-dispensary platform. The
lead in this movement is taken by four
citizens of Landrum, who say, in a letter
in the Columbia State:—

We, the undersigned, believe that the
time has come for a “new deal” in State
affaive. The widespread corruption and
charges of corruptiof, inseparable from
the attempt of a sovereign State to en-

 gage in any bustinees for profit, are mul-

tiplied when that business is the liquor
trafie. If there is a corruption it should
bé known and the gunilty parties punished.

It is, perhaps, impossible to  enforce
prohibition in évery country in South
Carolina, but in many of them it ig pos-
sible and should bé done, we believe.

First—Pass a general prohibition law
for the state.

Second—Recognize the faet that the
question is one for lotal consideration,
and can only be a success when it is back-
ed by public entiment; therefore, if a
eounty - desives to be exempt from the
prohibition law, let the qualified voters
say so at the ballot box, and then the
legislature can provide the mode of sell-
ing under the constitutional restrictions.
This ie ths idea, as we understand, of
ex-Senator McLaurin, and he sounded the
keynote in hiz récent speech at Green-
ville.

We want the issue made as he put
it: Take the state out of ‘““a partmership
with the dewil in a liquor traffic that is
sending squlé of mén to hell, and with its
eorrupting influences  tainting the very
fountain of good government.”

The Drink Habit
(Montreal Witness. )

It would seem that “England reproach’
is about to be retoved. Notwithstand-
ing the increase of population, the con-
sumption of alcoholic liquors has very
gensibly decreased during the past five
years. The diminution of consumption is
shown in the following official returns:—

Mr. Austen Chamberlain, in his bud-
get speech, said that “A wave of sobriety
has passed over the country,” end the
change in the habits of many of the peo-
ple is oredited largely to the campaign

against intoxicants on the part of many
eminent physicians, which has ‘“‘worked
upon a public feeling prepared by éduca-
tion and social influence.” In the five
years for which the figures are given
above, a total decrease of some eighty-
five million dollars is shown, much the
greatest decrease having taken place dur-
ing the past two years. Such a sum is a
graphic sign of a great change in thée
habits of a people. In Canada, on tha
othér hand,- the drink bill is increasing
alarmingly. The total duty collected by
the excise on spirits, malt liquer, and
melt during the past five years has beea
as follows:— ;

The greatest increage has beéen in
spirite, upon which, in 1900, the excise _
duties paid amounted to $4,774,527, com-
pared with $6,691,455 last year. . In the
same period, too, the duty collected on
cigars inereased from $825,605 for 1800,
to $1,070,823 last year, and that om to-
baceo from $3,252,505 to $4,050,257. The
prosperity of the country probably ac-
counts for much of these increases.
Drinking men in good times very often
drinkx more than in bad times, or drink
more expensively. Whether any of the
increase must be apportioned to any
spreading of drinking habits we do mot
know. Something is also to be credited
to the inecrease of the populaton. Tak-
ng the census figures of 1901 as the basis’
of caleulation, or 5,371, 315, the per capita
increass in the excise duty collected An
Canada on intoxicants shows as follows:
In 1000, every man, woman and child
contributed $1.05 to the exciseman; 1901,
the contribution inereased to 31.12; in
1902, to $1.23; in 1003, to $1.30, and last
year it had increased to $1.43. Regarding
the peopulation as stationary, the per
eapita increase of duty collected, com-
paring 1900 with 1804, is 38 cents, or 38
bper cent.; but if we take the 1901 census
figures for 1900, and allow six millions
for the population at the present time,
the per capita payment of duty is vedue-
ed to 8128 and the increase during the
five years is reduced to 23 cents per
capita, or about 22 per cent. It is very
questionable, however, whethar the popu-
lation amounts to so much as six mil-
lions, or, at least, that it did last year.
During the five years, 1880-1893, the Royal
Commissgion on the Liquor Traffic inm
Canada reported that the average con-
sumption of spirits, wine and malt ligu-
ors, for those years was 448 gallong a
head; for 1899, the per capita conmsump-
tion was 4.7 gallons a head, and for 1803
it is given at 5.6 gallons a head. The total
conmsumption in the United States for
1903 was 1,608,545,301, and the population
about eighty millions, which werks éut
at twenty gallons & head; while the con-
sumption in the United Kingdom for’
1908 amounted to 1,605,469,105, and the
population was about 42,500,000, which
figures out at about thirty-eight gallons
a head. Canada, therefors, still compares
wonderfully favorably in respect of drink-
ing with the Mother Country and the
United States. But the figures would be
more valuable if they gave the amount
of pure alcohol ¢onsumed as well as thé
total quantity of wines, spirits and malt

BAD COMPLEXIONS

'The
local committee consists, among others, of
Professor Edward Montet, D.D., dean of
the. theological school, a learned Arabic
scholar and author of many books, who
has recently made extended travels in
Morecco under safe-guard fram - the
Frerich government afid the sultan. Pro-
fessor Montet is to preside over the Con-
gress. ' Professors A. Chantre and Bala-
voive of the theological faculty, and
others from - the faculty of letters, nu-
merous members of both the Reformed
and Tutheran ' church . consistories, the
presidents of the municipal council, the
council of state and the chamber of com:
merce, and leading bankers, lawyers and
physicians form 'a. committee of arrange-
ments which assures a brilliant reception
to the d.elegat'es.

The International Council was formed
in Boston in May, 1900, under the au-
spices of the American Unitarian Asso-
ciation. Since its inception two general
meetings have been held, and attended
with phenomenal success. . At its first
session in London, in -1901, fifteen coun-
tries and twenty-one different church
connections were represented, officially
or unofficially. The attendance at the
public meetings ranged from 500 to 2000
persons. At the second Congress in Am-
sterdam, in 1003, over 900 persons en-
rolled themselves and paid the member-
skip fee. Again sixteen nationalities and
over twenty different religious fellowships
were included in the list of delegates; of
whom 176 came from the British Isles
and 26 from the United States. The pro-

As
one clergyman remarked, “The man who
has two houses, two etables and two
clubs ought to have two churches, also.”

Baptist churches in Sweden constitute
quite the largest dissenting body in that
country. The theological seminary is their
one formal provision for education, but
jnstitutes for biblical study are held. The
number. of Baptist churches in Sweden
is at present 578, with a membership of
pearly fifty thousand.

FROM LATE FRUITS

Peaches, Plums and Green
Apples Can Be Worked In-
to Most Tempting Dishes
for the Last of the Dog-
Day Dinners, and Here Are
Half a Dozen Ways to
Serve Apples Alone.

A Tapioca Pudding Into Which
Either Apples or Peaches
May Be Introduced, and a
Steamed - Pudding Which
Also Affords Variety--Apple
Custards for Invalids and
Delicate Digestions.

An English Recipe for Green-
gage Jelly to Be Served
With Whipped Cream. and
Various Methods of Serving,
Hot or Cold, the Luscious
Peach.

The late summer. fruits suggest fascin-

ating possibilities for desserts, hot and
cold. New apples afe reasonable in price
if still green in color, and they can be
worked into delectable final courses for the
dinner. Peaches are also plentiful, and
now, if ever, a housewife feels free to use
plums. In some sections of the country
greengages can be had for a reasonable
figure,- and these make most attractive and
palatable desserts. =~ . '
. Medium-sized apples cooked .whole until
transparent are an extremely tempting
dish. Core and pare one-half dozen apples
of medium size. Drop these into a syrup
made from a cup of water and half a cup
of sugar to which are added a few s&livers
of lemon peel. Drop the apples into this,
and directly they come to a boil shove the
pan 6 the back of the stove .and allow
them to cook without a cover until clear
and tender, If a cover is placed over
them they will break into the mushiest of
apple sauce. Try them at intervals with
a clean straw or wooden tooth-pick, and
be careful not 1o éook them too long. Serve
ice cold with plain or whipped cream, and
sponge cake is a delicate accompaniment,

Apple Snow—Bake two apples which
have been cored. When very tender, press
them through ‘& fine sieve, add 4 emall cup
of pulverized sugar and the whites of two
eggs. Beat all together constantly for half
an hour and pack into a mold, When
cold, turn out wpon a dish and serve with
a smooth custard or. whipped cream.

Fruit Tapioea—Wash ‘4 cup of the fine
granulated tapioca in ¢old water, rinsing
several times, Place in_a bowl with three
ciips of cold water and allow this to stand
for thirty minutes. Then eook in a double
boiler until the tapioca ié clear and trans-
parent. In the meantime pare and core
half a dozen apples and place them in a
deep baking dish. When the tapioca is
clear pour it over the apples. Cover the
dish tightly and bake in a moderate oven
until the apples are tender. This ehould
take from thirty te forty minutes. Remove
the lid and brown the eurface elightly.
Serve cold with® whipped cream or hot
with foamy sauce. Peaches may be sub-
stituted for the green apples, and will take
Jess time to cook. - They ehould be pared,
cut in half and the stones removed. When
whipped cream is served with the peaches,
pgﬂverized sugar should be paesed with
them,

Steamed Fruit Pudding—Cover the bot-
tom of a bufter mold with dices of brez
lightly buttered. Over this place a lay
of stewed apples or peaches, then amother
layer of bread and butter, alternating with
the fruit until the mold is three-quarters
full. Pour over this a custard composed
,of two eggs, one-half a cup of sugar and
e pint of milk. Fasten the cover of the
mold tight, drop into boiling water and
steam one hour. Serve with foamy sauce
or sweetened cream,

Mixed Fruit -Pudding—Peel "and core
enough tart apples.to fill a deep baking
pan. Fit them in snugly and fill in the
boles left by the cores with seedless rais-
ins and bits of shredded citron and lemon
peel. Dust them with sugar., Pour over
them half a cupful of water and bake in
a8 slow oven until perfectly tender. Re-
_move them from the oven, sprinkle light-
ly with bread crumbs, dust with sugar

Beat together in g stew pan one table-
spoonful of flour and one-half cupful of
sugar. Pour over this a cupful of boiling
water and bring to a boil. Remove from
the fire and pour this slowly gver one egg
well beaten. Flavor with a dash of lem-
on. Pour over the baked fruit and serve
immediately.

_ Apple Custards—Pare and core medium
sized apples and steam them until they
are tender, then press through a ocolan-
der, For the custard, allow for each ap-
ple one tablespoonful of syrup, one-quart-
et of a pint of milk, oné egg and ome-half
teaspoonful of butter. While the apple
is hot add the butter, the yolks of the egg
the sugar and the milk, beaten to a cus-
tard. Pour this mixture into buttered
baking cups and bake in a pan of hot
water for twenty minutes. Have ready
the beaten whites of the eggs, sweetened.
Heap these on top of the custards, dust
with powdered sugar and brown' for a
moment in a hot oven. Serve cold ‘from
the cups.

Green Gage Jelly—Put half a pound of
sugar, with a cup of ¢old water, into a
granite iron stewpan and stir until the
sugar has melted. Then, without stirring
let this syrup boil for a few moments, and
add two pounds of green gages. Stew
gently until they are quite soft. Pass
the fruit through a ‘sieve, then measure
the pulp apd put it back into the stew-
pan, stirring it until it is hot. More su-
gar may be required if the green gages
are not  thoroughly ripe. Allow three-
quarters of an ounce of gelatine for each
pint of the fruit after it has been run
through a sieve. Soak for a few minutes
in the cold water. Pour over it the hot
pulp. Stir until the gelatine is thorough-
ly dissolved and turn into a china mold
which has been rinsed with cold water.
Let it stand over might if possible, or at
least from early morning until the even.
ing meal. Serve it with whipped cream
or a coldboiled custard flavored with
lemon. This must not be cooked in tin
nor packed into a tin mold.

Peach Pudding. — Cover the bottom of
a baking dish with stale cake crumbs,
cut, not rolled. Spread over this peaches
which have been chopped fine and sweet-
ened with granulated sugar. Then add
another layer of the stale cake crumbs,
and repeat the alternate layers until the
dish is. full, with the last layer of cake.
Bake gmtil brown, about twenty or thirty
miputes. Draw to the edge of the oven
and spread over the top a meringue made
from the well beaten whites of two eggs;
two tablespoonfuls of sugar and the juice
of half a lemon, Color & golden brown
and serve hot, with cream or liquid
sauce.

Baked Peach Pudding. — Mix a biscuit
dough from onme quart of flour, two tea-
spoonfuls of baking powder, two-thirds
of a cup of milk, a dash of salt and two
tablespoonfuls of butter. Handle as
lightly as possible and roll out until it is
less than half an inch in thickness. Lay
this on a shallow baking pan and stick
it full of peach halves from which the
stones have been -removed. In ‘the holes
thus left stick bits of butter, a dash. of
flour and plenty of sugar. Bake quickly
and serve hot, with cream.

Peach Roll.—Pare and cut up fine half
a dozen peaches and sweeten them liber-
ally. Mix together one pint of flour, two
teaspoonfuls of baking powder, one-half
teaspoonful of salt and onme small table-
spoonful of butter.: Mix with sweet milk
until it can be handled just comfortably.
Roll out, spread it with the sliced peach-
es and roll it mp, pinching the ends to
give it a long, narrow shape. - Lay. this
in a deep baking dish, sift flour over it
lightly, dust with pulveriged sugar and
add a few bits of butter and a cup of
boiling water. Cover with a lid and bake
for thirty minutes. Remove the lid and
brown for five minutes. Serve hot from
the pudding dish. The water, flour,
sugar and butter, together with the peach
juice, will have formed all the sauce
necessary.

SEWING RULES
Always use double thread for gathering.

-Always use as fine a thread and needle as

the garment will allow. When threading
your needle make the knot on- the end
broken from the spool. .

The rule for frilling is one and a quar-
ter the length of the edge to be trimmed.

In facing a sleeve turn it, and place the
facing inside the sleeve before’ sewing it
on.

Gathers ghould always be set on the
right side, but mever with a needle; use
a large pin.

When sewing on a button place the knot
on the right side of the cloth directly un-
der the button.

In sewing a seam put the stitch closely
together, but lightly, into the cloth, being
careful not o pull the thread tight, as this
causes the seam to draw,

For those were the days
of the ever threatening hoop, when brides
took the honeymoon journey in “bride
gray,” or pale blue, and royalty—England’s
present Queen—wore ivory satin and
swansdown! i
The borice cuts of the newest wedding

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colletage with delightful success. The
waists proper—at least those infiuenced by
the charming altar frock worn by Princess
Margaret—are in reality cut low, and then
filled in with a diaphanous guimpe of some
sort. Folds of delicate tulle may form this,

or the guimpe may be of lace, but at any
rate the low cut of the waist is clearly
defined, and the woft filling in itself is of-
ten short of the throat, whose bareness is
set, off by .a tight string of pearls.

Plain eatin is to be the smart altar ma-
terial, for the newest veils and trimmings
will be of lace, and in aé handsome a
quality as can be afforded. Carrickmacross
lace formed the wveil, bodice bertha and
skirt flounces of Princeds Margaret’s wed-
ding frock, which was of Lyons satin in
the puvest white,

Aside from its being such an admirable
baokgr‘ound for lace, the durable quality
of satin also recommends it, for nine times
out of «tén the wedding dress sérves later
a8 a ‘ball gowsi. In thiy event the train,
which is made loose from the petticoat and
wadded for importance, is left off, and the
Jace trimmings which deck the side and
front of theskirt dre continued all round.
ﬁometxmq the petticoat is made complete
in the bggmning,and the train is fastened
at the sides’'with bouquets of orange blos-
soms or bows of ribbons,

With lace veils and lace trimmings, the
train of a satin gown is entirely plain, and,
fol]owmg the lead of royalty, new, lengths
g0 out incredible distances. The lace, in
deep or narrow flounces, covers the entire
petticoat, and that upon the bodice is put
on in bertha forms, held in place by a
trail or knot of orange blossoms. The
prettiest altar sleeves are bouffant; and
short of the elbow, where they are met in
some cases by-glace gloves with lace tops.

Tulle wedding veils in the finest mesh
are very youthful and becoming, and these
may be worn over the face, while the lace
ones may mot. The length of the tulle
veil varies, and it may be hem-stitched
raw-edged or lace bordered. The newest
adjustment of these upon the head is a
sort of wing effect at the sides, where the
bupched arrangement is held in place by
little knots of orange blossoms.

The fall and adjustment of a handsome
Jace weil, which is attached to a emall
coronet or wreath of orange blossoms, is
simple. Princess Margaret's choice, Car-
rickmacrogs, undoubtedly shapes the pret-
tiest eorts, for this Jovely Irish lace has
just enough filmy net to enhance the pat-
tern and seem youthful.

The more pretentious the wedding, the
more bridesmaids there are, but it has
come to be quite the thing to have but
one maid or matron of honor and a little
girl attendant. St. Patrick’s blue js a new
and rich color introduced for the brides-
maids of the great English-Swedish wed-
ding, whose gowns were of satim, cut

square at the meck and edged there with
rich guipure. The bridesmaids’ gowns of
another splendid wedding were extremely
novel, in “maiden-blush” chiffon, a shade
barely off white, over pale pink silk slips,
with applications of the same, in a beau-

tiful vine design.

The gifts of the bridegroom to the!
bridesmaids of this wedding were algo,
charming. They were tiny auto lace pins
in different colored precious stones, the
machines no more than two inches long,!
but wondérfully realistic in detail.

Irish frieze is likely to be & smart mat-
erial for the October bride’s going-away
frock, in delicate shades of gray and pale
brown, and rich blues and reds. A trav-
eling gown of red frieze had a complete
underblouse of antigqude linen embroidered
in white and red. The full gathered
sleeves of theé little Eton went but a
trifle below the elbow from where they
turned back with wide cuffs of the frieze,
simply tucked.

The regulation tablecloth, however, plays
little part these days in the dressing of the
festive board, except on formal occasions.
Breakfast and luncheon cloths, centre
pieces ‘and-doilies are much more conven-
ient for oydimary use. They are also less
troublesoiié'to launder,

For breakfast cloths, white or natural
colored linén: is edged with blue, pink or
yellow borders. Small! hemstitehed nap-
kins match’ these in color and-designs
With colored lineng,’ hemstitching is pre-
ferred to fringed edges. Nouveau art pat-
terns are being employed extensively for
the -colored " borders, such as convention-
alized buttercups, poppies, etc. On more
eéxpensive cloths, enormous roses or fleur
de lis, magnificently shaded, outline the
table top or form an artistic cluster in
the centre.

Medium-sized round
doilies, with centre piece to match, have
delicately scalloped and buigonholed
edges, inside of which are narrow borders
of marguerites, shamrocks or similer min:
ute designs.

Doily sets of Japanese and Chinese ems
broidery on Japanese grass linen are ems !
joying a tremendous vogue. Chrysapthe-
mums or carnations, done both in white
and dark blue mercerized cotton, déeor-
ate the sheer linen. One very striking ses
ghows sapphire blue dragons in a w®et-
werk of blue vines. These gell as low as
$6 and $10 a dozen. ;

A fad of the season is a long, marrow
center piece covering the middle of the
table from end to end, with the smallest
size roilies for protecting the 'polished
table -at each end. Most exquisite is a
center piece of this description bordered
with twoe narrow gerlands of English eyes
let work, intercepted by a hand of fine
Renaissance lace. A nmnarrow edging of
Renaigsance lace finishes the embroidery,
and each of the corners is inset with &

The newest center pieces show very

| little Renaissance lace, except as in the

Filet lace for table covers and center
pieces has not lost a whit in popularity.
An exceptionally handsome circular cen-
ter piece has a wide border composed of
alternate diamond-shaped pieces ‘of filet
lace and the very finest eyelet work.
Large table covers of heavy damask show
an insertion of Cluny lace outlining the
table top and -the border, while  motifs
of filet lace decorate the center or. cor-
ners of the cloth.
