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REPORT OF EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OF THE
BOARD OF MANAGERS, WOMAN'’S
MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

Your Fxecutive Committee respectfully submits its report of busi-
ness transacted at the regular meeting of the Committee held during
the year.

Much of the time hasbeen occupied in hearing the correspondence
with th~ missionaries in the various fields, and in considering details
affecting the welfare of the work.

CHINA.

We have been favored this year in having our first account by word
of mouth from our own workers in our most distant field. Miss
Brackbill came home in the spring for a much-needed furlough, and was
present at one of the sessions of the April meeting of the Executive,
She gave information as to the condition of the work in China, which
this Board will also have an opportunity of hearing from her.,

At the January meeting your Executive had a visit from Dr. Retta
Kilborn, who gave an interesting account of the work, and who has,
throughout the year, with her husband, Dr. Kilborn, presented the
cause of the W.M.S. to many audiences.

Dr. Anna Henry and Miss Minnie Brimstin, who had for some
time been awaiting a more settled condition of affairs in China, started
for that field in August. Your Executive found it advisable to in-
crease Dr. Henry’s allowance while studying at the Dental College,
and she was supplied with dental instruments and supplies before
starting, so that she can combine the practice of dentistry with that
of medicine. A resolution of thanks was sent to the Royal College of
Dental Surgeons for their generosity in giving Dr. Henry the advan-
tages of the College gratuitously for the session.

JAPAN,

It was found impossible to get a suitable site for a new school
building in Tokyo for less than $6,000, and as only $5,000 had been
appropriated for the purpose by the Board of last year, the joint
Executive of the Japan Councils of the two societies pledged them-
selves to be responsible for the extra $1,000, in order to secure the
desired lot. Your Executive, therefore, appropriated an additional
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81,000 and adopted the following resolution : tl‘h:lt we (le.?ire to.pl;m\'
on record our appreciation of the generous zu:tl.nn.ot the h.\'(-cut‘l ve of
the Japan Council of the (eneral Board of Missions and the Execu
tive of our W. M. 8. Japan Council in joint session, when they so
readily and freely became responsible for Fhu sum over and above
our appropriation, that enabled the securing of such a desirable
situation for our new building in Tokyo.” Plans for the building, pre-
pared by Mr. Gardner, a missionary architect, were inspected and
approved.

[t was found necessary for Misses Munro and Preston to return
home this summer, the former because of her own ill health, and the
latter on account of her duty to her aged parents.

Miss Crombie returned to Japan in August, after a year’s furlough,

Miss Morgan remained in the work in Victoria, as her health did
not permit her return to Japan. In November Miss Bowes resigned
the matronship of the Chinese Girls’ Home to become police matron in
Victoria. A letter was written expressing appreciation of her ser-
vices, and the vacant position, to which Miss Ferguson was tempor
arily appointed, has since been filled by the appointment of Mrs. Ida
Snyder, who recently graduated from the Deaconess Home and Train
ing School.

The Chinese day school has been moved from the Home to the
church, and as the work of the school is now altogether along the
lines of the work of the General Society, a request was sent to that
society to take it over.

INpIAN WoORK.

Miss Blanchard, sister of Mrs. Bolton, was appointed matron’s
assistant at the Crosby Girls’ Home until the annual meeting, with
salary at the rate of 3300 a year.

At Miss Clarke’s request, a bank account was opened for her at
Vancouver, as the agent at Port Simpson has now a license to sell
liquor.

Miss Carrie Strycker, an assistant nurse, has been sent to Port
Simpson Hospital, part of her salary being advanced at Dr. Bolton’s
request, to defray travelling expenses. Unsuccessful efforts were
made to secure a nurse for Norway House.

Owing to the dearth of information from Upper Skeena, only
$500 of the appropriation to that work has been sent.

The Indian agent at Morley House wrote, asking if our Society
would supply a trained nurse in the case of the Government establish-
ing a cottage hospital at that point. A favorable reply was sent.

A letter was received from Mr. McKitrick, of Saddle Lake,
£ Iberta, with thanks for Cree Bibles, etc., which had been sent him.

Through the Supply Committee an organ was sent to Coqualeetza
Institute.

FrENcH WORK.

At the April Executive a letter was received from Dr. Sutherland
in reference to the French Institute. As the term of years for which
the W.M.S. had agreed to pay $600 interest yearly had about expired,
he thought that consultation was desirable with a view to co-operation
for the future. Your Executive, therefore, appointed a committee of
three to meet a similar committee of the General Executive, but the
joint committee has not yet met.

[t was proposed to the General Executive, that if, in building the
new church in West End, Montreal, suitable provision were made for
the W. M. 8. school, this Society would be willing to pay a fair
rental.

CANDIDATES.

A candidate from the Hamilton Branch who has completed her
course in the Deaconess Home and Training School, is now on the
reserve list, as is also a candidate recommended by the Prince Edward
Island Branch.

Miss Buttimer, who was accepted for China at the April Executive,
afterwards was obliged to withdraw on account of her health. Miss
Asson, who was at the same time accepted, is now taking hospital
training, to prepare for being a missionary nurse.

It was decided that the course of study for candidates in the
Deaconess Home and Training School should be made to cover seven
months.

(GENERAL.

At the January Executive a committee was appointed to revise
[nstructions to Missionaries, and at the April meeting the suggestions
of the committee were adopted.

[n pursuance of the order of the last Board meeting, schedules for
Auxiliaries and Mission Bands have been revised, and statistical and
financial forms prepared for the ase of homes supported or aided by
the W.M.S. It was decided to have a form prepared for the use of
the Superintendent of the Deaconess Home and Training School, in
making her report as to candidates.

At the January and April meetings the Executive held consulta-
tion with the Literature and Publication Committee, when matters of
detail in connection with the Monthly Letter were considered. Tt
was found impossible to carry out the intention of the Board of last
year and publish a very limited edition of the Monthly Letter, as some
thousands of subscriptions had been paid before this decision was
known. It was therefore decided to continue the Letter till the

August-September number, and to receive no subscriptions after that
date.

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An expression of sympathy was also sent to the Treasurer, Miss
Wilkes, who was absent on account of family bereavement.

Mrs, Powell and Miss Ogden were appointed Press Reporters, and
Mrs. Knox, Assistant Secretary.

Branch reports were followed by greetings from sister societies,
responded to by Mrs. T. G, Williams on behalf of the l}om'd. .

The reports of the treasurer, secretaries and various standing
committees were presented, and will be found in their respective
places in this annual report, . .

Mrs. Powell presented the report of the Memorial Committee.

Mrs. Whiston’s motion to change the composition of the Executive
Committee was voted down, as was also Mrs, Locke’s to provide that
in case a Branch President or Corresponding Secretary should be
unable to attend the Board meeting, one of the delegates or substitutes
may take her place.

Miss Palmer’s resolution that the delegation to the Board bLe re-
duced to one for every eight hundred members, was adopted, as was

also Mrs. Burns’ resolution that Branches have two or more Vice-

Presidents.

The proposal of the Toronto Conference Branch to have the
financial year close May 15th was rejected, as was also Mrs. Cope-
land’s motion, that the fee of Mission Band members be twenty-five
cents as formerly.

Mrs. Kerr’s motion to change the title of the Society to Women’s
Missionary Society was defeated.

Memorials asking that the next thank-offering of the Auxiliavies
and Mission Circles and Bands be devoted to the Indian work were
laid on the table, as it was agreed that the Board was not then in a
position to decide as to the best disposition of the fund.

A memorial from the Manitoba and North-West Branch asked that
the Board continue the publication of the Monthly Letter as hereto
fore, and failing this that one hundred copies be printed for the use
of the Manitoba Branch, Tt was resolved that a suflicient number he
printed to meet the demand.

A resolution asking that in the election of delegates to the Board
a majority vote be not required, was lost.

A memorial from Nova Scotia and Newfoundland Branch asking
that a Standing Committee on changes in Constitution be appointed
was lost, but it was resolved, on motion of Miss Stewart, that notices
of motion be given as heretofore, and that in addition a preamble be
given stating the reason for the change requested,

A memorial from New Brunswick and Prince Edward Island
asking that in special cases the rule as to the minimum age of
missionaries be changed from twenty-five to twenty-two for medical
missionaries, did not carry,

British Columbia Branch requested that addresses of Auxiliary
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Presidents and Corresponding Secretaries be printed in the Annual
Report. It was resolved instead to have the addresses of Treasurers
and Corresponding Secretaries printed.

A memorial from the Bay of Quinte Branch asked that our work
be brought before the people as one of the beneficiaries of the
Twentieth Century Fund. In response to this the President and
Corresponding Secretaries were appointed to prepare a leaflet to be
sent to the Auxiliaries with information as to the Twentieth Century
Thanksgiving Fund. :

A resolution requesting the Literature Committee to select or
prepare a line of leaflets helpful to and for the use of District
Organizers, was carried, also one directing each Branch to prepare a
programme for District Conventions and send it to the Literature
Committee, the best programme to be selected and printed in the
January Outlook. The leaflet, “ Why our Society did not Disband,”
is to be made free to Organizers.

A resolution asked the Board to formulate a constitution for
District organization, but it was resolved to leave this to the Braunches.
[t was decided to pay the furlough salaries of missionaries quarterly.

Mrs. Sutherland presented the report of the Committee on Indian
Affairs. Several memorials from British Columbia Branch related to
the Kit-a-maat Home, and all of them were granted.

That the appropriation for maintenance be increased from $400
to $600. Mrs. Raley explained that they guarded against pauper-
izing the pupils and required them to furnish the native food used in
the Home.

That the appropriation for the salary of Matron be permanent.

That an appropriation of %500 be made to cover the cost of
completing the building.

That the Woman’s Missionary Society take over the Kit-a-maat
Home. The Board also made a grant of 3100 towards furnishing, and
left all business connected with the transfer of the property to the
Executive.

It was resolved that for the present year boys under thirteen may
be admitted to the Kit-a-mpat Home, but that the aim shall be to
make it a home simply for girls. A proposal to change the name to
“The Raley Home” was withdrawn at Mrs. Raley’s request.

[n reply to a memorial asking the Board to provide a matron for
the Boys’” Home at Port Simpson, the following was adopted : That
the Boys’ Home not being under control of the Woman’s Missionary
Society, this Board does not consider that it is in a position to comply
with this memorial.

Owing to lack of information from Upper Skeena no appropriations
were made to that place, but it was left to the Executive, as was the
endeavor to secure a nurse for Norway House. The appropriation to
White Fish Lake was also referred to the Executive.
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A request ‘for help in the work at Duncan’s Station, B.C., was
referred to the Committee on Indian Affairs to report to the next
Board meeting.

Mrs. Strachan, the Field Corresponding Secretary, presented
financial and statistical reports from various mission fields, also greet-
ings from the Japan Council.

Financial and statistical reports from foreign fields are to be type-
written for the use of those missions.

[t was agreed to excuse Miss Munro from platform work during
her furlough, and, if her health should he restored, to permit her to
return to Japan about Easter.

Misses Preston and Belton were also excused from public work
until the new year,

[t was resolved to allow Miss Brackbill to return to China in the
early summer, to send with her a hospital nurse who has already
been secured, also a teacher and an evangelistic worker if such are
available at that time

The purchase of school desks for the Crosby Girls’ Home was left
to a committee,

The Executive was empowered to make an appropriation to
Coqualeetza Tnstitute, if necessary. It was resolved, that we
emphasize the request made some years ago, that in our Indian Homes a
strong effort be made to train some selected girls for direct work in
harmony with the aims of the Home : and that, after supporting a
airl a stated number of years, the agreement shall include a term of
service under the guidance of the Home.

A request was forwarded by the General Society from Rev. E,
de Gruchy, a French missionary, for the establishment of a Children’s
Home. This was left with the Committee on French Work to make
further inquiry. Tt was resolved, that for this year we continue to
pay £600 for the use of the French Institute, and that further
inquiries be made in reference to the future.

Mrs. Wright, Associate Editor of Qutlook. read her report. The
circulation is 8,666, an increase of about 1,800 paid subscribers. A
statement for the Outlook Publication Committee was presented.
The W.M.S. cost of publication for six months was $566.03, and if
there should be any deficit at the end of the year, it is expected to be
very small,

Miss Stewart presented the report of the Candidate Committee,
which was adopted. ltroconnnon(hnlﬂnencceptunce(ﬁ two candidates
from the Bay of Quinte Branch, and two from the Hamilton Branch
when they have met the requirements, and that they be requested to
enter the Deaconess Home and Training School at once. Also that
an accepted candidate from the New Brunswick and Prince FEdward
Island Branch be offered the position of associate matron at the Kit-a-
maat Home. Other candidates, whose cases had not been fully con.
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sidered by their respective Branches, were left in the hands of the
Executive,

The course of study for missionary candidates was approved.

The Committee on Japanese Industrial Work reported sales amount-
ing to S777.18.  Disbursements : Duty, $116.90 ; postage and express,
£34.29 ; net proceeds, $625.99.

Mrs. Wright presented the report of the Courtesy Committee :
Resolved, That the thanks of this Convention be tendered Rev. Mr.
Bartlett for his painstaking efforts to increase our treasury receipts
through the medium of cancelled postage stamps, and to the press
reporters appointed by our Convention.

That this Convention extends to Miss Smith, Editor of Palm
Branch, heart-felt greetings, at the same time assuring her of our
appreciation of her unselfish labors in the interests of our work through
the medium of the Palm Branch. We desire also to place on record
our regard for the paper itself, believing that it is performing a mission
for good among all the Circles and Bands in our Dominion, which
have availed themselves of the opportunity of securing it. We hope
that in this incoming year every Circle and Band connected with our
society will avail themselves of the helps afforded, and inspiration
given through their own paper, the Palm Branch.

That this Convention places on record its heart-felt appreciation of
the continuous efforts of our Literature and Publication Committee
through Room 20 to advance the highest interests of our society
through the dissemination of the printed page, and our recognition of
the fact that a great and substantial impetus is given to our work
through their self-denying labors.

Lastly, yet of primal importance, that the hearty thanks of this
Convention be tendered the pastor of this church for his cordial wel-
come ; the trustees, who so freely placed their beautiful edifice at the
disposal of this body ; the organist and singers, who by their choice
and appropriate selections inspired and refreshed this entire gather-
ing ; the entertaining Auxiliary, who by their chaste floral decora-
tions and daintily served tea, assured us of their tender thought for
our comfort and enjoyment, and to the hosts and hostesses who have
so graciously welcomed to, and so royally entertained in their heaunti-
ful homes this Board of Managers.

Resolved, that we express our confidence in the efficiency and
capability of our Executive Committee of the Board, and that we
record our appreciation of their labors,

Resolved, that this Convention expresses its gratification and
pleasure at the presence at its different sessions of the four mission-
aries who are now home on furlough, Miss Brackbill reporting our
work in remote China, and the Misses Munro, Preston and Belton, of
Japan. They have indeed proved themselves workmen that need not
be ashamed, and we, the home workers, feel honored by their presence
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and inspired by the record of their work. In this connection we
would like to make mention of her who blazed the pathway for
Canadian Methodist missionary enterprise among the women of
Japan, our dear Miss Cartmell. May the years tyouch.h(tr lightly,
and may she long be spared to be a blessing and a benediction to the
work and workers.

T'o the Missionaries scattered abroad. Greetings

Dear FELLow-LABORERS,— We, the officers and delegates of the Board
of Managers in Convention assembled, desire to extend to you, our
missionaries on the home and foreign field, heart-felt greetings; at the
same time assuring you of our appreciation of your Christ-like efforts to-
wards the uplift of the women and children less highly favored than we
are. Across the waters dividing, and the distance separating to-day, we
would fain stretch out to you hands of sympathy and of love, while
from our hearts go up a glad joyous cheer for the work wrought and
the victories accomplished in the name of the Holy Child Jesus.
Have you not, dear sisters, already caught its echoes, far removed
though many of you are? You are so near our hearts to-day that

we almost seem to see your faces, glad with the love-light of a con-
straining Christ, and catch your voice as you tell out the sweet story
to sin-sick souls of a Great Physician’s power, “ mighty to save.” God
bless and tenderly encompass you, one and all. The workers in
far-off China, who are bravely ¢ holding the fort” while anxiously
watching for reinforcements ; the Japan contingent, whose greetings
were such a source of pleasure to us, but who with sore hearts have
to bear the added drawback of financial loss and retarded work
through the recent typhoon—dear sisters, your sorrow is ours. To-
gether let us take heart of hope. * Weeping may endure for a night,
but joy cometh in the morning.” Nor would we he unmindful of the
brave mission toilers in our own land, who labor in the uncongenial
fields of the Iudian and Chinese rescue work. Or to those who have
been called to be torch-bearers of the true light amidst the gruesome
shadows of Catholicism. Sisters in Christ, we greet you one and all,
and may “the very God of peace sanctify you wholly ; and we pray
God your whole spirits and souls and bodies be preserved blameless
unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.”

On motion of Mrs. Gee, the following resolution of thanks to our
editors was adopted :

Having received from various Branches many expressions of earnest
and heart-felt approval of the work done by Mrs. Wright as editor of
Outlook, we feel assured that most comforting and blessed results
have followed her printed pages. Her strong, tender words have
lifted many a fainting worker right on to the broad, firm platform of
God’s own promises, particularly those contained in Twilight
Talks.” Therefore resolved, that the very highest expression of
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approval be given by this Board to Mrs. Wright ; also that the hearty
thanks of this committee be tendered Mrs. Whiston, editor of our
column in Wesleyan ; Miss Cartmell, editor of our Guardian column,
and Miss Withrow, of Onward. Their faithful, painstaking efforts in
this direction have been appreciated by all our workers.

The following resolution was adopted :

Realizing as missionary workers that the strongest barrier to our
efforts in the extension of Christ’s kingdom is the legalized liquor
traffic at home and abroad, and that if we would see those who now
sit among the shadows of heathendom brought to a knowledge of the
true light, we must do all in our power to discountenance the use of
intoxicants in our midst; and knowing beyond peradventure that
many young men and youths are exposed to fierce temptations at
military encampments ;

Resolved, that we sorrowfully deplore the flagrant violations this
year of the law forbidding the sale of liquor in canteens at military
encampments ; at the London camps, and at other military posts
throughout the Dominion,

Further resolved, that we respecti.lly protest against the further
sale, under military sanction, of intoxicating liquors for beverage
purposes, whether in military schools or in mounted police barracks.
Still further resolved, that copies of this resolution be sent to Hon.
F. W. Borden, Minister of Militia, Ottawa, the C'hristian Guardian,
and the local press.

[nvitations were received to hold the next meeting of the Board
in Brockville, and in the Metropolitan Church, Toronto. The latter
was accepted.

Mrs. W. E. Ross and Mrs. Strachan were elected delegates to the
Ecumenical Missionary Conference to be held in New York in April,
1900.

The Board was entertained on Tuesday evening at a reception and
tea in Centenary Church parlors. The anniversary of the Society was
held that evening when the President’s address was delivered and the
annual reports of the officers presented. On Wednesday evening a
public meeting was also held, at both services the choir renderin
appropriate music. Addresses were given by Miss Brackbill, of
China, and Misses Preston and Belton, of Japan, and at the testi-
mony meeting on Thursday afternoon these missionaries were again
heard, as well as Miss Munro, of Japan, and Mrs. Raley, of Kit-a-
maat. The Communion was administered by Rev. G. F. Salton,
pastor of the church, assisted by other city ministers,

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REPORT OF THE FIELD CORRESPONDING SECRETARY
OF THE WOMAN’'S MISSIONARY SOCIETY OF THE
METHODIST CHURCH IN CANADA, 1898-g9.

With the full printed reports in hand from all our fields it can but
be necessary in this summary to take a hasty glimpse at each, so as
to get sunu: idea of the ‘\‘('.‘H'l\i work.

[t is like a beautiful mosaic composed of many stones varying in
size, shape, color and weight, but all necessary, and all fitted together,
and so blended that not one little piece can glory over another on the
one hand, or feel disparaged on the other, but all combine in reflecting
the wisdom, taste and skill of the designer

Our missionaries in the school-room or the kitchen, holding meetings
for prayer and Bible study, visiting and tending the sick, or making
garments for little children, planning and superintending the erection
of buildings, or writing reports to the home land, puzzling over the
difference between Shanghai, Chungking or Caentu taels, or trying to
get some intelligent idea and sound associated with a hieroglyphic that
seems made purposely to test and develop patience—all ave valuable
and essential to the complete picture,

Not less so are the multiform efforts of the home workers, the
counsels of the Executive one with another, the deliberation over the
acceptance and appointment of candidates, the providing of literature
and programmes, the editing of periodicals, the gathering of supplies
and packing of boxes, the efforts to get suitable ofticers for the
Auxiliaries and Cireles, the devotion and loyalty exhibited oftentimes
in accepting office, the self-denial and effort needed in attending

meetings regularly, the willingness to take part in prayer or other
exercise —all are needed. Each taken separately may be imperfect and
not always pleasing, but when combined by the great Master Builder,
a picture of beauty is presented, lasting and glorious, and all may
rejoice in having heen permitted to place even one little stone in this
wonderful mosaic.

JAPAN,

The most marked event during the past year in this field, in a
material sense, has been the purchase of land in Azabu, Tokyo, in the
neighborhood of the old school, and the erection of a much-needed
new building. This will add greatly to the comfort and health of
teachers and pupils, being on high, sunny ground, and affording room
for exercise and relaxation.

All suitable material in the old building has been used, and the
outlay limited as far as possible. Our secretary-treasurer, Miss
Blackmore, has remained in the city during vacation to watch progress
and make suggestions. The hope was that the fall term would open
with only a week’s delay after the usual time.
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May we not prayerfully anticipate for the new school even a
brighter record than that of the old school in attendance, in resources,
in good faithful educational work, and especially in the leading of
many young hearts to faith in the Saviour and in loyal service to Him !

A gradual increase at our four schools in Tokyo, Shidzuoka, Kofu
and Nagano is gratefully recorded. Three hundred and sixty-six
(366) pupils having been enrolled, one hundred and seventy-nine (179)
of them being boarders.  Of these, two have graduated in the English
course, fourteen in the Japanese, and four in the sewing,

There have been eleven baptisms, and seventy-nine of the pupils
voluntarily attend class.

[n the King’s Daughters’ School in Tokyo, which, though requiring
two native teachers, is a field for the Christian energy and devotion
of these young disciples, there are eighty-eight (88) pupils, with an
average attendance of seventy-tive (75).

The improvement in the little girls was so marked that the parents
entreated that a class be formed for the boys also, so that instruction
is now carried on through most of the hours of the day, classes
succeeding one another.

The building erected in Shidzuoka in 1896, to accommodate forty,
has been more than full, and a room in the neighborhood has been
rented for the sewing department.

The people are evidently appreciating the effect of foreign Christian
teaching and discipline, and are asking for additional lines in kinder-
garten and lower common school course. This cannot be granted
without more workers and added room.

Strong courageous characters are being developed, and even the
little ones enlisted in service for others.

A school for the poor has been opened, which is leading to an
introduction of Gospel truth in a new locality.

There has been a marked increase in the number attending our
Kofu school, and the work has been most encouraging, one teacher,
as well as three pupils and a servant, having received baptism,

[n the Evangelistic department, here as in all the stations, there has
been much labor, patient continuance, many difficulties, some dis-
appointments, but great encouragement and reason to thank God and
take courage. Nine Bible-women, 10 assistants and 24 students have
helped our missionaries in holding meetings among women and
children, of which there has been an aggregate of 2,039, with an
average present of 195. This includes what were formerly called
Sunday Schools, but are now known as children’s meetings.

There have been made 6,060 visits, 185 to homes previously
unopened to the Gospel message. The toil represented by these figures
is undoubtedly great, but much precious reward is indicated by the
fact that there have been thirty baptisms in connection with this line
of work,
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A toreign gentleman offered to give twenty-five yen toward rais-
ing money enough to place one of the Gospels in every house in

ollected, the Bibles secured, and the city was divided among the
evangelists and Bible-women of the Canadian and American Methodist
hurches  In our section portions were distributed in four hundred
homes, with varying results.

160 pledges againstalcoholic heverages and tobacco have been secured.”

as not been easy or promising, there being
such strong jealousy and opposition on the part of the Buddhists,
Kindergarten methods, where allowed, have met with great favor
m the part of children and parents, but the rumor comes that these
are to be prohibited in mission schools,
The day school has been well attended,

and there have been three
boarding pupils. In compliance with

arequest, lessons in En¢lish have
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been given to post-office officials and others, some of whom have
attended Bible classes.  One young man is reported as having given
up tobacco and wine, and he is now a happy baptized Christian.

Our missionaries in this city are conducting four Bible classes for
young men every week, two of them being on Sunday, when they
often remain to service. Three have heen baptized at this station.

CHINA.

The history of our work in this field during the year has been of a
quiet, steady, faithful pursuit of present duty, not knowing what a
day might bring forth, a tender, strong trust in God, keeping the
heart and mind in pertect peace, while with little cessation there have
been alarming rumors of neighboring riots, murders, destruction of
property, and general unrest,

No evil has befallen our mission during the year, and one of our
workers who, since leaving her Canadian home, has had the terrible
experience of having to flee before an infuriated mob, has been per-
mitted to return safely, and is with special emphasis welcome to our
annual meeting

Three loved representatives are in far-distant Chentu, while two
fresh workers are now journeying thither.

In our boarding school there are fifteen pupils, one being wholly
supported, and three partially by contributions.

Small-pox attacked two of the children, and the youngest little one
was taken to the heavenly fold. With good health in general, good
food, a comfortable, airy home, unbound feet, occupation and in-
struction under kind Christian influence, no wonder they are a happy
little crowd.  Four have been baptized.  Four little waifs are cared
for in the Orphanage.

Outside evangelistic work has been hindered by the evil surmisings
and unsettled state of the people, restricting even the limited freedom
formerly accorded to foreigners.

A number of women and children have, however, attended services
held on Sunday, when they have been tavght by our missionaries, and
Christian literature has been distributed.

The medical work was reopened November 21st, 1898, Patients
have not been numerous, as there is still a good deal of suspicion re-
specting foreigners, hut during the eight months they numbered 230,
while medicine was dispensed 955 times. There have been 221
out patients, two of them being opium cases. ;

The breaking down of prejudice through kindness and relief of
suffering, and the awakening of a desire for more truth through occa-
sional seed-sowing, is the hope of the medical department.

I'wo of the helpers and the wife of the gateman have received baptism
during the year.
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WORK AMONG CHINESE IN BRITISH COLUMBIA.

Girns” Home, VicToria,

The experience of the year has been Uf. a varied and, many t,ilmis,
trying character. Ten Japanese and Chinese have sought shelter in
the Home for a lonver or shorter period. Of the three who were
received at the beginning of the year, two have been married,

In December Miss Bowes, who had zealously and faithfully super-
intended the Home for nearly three years and a half, withdrew to
enter upon ancther line of Christian work,

While much has been disappointing in the character and actions of
many whom our missionaries have patiently tried to uplift, and their
hearts have many times grown weary, yet there has been cheer in
seeing the \\n-('l\'l:\' prayer-meeting and Mission Band well attended.,

Evangelistic.—Eleven hundred and twenty-seven visits have been
made, in which a native Bible-woman has aided during the summer.
Twelve meetings have been held in homes or stores, and Sunday
School has also had its place,

Much (ime has been spent in trying to rescue Japanese as well as
Chinese women, but many, after a few days’ stay in the city, have
passed on the United States.

Day School.—Since last annual meeting the day school has been
removed to larger quarters over the Chinese church.

dance, however, being between 20 and 39—the majority boys. Pro
gress in English as well as conduct has been satisfactory,

The night school for boys, under the General Society, has been
still larger.

It was hoped that
after spending years in the Home these girls would be able to do active
service among their tribes in teaching others what they had learned
both of Christianity and a better way of living; but, having learned
vhe way of God through our Lord Jesus Christ, they had quietness
and peace through His grace, and we doubt not they are now rejoicing
in His presence.

Owing to the prevalent illness there was not such an accession of
pupils as was expected, but there is now a better prospect. Consider-
ing the difficulties, there has heen very considerable progress in all
departments. The course of study is the same as that pursued in
similar grades in the public schools of British Columbia, and several
of the children have been promoted on written examinations.

The sewing department has evidenced gratifying advance, also
other domestic industries, excellent bread being one of their most
valued productions ; and their little garden is showing the effects of
patient, plodding work under unusual disad rantages of soil.

A new large woodshed and reservoir are adding greatly to the com-
fort of the Home in this region of frequent and copious rains.

Growth in obedience, honesty and truthfulness brings cheer to the
hearts of those training these children, and a manifest love for God’s
house and service.

CoQuALEETZA INstTITUTE, CHILLIWACK, B.C.

This, the finest institute for Indians along the Fraser River, or, in-
deed, in British Columbia, is supported jointly by the General Society
and the Woman’s Missionary Society. During the year the larger
society has added sixty-five acres to the farm, thereby furnishing
wider scope for the training of the hoys.

There have been 123 pupils, with an average attendance of 95.
Forty-eight girls are at present in the Home, busily occupied with all
the industries which such a large fawily and such surroundings pre-
sent. These, with their studies and recreations, their Christian train-
ing and worship, are surely giving them every opportunity to become
good citizens of a noble country.

Kir-A-Maar, B.C.

The record of last winter at this station was one of almost continu-
ous sickness, measles being very prevalent. The strength of the
matron was taxed beyond continuance, and, for a time, she was laid
aside.

The grant for the building has been made to go as far as possible,
through the personal oversight and labor of the missionary, the result
being much more comfortable quarters for the future.
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FRENCH WORK.

Forty-six boys and forty-three girls have been in attendance at the
French Institute, Montreal. Excellent progress has been made, but
a discouraging feature has been the enforced withdrawal of several
most promising pupils owing to illness in their homes or the necessity
to seek employment for the summer. On the last Sabbath of the
term ** over 50 per cent, of the pupils united with the members of the
stafl’ in celebrating the Lord’s death,” and wuch is hoped from the
work done in the Institute,

The two day schools in the city have had a good attendance, and
hesides the instruction there received, many families, through them,
have felt the ministry of kindness

Time would fail to tell of all the lines of work pursued, and much
will be missed if the full report from each field is not carefully read.

As to our noble missionaries, they are hidden behind their work ;
we can only form an idea of their daily activities of brain, hand and
heart ; no wonder that the strain proves too much at times. To some
comes the sad news of bereavement in the home land, but they must
still press on, attending to the present duty, feeling sometimes nearer
to the loved ones who have reached the heavenly shore than to the
lonely ones across the ocean

Additional workers are sorely needed, both in the field and in our
Auxiliaries and Clircles at home.

[nformation, a love for missionary literature, for direct news from
the field, an intellicent grasp of what God is doing in the world, and
what He designs to do through His Church, a devotion of time and
money, combined earnest prayer, and enlarged expectation of results,

A large Mission Band of young children in Nova Scotia is supporting
a girl in the Crosby Girls’ Home, Port Simpson, B.C.
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The sum of fifty dollars has been given by the members of the
Simcoe District Convention as a thank-oflering to God for the blessings
of Christian education for their own daughters, and which is to be
applied towards the maintenance and training of an Indian girl.

REPORT OF SUPPLY COMMITTEE.

The thanks of this Committee are due to the Auxiliaries, Circles,
Bands and Leagues who have so heartily responded to all demands
made upon them during the past year.  When wants are made known
it is a great pleasure to us to have them so che rfully and promptly
met,

The filling of a box or bhale has with many of our societies become
an annual custom which brings a double blessing, for while min-
istering to others the members are drawn closer together in their own
church work, and it gives them greater interest in the work of the
Woman’s Missionary Society. Many can help in this way who
cannot in any other wmanner take part, and this keeps thew in touch
and sympathy with our missions. This practical work appeals to the
sympathy of young and old, as from one place we hear of a little girl
nine years of age heautifully piecing a quilt, and again of a lady ninety
years of age making and donating another. It is evident from the
correspondence of the past year, and the much larger demands from
our missionaries, that the work is extending, and that this business of
supplies is taking stronger hold upon the people.

We have been greatly encouraged to receive word from some
districts that our help is no longer required, as the settlers are now
in a position to provide for themselves, In others, however, great
poverty and distress prevail where least expected, and in common
with the settlers of new territory, the missionaries themselves are, in
some cases, reduced to much privation through lowering of income.
[n these districts the people, though hard-working and industrious, are
very poor, the country is rough, and their hardships and discourage-
ments are numerous. Many are unable to attend church for want of
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decent clothing, so that when such people receive goods from ou
Society we not only preach to them a practical and substantial
Christianity, but pn.t them in a position to take part in the religious
services of their district. and our ministers are enabled to relieve
much physical distress and bring many wanderers back to the fold of
Christ. By such timely sympathy and help many have been re
stored to their early faith and love toward God. Said one of our
ministers : “T do not know how those feel who fill the boxes, but it
warms my heart for many a day after I distribute the contents.” 1In
ill']\ll(b\\;!'.-fl_:]ng receipt of a box the wife of one of our missionaries

wrote : 1 do not know when anvthing has so touched me. Such

We have learned also from our missionaries to the Indians thit
they are no longer making indiscriminate gifts of clothing, but that
in :‘w:n'l‘\' all the missions the people are required to do some kind of
work in return for the goods—wood and hay are drawn for the
Mission or Home-—and this is one way in which our missionaries are
being helped by us, for it takes a lot of wood and work to keep log
houses 1'»11:111171:2"»]«', At one !»].‘n-(' :-nnll;]l flour to H“]’}’!_\' the Home
was taken in exchange for coats. They also help to build churcnes
and mission houses before obtainine clothing, as it is felt necessary to
put a stop to the pauperization that helps to keep these people in a
state of degradation. That they are in some cases succeeding is
evident from the very interesting letters received from the wives of
some of our missionaries. One says that she is trying to arrange in
each home for the children to have beds, as nearly all of them sleep
on the floor with a thin quilt under them. There is also a agreater
demand for new material with which to make their own carments,
as in most of the schools the larve girls are sufliciently advanced to
make their own clothing. These ought to be encouraged, as it is our
aim to help them to help themselves as quickly as possible, To the
old, the sick, and the unfortunate, the supplies are a veritable God
S(‘IIII‘

We are told that at Poplar River, Keewatin, the average attendance
of school children is thirty. Most of the boys and girls knit and sew.
At that place the clothing was given out as soon as the cold weather
set in, each child receiving something according to his or her attend
ance at school, much to the joy and happiness of the child, and be
cause of their improved appearance, to the delicht of the parents.
When the children see anything pretty their little hands go up and
they call out in low voices, “Nee-na, Neena.” meaning *“ Me, Me,”
Poor ragged little creatures they would be but for the kindness of
those who send them these gifts. Little girls go to school with
nothing but one thickness of print or cotton over their arms, and you
may be sure the poor little things are very glad to get any kind of
warm clothing given to them. From one place was sent some pretty
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plaid dresses. The matron said : “I wished that the kind ladies who
sent the dresses could have seen their little dusky faces brighten as I
dressed them, and as they looked up at me, their large black eyes
beaming with delight as they said, ‘ Mama, I want to kiss you.’”
Another missionary said : ““ Your beautiful warm quilts speak to us of
persistent labor and self-denial. You have been the means of bright-
ening many lives, and bringing comfort to homes that were comfort-
less.” The poor children of the forest wonder very much when they
look at the presents, and say, “ The Lord must tell the white ladies
what to send, for He only knows what we need,” and the very things
they need come to them. So that we not only clothe their bodies,
but prepare their minds to receive the greater gift, even the Lord
himself,

In the distribution of goods we have not neglected the brethren
in the Home Missions, or in the North-West, and many families have
rejoiced in the good things sent to them by our friends throughout
the Dominion.

Some of the Auxiliaries and Leagues take particular pleasure in
providing for the wants of a missionary’s family, and little idea can
we have of the joy with which such a box is hailed by the tired and
overworked house mother who has to do all her own work, whether
of baking, washing, scrubbing or sewing,

The young ladies of the Ontario. Ladies’ College provide for a family
and keep a box in which to put all that may be given or made during
the year. They respond most heartily to the appeals in their self-denial
week, and aim to make their gifts as useful as possible.

Time will not permit us to notice these families in detail, nor to
give any statement as to the needs of the people who receive
our benefactions, but the scores of letters of thanks received hy us
more than repay for the time and strength expended in directing this
work, and we know that our labor is not in vain.

In addition to gifts of clothing and bedding, we have received
other goods. A fine organ donated by a church in London which
had no further use for it, was sent to the Institute at Chilliwack. A
smaller one was donated by a lady in Toronto. Some valuable lamps
were also presented to us, which with some nice rag carpeting, found
their way to Dr. Bolton’s Home at Port Simpson.

Seventy-five missions have received aid through this Committee,
and 330 societies have sent over $8,000 of goods. The Government
has refunded $157 which had been paid on freight to Indians in the
North-West.

Report or e TweLrrn ANNvAL MEETING oF THE CoUN IL OF
THE WoMAN'S MISSIONARY SOCIETY OF THE CANADIAN
Mernopist CHURCH IN JAPAN.

The Council met in its twelfth annual meeting, at Karuizawa
July 17th, 1899,

Sehool.—During the year, as the days have followed each other in
quick succession into weeks and months, it has sometimes seemed
that much time has gone in planning and arranging for results that
were very slow to come. But looking back now at the end of the
year, and seeing all that has been accomplished, we bow our heads in
humility and gratitude, and say, “The Lord hath indeed heen
gracious unto us.”

The lot adjoining the Azabu Church is now the property of the
Woman’s Missionary Society, and the work on the new building is
going forward satisfactorily. Though the price paid for the land
seems high, yet, when compared with the prices now being paid for
desirable lots in Tokyo, it is really very reasonable—we having paid
at the rate of a little less than yen 10.00 per tsubo (36 square feet),
while other lots in the near neighborhood, no better suited to our
purpose, have changed hands this year at yen 20.00 per tsubo.

When the three-story building was taken down, the foundation
timbers were found to have completely rotted away—the posts
resting on the stone. Had it not been for the iron rods which held
the building together, there must have been a collapse. We shall
use the same rods in the new building. The other timbers are mostly
in good condition,. We hope to have part of the building finished, so
the opening of school in September need not be delayed.

The work in the school during the year has been of the usual
character. It has been a pleasure to tind our numbers slowly but
steadily increasing, The regular attendance of the pupils is a source
of much satistaction. Very few names have been taken from our
roll during the year, and, in almost every case of withdrawal, it has
been for some real, unavoidable reason. Perhaps the only exceptions
are those of the two little girls spoken of in a former report, who
were taken out of the school because their grandmothers did not
approve of their attendance.

Though there have been but two baptisms, several girls have shown
that they have made the decision to serve the Lord ; but to many the
asking of parents’ permission to be baptized is no small ordeal, and it
is no wonder that some delay, waiting for a suitable opportunity to
arise.

Miss Munro's absence is a great loss to the school, but we hope it
will result in gain when she returns to take up her work again with
I(‘lu'\\'\(l \'ig(»l',

We had no serious illness in the school until March, when one of
our supported girls, Suye Murakami, had a slight facial paralysis, and
a little later another, Masu Makino, developed a rapid type of
consumption. Just at this time, when it seemed we could no longer
do without him, Dr, Macdonald returned to Japan, and, though he
has no very strong hope of O Masu San’s recovery to offer, we are
sure that the very best that could be done has been done for her. She
is now in her own mountain home, where we hope the fresher, meore
invigorating air will do more for her than medicine. She is a girl of
rarely beautiful character, and we long to see her spared to the work,
but, if God sees good to take her now, we have the joy of knowing she
is ready.

[ feel that this report would be incomplete without some attempt
to express our thankfulnoss for Dr. Macdonald’s return to Japan, and
his renewal of his attendance on us at the school. 1t is not only that
now as in the past his services are given to us free of charge—thougl
that is no small saving to the Society and to our missionaries ; but,
one needs to be here to appreciate all Dr. Macdonald has been and
continues to be to our work and workers, Through storm, heat or
bad roads—in serious cases and in light—by night and day, he
responds to our every call with the most unwearying and painstaking
service.  God grant he may long be spared to carry on his daily *life-
preaching ” in this land.

KNing’s Daughters' School.—The three classes—for boys, little girls
and larger girls—are continued. A proot of the solid work done in
this school was given this spring. One of the Orphanage children
was graduated at Christmas, and as she is too small a child to send
out to service, we decided to allow her to come to the Girls’ School
as a day pupil. I supposed she would have to enter our Primary

Department, but after heing c-x:nnnml.mth ot'l.wr new pupllls by the
head Japanese teacher, she was p];lvwl in the First Year of the Pre-
paratory Course, and keeps up with the class in a way that shows
that the foundations of an education have been well and carefully

laid.

Orphanage.—Our eldest girl has gone out to service during the
year, and is doing well. Another had to be sent back to her home
as her persistent idleness and disobedience were having a bad effect
on the other children. Her grandmother had been wanting her for
some time, as she is now big enough to work. She lives with this
orandmother (who, by the way, was apparently non-existent when
the child was too small to be of use) and goes out to work every day,
taking care of babies and such jobs of light work as the neighbors
want done. She finds plenty of employment, for the neighbors were
not long in finding out that O Fumi San is honest and truthful
characteristics woefully uncommon in such little workers. As one
woman put it, “ It is a wonderful thing, but she does not pick up’
cake or small change, nor even tell lies! Such a child-servant is very
rare—it is a fortunate thing to get such a one.” We were glad to
hear this of her, as it made us feel that all the patient teaching that
has been given her has not been entirely lost, though dismissal from
the Home was necessary. The other children are all well and busy.
The youngest child showed at one time a strong disposition to walk
in O Fumi San’s steps, but since that influence has been removed she
is much improved, though still inclined to think her faults ought to
b2 overlooked on the ground that she is the * little sister.”

Evangelistic.—As we look back over the past year it brings to
mind varied experiences—times of sorrowing with those who sor-
rowed, of rejoicing with those who rejoiced ; times of disappoint-
ment, almost discouragement, again of fresh courage and hope.

We reported the loss of one Bible-woman at New Year’s, and now
must report another decrease,

When Tsuchiya San was taken on as a Bible-woman last fall it was
but for one year. She was engaged to one of the young probationers
and wished to work with us for a time to better fit herself for future
work as a minister’s wife, She has been so earnest and faithful that
we were loth to give her up. At the same time we know that our
loss will be others gain. The wedding took place shortly after
Conference.

We have for some time realized that Sabashi San and Kubo San
are failing fast. Two or three years ago Sabashi San said something
about giving up work, but we asked her to continue a little longer.
During the past year age has been telling upon her mind as well as
her physical powers. I had a talk with her just after our last

workers’ meeting and suggested superannuation, doing still what she
was able to do now and again, but not feeling obliged to do regular
work. She seemed very pleased with the suggestion, and said her
friends would be glad also as she was feeling the work too much of a
burden for her years.

Kubo San, T fear, will soon have to do the same thing because of
failing sight.  Even during the past year she has been able for little
more than half-time work. This leaves us with but two Bible.
women who are strong and able to work.

During the year we have held 232 women’s and 114 children’s
meetings. The policeman’s class met only about twenty times during
the early part of the year.

The Sunday afternoon Bible-class has been kept up with a good
attendance ; 1,836 visits have been made. These bLare tigures give
but a very little idea of what the visits have meant to those visited,
or the meetings to many of those attending.

We have stood with the bereaved beside the still form of a loved
one death has claimed, and by God’s help brought comfort by point-
ing to the Great Comforter, and repeating His precious promises —
in one case to tell a father of the glorious hope of the resurrection
in Christ. The daughter, a young woman from the country who had
attended our meetings for some time and had begun to understand
something of the way of salvation; had died very suddenly, and the
father, who came to Tokyo for the funeral, had never heard of the
Christians’ consolation.

The reading of a few verses of God’s Holy Word, a short prayer,
words of sympathy have brought comfort and help to the hearts of
many, especially to those who, struggling with poverty or poor
health, had become discouraged and disheartened.

Many whose husbands or mothers-in-law do not allow them to
attend a meeting, are glad of a visit. Others, again, who would be
allowed to attend, but cannot because there 1S no one to keep house
while they are out, welcome the opportunity of Christian fellowshiyp
in this way.

Not long ago a blind woman, who has a very hard time earning
daily food for herself and aged mother, told the Bible-woman some.
thing of her history, and then said, “I1 have no comforts or joys in
life.  Tf what you teach has any comfort in it I will be glad to listen
to you.”

After an afternoon’s visiting, when one has been able to bring
cheer and comfort to a number of lonely, tired, or sick ones, one
cannot but wish for supernatural strength to be able to do much
more than is possible with ordinary strength.

There are times now and again when apparently no good is donc
by the visit; again, we are greeted with excuses for not being
invited in, but this is seldom.
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Doing away with the Christmas supper for the poor we discovered
lately has been a cause of the falling off in the attendance of our
mothers’ meeting Sunday evenings, but others are taking their places
who, we trust, have come for something better than “rice.”

At many of the meetings during the year, again and again one or
more of the number have told of weak faith, temptations or dis
couragements, but that the lesson that day had been such a help, and
they have gone away with a fresh determination by divine help to be
more faithful.

Among those reached for the ftirst time, either by visits, or their
coming into a meeting out of curiosity, many received the Word
gladly, and asked for frequent visits from the Bible-woman, or they
became regular attendants at a meetiny,

We have here, as elsewhere, to battle with that curse ‘intemper

ance.” I would like tell you one instance a little out of the ordinary.
One of the Bible-women, in visiting the home of a woman who had
attended the meetings in that district a few times, found the husband
sitting alone 1 s house deliberately drinking ‘“saki” (Japanese
liquor).  As soon as he knew her to be a Bible-woman he invited her
in, said he ki he was doing wrong, that drink was bad for him,
but he could agive 1t up. He asked the Bible-woman to pray 1tox
him, and t k the foreign teacher to pray also. The next time I
went to that district for a meeting, the man came also, but so drunk
he conld dly walk. I invited him in. Sitting down next to me he
listene all I said as well as a man could under the influence of
drink \t the close he asked a few questions, invited me to visit his

house, and left.

Not long after I held a meeting in his house by invitation. In the
meantime the wife had asked me for a Bible, and I had sent tempel
ance papers to her husband, who ere long began taking the Bible to
his office to read at odd times,

One day another man asked him what Y50k that was he read so
often. ‘“The Bible,” was the answer. Further conversation broucht
out the fact that no less than three men in that office were Christians,
or had been, and had not had the courage to make it known. In
answer to their questions, the man said he did not know what they
meant by “pastor” or “church.” All he knew was what the for
eigners from whom he got the Bible had told him.

Some time ago he sent word that he had overcome his appetite, but
had waited until he had been a month without touching drink before
telling me. And I believe he is still standing firm. The wife has
been a regular attendant, and whenever possible brings other women
to the meeting, and has lately been taking their little boy to Sunday

SHIZUOKA SCHOOL REPORT.

“ (toodness and mercy have followed us all through the days of the
vear.”  With the exception of one case of measles, and a few slight
colds, we have been untouched by sickness. Usually at the close of
the year, pupils and teachers are tired, and vacation is welcomed, but
this year has been an exception. The last days of the last week
found llw girls bright and full of life, and nft(ln was the remark
made, *The holidays are coming too soon this year.” The last Sun-
day was an especially bright and helpful one. In the morning,
instead of the usual Bible-classes, we had a Bible reading for the
whole school. This was followed by a short prayer-meeting. Dur-
ine the morning service in the church four of our girls received
baptism, after which Mr. Toyama spoke some very earnest words to
all the pupils. ’

In the afternoon class-meeting we felt the presence of the Master,
There seemed to be among the girls a greater courage than I had
ever seen before, in their thought of leaving the shelter of the school,
and going out to try and live a Christian life amid ditliculties which
we can scarcely imagine. Tt seemed to Miss Alcorn and me that our
sirls went out this year svronger and better prepared to meet the
temptations that must come to then.

Two of the girls that were lnptm-(l on the last Sunday are
Shizuoka girls who board in the school. The night before they were
bhaptized, one of them said to me, “ Sensei, you (10 not know 'm\thnw
about the temptations that we must meet in the holidays.” She then
went on to tell me some things which made me understand as never
before what Christian schools are doing for the girls of Japan ; and
as I looked at her earnest face, and thought of what she had received
in the school, my heart was full of thankfulness for the opportunities
that are ours, opportunities of leading numbers of young girls into
pure, Christian womaunhood.

We have a little eight-year-old girl boarding in the school. Her
parents are wealthy, and are Buddhists in religion ; but they en-
treated us to take the child into the school, as it was nnposslhlv to
keep her from playing with the children of the neighborhood, and
they wanted her to grow up pure and good. Another little Shizuoka
girl was sent here because her father, hearing something of Chris-
tianity, wanted his child trained in a Christian school.

Last year a request came from the people of the neighborhood ask-
ing if we could not open a kindergarten, and this year we were asked
if it would be possible to have the lower common school course of
study in the school, so that puplls could be admitted at an earlier age.
How gladly would we receive the little ones, but it would not be
possll)lo without a third lady in Shizuoka, and an addition to our
building.
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We have had a larger attendance this year than at any other
time since the school was started, sixty-nine having been enrolled
since last September, Fifty-eight have been in attendance during
the past term.  Our school, being built to accommodate about forty,
was overcrowded ; so in April we rented a Japanese house in the
neighborhood, for which we pay four yen and fifty sen per month, or
two dollars and twenty-five cents Canadian money

Evangelistic.—The days, weeks and months of the past year have
flown so rapidly that, were it not for the weariness incident to the
summer days in Japan, it would be hard to realize the time had come
for the annual report.

The 1st of December Ito San returned to work as a Bible-woman.
Since then we have had regular work in nine places in this province,
and four fortnightly meetings in Shizuoka city. Ito San lives in
Numadzu, comes to Shizuoka once a month to the workers’ meeting,
takes charge of the Ansai meeting, and then goes to Kakegawa and
Horvinouchi. With my going to each of these places, we are thus
able to hold two meetings a month instead of one as formerly.

Kakuda San is still able to take care of the Omiya work. Though
sixty-seven years of age she is well and strong. It is beautiful to see
her zeal and earnestness for her own people. With an increase of
years comes an increased desire to “work while it is day.”

We spoke in our report last year of the factories of Shimada. Our
last meeting was the best one, this partly due to our new surround-
ings. The overseer was so pleased with the changed attitude of the
women toward himself, and toward each other, that he gave us a new
room, which is much more comfortable than the small* quarters we
occupied before. Besides our regular lessons we have spoken to the
women on the evil effects of tobacco and intemperance. Our average
attendance has been thirty-two.

We have helped in the distribution of Bibles in this city. A
foreign gentleman offered to give 25 yen toward raising money
enough to place one of the Gospels in every house in Shizuoka, if the
people would give as much more. The morey was cellected, the
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Bibles secured, and the city was divided among the e
Bible-women of the Canadian and
In the district allotted to us, Takeuchi San distributed portions in 400
homes. In 100 of these homes the people were very ignorant, and
could not understand why any one wanted to help them, They ac-
cepted the Bibles very unwillingly. In 200 homes they promised to
read them if they had time. In 100 homes they received them very
politely, and said they would read them. Ten women asked
Takeuchi San to call again.  We trust that the entrance of the Word

Another year with its opportunities and its days of service has
passed. As we leave it to be added as a new page to the former
history of the work, it is with the prayer of hope that the seed

J ) L
which has been sown may be so nurtured by our Master’s care as to
bring forth an abundant harvest,
o]

Early in the fall we secured the service of a young girl from
Nagoya to act as my interpreter and teacher. She proved to be a
very eflicient helper, and we began to feel that w

e were well supplied
with workers, having three girls w

ho lived in our house, one Bible-
woman, three teachers of the Industrial and night schools, and the
matron of the Orphanage. But in J anuary, Taneda San, one of the
girls, was taken sick with what we fear to he consumption. As there
was no improvement in her condition, after a couple of months she
returned to her home.

During the year one monthly, one weekly and four fortnightly
meetings have been held for women. Speaking of those meetings in
general they have been very encouraging. The attendance at most

of them has not been large, but the interest manifested by those
women who attend regularly we believe to be genuine., Besides those
regular meetings Miss Belton has visited and held meetings twice at
Takaoka, twice at Fukui, and once at Toyama. Work has also been
started in one silk factory. Our hearts have been gladdened by see-
ing a deepening and growth in the spiritual life of a number of the
Christian women, shown by their conversation and their earnest
endeavors to lead others to the meetings,

Une woman has been baptized, another has asked for baptism, and
her name has been received in the Church on probation. One of our
Christian women has been taken frow us to join the Church
triumphant,

We are sorry to have to report that our work at Matto, which
seemed so prosperous at the beginning of the year, had to be dropped
in February. The Buddhist priests stirred up the people so that they
signed an agreement to drive the Christians out of the village.
They gave notice to the man from whom we had the house rented
that he must not allow us to use it any longer, and as no other house
could be obtained we were forced to stop our meetings. The last
meeting, which was held after the agreeu:ent had been signed, was a
proof, however, that the confidence of those who usually attended
had been won, for there were about forty-five present, and we believe
that the Gospel seed-sowing of those few months will not be in vain.

Three hours a week have been given to teaching English conver-
sation, and one hour to teaching singing at the boys’ school in con-
nection with our Church. A Bible-class has been held on Sunday
afternoon, and since January one also on Monday. Two evenings a
month have been given to the students socially,
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We have been delichted to see an increasing interest in ()hristi;mity
manifested among the xtml(nt\, and we hope and pray that it may
continue until many, and we long for faith to say all of them, are
safe in the Gospel fold.

At Kawakami and Daijime, in our two industrial and night
schools the year has been one of quiet, steady work. It is cheering
to notice the continual improvement in the «-n]s of the embroidery
school, and the intelligent way in which they can answer B ible
questions shows that they are grasping a knowledge of the Gospel
truths taught them. Their regular attendance at the Sunday service
held in the school, and some of them also quite nufulfu‘lv at the
church, shows that an interest is being awakened, which we trust
will before long, result in their acceptance of Christ as their Saviour.
[t is a satisfaction also to know that we, who have charge of, and are
directly interested in the school, are not the only ones who notice this
improvement. The people Innw in the neighborhood realize it as
fully as we do, and from remarks which some of them have made, we
are aware that the school has won a very good reputation among the
non-Christians of the district.

Of the Match School at Daijime there is not much to report.
Directly it is doing a small work by giving employment to a few poor
children, but its real worth lies in the fact that it forms a centre for
Christian work in that district, and the influence for good which that
little school is exerting, in that centre of darkness, we cannot at pres
ent estimate. The Christian man and his family, who live in the
school, have won the respect of those around them, so that the Chris-
tian school is looked upon much more favorably than it was a short
time ago.

The Night Schools also at Kawakami and Daijime, by providing an
elementary education for a number of poor children, are a means of
opening the homes and hearts of the people, so that the Gospel can be
carried to them.

The past year has seen quite a number of changes in the Orphanage.
As the old home could no longer be kept, we rented another house in
September. At the beginning of the year there were twenty inmates ;
at present there are but fourteen. Kosuke San, the matron’s son,
has gone to work in Tokyo. Okiu San, who has been reported by her
teachers and the matron as having never been an obedient or satis
factory child, we took into our home with the intention of train-
ing her as maid, but finding that she was not suited to that work, we
placed her in the e mlnm«lm\ school, where she is now suppmtnw ln -
self, her home being with the ( ‘hristian family who live in the school.
One little girl who had been in the home about eight months, was
returned to her aunt last fall, as we found that her friends were quite
able to keep her. Naotaka San has been employed in the post office
here since last fall, and having passed his examination satisfactorily
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this spring, he was given a position in a post-oftice at Sugimura, about
fifty miles distant from this city. Masaki San, one of our brightest
little girls, entered the Azabu School in September. Hisashi San, the
eldest girl, is now twenty years of age, and the term of her agreement
has expired. She is remaining in the Orphanage as an assistant to
the matron, in the housework and the care of the little ones. She
receives her board and one yen a month as wages,

Of the fourteen children who remain, the eldest, O Hatsu San, is
learning hairdressing; Naokichi San is learning tailoring, and O Hara
San, Japanese sewing. The latter two work at their trades only out
of school hours. The other eleven children attend school, and during
their spare moments they are busy at match-work and hem-stitching.

Arrangements have been made to take another child, but she has
not yet entered. She is a foundling, and was picked up when an
infant near a temple. Her parentage is not known. The Govern-
ment gave her a name, and she has been living at Takaoka with a
sister of the matron of the Orphanage, the Government paying part
for her support. She is now nine years of age. The money from the
Government will continue to help support her when she enters the
Orphanage.

A number of requests to take other children have been refused, as
on investigation we found that their friends were quite able to sup-
vort them. '

As a safeguard against being interrupted at all hours by callers, and
also to prevent people from becoming discouraged by calling, only to
find us out, or too busy to receive them, we decided to set apart one
afternoon each week when we would be at home, and at liberty to
re-eive callers, We have found the plan very satisfactory indeed.
Our friends, when sure of finding us in, have not only called them-
selves, but have brought their friends witl, them, so that we have
made a number of new acquaintances, and have had the privilege of
Christian conversation, which we trust may bear fruit,

From April 27th to May 3rd there was a great festival held in this
city, in memory of the time three hundred years ago, when the first
Mayeda became governor. As it is impossible to keep up our regular
work at such a time, we resolved to do what we could to let some of
the strangers who visited the city hear something abont Christianity,
For four days and a half, together with the church people, we were
engaged selling Bibles and tracts, talking to and singing Christian
hymns for the great crowds who thronged about the church. Our
intention was to give away tracts, but the people were so anxious to
receive them that it made the giving of them away impossible, so we
sold them at a nominal price. In the churchyard a temporary tea-
house was erected, where thousands of people, weary and thirsty from
tramping about the hot, dusty streets, were refreshed.

During the time that the church was kept open, about thirteen
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thousand tracts were distributed, and over four hundred portimm of
the Scriptures were sold, some of the latter being the whole New
Testament, but the greater number single copies of thv rospels.

NAGANO BRANCH.

School.—The school in Nagano has been continued on the same
basis as last vear. We have not heen able to secure teachers for the

Japanese department ; however, even though teachers were available,

the unsettled state of the educational problem and other circum
stances have made it not only impossible but inadvisable to extend
this year. I was alone until January; then, though no new workers
had come from home, the Tokyo ladies divided the work there and
gladdened my heart, and lesse ned my responsibility, by sending Miss
Wigle to share the ups and downs of Nagano. One pupil left us in
January to attend the Azabu School, and four new ones entered.

April brought us decided changes. Our sewing and kindergarten
teachers left us, the formér because there was no prospect of a large:
sewing class. Fortuna.ely we were able to .\‘uppl\' their places. Not-
withstanding the strong anti-Christian sentiment in this city we have
had a large increase in the attendance at our English classes. Since
April we have registered fifty-eight pupils, m: wny of whom soon with
drew on account of their t)]»_,u ion to the Bible lesson. The average
attendance through June was only twenty-two. We cannot attribute
this increase to the breaking down of the prejudice, as it is evident it
is only on account of the near approach uf the new Treaties, and the
consequent abnormal desire for English. The girls coming to us from
the Government schools for English only forced us to arrange our time
table to their convenience: conse (lm*ntl\ the English tmdmw has been
somewhat heavy, classes from one to half- past five, five (l vys in the
week.

During the year we have had three boarding pupils. One has
been \\1th us since September ; one came in M: llLll but on account
of the persecution of the Government school, where sh(- went, for her
Japanese lessons, she withdrew at the end of April.  The third is a
young girl, who is taking English, foreign cooking and housework,
with a view to going to A\nwru a m stud\ mmhcme Another girl
applied, but was not allowed to enter. Her story was as f()l]mw
When a child she was badly marked by snmllpox This, with a
superstition connected with some circumstance at the tune of her
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birth, led her parents to give her away, when seven years of age, to
a heathen temple, to be trained as a priestess. She lived at this
temple for seven years, worked as a servant, attended the Government
school, but was not instructed in the Buddhist teaching beyond being
taught how to prostrate herself before the idols. In March she
came across a tract, an explanation of the Ten Commandments,
which interested her very much, and finally led her to ask us to take
her into our school, where she could learn more about Christianity.
She was willing to do any kind of work to help pay her way. We
would have been glad to help her, but as her father refused to give
his consent we had no choice.

We had our first closing exercises on the 12th of July. The girls
did exceedingly well, considering it was their first appearance on an
inglish programme, and they had been studying English only three
months. My heart was very full as they sang “ Jesus loves me,” and
“ When He cometh,” and I prayed that before the close of another
year they might understand more of His love and even know of His
salvation. Most of them are girls from good homes, who would not
be reached through our usual evangelistic work, and while our oppor-
tunities for influencing them are limited, compared to a boarding-
school, we prize the privilege of giving them these first Bible lessons.

Kindergarten.—There being no kindergarten in Nagano, and
believing there was an opening for such work, we started a class in
September. It has proved very satisfactory. During the year we
registered twenty-two names, and have reason to believe the work
among the little ones will be lasting. We find it easy to make
friends with the mothers, and thus have opportunities for direct
evangelistic work among them. We have had the joy of knowing
that one mother, who has asked for baptism, was partly won over
through the tie made between us by her little daughter in our
kindergarten.

We have spent a good deal of time during the past two months
making inquiries and arrangements relative to securing permission
from the Educational Department for our kindergarten. So far we
can only report progress. The last we heard from the officials was
that “there did not seem to be any necessity for a kindergarten in
Nagano ; if there were, the city would have started one long ago.”

Post-office.—Last November, telieving it would increase our oppor-
tunities, we complied with a request to give English lessons in the
post-ofice. Through the teaching there some young men have been
induced to attend our Bible-classes, and the church services, Since
Miss Wigle came she has taken half the teaching in the Nagano
Post-office, and has also had a class in Yashiro, composed of Govern-
aent school teachers, post-office officials and others. In connection
with this class there was a Bible lesson given by the evangelist, and
one young man gave up the use of tobacco and wine, and is now a
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happy baptized Christian. Many friends were made, much prejudice
overcome, and ever since the class was started, the attendance at our
children’s meeting has been nearly five times as great as before. An.
other visible result from these English classes is 232 yen and 58 sen
in the bank to be used in the work.

We have had four English Bible-classes every week for young
men. Two meet on Sunday morning, and the members are required
to remain for the church service. The average attendance for the
year has been seven, and some of the young men seem to be really
interested in the Bible study.

A very important, though hitherto unreported, part of oar work
since coming to Nagano has been receiving and making calls, follow-
ing Japanese customs where no principle was involved, even to the
receiving of a present at the front door and sending it out at the back
to another person where we thought it would do good, with a view to
getting acquainted with non-Christian people, thus using every pos-
sible opportunity to prepare the way for direct work. Since April
we have made twenty-five, and received two hundred and twenty
six such visits. These visits are not included in the evangelistic
report, because there was no Bible reading or prayer. We have
received every one who has come to our home, we have given them
tea, cake and tracts, have lent them books and invited them to our
church.

We are thankful for the opportunities and blessings of the past
year, and with a stronger faith in the power of the Spirit we look for-
ward with joy to serving another year.

Evangelistic.—In reviewing the work of the year there are so
many evidences of the Father’s direct leading, that it seems very
difficult to make a selection for our report. Seven baptisms and two
requests for baptism seem a very small showing, but in the hearts of
the hundreds of people who have attended our 324 meetings, and of
those who have received the many hundred tracts distributed, seed
has been sown which we hope will grow and mature to the glory of
God in this land. One of the seven mentioned above went to Yoko-
hama in April to take a course of training for Bible-woman’s work,
which we trust may make her instrumental in bringing many to
know their Saviour.

Besides the visits mentioned in the statistics we have made over
fifty at which no direct Bible instruction was given, but which we
feel have helped materially in our work. Several of these were first
visits at new homes, Getting permission to teach the Gospel in a
new home sometimes requires months of patient waiting and praying
and planning, but in some cases it is far different. Among the many
that crowded in and around the doors of our free kindergarten in Ta
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Machi I noticed one day two especially bright-looking young women
who were evidently of a much better class than the rest of the
audience. They remained after the meeting, and we exchanged a
few words. They asked me to go and “ play” at their home, but I
thought perhaps they were only ¢ being polite ” because I had invited
them to visit us. The following week, however, one of them was
present again and remained after the others had returned. A col-
lection of pictures I had with me furnished waterial for a long and
profitable conversation on some of the results of Christianity in
other lands. I promised to accept her pressing invitation, and two
days after Miss Hargrave and 1 called at their home. Inside the
close, high fence we found a beautiful garden and an elegant house,
and received a delightfully warm welcome. Refreshments were
served in abundance, and the son of the house, the husband of one
of the young women, also showed his good-will by serving us with
tea. Next evening we entertained them at our home, and have since
become acquainted with the parents. The father, a wholesale dealer,
admits that it would be well for his daughters to study Christianity,
but fears it might interfere with his business if he did so. The two
daughters have attended the women’s meetings and the Church ser-
vices occasionally, and one has been attending our school for three
months., A third, who lives across the city, has invited us to her
home ; and thus the circle broadens.

One evening last week as my helper, Kudo San, and T were walk-
ing not far from our house, we passed a group of people, chiefly chil-
dren, standing and talking. The sweet face of one little four-year-
old especially attracted my attention, so I stopped and talked with
her, and we finally asked her to go shopping with us. Her grand-
mother standing by gave her consent, and the happy trio walked off.
When we returned we begged permission to keep our treasure a few
minutes longer, and brought her home and presented her to Miss
Hargrave as a promising pupil for her kindergarten. Then we
carried the tiny mite home, and my wish, one of those wishes the
Father takes as a prayer to be answered, was fulfilled, for we received
from mother and grandmother a very hearty invitation to enter.
After mutual introductions and general conversation Kudo San
referred to a meeting she had recently attended where a Buddhist
priest had made several false statements about our doctrine. From
this it was easy to give a brief general talk on Christianity. They
asked us to go again, and we came home determined, when discourage-
ments came, to think less about them, and more of the encouraging
incidents in our work. We have heard since that the little girl will
become a kindergarten pupil next term.

In April it became necessary to give up the house where we held
our free kindergarten, and owing to the priests’ opposition we have
been unable to secure another. To close such a promising work was

a great disappointment, but we soon found a very suitable house in
another district, where for two months we have conducted a free
kindergarten and children’s meeting twice a week, besides a children’s
meeting on Sunday. Last Sunday one hundred were present. The
average has been forty-eight, and at the kindergarten seventeen.
Our pastor has also preached there once a week lately, Already we
have access to some of the neighboring homes and the outlook is very
encouraging. Most of the children and many of the grown people,
too, seem to consider the house a kind of home to which it is a plea-
sure to go because they are made welcome. Old and young are equally
interested in the lesson pictures. I do not know how we should do
without them. The picture of the little missionary hero of Moose
Jaw, one of his written texts, and the story of his efforts in behalf of
the Japanese boy have also served as an inspiration to the children in
six places at least.

In May one of our Christians, a judge’s wife, wished us to start a
class for herself and the wives of a few court-house officials, who
wished to learn English. Just at that time some of my meetings had
to be closed on account of the silk work, and considering this a good
opportunity to reach some of this class of women, we decided that I
should give them an English lesson and a half hour’s Bible-lesson two
evenings a week. Owing to the illness of one and the removal of
another woman the attendance has been small ; but two teachers have
been attending lately, and all have been deeply impressed by the
teachings of the Sermon on the Mount. Miss Hargrave has charge
of two meetings, through one of which, held in our house, Sunday
afternoon, she hopes to reach especially the girls attending our school
through the week. Last Sunday two Red Cross nurses also came.
The authorities at the hospital are so opposed to Christianity that we
were somewhat surprised at the presence of these two, until we learned
that one was a Christian, lately come to Nagano.

In March Miss Yamada spoke at several of our meetings, telling
of her three years’ work among Japanese women in San Francisco,
from which place she had recently returned. Her talks were very
interesting and instructive as were those of the Rev. Mr. Miyama,
who visited our district in May, in the interests of temperance,

The family of Mr. Minamizawa, one of the stewards in our church,
have been called upon to pass through great affliction during the
past year. Last August the grandmother died. In September the
grandfather and two daughters, aged about twelve and fourteen, were
away at a hot spring. The house they were in was swept away b
the flood, and the bodies were not recovered for three days. The
neighbors tauntingly remarked, * Is that the kind of God Christians
worship, a God who can’t save His people from the flood ?” Mr, M.,
however, soon silenced them by reminding them that their god could
not save even himself, but was swept away, shrine and all, by the

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Resolved,—That men be admitted to our women’s meetings at the
discretion of the evangelistic worker in charge, such attendance to be
reported only in a foot-note and not included in the regular average,
except in the case of factory and other special meetings where the
full number present may be reported.

Some changes in the form of the annual statement being thought
desirable the following was prepared, with the suggestion that we ask
the Home Board to print our annual and financial statements in
the yearly report.

It having been found necessary to superannuate Mrs. Sabashi this
year, a discussion on * What shall we do for our Bible-women when
unable to work longer?” was taken up and the following motion was
carried : That as it has been considered wise to provide for worn-out
Bible-women according to individual circumstances, the case of Mrs.
Sabashi be met by giving her three yen ($1.50) a month.

There were also short discussions on each of the following questions,
but no resolutions were called for: *The advisability of changing
the time for our annual meeting,” “The danger of too much time
and strength of the workers of the W, M. S. being spent on the work
among men,” ‘“ Pocket-money supplied to girls who are working out
their time.”

The Committee on Courtesies reported as follows: The Japan
Council of the W, M. S. send loving greetings to the W. M. S. in
Canada. Phil. iv. 6, 7.

Also greetings to Mrs. Gooderham, Dr, Macdonald, Mrs. Kobayashi,
the Canadian Methodist Mission in China, Misses Munro, Preston
and Belton.

" The evangelistic work was hindered somewhat by the evil reports
and by the unsettled state of the country during the winter months
yet there have almost always been some who would come to our
:\'umlu\j afternoon meetings. The Sunday School has been fairly well
attended by the children in our own neighborhood ; these are given
Scripture texts written upon cards.

Dr. Killam and T take turns in speaking to the women who come
to the dispensary for treatment ; both these and the women who come
on Sunday are given tracts to take home, We hope that the seed
sown in this way may bear some fruit to the glory of God.

The boarding schoo! work has heen very encouraging. Miss Brooks
has taken up this work since January, and is very much interested
init. The pupils all seem happy in their work.  We are sorry to
say that the youngest pupil has just been taken from us by smallpox.
Four of the older girls have received baptism during the year ; two
of these are members of the Canadian Methodist Church, Chentu.
We hope that they will make good workers for the Master,

The orphanage work has not bheen very encouraging as we have
taken only two children in during the year, and three have died. At
present there are four children in the Home. TIda Stone, who is
supported by Miss Brackbill, is a nice healthy child. Annie Ford,
supported by Mr, and Mrs. Ford, has never been very strong. Tian
Shu Fang, who is supported by Miss Willsie, of Newfoundland, has
brightened up wonderfully during the last six months. The baby, who
is supported by Mrs. Eccles’ Bible-class, has very bad eyes, but with
all their misfortunes they all are usually very happy.

Up to the present time the dispensary work has been light. Dr,
Killam expects to open the hospital after the hot weather js over,
when we hope the people will learn to trust us more, and will not
think that we are confirmed “baby eaters.” Two of our helpers
and the gateman’s wife have received baptism during the year. We
ask your prayers for all those who have professed faith in the Lord,
that they may grow to the stature of perfect women in Christ,

ANNUAL REporT oF ScHOOL WORK.

Our boarding-school, which numbered fourteen last year, has made
a net increase of only one during the year. Four new ones have
entered, but there have been three removals. The little girl who was
enticed away by her mother without our knowledge, we have not
heard of definitely since, except that she was sold for a slave to a
family who live some distance from the city. The mother of another
pupil became alarmed about her daughter’s safety here (it was dur-
ing the time reports were so bad last autumn), and begged so hard
to withdraw her from the school that we finally consented, subject
to her paying all expenses for the time the child had been in the
school. The third one, the baby and pet of the school, was taken
from us by the angel of Death in June last. She died of smallpox,
contracted by another of the girls, while home on a visit. The first
one had only a very light attack. There have been several cases of
malaria during the year, and just now two of them seem to be
developing symptoms of tuberculosis, of which there seems to be a
good deal in China. The rest seem very healthy, and their life is
that of happy childhood with very much more of sunshine in it than
shadow. Generally they are pretty good, and withal such a jovial
little crowd that one finds it anything but a task to love them. The
matron, the same one we had last year, is a Christian and very
reliable in every way, taking a real interest in the girls. She has the
general management of the school-house, but the bigger girls help
with all the work, preparing meals, washing dishes, washing floors,
making beds and all their own clothing.

About the 1st of April a woman was engaged to come four after-
noons a week, from 3.30 until dark, to teach them sewing, and under
her supervision all except the very small ones are learning to make
their own dresses, stockings and shoes. So far these afternoons,
spent clustered together in the shade of some bamboo trees, and
chattering like so many little magpies, seem to have been regarded
by them in the light of a pleasure rather than a task.

We aim, of course, to weave religious thought and Christian
endeavor in with their every-day work, so that in their own minds
the one will be inseparable from the other, and even now I think
that to many of them, outside of those who have made a public pro-
fession of Christianity, to look up and pray to God as their Father
is the most natural thing, and that heaven where little Shea Shu
Tseng, and the dear babies who died in the Orphanage last summer,
and where Miss Ford is, is a very real place for them.

Two of the girls were baptized in the China Inland Mission (where
their father is a worker) just before they entered the school last
autumn, and two more of the larger ones were baptized by Mr.
Hartwell last spring.
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Chinese are not generally supposed to have much musical talent,
but most of these girls can sing many of the ordinary hymns very
nicely indeed, and show quite a quick ear for music.

We kept the second school (for outside children) open until Christ-
mas, but the attendance was so small that it was decided to close it
until a more competent teacher could be found. Miss Brackbill’s

departure on furlough just after Christmas, my limited knowledge of

the language, and the continued poor attendance of outside children
to Mrs. Ya, the boarding-school teacher, made us deem it wise to defer
the opening of it until a little later in the summer when the rainy
season will have passed.

This fall T hope to do some visiting among the parents of the chil-
dren who live in our vicinity, and so while trying to interest the
children in school matters, may be able to work up a week-day class
among the mothers.

[t is with much gratitude that we look back over the last two years
of study and work, and the opening of another year gives unmixed joy
in the prospect of following His footsteps and proclaiming Him to be
the Saviour of the World—and of China.

REPORT OF MEDICAL WORK, CHENTU, WEST CHINA
MISSION.

In last year’s report we spoke of reopening the dispensary in
November, September brought in many unpleasant rumors. You
read of them in connection with Eii-Man-tsi’s insurrection. We some-
what feared lest our property should again be destroyed and the
workers driven out, Lest we should give any opportunity for other
libel and because of the prejudice of the people we delayed opening a
new work until November 21st. Patients were few at the start and
even now rarely number twenty in the tri-weekly visits. At the same
time the two other city dispensaries have been well attended, but
their work was already on a firm basis. If we may judge from Chinese
customs a woman’s dispensary will for some time have a compara-
tively smaller number of patients. The women are not allowed out
on the street as much as the men, and have not much in the way of
rubbers for rainy weather. The medical patients have been in the
majority of the surgical. In the eight months they numbered two
hundred and thirty. Medicine was dispensed nine hundred and fifty-
five times. As helpers we have a man to register the patients and a
woman to wash, dust, ek, 'We have no one who can be trained to
properly assist in treatment and dispensing. Such a faithful and
educated woman will be hard to find, until some of our school girls are
ready for work. Hence the great advantage of a foreign nurse. It

would be about impossible to carry on much work without her assist-
ance or the help of another physician.

A few who come some number of times to the dispensary seem to
get the fundamental gospel truths, and one says with a happy smile,
that she believes those that come only once or twice do not seem to
take in much. This is to be expected with minds laden with false
ideas and superstitions. That many shall believe as a result of the
medical work alone, we hardly expect. We do hope that by the sym-
pathetic contact with many lives we shall do away with much
prejudice, and that the little they hear of the Gospel shall make them
desire to know more. This seems to be the real value of the medical
work, aside from the relief of suffering. Though the Sunday church
services are well attended and many treat us pleasantly, a great
majority are full of prejudice and despise us. Wae still hear that we
are baby eaters, and once in a while a patient will show very much
fear, or a child on the street will flee for his life on our approach.

We have made occasional visits to homes, and have treated two
opium cases in them. We did not always have opportuhity for direct
preaching, but spoke as they would hear and left literature behind.

The orphanage and school always afford a few patients. There has
been a little work to do among foreigners.

Early in the year the hospital buildings were painted. We intend
opening the wards to patients as soon as the hot weather is over,

From time to time the familiar face of a patient is seen at church or
at our Sunday afternoon service.

Aside from the drugs the expenditures for this year have been little
above the donations and other amounts received.

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FRENCH WORK.

INSTITUT METHODISTE FRANCAIS.

During the past year 132 applications for admission to the Institute
were received, and of this number 55 came from Roman Catholics.
One hundred and nine were accepted, 59 boys and 50 girls, a larger
number than can be accommodated at one time in the Institute, but
past experience has taught us that of those accepted a good many will
always fail to appear, and also that among those who enter some will
prove unsatisfactory.

Last year we had 89 during the course of the session, though never
more than 75 at one time. An unusually large number were called
away from the school on account of illness in their homes, and
amongst these were several of our most promising pupils, who were
unable to return to us, much to their grief and our disappointment,.
In the Institute itself the health of all was remarkably good, no epi-
demic nor serious illness of any kind having occurred during the
year, with the exception of a few cases of mumps. These were
promptly isolated by Mrs. Ross, so the epidemic did not spread, and
school-work was not materially interfered with.

Last year the Council of Public Instruction raised the standard of
education in our Province, making a Normal School diploma compul-
sory for teachers, and also making the entrance examination to the
Normal more difficult. This has increased our w ork, as we aim each
year to prepare a few of the more promising pupils for this examina
tion, and in order to do so we are obliged to compress a ten months’
course of study into seven months.

One of our girls, who secured her diploma from the Normal School
last May, is now engaged as assistant to Miss Matthieu in the East
End day school, and several others have found positions in the country.,
It is, of course, only a very small proportion of our girls who are able
to prepare for teachers, nearly all being obliged to take up housework,
sewing, etc., but the experience gained in the domestic department
often proves quite as valuable as that secured in the school-room.

Though we have no holidays during the session, yet Thanksgiving,
Christmas and New Year’s are made as bright as possible for the
pupils, and many of them find for the first time what these days
really mean, The usual treats were again provided by the young

ladies of Douglas Church, and both the Thanksgiving supper and
Christmas tree thoroughly appreciated by our young people.

[n the Sunday School the “Forward Movewent ” was inaugurated
by the introduction of missionary boxes at the New Year, and quite
a pleasant rivalry grew up as to which class should have made the
largest collection by the close of school. Mrs. Ross’s class of English
boys and girls led with something over $2. In all about $7 were
collected, which means a good deal from mission school pupils.
Another new departure was the organization of a society known as
“I’Association des Anciens et des Nouveaux Eléves de 1'Institut
Meth. Francais.” Quite a number of old students, several of whom
are now preachers and teachers, were present at the organization.

Rev. T. Roy, a former pupil both of the Craig Street school and
our own Institute, was elected President, and Miss Anilda Demers,
of the Acton Vale school and the Institute, who has been doing
successful work for several years in the Indian school at Caughna-
waga, was chosen Vice-President. We hope that this society will do
much to bind together the past and present, and so create that esprit
de corps which has been sadly lacking in our work.

Whilst no special revival took place during the year, there were
evidences of good work in many hearts and an earnest desire shown to
live better and purer lives, At the last Sunday evening service in our
own chapel more than half of the pupils partook of the Sacrament of
the Lord’s Supper, and many of them expressed their firm determina-
tion to follow Christ through good and evil report.

Though at times our work seems feeble and almost hopeless when
opposed to the forces of Roman Catholicism in this province, yet we
take courage in thinking that “ If God be for us who can be against
us 1" and so press forward in our “small corner,” leaving the results
to Him who knows the end from the beginning.

REPORT OF FRENCH MISSION SCHOOLS.

The work done during the past year by the teachers in our mission
schools has been characterized by *patient continuance in well-
doing.”

While meeting with much that was discouraging, they have ““sown
beside all waters,” knowing not “ whether shall prosper this or that,
or whether they both shall be alike good.”

The school at St. Theodore has had a trying experience, the teacher,
Miss Le Pape, having been laid aside for seven weeks through illness;
consequently the session lasted only six months, it being impossible
to continue during the summer as the boys were needed at home.
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Eight scholars were enrolled, all of whom applied themselves to their
studies,

The school at St. Jovite, which had been closed for a time, was
reopened, and through the assistance rendered by our Society, was
enabled to continue in session eight months, Miss Helene Petit, a
former student of our French Institute, was in charge of the school,
and reports fifteen pupils enrolled, with an average attendance of
seven. Access is had to the homes of these scholars, thus giving
opportunity for telling the simple message of salvation. The mis
sionary in charge writes. “ The school has much improved under Miss
Petit’s care and management.”

In the East End School, Montreal, sixty-six scholars were registered,
thirty-four boys and thirty-two girls, twenty-eight of whom were
toman Catholics. The work has been carried on energetically and
faithfelly, Lessons in plain sewing were given weekly, in which
greal interest was taken by the majority of the girls.

On account of repairs to the school-room during May and June,
considerable inconvenience was experienced, and the usual public
closing exercises were not held, but the teachers were convinced the
pupils had done good work, and made satisfactory progress.

As in the past Miss Matthieu devoted her afternoons to district
visiting, and gained an entrance to several new homes, cheering sick
and discouraged ones, reading the Word of God, and inviting to the
church and school. Some who would not attend a Sabbath service.
have been induced to go to a temperance meeting during the week,
and made a beginning in that way. Tracts and portions of Scripture
have been distributed, but bigotry or fear of being discovered has
prevented some of the people from receiving literature.

The number of scholars enrolled in the West End School was one
hundred and thirty-one. A larger number of French were in attend
ance than in any former year, namely, seventy-three, of whom fifty
four were Roman Catholics. Besides these there were five Irish
Catholics, and fifty-three English Protestants. The average attend-
ance ranged from forty to forty-two, which will not appear so small
when it is remembered that twenty started to earn their livelihood
as soon as situations could be procured in factories or elsewhere,
twenty-five moved away in May (the moving month), eight left to
enter the public school, a few have been compelled by the priest to
re-enter their own school, and others detained at home by sickness.

An evidence that thorough preparatory work was done, is seen in
the fact, that all of those who entered the public school have been
promoted to a higher grade.

The sewing class has done excellent work, forty little garments
having been made, and most of them sold for a small sum to those
who made them, Many of the children take great pride in doing
their work well, and their parents are pleased with the results.

For Year ending August 31st, 1899.

In reviewing the events of the year Just closed, many features of
encouragement present themselves, though we have not seen all the
good accowplished we could have wished, Still we work, hope and
pray on, believing our efforts are pleasing to God who regards the
seed-sowing, and has promised that *in due season we shall reap if we
faint not.”’

The opening weeks of the year saw the beginning of an epidemic of
measles, followed by German measles in December and J;mlmry, and
la grippe in February. There were also three deaths from consump
tion and two from tubercular meningitis,

So much illness has interfered with the regular routine and also
hindered the reception of new pupils ; consequently the increase in
numbers anticipated when last year’s report was submitted has not
materialized. Not so much has been accomplished as had been
planned, still true progress has been made, and, I believe, with few
exceptions, the girls are actuated by pure ambitions to press forward
toward what is right and good. Serious attention is given to
religious instruction, which takes a leading place, as it should, in a
mission home., The Sunday services begin with a catechumen class,
held in the Home at 10 a.m. This class is made up of all the pupils
from the Boys’ and Girls' Homes. All the girls attend morning
church service at 11 a.m., and Sunday School at 2.30 p.n. The
little girls have a meeting of their own at home in the evening, The
teachers take this meeting in turn and it proves a means of grace to ali.
It is inspiring and touching to see the earnest young faces, as the chil-
dren listen intently to the Bible stories and talks about Jesus and His
love. The meetings are very informal, but there is always a place,
where, in one way or another, the children are given opportunity to
express their desire to love Jesus. Little hands go up readily, and
the sweet influence of those Sunday evenings at home, I am sure, will
remain with the girls through life. The older girls attend two
church meetings during the week, besides the Sunday services. Some
are professing Christians—nearly all, I believe, are coming under the
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restraining and constraining influence of the Holy Spirit.  The growth

in obedience, honesty and truthfulness is marked, though, as is to he

expected, our girls are by no means faultless.

[n the household, regular tasks suited to the ages and strength of
the girls are apportioned to all excepting the smallest ones, and even
those are delighted to help in such little ways as they are able. The
work is performed cheerfully and is usually well done. The girls
make all the bread used in the house, the good quality of which is
frequently remarked by visitors. Nearly all the girls iron nicely,
some of the younger ones doing quite as well as the large girls,

Miss Elliott has reason to be proud of the progress made under her
direction in the sewing department, where the gurls are now busy
preparing work for exhibition at the time of the school examination
in November. Each girl is doing a piece of plain work, in addition
to the fancy work, which is done outside of regular sewing hours,

The school work has been much retarded on account of illness ;
still sutlicient advancement was made to warrant promotion in almost
every case at the end of June. The promotions were made as the
result of successful written examinations. Fach girl promoted
passed in all the subjects laid down for her particular grade in the
course of study for the public schools of the province. The younger
girls speak English fluently, and so do the older ones who have grown
up in the Home, but those who have entered after the age of twelve
find it diflicult to express themselves habitually in any but their
mother-tongue. Great interest is taken in the perusal of the books

and papers supplied, of which “ The Story of the Bible” and
“ Pilgrim’s Progress” are prime favorites.

Miss Blanchard gives lessons in instrumental music to six girls,
who are making considerable progress. An additional member on
the staff of workers has rendered it possible to give more attention
to the singing than formerly, and a great improvement has resulted.
On Saturday evening of each week the hywmns for the Sunday Church
services are practised, as well as a piece to be sung by the girls them-
selves at the morning service.

A tiny flower garden has been cultivated, and at the present time
is a perfect blaze of color. The currant bushes yielded fairly, but
the raspberries did not amount to much, A great deal of help or a
great deal of money is necessary to make a success of gardening in
this place. As we possess neither, progress has to be made by slow
degrees.

An abundant water supply has been secured by the addition of a
new tank and the building of a small flume to bring water from a
stream near by,

Kind friends have remembered us during the year by sending many
useful and appropriate articles. Gifts have been received from the
following places: Tweed, Cherry Valley, Wallbridge, Kingston,
Yarmouth, Newburgh and Alliston.

v
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The health of pupils is, at present, good, a fact which we can duly
appreciate after the experience of the past year.

Once again we face the possibilities of a new year, not knowing
what may lie before us, yet trusting our Father for needed grace and
wisdom to carry on the work committed to our charge, and praying
that in the days to come great and glorious victories may he won in
the name of our Lord and Master.

REPORT OF PORT SIMPSON HOSPITAL.

As Miss Spence is temporarily absent it becomes my duty to write
some notes of the hospital work ot the past year, which, I hope, will
reach you in time for the Board Meeting.

Having gone east last fall to attend General Conference, I also had
the pleasure of visiting the annual Board meeting at Kingston. At
that time Miss Lawrence was convalescing after typhoid fever, which
she had contracted while attending a case at Rivers Inlet during the
summer. Miss Bertha Lawrence assisted Miss Spence for a month,
and on my return, in November, 1 found Miss Lawrence quite
recovered ; but my medical supply having left early in October the
nurses had been for a month without a doctor in the town. They had
visited the sick in their homes, and taken a few emergency cases
into the hospital. Their services were very much appreciated.

During the following six months we were all very busy ; there was
more than usual sickness locally, and of the thirty-seven eases
admitted to the hospital, twenty came from other villages 50 to 150
miles distant,

Miss Strycker came out from Toronto in April to become our third
nurse, but we had to divide our forces during the summer. Miss
Lawrence went again to Rivers Inlet to take charge of the nursing
in the Summer Hospital there, which, under Dr. Spencer’s manage-
ment, continued to be a great boon to that community.  Misses
Spence and Strycker were with me at the Skeena, where our Medical
Mission and Hospital were more than ever needed, sought after and
appreciated. My attendances in fourteen weeks numbered 3,500.
Our eight beds were constantly tilled. We had about forty applicants,
of whom we admitted twenty-four—all serious cases. To briefly
instance a few, the son of a Babine chief came four days’ journey on
snowshoes, then 150 miles by canoe to have treatment for his eyes
that had needed it for five years. Other sadly neglected cases came
from that Upper Skeena region. One represented a mortified and
maggoty limb, which had to be amputated in the dispensary while we
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held our breath. A more pleasant operation was for a little girl who
had grown to ten years of age distigured by a hare-lip which she
kept hidden behind a shawl.  After a few days she went out in quite
a noral condition. Another, a motherless oirl, was in a sad condition
with hip disease. An operation put her in more comfortable shape, but
she is still with us. In-patients came from other directions also, A
whole canoe-load of patients came from Saxman, Alaska. We
admitted only one—a case for operation ; the others camped in a shed
on the heach, and all went off so well recovered that we have had two
other canoe-loads since from the same town. A man with consump-
tive tendency was taken with bleeding from the lungs at Skidegate,
just. as the monthly steamer came along, so that he cot over directly
to our care, and his wife, who had been a patient with us long ago,
now rendered the nurses assistance while her hushand was recovering,
About the most pitiable case of all was a young woman of Kitlope,
whom we had cared for at Rivers Inlet in 1897, then a case of spinal
disease with discharging sinus. She was cured of that trouble, but
last winter, after measles, heart disease set in, and now she was
dropsical, and had to rest on her hands and knees day and night, the lat-
ter having become quite sore from pressure. The blind mother wished
to stay in with her, but we considered her an incumbrance : then she
wished to pitch her tent by the hospital, but I persuaded her to accom-
pany her husband back to his work. The father’s last words were, “Do
not bury her body deeply. Put it in a coftin on the hill-side, and 1
will come and take it away after fishing closes.” Imagine his surprise
to find her after a few weeks able to walk about in comfort. She
required a great deal of care, hut was = bright girl, and had a clear
religious experience.  Some of the most needy cases this summer were
whites. A paralytic case received free care and treatment for eleven
weeks ; he was a great burden to the nurses, but was very grateful.
A poor woman was taken from most unsanitary surroundings ; her case
proved tubercular, and she died in the hospital, Miss Strycker having
to remain to care for her when we moved to Port Simpson.  Soon
atter Miss Strycker’s return, Miss Spence went south to make some
purchases for the hospital. She will soon return, and we shall then be
able to enter upon a regular routine of work with three nurses, one for
night duty, and two for day. The building is undergoing some changes
and improvements, and I have Just moved with my family to an annex
which we have had built across the street. There are six patients in
lust now, while others are awaiting better facilities for surgical work,
ete.

The nurses are all in good health, and three more devoted and
eflicient workers it would be hard to find. The matron’s skill and
thoroughness are proverbial on the coast ; Nurse Lawrence has all the
natural parts and training to fit her for her chosen profession ; and
Miss Strycker brings a strong body, cool nerves, and a kind heart to
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the service. They have much to try their faith and patience, and
need your sympathy and prayers.

I 'may add that the Sabbath School for white children, held in the
hospital, is increasing in interest and attendance, and a Junior
Epworth League has been organized, of which Miss Spence has taken
-‘h:u"_{«‘.

REPORT OF COQUALEETZA INDUSTRIAL INSTITUTE,
CHILLIWACK, B.C.

There have been in attendance during the year 123 pupils, with an
average of over 95.  As the W, M. N. is more interested in the girls
I will mention particularly their work.

Number of girls in Institute during the year, 60 : admitted, 8 ;
discharged, 10 ; died, 2; present attendance, 48.

Subjects taught in school are : Reading, writing, arithmetic, gram-
mar, geography, British and Canadian history, anatomy and drawing,
with primary and general kindergarten work. The children are
applying themselves to their studies, the following being the present
standard for the entire school : First standard, 40 ; second standard,
22; third standard, 18: fourth standard, 17; fifth standard, 13;
sixth standard, 13.

We closed school for a few weeks this summer owing to a second
attack of measles, As soon as the children were able to be around
we went out camping at Kultus Lake. Tt was a delightful change for
the girls and they were much henefited by the outing. The school
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and all departments are in regular work now. We are thankful we
are down to ordinary duties again, for we have had such a year of
sickness,

Eight of the girls are taking music lessons. Some of them play very
well on the organ; one is organist in the Sunday School.

We have a live Mission Band in connection with our work. Their
meetings are held the first Saturday in the month. They are pre-
paring a wissionary programme to be given next Sunday evening
instead of the regular service. Various industries are taught the
girls, namely, sewing, knitting, dressmaking, laundry work, including
the making of soap, cooking and other branches of housework. During
the summer one evening a week was devoted to fancy sewing, knit
ting, crotchet work, etc., also one or two evenings a week were set
aside for club swinging, barbells and calisthenics, so not only the hours
of work were filled in, but the hours of recreation, too.

Our sewing-room is conveniently situated on the first floor, the four
windows giving light and ventilation. The dormitories are large and
comfortable, and will accommodate from fifty to fifty-tive girls. The
children’s play-room is in the basement, but it is more often used
during the winter months for drying clothes than for a play-room.
We hope soon to remedy this, as we expect to have a drying-room
built.

The past year has been one of great anxiety and trial owing to
almost constant sickness. At times we have been fairly discouraged,
but the needed strength came and our Father's blessings to us have
been past counting. The children have been so good and willing to
help in every way they could to lighten the burden for us.

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THE CHINESE WORK.

REPORT OF CHINESE GIRLS’ HOME, VICTORIA, B.C.

For Year Ending August 31st, 1899.

Probably at no period in our work here have there been more
changes than during the past twelve months. Miss Bowes withdrew
in - December, after having had charge of the Home for nearly
three and a half years. Her interest is still manifested in the work
and workers by her bright cheery letters and kindly remembrance of
us at our weekly meeting, especially at our Mission Band, which owes
its birth and much of its progress to her efforts to make it a success

and develop in our girls a true missionary spirit. For six months
Miss Ferguson was in the Home. during which time her patience
was often sorely tried by our wayward girls. In January and Feb.
ruary we had quite an influx of Japanese girlsand women. One of the
latter was married at the Home, to a Japanese cook, early in the
winter. In April Christine left us as wife of a Christian Chinaman
who lives in Vancouver. Elsie, whose name is so well known in con-
nection with our work here, was married in June to Peter Chow.
He often comes to see us, attends our weekly meeting regularly as
well as Church and Sunday School. Most of the Japanese women
who were with us, have taken positions as servants when leaving the
Home. Some have been a great disappointment. During the nine
weeks Bessie and I were alone, a Chinese woman sought refuge with
us.  We made her welcome and tried to induce her to stay, but after
three days she preferred returning to the dark life which had already
claimed six years of her existence,

Our Mission Band and weekly prayer-meeting are both well attended.
The fact that our Mission Band was represented at the Branch meet-
ing last May, is a stimulus to greater eflorts this year.

The evangelistic work has not changed much during the past year,
We have not been able to commence a second meeting among the
women, but the one reported is developing. The women seem much
interested. A woman lately arrived from China has been added to
the household, and one who went home “on a visit with her children
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last fall, returned three months ago, after burying her bright little
girl Ah Hoi in her native land. The child died suddenly from a
disease prevalent at the time. The mother feels her death keenly,
and the little one is greatly missed at our Sunday School where she
was foremost in repeating Scripture and singing. For the past three
months Dr. Chung has acted as Bible-woman, She has given part of
three afternoons a week to visiting among the women as well as look-
ing after the Sunday School and women’s meeting on Sunday after
noon. | am hoping when I begin work next week to find the women
much more interested in Christianity, and am looking forward with
pleasure to being among them again after my holiday.

During the past winter I have been brought into close contact with
numbers of fallen women. They welcome my visits but do not seem
disposed to give up their bad lives. I sometimes question how far
they are accountable. There are depressing experiences when one
realizes how little one can do in battling with this great evil ; 1,127
visits have been made by myself and Bible-woman. Twelve meetings
have been held at homes or stores where opportunity afforded. Only
two visits were made to the mainland, as I was kept very busy for
several months trying to rescue Japanese women. 1 think T can
safely say between fifty and sixty passed through here on their way
to the States since last September, the majority brought out
for immoral purposes, some remaining here a week or two, others
not more than a few days. It is hard to rescue them, as men from
the different boarding-houses vigilantly watch all the boats and guard
the women from my influence. Our Sunday School has registered
thirty-five, but the average attendance is much lower as bright Sun-
days and Chinese feast-days deplete our numbers. While so many
Japanese women were here we had a regular weekly meetiing for
them at which twelve names were registered. In reviewing the work
of the past year we feel there is much to gladden our hearts and
encourage us. Harly in August we welcomed Mrs. Snyder to our
midst as matron and head of the Home. Her all-round education and
ready adaptability prove the wise choice of our Executive in sending
her here. She has already won the love and confidence of the girls,
and bids fair to make a success of this work.

We earnestly pray that she may have strength physical, mental
and spiritual for the many demands and duties that devolve upon her.

REPORT OF THE CHINESE METHODIST DAY SCHOOL.

For Year Ending June 30th, 1899,

[n submitting another annual report of our Chinese Day School,
with grateful hearts we record the goodness of God to us,both person-
ally and in relation to the work in which we have been engaged.

A very marked improvement has been noticeable in the attendance
during the year. On looking over my register I am astonished to
find 230 names registered during the year. This very large number,
of course, does not convey any proper idea of the daily attendance, but,
goes to show what large numbers of boys and young men there are in
Chinatown, and the possibility of extensive school work among them.
The general attendance is to be found between the numbers 20 and
39, Of the number registered, 13 are girls (4 of these belonging to
the missionary’s family), the remaining 217 being boys. Of the boys,
about 50 are under 14 years of age, the remainder ranging from that
age to probably 25 or 30 years,

The year has been a very busy one to me, Having the whole series
of reading books in the day school I have had my hands full. How-
ever, I would not have it otherwise, as my life has always been a
pretty active, busy one. My pupils have made very satisfactory pro-
gress in English, and have committed to memory a large number of
Scripture texts, which I hope, by God’s blessing, will find a permanent
lodging place in their hearts, and some day bear fruit unto eternal
life. Their conduct, too, has been very satistactory. It is by no
means an easy task to keep the very little ones quiet, but T have not
a single case of insubordination to report during the whole time I
have been in this school. The night school work has been particularly
encouraging during the year, The day and night schools seem to
fit into each other so well that T can hardly speak of one without the
other. Tt seems almost incredible to report that we have registered
600 names in the night school during the year. With accommoda-
tion for nearly 100, and a teaching staff adequate to teaching about
half of that number properly in the time we devote to teaching
English, it goes witheut saying five-sixths of these have merely come
and gone. From 70 to 100 have been in attendance at night school
all fall and winter. When T think of what a school we might have
here, if we only had a couple of hundred dollars extra granted us for
school work, T cannot help wishing that T had the ear of some good
people who spend so much time speculating as to how they shall
invest their surplus money to advantage,

Four public meetings gotten up during the year in connection with
the work have taken up the whole of my time out of school hours, and
[ have barely managed between half-past nine in the morning and
ten at night to put in one or two hours daily in the study of the
language. With excellent health, however, and a keen appetite for
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Xc THE CHINESE WORK.

the work, I have nothing to complain of. God has been very good
to me.

During the year four of our boys have heen baptized and have
Joined the Church. All of these are doing well, and 1 believe, are
earnestly striving to follow Jesus. One of them, a bright young lad
of about sixteen, has had many trials to undergo from his friends on
account of his desire to be a Christian, Chinese New Year they kept
at him all night until 3 o’clock in the morning, to make him worship
an idol, but he would not, and then they tied him up under a table
and kept him there for hours, but he has remained true.

Cases like the above cannot fail to make one’s heart elad, but amid
all there is to encourage there is a great deal to make sad the heart of
the Christian worker. While the Chinese people have many good
points, while they are uniformly kind and courteous, yet there are
sins which the Christian worker, with the divine injunction resting
upon him or her to be “instant in season or out of season,” must
condemn. The two worst things that have come under my observa
tion are Sabbath desecration and deceitfulness. Indeed, lying is the
great crying sin of these people. It is a most difficult matter to get
a straightforward statement from a Chinese person.  Always ready to
give an excuse for wrong-doing of any kind, in nine cases out of ten
the excuse is incorrect. 1 find this amongst the children, the boys
and the older people to such an extent that sometimes when I aet
thinking about it, T feel as if T am carrying a burden sufficient to
sink me to the earth, Oh, this dreadful sin! What but the power
of the Omnipotent can deliver from it. For almost three years |
have been aiming steady blows at this giant evil, and if by God’s
grace I can succeed in implanting a proper conception of this heinous
sin, a love of truth, a desire to build up an honest, straightforward
and noble character in the hearts of those I am laboring amongst, 1
wish nothing more. That will more than compensate for everything.

The outlook for the school year upon which we have just entered is
bright as far as numbers go. The Chinese opened their day school
(for teaching Chinese only) in July. We have lost a few of our
pupils by this, and several others have gone to the public schools.
However, their places have been filled by others. In the day school
the registered number has run up to fifty already, with the daily
attendance somewhat in advance of same period last year. The night
school is filling up rapidly, but as far as the night school is concerned,
we cannot anticipate any increase in attendance as we were filled
right up last year.

We earnestly ask the prayers of all that God may guide and bless
in this most important work, and give us all the necessary equipment
for carrying on the warfare against darkness and sin.

Mrs. Tennant, Superintendent
of Systematic Giving, reported an increase in the number of Auxiliaries using
this method, also an increase of members and a growing sympathy in the con-
gregations.

Mrs. Gi. Wright, in giving the report of the Qutlook, made an earnest appeal
for more liberal support. In the discussion which followed, methods for increas-
ing the subscription lists were suggested, the feeling being that every household
should! have a copy, even if paid for by two or three clubbing together to
read the same copy, where even the small price might be an object.

Three conferences were arranged for the discussion of Organizers, Mission
Band and Auxiliary work.

The Organizers found the rules of last year working smoothly and decided
to continue their use.

The Mission Bands accepted the suggestions of Miss Webster, as follows :
That life-members be credited in Annual Report by name to the Circle or Band
where they belong. That the following change be made in the Quarterly Report
Card : Instead of ““ Number of members this quarter,” read ‘¢ Number of mem-
bers paid this quarter.” That five minutes of each Auxiliary be devoted to Circle
and Band work, also that District Conventions pay more’ attention to Mission
Band work.

Secretaries were urged to be more accurate in their reports, several having
been sent with neither names nor post-office address. The spiritual and educa.
tional work of the Circles was emphasized.

The Auxiliary Conference also laid stress on the necessity of spiritually-
minded leaders, urging care in the Bible readings that they give the key-note
to the meetings. The social side brought out the fact that the humblest effort
may have far-reaching effect, as a modest sewing meeting may be a means of

BY-LAWS OF BAY OF QUINTE BRANCH.

1. All memorials, originating in the Branch, either from District Conven
tions, Auxiliaries, or from any member of an Auxiliary, must be sent to the
Sranch Corresponding Secretary not later than the 20th of September each year,

2. All reports to the Ministerial District meetings shall correspond to the
amount credited to the Auxiliary in the last annual report.

3. Branch Officers and District Organizers must send a statement of their
expenses to the Branch Treasurer by the 15th September of each year.,

4. Auxiliaries shall pay the expenses of their delegates to the Branch meet
ing, without entering said expenses in the annual report.

5. The last week in October shall be Crusade week.

6. District Organizers and District Secretaries shall be elected by ballot
without nomination at the District Conventions, a majority vote being required.
In the absence of such Convention the appointments shall be made by the
Branch President and Corresponding Secretary.

7. Kach Auxiliary shall elect two delegates to the District Convention. who
shall be responsible for reporting to, and from the Convention, and who alone
shall be eligible for voting for the District Organizer and Secretary.

8. A District Convention shall be held on every district once a year,

Y. Each Organizer shall correspond with the Corresponding Secretary of
each Auxiliary at the beginning of the year, and as often through the year as is
necessary.

10. Organizers’ reports at Branch meeting shall consist of special work on
Districts, leaving out statistics, except the total amount raised on Dist rict, with
increase or decrease.

I1. Reports of Organizers at Branch meeting shall not exceed five minutes

ANNUAL MEETING.

The sixteenth annual meeting of this Branch was held in Dominion

Thursday morning extracts were read from a letter written by Miss Smith,
of Chilliwack.

Questions bearing on different phases of the work were answered by the
Vice-Presidents, and many useful suggestions noted.
