The soldiers who are said to be members 
of the 71st. Regiment from Fredericton 
arrived at Rothesay on Conductor Nicker­
son’s special train from St. John about 
noon yesterday. The train was stopped to 
permit a company of the.

74%stated that theA despatch from Chicago 
reduction of passenger rates throughout the 
United States to a basis of two cents a 
«file within a very short time is practically 
assured "by the decision of the presidents of 
the principal western railways, at a meeting 
In Chicago on Saturday, not to make a fight 
at this time In the courts against the two- 
?ent fare law of Illinois.

While the railway presidents did not enter 
,jto any formal agreement as to their future 
policy regarding passenger rates. It was 
plainly stated by some that their lines will 
reduce their rates to two cents a mile in 
Illinois on July 1 and as soon as possible 
will reduce interstate rates to the same basis.

The decision by one of the big railways to 
adopt this policy forces all other roads to 
do so, hence the prediction that ‘the two- 
cent basis of rates will spread like wildfire 
throughput this country from the Atlantic to 
the Pacific aqd the lakes to the gulf.’

The matter did not get this far without a 
long and anxious discussion by the railway 
presidents. The opinions of the heads of 
their legal departments as to the probable 
outcome of litigation over two-cent fare laws 
of this and other states were considered. 
While the attorneys predicted that the 
courts would declare the laws unconstitu­
tional, because the rate of; two cents, a mile 
is unreasonably low and practically confis­
catory, land all because the laws deprive the 
railways of their right of equity, the general 
view taken by the presidents was that with 
the public Sentiment so strongly In favor of 
the two-cent fare and the inability of the 
railways to reduce Interstate rates to two 
cents a mile in certain states, and to maln- 
>ain a. basis of three cents a mile in adjoln- 
ug states and for all interstate trips, it 
would be folly to fight the Illinois law and 
ko continue the litigation which has been be­
gun In other states.
, The . lowering of the 
basis would have a serious effect on both 
the Grand Trunk and the Canadian Pacific, 
both of which have extensive lines In the 
United States. The Canadian Northern also 

. has lines over the border, and would feel the 
reduction proportionately. If the reduction 
Is made It will have the result of stronger 
competition for passenger traffic than ever, 
each line seeking to oBset the decrease in 
rates, by Increasing the number of passen­
gers. The number of passenger trains un­
doubtedly will be reduced by all Hnes when- 

be done without loss of traffic.

It was never the practice, and I have 
failed to find even an exception, to reserve 
a case during a trial and because of the 
reserved case, to adjourn till it was de­
cided by the bench. If a party, as a mat­
ter of right, could entitle himself to an 
adjournment of the trial by securing a re­
served point, one can eee how it would be 
possible for him to make the trial interm­
inable. Besides the statute giving the 
crown the right to a reserved case contem­
plates no adjournment on account of the 
reserved case.

Sub-eection 3-4 of section 1014 criminal 
code reads: “Sub-section 3:” Either tire 
prosecutor of the accused may during the 
trial either orally or in writing apply to 
the court to reserve any such question as 
foresaid and the court, if it refuses so to 
reserve, it shall nevertheless take a note 
of such objection.”

Sub-section 4: “After a question is re- case 
served the trial shall proceed as in other full bench, 
cases.”

It must not be lost sight of that Mr.
Emmerson by his replication denies abso­
lutely the allegations set up in the defen­
dant’s plea of justification.

The criminal code makes such a plea 
legal and a good defence if put on the 
record with the technical wording neces­
sary to come within the meaning of the 
sections of the code.

The parts of the section authorizing such 
a plea and directing the manner of putting 
it on record are as follows:

Section 910—“Everyone accused of pub­
lishing a defamatory libel may plead that 
the defamatory matter published by him 
was true and that it was for the public 
benefit that the matters should be pub­
lished in the manner and at the time when 
they were published.”

Sub-section 3 of 910—“Every such plea 
must be in writing and must set forth the 
particular fact or facts by reason of which 
it. was for the public good that such mat­
ters should be so published.”

The crown answered those two pleas by 
joining issues on the first and categorical­
ly denying the second. The crown made 
further answer to the second plea by de­
murring to it. This demurrer technically 
admits that the matters published are 
true, but affirms that even if true are not 
sufficient answers, and then sets forth the 
legal reasons why such facts are not a 
sufficient answer. The demurrer is then left 
to me to decide. It is admitted that the 
question as to whether the matters pub­
lished are true is for the jury, but the 
question whether the publication was for 
the public good is for the court.

The court was asked to decide whether 
it was for the public good that the publi­
cation took place and I decided that it

It also permits the 
prosecution to answer by evidence the 
proof adduced by the defendant. The 
crown maintains by argument that under 
such conditions it would not avail the pro­
secution to convince a jury that the 
charges were false, if it failed in convinc­
ing it at the same time that the defend­
ant had no reasonable ground for believ­
ing that they were true.

The crown says that it cannot hope to 
so convince the jury as to the belief and 
the reasonable grc-mds therefore; and that 
under section 334 the defendant would 
thereby get clear. ‘ If that section is avail­
able to the defence under the present 
state of pleadings then the statutes pro­
tect the defendant to the extent of per­
mitting hiTn publish defamatory matter 
provided he can show that the circum­
stances justified him reasonably in the 
belief of the truth of the matters and that 
in fact he did believe in their truth. My 
decision therefore on the demurrer does 
not go beyond declaring that the second 
plea is within section 910 and that the 
declarations in that plea, if capable of 
proof, show it to have been in the public 
interest to have published such matter at 
the time and place.

The record before the court now there­
fore stands thus: The crown charges the 
defendant with having published defama­
tory libel. The defendant answers by a 
second denial and says in effect, “What I 
published wa8 true and it was in the pub­
lic interest that I published it.’

The crown denies both branches of the 
Thus left, the defendant, to suc­

ceed, must be legally entitled to have it 
declared by the court that the publication 

in the public interest and by the jury 
that the matters published were true or 
convince the jury by evidence that he 
had reasonable grounds for believing and 
did believe that they were true.
