Indirectly thé confiict is the result of
the growth In power of these provincial
leaders who exercise greater influence
than the federal government, which has
been impotent since it was set up in
1912,

Sttonger Than Medleval Barons.

Wu and Chang, old rivals, ruling over
thousands of square miles of territory,
have set up estates not unlike those of
feudal days. Their power exceesd in
some respects that of the medieval bar-
ons, in that they are not required to
pay tribute to kings or overlords such
as did the European nobles. &

Shanghai, first opened. to foreign com-
merde in 1842, has become one of the

richest cities in the Orient. To the rival |

leaders it seems a rich goal, in that
the power controlling it can collect
huge revenues from traders. Its popu-
lation exceeds 1,000,000, of whom 22,000
are foreigners. The value of its trade
Is estimated at $1,000,000,0 a year.

While the power of the central gov-
ernment had been sveadily decreasing,
inhabitants of the city have more and
more come to look to the foreign gov-
ernments for protection. More than
half of them are sald to live In allen
quarters.
soviet Said to Back Chang.

Chang is reported to have huge mlili-
tary stores and wealth at his disposal
should he press the battle, while Wu, is
less well provided. Chang has a great
arsenal at Moukden, which includes
about fifty airplanes. He is also said
to. have the backing -of the Soviet gov-
ernment, which desires.to strike a blow
at the central organization. On the
other hand, Japan, which formerly was
considered Chang’s ally, 18 now reported
to be lending her influence to Peking.

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_.WEST FACES THE SAME
PROBLEM.

The question of the support of the
public schools: is just as live in British
Columbia as it is in any of the Eastern

Provinces. At a recent municipal con- | :
sengers In the trains for food, or try-

vention, which corresponds to our
Undon of Municipalities,- a resolution
was proposed, suggesting that the pro-
vinclal government should coneider a
proposal to take over entirely the cost
of the educational service and relieve
“the municipalities of the burden. It
was the general opinion that unless
some drastic lepisktion was enacted to
furnish new revenues for school pur-
poses from sources other than rural
property, the ever increasing cost of
education would mean thatymore and
more property. would revert year hy
year to the municipalities. If the
government decides it cannot accede to
these requests it is suggested that they
levy a direct tax for education on ali
persons not now directly contributing
any municipal land taxes and that
fuller control of school expenditures be
vested in the municipal councils.

There you have it. Taxation must
keep pace with education and the other
public . services. There are a large
number of people who think we cannot
spend too much upon education, just
us we cannot spend sufficient to please
them upon the highways or public
health. The demands of the people are
not measured by the ability to pay,
but rather by their own ideas as to
what they would like to see done.
Undoubtedly we have many expensive
fads. We build broad highways at
large expense where narrow highways
would do as well. We construct con-
crete ‘bridges upon the plea that they
will last forever, when we could get
along for years with wooden -bridges.
We adopt the plans of educationists
who think we cannot go far enough in
training the minds of our young people,
forgetting that most of those who are
adults today were educated in the
schools that possessed none of these
privileges and which probably fur-
nished us with that more desirable
form of education—a practical idea of
what to do and how to do it. Frills
and fads must be paid for, and if the
majority of the people want them the
rest of the taxpayers must bow to
their will and assist in.paying the bills.
It is not surprising, therefore, that in
British Columbia, as in New Bruns-
wick, the municipal councils shou'd
sndeavor to find some way out of the
jifficulty and attempt to solve the
problem of increased taxation that is
facing them ali the time.

MR. JOHN MARTIN'S VIEWS.

John Martin, the Labor Member of
‘the Legislature for the County of
Northumberland, is fully satisfied after
his attendance at thq Unemployment
Conference at Ottawa that New
Brunswick is better off so far as the
matter of general prosperity is con-
serned than any of the other provinces
of Canada. He expects to report this
at the meethig of the Government next
week. It was quite evident, Mr. Martin
vaid, that there was danger oftdistress
'n some sections of Canada if proper
action is not taken. He told the
Chatam Warld that some of the stbries
told of conditions'in Western Provinces
were rather alarming and made him
feel that in comparison New Brunswick
had every reason to congratulate itself
upon its general prosperity. He in
turn told the convention that in this
province, except in Moncton and St
John, there was very little unemploy-
ment at present, and pointed out that
in addition to all public works pos-
sible the immediate building of the
new railway station at St. John and a
new post office at Moncton would help
out the matter of unemployment in
those cities. Mr. Martin s a very care-
ful observer, and his picture of New
Brunswick conditions no doubt was
listehed to with keen attention by the
members of the conference from other
provinces.

DESPERATE CONDITIONS IN

RUSSIA.

Conditlons in Russia, as described
by (ireat Britain’s diplomatic represen-
tative, Mr. Hodgson, are very embar-
rassing to foreigners who attempt to
travel in the ordinary way. The British

. authorities had even to ask the
Russian Foreign Minister not to permit
the esplonage inflicted upon their
representative.  Watchers noted the
comings and goings of all British offi-
clals, and visitors to the British
Mission have been shadowed and after-
wards regarded with suspicion. It is
unsafe after dark for a British subject
te travel around without a military
escort. The Bolshevik are determined
to prevent anyone from leaving the
country. Mr. Hodgson reports that
when he goes out even in the day timc
he finds it advisable to take two or
4three members of his staff with him.
Ruin, he says, is to be seen everywhere
& Russia. Factorles are dismantled
Bachinery destrgyed, and nething less
than five hundred million pounds would

try. In Southern Russia seventy-five
per cent. of the \pbpulation are starv-
ing. 'They have not even clothes to

wear, many of them going about prac-’

tically naked. The railway stations

are besieged with p'eople begging pas-

ing to get carried to the nearest town,

knowing that if they walk along the
road they are in danger of being shot.
There is no grain in Russia to be ex-
ported; in fact the country will have
to import large quantities unless the
population is to die of starvation. The
Soviet Government, however, main-
tain 8 very efficlent force of seaplanes
and aeroplanes, and in all the citie®
posters are to be seen ordering the
populace to subscribe to build aero-
planes to be used against foreign coun-
tries. Russia’s last hope apparently is
to obtain money from Great Britain
by means of the recent financial treaty
and ‘the most of this the Bolshevik
claim will be spent to spread their
pmpaganda.

ENGLISH DOMESTICS IN
CANADA,

Nearly 50,000 women have entered
Canada as domestic servants since the
close of the war, and yet the demand
for household: workers contlnues “to
exceed the supply. The immigration
authorities say that “cook general”
can always be absorbed in Canada.
Since March, 1928, the women of Greatl
Britain who have had experience in
household service can secure loans for
the entire amount of their passage,
provided they are prepared to enter
domestic service in Canada, and under
this plan up to the end of last June
more than 2,000 household workers
had come to Canada, the loans being
made to them totalling $164,816.
These loans are repaid to the federal
department in small amounts, and up
to the end of June more than $26,000
had been returned to the Government.
It is rather interesting to note that
more domestics entered Canada during
the fiscal year ending 'March, 1024,
than in any year since the armistice.
In those twelve months 18,284 entesed,
but only 202 of these came under the
Empire Settlemént Act. The present
year promises to see even a larger
immigration among women household
workers, as 6,111 came to the country
during the months of April, May, Junc
and July. More than one-fifth of thc
immigration from Great Britain in the
past four months has been domestics

E———

Preferential treaties with the West
Indies have not increased Canada’s
exports materially. Up to the end of
July, 1921, we sent goods there to the
value of $9,510,000, and last year they
were $10,848,000, an increase that is
not considered satisfactory, and as far
as Bermuda is concerned our sales
_here are $50,000 less than they werc
iwo years ago. The United States
apparently has a very strong hold
upon the trade, largely due to their
proximity to the market. It is feared
that better steamship communication
may not accomplish all that is desired,
but there is no_doubt that the Cana-
dian people want the West Indies pro-
ducts direct and not through New
York. In the matter of fruit particu-
larly, Upper Canadians can import
through New York and Boston with-
out additional expense, but the frult
for the Maritime Provinces goes first
to New York, then to Montreal and
from Montreal it is sent to 8t John,
Halifax and other centres for disiri-
bution. There is no sense in that and
there is so much more expense that
tropical fruit is these Lower Provinces
iIs much higher than elsewhere in
Canada.

elght hundred thousand. Rather is It
a warning to the civic rulers to bestir
themselves and measure up to the new
responsibilities placed upon their shoul-
ders by the growth of this new giant
among the great cities of North
America.

)any, sald they were ready to proceed
vith the case at any time.

The question is one arising from the
ixpropriation by the New Brunswick
Electric Power Commission of land on
the east and west branch of the Mus-
yuash River, the land being owned by
the Inglewood Pulp and Paper Co. It
s alleged that the Commission offered

the comuany about $59,000 on account
of the loss of the land but that this

offer was refused.

The company is said to have asked
for an arbitration board to be ap-
pointed by mutual consent but the Com-
mission insisted on a hearing before a
judge. Judge W. B. Chandler was
chosen to hear the evidence and argu-
ment but several postponements were
made necessary. The final date set by
Judge Chandler was April 22 and he
declared that the case must be heard at
time. In the meantime his death oc-
curred and the whole affair was set
back.

says that parties of sportsmen, ranging
from 10 to 25 in number, have made
reservations for hunting trips in On-
tarfo, Quebec‘ and New Brunswick,
these parties originating in Pittsburgh,
Detroit, Buffalo, Boston and New
York,

In view of the fact that the shooting
geason opens for some birds on Septem-
ber 15 and that for moose on October
1, the following official summary of the
game law should prove interesting as
well as a guide to huntsmen.

Open Season for Game.

Bull Moose—Open season October 1st
to November 80th,- both dates in-
clusive. -

Deer—Open season September 15th
to November 80th, both inclusive. It is
illegal to hunt deer on Deer Island.
On the Islands of Grand Manan and
Camffobello, Charlotte County bona
fide residents are allowed to kill one
deer during the open season, October
15th to November 15th.

Cow moose of any age and calf

moose under the age of three (3) years, |y
ishooting of, prohibited at all times. No

person shall kill, or take more than one
bull moose and two deer during any
open season.

Moose and Deer—Trapping of, or
snaring or hunting with dogs, or in the
night time, i. e., between one hour after
sunset and one hour before sunrise, s
prohibited.

Caribou—Hunting of, prohibited un-
til October 1st, 1927.

Beaver—Hunting or {rapping of, pros
hibited until November 1st, 1927. N

Mink, Otter, Fisher and Sable—Open
season, November 1st to March 8lst.

Foxes—Open season, October 1st to
last day of February.

Muskrat—Open season, March 25th
to May lst, in the Counties of West-
morland, Albert, St. John, Kings,
Queens, Sunbury, York and Charlotte.

Meats. were about
the same price as last week, lamb sell-
ing at 20 to 80 cents, pork 20 to 80
cents, veal 14 to 28 cents, and beef 12
to 80 cents a pound. Chickens sold for
45 to 50 cents and fowl for 85 to 40
cents.
