Offensively Armed Auxiliary Ves-
sels Classed as Ships of War,
as Well as Trawlers and Drift-
ers—How the Money is to be
Divided

Ottawa, Ont., March 18—A royal pro-
clamation .dealing . " the; distribution
“of prize money to the fleet has been re-
ceived by the department of mavalt ser-
vice here. In this distribution members
of the Canadian navy who performed
Seni%n:t sea are included in exactly
the s basis as -those of British navy.

The proclamation defines the necessary
service “as having been borne for ser~
vice at sea on the books of a seagoing
ship of war which goes to sea, or on the
books of a parent ship for service in
armed sea-going tenders.”

Offensively armed auxiliary vessels
serving with the fleet are classed as
ships of war, as are also trawlers, drift-
ers, armed boarding vessels and ships of
the auxiliary patrol

Pilots; observers and crews of naval
airships of the royal naval air service,
and others who have had to fly continu-
ously at sea while borne on the books
of ‘a British ship are also entitled to
their proportion of the prize money. But
no service on shore with the army or
in training is considered.

The proclamation provides for the
method by which money shall be divid-
ed. The commander in chief -of the
grand fleet receives 1,000 shares, a squad-
ron commander receives 750 shares and
it is graded down until the able seaman

public debt ahd facilities for shipping in
the Suez Canal. !

They demanded, according to the
London immediately in- order to submit
their programme., At the same time, it
was stated, the Nationalists elected a
committee of fourteen leaders and com-
menced agitation throughout the coun-
try, collecting signatures to petitions and
also subscriptions in support of their
programme. Further, they attempted to
intimidate the Sultan and prevent the
formation of a new ministry.

Mr. Ward said the Sultan appealed to
the acting high commissioner for pro-
tection from further insults and intimid-
ations, and authority had been given for
the arrest and deportation to Malta of
Said Pasha Zagloul, and three other Na-
tionalist leaders who played a most con-
spicuous part in the agitation. Since
then there had been some demonstrations
and rioting in Cairo and in one or two
provinces, Mr. Ward said, chiefly organ-
ized by students who had enlisted the
help of the town rabble.

Collisions occurred with the Egyptian
police and with British troops engaged in
maintaining order, according to the state-
ment, and there had been some casualties
and a few looters had been shot,

Currie, arch-apostle of protectionism, in
which he nailed his flag to the high tar-
iff mast and spoke of free trade and
low tariff sentiment as piffie, Hon. Ro-
dolphe Lemieux followed to argue that
the opposition Liberals are “The cus-
! todians of the ark of the covenant of
Canadian Liberalism.”

Attacks Fielding,

He went out of his way to assail Hon.
W. S, Fielding, declaring in serious and
emphatic tones that “I have no patience
with the Liberalism of those who are
satisfied with Canada being represented
at the peace conference by twenty
clerks in. the Colonial office.” |

This was a slam at the position taken
last Friday by Mr. Fielding to whom
Mr. Lemieux significantly alluded as “a
prominent unionist,” Mr. Lemieux de-
clared the Union government was form-
ed by Sir Clifford Sifton, Sir Joseph
Flavelle and Sir Wm. MacKengie, and
denounced the administration as “no-
thing but bombast, failure, shams” He
urged investigation by the government
of the charges of Sir Sam Hughes anent
the alleged unseemly slaughter of Can-
adian soldiers.

He also demanded an inquiry into the
accusations of Brig. General Smart in
the Quebec legislature regarding condi-
tions in the Canadian army medical ser-
vices.

Such an increase in rate of wages
realized immediately upon graduation,
if continued for one year, would emply
cover the cost to the community of pro-
viding a few months of simple element-
ary school training for a trade, and leave
a wide margin of clear profit, to which
must be added, in order to determine the
rea] economic gain to the wage earner
and to the comsmunity, the increase in
earnings during the thirty-five or forty
years which may be taken as constitut-
ing for the artisan the average period
of economic productivity.

These increases in wages are the first
effects of a brief school training inm the
elements .of a trade, and do not at all
take into account the essentially much
more important benefit derived from
this training, namely, emergence from the
crowded ranks of casual unskilled labor,
into the ranks of skilled labor in which
economic advancement according to in-
dividual capacity becomes possible. In
the report of the Baron.de Hirsch
School the statement is made that the
majority of the young men who come
to the school may aptly be called “drift-
ers”—boys who “have left school as soon
as the law permits them to go to work
—that is, at the uge of ‘fourteen, to find
employment in various unskilled occu-
pations.” Less than six 'months of vo-
cational school work ¢onverts these drift-
ers into advanced apprentices equipped
with the elements of a skilled craft.

An investigation of the records of
graduates from four classes of the Baron
de Hirsch School developed the fact that
(1) average wages of graduates who
were workihg at the trade learned in the
school in the case of every wlass exceed-
ed the average wages of graduates work-
ing in a trade other than that in which
they had received their ‘school training;

'{ (2) that average wages of those working

at trades other than the trade in which
they had received their.school training
tended to remain relatively fixed, while
wages of graduates working at the trade
for which they had received school tram-
ing increased, the differénce in average
wages of these two groups of graduates
being greater the longer the time elapsed
sirice graduation; (8) that the increase
in average amounted in the case of those
who had been out of the school one year
to 21 per cent; in the case of those who
had been out of the school two years to
74 per cent.

This means that chiefly as a result of
five and one-half months of systematic
vocational training young men seventeen

years of age, described as drifters, who

were earning before entering the school
an average wage of $6 with no prospect

of advance in wages, were enabled to

earn within two years from graduation
on the average more than $12 a week,
an increase of more than $300 in aver-
age annual wages secured within a per-
iod of two and one-half years.

The data relating to the Baron de
Hirsch Trade School is taken from the

twenty-fifth report of the superinten-

dent.

SHIP ASHORE DOWN THE BAY
SENDS OUT CALL FOR HELP

(Continued from page 1)

The coast guard cutter Ossipee was
desﬁatched from Portland, Maine, to the
aid of the vessel and two naval patrol
boats were sent from Maine ports.

The messages from the vessel were
picked up by the naval radio station at
Ottenclifie, on Mount Desert Island. The
operator there reported that the voltage

of the sending station was weak, but
apparently growing stronger.

It was thought likely that the ship
struck on Gannet Rock, or some of the
ledges that extend from Grand Manan
to Machias Seal Island, off the north-
western coast/of Maine,

J. C. Chesley, local agent of the
marine and fisheries department, receiv-
ed a telegram before noon today from
the lighthouse keeper in Gull -Cove,
White Head Island, saying that a ship
was ashore on the Old Proprietor. The
dispatch did not give any further par-
ticulars. Mr. Chesley immediately sent
a message to the captain of the govern-
ment steamer Aberdeen, which was in
Yarmouth, instructing him to proceed to
the scene and render any assistance pos-
sible. Early this afternoon word was
received that the Aberdeen was on her
way.

W report received by Captain Mulcahy
of the naval department, was to the ef-
fect that it was a large steamer that was
on the ledge. Hid first word was that
a ship was near the ledge and later that
she was on it

An endeavor was made to reach the
steamer by wireless, but it failed and at
that time it was thought that the ship
might be a sailing vessel and not a
steamer.

The despatch from Boston would in-
dicate that the steamer reported to be
on the Old Proprietor. was sending out
S. O. S. calls. Local shipning men are
at a loss-to understand why these calls
were not heard at’the wireless station on
Partridge Island.

Victory Loan Drive

-Three Flying Circuses, Including Cap-
tured Fokkers, toe Cover Ceuntry -

mhmgton, March 18—Three flying !

“circuses” of aviators will tour the
United States giving sham battles in the
air and performing acrobats over the
principal cities as a feature of the Vic-
tory Loan campaign, which opens on
April 21

This announcement was authorized to-
night by the treasury department. The
tour is intended to present the “greatest
flying programme” ever .offered in the
United States. The three “circuses” will
be composed of American, French and
British aviators. They will fly American
planes and captured German Fokkers.
Fyank R. Wilson, director of Publicity
for the loan, will have charge of the
aerial tours. The actual flights will be
under the direction. of the Military
Aeronautic Branch of the War Depart-
ment, with Captain Leon Richardson in
charge.

Fourteen German Fokker planes, cap-
tured by General Pershing’s men, were
landed today at Newport News, and
will be shipped at once to Washington
and turned over to the Treasury De-
partment for the loan campaign.

NEW BRUNSWICK’S SHAME

The legislature” of New Brunswick
has now got down to real business, The
McQueen report on the Patriotic Potato
Gift has been laid on the table. It is
well at the very outset to take note of
the fact that this gift of about 40,000
barrels of potatoes, to cost about $75,000,
was to be sent to the motherland “for
use of the army and navy as a token of
the loyalty and attachment of the
people of New Brunswick to the throne
of the British Empire” Having in mind
this declaration of “loyalty” we proceed
to learn what their patriotism prar?pted
Hon. J. A. Murray, Hon. J. B. M.
Baxter, Mr. B. Frank .Smith and Mr.
George B. Jones to do. .

The story is told in the report pub-
lished today. It ought to empty four
seats in the legislature, It ought to
compel the other members of the oppo-
sition party to join the government in a
polite request for the vacation of those
four seats. It ought to move 'the
people of this province to refuse their
support t%a.ny candidate who does not
elearly and without equivocation de-
nounce the whole miserable transaction
exposed in the MoQueen report.

The findings of the commissioner are
really very mild in “the face of the

sworn testimony..

In the first place it will be noted that
the original $75000 was swelled to
$153,505.75 and that while $32,861.89
was shown to be lost the commissioner
thinks it may reasonably be supposed the
total was very much larger. Mr. W. B.
Tennant set aside $61,500 (as he sup-
posced) to meet the loss, although it
was not all spent in that way.  We must
note also that while great quantities of

The greater sinners were the four men
who now sit in the legislature and have
the hardihood to offer criticisms of the
Foster government.

_ that existed under a government trusted
and placed in power by the people, and
which is without parallel in the history
of political wrong-doing in the province.
The men responsible are still in the
legislature, as representatives of the
people, If their acts are condoned, we
may as well cease talking about a new
and better era in this part of Canada.
If partisanship is strong enough to
cloak their record there is little hope of
cleaner politics in New Brunswick.
Doubtless they will speak on the
McQueen report. Having done so they
should resign; but the responsibility of
the legislature does not end there. A
further accounting is necessary.

Reference was made in' the Times
yesterday to the splendid new vocational
school opened last year in London, On-
tario. Note now the following despatch
from London in the Toronto Globe:—

“plans for the erection of a new com-
mercial school in connection with the
Collegiate Institute are before the Board
of Education, it was announced by
Chairman A. A. Lanford of the Com-
mercial Advisory Committee, today
The present building is inadequate for
the increasing demands put upon it. The
new school, which will be up to the min-
ute in every detail will cost in the neigh-
borhood of $40,000, if the present plans
are carried out. .

TRUE TO TYPE ‘
Two of the statesmen mentioned in the
McQueen report are directors of the St. .

John Standard. The other two recognize

it as their organ. Naturally it is not |
pleased - with the McQueen report. It
says the report was prepared for Mr.
McQueen—the inference being that he
could not do it himself. The report, how-
ever, is based on ‘evidence, including the
evidence of these directors and other
friends of the Standard. Mr. McQueen’s
conclusions in the face of that evidence
are those to which the people who read
the evidence had already arrived. But
they knew in advance what the Standard
would say. It is running true to type.
It applauded every act of the old govern-
ment, abused those who sought to expose
the wrong-doing, and held up the men
condemned by the McQueen report as
statesmen of the highest order. It seeks
now to break.the force of the report by
belittling the man by whom it was sub-
mitted to the House. All of which is
perfectly plain. Mr. McQueen is com-
pelled by the evidence to conclude that
more than one of those concerned in the
patriotic potato transaction brought
themselves very close to the provisions
of the criminal code. He cites the evi-
dence, and it is there for the people to
rcad. They need not be influenced by
his opinion; they have only to read the
evidence.

A MUNICIPAL FARM

Toronto has a municipal- farm for
persons convicted of minor offences. One
of the commissioners told about it the
other day. We quote a brief summary
of his remarks:— '

“In introducing his subject, Mr. Chis-
holm contrasted the old method of sen-
tencing those convicted to imprisonment
behind stone walls, in cells guarded with
bolts and bars, and the present policy
of giving the unfortunates every pos-
sible chance to redeem their past and
make a fresh start in the open-air and
sunshine of the municipal farm., The
| whole attitude of thosé in authority to-
wards offenders had undergone a change,
said the commissioner, The old,
obsolete policy of meting out punishment
more or less severe as the offence was
more or less serious had been abandoned.
Mr. Chisholm gave a large measure of
credit for the success of the undertaking
to the provincial government, which, he
declared, had, entered heartily into the
spirit of this great work of reform, and
had given every possible assistance in
carrying it on.”

In St. John the best we can do for
minor offenders is to put them “behind
stone walls.”

BETTER SERVCE
AT LESS EXPENSE

Transfer of Certain Lights in' Nova
~ Scotia to the New Brunswick
System — Steamer Laurentian

" Taken Over Too

J. C. Chesley, lacal agent of the Marine
and Fisheries Department, and John
Kelly, inspector of light houses, have re-
turned from Halifax where they were
arranging for the transfer of all lights
on the Nova Scotia coast from Amherst
to Barrington Bay to the New Brunswick
agency, as well as of the steamer Lauren-
tian from the naval department to the
New Brunswick service.

The new arrangewment is said to be
the most feasible and will mean the
saving of a considerable sum of money.
I'he New Brunswick agency has charge
of a large number of bouys in that sec-
tion and while attending to them will

be able to supply the lights, thus makingy

.he service more efficient and doing away
with the expense of having two boats
run over the sameé course,

The boats in the Nova Scotia agency
will attend to all the district from Bar-
rington to Cape St. Lawrence, and the
P. K. 1. agency will look after the lights,
buoys, ecc., on that portion of New
Brunswick and Nova Scotic allocated to
them. ‘I'hey have two steamers, the
Aranmore and the Brandt. "The former
has been turned over to the P. E. L
agency to assist in the work.

The supplies to the district coming
under the local agency were formerly
sent by rail, but will in future be taken
by the steamers and .a saving of con-
siderable money will result. The de-
partment, Mr. Chesley said, is making
the new arrangements with a view to im=
proving the service and getting the

cost.

War Eaded by Consideration
for Workingmen—Better Treat-

There were many far-sighted observ-
ers before the war who saw upon the
horizon fany signs of a great sacial and
economic revolution or upheaval, and
believed that the day was not fargdis-
tant when labor would demand a greater
share of the wealth it produced, so some
of them who were great employers of
labor followed the old-time device to
balk a prairie fire; they started a little
fire of their own s& that when the leap-
ing flames of the great conflagration
reached them they would have nothing
to feed upon. In other words, they be-
gan from motives of self-interest to im-
prove the conditions of the men inr their
employ and so far as possible to re-
move causes of complaint, They in-
creased wages, bettered housing condi-
tions, installed safety and labor-saving
devices, interested themselves in the so-
cial life of their employes, and in other
ways displayed an _ enlightened bene-
volence that would %urely have saved
them from the prairie fire of economic
revolution had it burst upon them as
expected.

The Colorado Experiment,

The war gave a tremendous impetus
to the movement. It raised wages, im-
proved housing conditions for millions
and made the world recognize that the
backbone of every nation is the work-
ingman, and that-his interests ought to
be recognized as of first importance. But
the war also has brought Bolshevism
to the front, and it will be found that
the best protection against Bolshevism
is to satisfy the just demands . of people
who work . with their hands for their
living. This is what has happenéd out
in Colorado. A few years ago condi-
tions approaching civil war existed in
Colorado. There were strikes, bull-pens,
dynamiting, murders, kidnappings, tens
of thousands of miners and other, work-
ingmen defying their employers. Now
Coolrado is a sort of industrial paradise,
thanks largely to John D. Rockefeller,
jr, who made a personal investigation
of the conditions existing between the
Fuel and Iron Company and its em-
ployes. Now capital and labor work
hand-in-hand, and net only labor but
capital is more prosperous than before.
That was a point made in a speech de-
livered by Mr. Rockefeller not long ago,
when he laid down this principle:
“Labor and capital are partners, not
enemies; their interests ate common in-
terests, not opposed, and neither can at-
tain the fullest measure of prosperity at
the expense of the other, but only in
association with the other.”

Increasing Efficiency,

to enlist the services of the best experts

{ ation of cost is to deter it from securing

that will help them to earn more money
| or make their toil easier or safer, or fit
them for better positions cither with
the company or with somec & her com-
pany. There is a real partnership be-
tween the company and its employes
and it has proved a great success. Sim-
ilarly Fuller Calloway, head of a great
Ohio steel corporation, found that after
improving the working and living con-
ditions of his thousands of employes
their efficiency increased to 135 per cent
as compared with the 100 per cent of the
| United States Steel Corporation, which
is supposed to be a model for efficiency.
It was a sheer business proposition with
him, Mre. Calloway says, with no hint
' of philanthropy. It paid him dividend:
' to provide comfortable homes with little
| gardens attached for his men; to help
them improve their education; to make
their working hours so short that they
had periods for proper recreation and

rest, and otherwise to inaugurate re-
forms that fifty years ago would have
been considered madness from the em-
ployer’s point of view.

A Partnership.

The latest large employer of labor to
work out a profit-sharing scheme is John
N. Willys, the manufacturer of automo-
biles and farm tractors, who employs
10,000 men. Like Mr. Rockefeller and
several other large employers of labor,
he is convinced that the problem of man-
ufacturers is not how they shall reduce
wages, but how they shall increase pro-
duction, and he believes that the only
way to increase production is to give the
employes a keen personal interest in it.
To reduce their wages will certainly not

that they are to share equally with
their emuployer in increased production
and increased profits—well, the experi-
ments of Henry Ford are conclusive evi-
dence of what will happen. Highly paid
labor is after all cheap labor if it pro-
duces proportionately more than low
paid labor. "
Converting Bolshevists,

Bolshevism may be like a disease that
has to run its course, but if that course
is to be short it will be found that the
only safe antidote is that of improving
the. conditions of the. workingman as
Rockefeller and Calloway have don€, Ot
of making the employes partners in the
concern, as Willys is doing. In Russia
it has been noted that the mere posses-
sion of property turns the Bolshevist in-
to a conservative. That is why the Rus-
sian peasants, once they have seized the
estates of their late employers are de-
manding a stable government in order
that they may be confirmed in their
possessions. Employes who are part
owners of a factory will not strike; they
will not help destroy their own property
or injure their own investment,

MANY CASES OF INFLUENZA.

Premier Clarke. =

The report brings out the full story of cotrupt politics in con-
nection with the potatoes and the Valley Railway money, and em-
phasizes the fact that public money was involved and that the loss
to the province was heavy. . :

After an exhaustive review of the evidence, in. the course of
which Commissioner McQueen describes the conduct of several of
the principal witnesses in scathing terms, he sums up in these words:

THE FINDING. -~ -

In addition to the conclusions arrived at, as set forth above, the
following facts stand out in bold outline and constitute my finding:

The province purchased—in the year 1914—68,603 barrels
of New Brunswick potatoes ifi order that a patriotic shipment of
51,379 barrels might be sent to the army and navy of the Imperial
government and to the relief of Belgian sufferers.

The amount expended for this 'purpvose was $153,505.75.

No tenders were called for, but names of certain persons were
selected and these given a/preference over all others. The names dis-
closed above aré the persons referred to. , e

Within this circle still another preference was extended, this time
to the Hon. B. F. Smith, afterwards minister of public works in the

de government, and one of the present members for the county of
Carleton; this privilege (as set out ‘above). never should have been
granted, was shamefully abused, and is one of the chief causes for the
. loss sustained. . '

The number of barrels of potatoes which the province had on
hand after the two shipments were completed according to the quan-
tity purchased should have been 17,224, :

-* Of this quantity 13,142 barrels were sent to Cuba, 52 1-2 bar-
rels sold to W.-D. Mansell, and 100 barrels sold to A. B. Crosby &
Company.

That all these consignments were paid for except those of

Waite, Manzer, S. De]J. Roira and A. Bresalu & Company, and these.

A consignees each made some payments on their shipments; the
amounts and nature of which are above set forth.

The balance of these potatoes were not accounted for, and out-
_ side of the culls, which were traced to some extent, appear to be a
total loss to the province. A large number of these were sold by

Mr. Daggett to parties in St. John and were never credited to the!

province. These he should be made to account for.

The returns for the potatoes so sold (amounting to $8,499.46)
never passed through the books of any of the departments of the
province. This amount was swallowed up in the expenditures and
an attempt made to induce the public to believe that at least $32,-
861.39 had been received by the province on account of such sales.

The accommodation note given by A. C. Smith & Company
for this amount. above stated was the first move in that direction.

' The cash advance by F. W. Sumner was the second, and the
retirn to the province through W. B. Tennant as above outlined was
the final and last attempt which closed out this indebtedness.

ILLEGAL AND IMPROPER.

The arrangement made with Tennant by which this money was
{0 be taken out of the province as above disclosed, is one which the
late government never should have consented or agreed to, and is
censurable from every standpoint, as it was obtained. by Tennant
through an illegal agreement and paid by him for an illegal and im-
proper purpose, and should be returned to the province.

That at the time Tennant handed over the amount provided for
in his contract, $61,500, he then believed from representations made

to him that the whole of this amount was required to pay potato in-

debtedness, whereas only a portion of the same was so
balance was disposed of in the following manner:

money and should be returned by the parties who received it without |

value ‘oticonsideration, or by Jones and Tennant, the original ‘dis-
tributors, for the reason above' set forth. ‘

The barrels purchased cost the province .32 1-2 cents each. J.
S. Eagles, a middleman, received a rake-off of $436.78, and the
manufacturers were unable to sell except through this\process.

- FALSE STATEMENTS TO PUBLIC,

The statement set out in the report of the provincial auditor-
géneral for the year 1915, page 202, in reference to this potato
transaction is entirely erroneous and incorrect, no ‘‘receipts from
sales of potatoes™ as therein indicated ever took place.

That exhibit five, a copy of the account filed with the auditor-
general by the department of agriculture as a true statement of the
‘account sales and disbursement of potatoes was falsely made up, has
no relation to the true conditions, and,was so made up and filed for

the purpose of misleading and deceiving the auditor-general and the

people of this province. The brokers' commissions were charged
and paid by the province on sales of potatoes never made, as ap-
pears by the record; marine insurance was paid for but no attempt
ever made to recover such insurance by reason of losses occasioned
by “‘perils of the sea” according to Daggett’s evidence.

JONES, BAXTER AND MURRAY.

That'the $61,500 above mentioned was returned and placed
in Tennant's business in the manner above described, so that the
auditor appointed to examine his books could not make a discovery
of”its displacement, and to afford Tennant an opportunity to go on
‘;:ﬁgtapd before a,royal. commigsion and declare the same was still
there. 0
That George B. Jones and ex-Attorney-General 'Baxfer assisted
Tennant in accomplishing this and if Tennant’s evidence is to be be-
lieved, both knew the purpose he had in view when he obtained from
them such assistance. 1 ;

That certain statements made by George B. Jones under oath
on the Stevens inquiry were in direct contradiction to those made by
him on this inquiry and the sworn evidence given by him en the!
Stevens inquiry that he had no knowledge of what became of the
$40,000 in cash which Tennant took out of the bank'as part of the
proceeds of a cheque for $100,000 was false and untrue.

_That the late minister of agriculture, Hon. J. A. Murray, was
constantly consulted by his secretary as to the manner and method
in which this potato transaction was being carried on and is largely
responsible for the loss incurred in connection therewith, either
through neglect of duty or incapacity. i

That the disposition made by Tennant of the $100,000 above
ceferred to is as follows: .

- He paid George B. Jones $61,500; he paid.a note on which he
was liable with Jones of $20,000; the Nova Scotia Construction Com-
pany owed him an old bill 'of $5,000. This he deducted; this com-
pany owed him three years' salary at $5,000. This he considered
should be deducted. - In this way the whole amount has been ab-
sorbed. In fact the difference between $81,500 and $100,000 Ten-

nant still has in his business.

WHAT PROVINCE LOST. .

The exact monies lost to the province could not be definitely

ascertained but sufficient was disclosed to show that at least $32,-
861.39 (the amount attempted to be concealed) was %o lost and as
$61,500 was the amount taken out of the province and set aside by
Tennant to meet this loss, it may reasonably be supposed that the
province is out this last amount by reason of the potato transaction,
although a portion of the same was expended for another purpose.

The return made by Waite for his Cuban shipment (above de-
scribed) was never filed with the agricultural department or with any
other department of the province but was kept and preserved by the
late secretary of agriculture as a private document and produced
from his private files.

That no returns were filed in any department of the government
as to the consignment to Manzer, and the late secretary for agricul-
ture had not even a private record of this transaction to produce.

The consignments to Manzer and Waite and the proceeds de-
rived therefrom were not explained or accounted for in an intelligent
manner and the reason given by Daggett for receiving $3,000 of the
ex-attorney-general's money is not reasonably satisfactory. [ am
therefore unable to disclose the true inwardness of this transaction
from the evidence before me.

B. F. SMITH’S POSITION.

That the Hon. B. F. Smith was advanced by the late govern-
ment $2,375.70 on the purchase of potatoes which the province
rever received, and the province also paid $71.85 as interest on his
drafts in connection with this potato transaction which he should have
paid. He s, therefore, indebted to the province in these two amounts.

That the late minister of agriculture, the Hon. J. A. Murray,
borrowed money from A. C. Smith & Company, contractors with his
department during the time the shipping and handling of these po-

tatoes were being carried on, and this loan is so mixed up with the|
public business of the province that | am unable to report whether the!

$1,500 returned to Smith was this private loan or money which be-
longed to the province. ¢

The Audit Act was wholly ignored. Drafts were accepted with-
out legal aq}hority and payments were made without legal permission.
In short, the financial business of the province was taken out of the
hands of the auditor-general and placed under the control of a few

individuals, so far at least as the same relates to the purchase andcient to pay for the potatoes. The drafts

disposition of this patriotic gift, and to a great financial loss to the
province.
: THE LATE PREMIER CLARKE.

I do not think it would’be out of place in closing this report if
!some brief reference at least were made to a matter which appeared
to me during the inquiry to be unfair and unjust. I refer to the nu-
merous attempts on the part of the colleagues and associates of the
late Premier Clarke to make it appear that he was the prime mover
and person solely responsible for the whole of this unbusinesslike
transaction. That he was mixed up in the sdme to some extent there
can be no doubt; but that he was the one and only one who knew
anything about what was going on (including the minister presiding
over the department in which it took place) I do not believe, and it
occurred to me during the time this inquiry was pending and these
{accusations were being constantly made, that if the late lamented
Premier Clarke were still living it might be that his name would ap-
pear less prominently in this inquiry. An eminent Canadian states-
man once said: °It is the custom in civilized countries to perpetuate
the memory and record the virtues of those who have rendered
eminent service to the state, and even among the barbarous nations
some rude cairn marks the spot where sleeps the warrior whose voice

The commissioner recites the two sep-
arate commissions under which he pro-
ceeded, explaining that he was in-
structed “to investigate and inquire gen-
erally into any matters or things per-
taining in any way to the purchase and
jdisposal . of what is known as the
i “Patriotic Potato Gift” for the relief of

| pire or any part thereof, and of the
moneys paid therefor and derived there-
from. . :

“To investigate and inquire respecting
the potatoes purchased as aforesaid by
and on behalf of the province, and from
whom purchased; the disposition of the
said potatoes; .the person or persons,
firm or corporation, to whom, by whom,
or through whose agency and the
amounts for which the said surplus pota-
toes or any part thereof were sold or
delivered; ' the amounts of money re-
ceived by any person or persons, firm or
corporation, from the sale of the said
surplus potatoes or any part thereof, and
the “dates and the manner in which the
said moneys were remitted to any such
person or persons, firm or corporation,
by the purchaser or purchasers of any
of such surplus potatoes; the names of
persons receiving or remitting any such
moneys, and the disposition of any such
moneys by any such person or persons,
firm or corporation, with full power to
trace the said moneys to or through the
hands of any person or persons to what-
ever extent may be deemed in the public
interest; and, generally, all facts re-
specting the disposal of the said surplus
potatoes and the moneys received there-
for by nay person or persons, firm or
corporation.

“Respecting the making, indorsing,
discounting and payment of a certain
promissory note, signed by A. C. Smith
& Company, bearing date the 3rd day of
November, 1915, payable four months
after the date thereof, indorsed by Wil-
liam Cruikshank, then deputy provincial
treasurer, and discounted at the Bank of
Montreal in Fredericton.

“Respecting the manner in which the
funds transferred from Moncton for the
payment of the said promissory note
were obtained by the person or persons,
firm or corporation, by whom the same
were so transferred in payment of such
note and the sources from which the per-
son or persons, firm or corporation, who
transferred the said funds for the pay-
ment of the said note was or were re-
couped for the amounts so transferred.

“Notwithstanding any evidence here-
tofore given in respect thereof, to in-
vestigate. the disposal by William B.
Ténnant, or by any person or persons,
firm or corporation, of the sum of $40,-
000, or any part thereof withdrawn out
of the bank on or about the 29th day
of ‘May, 1916, with power to trace said
sum of $40,000, or any part thereof, to
or through the hands of any person or
persons,.firm or corporation to whom the
same or any part thereof may have been
paid by the said William B. Tennant,
and to or through the hands of any
other person or -persons, firm or cor-
poration, to whatever extent may be
deemed in the public interest.

“Without restriction by reason of the
foregoing, to investigate and inquire into
all matters and things pertaining in any
manner to the said promissory note, the
payment thereof and the sources from
which the funds used for such payment
were immediately or ultimately derived.

“To investigate and inquire into the
disposal by George B. Jones, a member
of the legislative assembly, or by any
person or persons, firm of corporation,
of the sum of $61,500, or any pert there-
of, paid by the said William B. Tennant
to the said George B. Jones, or any other
part of $100,000, paid to the said William
B. Tennant by the Nova Scotia Con-
struction Company, Limited, on or about
the 20th day of May, 1916, with power
to trace the said sum of $61,500, or of
any, other part of the said sum of $100,-
000, or any part of either of them, or
any other sum or sums into which the
same may be converted to or through
the hands of any person or persons, firm
or corporation, to whom the same may
have been paid bv the said Géorge B.
Jones or William B. Tennant, and to or
through the hands of any other person
or persons. firm or corporations, to what-
ever extent may be deemed in the public
interest.” :

The Report.

In dealing with this first division, Mr.
Daggett, late secretary of agriculture,
stated in his evidence that by an order-
in-council under date the 2nd day of Sep-
tember, 1914, the then government de-
cided to make & contribution of 100,000
bushels, or about 40,000 barrels of pota-
toes, at an estimated cost of $75,000, to
the Motherland for the use of the army
and navy as a token of the loyalty and
attachment of the people of New Bruns-
wick to the throne of the British Em-
pire, and provision was made in such
order-in-council . for the raising of said
$75,000 by special warrant. The pur-
chasing and transporting of this contri-
bution was to.be carried out under the
directions of the then minister of agri-
culture upon whose order_all payments
in connection therewith were to be made;
and a provision was further made in this
order for conveying to his ‘majesty the
king information as to such purpose and
the assurance by reason thereof of the
unswerving loyalty and attachment of
the people of New Brunswick to his ma-
Jesty’s throne and person. Hence, we

ve the phrase “Patriotic Potato Gift.”
° Mr. Daggett further disclosed that the
granting of $75,000. having been found in~
sufficient for the purpose of defraying
the expenses of purchasing and forward-

ing to the imperial government the gift

of 100,000 bushels of potatoes, a further
order-in-council was passed under date
the 27th day of October, 1914, increasing
the said grant by another $75,000, to
make up the said deficiency and also to
make a contribution to assist in the re-
lief of the Belgian people. This last
mentioned amount was also raised by
special warrant in the manner above
indicated. And after these amounts were
expended-there was a further expenditure
of $3,505.75 which the auditor-general of
the province was required to provide for
on the personal ‘application of the Hon.
J. A. Murray. Mr. Murray wrote as fol-
lows: {

“I desire to say that when our final
returns are in the amount of this expen-
dx‘tm:e will be reduced so as to beywell
within our appropriation made for that
purpose.”

When the final returns were in, instead
of this last mentioned amount being paid

' off as promised by the Hon. Mr. Murray,

there was a floating liability of $82,861.89
which was taken care of as hereinafter
set out, making a total expenditure of
$158,505.75, after giving full credit for
all “final returns” on the purchase of
68,608 barrels of potatoes, only some
51,000 barrels of which were required
and used for patriotic purposes and to
assist in the great war struggle. The
way in which this patriotic gift was
handled through the Hon. J. A. Murray,
the late minister of agriculture, as stated
under oath by his former secretary, is a
remarkable disclosure, and if sworn proof
and documentary evidence had not been
produced before me in support thereof,
would be almost incredible. I would
therefore suggest that the records herein
be bound and preserved as a book of
i-eference for future statesmen not to fol-
ow.

The evidence of Mr. Daggett shows that
he, as secretary of agriculture under the
direction of his minister, the Hon. J. A.
Murray, had the exclusive control of the
expenditure for this patriotic gift and the
purchase of all potatoes in connection
therewith. He purchased these potatoes
from various persons, and he mentioned
the following as persons from whom he
purchased: Hon.-B. F. Smith, S. J. Hat-
field,.A. A. Rideout, Leonard Mersereau,
Robert Kidney, Strong & Noddin, G. A.
Fawcett, Hatfield & Scott, B. C. Mclsaac,
H. T. Doyglas, D. J. Griffiths, Jones
Bres., and Mills Eveleigh Ltd.

Mr. Daggett further stated that he ad-
vised these persons to ship in a certain
number of cars each and apportioned out
the 100,000 bushels to be contributed in
that way. He was unable to give the
date when these apportionments were
made or when all these orders were given
out. The Hon. B. F. Smith admitted that
his total shipment for both imperial and
Belgian consignments was 48,681 barrels,
and the exhibit filed as No. 6 of the evi-
dence supports this statement. Mr. Dag-
gett further admitted that the Hon. B,
F. Smith’s supply to the imperial ship-
ment alone was 31,685 barrels out of a
total of about 40,000.

Mr. Daggett disclosed that the depart-
ment of agriculture had no written agree-
ment as to the sale and purchase of these
potatoes from these different parties, and
that the verbal agreement had with the
Hon. B. F. Smith, on the 15th day of
September, 1914, was as follows:

“Mr. Smith was to purchase the pota-
toes, paying the farmers $1 per barrel,
and was to receive ten cents per barrel
commission for buying, loading, and to
stand any shortage which there might be
in St. John.,” There was a special agree-
ment made with the Hon. B. F. Smith to
finance his purchases which did not ap-
ply to any of the other shippers. This
arrangement Mr. Daggett stated was as
follows: “Mr. Smith was to make a
draft on me at the department for suffi-

were not to be paid until his potatoes
were racked out and the shortage ascer-
tained and the condition of the potatoes
ascertained”; but that the letter which
the department of agriculture sent to the
Bank of Nova Scotia at East Florence-
ville notifying them of such agreement,
did not contain the “last features” of this
verbal agreement, namely: that “the
drafts were not to be paid until his pota-
toes were racked out and shortage ascer-
tained and the condition of the potatoes
ascertained,” and the letter to the Bank
of Nova Scotia under date the 15th day
of September, 1914, when placed in evi-
dence as Exhibit 49, confirms Mr. Dag-
gett’s statement as to this omission. Mr.
Daggett also stated in his evidence that
the rejected potatoes were thrown back
on the shippers’ hands, and afterwards
sold by him as agent for these shippers
through A. C. Smith & Co., and that the
receipts for the sales were remitted to
them. If this statement be correct, then
the Hon. B. F. Smith was twice paid for
these rejected potatoes—once jn the man-
ner suggested by Mr, Daggett, and sec-
ondly when his drafts were accepted and
paid’in the first instance, as appears by
Exhibit 6 received in evidence.

Hon. B, F. Smith,

The Hon. B. F. Smith, on the other
hand, stated that the agreement he had
with the late government was not as
stated by the secretary of agriculture, but
that he simply acted as an agent of the
government under a commission, and

‘that his duties and responsibilities ceased

when the cars were completed and con-
signed. He, the Hon. B. F. Smith, did
not in his evidence give an‘'explanation as
to whether the rejected potatoes in his
shipments were sold for his account and
accounted for to him as stated by the
late secretary of agriculture and the let-
ter written by. him to the department of
agriculture under date the 29th day of
September, 1914, wherein he asks the de-
partment “to allow the invoice to be cer-
tified to as made and I will see that the
department gets barrel for barrel which
will pass inspection, if I have to put in
an extra barrel to make it up,” rather
disproves his contention in this particu-
lar. (This is in evidence as Exhibit 61.)
In addition to this, the evidence of the
late secretary of agriculture was support-
ed by the fact sworn to by other govern-
ment officials that no returns whatever
were filed, entered or made in the books
of any department of the government
showing the sales or accounting'in any
way for the proceeds of these rejected
potatoes. This condition of things can
be accounteéd for honestly only by ac-
cepting Mr. Daggett’s : version - of the
agreement: for if the Hon. B. Frank
Smith’s view of the matter is to be taken
(that the rejected potatoes were to be
the property of the province), then the
department of agriculture and its officials
when presided over by the Hon. J. A.
Murray have misappropriated and misap-
plied the moneys of this province to the
amount received by them as the proceeds
of the sale of these rejected potatoes,
amounting to a very large sum, as same
has never been accounted for to the late
government by the dcpartment of agri-
culture or any of its officials.

Assuming, therefore, that Mr. Dag-
gett is' correct and that there has been
no misappropriation of public moneys in
the matter of these rejected potatoes, the
only conclusion to be drawn is that the
late minister of public works, the Hon.
B. F. Smith, having been paid by the
government for the full amount shipped
by him by drafts drawn on the govern-
ment and accepted at the time of ship-
ments as per instructions to the bank
by the department of agriculture under
date the 15th day of September, 1914 (in
evidence as Exhibit 49), is liable to the
people of this province for the amount
so over paid, which is.shown in the state-
ment in evidence as Exhibit 6, as $2,~
875.70. Mr. Daggett stated in the evi-
dence that he had asked the Hon. B. F.
Smith for the amount of this account on
several occasions, but it had never beem
paid. The Hon. B. F. Smith denied Dag-
gett’s statement in this respect, but ad-
mitted that the late secretary for agri-
culture had asked him for a like amount,
but stated that it was for a different rea-
son; the reason given him was: “they
were in a hole and asked me to hely them
out” The Hon. Mr. Smith was asked
on the hearing if he had ever paid this
money back to the government and if so
when. His reply was as follows: “?
didn’t pay it back, and I do not intend to,
pay it back.” He was then confronted
with his speech in the legislative assem-
bly in reference to this matter, and
which appears in the evidence as follows:

“The result was that out of the
total quantity which he shipped they
culled out 1,227 barrels of potatoes.
Now those culls he admitted under the
terms of his arrangement it would seem
hardly fair that he should pay for. It
was hardly fair that the department
should be reimbursed because he was
acting in the capacity, as he thought, of
an agent in the purchase of these pota-
toes for the sum of ten cents and paying
expenses. What happened? That the
department issued a statement showing
1,227 barrels as being culled out. Rather
than stand in the position of having the
department lose that quantity of pota-
toes, that amount was handed over to
the department and that amount repre-
sented five and a half cents per barrel
upon the total shipment. Consequently,
if it cost him, as it did, five cents per
barrel to load those potatoes; that if
there was paid to the department five
and a half cents per barrel on the culled
potatoes and the way in which they were
culled at St. John, there was only four
and a half cents left for himself to pay
the expense of loading, so that if it cost
him five cents per barrel, as it did, he
wanted to say that his statement was
fully borne out, that instead of extract-
ing money from the department unlaw-
fully and unfairly, that he performed a
service to the department and to the
province without any recompense what-
ever. He had shown that there was only
four and a half cents after the amount
was paid.”

That Favorable Light,

The Hon. Mr. Smith denied that this
speech implied that he had ‘ever paid
this money back. He stated he was
“placing the matter before the house in
as favorable a light as he could” He




refused to swear whether his intention
was to intimate to the house that he had

‘ever paid this money and remarked to
*he counsel for the government “You
notice how carefully it is worded” In
view of this evidence and that of Mr.
Daggett and H. Colby Smith in reference
to ‘this particular matter, there is no
doubt in my mind that this money was
never paid back to the province by the
Hon. B. F. Smith and that the entry
made in Exhibit 5 (which is the account
filed with the auditor-general)—%“Paid by
A. C. Smith & Co. on account of B. F.
Smith’s shortage on outturn of cars in
final racking, $2,447.50,” is absolutely a
false entry and wholly untrue. As to
whether this amount is still a liability
due the province from the late minister
of public works is a matter which will
be hereafter referred to.

The evidence of Mr. Daggett further
shows that within ten days after the
passing of the order-in-council for the
purpose of the Imperial shipment, the
department of agriculture was deluged
with applications, either direct from the
shippers themselves or through the then
premier, the Hon. J. K. Flemming, ask-
ing to be permitted to sell potatoes, and
out of the numerous apolications made,
the department selected - the shippers
above named for the reason Mr. Daggett
stated, that they desired to assist their
friends. It does not appear from the evi-
dence that the Hon. B. F, Smith joined
with the other shippers at this early
date in making his application to the
department of agriculture, and Exhibit
56 in the evidence discloses that he was
only, brought into the matter by a ver-
bal conversation on the 15th day of Sep-
tember, 1914; but from that time on he
appears to have been a very: active par-
ticipant, for on the 2Ist day .of Septem-
ber, six days after this interview with
the late secretary of agriculture he re-
ports to the department (as appears
from Exhibit 58) that he had shipped
the full complement of his order—thirty-
five cars.

Mr. Daggett further admitted that the

t of agriculture arranged by
Jetter under date the 15th of September,
1914, with the Bank of Nova Scotia at
Fast Florenceville (in evidence as Ex-
hibit 49) for financing the purchase of
thirty-five ears of potatoes which’B. F.
Smith’ was to furnish the department, a
part of which reads as follows: “Will
accept drafts made by B. F. Smith, of
Florenceville, upon this department for
thirty-five cars of potatoes when drafts
are accompanied with vouchers and bills
of lading covering each individual car.”
And he further admitted that on the 21st
day of September (six days after) when
the thirty-five cars were already fur-
wished the department of agriculture,
again wrote the Bank of Nova Scotia
at RBast Florenceville 'in reference to
further financing the said Mr. Smith in
fhe purchase of more potatoes, in part
as follows: *“You may continue accept-
ing invoices when accompanied by bills
of lading from Mr. Smith and we will
aceept the drafts here until I advise you
otherwise.” The financial resources of
this province were thus placed at the
disposal of B. Frank Smith and, as a
result, he purchased potatoes without
limit until about the 6th day of October,
1914, when the department of agricul-
ture notified the Bank of Nova Scotia
by letter (in evidence, as Exhibit 59) to
“cancel arrangements made in my letter
of recent date re drafts for Mr, Smith.”
The patriotic endeavors of the said Mr.
Smith in reference to the purchase of
these potatoes appears to have at once
ceased, as the evidence does not disclose
any shipment made by him to the gov-
ernment ‘direct after that date, but evi-
dence was produced which disclosed
that between the date 21st Septem-
ber when the credit instructions was
given and the 6th of October when the
same was cancelled not less than 125
cars were shipped in by the said Mr.
Smith and in consequence some 60 cars
remained on the track undisposed of
when the patriotic shipments were com-
pleted.

Mr. Daggett was not able to disclose
with accuracy the exact number of pota-
toes purchased and shipped into St. John
for this patriotic purpose, nor could ‘evi-
dence be found in any department of the
government “showing this exact quantity,
but sufficient proof was given to show
thkt at least 68,608 barrels were pur-
chased and paid for by the government
for this purpose and that thousands of
barrels exceeding the required amount
arrived at St. John and were paid for,
and that at least some 16,700 barrels of
excess were on the hands of the late min-
ister of agriculture and had to be taken
care of somehow when both the imperial
and Belgian consignments were complet-
"ed and shipped. I am, therefore, com-
pelled to rely on the evidence produced
as to the output and disposition of these
potatoes, although this does not give the
exact quantity so purchased, as these car-
goes do not take into account the " culls,
refuse, hacked or non-merchantable po-
tatoes of which there appears to have
been a large quantity. One of the con-
signments at least‘was not shipped until
the spring of 1915 and during the time
the potatoes were kept they were assorted
and’ picked over a number of times and
the rejected potatoes thrown out. The
estimate of the late secretary of agricul-
ture of this class of potatoes was about
5,000 barrels, but later developments dis-
closed that this estimate was at least 978
barrels less than the correct amount.

Unbusinesslike Methods.

Some evidence was offered in explana-
tion of the unbusinesslike way in which
these potatoes were purchased and land-
ed in St. John with litue or no regard to
the object for which they were bought,
or for the safeguarding of the revenues
of the province. Mr. Daggett gave as a
veason that the department was afraid
there would not be sufficient potatoes on
hand to make a full cargo (some 40,000
barrels) when the vessel arrived, and the
government might be liable for demur-

rage. The vessel arrived and was ready-

for cargo about the 20th of October, four-
teen days after Mr. B. F. Smith sent in
his last shipment consigned to the gov-
ernment. The late minister of public
works when on the stand gave another
reason which was that he was requested
by some one (he thought in the office of
H. C. Smith, St. John) to send the cars
in faster than they were then being ship-
ped; this H. C. Smith denied, not once
but several times, in giving his evidence;
end stated that if any ’phone message
was sent to the late honorable minister of
public works from his office, it was to let
up on his shipments as the cars were
arriving much faster than they could be
handled. H. C. Smith’s evidence appears
to be supported in this particular by the
fact that in one day no less than twenty-
four cars were shipped in to St. John and
that the said Mr. Smith had completed
his whole shipment of 43,600 barrels in
less than twenty-one days from the re-
ceipt of his order. ;
I cannot accept either of these rea-
sons as being correct.

He was sub-
sequently. recalled after Exhibit 82 had
been placed in evidence and upon this
receipt being shown to him he admitted
the receipt of the money, refused to con-
firm his former statement that he had
paid it over to the provincial treasurer,
and thought perhaps it was paid out by
way of “an adjustment” to the shippers,
and finally wound up by saying he could
not explain lwhat became of it. No entry
was made in the books of the govern-
ment in reference to it. S. B. Donovan,
the man referred to by Inspector Slipp
as having received a large quantity of
these culls, was called in reference to his
purchase. He stated that during the fall
of 1914 and during the winter and spring
of 1915 he did purchase large quantities
of culled potatoes from the department
of agriculture through Mr. baggertt, its
secretary; that under the first arrange-
ment he had with Daggett he was to pay
25¢c. per barrel, but that shortly after,
he was informed by the late secretary
i for agriculture that an offer of five cents
higher had been made and he then agreed
to increase the price to that amount. He
stated he had on hand about 200 pigs
at that time and purchased in this way
from the department of agriculture 800
or 900 barrels of these culls. When asked
if he had received an account from the
department of agriculture for these culls,
he admitted that in the latter part of the
month of November, 1914, he had re-
ceived a bill for $280 and that this
amount had ben paid by him about that
time.

The broker, John S. Eagles, was before
the commission in reference to the com-
mission he received and just referred ‘to.
He admitted the receipt of some com-
mission; did not know the amount; be-
lieved Taylor. & White were barrel man-
ufacturers, but did not know for sure;
never was agent for this firm before;
didn’t know whether the commission he
received ‘was two and a half per cent.
or ten per cent and had mo knowledge;
didn’t know whether Taylor & White
appointed him agent for this particular
purchase or not; couldn’t tell how he
was brought into the matter and had no
idea what was the amount of the com-
mission he received; didn’t remember
ever receiving a letter from the depart-
ment of agriculture under date 14th
November, 1914, (in evidence as Exhibit
77), telling him of barrels being carried
away from the sheds &nd asking him
for*a report on the saie; didn’t make
any investigation that he could recol-
lect; “wasn’t very much interested in it;
to tell you the truth,” and when asked |
if all he was interested in was his com- "
mission, he replied “selling as much as
I could and getting my commission.”

This short synopsis of the evi-
dence in reference to this matter
will I believe be self-explanatory,
and throw some fight on the busi-
ness methods resorted to in connec-
tion with this patriotic gift and re-

quires no fmtefr‘,&omment.

I will now consider the shipments
made by H. C. Smith under the direc-|
tions of Mr. Clements as set forth above, !
and which were referred to on the in-
quiry as the Cuban shipment. H. Colby
Smith’s statement is that the amounts
due from A. B. Crosby & Co. and W.

a large sum of money was collected
on account of culls by some one act-
ing for the agricultural department,
but the actual amount of such col-
fections 1 am unable to state.

Daggett subsequently stated that he was
unable to examine these accounts when
in Cuba at all, as the€y were in Spanish
and he left the matter entirely in the
hands of Manzer. He also subsequently
gave as a reason for having Waite’s
statement (Exhibit 42) on his private

files, that he was holding it for the fu-!

ture to be presented for payment should
the opportunity arise. The evidence
above quoted has been set out by rea-
son of its peculiar character and that
there may be no misinterpretation as
to why this Waite account was paid,
and for the further reason I am about
to state.
did not receive this money from “any-

body” and later on it was “my money,”;

“the money that was paid was my own
money.” Now-one would naturally sup-
pose that such statements as these, made
under oath, were correct; that this
money was his own, but he admitted
later on in his evidence that he had in-
terviewed the late attorney-general, the
Hon. Mr. Baxter, and explained the case
to him so that he was conversant with
the whole matter and that the ex-attor-
ney-general on the strength of these rep-
resentations had advanced him $3,000 to
pay the Waite account; that the money
he received from the ex-attorney-gen-
eral he had not paid back; that he had

! never_been asked to pay it back; that

the ex-attorney-general said to him when
discussing’ the matter “I am in a better
position to pay it than you are,” “never
worry about it,” “I advanced it to you
and if we never get it back, that is the
end of it.” He had also at a later stage
explained to ‘the ex-attorney-general the
whole 'matter in the following manner:
“Yes, I came down and I went into the
details with him and he seemed willing
to take my word. I said we had. this
difficulty in Cuba and I want to go
down and straighten the thing out and if
the statement I had- was correct - it
would take in the vicinity of $3,000 ta
clean it up and I explained to him that
I felt under moral obligation to. the
young man down there and after con-
siderable talk Mr., Baxter in the most
generous spirit said “I will help you”
and he went and got the money and

when' he handed me the money, he said: |

“What if you run away with "it” 1
said: “It isn’t enough,” anyway I said,
“what about returning it,” he said, *we
will take it up later sometime”; he said,
“I want to help you out, I am sorry for
you in the hard place you are in.”

Mr. Daggett further explained that he
had also interviewed his chief, the Hon.
J. A. Murray, and set before him
all the facts in connection with the Waite
transaction and that the Hon. Mr. Mur-
ray had full knowledge of the whole
matter. % )

If Mr. Daggett’s sworn statement be
correct, then the late Ministes of Agri-
culture had before him Exhibit 42, which
shows that at least 1,000 barrels in this
shipmernit were never accounted. for at

According to the evidence of the late
Secretary of Agricultare thi® man Waite
had accepted this cargo assumed - full
responsibility for the same and made
himself liable for the loss connected
therewith, which appears to be $1.50 for
handling each barrel. If this be correct,
wherein wac he placed in any different
position from Manzer who received an-
other ‘shipment or any other consignee?
Even if the result of his operations were
likely ‘to land him into “bankruptey, why
should the ex-Attorney-General, or the
late secretary for agriculture feel that
the government of this province, or they
personally, were placed in such a posit-
ion that the amount he presented had to
be paid even to the extent of returning
to him $1,630.20 which he had paid to
A. C. Smith*& Co. sometime previous
for a portion of the cargo actually sold?
Manzer like Waite had received a con-
signment cof 2,983 sacks, and had paid
$1,900, thereon and refused to accept
other drafts, exactly as Waite had done;
he did, however, pay $577.30 on account
of the unaccepted drafts but he did not
go as far as Waite in rendering to the late
secretary of agriculture a statement of
the loss he had made even: for private
files, so far as the evidence discloses;
and there appears to be no account or
statement of any kind in explanation
showing what Manzer’s loss or profit in
connection with the sale of these “sur-
plus potatoes” was. Had he filed such
statement and also writtén-in a letter
marked “private and confidential,” the
late secretary for agriculture could hardly
have excused himself from also making
up this loss, even to-the extent of re-
turning him §$1,99. paid to A. C. Smith
& Co.; for like reasons that Manzer
“was a young man from Andover’ and
he felt so “badly over him.” Mr. Manzer
however, took a different line of action.
He filed no account whatever if Daggett’s
statement be correct. When appealed to
by the present Premier of the Province
he replied that he had never while in
Cuba received a consignment -of potatoes
from A. C. Smith & Co.

Daggett’s statement is that he,

(This is in
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ped by them to Manzer and there
is no doubt he thoroughly under-

stood when the application was made
to him what the present Premier’s
letter asked for. Manzer was sub-
poenaed to appeat before this com-
mission to explain among other things
how he had disposed of the cargoes
of potatoes sold or entrusted to him,
which belonged to the province and
of which no return whatever is on
file and of which the Auditor-Gén-
eral is entirely ignorant. He abso-
lutely declined to answer the sub-
poena, although strongly pressed to
do so. 1 am, therefore, unable to
state what became of Manzer
consignment except to report that no
account of losses were sent in by him
which either the government, the
late secretary of agriculture or the
ex-Attorney-General was compelled °
to make good.

The evidence given by Mr. Daggett and
Exhibit 42 (Waite account) taken together
i show clearly that the provincial govern-
ment was under no legal responsibility
to recoup Waite for his loss and when
relieved of his liability, the parties’ wha
assisted in this went a long way in ren-
dering him philanthropic assistance.

That there was a great fiinancial loss
to the province in the Cuban shipmenrts,
there can be no doubt. As for the mone,”
being paid to Waite, both Mr. Daggett
and the Hon. Mr. Baxter confirm this
payment and I, therefore, accept this as
a fact. I also believe that the ex-At-
torney-General had sufficient . facts to
enable him to decide that the best that
could be done under the circumstances
was to make the advance and trust io
luck for its return; but the reasons given
by Daggett for such payment I :annot
accept, and I am further strengthened
in this unbelief by this fact (sworn to
by Mr. Daggett) that the reason the late
Premier Clarke did not want this trans-
action made public in the way disclosed
in this inquiry, was that the people would
not believe .it, but would at once come
to the condlusion the money had been
stolen, There were other reasons un-
disclosed in this inquiry for the payment
of this money outside of sympathy amd
citizenship, the truth of which can only
be revealed by examination of the Cuban
parties. \

The cargoes of these Cuban shipments
were insured. The government paid
the premium for such insurance (the sum
being $582.47 as appears by Exhibit 4).
The late secretary for agriculture stated
that onme reason for the loss was the
“périls of the sea” and the condition in
which the potatoes were from same when
they arrived at the port of- destinatien.
He did not know whether or not any pro-
test had been made in connection with
the said cargo. He had never made any
inquiry into the matter of this insurance
to - ascertain if any demand had been
made under it; he did’t know whether
any moneys had been paid on account by
any Company and in fact had no know-
ledge that such insurance had been ef-
fected until the matter had been called
to' his attention in this inquiry and there
are no papers on file in the government
department disclosing such information.

Along with these Cuban shipments
was a consignment of potatoes hy

W. W. Boyce; this Boyce shipment ap-

pears to have arrived in first-class order,
was disposed of and the proceeds turn-
ed over to him by the secretary of ag-
riculture himself, sd he said; and the
evidence disclosed that the government
even paid the commission on this Boyce
sale as well as the freight thereon. Dag-
gett says the reason the-Boyce ship-
ment arrived in such good order was
that it was on the top of the cargo and
was not  affected by the perils of the
sea as, the remainder of the cargo which
belonged to the province.

| When the Cuban shipments were com-
pleted and the balance of the potatoes
consisting of “some 5,000* barrels were
disposed of (no.witnesses on the inquiry
being able to disclose how).a settlement
, was sought by the Hon.:J. A. Murray,
| then minister of agriculture, with A. C.
Smith. & Co. as to the amount due them
for handling these “surplus potatoes.”
The minister sent James P. Atherton, a
chartered accountant, " to examine ' the
books of ‘this firm and he made a state-
ment from the entries found and vouch-
ers produced (in evidence as Exhibit
23.) This statement shows a debit side
against the province,

(some 16,000 -barrels) and after credit

is given for amounts received by A. C.
Smith & Co. on account of sales; none
of which passed through the books of
the province, a balance is struck in favor
of this firm of $12,902.24; this was on
June 1, 1915.

Daggett’s version of this
settlement is: “Mr. Smith and I had
considerable discussion over. the charges
and I told him that I considered the
handling of the goods had cost too much
and I was going to cut the bill down to
what I thought was right; we had con-
siderable discussion over it and finally
he said: Well, he thought I was very
arbitrary and was not using him fair.

C. Smith & Co. (to whose
order Méng with the Bank of Montreal
the same was made payable), took, this
government cheque to the Bank of#ont-
i real, Fredericton, on the date of its is-
sue and directed that $5,077.60 of this
. cheque should be applied in full pay-
ment of a note then lying in that bank
overdue, made by the same J. B. Dag-
| gett in favor of Geo. B. Jones and that
the balance of this government cheque,
' $4,453.56, was placed to the personal
i credit of J. B. Daggett by his directions.
(This is confirmed by Exhibit 72 in
i evidence.) This cheque of A. C. Smith
& Co. was not endorsed by them and
they had never given J. B. Daggett any
authority to dispose of the same. In
fact, H. Colby Smith when giving his
evidenge stated that he never saw the
cheque before, nor had he any knoweldge
of its existence until it was produced on
the inquiry. This balance, $4,453.65,
which the late secretary for agriculture
had placed to his credit, was checked
out by him as appears by Exhibit 73
in evidence and the proceeds thereof was
paid to A. C. Smith & Co.; this, .to-
gether with $806.91 which this firm had
received through Manzer, Hon. J. A.
Murray and Bresalu & Co. of Cuba,
amount in all to $5,260.47 and was cred-
ited by A. C. Smjth & Co. on the gov-
ernment’s accepted draft for $9,201.95
above mentioned, leaving with interest
a balance due from the government as
H. C. Smith supposed of $4,003.80, when
the whole matter had been wiped off by
a provincial cheque previously issued.
On the 30th day of July, 1915, this
firm again drew on the agricultural de-
partment at thirty days for this balance
and the department of agriculture ac-
cepted this draft of A. C. Smith & Co.
with full knowledge that a cheque to
cover the account‘had been issued s‘ome
time previous. When this draft fell Riue,
a payment of $1,500 made in Fredéric-
ton was applied by A. C. Smith & Co.
to the credit of the same, which left
‘an apparent indebtedness due this firm
of $2,508.80. This last named amount
A. C. Smith & Co. again drew on the
department of agriculture for (in evi-
denee as Exhibit 69) and the depart-
ment again accepted this draft as if the
cheque (Exhibit 71) had never been is-
sued. When the draft for $2,503.80 be-
came due the government defaulted in
payment and the same was charged up
to A. C. Smith & Co.s account by the
bank on the 25th day of October, 1915,
and this firm of A. C. Smith & Co. still
hold an accepted dishonored draft of the
government of this province for the am-
ount last mentioned on an indebtedness
which wes liquidated by cheque on the
27th day of July, 1915, only a portion of
which ever reached this firm because of
the peculiar bagking transactions of Mr.
Daggrctt, the late secretary for agriculture.
H.  C. Smith says his firm made ar-
rangements to meet this indebtedness in
the bank in the following manner: He
borrowed $1,250 from Mr. Daggett as a
personal accommodation and he also bor-
rowed a like amount from the ex-Attor-
ney-General Baxter but afterwards re-
turned to the late secretary the amount
borrowed but only returned to the ex-at-
itomey—gencml a portion of his loan.

| Still More Remarkable

I THIS SEEMS TO BE A PECU-

LIAR WAY OF CONDUCTING

THE PUBLIC BUSINESS OF THIS

PROVINCE.

These transactions were carried
on without the knowledge of l*.be
auditor-general and in contravention
of the Audit Act and have all the ap-
pearance of being conducted as if
constitutional government was sus-
pended “for a season” and as if the
public business was carried on by a
few individuals on their personal re-
sponsibility and for their individual
benefit.

But what I am about to relate as dis-
closed from the evidence is still more re-
markable. The $1,500 above referred to
as being credited by A. C. Smith & Co.
{on one of the accepted drafts, Mr. Dag-
gett says, and Mr. Murray the late min-
ister of agriculture confirms the state-
ment, should never have been so credited,
as this amount was paid in to the bank
! to meet a private indebtedness due from
| the Hon. J. A. Murray to A. C. Smith

& Co. the then contractors of the gov-
ernment on account of a loan made by
this firm to that minister during the time
~they were doing business with his de-
partment. H. C. Smith admitted that he
made this loan and that this amount was
due himg but he had no knowledge the
. same was paid back to him in the man-
ner suggested by the Hon. Mr. Murray
and Mr. Daggett and if such were the
case, then this province was farther in-
debted to his firm in this last named
amount; and instead-of holding a dishon-
ored draft of this province of $2,508.80 as
he supposed, these drafts were in tb

vicinity of $4,000.00. Aside from t!

impropriety of a minister of the crow:
borrowing money from a person having
at that time a contract with the govern-
ment, one would think the provisions of
the criminal code would be a restrcint
against such proceedings. The following
provision is applicable: ¢

“Every one is guilty of an indict-
able offense and liable to a fine of
not less than $300 and not exceeding
$1,000 and to imprisonment for a term
not exceeding one year and not less
than one month and in default of
payment of such fine, to imprison-
ment for a further term not exceed-
ing six months who (g) having
dealings of any kind with the govern-
ment through any department
thereof pays to any employee or any
official of the government or to any

said gift, loan or promise.”

The late minister of agriculture an§] hi:
secretary both stated at the inquiry that
the note given by Daggett and Jones for
$5,000 above mentioned, (or a note of
which this was a renewal) which was
paid out of A. C. Smith & Co’s cheque
without their knowledge or consent was
given to raise money to be applied to
the indebtedness due A. C. Smith & Co.
and should be deducted out of the
amount arrived at on the settlement
above stated. It is impossible for me to
come to any such conclusion with the
record before me. H. C. Smith admitted
that he had on one occasion received
$5,000 on account of bank drafts in con-
nection with the whole of this potato
transaction, but he had net received such
an amount on account of his handling
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the surplus shipment or on that settle-
wment; that this amount was paid on
drafts other than for the “surplus pota-

toes” and his statement appears to be
borne out: by the bank manager of, the
Bank of Nova Scotia, West Saint John,
where his business was transacted. The
manager of this bank, Mr. Morris, says
that on the 80th of April, 1915, the date
Wi this $5,000 was paid, there were
draf¥s in his bank, accepted and unac-
cepted in connection with the depart-
ment of agriculture and A. C. Smith &
Co. in reference to’ this potato busmess
amounting to the sum of $14,108.90 and
that of this amount $10,918.50 were drafts
accepted by the department of agricul-
ture overdue and unpaid. This fact
shows clearly that after the payment of
this $5,000 there would %e still due on
these drafts the sum of $9,000 exclusive
of other charges in A. C. Smith & Co’s
account filed as exhibit 28. Then again
the late secretary for agriculture as
above stated settled with A. C. Smith
& Co. after the Atherton audit which
was on the 1st day of June, more than a
month after the date of this payment,
and no account was taken of such pay-
ment. The Hon. J. A. Murray says he
told Mr. Daggett to make this deduction
on settlement and if it was not done, it
was a mistake, but it will be observed
from what is stated herein that the re-
quest for the issuing of the chegue to
wipe off this whole indebtedness was
signed by the then minister himself and
I.can hardly think that an item of $5,000
in a transaction of this kind could so
casily escape his notice. Then again if
the contention of the late minister and
his secretary be correct, A. C. Smith &
Co. have been overpaid by a considerable
amount and when this was called to the
~attention of the Hon. Mr. Murray in giv-

; ing his evidence he stated he was unable
to say whether A. C. Smith & Co’s ac-
count was really overpaid or not and had
no knowledge or'information to give in
the matter.

Losses

..The handling of this business in the
manner disclosed in the evidence as
11 i recited, would naturally result in
findwcial difficulties and’ losses and as
a consequence of these operations, the
province was placed in this position: it
had expended the whole amount of .the
two appropriations under the warrants
and had also overdrawn to the amount
of $3,605.75, and was placed in such
a- position that a further sum of $32,-
861.39 had to be especially taken care of;
all caused by a patriotic endeavor to
send some 51,000 barrels of potatoes to
the Imperial Government and Belgian
sufferers. With no explanation to make
for this condition of affairs except the
one given by Mr. Daggett which he stat-
ed the late Premier Clarke told him no
one would believe, the Hon. Mr. Clarke
and the Hom. Mr. Murray undertook to
work out a plan with the asistance of
this minister’s secretary, Mr. Daggett.
Mr. Daggett says the late premier sug-
gested that this last named amiount
should be raised by subscription or
“party funds,” The Hon. Mr. Murray
says the same and Mr. Daggett further
says that an attempt was made in that
direction but with no response. It was
then suggested that Mr., Daggett should
see H. Colby Smith of the firm of A. C.
Smith & Co., the government contrac-
tors; that Mr. Daggett called on this
party and the Hon. J. A. Murray was
present at the interview.

That $32,861.39

A proposition was made to H. C.
Smith that he give the government a
note dated November 8rd, 1915, for four
months to cover_ this $32,861.39, payable
at the Bank of” Montreal, Fredericton;
H. C. Smith admitted this was done
(this note is in evidence as Exhibit 24).
H. C. Smith further says this note was
un.f; given on the assurance of both the
Homk J. A. Murray and Mr. Daggett
that he would never be called upon to
pay the same; and Wm. Cruikshank, the
then deputy provincial treasurer, in his

evidence stated that the books in his

department were kept open for a longer
time than provided by law for the pur-
pose of having this indebtedness arrang-
ed in some way; that the late secertary
for agriculture interviewed him in‘ refer-
ence to his taking a note, having it cash-
ed and using the proceeds to settle this
indebetedness. That in consequence of
this interview he saw the manager of
the Bank of Montreal, Fredericton, who
consented to discount the same; that he
had also an interview with the late
_ premier and his minister, Dr, Landry,
the late provincial secretary, in reference
to the same subject and which he related
as follows:
Mr. Clarke, the premier, and asked him
if a nofe would’ be satisfactory in set-
tlement'of the potato matter and he said
it would, he thought so, if my memory is
correct; then I also consulted the head of
our department, Dr. Landry, as to whe-
ther I should take the note, to which he
said I should.” The late deputy pro-
vincial treasurer further said that he
got the note from Mr. Daggett, took
the same to the bank, discounted it (the
deposit slip is in evidence as Exhibit 46)
and entered the proceeds as of a date
Jrevious to the lst of November, 1915,
although these proceeds were not in his
hands until the 22nd day of December,
1915, nearly two months after the books
in the provincial secretary’s office should
be closed; that he discounted .the note
on the day he received it from the late
secretary  for agriculture and had- no
knowledge where it was held from the
date of making, November 38rd, until
that time. He admitted that on the day
he received the note he gave the late
secretary for agriculture a receipt dated
8l1st of October, 1915, which receipt on
its face indicated that he received $32,-
861.39 in cash on that date from Mr
Daggett, which was not correct and did
not disclose the real transaction. (This
document is in evidence as Exhibit 47).
The late deputy provincial treasurer fur-
ther admitted that in the “great ledger”
of the province this note tramsaction is

entered as cash; that it was not a correct |

entry ‘under the circumstances and that
this entry would not-be made without
instructions from its chief the then pro-
vincial seeretary, Dr. Landry, late mem-

ber of the local legislature for the county '

of Kent. This note was renewed, H. C.
Smith says, a few days before it became
due by Mr. Daggett calling on him and

getting him to sign the same (‘This re- |

newal is in evidence as Exhibit 25).
The evidence discloses that the late
secretary for agriculture took his re-
newal away with him; and H. C. Smith
says a short time after he beccme so
worried over the matter that he went

to Fredericton and saw the Hon. Mr.

Muiray. His statement in reference to
thid js as follows: “Well, I got worried
over the note not being paid the first
time—the original note that was given
—and I went to Fredericton—the House
was in session—I do not know the ex-
act date—went up on the morning train
—and went and saw Mr. Murray; told
him I was very much worried over the
matter of this note and he sent me to
Mr. Daggett; I went to Mr. Daggett and
got the note, the renewal note; I had
the other previous to that time” Mr.
Daggett when first on the stand denied
any knowledge of this renewal note and
guestioned whether a renewal had ever
been given for the original note, but
when called later, after H. C. Smith’s
statement had been made he admitted
that he knew all about it. This renewal
note was never used for the purpose for

The rea-
son this renewal note was not so used
as appears by the evidence of twd bank
managers and the late secretary for agri-
culture is that on the due date of the
original note the amount due thereon was
sent by F. W. Sumner to the Bank of

Montreal, Frederieton, through the Bank
of Montreal, Moncton ($83,201.64). 'L'his
amount under instructians was placed to
the credit of the then deputy secretary-
treasurer, Wm. Cruikshank for one-day
and one day only. This was the exact
amount due, and on that day Mr.
Cruikshank checked out the whole
amount of his account and paid the
original note. Mr. Sumfiner in giving his
evidence gave as a reason for advancing
this money,-that Premier Clarke request-
ed him to do so; that he had no know-
ledge that it was to pay-a note and had
no knowledge what it was for; thought
it was $83,000; could not tell the exact
amount, kept no record but remembered
the premier promising to return the
same after the session; that the same
was returned to him he thought some
time in May, 1916; didn’t know the exact
date nor the exact. amount he received
in returnm. :

Now Mr. Cruikshank, the late deputy
provincial treasurer, in his evidence says
that Mr. Sumner liad knowledge of the
amount required from him and which
he advanced, and that he also knew
when the note would be due. His evi-
dence in reference to this is as folows:
%] met Mr. Sumner on the street
either in Saint John or Fred-
ericton and_ he asked me when
I would require that $82,000, or
$38,000 payment. I think these were the
words Ee used; I told him on the 6th
of March. How long that was before
the note came due I do not know.”
When asked if Mr, Sumner brought up
the subject Mr. Cruikshaink replied “yes,
it was news to me that Mr. Sumner was
| interested.” Later on in his evidence Mr.
Cruikshank said, “the first thing I heard
was a telephone message from the Bank
of Montreal, saying that there was $33,-
i251.04 to my credit tmansferred from
| Moncton. I simply: put one and one to-
| gether—the conversation I had with Mr.
Sumner and thought where it came
from, but I had no evidence.”

The evidence of Cruikshank and
Sumner flatly contradict each other
and Cruikshank has to his credit the
fact that Sumner remitted the exact
amount even to the cent. I will
make no further comment,

When It Was Returned,

I have already mentioned that Mr.[
Sumner had ‘no recollection of the|
amount returned to him or the exact!
! date. The manager of the Bank of|
Montreal in. Fredericton gave that in-
formation. He said -that on the 30th of
May, 1916, there was  transférred to
Moncton for F. W. Sumner $33,900 and
Exhibit 47 in evidence confirms this
| statement. This being the case Mr.
| Sumner received $648.36, the amount al-
. lowed him apparently for the use of this
! money for two months and twenty-four
| days when the original loan was re-
‘ turned. | The note of H. C. Smith and,
the loan of Mr., Sumner as has been;

only part of a system to get clear of the

The note of A. C. Smith & Co. was
taken on the 3rd day of November, 1915,
as already stated. W. B. Tennant when
on the stand stated that in the fall of
1915 he had an interview with the late
Premier Clarke concerning this liability
which was as follows: “T'he late Prem-
jer told me that the government had

i purchased a great- many more potatoes
. than they had figured on for the contri-

bution to the British Empire and a great
many of the potatoes had rotted and
they were facing a very serious loss, and
he wanted to know if I and a few
friehds could help them out temporar-
ily” What Mr. Clarke really wanted
him to assist in doing was to put up
this amount of ‘money that apparently
was lost. Mr. Tennant says he “turned
the proposition down. It did not appeal
to me as being very businesslike,” and
that-ended this interview. That he had
a second interview with the late Premier
Clarke and in reference to this last inter-
view his statement is as follows:—“I
think at that interview I stated to him
that I was associated with a construction
company and thdt we intended when he
celled for tendérs for the Valley Rail-
road to tender and perhaps I might be
able to arrange if we succeeded in get-
ting it; that “I told him I think, in so
many words, that if we got it I would
pay back to the provincial treasurer this
potato loss out of my profits.” :

Mr, Tennant further says that the
reply he received from the late Premier
was, “Well ,if it works that way all
right, if not, we will just have to tell
the story to the country.” Mr. Ten-
nant at a later stage in his evidence
said: “Mr, Clarke in one of my inter-
views told me that Geo. B. Jones would
further advise me and I would pay over
the money to him and he would take it
to Fredericton, and that the amount re-
quired was between $30,000 and: $60,000;
that after these interviews two calls for
tenders by the Scint John & Quebec
con-
struction of the Valley Road were made,
one in the fall of 1915 ‘and dne in" May,
1916; that the contracting company in
which Tennant was interested tendered
on both and it was before the tender in
the fall of 1915 that he had the falk
with the late Premier Clarke about the
same; that the tenders called for in the
fall were on a mileage basis and were
not accepted, but the tender put in by
his company on a unit basis was ac-
cepted in the spring of 1916 and that.as
soon as his company’s tender was ac-
cepted and he received his advanced
profits, he made arrangements to carry
out his promise to the * late Premier
Clarke and paid Geo. B. Jones $61,5600
out of the check of $100,000, which he
received from his company. A large
portion of the $61,500 was paid on Geo.
B. Jones’ application on the day the
check was cashed and the check was is-
sued to him on the day the contract was
signed. Mr. Tennant further says he
then supposed, in paying this amount,
he was only paying the loss on the po-
tatoes as he had suggested and prom-
ised the late Premier he would do.

The St. John & Quebec Railway.

Mr, Powell, K. C, contended before
the commission that the St. John &
Quebec Railway was a distinet and
separate corporation and one over which
the government would have. no control,
and consequently that any contracts ar-
ranged by them, or arranged or award-
ed to them could not be influenced by
anything any member of the then gov-
ernment would do or say. This sug-
gestion rather impressed me at the time,
for ir this company was not likely to be
influenced by the government, then the
understanding between Tennant and the
late Premier Clarke would be of no ef-
fect. L therefore, gave this view of the
matter some particular attention and I
find upon referring to Commisisoner
Stevens’ report, which I had before me
on this inquiry, that Mr. Stevens refers
to the relationship existing between the
government and this construction com-
pany on page 13 of his report, and in
speaking of the not.ce for tenders on the
first call said: “It will be observed that
this notice is dated December 10th, three
days before the meeting of the directors,
so that the matter of calling for tenders
on a mileage ‘basis must have been the

Mr. Geo. B. Jones, above referred to, ad-
mitted in his evidence that hereceived the

member of the legislature of the county
of Kings; that he called on Tennant for
this particular purpose and that he car-
ried $33,900'0f this amount to Freder-
icton, and delivered the same in an en-
velope to Mr, Daggett, the then secre-
tary for agriculture, under the same in-
structions. He stated that he had no
knowledge either .directly or . indirectly
what this money was for and did not
explain to the secretary anything about
|it; that he distributed the balance as e
was directed; had no knowledge he was
reCeiving money only to cover potato
osses as stated by Tennant and he de-
clined to state how this distribution was
made. . On his, second, appearance before
the commission, however, he disclosed
the manner of this distribution and the

{same is hereinafter. set, forth under.my
 findings herein..- He also said these @if-
i ferent distributions were under the di-
rections of the late. Premier Clarke. and
under his instructions, When asked if
he as a member of the public accounts
committee in the session of 1916 signed
;Ithe following as part of his report: “Our
' attention was called to some insinuating
. criticisms which appeared in the public
press regarding transactions in' connec-
tion with the gift of potatoes to the
empire and. Belgian relief; at our re-
quest Mr. Daggett, secretary of the de-
: partment of agriculture and the auditor-
|.general appeared before us and explaih-
ed to our satisfaction every transaction
{ in connection with this business. All bills
| and vouchers pertaining to this very im-
jportant transaction were produced and
jexamined minutely .and our #inding, is
that the matter was transacted in. a
prudent and business-like manner, hav-
ing in view the safeguarding of the in-
terests of the province,” he admitted he
did, but stated that he believed now the
same was incorrect from_ information he
reived from the late minister of agricul-
ture. He.could not:dell the exact date
when the minister so informed him. He
admitted .that on a former.occasion be-
fore a commission of inquiry, he “had
been asked and answered the following
questions: ; : ke

Tompson” in making
out the deposit slip on this occasion in-
stead of his own name, he was unable
to say and no evidence was given by any
witness before the inquiry to explain
this fact. (This deposit slip is in evi-
dence as Exhibit 74.) l
Tennant was examined in reference'
to certain moneys returned to him and
the evidence he gave on the Stevens in-
quiry. He stated that he nad announced
on that occasion that he would never
give evidence before such a commission
until the amount he advanced Jones was
returned to him, and that it was return-'
‘ed to him before the auditor appointed
| by Commissioner Stevens looked at his |
| books. When asked on this inquiry if !
' this money was returned to him, so that |
when he gave evidence on the Stevens
inquiry he would be able to say the
money was in his business, he answéred
“Yes;” and that when the at‘ditor did
examine his books he not only said it
“seemed” to be there, but found it “was” :
there. Tennant further said this money '
was' returned to him in the following
manner: “I received $25,000 from two
personal friends and a loan of $35,000 !
was arranged from the bank, which was
$60,000, which was put back into the
business.” When asked if these “per-
sonal friends” were any of the persons to
whom he had said he would not give evi-
dence until the money was put back in
his business, he replied “One of them I
think.” He didn’t réemember when the
money was put back, but thought it was
long before “Stevens investigation.”
When asked if it was just a tem
deposit, his reply was “You can’ define
that as well as I can.” ‘Later on in his
evidence and after making a vigorous
protest against disclosing the names of |
these parties, he admitted that $20,000
was ‘obtained from Geo. B. Jones above
mentioned, $5,000 from ex-Attorney-
General Baxter, and Mr. Baxter assisted
him in arranging a loan from the bank
of $35,000; that he had paid off the loan
from the bank but he had not returned
the money received from the other two.
When asked if he had not been request-
ed by either of these two jparties to re-
turn this money, his answer was “No,
they probably knew better.” He did not
know whether the $20,000 he gave Mr.
Bell was also out o fthis $100,00 which
he received from his company, and when
asked what became of the balance of this
$100,000, his reply was “One day I think
I have’ it and the next I think I have
not” “When this thing is all over I
will get you to probe into it and find
out where it is” He finally admittedy
however, he had paid a note which he
and Geo. B. Jones had discounted for
$20,000, thus disposing of $81,500 of the
$100,000 and the balance he still had.
Ex-Attorney-General Baxter also gave
evidence before this inquiry in reference
to the matter last above mentioned as
well as others. He differed in some re-
spects from the last mentioned witness,
Tennant, “and he also differed in some
measure from Mr, Daggett as to the loan
of $8,000. He agreed with H. Colby
Smith’s evidence as to the loan of $1,250.
He admitted Tennant'told him at the‘
time of the Stevens’ Inquiry that he had |
put up $61,500, but he denied that Ten-;
nant told him he would not give evi-)

he thought such information came to
him later and concluded, “Of course it
was very evident to me when I knew of
the audit and when he came back with
the statement that he would not pay it
till the end of the inquiry—it was evi-
dent why I was not getting my money.”

George B. Jones, the other lender,
made no statement as to this branch of
the inquiry, nor was he asked any ques-
tions in reference to it. l'ennant’s evi-
dence, therefore, remains uncontradict-
ed. The discrepancy in thc evidence: of
these two witnesses in reference to this
particular matter can be easily discerned.

If the statements made by the ex-

Attorney-General are correct he is
-in the position of an innocent lender.
On the other hand i: the disclosures ~
made by Mr, Tennant are truthful,
the ex-Attorney-General and Geo. B.
Jones were knowingiy parties to a
transaction awhich resulted in deceiv-
ing the auditor and preventing him
reporting the true conditions of af-
fairs to Commissioner t3evens, as
was his duty to do under an order
of the commissioner; in other words
of manufacturing evidence.

What are the facts as they now ap-
pear? The amount of money was re-
ceived from Sumner as a temporary loan,
Mr. Sumner says “until after the ses-
sion,” to retire a note give by N C
Smith & Co., without cousideration for
another temporary purpose.

Awarded The Contract,

Tennant’s company was awarded their
contract on the 19th of May, 1916. ¢n
that date he had received on account of
his unearned profits $100,000 and he paid
Jones according to his promise to the
late Premier Clarke, $61,500 out of this
amount. Jones took $33,900 of this
amount to Fredericton, delivered to the
Secretary for Agriculture, to return the
temporary loan by Sumner on the 6th
of March, 1916. An inquiry was order-
ed into this whole matter under a royal
commission; Tennant was an important
witness and was summoned as such. A
sitting of this inquiry was to be held on
the 19th of Junme, 1917, and Tennant’s
books (were likely to be examined by a
competent auditor appointed by Yhe
commissioner. On the day before this
inquiry was to be resumed Tennant with
the assistance of the ex-Attorney-Gener-
al raised $40,000 and with the amount
received from Jones, $20,000, was -en-
abled to go on the stand in that inquiry
at a later date and truthfuily deciare
the $61,500 given to Jones was then in
hig business, and the official auditor con-
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firms these statements. Daggett says he
was so distressed over this whole matter
that he sweat blood” at tilnes and that
he discussed the matter almost daily
with either the Premier or his Minister
for Agriculture. Other witnesses de-
clared the late Premier Clarke was very
wmuch worried and as already stated
T'ennant says the late Premier told him
if the money could be raised to pay the |
potato loss in the manner he suggested,
it would be all right, otherwise, the peo-;
ple would have to know it. Mr. Baxter
says the late Premier discussed the mat-
ter with him and in referring to this
varticular conversation’ stated as fol-
lows:

“Well, I advised him—in fact, I think
I put it in this way: I said, with
all the trouble that his government
has fallen heir to I think this thing will|
be the last straw that will break out
political back, but at the same time I
think it better to come out to the public
and tell them what has happened, and
trust to it-that an honest statement will
be believed. and that time will help
us; and I may say that Mr. Clarke
agreed, and I am satisfied—of course I
have seen, from the testimony given
here that he took a different course later
—but I am satisfied he was convinced
that was the proper course” When
asked if -he knew who was responsible
for these unbusinesslike transactions Mr.
Baxter said, “Well, I have tried to find
out, or did when I was a member of the
government and since—tried to find out

in my own way and never could get two |

stories that agreed.” , Jones received no
security for the $20,000 he advanced so
far as the evidence shows and the ex-
attorney-general only got the document
above set out; Mr. Baxter admitted he
never made a demand on Tennant to
return him the amount advanced, of
which $20,000 he claimed was istill due
him. Tennant confirmed this and says
no demand was ever made on him by
Jones either, and that they knew better
than to ask him to return it, or words
to this effect, and in answer to Mr.
Powell as to whether hé had borrowed
these different amounts, Tennant dis-
tinetly said he had not.
s With this array of facts before me I
am asked to believe Mr. Tennant’s state-
ment in this regard “absolutely absurd™
on the ground as the. ex-attorney-gen-
eral states that no “reasonable man
would put up money from my stand-
point in order to get Tennant to give
testimony.” If I had only the evidence
of the ex-attorney-general and Tennant
before me, I might easily arrive at that
conclusion, but what of the facts which
support Tennant’s contention? I must
also conclude that a reasonable man, as
a business proposition would loan $40,-
000 and $20,000 without any security
being taken, without any time limit as
to its payment, without any understand-
ing as to the payment of interest and
without any demand being made for the
return of $40,000 of this loan or any
part of it since the 18th day of June,
1917, to the date the evidence was
given; and that the loan béing made on
the day previous to the sitting of the
inquiry -at which Tennant’s books were
to be examined, was simply a coinci-
dence. ° .
I am unable to do this, nor can I
make any such finding.

The indebtedness of $32,861.89 being
wiped out in manner above mentioned, it
then became necessary to file with the
auditor-general of the province some
financial statement of this patriotic po-
tato transaction, and the evidence of
Mr.. Daggett as well as Exhibits 5, 7, 8
and 23 enable me to report how: this
was done.

Mr. Daggett,' under the instructions
of the Hon. J. A. Murray, undertook
to make up-an. account, showing what
ought to have been received from the
sale of these surplus potatoes. He did
prepare such a statement, and delivered
jt to the auditor-general as showing the
true state of affairs. It is in evidence
as No. 5. It is a false and untruthful
document intended to deceive the audi-
tor-general, and which did deceive him.

I have already referred to Exhibit 23
as an account between the late govern-
ment and A. C. Smith & Co. of the re-
ceipts and expenditures of this firm in
connection with the surplus potatoes,
and I have also related that the receipts
and vouchers in connection therewith
were given by H. C. Smith to Atherton,
a chartered accountant, at the instance
of the Hon. J. A. Murray. This ac-
count apparently was afterwards di-
vided by Mr. Daggett with the assist~
ance of his minister, into two parts.
One portion was made up and filed as
the foundation of the application for the
cheque for $9,531.16 to A, C. Smith &
€o0. hereinbefore referred to, as having
been cashed by Mr. Daggett, and only
part of the proceeds of which went to
A. C. Smith & Co. This is in evidence
as Exhibit 8. The other portion was
made up and filed by Mr. Daggett with
the auditor-general, as a representation
that A. C. Smith & Co. had abandoned
a certain portion of their account. This
is in evidence as Exhibit 7.

Neither Exhibit 5 nor 7 as made was
true or correct notwithstanding that Mr.
Daggett says that when he was prepar-
ing them he was in consultation with
the Hon. Mr. Murray.

Mr. Daggett says the item $11,290.70
in Exhibit 5 ‘as representing the amount
received by the province from R. G.
Waite was purely imaginary; that no
such amount was ever received from
Waite but that if the potatoes had been
sold for this amount, this is what the
government expected to get. I have al-
ready gone into this Waite shipment and
it would seem to me that it requires a
man of extraordinary imaginative pow-
ers to make an entry of this character
in view of what has been disclosed. He
imagined that Manzer had paid $3,767.70.
The remarks made in reference to Waite
apply equally to this item. He imag-
fned that S. DeJ. Roira and A. Bresalu
& Co. had paid $6,457.50" to the prov-
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ince, although he admitted there was
no foundation for this imagination what-
ever. He imagined that A. C. Smith &
Co. paid the province $6,500 for 5,000
barrels of potatoes at $1.30 each "and
that the same firm purchased culls for
$863.69. Both these items H. C. Smith
repudiated and Daggett admitted Smith
was correct. But in case it may be as-
sumed that by reason of Smith’s state-

ment and Daggett’s admission, both of
these last named items were founded on
fiction I will say that a large quantity
of culls were sold, the proceeds of which
were never turned in to the province
and evidence was produced pointing
very directly to Daggett getting them
and for which he should account. The
late secretary for agriculture imagined
that this same firm paid in for the late
minister of public works, the Hon. B. F.
Smith, $2,447.55 cash “for shortage on
outturn of cars in final racking.” Both

public works denied any such payment,
and Daggett admitted the truth of these
statements. The auditor had no record
of any such payments except this state-
ment and by reason of its receipt there
was placed in the cash book of this
province the following entry: “Depart-
ment of agriculture—reecived from sales
of surplus potatoes from imperial and
Belgian contribution $82,861.89,” an ab-
solutely false entry and this Exhibit 5 was
supposed to furnish the auditor-general
with the necessary information to enable
him to publish in the public records a
true and correct statement of the trans-
action.

The statement in evidence as Exhibit'7
was also a document almost as ridiculous.
H. C. Smith stated he never abandoned
the items set out in this exhibit and fur-
ther stated it would be absurd to think
he would, seeing that such items were
cash actually paid out, and Daggett ad-
mitted he was unable to explain why he
filed sthe statement with the auditor-
general.

The amount $32,861.89 having been re-
turned to the province in the manner
above mentloned, the question arises—Is
the Hon. B. F. Smith, the late minister
of public works, still liable to the prov-
ince for “shortage on outturn of cars on
final racking?” Or has there been a bona
fide and honest return of this money to
the province to relieve him of such lia-
bility? ‘This I will now attempt to an-
swer.

Ii the statément made by Tennant in
reference to his promise to the late Prem-
ier Clarke be correct, then it can reason-
ably be assumed that any moneys added
to his tender by reason of such promise
would never have been so placed but for
the promise so made; and if this assump-
tion be correct, and I believe it is, seeing
that no evidence was adduced before this
inquiry to the contrary, then the money
which Tennant paid Jones was province
money and would have remained such only
for the promise made by Tennant and
which he fulfilled, although under no
legal obligation to do sp. The province
being relieved of some $38,900 under such
conditions as these, would have fared far
better financially if the sum of $32,861.80
had been paid in the first instance. And
if this provincial money was used in a
round about way to pay a debt of
$2,447.55 which was a liability of the
Hon, B. F. Smith, I see no reason why
the amount of his indebtedness should
not be returned to the province.

RATES ON SHIPPING
MUST BE RAISED

Says Commissioner Bullock in His
Annual Repert— Suggests Dis-
posal of City House reperties

* The volume of traffic through the port
of St. John for the year ending Decem-
ber, 1918, was $217,000,000, states Com-
missioner 1. H. Bullock, commissioner
of harbor, ferries and public lands, in
his annual report. Mr. Bullock strongly
urges nationalization of the ‘port. The
city, he says, incurs vast liability for
the sake of the country as a whole, and
in a few years it may grow beyefid the
city’s power to sustain it. Should the
harbor remain the property of the city,
he adds, it will be necessary that ade-
quate charges be made on shipping, traf-
fic and rentals, so as not to continue a
burden on the ratepayers.

The commissioner reported that the |

city owned 160 acres of land and thir-
teen house properties. On the latter
there was a deficit last year and he did
pot believe it desirable that the city
should own the properties.

Value of Harbor Property.

Mr. Bullock embodied in his report
just what the harbor areas consisted of
and a summary in conclusion shows that
“the property still within the harbor
limits and controlled by the city, which
includes Partridge Island, contains 16,-
000,000 sq. ft. or 367 acres.

. “For the proper development lof the |
port, there should be a unification of

harbor interests. It is therefore a mat-
ter of importance that the nationaliza-

tion of the port is again a live issue, '

with the prospect of the negotiations
federal
brought to a successful termination.

“While the harbor is the city’s great-
est asset, a very large liability has been
created in the building of wharves and
warehouses in order to develop western
trade, through this port. In the under-
taking, we have made sacrifices for the
benefit of the whole country. The mat-
ter of upkeep is a fluctuating item.
works must be maintained or
wharves .would in a few years be be-
yond the city’s ability to pay. This
year provision will have to be made to
pay an additional interest charge of over
$24,000. If the city is to continue in
control the upkeep should be met by
adequate charges on shipping, traffic and
rentals, and not continue to be a tax on
the ratepayers.

Ferries, \

“No crédit vote was asked for as in
previous years. The department has
lived within its assessment and all bills
paid, (including an overdraft of $20,-
009 for 1917), there being a credit bal-
ance of $28.52, notwithstanding the fact
that some large bills for the previous
and curren: years had to be met, for
which no provision had been made.

“The number of passengers totalled
1,908,466, an increase of 122,904.

“The number of teams totalled 113,-
802, an increase of 8,157.

The revenue amounted to $41,875.64,
being an increase over the previous year
of $3,780.15.

Public Lands,

“The city owns about 160 acres of
land and thirteen house properties in
Lancaster, occupied by seventeen ten-
ants.

LEADER OF OPPOSITION
TAKES TILLEY TO TASK
~ SHARPLY IN HiS SPEECH

family Row Develops Over Criticism of Ad-
ministration of Jordan Memorial Sanitarium
--Debate Comes to End With Mild ' p:ech
by Dr. J. Roy Campbell--Features ot New
Jury Act Explained. :

Fredericton, N, B., March 38—A very pretty family row occurred in the
legislature this afternoon when Hon, Mr. Murray, leader of the opposition, at-
tacked the committee of which his colleague, Mbr, Tilley, was chairman, and
which had investigated the affairs of the Jordan Memorial Sanitarium. The
house was in committee considering the bill which had been prepared to ratify
the agreement under which the sanitarium has been taken over by the mili-
tary authorities, and the discussion had been in progress for a considerable
period when Mr, Murray opened fire, ;

In a deliberate manner which plainly indicated that the attack on bis col-
league, who is said to hope to be Mr, Murray’s successor, had been carefully
planned and considered, the leader of the opposition denounced the way in
which the lavestigation had been conducted. They had not troubled to notify
the members of the sanitariun commission ,0f which he is one, Mr, Murray
said, nor given them an jopportunity to be present to make explanations, They
had gone theré after the superintendent had left and presumably had secured
their information by going to the barn and interviewing the hostler; to the kitch-
en and chatting with the cook, and upstairs to consult with the chamber maids
—with more in the same vein. e
MR, TILLEY MAKES WARM REPLY, .

When Ms, Murray sat down, Me, Tilley jumped to his feet and with con-
sidegable heat denied the allegations of his leader, explaining that they bad noti-
fied Yshe superintendent a week in advance and had expected him and the com-
missioners to be present. He referred to the cost of the institution and the way
in which it had been operated from its inception, and declared that every word
of criticism had been justified.

There was considerable discussion over the proposal that the province should
provide for free treatment for those who could not afford the sanitarium
charges but it was pointed out that the municipalities had the right to pay the
bills for patients from their district if they wished to do so, although, as Hon.
Mr. Robinson remarked, St. John was the only municipality which had taken

Jurors shall not be «alled upon to serve
more than once in two years. Remuner-
ation of the members of the,board shall
be determined by the municfpal council.

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The matter was discussed briefly but
the amendment was not seconded as it
was felt the hill could embody such a
suggestion when it was reviewed by the
council before going to Fredericton. .The
council would not be limited in its scope
by the wording of the advertisement.

The recommendation was adopted
without modification.

Power company matters were also a
topic of discussion when the commis-
sioners went into committee, and Com-
missioner Fisher offered a draft of a let-
ter which he understood he had been
called upon to do, and moved that a
communication along the lines suggeésted
be forwarded to 'Premier Fostér. It
recorded the city’s determination to pro-

test against the. adoption of the Currier

report. Mr. Jones expressed the opinion
that Mr. Fisher was usurping the func-
tion of the common clerk when he
drafted a letter which was to give ex-
pression to the views of the whole coun-
cil. The matter will be taken up again
in.committee on Thursday.

Committee of Whole Report.

The mayor presided and all the com-
missioners were present. 'The report of
the committee of the whole was adopted
with slight. amendment, formally accept-
ing the report of the conciliation board
on the police: disputé; awarding con-
tracts for the supply of lifebelts for the
ferry ; granting permission to erect elec-
tric ‘signs; accepting the offer of $1,500
‘of A. B. Armstrong ‘for the house and
land known as the Reéd property, Fair-
ville; conveying: thanks to -Captain A.
J. Mulcahey for providing a stretcher for
the ferry; and also approving of the
paving of portions of Prince William,
Union, Duke and Germain streets under
the local improvement act, and that no
granite be laid in Prince ‘William street
excepting strips along the car rails.

Mr. Fisher made a report on the com-
plaint of W. E. Lane that water was
flowing into his house, Wright street. He
told of improvements made to avert a
continuance of the nuisance, but added
that the city was not responsible for the
trouble complained of.

A communication was received from
the corporation of .the city of Toronto,
enclosing a ‘resolution that had been
adopted by the city council there pro-
testing against the enactment of legisla-
tion at Ottawa which would rob the
municipcalities of free and full control of
their highways,. and it was requested
that the city should forward similar pro-
test to the local members of the house
and senate. Information was enclosed
that the consolidation of the railway act
now being considered at Ottawa would
place control of the roads in the hands
of the railway board. The matter was
referred to committee for discussion.

The council went into committee.

G. W. V. A, and Police Force,

Mr. Thornton discussed the complaint
of the G. W. V., A. that a man other
than a returned soldier was taken on
the police force. He said that the mat-
ter of appointments was entirely in the
hands of the chief of police. He learned
from the chief, however, that only two
returned' men have applied for positions
recently, one thirty-six and the other
forty-one years of age, both of whom
were unfit for police service. The rule is
not to employ men. more than thirty
years of age but the commissioner said
the line would not be drawn sharply in
the case of returned soldiers; other quali-
fications befig fulfilled. ~Mr. Thornton
commented that While the G. W. V. A,
was making a lot of talk about police
jobs going to other men, the returned
men individually did not seem anxious
for this cluss of work.

On this point Mr. Jones "believed it
was advisable to appoint local men alto-
gether to the force; he commended
highly the principle of leaving appoint-
ments to the chief of police.

On motion of Mr. Fisher the pro-
posed paving in Germain- street from
King to Union was changed from gran-

!

ite blocks to asphalt on concrete base,
and the estimate increased to $10,210;
the estimate on the paving in Duke
street between Germain and Charlotte
streets, to be the same as that in Ger-
main, was increased to $7,450; the esti-
mate on the paving in Prince William
street was changed to $33,540.

As regards Union street between Wa-
terloo and Brussels streets, Mr. Fishet

proposed to lay all granite blocks, but'

there ‘was a diversity of opinion among
the commissioners as to the material

that should be used. The mayor felt "

the blocks were too noisy; Mr. Jones
favored the same paving as used in the
next ‘block, asphalt sides and vitrified
bricks between the rails. This matter
was left open.

Formal resolutions were passed that

 DAYLIGHT SAVING IN CANADA.

(Toronto Globe.)

Daylight saving in the United States
will make confusion for the railways in
Canada unless they adopt the new time,
and if they do the Canadian farmers
will again have some of the inconveni-
ences of last year., The farmers com-
plained last summer that they had to be
at work in the mornings while the
ground was wet with dew. : They could
not ‘defer the milking “if they had to
catch milk trains running on the new
time. They may be no better off in this
respect if the daylight-saving. bill is
dropped at Ottawa. The companies may
be compelled to follow American time
against their will because their time-
tables are adjusted to American connec-
tions, and many trains cross the bound-
ary.’ In that event it would be easier
for the cities and towns to renew last
year’s plan locally if there is to be no
legislation. Workers in shops, offices and
factories, and urban gardeners, found
the extra hour of daylight in the even-
ings a boon, and will be reluctant to
give it up. Both in the United States
and Canada the majority of the farmers
are opposed to it, their objections being
the same in all parts of the continent.
They contend that they cannot work
under the old time when daylight sav-
ing is in force, as they must adapt
themselves to the railways and the hours
of cities and towns in which they do
business.

The opinion of congress was not test-
ed this year, as a filibuster prevented a
vote ‘on the question. It is reported
that the bill will be dropped at Ottawa
because of rural protests. What the
Canadian railways will do if parliament
does nothing remains to be seen. Next
year so important a matter should -be
the subject of consultation and agree-
ment between  the United States and
Canada. It is international in its scope
and effect, and cannot be decided satis-
factorily by one country alone,

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Irish Situation

Interview ia New York With Mr.
Horace Plunkett— The Attitude
in the United States

(Christian Science Monitor.)

A representative of the Christian
Science Monitor sought Sir Horace
Plunkett out at the home of Lawrence
Godkin in West Tenth street, where he
is stopping, and there, in a large room
whose wall paper was row upon row of
books, Sir
put to him so freely and frankly thot
the interview amounted to a general dis-
cussion of the Iriish situation as it
stands today, with particulgr reference
to the attitude of Irish-Americans to-
ward it. Sir Horace had recently spent
some time in middle western states, and
was therefore qualified to speak of the
population as he had found it in parts
of the country other than New York.

The first question concerned the re-.

ception which Sir Horace had received
in Boston, and he replied:
Countrymen Friendly.

“I find my counirymen as friendly as
they always are to me, agreeing with

me in most things, disagreeing in some,
quite open-minded and in a mood to
Irish situation with the view
to trying to find out what is best to be
done.”

“But did you not see,” his interviewer
asked, “an account in the newspapers of
dissent and protest against your remarks
while in Boston?”

“Qh, yes,” Sir Horace replied. ‘fMy
attention was called to these excursions

.and alarms which, as a matter of fact,
I was told to expect. I duly found them
in the newspapers, and as 1 bhadn’t seen
them anywhere else I read them with
with considerable interest.”

“But was there not a definite protest
by the faculty at the Boston College?”

Sir Horace replied that °apparently
some member of the faculty “used the
occasion of my visit to give his own
views upon the Irish situation and in-
cidentally upon my own heresies in re-
gard thereto; but nothing was said to
me, except to thank me for having stated
quite frankly how far I was in agree-
ment with the latest Irish demand,which
I knew to be favored by the students at
the college. And I said I thought it
woudl be wise for them as future sym-
pathizers with, and workers in, the Irish
cause, to suspend judgment for a while.”
Exact Meaning Asked,

Sir Horace was then asked exactly
what he had meant by. the words, “The
latest Irish demand.”

“The complete independence of Ire-
land, and a place at the peace confer-
ence,” he replied.

Upon being asked why he thought it
was best to suspend judgment on this
demand, he said: '

“Because a judgment formed at this
moment I find to be motivated (if I may
talk American for a.moment) by hatred
of Britain, the reasons for which I quite
understand; -but the sentiment ignores
altogether the Irish end’of this difficult
question, which is the only one that in-
terests me. I want the Irish settlement,
which is bound to come in the near fu-
ture, to be based upon the best Irish
thought, and conceived in the real inter-
ests of Ireland, social and economic, the
industrial and agricultural populations
being equally considered.”

The interviewer was then interested
to-know whether Sir Horace had found
{hat these issues were being overlooked
at the Boston College.

Political Motive Seen.

“No, not at the college,” replied Sir
Horace. “But I was thinking rather of
public opinion outside, and the impres-
sion I have gained in my travels is that
a very large percentage of the Irish agi-
tation at the present moment in the
United States is much less concerned
with the welfare of the Irish people at
home than with the political movements
in this country, in which it is important,
no doubt, to enlist Irish sympathy. Upon

the merits of these movements I have no |~

criticism to offer, because I am not con-
cerned with them. I have done my best
to keep out of party politics at home
and to concentrate upon practical prob-
lems of Irish government. The last
thing I want is to butt into American
politics. For forty years I have resisted
that temptation, and it becomes easier
as 1 grow older.”

Having learned Sir Horace’s opinion
as to what might be called the false at-
titude for Americans to assume toward

the Irish question, the interviewer a.sked|

what was the most helpful one.

“] find,” was the reply, “in most
Americans an attitude of understanding
sympathy with Ireland, a reluctance to
interfere actively in Irish affairs, and a
feeling, with which I wholly agree, that
the Irish question must be settled in or-
der to satisfy the moral conscience of
the world. They feel, however, that it is
primarily a matter for Irishmen in Ire-
land.”

The Irish Revolution

“How* do you feel,” the interviewen
asked, “about the Irish intervention re-
solution introduced in the United States
congress ?”’

“I.don't wish to criticize any possible
action. of ~congress,” Sir Horace said,
“but I understand its function to be to
represent the whole American people,
rather than any section.”

Two generations of New Yorkers have
taken pride in the career of Patti, who
was “discovered” there in an humble

home at Yonkers and made her debut
as a girl of sixteen in “Lucia” at the old
Academy on Nov. 24, 1859, She became
a world figure on her arrival two years
later in London.

The family removed to Am-
erica, and Adelina sang in a public con
cert as early as her seventh or eightn
year. In the forty years that her fame
was at its height she is said to have
earned $5,000,000. Her American tours
often reached $250,000, and her nightly
fee was a certified check for §5,000 paid
in advance before she would sing,
