Crothers LiKkely To
Go, Says Ottawa

Scathing Arraignment of Labor Minister
In House Taken To Mean End
of Political Career

““MINISTER OF PLAY, NOT LABOR”

Gets Worst Grilling

Ottawa, March 4—It looks as though
the days of Hon. T+ W. Crothers as
minister of labor are numbered. By a

straight party vote of 80 to 48 the house
at an early hour this morning voted
down the resolution of Alphonse Ver-
ville, the Labor mentber for Maisson-
euve, and former president of the Do-
minion Trades and Labor Congress, con-
demning the whole conduct of Mr.
Crothers as minister of labor in the re-
cent labor trouble in Vancpuver Island
as “marked by persistent negligenice and
absolute indifference and deserving of
severe censure.”

Mr. Crothers, it will be remembered,
headed for England last summer on a
pleasure trip when the trouble was at
its height and the militia were called
out.

There was an evident disinclination
on the part of the government members

t0 have any part in the defence of the
minister of labor. The keen hostility of
all organized labor to the unsympathetic
and indifferent position of the minister
was strikingly evidenced in the fact that
government members, representing con-
stituencies in all parts of Canada where
a pronounced labor vote is polled, kept
discreetly silent and during the greater
part of the proceedings absented them-
selves from the house altogether.

The falling off of the government
majority, whipped in strenuously to a
final defence, manifests the disinclination
of the government supporters to have
anything to do with the “whitewashing”
procedure, and frank corridor ¢omment
in government ¢ircles indicates that the
administration will not lose any time in
getting rid of the minister whose con-
duct seems to have aroused the united
opposition of every labor interest in the
icountry. - i

Some Comments in Police Court
in North End Case Today

liquor.” This was the comment made
by Magistrate Ritchie this morning when
Thomas Davis was brought before him
charged with being drunk in Main street
and with stealing five dollars from Mrs.
Mary Daley with whom he had been
boarding. “Nearly every one of the nu-
merous cases of thievery, robbery, wife
beating, vagrancy, etc., which have come
before me lately,” continued the magis-

trate, “can be attributed to the fact that
men who should not be allowed in a bar
room can get as much rum as they
want.”’

The magistrate also said that a sea-
man who had been nearly all over the
world told him recently that he never
saw anything Iike the ' drinking that
went on in this port on the wharves on
Sundays. He said that on one Monday
morning he counted no fewer than eleven
empty bottles which had been left there
from the day before.

Mrs. Daley, who laid the complaint
against Davis, said that she had left her
purse containing $5:55 under the mat-
tress of her bed. It was there, she said,
on Saturday night and during the next
day the purse was still in its place but
$5 had been removed from it. She sus-
pected the prisoner, who boarded at her
house. The prisoner however denied the
charge.

Gordon Daley, six years of age said
that he had seen Davis take the money
and that the prisoner told him at the
time not to say anything abouyt it.

Davis was remanded for sentence.

NEW YORK CHINATOWN FIRE.

Many Costly Opium Layouts Thrown
Out of Lofty Building and Smashed.

New York, March 4—Firemen lost
their way in the maze of stairways and
hallways in a peculiarly constructed six-
story tenement house while fighting
flames in the heart of Chinatown.

Dense smoke from the burning oil of
lychee nuts made the firemen lose their
sense of direction, and they were ‘final-
ly compelled to rush to the windows and
smash the glass with their helmets in
order to escape suffocation. John Muir,
a fireman, was cut by falling glass -and
was removed to a hospital, and several
other persons were slightly hurt.

In the' burning building were found
costly opium layouts, inlaid with ivory
and pearl, with expensive ivory pipes.
These were thrown to the street and
smashed. The loss caused by the fire

was estimated at £40.000

BENTON MATTER

Carranza Appdinto Commission
To Investigate

BATAIN RESERVES RIGHT

Reparation Matter of Future—
Washington Has Some Evidence
Not Yet Given Out — United
States Now Most Concerned
Over Killing of Two Americans

(Canadian Press.)

Washington, D. C., March 4—General
Carranza’s agnouncement that he had
appointed a special commission to in-
vestigate the execution of William S.
Benton, a British subject, by General
Villa, coupled with the declaration from
Great Britain that she would not look
to the United States for action as a re-
sult of the incident, was generally ac-
cepted today as' meaning the abandon-
ment of the expedition of British and
American representatives who were to
have gone to Chihuahua to examine
Benton’s body.

‘There is every reason to believe that
Great Britain has closed the Benton
case for the present, though she has re-
served the right to exact reparation in
the future. Great Britain’s withdrawal
at' the time, and Carranza’s decision to
investigate the Benton killing of his own
accord, will put the United States, it is
believed, in the position of a patient
observer of developments, with no pres-
ent necessity for further inquiry into

the Benton episode.

The decision of Carranza to ferret out
the truth of the Benton execution will
mean a test of his authority over Gen-
eral Villa, according to many officials
here, and will further demonstrate

In Sleeping Bags

As they came up from luncheon it was
a happy looking little crowd. It was
amusing to see them getting into their
school clothes. These consist of woolen
suits like the knitted sweater suits
babies wear, but of different material.
There are’ ‘wods attached which fie
with tapes under the chins.. Big felt
shoes slip on over the child’s shoes and
gloves and a sleeplni bag complete the
outfit.

The
luncheons are not given as charity, but
to save the children going home at noon
and so they may have one meal a day
planned by those in charge of the work.
A charge of two cents a day is made
each child for the luncheon. The cook-
ing is done in the domestic science de-
partment of the school under the di-
rection of Miss Fleeman, teacher of that
subject. Any extra funds needed  for
provisions are raised through the school
entertainments. oy

he equipment for the open air school
was provided from the fund raised by
thé sale of the Red Cross Christmas
seals the year it was announced for that
purpose. Each child has his own woolel
suit, shoes, gloves and sleeping bag, cot
and pillow, all marked with a number
which has been assigned to him. There
are eighteen now in school and later the
class will be filled up to twenty-four
members. Besides the physical improve-
ment which it is said is noticeable their
minds are much more alert for study.
Several of the grade teachers who haye
visited the open air room have been sur-
prised to see children whom they had
known as lethargic and uninterested
making rapid strides in learning. But
they are not all keen for study all of
the time. The cold air makes them
healthily sleepy. If a head nodds during
the lesson teacher lielps the child to his
cot and he takes a nap, waking feeling
s(,itronger and more able to study another
ay.

The day’s programme which is always
modified to suit the day’s needs at the
discretion of teacher or nurse is interest-
ing. At nine o’clock the members of
the class come to school and get into
their special warm clothes. Then they
have lessons until 11.30. About 11.50
o'clock they are ready for luncheon and
are taken to the warm domestic science
kitchen, where a hot, wholesome. meal s
served. After luncheon everyone gets
washed and brushes his teeth. Then all
lie down for naps. ' At 1.80 o’clock the
stronger ones are called back to les-
sons which last until 8.30, when it is
time to go home. The parents are much
interested in the work and are co-operat-
ing in every way with the school author-
ities. S

There is also in the Washington Irv-
ing School an open window where.some
of the backward children have been
placed under the care of Miss Helen
Waterbury. The tonic of fresh, cold
air seems to be doing them much good
and they, too, show improvement in
their studies. Both of these classes in-
clude children of differént grades, so
the teaching is done mu¢h on tli¢ plan of
the ungraded schools. ;

In the Union school, Union ' street,
there are two classes where the open
window theory is being tried. The win-
dows, except on the bitter days, are left
half-open with sheeting to keep out the
wind. Steam is on and the temperature
is kept at betwegn 50 ‘and 60. The
teachers say they enjoy it and the chil-
dren are enthusiastic about it. Principal
Baird asked one of the boys yesterday
why they liked the cold, fresh air in
the room. The boy said: “We can work
faster” Wednesday the rooms were
very cold when they first tried to open
the windows, but they were partly
closed and the rooms were kept at about
49 degrees. It was noticeable that the
children were @pparently all present, few
having stayed away on account of the
cold, and they looked comfortable and

happy. They are allowed to put on their
coats, hats, overshoes and gloves when- |
ever they are uncomfortable and the)
teacher frequently goes about feeling!
their hands to see if they are warm.
The classes are given a half-hour short-
er day and much physical exercise. The
teachers find their open window classes |
are doing very good work. Probably
later the open air schoolrooms will be
increased in number so all children
whose parents wish it can be put in
these classes. 'Only the Washington Ir-
ving outdoor group is tubercular or
aenemic. With the others in the open
window room it is done on the theory
children can study better the more out-
door air they have, and especially with
less heat than most houses or school-
rooms have.

WHAT’S THE TAX FOR?

(Carleton Sentinel.) .
What is the tax on flour imported-in-
If it is imposed in the

its mark, for the consumer gets no bene-
fit. If it is impose® in the interests of
#re big and big dividend-paying, flour-
ing mill monopolies, it has hit the mark.
It is an undoubted fack that Canadian
flour can be bought in England for from
fifty to ninety-two cents a barrel cheap-
er than it can be bought in the Domin-
jon where the wheat is grown and mill-
ed. In face of this fact the Canadian
millers are putting up earnest pleas
that taking the duty off flour would ruin
their industries. The position seems,
however, to be that the Canadian con-
sumer must have the cost of his flour
enhanced by the protective duty of 60
cents a barrel to keep out’ American’
competition in order that the British
consumer may be able to get Canadian
flour cheaper than the Canadian himself.
That may be very nice for the British
consumer, but where does the Canadian
come in? Such an anomaly caused a
strong protectionist journal to remark:
“There is a nigger in the woodpile
somewhere.” Possibly if this duty were
taken off the nigger would vacate the
woodpile and Canadians would get their
flour at a cheaper rate. The Canadian
milling concerns at their annual meet-
ing during the last few months all re-
ported the greatest prosperity since the
record breaking season of 1908-9. It
might not be out of the way for them to
ghare some of this prosperity with the
flour consuming Canadians, who are not
doing so well just now.

The Liber-
als are not on trial at the present time.

¢ @n emphatic contradiction by Mr. Ver-
ville of a statement miade by the min-
Ister. The St, John Standard is pleased
fo suggest that there is no fighting
}spifit on the Liberal side of the house.
' Yesterday’s debate is perhaps a suffi-
cient answer. The statément that Mr.
Borden is looking for a new minister of
labor is doubtless well-founded.

HON, F. D, MONK

The resignation of his seat in parlia-
ment by Hon. F. D. Monk is an event
* of national interest. Mr. Monk is. & man
.- of great ability, and political friends and
toes alike will regret that his resigna-
tion is due to the ill-health which had
already kept him out of parliament for
. one session and part of another. Ak he
Is still under sixty years of age there is
reason to hope that his health may be
vestored, and that Canada may® benefit
" from his services in some line of activity
‘for many years to come. His political
. career has not been as successful as that
of some French-Canadians of lesser ab-
ility. ' When the Borden government
came into power Mr. Monk seemed to
. be on the rising tide of political advance-
ment; but his difference of opinion with
-his leader on the naval guestion led to
his resignation from the cabinet, and
then his health broke down. Aside from
politics Mr. Monk is & man of great
Aearning and ability, being especially
" well versed in law. Had he confined
himself to the practice of law, some of
_ its highest honors would doubtless have
' come him. If, as the Standard’s Ot-
tawa /correspondent says, he has ended
his political career, it may be hoped that
\is days of usefulness to his country are

it yet near the end.

A GRAVE PROBLEM

Speakers at the Social Service Con-
gress in Ottawa last evening declared
that the church must get into closer
touch with the labor movement. Dr.
Stelzle of New York declared that the
problems which, labor men are seeking
to. solve are moral and religious prob-
lems, and that the church must recogn-
‘ize the fact and unite its efforts with
those of workingmen in absolute sin-
cerity.

Even at that the chureh will have its
own troubles. Ii New York on Sunday
night at St. Mark’s Protestant Episcopal
church two hundred and fifty unem-
ployed men were fed and offered work
at ten cents an hour shovelling snow.
They refused to work. One of their num-
ber declared that everything in New
York was created by their hands or the
hands of their brothers and sisters, and
they had a right to share in every house
and in every man’s loaf of bread; and if
it were not given to them-they would
take it by force. They were willing to
work, but they wanted three dollars a
day for an eight hour day, and would
'rather go to jail than accept any other
conditions.

The first task of the church or any
other organization ‘endeavoring to solve
i\the problems of the unemployed in New
York would be to make such men as
this speaker understand that the labor
problem will never be solved in the
spirit in which it is approached by him.

BLACKFEET INDIANS
WEALTHIEST PEOPLE

Cardston, Alta, March 4—When a
Qardstonite gives a Blood Iedian and
his squaw a cup of tea at the back door
he doesn’t stop to think that he is en-
tertaining representativcs of the wealth-
iest people in Canada, and that their
wealth is only exceeded by one other
group of people in the whole world. The
average per capita wealth of the people
of the world is about $10; of the people
of the United States about $1400; of the
Osage Indians in Kansas, U. S, about
$8612; and of the Blackfeet tnbe, whose
home is in Southern Alberta, $7586. Fur-
thermore, it can be seen from the last
report of the department of Indian af-
fairs from Ottawa, that if you put the
wealth of the Blood, Blackfeet and Pei-
gan bands, which make up the Blackfeet
confederacy in Canada, into the hands of
all males over sixteen years of age, the
per capita wealth would soar up to $18,-
822. And again, if, as is really the case
on the rseerves referred to, the wealth
of the reserves was confined to heads of
families or all males between the ages
of twenty and sixty-five, the nice for-
tune of $16,446 would be credited to

in favor of a bill to amend the incor-
poration act.

Hon, Dr. Landry presented the state-
ment of the assessed value of real estate
in Charlotte county, also a statement of
the bonded indebtedness of the city of
Moncton,

Hon, Mr. Murray introduced & bill
with regard to tuberculosis in cattle,
which made it an offence to sell cattle
afflicted with that disease under ces-
tain conditions.

Hon. Mr. Flemming presented the an-
nual report of New Brunswick Coal and
Railway for 1913.

The house went into committee with
Woods in the chair and took up
the re-consideration of the bill to legal-
ize certain marriages.

Hon. Mr. Flemming said the reason
for re-committing this bill was to in-
corporate in it the provisions of a bill
introduced yesterday by the Hon. atter-
ney-general for a similar purpose, and
s0 make one bill do instead of two. The
material portions of the bill introduced
by the Hon. attorney-general having
been incorporated.

Stinging Arraignment

Seldom has parliament witnessed a
.more direct and stinging arraignment of
a ministér than that which was inaug-
urated by the Labor member yesterday
afternoon and culminated with the tell-
ing denunciation of Mr. MacDonald last

night.

“The minister.” said Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier, in the course of a brief but mem-
orable speech, “took no steps whatever
to settle this strike. It was his duty as
minister of labor to prevent the trouble
which he knew for weeks was coming,
but he took no effective action. I hold
him blamable for this, that he was neg-
ligent of the rights of these miners. He
let months go by and did nothing, then
he went to British Columbia and next
he took a holiday. Does he believe that
he was justified in taking this holiday
when blood was being spilled in Brit-
ish Columbia? Men were goaded to
‘madness.”’ They implored in vain, They
waited in vain for the intervention of
the department. Pagsion was roused
and while nothing can justify the of-
fences committed, the men in jail, in my
Jjudgment, are not half as guilty as the
men who by supineness drove them to
this course.” 4

Carvell’s Plain Talk

Frank Carvell called ‘a spade a spade.
He charged’ that the minister’s lethargy

and lack of sympathy with the British |

Columbia labor mén was due to the fact
that the government was indebted to
MacKenﬁie & Mann, who controlled
some of)the collieries on the island.
“Last year,” said Mr. Carvell, “Mac¢Ken-
zie & Mann came to the government,
saying ‘we delivered the goods in the
last election’ and demanding $16,000,000.
There was opposition in the ranks of the
government supporters, but the Bank of
Commerce and MacKengie & Mann
wanted the money, so the minister of
labor and his associates whipped their
unwilling followers into line. Why did
the minister wield the big stick over the
heads of the G. T. Co. when they want-
ed legislation only and not over the Can-
adian Northern when they wanted $15,-
000,000 or $16,000,000%0f public money ?”

“Let the minister answer ltke a man,”
challenged Mr, MacDonald “let him an-
swer like a man and not content him-
self with making accusations against
others in the past.”

Crothers Fails to Answer

But Mr. Crothers had no answer. In-
stead he devoted himself to showing
that under former Liberal ministers
there had been serious strikes in 1900
and accused the member for Pictou of
seeking to imprison strikers in the trou-
bles at Glace Bay, N. S, in 1909. He
also protested that the United Mine
Workers of America were responsible
for all the trouble at Naniamo and
blamed their vice president, Farrington,
an American, for interfering with Can-
adian conditions. The minister conclud-
ed with a personal attack upon Mr. Ver-
ville which was hooted by several mem-
bers of the house. He accused the labor
man of being “Liberal and Verville first”
and declared that he had met Mr. Ver-
ville after his appointment to office and
assured him that if he would come to

him with any propesition. for' the ad-

vantage of labor he would carry
through.

There was & tense silence in the house
when Mr. - Vierville arose . and directly
charged that, the minister. had made a
misstatement. “The only time I went
to see him,” said Mr, Verville, “was
about the eight hour bill and he never
made any such statement as he tells the
house he made.” !

“Well,” sald Mr, Crothers apparently

unruffled, “you have his word and you |
“|have mine. Take which you choose.”

But it was Mr. MacDonald who en-
deavored to drag th7 minister into the
open.

“The only defence the minister has
attempted,” he said, “is to attempt to
show that he did nothing because it was
an international labor union. He tells
the house he is opposed to international
labor unionism.”

He denied that a change is
sought because the bar and bottle law
has resulted in decreasing the consump-
tion of liquors. Mr. Dempsey said that
the opponents of the bill were moye in-
terested in injuring the busihess of the
liquor dealer than in incpeasing sobriety.

Dennis Donovan of Haverhill declared
that the licensed dealers of Haverhill
were united in support of the bill. He
also claimed that drunkenness had not
decreased but had increased since the
law went into effect. Mr. Weld read fig-
ures from a number of cities and towns
to show that the number of arrests for
drunkennéss had increased. He also read
a letter from James R. Nicholson, who
was unable to attend and who stated
that each /community ought to'be allow-
ed to settle the question for itself.

H. H. Newton, appearing for the al-

chusetts, was next heard against the
measure. He. introduced F. H. Lawton.
Mr. Lawton had a neatly bound volume
called “An Address to the Legislature ef
1914,” and called the committee mem-
bers’ attention to some of the most im-
portant features in it.

As for the charge
that drunkenness is increasing that has
‘been going on for some years, he declar-
ed, and was commensurate with the in-
crease in population. Men are able to
get liquor ‘more easily said Mr. Davis,
through the aid of such modern im-

tor truck and other faciltiies for trans-
portation. At present and since the op-
eration of the “bar and bottle” law
there are 250 fewer saloons in Massa-
chusetts. ’

Mr. 'Davis emphasized the fact that
the greatest good accomplished' by the
“bar and bottle” bill was the doing away
with the “rushing the growler” system
which was the greatest curse of the tene-
ment district.

Mr. Davis, like several other of the
opponents called attention to the fact
that in Worcester the license board had
scparated the bar and the bottle trade
long before the “bar and bottle” measure

such as to call for drastic remedy. Keen
competlt.iorn compels ‘the employers to
economize rigidly, and the burden- of
taxation, together with the size of fam-
ilies hes forced the working classes to
accept conditions which they would not
otherwise tolerate.

The terms of employment in the fac-
torles are reported to have become stead-
ily worse. At a recent meeting of the
National Medical Association it was said
that there were 800,000 factory girls in
Japan and that of these 800,000 were un-
der the age of twenty. Some 400,000 of
these gl'rls are employed in spinning and |
weaving. Seventy per cent. of them live{

in dormitories, established partially with
a view to their detention, as large num-
bers run away after a few months. Girls
