YEAST.
- Scald and cool 1 pint of milk, put 3-4
of a cake of dry yeast in 1-2 cup of water
and put 10 cups of sifted flour in oven
to warm. Into large mixing bowl put the
pint of milk and 1 cup of hot water, add
1 tablespoon of butter or lard, and 1 table-
spoon of sugar. When dissolved add the
yeast and water and 12 cup cold water
(which malkes in all 1 pint of milk and
1 pint of water). Mie mixture now should
be a little more than lukewarm. Add §
cups of warm sgifted.flour, beat until
smooth, add 1 tablespoon salt, then 5 more
cups of warm sifted flour or until stiff
enough to knead. Knead a little and put
in bowl. Cover with cloth and set in
warm  place to rise  over night. In the
morning mold into six loayes, put in greas-
ed pan and let rise until double in bulk
and bake'in quite hot’oven from 40 to 50

minutes.

HINTS FOR NEW BRUNSWICK

It is announced that the Canadian Paci-
fic Railway Company will in future sell
no lands to speculatqrs but will dispose of
it to settlers only. The company has seven
million acres of unsold land. It is fur-
ther announced that better terms than
heretofore will be given to settlers, and
that they will be granted the privilege of
paying the purchase price in twenty years
hlstead of ten. Moreover the company
will make loans payable in twenty years
with interest at 6 per cent. to assist set-
tlers in the erection of buildings. It is
“further announced that the company will
provide a settler with live stock and' poul-
“try at cost price, and give him the benefit

of advice from the experts on its demon-
stration farms. These statements are
made in the last issue of Canadian Finance,
on the authority of Mr. J. 8. Dennig, head
of the company's depgrﬁment of natural
resources. This programme puts the
yeady-made-farm scheme of New Brun-
éwick very far in the shade.
" If a private company can afford to use
the whole power of its publicity depart-
ment to attract settlers to its lands, and
then offer them such advantages, what
should a province do, which needs more
than anything else settlers to plue upon
ite farm lands?

While we are discussing this lub]ect it
may be noted that the legislature of Bas-
skatchewan is looking into the ways and !
means of establishing agricultural credit,
and also of bettering the position of Sas-
katchewan grain upon the European mar-
ket. Still another inquiry will deal with
the practicability of producing power at'
¢oal mines and distributing it throughout
the province.

Possibly there might be a valuable hint

" ~or two in these statements for the gov-|.

ernment and legislature of New Brunswick.

THE FEW AND IHE MANY

Mr. Gifford Pinchot, former government
forester in the United States, declares
that a great battle for conservation is
about to take place in that country, as
& movement is on foot to have the national

‘forests turned over %o the states,
and he contends that if such a policy were
pursued it would mean the ultimate trans-
fer of untold millions of property into the
hands of men who would exploit it for
their own benefit. There has been in the
past so much exploitation of natural re-
sources for the benefit of the few that
__there has been enormous waste, and the
. "People are waking up. too late to a realiz-
' ation of what they have lost, and of the
urgent need for a halt in the destructive
. policy which has been so long pursued.

There is in this an important lesson for
Canada. This country has untold wealth
in natural resources, that is as yet un-
touched. It should be possible to pre-
vent waste, and the enrichment of a few
at the expense of the vital interests of the"
many. Fortunately there is in this coun-
try a Conservation Commission, and it
should be able to assist the country in
avoiding the mistakes made in the United
States. Canadian Finance has anarticle
on this question in its last igsue, and it

| concludes with the followingd paragraph,
which very fairly states the case:

“The Commission on Conservation is
wisely seeing to it that the use of water
powers, for instance, must not in future
Yhean their absolute loss as a part of the
country’s natural assets. So, too, the
carrying on of mining, lumbering, fishing
—yes, and of agriculture—calls for regard
to general as well as individual advantage.

The Facts About Those Tremendous
Concessions Wrung by Borden From

England |

(Ottawa Free Press). e i
A great deal of fuss-has been made by
the Conservative party as to the tremen-

dous concessions in the matter of purticipi
ation in imperial policy which the Bor-
den cabinet have wrung from the British
government. The i1dea has been carefully
spread that the Borden government, on its
own initiative, secured something entirely
new and something of enormous value to
Canada. :

Just how much truth there is in this
claim that has been made for purely par-|
ty purposes is made abundantly clear in
the despatch which the Secretary of State
for the Colonies has sent to the Governors-
General of the various dominions, the
text of which is published today.

The colonial secretary points out that
the matter of dominion representation on
the committee of imperial defence was
discussed at the conference of 1911. Before
the Borden .government came into power.
On that occasion the Imperial government
put forward the propesal that representa-
tives of the dominions should be invited
to attend all meetings of the defence com-
mwittee ‘“when questions of military and
naval defence affecting the overseas do-
minions are under consideration.”

That proposal was “accepted unani-
mously by the members of the Imperial
conference,” including the representatives |
of the Laurier government.

The despatch goes on to state that the
Cenadian government having changed it
was necessary to place ‘“‘these proposals”
—the proposals accepted by the Laurier
government—before Premier Borden. ™The

latter accepted them ‘“provisionally,” but
asked whether it was not possible for do-;
minion ministers to receive at any time
in confidence knowledge of the Imperial
government's policy in foreign and other
affairs. |

And here is the answer he got:— :

“We pointed out to him that the com-
mittee of imperial defence is a purely ad-

Although in so-called, thought-reading
there is often a good deai of imposture,
there i certainly a substratum of truth
in the art.

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LAURIER NAVY PLAN MUGH THE BETTER
DECLARES A PROMINENT ENGLISH JOURNAL

(From the London Advertiser.)

The ‘parliamentary correspondent of the
Nation, the foremost British Liberal week-
ly, says that he “doesn’t detect enthusiasm
in the rank and file of Liberal members
over the Canadian naval offer.” On the
contrary, he finds “a good deal of frank
misgiving.” He asks why Mr. Churchill
thrusts aside a Liberal policy, which he
virtually accepted, “in favor of a Con-
servative policy, which on scrutiny, turns
out to be much less of a relief to the Ef-
pire than the Laurier plan.”

The editor of the Nation also writes a
aignificant article under the heading, “Sec-
ond Thoughts on the Canadian Navy.” He
appreciates the sentiment behind the Can-
adian government’s offer, but 'says that
plain ‘dealing is just as necessary between
mother and daughter as in the higgling of
the market. Pointing to Mr. Churchill’s
positive assurance, public and private, that
the margin of Dreadnaughts for which he
asked in his last estimates was adequate
he goes on to say:

“There is no naval necessity. There can-
not be, for if there were, Mr. Churchill
would deserve impeachment. What is
there?? Superfluity? Who dares ask the
Caradian taxpayer to help us to more
ships than we want, or the British tax-
payer to keep them when they are built?
But perhaps the necessity is not here, in
BEuropean waters, but there, in the Paci-
fic, at which indeed the Churchill memor-
andum . plainly hints.

And if (as, of
course, is the fact), no strain exists on
our shipping or our financial resources,
Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s plan of building a
national Canadian navy provides for any
future relief which the central power may
desire. The financial relief is obviously
much greater. As the Borden offer stands
we shall, in the ordinary relations of debt-
or and creditor which exist. between the
two nations, lend Canada £7,000,000, for
she cannot fairly be expected to meet this
‘emergency’ expense out of new taxation.
This sum she expends in three semi-de-
tached Dreadnoughts, which we again are
to man and maintain. The one cost bal:
ances the other, even if the expense of
manning does not exceed the interest on
our loan. Thus we (at the admiralty’s
suggestion) lend Canada money o that ehe
may lend us ehips, which we (on the ad-
miralty’s showing) do not really want.
The Laurier plan would have relieved us
of the embarrassment of this ungracious
bookkeepeing. Canada would have had
her ships instead of lending them to us
on a running account, subject to withdraw-
al, and would yet have made a handsome
and definite contribution to Imperial de-
fence. It is not. necessary to know why,
with these advantages clearly in view, the
Imperial government, having accepted Sir
Wilfrid Laurier’s view of Canada’'s naval
responsibilities should revert to Mr.
Borden’s less logical and less practical
plan.”

The case against the Canadian govern-
ment’s policy could not be more cogently
stated, though the Nation politely tries to
ghield the Borden government at the ex-
pense of the Admiralty. The latter was
given no alternative; it was not asked by
the dominion authorities to define what
in its opinion should be Canada’s perm-
anent policy, but merely what form im-
mediate aid should take. To have refused
a ‘contribution pressed on it in this fash-
ion would have exposed the British gov-
ernment to a furious attack from the
jingoes in both Britain and Canada. The
Canadian government’s offer is a partisan
expedient, growing qut of the exigencies
of its alliance with the Nationalists, but
the British authorities cannot be expected
to take account of this. It is satisfactory
to know, however, that while etiquette
and policy compel the acceptance of the
contribution, with ite burdens as well,
British Liber&l opinion (though in this
case it must find its spokehman outside of
official circles) is on the side of the Laur-
jer ‘plan. Not only is it the true policy
from a Canadian point of view, but it
avoids the difficulties, political and finan-
.cial, into which Mr. Borden’s improvised
scheme has plunged the United Kingdom.
