The Report of the Committee on
Germain Street Paving Presen-
ted and Council Decide on
Boulevard Plan—Ald. Hayes
Head of Treasury Board

& 8 special meeting of the common
council thix morning Ald. Baxter tendered
his resignation as a member of the board,
which was accepted and he was sworn in
as recorder of the city. The report of the
special committee on the Germain streed
paving was presented and adopted and it
was decided to carry out the boulevard
idea as called for in the petition of the

vesidents of that section of the street.

The first business was the receiving of
the committee’s report and the document
which was presented by Ald. McGoldrick,
the chairman, was in effect that they hLad
closed a contract with the Hassam Paving
Company at $10,727.00 for the Germain
street paving with the understanding that
necessary changes could be made in the
:vent of the council deciding on the boule-
vard idea. The committee also presented,
appended to the report the petition of the
Germain street residents with a long list
of signatures. ;

The report of the Board of Public
Works on the matter pointing out some
changes in figures that would be necessi-
tated and the variation of the aiiginal
figures that would be entailed in the «v2nt
of the boulevard plan being adopted, was
also presented by Ald. McGoldrick. This
report showed that it had been ascertained
that the gullys’ had not been includ:d in
the Hassam figures, and this would result

_ in $38 more being added for this purpose.
The narrowing of the street, however,
would reduce the cost of the paving, the
difference to go towards the city’s contri-
bution to provide for changes in sidewalks,
which would be necessary. :

The Board of Works report on *he pav-
ing was as follows:—

It has been ascertained that the cost of
paving Germain street; and layinge curb
s tendered by the Hassam Paving Com-
pany, would amount to $10,765, which is
838.00 above the Hassam Company’s state-
ment, but that is owing to an omission of
538 for gully. This is the amount that
tould be dealt with under the Act of As-
sembly.

Sidewalks are not provided for under the
act. It is suggested by the property own-
srs in Germain street, as petitioned by
Lthem, that the carriage-way would be nar-
rowed to 25 feet. This would decrease the
cost of the street paving. The Jifference
in the cost between such a pavement, ard
that requested by the property owners,
would be the city’s contribution towards
the sidewalks. This recommendation is
made because there are asphalt sidewalks
there at present, and the cost of repairing
these walks in the event of the street be-
ing paved as decided in the specifications,
would not exceed $500, whereas the cost
of laying new sidewalks would amount to
wout $3,266.

After some discussion both reports were
adopted, that favoring the boulevard by
a close vote.

His Worship the Mayor at this point
said:—

1, like others before me will ere
on some occasions, but I will try to give
the city my best services.” !

“Your worship the mayor and gentle-
men I now formally tender my resignation
as member of this council from Brooks
ward. (Applause.)

|THE BRITISH ARMY

IS ALL RIGHT

Smalines Its Only Fault, Says
Writer—No Slovenly Soldiers in
the Ranks.

London, Oct. 86—There has been much
criticism over the recent army manoeuvres,
and an article in The Daily News by Rob-
ert Blatchford is therefore interesting. He
says in part:

It is not the British custom to hoast
about or gush over things British, but
the British Army is all right. It has cnly
one fault—there is not enough of it.

There has been much discussion here
as to the merits and conduct of the Spec-

ial Reserve men mobilized for these man-
oeuvres. We have had many conflicting
statements. Some reports describe them
as weeds, and say that they have fallen
to pieces on the roads. Others say they
are as good as we can expect, and that
they have marched the long cistance with
few lame ducks. Speaking only of that
which I have seen I should say the Special
Reserve have done as well as rould be ex-
pected.

Some of the Special Reserve men looked
tired, some were falling lame, some of
them are not equal in physique to the Re-
gulars with whom they are brigaded. But
a little hard marching and steady drill and
regular feeding will make rew men of
them. And certainly behind the brigades
I saw there was not a single straggler, nor
did I see one man in the ambulance.

All the infantry marched bpriskly and
steadily and in close order. All the lads
looked hard and fresh. .\lso, it is worth
noting that these thousands o: n.en, after
three or four days’ marching on dusty
roads, were all clean and tvim anl tidy.
Indeed, the appearance of the men was
remarkably soldierlike and good. This
means good discipline and good will as well
as good material. There are no dirty slov-
enly eoldiers in the British army. And
cleanliness is a part of godliness and in-
dicates 'a sound and healthy moral.

MEMORIAL TO THE
LATE BISHOP KINGCON

To Take the Form of a “Stipend
Augmentation Fund’—Lengthy
Discussion in the Synod on the

The Church of England synod this:morn-
ing and after prayer -and tne reading ot
the minutes a number of notices of mo-
tions were read and the debate of last
night on the Bishop Kingdom Memorial
| vas resumed and  occupied the entire
morning session. i

The original motion was that the memor-
ial take the form of a $10,000 endowment
for the Cathedral at Fredericton. An
amendment was moved that a suitable
church building be erected in St. John.

The following amendment to the amend-
ment moved by H. B. Senohield was un-
ally carried—"That a stipend committee
be appointed to organize a Kingdon Sti-
pend Augumentation Kund, as a luemor-
ial to our late reverend Bishop.”

F. E. Neal, of Chatham, strongly
opposed the erecting of a church build-
ing in St. John, not,as he explained,
because it was to be erected here, but he
felt that in view of the fact that some
parishes were without clergyymen on ac-
count of the lack of funds to pay them,
and other members of the clergy were
getting a living on remarkably low sti-
pends, it was a luxury to put up an ex-
pensive church building here. He believ-
ed also that the difficulty experienced
by the Bishop in securing priests for
vacant parishes and missions was more
than anything else that he was unable to
guarantee them a decent salary.

H. B. Schofield also spoke along the
same lines and said that it was very ques-
tionable if a building were erected as sug-
gested in the amendment, it would be
made to pay its way from revenue derived
from rentals derived from it, and in that
case it would be a load on the diocese.
M. G. Teed, T. Barclay Robinson and G.
0. D. Otty, were among those strongly
supporting the amendment to the amend-
ment, which was. carried.

HOW THE REVOLUTION
STARTED IN LISBON

THE UNIVERSITY AND
TEGHNICAL EDUGATION

Interesting Session of the Royal
Commission in Toronto Yester-
day

——

Toronto, Ont., Oct. 6—(Special)—The
part the University is to play in the
scheme of technical education occupied the
attention of the Royal Commission on in-
dustrial training and technical education
here yesterday. President Falconer ex-
pressed’ himself in hearty accord with the
work the commission was doing, and stated
that members of his staff had given a good
deal of, thought to the relation the uni-
versity was to hold to the new movement
for technical education.

President Falconer spent some time in
explaining the system under whith the Un-
iversity of Toronto was operated. Its
close relation to the provincial government
and its connection with the various col-
leges. Prof. Robertson lost little time in
bringing up the question of technical edu-
cation, and asked what the university was
doing in this direction.

SUIT AGAINST THE
- DUKE OF MANCHESTER

Doctor Demands $680 of Duke
and Duchess for Experimenting
in Consumptive Cure

London, Oct. 6—There is great interest
in both society and medical circles in a
suit which will come up for hearing in the
Marylebone police court, when a Dr.
Thomas will appear as suing the Duke and
Duchess of Manchester for $680 for profes-
sional services.

It seems that some time ago the Duke
and Duchess became interested in a con-
sumption cure which was being operated
by “Dr.” O. E. Miller. The Duke intro-
duced several of his Irish proteges to Dr.
Miller for treatment and the results were
so satisfactory that the Duke took over
the establishment, installing Dr. Thomas
as the resident physician, Miller not be-
ing a properly qualified practitioner.

The Duchess became a most active.pa-
tron of the establishment, and Dr. Thomas
declined to' accept any fee for his services
in the application of the consumption cure.

Dr. Thomas alleges that he was given
to understand that it was the intention
of the Manchesters to establish sanitoria
throughout Ireland and that they had set
aside $150,000 for carrying out the scheme.
The plan failed to materialize, however,
and Dr. Thomas,: alleging that this failure
changes his relations with the Manchest-
ers, now sues for the $680 for services.

CORONATION PARADE
SEATS SELL FOR $50

Though Royal Ceremony is Not
Held Until Next June, the Book-
ings Are in Full Swing . '

London, Oct. 6—Although no announce-
ment has been made of the official route
of next June’s coronation procession, from
a reliable source comes the information
that the pageant will take the following
course: From Buckingham Palace, by way
of the Mall and the new Trafalgar Arch,
through the Strand and Fleet street {o
Ludgate Circus; thence to Blackfriars
Bridge, returning by the Victoria em-
bankment to Westminster Abbey, where
the ceremony will be held. South Lon-
don is making a strong claim for a share
in the procession; but the route §s not like-
ly to be altered, as the King, it is under-
stood, desires it to be as brief as possible.

Agents are already booking seats along
the Strand and Fleet street. Orders for
good positions are pouring in, and some
seats have already been sold for as high as
$50 apiece, but these, of course, are for the
best places. Office rents along the route
have jumped amazingly, and several new
buildings are being rushed to completion.
Orders are coming in from every branch
of the Empire, New Zealand, Australia,
India, and South America being represent-
ed among the orders received by one agent.

A big feature of the coronation will be
a monster éxhibition showing the growth
of England and her colonies during King
Edward’s reign. Her various peoples and
their handiwork will be shown, and the
exhibition is planned to demonstrate the
power and infinite resources of the Brit-
ish empire.

OVER 100 DEAD

Eye-Witnesses Tell of Stiming
Scenes During the Outbreak—
Mob Violence Followed by Acs
tion on the Part of Troops and:

Palace Was Stormed

Vigo, Spain, Oct. 6—The number of
casuaities as a result of the fighting Jll’
Lisbon is very large. The dead exceeded
100 in the early stages of the outbreak
according to authoritative advices brought
here by the steamer Cap Blanco. The
steamer was lying off Lisbon when the:
rioting within the city began and the first
authoritative news of the outbreak reach-'
ed the outside world in a wireless message;
from her captain. The steamer has just:
returned to this city, after failing to land:
her passengers in Lisbon. el

According to the story told by the pes-
sengers of the Cap' Blanco, the revolution;
broke out immediately after a banquet at|
the Royal palace in honor of Marshal
Hermes Fonesca, president-elect of Brasil.
Persons on the deck of the steamer wit-
nessed some stirring scenes in the streets
along the water front. Twice they saw
the cavalry charge the mob. They also
watched the' bombardment and storming
of the Necessidades palace.

Crowds of dock laborers who wera
watching the bombariment cheered re-:
peatedly as they saw shells drop within
the walls of the palace. !

Paris, Oct. 6—A French correspondent
who has just reached Bayonne from Lis-
bon has sent an account by telephone of
the outbreak and the scenes which fol-
lowed.

the dynasty has disappeared for all time.
It is considered exceedingly doubtful,
whether the provitices are as republican
in feeling as Lisbon, or whether the re-
volutionary parties are sufficiently united
to form a stable and enduring government.
At the same time it is admitted in gov-
ernment circles that it is much to be fear-
ed that Manuel has joined the ranks of
the kings in exile. .

The gquestion that is deeply engaging
public attention is the influence a suc-
cessful revolution in Portugsl is likely to
have on Spain. It is thought the re-
publican movement would gain a great
accession of strength in Spain and though
the power of the clergy in Spain is far
greater than in Portugal the forces of dis-
content are so extensive that a situation
of great danger might develop.

. Biarritz, France, Oct. 6—The last train

to leave Lisbon on Tuesday arrived here
nine hours’ late. The passengers state
that when they left street fighting was in
full ewing and the flag of the revolution-
ists floated from the royal palaces. The
new flags in all sizes and shapes were dis-
played on a majority of the houses of the
city.

The palace was already partially de-
stroyed by the terriffic bombardment and
the big Avenida palace hotel had also fall-
en. Immediately after this train left Lis-
bon the track was dynamited to prevent
further ingress or egress. A like fate
had already befallen most of the railroads.

The passengers relate that five o’clock
Tuesday morning, revolutionary artillery,
holding a strategic position commanding
the city, opened a steady fire on the posi-
tions of the municipal guards and a bat-
talion of loyal infantry. Soon after, the
guns of the warships were heard bombard-
ing the palace and those of the regiments
who had not affiliated with the revolu-
tionists. '

Madrid, Oct. 6—9.30 a. m.—The struggle
between the revolutionists and loyalists
at Lisbon continues today. °

The fight gradually localized ‘between the
monarchist and revolutionary troops, the
latter soon getting the upper hand, as all
the artillery had gone over to them. The
number of dead and injured is very large.

A LEARNED CRAFTSMAN

The Standard quotes Mr. R. N. Apple-
by, of Hampton, bridge-builder under the
Hazen government, as follows:—

“] worked under the old government,”
continued Mr. Appleby, “but I must say
it left the bridges of Kings county in a
desperate condition. That was not the
bridge builder’s fault; it was the natural
result of the policy under which the work
was carried on. Now the bridge builder
is given an opportunity to put up the
kind of bridze his experience tells him is
best adapted to the location. He has cer-
tain powers of initiative, a very definite
responsibility, and, not being troubled by
the need of serving local political pur-
poses, is able to take pride in his work,
and give adequate play to his abilities as
a craftsman.”

On reading this paragraph one is moved
to some degree of astonishment that a
gentleman who can so learnedly give ex-
pression to his views is content with the
humble occupation of a  bridge. builder.
He ought to be a college professor—or
even a politician. His “powers of initia-
tive,”” associated with “a very definite re-
sponsibility,” should find more ‘‘adequate
play” than is possible in the mere piling
of pieces of cedar or hard pine one upon
the other. The evidence would seem to
indicate that Mr. Bridge Builder Appleby
Yas even greater qualifications for politics
than for a professorship. He frankly tells
ws that he worked under the old govern-
ment and built bad bridges, and now
under the new government he builds good
ones. There are bridge builders who
would take such pride in their work as
to refuse to build a bad bridge, but they
are no doubt of the common and not the
Kings county varietv. What Mr. Apple-
by craves is a free hand, and he seems
to be getting it. But one would really
prefer to have an independent judgment
on the value of his work,

AUSTRALIA FAVORS
COMPULSORY INSURANCE

Melbourne, Oct. 5—A far-reaching pro-
posal for the insurance, under compulsion,
of workers of all classes is advocated by
Geo. Hanley Kibbe, the commonwealth
statistician.

Mr. Kibbe, who is the first federal
statistician, and who is a great authority
on all matters of insurance, suggests that
his scheme should be first applied to gov-
ernment employes on the railways. Then
gradually miners, artisans and generally
workers of every. kind should be compelled
to subseribe.

The Commonwealth cabinet is known
to favor such a proposal as 18 based
on schemes already in operation in Ger-
many. Whether any definite action will
be taken is doubtful, however.
