Savinkoff, notorious anti- Bolshevik
leader, former military governor of
Petrograd and assistant Minister of
War in the Kerensky regime, has com-
mitted suicide by throwing himself
from the window of his cell in the
prison in Moscow, where he was serv-
ing a long prison term for counter
revolution.

On August 28, 1924, Savinkoff was
sentenced to death on a multitude of
charges growing-out of his seven years’
strpggle against the Soviet regime.

" Admitted Charge.

At his trial there was neither prose-
cution nor defence. Savinkoff organ-
ized the assassination of Premier Von
Plehve and Grand Duke Sergius, which
gave the first signal for the Russian
revolution. After the Bolshevik revo-
lution he assumed leadership of the
anti-Bolshevik forces and directed ac-
tivities against the Bolsheviki from
Poland. All of this he admltted be-
fore the court.

Issues of Bonds

The parish of Lancaster was given
authority to issue bonds for a sewer
in a street running from Duke to Prince
streets, West Saint John, when this
street had been deeded over to the
municipality by the owner.

Bonds amounting to $68,000 for sew-
erage in Simonds and $9,000 for fire
alarm system in Lancaster were or-
dered issued. The Simonds bonds will
be for 20 years and the Lancastep bonds
will be serials, of which $1,000 will be
paid off each year. Both issues will
bear 5 per cent. interest.

Mayor Potts referred to the desire
of the city to sell its lands in Lan-
caster and offered them to the parish at
20 per cent., reduction from the as-
sessed valuations. Councillor O’Brien
said he thought the parish would be
willing to do business on that plan.

second largest foundation of our indus-
tries is burning? Does it matter who
is Prime Minister, so long as we con-
tinue to lay .waste our forest wealth

at the rate of two million acres a,

year?” These questions are asked by
Dr. Clifton D. Howe, of the University
of Toronto, who says that during the
summer months forest fires cost this
country $3,000 an hour. In New
Brunswick, where we have had an
unusually large number of fires early
in the season, it is well for us to con-
sider Dean Howe’s reminder that
forest protection will never develop as
it should until the people realize how
directly the fire losses affect their
prospcrii_v. The forests contribute each
year to the wealth of Canada one-
fourth as much as do the farms, and
the value of the wood products har-

vested each year is second only to the
" value of the farm crops. As an
example of effective fire prevention and
fire fighting, Dean Howe mentions the
lookout towers, of which Ontario has
more than a hundred. These enable
an observer to locate smoke at long
range and to telephone to the nearest
ranger station and to the district for-
ester, so that men and equipment can
be sent at once to the scene of the firc.
The extension of these and other
measures, which include a mobile force
of fire fighters, in times of great
hagard, he believes will become effec-
tive in preventing the more destructive
conflagrations, but where forest areas
lack protection, og have little, the crim-
inal loss is bound to continue year after
year. In hammering home the indi-
vidual loss and responsibility, he
writes: -

“Perhaps you do not know' what
your past treatment has done for your
forest property. Let me tell you. In
the past seventy-five years you have
allowed close to one million square
miles of your forests to be destroyed by
fire. Even to-day you are burning two
ndillioh acres- each year. That 'is
equivalent to a strip of land a mile
wide from Quebec City: to Vancouver.
If this area were collected, it would
cover nearly ninety ordinary townships:
If we regard the fire season as extend-
ing through five months, then we can
say that forty new fires are starting
every day in the Dominion. This
means that some one is applying the
torch every twenty minutes through
‘the daylight hours during the summer.
Again, taking the fire seasc. as five
months, we would find that $80,000
worth of timber was destroyed each
day, or in other words for every hour
during the summer months over $3,000
worth of your property is going up 1n
smoke.”

Hs asks every citizen whether he s
content to watch complacently the
gradual shrinkage and final elimination
of the wood-using industries which
now contribute half a billion dollars
a vear to the country’s wealth. In
ad(:lition to the direct fire loss, the de-
struction menaces the water powers,
produces destructive freshets and in-
juriously affects the rainfall so neces-
sary to agriculture,

BISHOP LLOYD'S FEARS.

Is Bishop Lloyd of Saskatchewan an
Does his anxiety to secure
more British population for the Prairie
Provinces lead him unconsciously to
_exaggerate the dangers which he sees
in increased foreign population in that
territory? The Bishop, a man whose
high character commands the utmost
respect, has for many years done
excellent work for his province and for
Canada. Recently while in London he
gave an interview to the ILondon
Sunday Express which has caused much
comment and some controversy on both
sides of the ocean. He sald that his
purpose in going to England was to
seek to prevent the eventual loss of
“the three provinces of the West—
Saskatchewan, Alberta and Manitoba—
which together cover an area as large
as any three European countries with
the exception of Russia.”

In explaining his fears the Bishop,
as quoted| by the Express, said:

“We shall never lose the big English
maritime provinces and Ontario and
British Columbia — they are sound
the core —but the three provinces of
Saskatchewan, Manitoba and Alberta
will be gradually lost by the inevitable
trend towards the United - States.
Whatever the rest of Canada might do,
these three provinces, gin fifteen or
twenty years’ time will%e big enough
and strong enough to go their own way
by themselves, by the power of their
own will and their own votes.”

He went on to say that year after
year he had been secing miles upon
miles of western land passing into the
hands of foreigners of all kinds, in-
rluding Americans.. He regards the
Americans as in many ways desirable
settlers, as they make splendid
farmers, bring in a great deal of
money, and as a rule become good
ritizens, but he finds them a peril be-
wuse “they have no Imnverial tendency

or sentiment for the Old Country,”
and he is driven to the conclusion that
“unless we do something.quickly and
lagely, in ten years’ time we shall have
lost a large part of the Canadian
Dominion.”

Opinion in the West is divided as to
the danger which Bishop Lloyd fears,
and while some patriotic Canadians
there share his views a far greater
number, probably, believe that the
native Canadian stock, together with
the British-born and the American ele-
ment, given national eeonomic policies
more favorable to the West and tend-
ing to develop great Canadian unity,
can be depended upon to check any
feeling toward secession. Some in the
West undoubtedly think the situation
potentially dangerous if there is to be
increasing fiscal cleavage between the
Prairie district * and the Central
Provinces.

Recent immigration to the West has
been largely British, though in recent
months there has been a considerable in-
flow of farmers from the United States.
The coming in of these farmers to take
up land in Prairie Canada should in
itself do something to check the flow
of population from that part of Canada

to Goschen when that stateeman was
Chancellor of the Exchequer. Later
came his memorable 'seryiges in Egypt
and South Africa. He was War
Secretary for a time under Lloyd
George, in 1918, and was" afterwards
Secretary for the Colonies, resizning in
1921. An ardent Imperialist, Lord
Milner was sometimes thought to favor
a too rigid form of Empire organiza-
tion, but his views in that respect
were heard less frequently in late years.
He was the subject of no little political
controversy at the time of the Boer
War, together with Joseph Chamberlain.
He was seventy-one. He will rank as
one of ‘the great Englishmen of his
generation.

NOW IT'S THE WEATHER
PROVERBS.

Nothing is sacred in these days, not
even the old weather proverbs. Profes-
sor R, DeC. Ward, a Harvard special-
ist in climatology, has been attacking a
lot of the old beliefs or popular super-
stitions about the weather, and de-
stroying -some of them. There is an
old saying that a ring around the sun ;
or moon means ‘a storm.
sor traces that belief back as far us
4,000 years B. C. He says such a ring
does mean rain sometimes — if it
occurs with a falling barometer, but
not otherwise, for a departing as weil
as a coming storm may cause a seem-
ing ring around both sun and moon,
the appearance being due to high-flying
ice crystals.

But when it comes to dry moons and
wet moons, Professor Ward is a real
lconoclast. He says there is not the
slightest foundation for the belief that
the moon in any fashion affects our
weather, any more than there is any
warrant for the idea that birds or
animals know far in advance whether
a winter is to be mild or severe and are
so led to act accordingly. He admits
that some people are weatherwise more
than others, and he instances sailors
and farmers, who do learn to read cer-
tain signs with considerable accuracy,
but ‘only for a few hours or a day
ahead at most. He insists that there
is nothing to support the idea that a
hard winter means an early spring or
a long summer, or that any kind of
summer foreshadows any particular
kind of winter. While he thinks there
are weather cycles, they are for much
longer than a single year.

No doubt the scientific gentleman is
correct in all that he says, but he. and
a dozen more like him will never ejther
fully discredit the local weather
prophets or diminish their number, nor
will scientific statement prevent a
great portion of the population from
being interested in almost any sort of
weather prophecy, so interesting is the
weather and so much does the nature
of it influence the comfort of the
population, ‘particularly those who are
fortunate enqugh to spend a great deal
of their time in the open. The goose-
bone prophet and many other varieties
will go right on getting a hearing, and
the average person will see in his
favorite sunset not only a spectacle of
beauty but the promise for another
fine day.

Lord Milner published several
volumes of a political nature, among
them being “England and Egypt,”
“The Nation and the Empire,* and
“Questions of the Hour,” the last
appearing in 1923.

Death Rate Among Boy Babies
One-Fourth Higher Than Girls

187,000 Infants Less Than One Year Old Die Annually in
United States, According to Children’s
Bureau Reports.

difference in natal vitality.

The health records with their first
year of 23,000 babies in eight cities
were studied as a basis for the report
which cited that most recent statistics
indicate that 187,000 infants under one
yeatr die in this country annually and
that 98,000 of these fail to survive the
first month. The cities in which the
studies were conducted in co-operation
with local health authorities were
Johnstown, Penn., Manchester, N. H,
Brockton, Mass., Saginam, Mich., New
Bedford, Mass., Waterbury, Conn., Ak-
ron, Ohio, and Baltimore, Md..

PREVENTION

In an analysis of the data obtained,
Dr. Robert M.  Woodbury, former di-
rector of statistical research for the
bureau, said it emphasized that efforts
to reduce the infant mortality rate
must be directed equally to prevention
of specific infectious diseases, to proper
feeding for reduction of gastric and in-
testinal diseases, and to counter-action
of pre-natal and natal cases.

The latter causes, with the mother’s
health a controlling factor, were said to
have acéounted for 36.1 per cent. of the
deaths in the cases studied, with gas-
tric and intestinal diseases causing 82.4
per cent.; respiratory diseases, 19.6 per
cent., and epidemic and other communi-
cable diseases 7.1 per cent. Seasonal
conditions were shown to have caused a
variation in the rates from the differ-
ent causes, with August showing the
maximum mortality from gastric and
intestinal diseases, amd January the
minimum.

MATTER OF FOOD

Other deductions from the study
were that the mortality among excli-
sively artificially fed babies was “three
or four times” greater than among the
exclusively breast fed; that first born
children have a slightly higher mortal-
ity than second born; and that the
mother’s age did not have any “marked
influence” on | the rate except in the
case of. the first born. ! /

In the racial classification, which tHe
report stressed as revealing important
factors in mortality, Jewish babies were
shown to be the healthiest. The order
of increase in the death rate was given
as “native white, German, Italian, col-
orgd, Polish, French-Canadian, and Por-
tuguese.”

ORGAN RECITAL IS
KEENLY ENJOYED

J. Bayard Currie and Other
Musicians Give Excellent
Programme in St. David’s.

The organ recital in St. David’s
church last evening closed a series of
excellent programmes by J. Bayard
Currie. Mr. Currie’s standing as ac-
companist and as conductor is unques-
tioned. “Last night,” writes Music
Lover, “we saw him as soloist, com-
poser and teacher. The programme
proved his effective claim to these
roles. In his diversified solo numbers
from the 18th century Bach organ prel-
ude to the closing number from the
much-admired  Tschaikowsky, the
many-sidedness of the organ and the
comprehensiveness of the organist’s
training were very evident. 'The un-
educated ear clamors for a big tone,
the cultured ear asks for a pure tonc.
Last night either might be satistied.
There was clean pedalling, small solo
instruments were delightfully imitated,
soft, legato, singing tones gently pet-
sisted that melody be heard, while
every here and there broad orchestral
climaxes were reached.

“The second, a light, reposeful num-
ber, by Spross, was followed by a
movement from one of Widor’s 20th
century symphonies, the theme based
on a plain chant. A traditional mel-
ody, ‘Russian Boat Song of the River
Volga, by Eddy, has an echo effect;
