T0 OBEY.

It is reported that at the recent mar-
riage of Lady Cecelia Howard,the clergy-
man when he addressed the bride, as
had been prearranged,omitted the words
“obey him,” and thus she escaped an
obligation which in most instances, itis
persumed,—is incurred with consider-
able mental reservation. The Lady
Cecelia, most likely was no young
boarding-school = graduate, or umn-
sophisticated miss who believed
that the young man who had won
her virgin affections would always be as
tender and considerate as he appeared
on their wedding day : She had seen the
world and knew that imperfection is as
ingeparable from masculine as feminine
humanity and that, to use a homely ex-
pression “The proof of the pudding i8 in
the eating.” Therefore she declined to
take upon herself an obligation to. fulfil
which might in a few years
become repugnant or even impossible.
It is necessary that there should bea
bead to every community; that the state
should have a governor, the city a mayor
and the municipality a warden, and it is
no less necessary in that smaller com-
munity known as the family. But the
governor, the mayor and the warden
have their councillors in opposition to
whose will they can exercise little
authority. The government of a district
or state is vested in the people of
that district or state and is exercised
through the ballot box. The family
should be governed in asimilar manner,
the husband consulting with his wife as
to the management of his affairs the
same as the premier of Canada consults
with the representatives of the several
constituencies.

THAT AGREEMENT.

The agreement made in November last
between the Bank of Montreal and the
receiver, for the purpose of furnishing
money to run the cotton mills until they
could be sold,has become a matter of gen-
eral interest. Its terms will be found in
the following paper of instructions given
by Judge Palmer to the receiver on the
20th Nov. 1890, before he left for Mon-
ireal to meet the bank people there :—

«Ag the Bank of Montreal islargely in-
terested in the properties I think it best
they should have a full opportunity of
farnishing funds and receiving the pro-
ceeds of the operation before making
any final arrangement with any other
Bank, provided they wish to do so and
will make as favorable arrangement as
others will do, therefore you had better
proceed to Montreal, fairly explain the
whole matter to them and if they wish
to arrange you can do soon the following
terms, namely :—They to give you the
money as you require it to run the Mills
until they are sold, but the advance over

and above the cash and bills deposited
in the Bank is never to exceed what my
experience in running the Mill is, that

as they fall due the Bank to
collect them,and credit to the account,
the whole to besecured by a first charge
on all the property and paid off when
the property is sold, which sale must be
hastened in every way possible. As the
rates for money have increased I think
it right that the Bank should be allowed
seven per cent interest from the date of
your arrangement, instead of six, as be-
fore. If you find the Bank not desir-
ous of acceding to this arrangement you
will not finally conclude any other, and
if they make any different proposition
you must not bind yourself to it but to
submit it to my approval. Iwill be glad
to meet their views in any way I can
consistent with my duty, my view of
which you will find expressed in the
judgment I delivered in this matter.”

“The Mills can be run if we can always
be sure of an advance of $30.000 over
the amount of bills and notes delivered
at the Bank, but this is the best that
can be done. To pay off this $£30.000 we
will have the $75.000 less $33.000, name-
ly $42.000 and any profit we will
make after the 7th of December.

The
doctorshave gradually made a thorough
change in his method of living, and now
instead of rising at 4, as he used, he re-
mains in bed until two hours later.
Then he attends mass, and takes a cup
of coffee made with milk, after which he
reads the Roman 'clerical papers. At
8 o’clock the palace officials come to him
and make their reports, and at 9 Cardinal
Rampolla visits him in order to transact
the business relating-to the Holy See. At
10 he receives the Cardinals and the
heads of the congreations. At noon he
walks in the gardens of the Vatican, and
after this exercise he receives the for-
eign bishops and grants other aud-
iences. He dines at 2, and the meal is
very simple, but sumptuous in compar-
ison with his former habit. It generally
consists of - a little bouillon, in
which is added the yolk of
an egg, followed by a dish of
baked meat or a roasted chicken. Some-
times a course of fish is added to this
and the meal finishes with some fruit.
The Pope's drink at dinner consists of a
little old claret. After the meal he takes
anap and sleeps until 4 o'clocky As
soon as he awakes the foreign papers are
brought to him, and he either reads or
has them read to him. At the
Angelus he receives the Cardinals again,
and at 9 o'clock he takes his last meal.
This consists of two boiled eggs, follow-

ed by a scrap of roasted meat, and he

Judge Palmer Givos his Other
tl i Order

for (]

Agaiust the Bank of Montreal.
- His Honor Mr. Justice Palmer, Judge
in Equity in the Equity Court this morn-
ing, formally delivered as previously an-
nounced the additional reasons, why he
granted the injunction order restraining
the Bank of Montreal from interfering
with or obstructing the regeiver of
Parks and Son (limited) in the dis-
charge of his duty.

It will be remembered that His
Honor previously stated that any
interference with the order of appoint-
ment of the receiver was as much 8
contempt of court as would be disobe-
dience to the injunction order, although
that fact might not be generally known,
and that being the case, at first sight
the granting of the injunction order
itself might have been considered un-
necessary. The Judge to-day said the
court grants the order for the purpose of
marking its sense of the conduct of the
parties who have misconducted them-
selves, and read from Kerr on Receiver’s,
p. 94, which points out not only that an
interference wiih a receiver appointed
by the court is contempt of court, but
also that the court must cause the con-
temnor to make good all damages
caused by the contempt.

The first question that presented itself
was what is a disturbance or interference
with the receiver. His Honor dealt with
this point at length "and said the Bank
of Montreal may have been disposed to
claim that their right to payment took
priority  or that they had a para-
mouut right as justification for
what they had done, but whether
{hat was what influenced them or not, it
is clear that when areceiver is appointed
the court cannot allow that receiver to be
interfered with by any one no matter
how good that person’s title may be.
The court mustbe applied toand the court
will always take care that justice is done.
The Court also will not allow any -pro-
ceeding against the receiver, and refer-
ence was also made to the demand made
by the Bank upon the receiver and the
demand if complied with would be & di-
rect violation of the order of this court.

His Honor referred to the threat of
impeachment alleged to have been made
against him by the Bank and said he
hoped they could show that no such
threat was made. He would take no
notice of it nor would it influence his
judgment, but he would say that when
the time comes that he can be influenced
by threats, in the discharge of his fanc-
tions, then he would deserve impeach-
ment.
