Bulgarii mmade a vigorous protest
to the Porte and at the same time a
diplomatic rupture took place between
Montenegro and Turkey as the result of
the forcible cccupation by Montenegio

- ne o s 1. fia o ltaledle el
assigned to it in the previous summer,
was still occupied by Turkey. Mean
while negoti«tions were under way fer
the formation of the Balkan Liague,
and the Earopean Powers were aevot
ing their energies to the preservation
of peace.

The Balkan League is helieved to
have been formally established on
September 30, 1912, and on that same
day there was a general mobilization
of the armies of Serbia, Bulgaria and
Montenegro, 2r.d the respeetive parha-
ments were also summoned. On Oc-
tober 1st, the mobilization of the Turk
ish army was ordered. The European
Powers 1enewed their peaee endeavors
with added vigor, and on October 8
the representatives. of Austria and
Russia, acting for all the Powers, ex-
pressed to the government of the Bal-
kan States the strong disapproval with
which the Powers would view a breach
of the peace. They undertook to press
upen Turkey the necessity of reform.
Montenegro did not await action by
the Powers, but on‘the eve of the
presentation of the note declared war
against Turkey.

Following ~ Mentenegro’s action,
Greece declared her sovereighty aver
Crete, Bulgaria and Serbia completed
their military preparations, and on

ctober 13 replied to the Austro=Rus-
sian note that they intended ne-
gotiating directly with Turkey. On
October 15 Turkey rejected the pro
posals contained in the note, reealled
her representitives from the Balkan
States,” and made peace with Italy.

17, 1912, 1o May 30 1913. resulted in the
defeat of Turkey, Greece, Bulgaria and
Serbia gaining territery.

If they are i1ight in asserting that
Germany’s offer was a sham, intended
partly to ‘stiffen public opinion’ wiih
in her own borders, they haye wmet it
hiilliantly by giving the materisl for
the formation of a counter opinion
there, 5

It is for tie infurmation.of the Ger-
man people that they relate 8o cleaily
the efiorts they made to avcid the war,
the way the German rulers foiled them,
and the real nature ol the attack on
Belgfum. The truth may not make
its way at once, bnt when it begivs to
do sc it will be gided powerfully by the
German need for peace. After this
note has become common knowledge |’
among them they will at least know
tbat, as Hall Caive saysin hisdispatch
to the Times this morning, the Alli<s
‘dieclaim utterly and absolutely the
‘preposterous design attributed to us of
‘desiring to ca ry on this war until we
‘have compassed the t_tal annihilation
‘of the Central Powers.

The Timesis convinced that Ger
many ‘must have peace,” for these
reasons: ‘Because she cannot win;
becsase, with the most hightly organ
ized military systemn the world hae
ever seen, she stands utterly frus‘rat
ed at the end of thivty mortths of the
most territic fighting the world has
ever seen; hecause her internal situa
tion, which is certaivly unsatisfactory,
cannot possibly grow better, but only
worse; because her three Allies must
have it for all the reasofs which |€
press her, but which in their cases are
multiplied and made imperative.” In
short, Germany knows she is defeated.

The
enemy’s positions also were entered by
us last night nértheast of Armentieres.
Our troops penetrated the enemy'’s
third line and again cdestroyed his,
dugouts together with their occupants,
A considerable numbher of Gerwans
were encountered in the trenches and
killed, and .in addition a few
prisoners were secured in the course
of these two raids. There was con
siderable artillery activity on both
sides during the day north of the
Somme and also in Ypres sector,
where we caused a large fire in the
enemy’s lines. Our heavy artillery
has been active noith of the Ancre,
and against the ememy’s headquarters,
billet sand dugouts, in the neighbour
hood of Lens. Much useful work was
accomplished by eur air planes yester
day when some air fighting took place,
and one enemy machine was desfroyed.

Captain George H. Peeples has
returned from a three and one
half months trip on the Newfound-
land east and south coaste, where
he has been baying fish for the
Cunpingham and Thompson eom
pany, saps the Gloucester Times,
Captain Peeples reports a prospe:-
ous season among the Newfound-
land fishermen, fer the year just
passed. Tbe trap fishermen have
done well and with the prevailing
bigh prices which are béing paid,

there has been lote of money made.

The policy of unreserved maval
warfare took effeot on Feb. 1st, and
it is said Germany' has from 300
to 500 submarines ready for the
campaizon, This briags the U'nited
States face to facewith the principle
of the recognition of American
rights on the high seas.

It would not, therefore, be surpri
ing to learn at any moment Ameri-
ca’s decision to sever diplomatic re-
latiens with Germany and a declara
tion of war. The port of New
York was ordered sealed on the
night of January 81st, the purpose
of which remains a mystery.

Great Britain is prepared to deal
with Germany’s latest move, It is
stated she has 4,000 light cruisars
to huat th2 submarines with, and
ships bringing her foodstuffs and
other things will be convoyed
across the waters.

Other neutral nations, such as
Spain, Denmark and Norway, are
giving the matter anxious thought.
Newfoundlandisalsodeeply concern
ed in the matter, because if Ger-
mwany happens to suecced to any ex
tent it is bound to affect our ship-
ping, and this may cause a serions
situation to atise in regard to our
import and export trade.  The
next few days will be awaited with
keen interest by the peoples of the
whole earth.
