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TO BUILD MORE WARSHIPS.

Prussian Cabinet Believed to Have Adop_tﬂd
on Tirpitz’s Programme.

Berlin, Oct. 8.—Yesterday’s meeting of the
Prussian cabinet was fully attended and
the session lasted five hours. It is alleged
on some show of authority that the minis-
ters unaminously approved of the naval
prograimme of Admiral Von Tirpitz, secre-

ROAD WILL BE BUILT:

Toronto Capitalistse Get Hold of the V. V.
& Eastern. °
Vancouver, B. (., Oct. 6.—Negotiations
have been concluded between the promoters
of the Vancouver, Victoria & FEastern
railway and Willlam MacKenzie, the well
known capitalist and president of the Tor-
onto street railway and other important
enterprises, and D. D. Mann, whereby Mac-
Kenzie and Mann acquire the Vancouver,
Victoria & Eastern rallway charter.. The
charter covers. the line from Vancouver
through Boundary Creek and Rossland, and
is the charter which Heinze opposed the
Dominion government’s subsidizing at the
last session of ' the Dominion pariiament.
The British Columbia government has
voted $4,000 per mile for any company
building on this route, and MacKenzie and
Mann will apply immediately that this
subsidy be attached to this charter. They
will also apply for a Dominion subsidy at
the next session of the Dominion parlia-
ment. They will put surveyors in: the flield
immediately on the portion of the road be-
tween Penticton and Boundary«Creek, and
the compietion of that section will be com-
pleted as rapidly as possible.

FIRES STILL RAGING

Have Broken Out More Furiously Than
Ever in Manitobha—Many Per-
sons Burned To Death.

'

Great Destruction of Property and
Crops—Now Crossing into
North Dakota.

—

Winnipeg, Mamn.,, Oct, 7.—The forest °
fires that have been raging in Manitoba
close to the boundary line for the past
ten days have brokén out more furiously
than ever.

Ten or twelve persons are reported to
have been burned to death and the fire
is rapidly spreading amd crossing over
the boundary into North Dakota.

Settlers have been fighting the flames
night and day for over a week trying to
keep them from getting into the more
thickly populated districts. »

Hundreds of thousands of dollars’
worth of timber has been destroyed and
considerable grain, as well as seme farm
buildings. 5

Up to this time the fire fias been con-
fined to the Canadian side of the bound-
ary, but the swath. line between the
United . States. and  Magitoba! has been
obliterated —and ‘wrastiidenrs  hte enter-
tained that the, fires will get beyond the
control of the settlers. - A

The flames are driving Hundreds of
wolves and coyot2s out inte the op:zn
country and large flocks of geese and
ducks have been seen flying over the
burning forests.

Near Whitemouth, H. L. Laundry, a
trapper, was burned to death. A Ger-
man woman living in a small house near
where the fire was the meost furious yes-
terday is reported to have been burned
to death and her children are missing.

A dispatch from Wkite Honse says the
fire is spreading rapidly. Several set-
tlers had dose calls for their:lives.

A heavy wind drove a mass of smoke
which blinded and a leng deep line of
flames, which consumed everything in its
path.

Bast of Whitemouth the sitmation is
very ecritical.

The section foreman of Darwin and
his. wife were picked up by a freight
train and brought to Whitemouth.

Road Master Horner attempted to run
from Darwin with his men, but nearly
succumbed through suffocation and was
compelled to take refuge in a passing
freight.

All the telegraph poles for several
miles east of the town are down and
trains are tied up. :

A Broken Head, Man., dispatch says:

“Phe country is on fire here. On both
sides of the Brokem: Head river much
| damage is being done. The smoke is so
thick that it is impossible to see 20
yards in any direction, though there is
no fire nearer than & mile. Mrs. Young,
who lives 'out about eight miles, lost
everything and she and her family only
saved their lives by standing in, the river
for 12 hours, when they were able to
come out to the burnt ground after the
fire had passed.. Nearly everyone in the
path of the fire lost everything.”

At Beausejour, Man., seven persons
have been burned to death. Mrs, O. W.
Thomas, her son and daughter had a
race with the flames for several miles.
They had a team of horses, which they
kept on the run. Sparks from the burn-
ing timber were thrown - on the dry
ground of a prairie which they were com-
pelled to cross and soon they were sur-
rounded by the flames. The frantie
horses started to run.straight shead in-
to the burning timbeg.. Before they had
gone far the carriage overturned and
they were thrown down an embankment
into '8 small creek. This probably sav-
ed their lives. They, were badly burn-
ed. : : ’

WHY BRITAIN DECLINES.

Washington, Oect. 7.—The state _de-
partment has Teceived full information
as to the position of the British gov-
ernment on the proposed .

This proves-to-be much
more complete than ‘the brief eable re-
ports from Londén indicate, as the de-
partment has been advised not only of
Great Britain's declination to enter a|
<onference unless it ix limited to the
experts of the United States and Great
Britain and’ Canada, but also has been
informed quite fully as to what led .the‘i
Marquis of Salisbury to this conclusion.

The British view as laid before the |
state department is that at no stage of'$

the negotiations has the British govern- |
ment agreed to a conference, except
between the experts of _Great Britau_x,
Canada and the United States. It is!
2ot questioned that Secretary Sherman.|
and Ambassador Hay made suggestions
that the conference should be between
the powers interested, and that some of
the notes from the United States ex-
pressed a desire to have Russia and
Japan take part in the conference. But
it is pointed out that these suggestlon.s
came from the United States, and until
accepted could have mno effect @n’deter:
mining the nature of the conference. So1
far as the suggestions were. accepted,
the note of Lord Salisbury of July 28 is
*said to stand alone, and this note, it is
stated, mentioned only a conference be-
tween the United States, Great Britain
and Canada.

The latest correspondence on the sub-
jeet leads to’ considerable doubt as to
who will partidipate in the coming
meetings. It has been understood that
the diffienlty will be bridged over by
holding two meetings, in one of Wh»ich
Russia and-Japan will participate with-
out Great ‘Britain, while a second meet-
ing would be held between the experts
of Great Britain and of the United
States. It is understood that Ambassa-
dor Hay was directed to effect such an
arrangement in case Great -Britain de-
clined to enter the general conference.

But there is now some question
whether the British authorities will par-
ticipate in any way until a definite de-
cision is reached as to who will take part
in the general conference, as there is
understood to be some reluetance on the
part of the British to join ip a dual con-
ference, and some doubt whether the
British experts will leave for this ¢oun-
try to attend either a general or'limited
@onference until an understanding is
reached on the entire subject. - As the
conference is so near at hand—the first
plan having been to hold it on October
23—the negotiations are necessarily by
cable, and by this means a satisfactory
adjustment may be reached.

A SAD SEA TALE.
Awfil Sufferings Endured by the Crew
of the Wrecked Whaler Navarch.

L ] —————

San Francisco, Oct. 9.—The Chronicle |
says that the fate of the crew. of the
steam whaler Navarch, of New Bedford,
wrecked on the Aretic on August 1ith,
is no longer in doubt. 'As already knowa,
the captain, his wife and the first and
fourth officers, who succeeded in ‘eseap-
ing from the vessel ‘after she had been
caught in the ice, were picked up by the
United States revenue cutter Bear. The
other thirty men qn board the ill-fated
vessel were supposed to have perished.
The news of the death of these men
and the rescue of the other sixteen was
brought to:this city by E. M. Diaz, one
of the survivers, who came déwn on the
steam whaler Bonanza fromm Port Bar-
row. -Diaz, who is a Portuguese, relates
harrowing tales of suffering and starva-
tron in the ice-bound north. : f

After the Navarch had been nipped by
icebergs, and the ecaptain, his wife and
two officers had been fortunate: enough
to reach open water in the gig, the oth-
ers stayed by the vessel as long as-pos-
gible,. The food supply at last became
exhausted, ‘and fourteen of the men died.
Finally the vessel went! to pieces and
sank. Sixteen of the survivors tried to
make their way south over the ice, and
soon found themselves adrift on the ice.
For twelve days they floated with the
ocean -currents, suffering the most in-
tense torture and hunger. They were re-
duced to the verge of  starvation, and
in ‘craving for food, ate the skins with
which they were clothed. Finally, after
all hope of rescue has been abandoned,
the castaways were sighted by the steam
whaler Thresher and guickly rescued.
They were taken to Point Barrow and |
given every care and attention. ,

Buffalo Banker Delivers Speech Eulogis-
tie of It. )

Buffalo, Oct. 7.—The speech of W,
C. Cornwell, president of the City Bank
of Buffalo, delivered at the annual ban-
quet of the Bankers’ Association, held at
the Clifton House, Niagara Falls, this
evening, .was highly eulogistic of Can-
Ada’s banking  system. Among other
things. he ‘said:

“You have -had no collapse like ours
of 1893.  You hayve no money party, no
silver eraze, no yearning for internation-
al bimetallism; and the reason that Can-
ada is enjoying entire freedom from
these disasters is the fact that the cur-
rency all over British America can be in-
creased to any extent that the demands
of business may require, while in the
United States the only relief is the issue
of bank notes, and the pressing demand
for currency is always past before it can
be got into the hands of the persons
needing it, and in far off or thinly set-
tled districts they never get any at all.
If the people in our western and south-
ern states could obtain money as reason-
ably and as expeditiously:as the people
of‘Europe, we would hear mo more of 16
to-1.

THE “MOON T’ BURNED.

The Sealing Schooner Annie C. Moore
Destroyed by Fire.

The steamer City of ‘Topeka which ar-

rived at noon to-day from Alaska brings
news of the loss of the sealing schooner
Annie C. Moore and -the cargo of hay
and provisions which she was carrying
to Skagway. As will be remembered
the Annie C. Moore left this port a little
over 8. month ago with a full cargo of
hay and many tons of potatoes, oats and
other provisions, ‘which were to have
been sold at Skagway. She had almost
got within sight of the tented city when
the disaster occurred. It was about
midnight on Friday, Oetober 1st, when
flamgs suddenly shot out from amongst
the hay in her hold and in a very short
time the schooner was literally a sheet
of flames. The crew were rapidly awak-
ened by those on watech and they had
barely time to drag their eff out of
the ’foc’sle and the cabin, and get away
from the schooner in her boats. . The
whole vessel was aflame in less than ten
minutes after the blaze shot out from
the batch, and as Capt., Hackett and
his crew pulled away from hcr they
watched her burning right down to the
ballast, and when morning dawned there
were but a few charred remnants to be
seen. The men rowed in the schooner’s
boats to William Henry Cove opposite
Berner’s Bay, and on the news of the
disasier arriving at Junean the steamer
Rustler went over to the cove and
brought them to that port, from where
they came down to Vietoria on the To-
peka. %

The
worn out Chinese' blouses, well ventilated
rubber ;boots and patched overalls did
not look anything like the garb a man
who possessed $20,000 would wear; but
the two Chinamen were said: to have at
least $40,000 between them, the result of
eighteen years’ labors on McDame creek
in, Cassiar district.

Purser Thorndyke, of the Seattle, said
that one of them showed him a draft on
the Hudson’s Bay Company for $28,000,
and they had minor drafts and gold dust,
hei said, which he believed totalled fully
$40,000. He held them up when they
embarked at Wrangel, wanting to be
sure that they had the fare, when they
almost paralyzed him by showing him
the draft. The two Chinamen are the
guests of Tia Yuen & Co., merchants, on
Government street, and much excitement
prevails in Chinatown, ithe gold fever
having now become epidemic there.

MecDame creek was the scene of the
great excitement in the seventies, which
all ;old timers remember, and much gold
wagitaken out of there. The Chinamen
say the® a number of Chinese are work-
ing there and quite a few whites, but
the results are small, and it takes many
years to make a stake. The Chinese
have, however; labored on quietly, with
the characteristic patience of their race,
and at last have made a home stake,
They are very reticient as to the amount
they brought out; in fact, they will say
nothing  save that they have gold, and in
answer to all questions as to the amount
they invariably reply, “plenty.” But the
purser and many_ passengers of the Se-
dttle are authorities for fthe statement
that-they have at least $40,000.

It is easy to be seen from the report of
the: Chinamen that all the gold is not in
the Clondyke district.  The country is
full of gold from the Cassiar almost to
the' Arctic.

Hock Tow Charged With Writing Let~
ters Used at U. 8. Customs

An Effort Made to Show That Ool-
lector Saunders Was in a
Conspiracy.

An important arrest was made here
Saturday evening in connection with the
recent custsm house sensation at Se-
attle, HockTow, a Chinaman who has
se.rved a te?x(;‘ here for passing counter-
feit money, being arrested on the charge
of forgery. It is alleged that he wrote
the letters signed Yee Gee, the name
of the custom kcuse interpreter at Port
Townsend, which went to show that
Collector' Saunders and the interpreter
entered into'a. conspiracy to permit the
entrance of Chinamen into the United
States. An investigation was held at
Se.attle, and it was proved that no con-
spiracy existed.

The letter which it s alleged Hock
Tow wrote and signed Yee Gee’s name
to.is ‘as follows:

~“Mr. Ng Hok Hank—My Dear Friend:
I have received your highly -esteemed
favor, in which you say you have ten
people for whom you want me to make
merchants’ certificates, to enable them
to come into this country on: that the
contract would be carried out when I
get them up to the cystoms house at
Port Townsend and the- collector ap-
proves the papers. 'The moment the pa-
pers dre approved you will remit to me
$1,500, semding it by Yee Wo Chink,
my nephew, who will first deposit it
with Ng Hok Yin, of Ye Shing Wo Kee
& Co., Port Townsend. On your side
you.have to caution the different men
coming over not to mention to anyone
that. I am the man attending to their
coming over. In faet, all you need say
to the men themselves is that some one
in Port Townsend will see to their Cross-
Ing over safely.

“There are thirty more men whom I
have not’ yet brought over. If they
should inquire, please tell them it would
take two more weeks before the papers
can be ready. When you receive the
ten certificates, tell the mén to hand five
at-a time to the customs inspeetor on
tl}e Kingston, so that ‘some time in the
night T ean go out to the collector’s
house and make the necessary- arrange-
ments with him.

partment, . the investigation following.
Upon Judge Hanford deciding that Gee
was not guilty, the assertion wag made
in court that the letters were forgeries.

Government Propose to Open th
New Parliament Buildings
This Month.

Mapy Think the Proper Time I
When the House Is' For-
mally Opened.

There is very stroug oppesition to the
proposal of the provincial government to
open the new’ parliament buildings on
the 28th of this montb. That this is
the date set for the openipg is well
known; in fact, the copper plate to.be
placed in' a prominent place in the build-
ings, and containing the names of Lieut.-
Governor Dewdney and the members_ of
the cabinet and the date of the opening,
has been sent te Chicago to have the
date changed. The original date was
some time in Febtuary last, and the new
date is October 28th. To the origlnal
date no objection was taken, tlie 1eg:slp-
ture beig in session then, but to th_e new
date there are very serious objections.

In the first place, it is felt that the
representatives of the people, the mem-
bers of the legislature, should take a
prominent part in the proceedings. If
the opening takes place this month many
of them will not be able to attend. The
proper time for the opening is. when par-
liament meets; then all the members
would be present, and the formal opening
of the-new buildings and the opening of
parliament could take place at the same
time. Many gentlemen have been spoken
to on this guestion, and a very large ma-
jority hold this view.. It need not in-
terfere with the occupation of the build-
ings by the officials; they can occupy
their new. -offices—some have already
done so—without a formal opening, and,
besides, the buildings cannot ‘be entirel_y
completed this month.  If the opening is
left until the opening of parliament the
buildings will be entirely completed and
everything will be in order. :

Hon. D. W. Higgins, when asked
what he thought of the proposition to
open the new buildings on the 28th, re-
plied that he could conceive of no course
that would give greater dissatisfaction.
The people’s representatives authorized
the expenditure, and should be consulged
at to the date of the opening, which
should be on the day the house is called
for dispatch of business.

Asked if he would be present at the
ceremony on- the 28th inst., the speaker
said that he did not think there would
be any occasion for him: to decline an
jnvitation, He did not think that so
