London, June 28.—The royal proclama­
tion announcing that the coronation of 
King Edward is to take place in June
next, the exact day not being determined 
upon, was read this morning at St. 
James’s palace, Temple Bar, and the 
Royal Exchange, with all the quaint 
mediaeval scenes which marked the occa­
sion of the proclaiming of the accession 
•of the King.

To-day s ceremonial was unheralded, 
so the crush was not so great as on the 
previous occasion, but crowds gathered 
quickly from all directions and thronged 

of j the points at which the announcement 
was iread.

At St. James’s palace, from the purple 
draped balcony of the palace the Norey 
King of Arms (William Henry Weldon), 
ir. a brilliant uniform, accompanied by 
the heralds and pursuivants, in gorgeous 
tabards and numerous state officials, 
lead the proclamation. At the appointed 
hour state trumpeters; lavishly adorned 
in gold embroidered tunics, appeared in 
front of the balcony. By their side stood 
the; Norey King of Arms, flanked by two 
royal macers bearing* gold maces and sur­
rounded by the blue mantle.

In addition were several other officials, 
all ia their full official regalia, and the 
Earl Marshal (the Duke of Norfolk), the 
Lord Steward (the ÏCorl of Pembroke), 
the Lord Chamberlain (the Earl of Clar­
endon), and others.

The trumpeters sounded a protracted 
fanfare and then the Norey King of 
Arms bared his head and read the proc­
lamation in a clear voice, which must 
have been audible to the royal party 
occupying a stand on the grounds of 
Marlborough House, facing the balcony 
of the palace. King Edward, who wore 
an admiral’s uniform, Queen Alexandria 
and others of the royal party watched the 
ceremony with the greatest interest, tne 
King using field glasses to obtain a 
clearer view.

As the Norey King of Arms concluded 
with the words, "*%rO<l Save the King,’1 
the trumpeters again sounded a fanfare, 
the King in the meantime standing at 
the salute.

A procession was then formed, 
by a detachment of the Horse Guards, 
five royal carriages, containing the her­
alds, pursuivants and other officers, pro 
ceeded to Temple Bar and the Royal 
Exchange, where the formalities, less 
picturesque, perhaps, were repeated.

The Lord Mayor (Frank Green) and 
the sheriffs met the procession at Tem­
ple Bar.

As announced in these columns last 
evening, the school trouble-has been set­
tled.

“From Tagish to Bennett, then to Log 
Cabin, and lastly to the summit, and 
when the customs ensign of Canada was 
hoisted at Skagway it is small wonder 
that some John Brown would not wait 
for tardy action from Washington but 
cut down the flag.

“With the fiasco of the modus vivendi 
in the Porcupine district fresh in the 
minds of Skagwayans, together with the 
anything but cheerful news that the joint 
high commission would resume its sit­
ting, it cannot be wondered at that an 
international complication has arisen in 
a city whose patriotism has been tested 
time and again by the lazy indifference 
of their own government as against the 
aggressive activity of the Britons. With 
feeling as it is, the action of Canadians 
was little less than an invitation for 
trouble, a chip on the shoulder.”

S *prdiisial News] To the Editor:—In his famous essay 
on History, Macaulay speaks of a once 
popular belief affecting the reputation of 
a great religious body as “having been 
abandoned by statesmen to aldermen, 
by aldermen to clergymen, by clergymen 
to old women, and by old women to Sir 
Harcourt Lees.”

Net returns $6,712 no There is a great quantity of foolish 
talk about the degeneracy* of society. 
For instance, the Rev. Diwight Newell 
Hillis, wise as he is acknowledged by 
everybody to be, painted a horrible pic­
ture of social wickedness recently in a. 
sermon on gambling. “The greater 
peril,” he says, “is the insane spirit of 
gambling which seems to have taken 
hold of the people, irrespective of social 
standing or religious belief.” Now, to be 
entirely frank, this is nonsense. There 
is less gambling to-day than ever before. 
One hundred years ago every man who 
had a social position to maintain 
constrained by public opinion to gamble, 
just as he was constrained to go out at 
sunrise and exchange shots with bis 
neighbor in the event of a quarrel, and 
in those shining days a gentleman wi 
apt to lose caste if he went to bed 
sober. The change is not only in in­
dividual disposition, but in social bias. 
Now a man who gambles does so under 
the rose. It isn’t quite the thing. Here 
and there in little coteries there is an 
occasional outbreak of mild betting, but 
it is distinctly disapproved by the social 
conscience, and no sane man or woman 
can defy that for long. As for drunk­
enness, it is obsolescent. No man who 
has any respect for himself ever shows 
himself in public in a state of intoxica­
tion. The world is not perfect, but it is 
better than ?t was yesterday, and to­
morrow it will be better than it is to­
day. The worst fault is humbug, and 
the worst variety of that species is pul­
piteering humbug.—St. Louis Post-Dis­
patch.

SCHOOL MATTERS AGAIN.

As the public have been asked to dig 
down very deep to supply the funds for 
the maintenance of educational institu­
tions in Victoria, it has a right to de­
mand that these moneys shall be expend­
ed to the best advantage and that the 
results shall be in some degree commen­
surate with the sacrifices made to secure 
them. Demands must necessarily be 
made from time to time as the city pro­
gresses for more funds for school build­
ings, and if the ratepayers be not satis­
fied with the work which is being done 
by teachers and officials they will vent 
their dissatisfaction upon the system 
generally. Anyone will admit that that 
would be a most unfortunate state of 
affairs for Victoria. In the interests of 
all concerned, therefore, the Times does 
not propse to be deterred by the remarks 
of Trustee Jay about irregularities in 
the High School which were never hinted 
at, nor the rhetoric of Chairman Hall in 
regard to pupils “occupying enviable 
positions in maiy walks of life” and 
“misleading and mischievous statements 
unsupported by indisputable evidence,” 
from expressing its own sentiments and 
those of the majority of the people of 
Victoria in regard to the necessity of 
reform in our chief educational institu­
tion. There is nothing to investigate. If 
the superintendent believes that the 
work done by the Hdgh School is all that 
it ought to be and all that the ratepay­
ers have a right to expect let him say 
to and set the people who are of a con­
trary opinion right and their minds at 
rest. If he considers a necessity for re­
form exists, we take it to be part of :iis 
dutj* to recommend the measures neces­
sary to effect such a reform.

Thc public is also entitled to more in­
formation about the reinstatement of the 
principal of the South Park School than 
the mere statement that the “whole 
tronble has been smoothed over.” Miss 
Cameron was publicly suspended, and 
she should be reinstated in the same man-

If she was rightfully punished orner.
reprimanded and has become convinced 
that she was in error she will be candid 
enough to acknowledge it. School boards 
and other public bodies are a trifle too 
prone to forget somethimes that they are 
responsible to the people for their aczs. 
In this instance the public is deeply in­
terested because it is convinced that in­
justice has been done to some one and 
it would tike to know who the injured
party is.

TARIFF WARS.

In imitation of his friends in the 
United States, one Russian diplomat has 
doffed his coat and is doing business in 
his shirt sleeves. The relations between 
M. de Witte, who is as aggressive as the 
gentleman of a somewhat similar name 
in South Africa, and Sect et ary Gage 
are a trifle strained at the present time. 
The trouble is not entirely about sugar. 
A new cause of oflcuce has been given 
the Russians through the imposition by 
the United States of discriminating 
duties on oil, and their Minister of 
Finance has countered as before with his 
right and left. He lias adopted a two 
to one policy. For every blow struck 
by his antagonist he delivers two and 
calmly waits for another opening. When 
Mr. Gage endeavors to explain that the 
aggressor is laboring under a misappre­
hension as to the cause of the quarrel, 
ho Ls curtly informed that being a 
cabinet minister it is the duty of Rus­
sians to treat him with respect, but that 
if ho were merely an ordinary man he 
might be accused of either trying to mis­
lead the people or not being familiar 
with thar laws he has been entrusted 
with the administration of. This is so 
much after ~he blustering style the 
Americans are in the habit of adopting 
towards others that we confess we hope 
it will have a healthy effect. If the 
ieply of Secretary Gage be couch­
ed in the same terms we may look for 
the prolongation of this very interesting 
tariff war. But it Ls not likely. For 
once the tone of the United States press 
is distinctly apologetic and conciliatory 
and there are indications that the coon 
will come down from h» pcich. In 
such an event the world will know that 
there is a way of bringing even the great­
est of nations and the most bigoted and 
selfish of protectionists to time.

Chinese papers received in the mail to­
day state that plague at Hongkong is 
going ahead at a great rate. The cases 
to date number 636, made up as follows : 
Chinese, 619; other Asiatics, 8; Euro­
peans, 9. The deaths up till May 29th 
amount to 595, and are 584 Chinese, 7 
other Asiatics, and 4 Europeans. The 
cases developing in four days subse­
quent^, numbered 95, made up thus : 
Chinese, 90; other Asiatics, 2; Euro­
peans, 3; the deaths during the 
pei iod number 93 and consist of 89 Chi­
nese, 3 other Asiatics, and 1 European. 
From the block of buildings opposite 
the city hall, known as Beaconsfield 
Arcade, no less than seven cases have 
been removed, including three Euro­
peans. The librarian of the Hongkong 
club has died of the disease and the 
library has been fumigated in conse­
quence. The latest European case, re­
ported, is that of Mr. R. A. Collins, the 
proprietor of the Dragon Cycle Depot in 
D’Aguilar street. Watson’s dispensary 
has suffered severely, three of their 
European employees contracting the dis­
ease and two of them dying from it. The 
third man has almost recovered, and is 
quite out of danger.

This year the plague seems to have 
made its appearance in its most virulent 
form and in many cases the patient suc­
cumbs in from six to eight hours from 
the time when he is first taken ill. /

The Fifth Regiment at Gun Practice-

The English Kohinoor, while ranking 
sixth in size, îs counted the most valu­
able'in the world. It was found in tho 
mines of Golconda ages ago and after 
being successively in the possession of 
many Indian princes passed to Queen 
Victoria. These are the six most famous 
diamonds. " A stone recently discover»**!

The juggler 
shows the seed, which is about the size 
of a California fig. He scrapes up a 
little loose earth on the road and plants 
his seed, which tie covers with a cloth. 
After $ome, sleight-of-hdnd tricks be be­
gins to life the cloth, and as he does so 
the tree commences to grow until it 
stands about twelve inches high, with 
stem and leaves perfect. He then opens 
a basket and at once a huge cobra be­
gins to rear itself. The juggler gives a 
swirl of his pipe, and the snake curls 
itself back in the basket. Sometimes 
the juggler will take it out and play with 
it, wrap it round his neck, etc.

During the day, i. e., from ten until 
four o'clock, the weather is oppressively 
hot, and one keeps in the shade of tbe 
hotel; but after five o’clock nearly every 
body turns out for a ride or drive along 
the beautiful esplanade or through the 
Cinnamon garden. The pettah, or native 
tojvri, is very interesting, but a bit dirty. 
The small shop<r are kept for the mo^t 
part by Hindoos, Mohammedans and 
Parsees, who have every kind of Ori­
ental product. The general rim of native 
traders in Colombo are the biggest rognés 
on the face of the earth.

English Towns Being Engulfed in a 
Subterranean Abyss.

The Pennsylvania coal region is not 
the only part of the world In which 
towns are being undermined and where 
houses topple from their foundations 
and disappear from sight as if swallow­
ed up by an earthquake. England has at 
least one parallel, for Norwich, the 
centre of the salt industry of the coun­
try, is slowly, but surely, sinking be­
neath the surface of the earth.

The product of the salt mines of 
Norwich is obtained by two methods— 
quarrying and brine-pumping, 
former case, which is the method gener­
ally adopted, a shaft is sunk about 300 
feet and the salt rock blasted and ex­
cavated in the usual 
brine-pumping although it is still con­
tinued upon a large scale, is gradually 
falling into disuse. When the industry 
was started it was considered that only 
one stratum of salt existed, and that 
was only a few feet below the surface. 
Fresh water found its way to this ex­
tensive salt deposit, with the result that 
the salt dissolved like snow.

A huge subterranean lake of water, 
charged with 36 per Vient, of salt, 
thus formed. Pumping engines 
then installed to convey this brine to the 
surface to large evaporating pans, in 
which a heavy deposit of salt was left 
after the water had evaporated. The 
result of this extensive pumping is that 
Norwich now rests, as it were, upon a 
shell of earth, which at times proves in­
sufficient to support the weight of the 
houses, with the inevitable consequence 
that the buildings are constantly sliding 
and collapsing in every direction.

As the result of a subsidence 
building fell over upon its back in the 
course of a single night, and it is note­
worthy that the house, owing to the care 
observed in its construction, fell over in­
tact, not a crack being produced in the 
walls nor even a pane of glass being 
broken. There is scarcely a perpendicu­
lar wall to fie seen in the town; ' 
erous cases 
frames of the houses are awry; the 
roads are extremely uneven and are oft­
en closed, owing to the falling in of por­
tions. Houses are being continually 
condemned as unsafe for human habi­
tation and demolished. In some cases 
the sinking is very gradual, while in 
others it is unexpected and instantan­
eous.

One of the principal thoroughfares took 
forty years to sink fifteen feet, while 
another grew appreciably wider every 
day. Eexaminntion proved that one side 
of the street wgs slipping completely 
away. The shop of a dry goods 
chant sank one-fifth of its height in ten 
years and in the subsequent seven years 
subsided another fifth, 
may he seen, the windows of the ground 
floor of which are level with the road­
way.

Newspaper 
messages were sent, except under ex­
traordinary circuinsttinces, at the ordin­
ary rates by telegraph, and there were 
many other grievous restrictions. After 
the acquisition of the telegraphs by the 
state the reduced rates for the transmis­
sion of press telegrams soon brought 
about a great increase in the number 
of such telegrams.
