RETREATED AFTER FIGHT.

Naval Programme,

St. Petersburg, April _6.—The com-
mittee appointed to investigate the capac-

ity of “the Russian” shipbuilding industty

for carrying out Russia’s new naval pro-
gramme has reported, showing that tbe
present Baltic yards and machine shops,
expanded to their full eapacity, could de-
liyer in three years eight of the twen!y-
five big battleships and cruisers and eight
of the twenty-four smaller cruisers-con-
templated. Given five years, seventy-
four big ships and seventeen small craft
could be completed, while the whole pro-
gramme can easily be executed under
ten years if haste is not urgent.

Details of the programme have not
been officially published, but it is report-
ed that it consists of ten battleships, fif-
teen 15,000-ton armored cruisers of the
Rossia type, twelve cruisers of the 5,360-
ton type, exclusive of torpedo-boat de-
stroyers, submarine and mine ships. Rus-
sian works are capable of supplying
armor for only two and a half ships
yearly, and the committee has not con-
sidered armament.

CZAR ABSENT FROM
HORSE GUARDS’ FARADE

Owing to Terrorist Activity, Extraor-
dinard Precautions Have Beeu
Taken.

St. Petersburg, April 7.—The annual
parade of the Horse Guards, heretofore
one of the most spectacular;military cere-
monies as well as social functions of the
year, was chiefly notable to-day by the
absence of Emperor Nicholas and the
imperial family.

The Horse Guards ig the Emperor’s
own regiment, and never before has he
failed to attend its annual parade. With
the Empress, Dowager Empress and the
entire court, the Emperor remained at
Tsarskoe-Selo.

Ths omly grand dukes who vemntured
out of their palaces were Nicholas, Boris
and Alexander Michaelovitch, the first
named representing His Majesty. Even
the Grand Duke Viadimir, commander
of the military district, was not present,
The explanstion given isithat he was
detained at the palace on account of
sickness. 4

The danger to the imper'm{ family was
regarded as especially great to-day as it
happened that this was the festivat of
the Immaculate Conceptidn, one of the
strictest religious holidays, and the fear
of an untoward incident in view of the
activity of the terrorists, and extraordin-
ary precautions were taken. All busi-
ness was suspended.

The entire population ~was in the
streets.

Searching Cemeteries.

St. Petersburg, April 7.~-12.35 p.m.—
The’efforts of the pohce to smother the
' political agitation have led.them even
to invade the cemeteries in their search
for evidence of treason. It has become
the practice of students to place on the
graves of comrades who were active, or
who suffered in the cause’ of freedom,
‘wyeaths bound (with ribhons on which
political sentiments &re Inséribed. The

chh are promptly confiscateéd.

But being ignorant .the policemen make
curions mistakes, The other day a
harmless inscription in Greek, simply
expressive of sympathy, was seized, and
on Wednesday a red ribbon attached to
a wreath, although upon the grave of a
well~known official, being interpreted by
the police as a revélutionary emblem,
was not only cut off but created sormuch
alarm that a general order was sent out
to all vendors of mortuary wreaths pro-
hibiting the sale of red ribbons.

The stories off sufferings on the part of
widows, wives and families of soldiers
at the front are attracting general atten-
tion, and the public demands government
#id for the sufferers. '‘Charities are  no
longer able to cope with the situation,
and in many places the funds raised for
this purpose are entirely exhausted, and
the provincial papers are filled with pa-
thetic columns of starving mothers and
children begging in the streets. At Nizni
Novgorod, thé palace of the governor
was besieged by a crowd of hungry wo-
men with babieg in their arms, asking
for bread. The governor informed the
women that he wonld appoint a commis-
sion to investigate the situation. His
reply aroused the ire of the local press.
The Viedomosti said: “Always the
eternal commission. 'While it is making
an investigation the women and children
will starve.”

M. Pobedonsteff’s position, that of pro-
curator-General of the Holy Synod, will
be absolved after the patriarchate is re-
established and Antonius, the metropoli-
tan of St. Petersburg, as the higlest
archbishop, will become patriarch.

Under the new press regulations the
papers are not permitted to publish ary-
thing affecting the Emperor andgthe Im-
perial family without the consent of the
court censor,

The Imperial chancery has formally
requested the Kobeko commission which
is revising the press regulations to in-
clude this restriction, and such a 1e-
quest the commission regards as the
equivalent of an order.

MORMON CHURCH.
Members Protest Againstsithe Eleciion
of Apostles,

Salt Lake, Utah,> April 6.—Joseph T,
Smith was to-day sustained as prophet,
seer and revelator of the Mormon chuzch
by unanimous vote of the members at
the opening session of the seventy-fifth
annual conference. When & vote was
taken to sustain the twelve apostles, two
hands were raised in dissent. Omne of
the dissenters rose to explain his vote,
but was not permitted to speak. Presi-
dent Smith merely said that he could

‘present his objections to the proper zu-

thorities. This incident created excite-
ment. The members who dissented af-
terwards said that they desired to pro-
test against sustaining such officers of
the chureh as live in polygamy.

Statement of Revenue and Expenditures

Ottawa, April T7.—A statement of
revenue and expenditures of the Domin-
ion, to be issued to-morrow, shows the
revenue was $51,430,768, nearly $10,-
000,000 more than for the same time last
year. The expenditure was $38,720,365,
or_about $6,000,000 greater than the
same time ‘the previous year. The
revenue is about $5,000,000 over all
kinds of expenditures.

RUSSIAN TROOPS

si, that 4,000 men have been detached
from the Merv garrison as a permanent
addition to the Kushk and Muraghad
river force, and that the deficiency at
Merv has been replaced from Orenburg.

St. Petersburg, April 8. —The Polish
workmen and revolutionists have found
a new way by trying to embarrass the
government by organizing a boycott on
vodka and tobacco for the purpose of
saving the money of the poor and redu-
cing the revenue of the state.

The dismissal of Romsky KXKorsokoff
from the staff of the counservatory on ac-
count of his attitnde during the students’
strike, is evoking a storm of adverse
criticism. He was dismissed by the
business management of the conserva-
tory committee which did not consult the
advisory committee of the academy of
imperial musical society, the members of
which are resigning in protest. It is
computed that the stoppage of work in
the uniyersities has cost the goyernment
$750,000 in tuition fees, which otheryise
goes toward paying the salaries of the |
faculties.

Seattle, April 8.~-Since the announce-
ment that after July Japan would levy
a war tax on flour, large quantities have
been rushed to Seattle in an effort to
gecure cargo space on steamers so ag to
assure its Teaching the Orient in time to
avoid the war tax. When the Minne-
sota sails from here on April 29th, she
will have between 65,000 and 70,000
barrels, and will leaye behind some 30,-
000 barrels for lack of room. The Kana-
gawa will also take 10,000 barrels when
she sails te-day. A company has charter-
ed a special steamer to take 6,000 bar-
rels, and it is estimated that fully 200,-
000 barrels will leave Seattle and
Tacoma by the 1st of June,

SOLDIERS BURIED
ALIVE IN INDIA

T

FOUR HUNDRED AND
SEVENTY ARE ENTOMBED

As Result of th: Earthquake at Hill
Station—Men Cannot Be
Rescued.

Lahore, Punjab, India, April 7.—Four
hundred and seventy men of Gurkha
regiments were buried alive as a result
of the earthquake at the Hill station of
Dharmsala (95 miles northeast of Simla)
according to the latest information from
that place.

The report adds that it is impossible
to rescue the entombed men,

Another Report.

Calcutta, April 7.—According to the
reports received here only 140 soldiers,
mostly Gurkhas, were killed at the
Dharmsala ecantonment, and these were
crushed to death through the collapse of
a stone barracks building. But it is add-
ed that 71 are missing. In addition to
the Europeans already reported killed at
Dharmsala, seven children of Rayro-

peans are said to have met their deaths. -

The greatest difficulty is experienced
in procuring news from Dharmsala. The
telegraph staff at the station there was
practically wiped out, and a temporary
office has been opened-13 miles from: the
town, but the facilities are most seant.

The Kangra valley is believed to have
been devastated, and it is reported the
town of Kangra was reduced to mhins
with great loss of life.

No confirmation of the report is obtain-
able as the telegraph station at Kangra
is wrecked,

Kangra, known in ancient times as
Nabarko, is a town in the Punjaub, 90
miles east, mnortheast of Amritear.
Kangra was formerly the capital of

Tokio, April 10.—Vice-Admiral Ro-
jestvensky’s second 4 Pacific squadron
has not been ‘reported since it passed
Simgapore. “Its whereabouts - and the
plans of Vice-Admiral Rojestvensky are
subjects of the Keenest general specula-
tion.

It is quite generally assumed that Viee-
Admiral Rojestvensky does not desire an
jmmediate battle, and that he will at-
tempt to reach Vladivostock, where there
are docks and shops, or seize a base.
The latter course is deemed unsatisfac-
tory on account of poor facilities and the
danger of political complications.

Many believe that the Russian nayal
commander has & second rendezvous in
the Pacific ocean and that he will speed-
ily quit the China Sea and go eastward
of the Philippines,

If Vladivostock is his objective the
Pacific is considered to be more favor-
able for the accomplishment of his pur-
pose, although it largely -depends on
Vice-Admiral Rojestvensky himself.

The Japanese newspapers and public
express relief and pleasure over the ap-
proach of thd Russian second Pacific
squadron, as well as confidence in the
ability of Admiral Togo’s fleet to van-
quish it. )

Strict orders have been issued to the
officers on duty at the admiralty not to
make public any portion of the long re-
port which arrived here yesterday from
Singapore. No anxiety is manifested at
the admiralty, where the Associated
Press was informed, in reply to a ques-
tion, that “the foreign press and the
Japanese were probably more worried
about the location of the wvessels than
we are.”

There is reason to believe that Rojest-
vensky is on board the Kniaz Souvaroff,
and that the division which passed Singa-
pere Saturday is in command of a rear-
admiral. &

Company Has Also Decided to Erect
Cunverter to Treat Matte—De-
veloping the Rawhide.

Greenwood, April 10.—Following the
important announcement made by Editor
Wilcox, of the Phoenix Pioneer, that the
Boundary shipments for the first quarter
of the current year exceeded in value
$1,000,000, comes another equally im-
portant statement in the shape of official
information given your correspondent for
publication for the first time by Manager
Pemberton, of Montreal & Boston Con-
solidated, Mr. Pemberton authorized the
followrng:

Tugs Wanderer and Bahada attempted
to pull ‘the Centennial off at high tide
this morning, without success. Another
attempt will be made at high tide to-
night, at 8 o’clock.

In the meantime the -Wanderer is
standing by in case of accident. This
afternoon lighters will take off part of
.the heavy cargo to lighten the vessel. As
much as possible will also be stored in
the forward hold, the bow being afloat.
The vessel is fast for three-quarters of
her length.

BOUNDARY MINES ARE
LOOKING VERY WELL

Great Activity in Fruit Growing at Nel-
son — Mining Operations at Frank
and Coleman.

Rowland Machin, agent of the Bennett
Fuse Co., of Camborne, Cornwall, who
has just returned from an &xtended visit
fo the interior, reports that the mines in
the Boundary councry are looking well,
the high grade properties mnever having
made 'a better showing. The Guggen-
heim Company, of New York is in g¢on-
trol of the Boston and Montreal group,
including the Stemwinder and Brooklyn
mines, and Boundary Falls smelter. The
St. Eugene in East Kootenay, which is
now under the control of Jas. Cronin, to-
gether with the War Eagle and Centre
Star at Rossland, will add a hundred
men to its staff. Mr. Machin says he
understands the St. Hugene people were
never in as high grade ore as they are
at the present time.

In East Kootenay he noticed-that the
lumber mills seemed to be stocking up
for want of an immediate market. Cran-
brook is rapidly coming to the front, and
is destined to become one of the best
towns of the interior. A mnew ‘railroad
line, the Spokane International, is now
being constructed from Spokane through
the international boundary to Yak, a
small station just below Moyie, which
will make a considerable change in the
traffic to Seattle,.Tacoma and Portland
by way of the Great Northern. “At
<Frank,” Mr¢ Machin-added, “I met my
old friend, Zincky Jones, who is super-

The
walls and buildings are being built in the
most substantial manner, while the pat-
tery and warehouses have already been
completed.”

Mr. Machin also reports that Mr. Jebo
has sold his interests in the Framk col-
lieries to Mr. Frrank, the Butte capitalist.
At the same place the French company
are increasing their output of coal and
coke considerably. At €oleman the In-
ternational Coal & Coke Co. is just get-
ting under good headway after being
held up by a strike for two or three
months. Coming through to the Crow’s
Nest Company’s sphere of activity, Mr.
‘Machin says the tipple recently burned
at Michel is being reconstructed entirely
of steel so that hereafter there will be no
danger of fire. Indications point to the
rapid settlement of all available farming
land along the line of the Crow’s Nest
Pass railway.

Proceedings went on quietly only for a
few minutes longer, when the door again
opened, the athletic figure of J. H. Haw-

thornthwaiteyentered and.took up a po--

sition in the meeting. n'e dlso remained
seated for a gime, and then;made a pre-
cipitate retreat. g

The laugh had only sabsided and busi-
ness resumed again, when Attorney-
General Wilson dropped im to pay his
respects to the party, and show that his
héart was really with the opposition if he
dared to move,

The Attorney-General, however, rea-
lized the embarrassing position sooner
than the others, and made his escape on
short notice.

The closing of the session was marked
by a very manifest exemplification of the
influence of the Socialists over.the gov-
ernment. Hitherto the ribbon which,
according to rcustom, adorns the speech
of ks Honor on closing the House, has
been of lmperial purple. This, year this
was all done away with, and instead of
purple the Socialist colors adorned the
speech, ‘The ribbon, it was observed.
was of a bright red. It was surmised
that the Socialist dietator insisted that
purple, the emblem of Imperial power,
should give place to the favorite red of
the party. It would seem that the final
stages of the session wlere- made to
exemplify Socialist predominance in af-
fairs.

Committee Looking Into Issue of Crown
" Grants at Kitimaat Must Stop
Inquiry.

(From Fiiday’s Daily.)

A mistaken impression by W. J. Bow-
ser that the inquiry into the Kitimaat
land grant matters should be governed Ly
strict court rules, caused a spirited pas-
sage at arms between him and the
doughty member for Delta, John Oliver,
this ‘morning. Fortunately Chairman
Macgowan appreciated the proper func-

inquiry should proceed on the broadest
possible lines. Had Mr, -Bowser’s idvas
been followed, the committee would not
be ready to present a report under three
years. The first withess examined this
morning was Premier McBride.

He said he was Chief Commissioner of
Lands and Works for part of the year
1903, during which applications from
Messrs. Hunter and Munro for lands at
Kitimaat were laid before him. In re-
ply to the one from Mr. Hunter he wrote
a Jletter (the one already reproduced in
these columns). It was submitted to him
that other parties had secured grants to
lands subsequent to the establishment of
a reserve, and the . applications from
Messrs. Hunter and Munro being per-
fectly in order there was no reason why
the titles should be withheld. No par-
ticular circumstances were brought to
his attention in this cdonnection. The
applications were made prior to the es-
tablishment of a reserve and everything
was bona fide and above board. It was
customary for the department to.excr-
cise discretion, providing the public in-
terests did not suffer.

“Mr. Oliver: “What do you mean by

at, Mr. McBride? Can the department
toverride the statute?”

Mr, McBride: “I mean just what I

say.”
L Upon Mr. Oliver pressing for an answer
the Premier said that in matters not
amply covered by the statute the officials
wege bound to exercise discretion.

Mr. Oliver inquired if, when the appli-
cations were brought before him, the
Premier knew the purchase was not
completed within 18 months, although
the statute limited the time to six months.
, The Premier said that probably all the
information was laid before him, and he
felt justified in following the custom that
had been adopted by hig pr GSSOTS.
Furthermore, the provisions of the stat-
ute were substantiaily observed. He ad-
mitted that the granting of other lands
than those applied for afforded sufficient
justification for.a. cancellation of the
rants. ¥
gm. Oliver drewﬁi#e’ attention :of ‘the
Premier to the map-showing that lands
granted to Messrs.. Murray, Hunter and
Munro were specified in other locations
than those applied for.

The witness replied that unless it was
an error that could be explained the
granting was inexcusable. He could not
conceive of an error of this kind being
made. When he gave authority to com-
plete the purchases he thought it was
for lapd that was applied for. He con-
sidered that this was sufficient to justify
a cancellation of these grants or any
others of a similar character.

Mr. -Oliver referred the Premier to sub-

Mr. Oliver: “What would you say to
a statement that there were no such
powers as you refer to?”’

Hon. Mr. McBride: “I've nothing to
say except that it is not so. All heads
of departments have certain discretion-
ary powers with regard-to public works.”

Questioned along another line the wit-
ness agreed-that an application not made
within the required time should not have
been accepted unless special circum-
stances were presented. The application
submitted six years after the necessary
time. appearcd to be a rather long abey-
ance. In the absence of some special
éircumstances he didn’t think it should
be recognized.

Reading the application referred to he
admitted there avere no special circum-
stances, and that it could therefore have
no standing,

Mr. Oliver: “How do you account
for the issuance of a crown grant of this
land ?”

The Premier (hesitatingly): “Well, I
can’t account for it, Mr, Oliver, but this
might have beem a case in which proper
bona fides were submit‘ed to the officials
at the department.”

Mr. Oliver pointed out that there were
a number of similar cases—four or five—
and the Premier said he could give no
explanation. He would say, hewever,
that these crown grants had been im-

DIED HERE T0-DAY

PROMINENT BUSINESS
MAN OF THE SKEENA

Was Intimately Asscciated With Num-
ber of Enterprises in That Section
of the Province,

This morning Robert Cunningham, of
Port Essington, passed away at the Ju-
bilee hospital after a lengthy iliness. He
had been an invalid all winter and came
to Victoria about a month ago to receive
medical treatment. An examination dis-
closed a serious affection of the lungs.
In spite of the best of care he gradually
became worse, expiring early to-day.

Mr. Cunningham was the second son
of the late George Cunningham, an ex-
tensive farmer of the mnorth of Ireland.
He was born in 1837 in the county of
Tyrone, and, after an elementary educa-
tion, -entered Islington College, the
Church of England Missionary Society’s
College at ILondon. He pursued his
studies there for three years, and in
1862, at the age of 25, he was sent to
British Columbia by the society as a lay
teacher.

Arrivinig in Vietoria about the 21st of
September he volunteered to assist Rt.
Rev. Bishop Cridge, and alse commenced
to study the native language. At that
time this city was but a small Hudson’s
Bay post, and Mr. Cunningham soon
decided to take up his residence else-
where. He went north to the Metla-
kahtla mission, and became identified
with that institution. After two years
arduous work in th#® field he abandoned
the labors of a missionary and entered
the service of the Hudson’s Bay Com-
pany.

For five years he continued in the em-
ploy of this company, having charge of
the posts at Naas River and Port Simp-
son for two and three years respectively.
In 1869 the company detailed Mr. Cun-
ningham and Mr. Manson to explore .a
route from the Stikine river to Dease
lake. They accomplished the undertak-
ing satisfactorily and quickly, and were
the first white men to traverse that part
of the country. Tney camped at the
month of Dease creek, and examining

: the gravel in the vicinity Mr. Cunning-

hame came to the conclusion that it con-
tained gold.

When he returned he disclosed his dis-
covery to a number of miners, who, on
his representations, determined to pros-
pect it. Mr. Cunningham, accordingly
gave them a sketch of the routé to the

C £ v : lake, and the bearings. of the compass by
extension of the sewer work in Spring |

which they were enabled to reach the
spot indicated. is predictions proved
to be correct, g being found in good
paying quantities. This was the first of
the gold digging in Cassiar. About this
tim, 3 1869, he resigned his position in
the employ of the Hudson's %ay Com-
pany.

In the following spring Mr. Cunning-
ham formed a partnership with Mr.
Hankin, and began a forwarding and
commission business, dealing in miners’
and general supplies, and sending gpods
to Omineca. At the mouth of the
Skeena river he built a store at Wood-
cock’s Landing. ‘lhe business prosper-
ed so well that in a short time Mr. Hdn-
kin went to Hazelton and opened a
branch business. After he had been a
year at Woodcock’s Landing Mr. Cun-,
ningham abandoned his site there and’
%re-empted what is now the townsite of

ort Essington. The firm of Cunning-
ham & Hankin continued to do business
at Port Essington and Hazelton for
about six years, at the end of which the
partnership was dissolved, Mr. Cunning-
ham retaining the Port Essington branch
of the business ana Mr., Hankin the
Hagzelton banch.

‘A bout this time Mr. Cunningham’s at-
tention was turned to the salmon fish-
ing inddstry, on the Skeena river. In
1880 the Inverness cannery was estab-
lished, ‘and in the year following Mr.
Cunningham organized and set on a per-
manent footing the business known as
the Skeena River Packing Company.
Later, in 1882, he started a canning firm
which soon became the largest in the
district. ‘Hig brand of salmon, the dia-
mond “C,” became well known through-
out America and Europe for its excep-
tional fine quality. In 1889 he became
proprietor of a business at the forks-of
the' Skeena.

About three years ago, when the B.
C. Packers’ Association took over most
of the canning industries of the coast,
Mr. Cunningham disposed of his inter-
ests to the amalgamation. Since then he
devoted himself entirely to the develop-
ment of his general store, hotel and saw-
mill at Port Essington, and operated the
steamers Chieftain and Hazelton. The
latter are river vessels, carrying freight
principally between the ports of Essing-
ton and Hazelton,

He leaves to mourn his loss one son,
George Cunningham, by his first wife,
and a widow and two children. The
interment will take place at Metla-
kahfla, the remains being sent north by
the steamer Princess May on Monday
evening.

Verily the millionaire in these latter
days is born to trouble as his dollars
wmaultiply in number. There is Andrew
Carnegie in a quandary because there
seems no possibility of his escaping the
disgrace of dying a rich man. The muni-
cipal demand for libraries has almost
ceased by reason of the unreasonable as-
sumption in some localities that the en-
dowment fund was acquired by methods
that are indefensible. The Scottish iron-
master has lately been turning his at-
tention and diverting his objectionable
dolldrs to the construction and equipment
of schools and colleges and universities.
He is finding out that some educational
authorities regard his wealth as tainted
and  that therefore they ' hesitate
to touch it. An unreasonable
sentiment is being created that gold
acquired in what is described as an il-
legitimate manner cannot with’profit and
hﬁmr be applied to laudable uses. In
Mr. Carnegie’s case it is useless to point
-out, we presume to think, that the blame
for the accumulation of unbounded
wealth lies not with the individual who
took advantage of the opportunities un-
Just fiscal laws gave him, but with the
masses who were hoodwinked into the
sanctioning of such laws. The people of
the United States en masse, not Andrew
Carnegie as an individual, created the
conditions which made it possible for
jron and steel men to work up the un-
bounded wealth of raw material lying
dormant in the country into finished pro-
duets and to sell the goods at home at
one-third more than they were worth in
the open markets of the world. The peo-
ple were taught by protectionist quacks
that if they opened their markets to the
world the pauper labor of Europe would
pauperize them, and keep them on an
economic plane similar to that of the in-
dustrial serfs of Germany, France, Rus-
sia, Italy and Great Britain., It was
simply a case of selfishness all’ round,
Carnegie is not to blame. His position,
is infinitely more creditable than that of {
nine-teiths of his fellow-millionaifes §
who profited by the same conditions, but
wthose consciences do not trouble ithem
nor compel them to make such‘éaxﬁends
as are in their pewer toithe pedple: whe
permitted them to abstract the dollars
from' their open~pockets.

They believe
literally in foreing their wares upon the
less advanced peoples of the earth at‘the
mouths of cannon and the points of
bayonets. There seems to be an element
of jusfite lacking in the dictatorial as-
sumptions of the so-called great powers.
Newfoundland has decided that as the
United States will not deal with her in
what she considers a just and. equitable
manner, the privileges the citizens of the
republic have enjoyed in’ the waters of
the colony must be withdrawn.  And
they have been withdrawn. - American
fishermen must find their bait elsewhere
than in Newfoundland waters. If New-
foundldnd’ stood aléne President Roose-
velt would proceed to the island in some
of his warships and pound the door open.
The world will now begin to understand
why Germany and the United States
consider it necessary that powerful fleets
shall be construeted and maintained.
William is not afraid to use his, notwith-
standing the fact that it is not the cus-
tom of the times for sovereigns to as-
sume the functions usually left in the
hands of their ministérs.’ But William
is in a class of his own, while the presi-
dent of the United States can assume
powers that no constitutional ruler would
dream of  exercising. The trend of
aifa,irs may be a menace to international
tranquility.

He stood
on the parapet, and his rich voice fot a
second curbed the fury of the wild crea-
tures struggling beside him. “Throw
yourselves on their bayonets, honorabie
comrades?’ he shouted; ‘“those who come
behind will do the rest!” His men heard
him, his officers heard him. Eight+stal-
warts dropped their rifles, held their
hands above their heads, and flung them-
selves against the traverse. Before the
Russian defenders could extricate the
bayonets from their bodies the whole
pack of the war dogs had surged over
them. The trench was won.

A very interesting story indeed; but a
mere civilian might ask why it was ne-
cessary for the Japs to throw away their
rifles before throwing themselves on the
points of the Russian bayonets. If they
had fired at the enemy his.bayonet points
would surely have dropped; if they Lad
used their own bayonets before throwing
themselves forward surely their object
would have been gained just as certginly.
But it is not for us to spoil a good story

well told.

Admiral Rojestvensky and his fleet
are now within the limits of the zone
patrolled by Admiral Togo’s squadron,
Voubtless the purpose of the Russians is
to make a dash for Vladivostock. They
will have to be very alertand very quick
to succeed in eluding their watchful ene-
mies, who are determined that the har-
bor of refuge shall not be attained.

-BEGINS ITS CASE

' DEFENDANT’S COUNSEL

OPENS HIS ARGUMENT

Complained ot Way in Which Appellants
Had ‘Assailed Witnesses— Continu-
ing This Aftersoon.

B, P. Davis, K. C., senior counse] for
James Dunsmuir, the defendant in the
celebrated will case of Hopper v, Duns-

appeal on Thursday. He started with
his customary vigor, and will probably
be on hig feet for several days. In open-
ing he remarked that it was with great
difficulty that he refrained from inter-
rupting his learned friends in their argu-
ment, for he had never heard so much
vituperation on witnesses and distortion
of eyidence as in the presenmtation of the
case for the plaintiff and intervener,

As a sample he quoted the statement
with which Mr. Bodwell epened his
argument, a statement;, which if correet,
would be conclusive in ‘the plaintiff's
favor. This wag. that from the fall of
1898, Alex.: Dunsmuir’s brother and busi-
ness associates would not permit him to
exercise any control over’ the business,
and he was even shorn of the power of
signing cheques,; because it was feared
he would sign away the Dunsmuir hold-
ings.

His learned friends {(Mr. Bodwell and
Sir Charles Tupper) cited ~a resolution
passed by the board of directors appoint-
ing J. A. 8. Lowe manager of the Cali-
fornia business, giving him the same
powers enjoyed by the managing director
who preceded him. r. Davis explained
that this resolution had nothing whatever
to do with Alex. Dunsmuir’s reason, but
wag passed to creat® the position of
manager in place of a managing director,
es Mr. Lowe, not being a director could
not occupy the latter post. This resolu-
tion, therefore, endowed him* with the
same power that attached to the former
position of managing director under the
articles of ineorporation.

His learned rriends had stated that
Alex. Dunsmuir was shorn of the power
to sign cheques, and yet article ten of
the incorporation act specified that no
money should be drawn from the bank
unless on cheque signed by Alex. Dums-
muir. This clause was amended in
November, 1898, but did the amendment
deprive Alex. Dunsmuir of this power,
which would be expected if his mental
condition was such as' the other side
represented it to be? On the contraty
the amendment simply struck out the
words “managing director,” and substi-
tuted those of the ‘“‘vice-president” and
“manager,” leaving the sense of the
article to be that chequessmust be signed
by the president (Alex, Dunsmuir), vice-
president (James Duflismuir) and man-
ager (Mr. Lowe). Alex. Dunsmuir always
enjoyed the powers’attached to the presi-
dency of the company, and the statement
that any was tdken from him was a dis-
tortion of evidence,

Chief Justice: “I see he was present at
the meeting, and the resolution was car-
ried nnanimously.”

Continning, Mr.. Davis said that Edna
Wallace Hopper's position was that from
1897 Alex. Dunsmuir was nothing more
than a gibbering: idiot, but since then
they had switched from that line, and
now his learned friend contended that
this' was Alex. Duasmuir’s condition in
1899. - Bat in this connection counsel
wished to refer their Lordships’ atten-
tion to the evidence of one—and the only.
one, perhaps—whom the other side had
not charged with being a perjurer. This
was Mr. Taylor, who his learned friends
adullitted was a truthful man, and a good
business man. In reply to questions as
to Mr, Dunsmuir’s eapacity on the day
of his marriage, this gentleman who had
been associated wifith the testator for
years, and knew-him thoroughly, said
.that if Alex. Dunsmuir stopped drink-
ing, business affairs of great magnitude
entrusted to him. would be in very com-
petent hands. How different was this
from the contention of his learned friends
that in 1899 Alex. Dunsmuir’s condition
was such that his friends humored him,
by appearing to let'him approve of busi-
ness matters completed by others.”

It was utterly #mpossible for Alex.
punsmuir to have been in that irrational,
incoherent, imbecile condition described
by the plaintiff, and unnoticed by the
twenty. men of commercial standing with
yvhom he did business, and whose verac-
ity couldn’t be attacked. Counsel then
referred to the bargain entered into be-
tween the Dunsmuir Brothers and Mr.
Palmer of the Chemainus mill, a bargain
in which Alex. Dunsmuir’s wishes dom-
inated. Mr. Bodwell argued with Mr.
Palmer to show that the bargain was a
bad one, but the latter held that it was
a good one for the Dunsmuir side. Doubt-
!ess had Mr, Palmer lived in ’Frisco
instead of being a well known business
man of this countgy, Mr. Bodwell would
t1:y t9 show that the bargain was an in-
dication of Alex. Dunsmuir’s. insanity.

H‘is learned friends tried to prove in-
sanity by citing a lot of little incidents
of no consequence, and which signified
nothing, For instance, because Alex.
Dunsmuir followed the * advice of his
architect, his ledrned friends claimed
that it showed he had lost his will power,
that his mind was unsound. On the con-
trary, Mr. Davis contended the strongest
proof of his sanity was the fact that the
people. who had surrounded him for
t“"enty‘years could find nothing wrong
with him. A specimen of the way in
which his learned friends attacked wit-
nesses ou the other side was the on-
i:auﬁht upon lc\iir. Pooley, who was prac-
ically accused of bei j
dishonorable, i N

The Chief Justice—*“This gentlemen is
treasurer of the law society, is he not?’

Mr. Davis said that Mr. Pooley had
held that position for a number of years
and that it was only given to. a man of
unchallenged integrity. Mr. Pooley had
been ‘twice selected since he gayve evi-
dence in this action and once last Mon-
day, since his learned friend (Sir Charles
Tupper) had made an attack upon him.

Qcmtinui-ng. Mr. Davis ' emphatically
pointed .gtit that the plaintiff -could not
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muir, went to the bat in the Full court,

Sicceed here unless they could make the
court believe that the defendant's wit-
nesses were perjurers. The evidence of
Hdna Wallace Hopper was not to be be-
lieved, wecause she was contradicted by
men whom their Lordships must believe.
Mrs. Hopper’'s caréer as an actress had
been very successful, but she was never
better as one than when she stoodsin
the witness stand and told her story in
this action.

His learned friend Mr. Bodwell held
that the action of alcholic dementia

and his contention was borne out by his |
expert alienist, Dr. Macdonald, whom |
Mr. Davis ‘described as one of the best
witnesses he had ever encountered. But
what a difference there was between this !
contention and the case predicated by '
Edna Wallace Hooper, that in 1897,
1898 and 1899 Alex. Dunsmuir was un-
able to articulate.

Mr. Davis then said that his argument
was divided into two phases—first, the
condition of Alex. Dunsmuir’s mind, and,
secondly, the question of the execution
of the will, together with American au-
thorities bearing on the matter. He
then proceeded to argue that it had al-
ways been Alex. Dunsmuir’s intention to
do with his property as he ultimately did
do. Shortly afterwards an adjournment
was taken until tuis afternoon.

The public administrator is after the
California estate of James Dunsmauir-in
consequence of Judge Coffey’s decision
nullifying the probate in the Bay City.
In this connection the San Francisco
‘Chronicle of Tuesday last says:

“The filing yesterday of a petition by
Public Administrator Hynes for spe-
cial letters on Alexander Dunsmuir’s es-
tate is calculated to benefit Edna Wal-
lace Hopper, who is fighting James
Dunsmuir, former Premier of British
Columbia, for a share of the decedent’s
millions. The petition will be heard by
Judge Coffey. The' property belonging
to the estate which remains in this city
is supposed to be worth about $200,000.
James Dunsmauir, when he took charge
of the estate as exec®tor of the will, re-
moved about $700,000 worth of personal
property from  this state, it is said, to
avoid paying -the collateral inheritance
tax on it,

“If James Dunsmuir, who is named as
sole legatee in the will, besides being
executor, opposes Hynes’s applicatioq he
will have to file the original will hare,
under Judge Coffey’s recent decision.
Mrs. Hopper’s attorneys would like to
have the will filed here so that they
might attack it, no -doubt being felt by
them that it would be knocked out be-
cause of the testator’s unsoundness of
mind. It is supposed that James Duns-
muir prefers to keep the will out of this
jurisdiction as long as possible, and yet
he may not like to surrender the Cali-
f(larnia part of the estate without a sirug-
gle.

“He cannot secure letters of admin-
istration on the mere ground of his re-
lationship to the deceased, his mother
having the superior right under the law
here, and she is joined with Mrs. Hop-
per in opposing him a in favoring the
public administrater’s petition. Duns-
muir is now in a puzzling situation.

“The Supreme Court yesterday denied
the .petition’ for ‘an order setting #hside
the order denying the application for a
writ of prohibition in the  matter of
James Dunsmuir against Judge Coffey of
the Superior Court of this city.” .

Xesterday afternoon in the Full Court
here E. P. Davis, K.C., continued his
grgument, devoting his attention to show-
ing from the evidence that Alex, Duns-
muir always intended that his share
should go to James Dunsmuir.

Continuing his argumeni this morning,
Mr. Davis referred to the evidence of
Mamie Howe, in which witness referred to
the childish - condition of the late® Alex.
Dunsmuir, and to the little things that had
to be done to amuse him. Mr. Dunsmuir
appeared to her as weak minded. Going on
to refer to his habits of eating in July and
August, 1899, the witness stated that Mr.
Dunsmuir used to drop his food and soil his
clothes. In conmecétion with this statement
Mr. Davis said that he would show that
during this time Mr. Dunsmuir frequeatly
went to the city and dined at a hotel
known, he thought, as the Julian.  The
witness while saying that Mr. Dunsmuir
was Incoherent, admitted that at times he
could make himself understood in a childish
way.

Referring to Dr. Thorne’s evidence; Mr.
Davis pointed out that at times the entries
in that witness’s account books of his pro-
fessional visits to the Dunsmuir residence
were slightly confused. In April, 1899, there
had been one visit, and in June seven. In
1899 there had been no other doctor in at-
tendance’ after that. There had been a
prescription given in July, but no doctor
was in attendance in that month. In some
places in Dr. Thorne’s books the entries of
visits to Mr. Dunsmuir were confused with
those of the visits to Mrs. Dunsmuir,

Mr. Davis also pointedwout that the ex-
pert on Insanity had stated that in a case
of alcoholic dementia some permanent
change took place. But there *was no evi-
dence to prove that this change had taken
place in the case of Mr. Dunsmuir.

Mr. Chandler had sworn before the com-
mission in ’Frisco that he mnever knew
drink to affect the mind of Mr. Dunsmuir.

Mr. Davis then read from the testimony
of J. W. Harrison, A. W. Burns, Geo.
Fritch, Walter Young, E. M. Freeman, J,
T. Taylor, Mrs. Agnew, Dr. Davle, Dr.
Thorne, Mr. Pooley, Mr. Gillespie, Capt. J.
Freeman, A. L. Lindsay, Jas. Dunsmaulir,
F. ‘Bullen, Mr. Little and others, all of
whom had known the late Mr. Dunsmair for
many years, as well as in 1899. All stated
that they had not noticed a change in his
mental condition. b

There were two periods, said Mr. Davis,
that were Important, namely, that preced-
ing the signing of the will in 1898 and that
in 1899. The plaintiff’s evidence with
reference to Mr. Dunsmuir’s visit to Vie-
toria he did not care to speak of at any
particular length. Many of the witnesses
here could not have had a good opportunity
to see much of Mr. Dunsmuir, for it was the |
custom of the latter to get home late at
night.  With reference to the interview
which Mr. Burroughs had with Mr. Duns-
muir about the wine business, the latter
knew enough not to understand when he
had no desire to have anything to do with
the proposition. This was shown In his
conversation with Mr. Pooley next ‘day.

Mr. Davis then referred to the evidence
given by Mr. Palmer in"regard to the busi-
ness tramsaction ;in which Mr. Dunsmuir
had proved to be very clear headed and to
have given the proposition before them
considerable thought,

Mr. Davis was still continuing his re-
marks on Dr. Davie’s evidence when an ad-
journment ‘was taken by theycourt.

AUTOMOBILE RACING.
Definition of an. Amateur—Somé
Changes in Rules.

New York, April 7—The Times says:
“An amateur racing automobilist was
defined yesterday by the racing board of
the American Automobile Association-
This important definition, together with
several other revisions of the racing
rules, was afterward adopted by the
board of ‘directors of the ;association at
a regular meeting held in the rooms of
the Autenfobile Club of Ameriea in Fifth
avenue. The amateur definition which
has been awaited with a great deal of
interest is: ‘An amateur driver is (ne
who does not race for hire, or who is rot
actively engaged in the automobile trade,
or who does not gain his livelihood or
any part of it as a result of his racing.
or who has never been declared a profes-
sional by any sport governed body.’

“No effort 'was made to define a pro-
fessional. A strong protest was adopt-
ed, aimed at automobilists who enter
a race but who fails to appear. Here-
after those who can give no reason for
failing to take part in a race in which
theéy have catered will be liable to dis-
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qualification for future meets or will be
otherwise disciplined by the racing:

Coal Mines Regulations,

The debate was renewed on the third
reading of the bill to amend the Coal
Mines Regulation Act, and the amend-
ment moved hy R. Hall to the effect that
“‘Bank,” for the purposes of this aect,
shall mean the surface entrance to a
mine, ‘except in the case of a vertical
shaft, when it shall mean the foot of the
shaft.”

Harry Wright thought the bill a move
in the right direction.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite regretted that
this amendment had been introduced into
the legislature. ~Mr. Hall had said on
one occasion after the Premier spoke that
the voice had been the voice of the Pre-
mier, but the hand was that of the mem-
ber of Nanaimo. In retaliation « Mr.
Bawthornthwaite said that on this oc
casion the voice was the voice of Mr.
Hall, but the hand was that of James
Dunsmuir,

In reply to W. W. B. McInnes he said
that the two coal corporations on Van-
couver Island had represented that the
miners themselves did not want this 8-
bour day. This was a mistake. The
coal barons had used every effort to de-
feat this measure. . Attempts were made
by the companies in Nanaimo and Lady-
smith .to get the men to sign a resolu-
tion against this bill. It had been found
impossible to get these men in Nanaimo
to sign such a-resolution.

Conditiong ‘had changed in Nanaimo
since 8. M. Robins passed out of the
control. Mr. Robins had been an ideal
mine manager. But within the last year
conditions had changed. The mines had
passed into the hands of Americans. Now
an ordering, thin-lipped labor skinner
controlled the mines.

When the miners refused to sign the
petition, the board of trade, controlled by
about a dozen contemptible, miserable
merchants who got large prices for the
goods provided to the miners, sent a
dilapidated delegation to Victoria to urge
against the passing of this bill. Mr.
Stockett had written to the Premier, if
not demanding, urging the need of de-
feating this bill,

In spite of the protest of Mr. Stockett
the Western Federation of Miners at
Nanaimo endorsed this bill introduced by
himself (Mr, Hawthornthwaite). But the
Mine Workers’ Union, an old conserva-
tive organization, also had a branch in
Nanaimo, and it opposed the bill also.

With respect to the threat of closing
the mines at Ladysmith, Mr. Haw-
thornthwaite said that that report had
been circulated by the Western Fuel
Company. James Dunsmuir never
signed a telegram saying he would close
the mines. Mr. Dunsmuir was not fool
enough for that. :

If this amendment of Mr., Hall came

"into effect it would discriminate against

the Crow’s Nest  Pass Coal Company,
which was at the present time handicap-
ped by having to sell coal at $2 a ton at
the pit head.

The Vancouver Island, Collieries were
behind the time with respect to machin-
ery. If instead of a single deck cage a
three or four deck cage was used the men
could be taken down in one-quarter of
the time now occupied.

The object of this amendment was to
destroy the &ct. It would call for an
inspector at the foot of every shaft. The
danger to miners began as soon as they
entered the shaft. James Dunsmuir was

.an unhappy man to-day, and no wonder.

Mboney made by the uunecessary slaugh-
ter of men in the mines could not bring
a blessing.

This bill would not wretard -capitalist
development. It would aid it. The mine
owners would introduce more modern
machinery in consequence.

W. W. B. Mclnnes said that he wished
to correct some of the misrepresentations
made by Mr. Hawthornthwaite with re-
spect to the people of Nanaimo and the
Board of Trade of that city.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite raised a point of
order that Mr. Meclnnes had already
spoken. i

Mr. McInnes wanted to know if there
was no way of replying to this. He
wanted to ask the member for Nanaimo
if he was aware that the “dilapidated
delegation” from Nanaimo contained the
Conservative candidate at the last elec-
tion, Mr. Haslam, who had been the
Conservative member in pdrliament, and
Mr. Johnson, a prominent Conservative
there?

Mr. Hawthornthwaite called attenticn
to the fact that Mr. Young, the Liberal
candidate for Comox, was also: a mem-
ber of the delegation.

Mr. MeclInnes said Mr. Young had otLer
business in the city. Vi

W. Davidson spoke in favor of the bill ]
and against,the amendment. * ¢
J. A. Macdonald- contended that the
mine owners should have protested last
year when the act first came up. *This
bill this year was really giving efféct
to last year's legislation and the Hofise
should not be asked to undo last -yo@¥'s
work. Even if one mine was affected
this was not a sufficient reason for un-
doing the act of last year. It appeared
that that company could overcome this
by introducing differnt machinery.

A vote being taken the ameridment of
Mr. Hall wag defeated by a vote of 20
to 15, and the bill passed its third read-
ing.

Provision is made also as in the Do-
minion act for right of way across crown
lands. The Lieut.-Governer in eouncil is
also empowered to grant right of way
through crown lands to power companies.

He recognized that in
the sections of the country where = the
timber was scattered that something
should be done to aid these men.

Tis*bill was not introduced in the in-
terests of the bona fide mill men. It
was for the speculators. He had seem a
map of thousands of acres of‘land taken
up under the licenses issued last year.
Those holding the licenses were peddling
them ‘about in cities ' of the United
States, knowjing that leglslation was to
be infroduced along the lines of this bill.

W.'J. Bowser favored the bill.

Hon. R, F. Green said that the timber
laws of British Columbia had not heen
satisfactory for years. There were two
systems in force for taking up timber
lands, This bill had been hefore the gov-
ernment for a long time, and had been
given careful consideration, and he de-
fied any member to say-itWas not a good
bill.

T. W. Paterson said he was not in
favor of a 21-year lease. He thought
the bil} was a move in the right direc-
tion.

John Oliver called attention to the fact
that sworn affidavits had been placed in
his hands in which the' policy of the gov-
ernment by this bill had been outlined
long before the House met.

and also a royalty of two and one-half
cents per barrel, containing thirty-five
imperial gallons, on all crude petroleum
raised or gotten from any lands ac-
quired under the provisions of this act,
or under the provisions of the ‘Coal
Mines Act’: Provided, however, that no
royalty shall be reserved ‘on waste pro-
ducts which cagnot be made merchant-
able by manufacture into coke or other
product having a' market value.”

The Finance Minister said this was to
place dross subject to a royalty when
it was used for the manufacture of coke,
the same as coal was used.

Mr. Macdonald thought it would lead
to an increased taxation from 10 cents
to 18 cents on coal used in coke manu-
facture.

Mr. Brown pointed out that the mines
of the Crow’s Nest Coal Company work-
ed under the disadvantage of having to
pay a five-cent royalty which the Van-
couver Island mines did not pay. The

additional tax on them might lead to
an increase in the price of coke, and in
turn higher charges to mining companies
for .emelting. He advocated leaving this
section out for this year, until it could
be more carefully considered.

All the (-:m.nm{\: buildings are upy and
most of the machinery already installed.
Men are busy on this wiork. It is the
intention to have in this cannery one of
the most complete and up-to-date: plants
of its kind on the coast. Nearly every-
thing about a cannery .is done by ma-
chinery these days. By means of an
adjustable elevator, the salmon will he
hoisted from the scows on which they
are brought from the traps to the can-
fiery floor. This floor is 25 by 80 feet.
The salmon are then cleaned on a loug
table, separating this from other depart-
ments. From the table the salmon, are
placed in tanks and thoroughly ecleaned
before passing into big jaw-shaped
knives. Cans are filled and in turn these
are weighed, capped, crimped and solder-
ed. Then the fish are cooked, and going
through several more processes are test-
ed again and the cans washed off, piled
away and later are ready for the labels.

The main building. is of course the
cannery. It faces the water with a
frontage of 240 feet, and a depth of 80
feet. A wing adjoins 50 by 140 feet.
This, like all the other buildings connect-
ed, are constructed of wood, and are
most-substantial, Plenty of air and light
are provided, there being no part of the
big building that does not admit of both
in abundance. Convenient to the can-
nery are a Chine#e house, which will ae-
commodate 150 Celestials, a mess house
and charcoal house. Nearby, two scows
are about ready for launching. Another
has already been givea the water, and it
is the intention of the management to
have five in all. These are good si
craft; they are intended for tendering en
the cannery and traps.

The amount of labor that has been put
rin on the new caanery site shows how
unostentatiously, and at the same time
how rapidly the owners have been ad-
vancing the work. The whole will repre-
sent a very large present outlay, but is
not all that is contemplated in connection
with this important business:  In the
Straits, on the southern shore ofzthis Isl-
aund, five traps are to be . constructed,
which ‘wilk bg ready for service this year.

Captain Matthewg, who is to have
charge of these traps, left on Thursday
for Sooke harbor. He took with him 22
men and an ontfit to. begin the erection
of the traps, and ‘the work will be car:
ried through to completion by the time
the fishing season begins in Jaiy.

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INDICATING MISHAP
OF A SERIOUS KIND

Canoes, Topmast, Spears and Dried Sal-
mon Have Been Cast by
The Sea.

(From Yesterday's Second Edition.)

Clayoquot Indians report having pick-
ed up eight canoes, the topmast of a
schooner, some spears and dried salmon
between Nootka and Ahousaht. Near
Clo'oose a lot of broken boxes have been
found. Camphor wood knees have come
ashore, and the Times correspondent on
the coast believes that a small vessel has
been wrecked, probably the Jap sealer
that recently made her appearance at
Clayoquot.

Judging from the  location in which
these knees have been found and the f@ct
that they ave counstructed of camphor“
wood, it is reasonable to suppose that
this wreckage belongs to the schooner
Penelope, which was lost in Clallam Bay
over a year ago, and which has lately
been breaking up and drifting across, the
Straits to Vancouver Island. Part of the
wreckage, the Times has heretofore been
enabled to identify, and there can be lit-
tle doubt but that the Clo’oose wreckage
now found belongs also to the Penelope.

But the news about the finding of eight
canoes, the topmast of ja schooner,
spears and dried salmon arouses the
gravest apprehension for the safety of
all the sealing fleet operating off the
coast. The report does not necessarily
mean that a schooner has been complete-
1y wrecked, but suggests at least that her
top hamper has been swept away to-
gether with everything moveable on deck.
A vessel, which would sustain such a
loss, wouid be serichsly crippled;and
wholly handicapped for further oper-
ations.

The Times has asked for further infor-
mation regarding the wreckage, but it is
possible this may not be obtainable until
the return of the steamer Queen City.
There is a big fleet of local sealers work-
ing off Vancouver Island, which have
now not quite a month in which to hunt,
providing they do mnot cross to Copper
Island. The sealing season on the coast
expires with this month, and then all but
the vessels mentioned will be returning
to port. If any should have beendis-
masted and had their decks swept in the
manner indicated or if any met ‘with still
greater misfortune, the accident must
have occurred in March, for it was to-
wards the end of that month that the
weather was worst.

The wreckage refervred to must have
just recently come ashore, for the Queen
City on her return from Ahousaht last
week brought no news of any having
drifted in from sea up till that time,

Advices to the Times from Clayoquot
on Friday state that Nootka Indians
confirm the report that a quantity of
wreckage came ashore there April 2nd,
which comprises the following: Hight
canoes, partly breken; one topmast; part
of a house, copper painted; one door; two
boxes, dried salmon, onions, carriots, and
a barrel of beef.

This flotsam undoubtedly ecame from a
recent wreck, and <while the broken
canoes could only come from a sealer,
there is no house as a rule on such a
vessel, unless the galley be construed as
one. Furthermore, the copper paint, re-
ferred to, which is probably of a brown
color, does not lead to the identifieation
of the wrecked vessel as being a local
sealer. The galleys on the schooner fleet,
operated out of this port, are generally
white.

The canoes, it has been-suggested, may
have been those swept from the deck of
Capt. Victor Jacobsen’s schooner Eva
Marie, previously reported, and it is pos-
sible that they would come ashore at the
same time and place as the other flotsam.

That they should be found with a top-
mast and other wreckage, however, looks
bad. One navigator said this morning
that he believed the topmast belonged
to the Penelope, and he explained how
it was that the remains of this vessel
should be éarried across the Straits in
the mn,r it has been. Along the Am-
erican sHore “he said the current runs
out for a couple of hours after:the flgod
tide sets in on the Vancouver Island
snore. The wreckage ones getting adrift
would therefore be carried seaward until
it met the flood tide, which carried it
back onto the Island coast.

A NEW HATCHERY

WILL BE PROCEEDED

WITH IN NEAR FUTURE
)

At Rivers Inlet - Dominion Government

Is Now Making Arrangements—
Description of Establishment.

(From, Saturday’s Daily.)
F. H. Cunningham, superintendent of

, fish culture for the Dominion, is in the

city making final arrangements for the
erection of a large breeding establish-
ment at McTavish creek, Owekano lake,
Rivers Inlet. This site was decided
upon after having been ingspected by sev-
eral local officials of the federal govern-
ment, who unanimousiy considered that
it was the best available, and afforded
all requisite facilities for fish cuiture.

Mr. Cunningham +was seen -at the
Driard this morning by a Times reporter
and gave some intéresting information
concerning the new.--establishment. ‘It
was expected, he said, that the parent
fish could be secured in the main river
and the lake. The building will be 150
feet long by 40 feet wjide. The lower
part will be occupied by the hatchery,
and the upper section will be divided in-
to a store room and living apartments for
the employees. Wm. Roxburgh has been
appointed officer in charge, and he will
make a splendid man for the position. He
has had long experience at government
and other fish breeding institutions, hav-
ing spent many years in British Colum-
bia, including a period on the Skeena, and
is thoroughly conversant with the needs
and requirements of that locality.

The hatchery will contain 80 troughs,
each of which will be 32 feet long and
accommodating about 20 hatching
baskets. The whole building will afford
capacity for incubating 20,000,000
salmon eggs. A small steam launch will
be taken to the scene for the purpose
of collecting the eggs and performing
any other service for which a steamer of
this kind can be utilized. Arrangements
are now being made for the immediate
construction of the building in order that,
if possible, hatching operations may be
commenced this season, if not to the full
capacity to as great a degree as circum-
stances will permit. When the building
is completed and in proper rumning or-
der, Mr. Cunningham says, five men will
be employed all the year round, and at
intervals the staff will be increased in
accordance ‘with local conditions.

Mr. Cunningham, says that the fish
breeding service is being extended to all
portions of the Dominion. In British
Columbia to-day are three large hatcher-
ies in full operation under the control of
the Dominion government, wfhile there is
another large one at Seton lake, under
the direction of the provincial authori-
ties. Moreover the federal government
has under construction a large hatchery
on . Birkenhead river, at Pemberton
Meadows, and contemplates the erection
of two large establishments on the upper
Skeena and at Alberni; which ‘will be
undertaken as soon as suitable sites are
decided upon. The Dominion govern-
ment, in locating these hatcheries in Brit-
ish Columbia. is anxious to procure sites
that are in every way suitable to local
requirements. The hatchery commenced
on Harrison lake last Septembper is
completed, and is one of the best institu-
tions in Canada to-day. It is equipped
with an electric light plant, fire fighting
apparatus, and every appliance which
goes te make a modern establishment.

The sporting fraternity will be interest-
ed to learn that a supply of ‘Atlantic
salmon eggs were brought by Mr. Cun-
ningham from the fish breeding establish-
ment on the Restigouche river, in New
Brunswick. and laid down in the Fraser
river hatchery, where they will be hatch-
ed out. These eggs are in an eyed con-
dition, and the bulk of them will be
ready for distribution about the middle
of May. Some of these fish will be held
over in the ponds of the hatchery and
distributed later in the year, when they
attain some size. They should be a de-
cided aecquisition to the waters of British
Columba, as they will take the fly. The
department is’ o be complimented upen
its efforts to supply-the waters of the
province with such a fine variety of the
finny tribe. The fish will be distributed
in the Courtenay, Qualicum, Cowichan
and Englishmen’s rivers.

It will be seen by the practical way in
which the department is dealing wi#h this
important matter of British Columbia
fisheries that the federal members for
the various constituencies are impressing
upon the authorities the fullpeeds of the
coast province in this- particular. Mr.
Sloan, in whose constituency is situated
the hatchery under construction at
Rivers Inlet, deserves the greatest credit

MERCHANIS OPPOSE
THE LEGISLATION

REGULATING HOURS
OF BUSINESS HOUSES

Will Urge Members of Legislature to
Defeat Measure Introduced by J.
H. Hawthernthwaite.

Victoria tradesmen strongly disapprove
of the act to amend the *“Shops’ Regula-
tion. Act, 1900,” introduced : into . the
legislature - by J. H. Hawthornthwaite,
Socialist member for Nanaimo. It pro-
vides for the compulsory closing of
stores at 6 o’clock in the afternoon on
each day except Saturday, when they
may remain open until- 9 o’clock. The
clauses dealing with this compulsery
closing idea are as follows:

All or any classes of shops shall be closed
and remain closed after six o’clock in the
afternoon on each and every day of the
week, except Saturday, and on Saturdays
after nine o’clock in the afternmoon.

On one day, other than Sunday, in each
and every week all or any classes of shops
shall be closed and remain closed after one
o’clock in the afternoon. o

One hour for the noonday meal shall be
allowed each day for each and every e
ployee, and one hour for another or evenin

than seven o'clock in the afternoon.

Shops shall not be opened on the follow-
ing days, namely: New Year's Day, Christ-
mas Day{ Easter Monday, May Day.

A feature of this legislation is the fact
that should it be passed it practically
takes away from the city council the dis-
cretionary power to regulate the closing
of shops by by-law, and issues the man-
date itself. It means that mno matier
what the conditions of trade may be the
shops must be closed one-half day each
week, and also on the hours specified in
the amendment. The half day must be
on some other day than Saturday becdanse
the proposed legislation permitg. the
stores to remain open on Saturday until
9 o’clock p. m. There is no allowance
made for the fact that before holidays
trade is usually greater than at amy
other time, and that it is necessary to
