SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., Nov. 14— 
The Chronicle says today :

“A new Investigation is progressing 
In the course of developments In the lo­
cal graft scandal. It now appears that 
many suftis of money, large and small, 
sent from different states to San Fran­
cisco for the relief of the earthquake 
and fire sufferers, never reachd the re­
lief committee. Some of these amounts 
which aggregated a large sum, were 
mailed to the care of Mayor Schmitz. 
F. J. Henry, Detective Wm. Burns and 
about 100 government agents have been 
making an Investigation. President 
Roosevelt Is the moving spirit behind 
the Inquiry and he declares that no 
man guilty of diverting the relief shall 
escape justice. The cases come within 
the jurisdiction of the federal author­
ities because of interstate character 
of postal service, which It is alleged 
was criminally tampered with.

A considerable sum of money was 
also sent through the express compan­
ies and Wells-Fargo express, which 
companies are now investigating the 
disappearance of $10,580 sent in one 
package from the citizens of Search­
light, Nevada, which the relief com­
mittee say they never received, and 
which the company says was delivered 
to the representative to whom it was 
addressed.

The crime of forgery is said to be in­
cluded offenses of the raiders of the 
relief contributions. It is said that in 
aggregate the stealings will amount to 
a million dollars.

ж D L. MONAHAN,r From the laboratory of the Inland 
Revenue department there has Just 
been issued an exhaustive report on 
the subject of food preservatives, pre­
pared with a view towards definite 
legislation on this subject. The an­
alyst, A. McGill, describes the re­
result of his researches In a very mod­
est manner, and goes on to point out 
the difficulties appearing on all sides 
to the proposed legislation. He ex­
presses regret that the desire on the 
part of the press is to create a sensation 
in this matter, and states that newspa­
pers have for a time been quite hys­
terical over it. The subject Is one 
which demands Immediate attention 
and study, but Mr. McGill utters a 
word of caution against impetuous and 
indiscriminating action.

was further stated that her Income was 
$600,000 a year.

Immediately after the marriage the 
couple left the United States for 
France, where the extravagant manner 
in which they lived attracted consider­
able attention. About five years after 
the marriage the Count and Countess 
were reported to be financially embar­
rassed, it being alleged that the Count 
had already spent about $7,000,000 of his 
wife's money. An adjustment of their 
affairs became necessary, and consider­
able litigation followed, with the result 
that the Gould family intervened, and 
the income of the Countess was cut 
down to $200,000.

On February 5 of the present year 
the Countess entered a plea for divorce 
before Judge Ditte in the court of First 
Instance of the Seine, and he, in con­
formity with the French law, endeav­
ored to arrange a reconciliation before 
allowing a definite suit to proceed. The 
efforts to reconcile the couple were un­
successful and sensational reports were 
circulated regarding the Count’s con­
duct.

the court to be without foundation in 
law and was rejected. The only point 
decided in the Count's favor is the im­
position of an inhibition of the Count­
ess to take the children out of France 
without their father's consent.

The court appointed the president of 
the Chamber of Nataries to liquidate 
the affairs of the husband and wife.

The judgment was given with costs 
against the Count. The decree, the 
reading of which hardly consumed five 
minutes, was delivered by the judge 
slowly and hardly audibly to the crowds 
filling the court room. Many women 
climbed the chairs in vain efforts to 
hear the decision and when they were 
aware that a divorce was granted they 
seemed actually to resent the loss of 
a public case at which people of social 
life would be compelled to testify.

Anna Gould, the youngest daughter 
of the late Jay Gould, was married to 
Count Ernest Boniface De Castellane, 
the eldest son of the Marquis de Cas­
tellane, at the New York home of her 
brother, George J. Gould, March 4, 
1896, the late Archbishop Corrigan of­
ficiating.

PARIS, Nov. 14.—'The tribunal of first 
Instant of the Seine, Judge Ditte pre­
siding, at noon today granted a divorce 
to the Countess De Castellane (former­
ly Anna Gould) and gave her the cus­
tody of her children, who, however, 
will not be allowed to be taken from 
Francè without the consent of their fa­
ther, Count Boni De Castellane. The 
end of the famous case came suddenly. 
The court brushed aside the demand of 
the Count’s lawyers for an examina­
tion of the witnesses, and, as anticipat­
ed, the public prosecutor did not ask to 
be heard. Directly the court assem­
bled Judge Ditte handed down the 
judgment, which is a sweeping victory 
for the Countess, the custody of her 
children, the Count being allowed only 
the usual rights to see them and share 
in the control of their education, which 
was not contested. The Count is given 
the right to see the children at stated 
periods at the home of their grandmo­
ther and to keep them a month annu­
ally during the holidays. The Count’s 
demand of an alimentary allowance 
of $50,000 annually was pronounced by
