AMERICANS VICTORIOUS,

United States Troops Lost T;enty Killed
. and Sixty-one Wounded.

Report of Gen. Otis as to Progress of His
Army.

MANILA, March 28, 9 p. ‘m.—Gen.
MacArthur and his army are resting |
on the plain beyond Marilan, and
three days scrambiing ' in' the brush,
fording rivers and charging trenches
in (the blazing sun. “The men are tired
but ‘are in spiendid spirit. :
MANILA, March 23, 9 p. m.—~The

neers 'are ‘tepairing br%gea.*me
rebels having  fafled to deéstroy = the
Iron’  work, and the railroad is kept'
busy “hurrying supplies ‘to the front.

The country to Maloles is level, with
occasional streams and patches of
wood, but thece is no more jungle.
The American troops ‘will advance at
daylight, * taking four days’ rations
with them, and having two hundred
rounds of amnrunition in' their belts.
They expect to take Bocavo, on the
railroad ‘to the east of Bulacan, to-
morrow. It is a difficult ' position,
protected by streams. '

The American is about 1200 yards
from that of the reébels. Desultory
shots were exchanged today.

The American reports show twenty
.en were killed and’ sixty-one woun-
ded on' the United States side yester-
day..” The Dakota hegiment lost. ‘ten
men’ killed and  had ' thirty-seven
wounided. -According to prisonérs in
the hands ‘of ithe Americans, 'Aguth-
aldo’s generals, Garcia,’” Tofreo and
facheeo, were with the Filipino army
yesterday and ‘drove " ‘their followers
into the first: aggressive .demonstra-
tion. The rebels attempted to charge
across the ' plain east of  the rafl-
road, but the Americans charged “t6
meet them. and the Filipinos bolted
afiter a few. shots, leaving several men
killed on the fielid.

The Filipino prisoners. further -de-
clare, thaft, the rebels have lost 'all
taste for fighting and their. officers
have o0 keep them in line by beating
them with swords,

One of the most briliant and cost-
liest achievements of the campaign |
was the charge of Major Howard's
battalion acress the river. ~Advancing:
at the double, they - found: the river
beneath them and splashed - . across
with a yell, swimming and wading
with bullets splattering in the water,
and rushed upon the rebsl trenches.:
Ten men ~were  killad and ‘eleven
wounded in the charge. ; :
/At the capture of Marilao there were
s3veral incidents showing tbe bravery
of the troops. Some Filipinos were
entrenched on am island im a bend of
the river. The Americans approached
in g fimiangular = formation, with the
third artillery in the apex and the
Kansas and Penmsylvania regiments
forming the siles. Col. Funston call-
ed for volunteers to swim the river.
Two men crossed urder fire and’ se-
cured materials with which a cross-
ing was eventually offécted.

Located.

Portions of the Vessel Brought to the |
Surface by Fishing Schooners.

BOSTON, Ma.mh 28.—In ' hauling
her trawls in Massachusetts bay yes-
terday,  ithe crew of the fishing sch.

W. A. Keating, in one of the dories,
found that he had an exceedingly
heavy weight on his line, and succeed-
ad fn bringing to the surface what
he Mhought to be a part of the pilot
house of some vessel. It was too
heavy for him to get into His dory,
and so he broke off a_part of an elec-
tric light fixture, which wass attached
to it, and let the balance sink back to
the bottom.
