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ST. PETERSBURG'S STREETS
RUNNING WITH BLOOD.

Hundreds of Striking

Workmen, Women and

Children Shot by the Gzar's Troéns---
Further Trouble Feared Today.

8T. PaTERSBURG, Jan. 22.—This
has Deen a day of unspeallbdle horror
in 8t. Petersburg. The strikers of yes-

M}r goaded to desperatioh by a day
of vtolance fury and bloodshed are in
a state ot open insurrection against
the government. A condition almost
bordering on civil war exists.in the
terror-stricken Russian capital. The
city #8 under martial law, with Prifice
Vasilchikoff as commander of over
fifty thousand of the emperor’s crack
guards. Troops are bivouacking in the
str2ets tonight, and at various places
on fhe Nevsky Prospect, the main thor-
oughfare of the city. On the island of
Vaseili Ostrov and in the industrial
sections, infuriated men have thrown
up bsitricades, which they are holding.

EMPRESS SOUGHT REFPUGE.

The empress dowager has hastily
sought safety at the Tsarske Selo,
where Emperor Nicholas II, is living.

WOMEN SHOT DOWN.

Minister of the Interior Sviatopolk-
Mirsky presented to his majesty last
night the invitation of the workmen
to appear at the Winter Palace this
afternoon and receive their petition,
but the emperor's advisers already had
taken a deecision to show a firm and
resolute fromt and the emperor's ans-
'wer to the 100,000 workmen “trying to
make their way to the palace square
today vas a solid array of troops who
met them with rifle, bayonet and sabre.
The priest Gopon, the leader and idol
of the men, in his golden vestments
‘holding 'aloft the cross and marching
at the head of thousands ef workmen
through the Narva Gate, miraculously
escaped a volley which laid low half a
hundred persoms. The figures of the
total” number killed or wounded ‘here,
at the Moscow Gate ,at varfous bﬂdges
and islands at the ‘Wl.nter Paldce vary.
The' best estimate is five shundr
though there are exaggerated figures
placing the number as high as five
thousand. Many men were accompan-
ied by their wives and children and in
the confusion, which left no time for
discrimination, the latter shared the
fate of the men. The troops, with
the exception of a single regiment,
which is reported to have thrown dewn
thelr arms, remained loyal and obeyed
orders. But the blood which crimson-
ed the snow has fired the brains and
passions of the strikers and turned wo-
men as well as men into wild beasts;
and the cry of the infuriated populace
is for vengeance.

MOVEMENT WAS WBLL TIMED,

The sympathy of the middle class
fe with the workmen.

If Father Gopon, the master mind
of the movement, aimed at open revo-
lution, he managed the affair like a
genius to break the faith of the peo-
ple in ‘*‘the little father,” who they
were convinced, and whom Father
Gopon had taught them to believe,
would right their wrongs and redress
their grievances.

Gorky, the Russian novelist, ex-
presses the opinion that today’s work

“EMPEROR MAY LOSE HIS HEAD.”

The military authorities had a firm
grip on every artery im the city. At
daybreak guards, regiments, calvalt‘}'
and infantry held every bridge aoross
the frozen Neva, the network of canals
whieh interlaces the city and the gates
leading from the industrial . section,
while in the palace square, as the
storm centre, were massed dragoon
regiments, infantry and Cossacks of
guards. Barred from the bridges and
gates, men, women and children cross-
ed the frozem river and-canals on the
ice by twos and threes, hurrying to
the palace square, where they were
sure the emperor would-be present to
hear them. But the street approaches
to the square were cleared by volleys
and Cossack charges. Men and wo-
men, infuriated to frenzy by the loss
of loved ones, cursed the soldiers, while
they retmeated. Men . harangued the
crowds, telling them that the emperor
had failed them and that the time had
come to act. Men began to build bar-
‘ricades in the Nevsky Prospect and at
other points, using any material that
¢ame to hand, and even chopping down
telegraph poles.

A member of the emperor’'s house-
hold is quoted as saylng poday that
this cenflict will end the war with
Japan and that Russia will have a
constitution or Emperor Nicholas will
lose his head.

INCITING THE POPULACHE.

‘With darkness it was feared the mob
might begin to loot and pillage, and
even burn, but beyond the breaking of
a few windows in the Nevsky Prospect
and the pillaging of fruit shops, little
disorder “was reported. ‘Most of the

| ple’s palace, which was open, two lib-
erals attempted to harangue the audi-
ence, proposing at the close that thy
audience testify to their sympathy
with their fallen brothers. 'The ora-
tors were promptly arrested, but the
audience walked out.

By midnight the sound of filzing had
ceased except on Vassili Ostrov Is-
land, where the troops met a renewed
demonstration with several volleys. In
the meantime the strike leaders as-
sembled and decided to cemtinue the
struggle with arms. No day was fixed
for the next demonstration. The strik-
ers are so excited, however, that trou-
ble is expected to result tomorrow. '

NOVELIST SPEAKS.

At a big meeting tonight the foliow-
ing message from M. Gorky, the no-
velist, was read :

“Beloved assoclates—We have no
emperor. Innocent blood lies between
him and the people. Now begins the
people’s struggle for freedom. May it
prosper. My blessing upon you all.
Would I might be with you tonight;
but I have much to do.”

A workman, who was instructed to
speak in Father Gopen’s name, made
a flery speech. He appealed to lib-
erals to furnish arms. The meeting
adopted a letter denouncing the offi-
cers and regiments that fired on the
workmen and another letter extoiling

the Moscow regiment which refused
to fire.

FATHER GOPON'S LETTER.

The workmen tonight were arming
with every available weapon for & re-
newal of the struggle tomorrow. They
have few firearma, but are improvising
trade implements into weapons.

The folicwing is the text of a letter
addressed by Father Gopon to BFm-
peror Nicholas last night:

“Sovereign—I fear your ministers

the situation. The whole people, trust-
ing in you, have resolved to appear at
the winter palace at 2 p. m. in order
to inform you of their needs. If, vac-
cillating, you do not appear before the
people, then the moral bonds between
You and the people who trust you will
disappear, becavse innoeent blood will
flow between you and the people. Ap-
Pear tomorrow befora your people and
recelve our address of devotion in a
courageous spirit. 1 am the represent-
ative of labor, and my brave working-
men and comrades guarantee the in-
violability of your person.”

LIKE ANGRY HORNETS.

ST. PETERSBURG, Jan. 23, 2.30 a.
m.—The Associated Presg correspond-
ent was present when the first barri-
cades were constructed on Vassili Os-
tov Island, where fighting occurred

of the defenders of the barricades. The
strikers, driven from the river~front,
had gathered in front of the Wnaion
headquarters out of sight of the sold-
fers. Buzszing like a nest of angry hor-
nets, a hundred men, branished hand-
less sabre blades, secured from some
Junk shop, which were the only wea-
spons seen in the hands of the strikers
during the day. Others swarmed up
poles and cut down telegraph, tele-
phone and electric light wires, which
they strung from lamp peost to lamp
post across the street to break up
charzes of cavalry. At first none of
the leaders seemed to have any plans.
Suddenly two men appeared carrying
ladders, and others pushed up with
more ladders, timber and lumber from
incomplete . butldings and with old
sleighs. In the twinkling of an eye a
substantial barricade had been con-
structed, bound together with wires
and ropes.. On thig water was poured
which immediately froze. As a last
contribution Christmas trees were add-
ed to the pile and the crowd rushed
to repeat the process at the other end
of the block. .

Meanwhile others were bringing on
brick and breaking them for missiles.
When the troops advanced the strikers
lined the barricades and offered what
vesistance they ceuld, but while half of
ithe infantry rested their ifles on a bar-
ricade and volleyed, the others demol-
isked the obstruction and marched over
tHe street. which was then encumber-
bed with fifty dead or wounded and the
snow which was crimsoned with human
blood.

EDITORIAL COMMENT.

LONDON, Jan. 23.—Such phrases as
these, extracted from editorial articles
in the Loondon morning newspapers suf-
flciently indicate the opinion held here
of yesterday’s events in St. Petersburg.

“Revolt has been quelled, but revelu-
tion: begun.”

“The bureaucracy has declared its
policy; it is the policy of Bla:ovest-
chsnk—massacre.”

“The inevitable reaction has ‘begun
ang with it-a new chapter in° Russia's
history and probably also in the his.
‘tory of BEurope and Asia.”

‘“The  revolutionary movement in
Russia has received its baptism of
bloed, its crown of martyrdom.”

“Is there a Mirabeau or even a Dan-
ton in Russia today?”

‘““A very grave resp ibility lles to-
day at the door of the Ozar, who has
failed to grasp his unique opportun-
ity

“The ‘Little Father’ hag become the
murderer of his people, and it remains
with him to save the country from dis-
aster. Even at the eleventh hour he
may do so, but only by recognizing
that autocraey has gone forever.”

It is pointed out that the fate of
Russia does.not depend upon the peo-
ple of St. Petersburg alone, but on the
masses throughout the eountry, and it
is considered that the events of recent
months, connected with the agitatien
for constitutional reform, sufficiently
attest the people’s temper.

Some of our special despatches from
St. Petersburg this morning comment
upon the unexpectedly determined at-
titude displayed by the Russian work-
men yesterday as revealing a new
phase in the character of the patient
masses,

Many special correspondents give
extravagant reports. For instance the
correspondent of the Daily Mail says
that 20,000 peeple from Xolpino were
met at the Moscow arch on the con-
fines of St. Petersburg with six vol-
leys, and that a thousand fell dead
and 1,500 woumnded. Other correspond-
ents state that the workmen have pro-
claimed their intention to attack pri-
vate property and that the Minister
of the Interior Sviatopolk-Mirsky has
consented to recelve a deputation of
workmen todey. ;

‘Whilst many estimate the casualties
at anywhere near 2,000 killed and 5,000
wounded, there is everywhere conclu-
sive evidence of the impossibility of
yet estimating with any degree of ex-
actitude. ]

A DRAMATIC SCENE.

S8T. PETERSBURG, Jan. 22.—There
was a very dramatic scene at the
Narva gate when Father Gopon in
golden vestments and bearing aloft an
ikon and flanked by two clergymen
carrying religious banners, approached
at the head of a procession of eight
thousand workmen. Troops were
drawn up across the entrance. Sev-
eral times an officer called upon the
procession to stop,sbut Father Gopon
did not falter. Then an order was
given to fire, first with blank cart-
ridges. Two volleys rang out, but the
line still did not waver. Then, with
seeming reluotance, an officer gave
the command to lead with ball, and
the next volley was followed by
shrieks and cries of the wounded. As
the Cossacks followed up the volley
with a charge, the workmen fled be-
fore them, leaving about 100 dead or
wounded. It wasg evident that the sol-
Qiers deliberately  spared Father
Gopon. One of the clergymen by his
side was wounded, but he escaped un-
touahed and hid behind a wall until
the Cossaels passed and he was then
spivited away by the workmen.

RABBI BABINOWITZ ARGUES
CHANCES ON BOTH SIDES.

Rabbi Rabinowitz speaking to the
Sun last night in regard to the Rus-
sian uprising, said that in Russia there
is a small class of very highly educat-
ed people, who have attained their
education in foreign countries. In
Russia education is very limited and
surrounded with great hardships. Am-
bitious young people cannot get their
education in Russia and have to go to
foreign cities—Paris, Berlin, Strauss-
burg, etc. While at these great cen-
tres of learning they imbibe a spirit of
freedom and & love for representative
institutions. These new ideas they
carry back to Russia and try to dis-
seminate them among the people.
These are the seeds of a great revolu-
tion that must sweep over Russia, and
the sooner it comes the better for the
Russian people and the world.

Russia is divided into two great
classes—a highly educated and a gross-
ly ignorant class. It is the educated
class that is making the trouble in
Russia now. These people are simply
fighting for responsible government.
They are in no way connected with the
anarchists or the soclalists. They
have the best interests of Russia at
heart and are sacrificing thelr lives
for the cause which they know to be
the enlightenment and uplifting of the
country. It is one thing to revoit and
it is another thing to revolutionize a
country. This revolution. has but
slight chance of success. There are
several reasons why they will likely
end in failure.’ Russia has a clase of
fighting men who will always stand
by the government. That is the Cos-
sacks. They, are’a privileged class, are
given government lands, and buildings
are erected for them. After serving
forty years, unless sooner set aside for
physical defeet, they retire. They are
kept in the grossest ignorance and
xvill stand by the Czar through every-
thing. In them the government has a
great safeguard. There is another
class, the gendarmes, who will stand
by the Czar at all hagards. These are
very numerous and are scattered all
over Russia: - Théy are a sort of mili-
tary police and are in every town.
They carry on a system of espion&ge
unparalleled. in any country. They
are highly paid and are highly privi-
leged.

‘Another reason why the revolt will
likely be unsuccessful is that Russia
it not centralized as France was. In
France, to conquer Paris was to con-
quer France. This is not- the case in
Russia. The revolution might suc-
ceed in one place, but it will have to
fight the same fight in every city of
Russia. On the other hand there are
influences which will largely contrib-
ute to the success of the revolution.
The present uprising is a result of
economic conditions. The war with
Japan has caused great industrial de-
pression in Russia. The Czar is a very
weak man, and a despotism like that
of Russia must have a strong man as
the despot. The unpopularity of the
war will contribute largely to the suc-
cess of the revolution. The flower of
the Russian army is away fighting at
present. The agitators have taken ad-
vantage of this, but the govermment
would not hesitate to cail back the
army and end the war if necessary.
The bureaucracy would sacrifice its
country to selfish ends. The revolu-
tionists do not seem to be well organ-
ized, although they are an organized
body and extend all over Russia. One
of the greatest dangers is from the
San Culottes. This wretched class is
always looking for a chance to rob,
plunder or murder, and there will be
great bloodshed if these eat a chance
to revolt. e

Speaking of the farmers the rabbi
said that they are very poor. Their
farms are very small. When the serfs
were freed by Alexander II. they were
each given a small piece of land, but
these have been divided and sub-
divided so that now they actually
measure their farms by inches. In
one case two brothers fought over two
inches of ground. It is impossible for
a Canadian to conceive the wretched-
ness of the great mass of the people.
This revolution will be successful
eventually, but it may be fifty or one
hundred years.

A GRIM HEMINDER.

ST. PETERSBURG, Jan, 22. — The
most harrowing scenes of the day oc-
curred around the palace square. This
enormous place back of the Winter
palace is surrounded by gardens front-
ing the admiralty and by a vast semi-
circular building containing the offi-
ces of the general staff, the ministry
of finance and the foreign office.

‘When the Assoclated Press corres-
pondent arrived at the Palace square
early this morning he found a con-
siderable crowd of demonstrators al-
ready lining the railings of the admir-
alty garden and the boulevard. The
square itself presented the appearance
of a military encampment. Several
companies of the Pavlovsky and Pre-
obrajensky ‘'guards had piled their
arms, while the men- were sitting
around camp fires or stamping on the
snow to keep warm. Beyond the in-
fantry stood squadrons of the Cheva-
lier Guards and the Horse Guards,
witheut their lances, cuirasses or the
usual ghy trappings. Then mén car-
ried carbines slung across their shoul-
ders. A whole row of ambulances
drawn up near the place served as a
grim reminder of the stern business at
hand. :

THEIR GRIEVANCES.

The strikers manned and held a
small edifice at the corner of the gar-
dens and poured out constant objurga-
tions and reproaches at the troops. It
was in vain that officers requested
them to disperse.

“We have come to present our hom-
age and grievances to the emperor.”

“Let the emperor come out and hear
us; we do not wish him harm.”

"“Long live Nicholas II.”

“If he only listens to our grievances,
we are sure he will be just and merci-

‘““We cannot longer endure our suf-
ferings. Better die at once and end
all.” :

Such were the cries repeatedly heard
from many strikers.

Many strikers brought their wives
and children.You soldiers are our
brothers; you cannot shoot these dear
little ones,” they exclaimed. But as
the pickets and patrols continued driv-
ing off the people the demonstrators
began to give way and 'the bitterest
insults and oaths, in which the Rus-
sian vocabulary is particularly rich,
became frequent.

“We are not Japanese; why brutalize
us? Will you shame the mother who
bore you, who was a Russian like
ourselves?” were some of the cries that
were heard. Later such expressions
as ‘“‘scoundrels,” ‘“‘mercenaries,” “dogs’
and worse were heard. A long haired
student among the crowd hurled an in-
sulting epithet at an officer, who sent
a couple of men to arrest hi The
crowd tried to rescue the student, but
the latter was dragged and kicked
across the sunlit square, his long hair
tossing in the wind. The crowd broke
out into a storm of hotos and hisses.
Then a young workman jeered at a
soldier, who applied his rifle butt and
with the help of comrades dragged the
workman, despite his piteous plead-
ings, to the lockup.

CROWD HISSED.

Every time the troops moved the
crowds hissed them.

Strikers also gathered at the en-
trance of the Grand Morskaia emnd of
leading to the Moikay
canal. The crowd at the latter place
swelled to huge proportigns, blocking
the bridge across the canal. The or-
der came at 1.50 p. m. t6 clear them
off. The colonel commanding the
Horse Guards uttered a short, sharp
command; the troopers drew their
swords and advanced at a quick trot,
and then broke into a gallop, heading
straight for the Moikay, where they
were lost in a cloud of mw. Shrieks
from the wounded resouude Then
came a deadly silence, ¥
the nnopmg of ambulaao&

The next twenty minutes passed
without incident. Nothing’
the approach of the horrible butchery
which was destined to stain the cor-
uer of the Admiralty gardens with hu-
man blood. The crowd there persisted
in refusing to move on, clamoring for
the emperor and continually ‘hurling
abuse at the troops, but attempted no
violence.

CORPSES STREWED SIDEWALK.

Two companies of the Preobrajensky
Guards, of which Emperor Nicholas
himself was formerly colonel, which
had been standing at ease in front of
the palace, formed up and marched at
double quick towards the fatal corner.
Events followed with awful swiftness.
The commanding officer shouted ‘‘dis-
perse, disperse, disperse.” Many of
the crowad turned to flee, but it was too
late. A bugle sounded and«the men in
the front ranks sank to their knees
and both companies fired three voi-
leys, the first two with blank cartridges
and the last with ball. A hundred
corpses strewed the sidewalk. Many
women were pierced through the back
as they were trying to escape.

OLAIMED THEIR DEAR ONES.

The Associated Press correspondent,
standing behind the troops, saw mang-
led corpses of persons of all ages and
sexed strewing the ground. One boy
of thirteen had his skull pierced and
rent by bullets, great splashes and
stream§ of blood stained the snow.
Only a few of the victime remained
alive, for the fatal volley was fired a
distance of not more than twenty
paces, and so the ambulances had lit-
tle work to do. The police recruited a
large number of droshkys (sleighs) to
carry off the dead. Heartrending
scenes were witnessed as wives, hus-
bands and mothers came up to claim
their dear ones and were carried off
with them in the sleighs.

Meanwhile the crowd had drifted up
the Nevsky Prospect, yvelling “murder-
ers, murderers,” and the square re-
sumed its calm aspect, the troops re-
turning to their stations.

It was now the turn for the crowd
stationed at the Morskala entrange to
the square, where the Horse Guards
repeated the exploit with which they
had cleared the Moikay and drove the
people pell mell down the thorough-
fare.

HOTELS WERE CROWDED.

From thence forward the palace
square ceased to be the centre of in-
terest. The Associated Presas corres-
pondent went to the Grand Morskaia
and stood a whole hour near the cor-
ner of the Nevsky prospect. The fash-
fonable hotels on either side of the
Grand Morskaia were crowded, but
the doors were locked except to well
Eknown visitors. Fashionable jewelers
and other stores were barred, but most-
ly unshuttered. Quite a number of
prominent personages stood on the side-
walks watching the developments
Becretary. Spencer Eddy of the Ameri-
can embassy, chatted with Grand Duke
Boris, who had driven up in a stylish
sleigh drawn by a magnificent trotter.
M. Bompard, the French ambassador,
As a cowple
of squadrons of Red-capped Hussars
trotted by, the officers gave the com-
mand: “Use the flatg of your swords.”

Then the treopers moved off and dis-
appeared down the street, the crowds
shrieking ‘murderous dogs,” but quick-
ly vanished before them. A few who
were wounded were picked up and con-
veyed to a drug store on the oppostte

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corner of the Grand Morskala and the
Nevsky Prospect. No troops were.vis-
ible for ag much as half an hour. A
crowd quickly formed outside the drug
store and an orator was found for the
occasion.

“TO ARMS COMRADES.”

By his words of ‘To arms, com-
rades,” he aroused the crowd to a
state of frenzy, and the wounded who
were being brought out of the drug
store and placed in an ambulance were
saluted as martyrs.

The wilder element in the crowd had
now got the upper hand afd proceed-
ed to attack every officer in sight,
wrenching their swords from them, but
allowing ' them to escape with slight
injuries.

The appearance of several companies
of infantry restored order, hut the
crowds refused to dispefrse, and sev-
eral volleys were fired and s mumber
of people killed.

. is nothing radically objectionable to
the opposition in the one big item in
the programme — the autonomy bill—
this will be a short ‘session. Laurier

! yesterday said the members would

¢ probably be free before the maple sap
began to run and hinted that the on-
1y thing which could prevent such a
greatly-to-be-desired consummation
was the uncurbed eloquence of the op-
position. But, like many another as-
sertion of Sir Wilfrid’s, this, while
rooted in fact, branches as far from
the truth as a plous Sunday school
book. The opposition has certainly
the power to delay business and has
at times made perhaps injudicious use
of that power. But if there is anything
long drawn out about the session it
will not be the fault of the opposition.
The government faces parliament ab-
solutely unprepared. Nothing can be
done on the estimates until Mr. Field-
ing gets back and that won't be for
some weeks yet. Sir Frederick Bor-
den is also away — nobody on the op-
pesition side has yet had curiosity
enough to ask when he will return —
and that provides excuse for ignoring
all matters pertaining to defence,

Then it is impossible to obtain any
idea when the autonomy bill will be
ready — Laurier said suavely yester-
day he hoped to be able to introduce
it before very long — so for the next
few days, perhaps weeks, the house
will simply mark time and draw its
pay, with occasional bursts of oratory
about nothing in particular for the
benefit of the confiding electors and the
occasional intreduction of pet bills
that sérve their purpose when they are
mentioned in the mnewspapers and
‘show the admiring constituents of Mr.
A. or Mr. B. that he is not dead nor
even sleeping, but is a mighty power
on the floors of the house.

The brevity of the:debate yesterday
on the address in reply to the speech
.from the throne indicates the desire of
the opposition to hustle the work along
and perhaps to show incidentally how
utterly unready the government is.
Often this debate is made the occas-
lon of general attack on and defence
of the government — eriticisms and
replies which are generally: repeated
verbatim in the subsequent debate on
the budget — but this time the opposi-
tion allowed Mr. Foster caustically to
sum up its arrangement of ministerial
offences and took no part save by ap-
vlauding vigorously each telling hit—
excepting of course 'W. F. Maclean,
who could neglect mo such conspicu-
ous occasion for giving his habby s
preliminary canter, a hobby whigh, by
the way, is winning many backers and
which, under proper bit and rein would
run well in the race for popular fav-
or.

Altogether the debate occupied only
about two hours and a half, equally
divided between the two sides of the
house. The mover and seconder and
Bir Wilfrid each spoke about half an
hour, Mr. Foster confined himself to
&an hour and Mr. Maclean got fairly
well ever his ground in half an hour.

The regulation speeches in moving
and seconding the address in reply were
mediocre, indeed they m alwj
be, unlus...?once In 2; gene tion,'ﬁ'.qu{Q
happens that one of the new men se-
lected for the task has ability unusual.
H. M. McDonald suffered because of the
great expectations which had been
aroused concerning him. He was her-
@alded ag one of the ablest men in Nova
BScotia, as the man who had defeated
one of the best men who ever sat in
parliament, and those who are ac-
quainted with Mr. McDonald in person
instead of by reputation will not be
surprised that he was something of a
disappointment. Considered as a new
member, he undoubtedly acquitted
himself well, speaking clearly and con-
fidently and in the accepted parlia-
mentary style; but the house did not
consider him altogether as a new mem-
ber, and expected something more of
him than platitudy, none too prettily
worded.

Mr. McDonald has not the knack of
making figures attractive, so that what
wag the main part of hig speech and
intrinsically interesting—a sketch of
the development, along various lines,
of the great Northwest, which is now
to be made a province—appealed to his
hearers little more than a printed
column of statistics, Though there was
nothing in the speech from the throne
concerning reciprocity negotiations,
Mr. McDonald injected a probably in-
spired statement to the effect that
while the government would still, no
doubt, favor any proposal from the
United States for reciprocal trade fa-
vorable to both countries, the country
would be glad to know that no more
delegations would be sent to beg for
favors. He also stepped out of his
goutine path to re-emphasize the gov-
ernment’s determination to do nothing
to further imperial unity or to assist
in imperial defence. While he hoped
for no future for Canadse outside the
Empire, he said that the man who
would hasten imperial cohesion by ar-
tificial means might be the worst
stumbling block in. the way of attain-
ing the end desired. After this sanc-
tioned slap in the face for Mr. Cham-
berlain and his policy, Mr. McDonald
further re-affirmed the government’s
determination to spend nothing for im-
perial defence unless they had the
supervision of the expenditure.

George Parent, the 24-year-old young-
ster who defeated so distinguished a
parliamentarian and orator as T. Chase
Casgrain in Montmorency, geconded the
speech. He made a notably favorable
fmprassion, speaking with eloquence
and grace in wunhesitating musical
French, and handling his hands and
his eyeglasses in a manner comically
contradictory to his round, boyish face
and aggresrively juvenile appearance.
The only notable part of his gspeech,
which was largely eulogy of Laurier
and the liberal party, was his refer-
ence to the treatment of the Catholic
minority in the Northwest in framing
the new province. The ' experience
Canada had had with the Manitoba
school questicn should be a lesson for
the government, he said, as it had
brought about a strife of races only
quelled by Laurfer in the partial set-
tlement which he had breught about
and would some day be final,

Mr. Foster's reply, though in intro-
duction ke humorously asked the kind-
ly indulgence of the house for a new
member, showed that he has lost
none of his old time vigor and keen-
ness, and that the conservatives will
find him, as they used to, the leader
Oof thalr most tellmg attaskarg and the

liberals will fear him, as of old, as
their most merciless and effective
critic. His formal welcome to the
new governor general was eloquent
and graceful, his comment upon the
previous speeches kindly, and his
criticism of the speech from the throne
and the general policy of the govern-
ment and the methods by which the
last election was won, scathing and
unanswerable. The government’'s silly
claim that to them is due the pros-
perity of Canada was riddled in an
especially effective style.

The self-satisfied smile with which
the government kenchers, confident in
their majority, greeted his sallles,
drew from Mr. Foster an arraignment
of .methods by which that majority
had been won which drove th smiles
away and drew angry cries of dissent.
But none arose to controvert his state-
ments and even Sir Wilfrid when he
replied, felt it best to ignore them al-
together rather than attempt ' to an-
swer. In biting language he pointed
to the unholy alliance with a great
corporation which In return for one of
the greatest and richest franchises ever
given, actually adopted theé party flag
and shibboleths and set itself with
untiring force to elect its benefactors;
he pointed out the shameless appeal
to the cupidity of the people by means
of dangling bribes of public works
which were used as never before; he
denounced the open collusion of fed-
eral and provincial governments by
which Laurier, In direct violation of
all his opposition theories, exacted
support from the provincial adminis-
trations in federal elections, and in
return gave them federal aid in their
time of trial; he spoke of the many
scandals which had arisen in connec-
tion with the recent elections, especi-
ally in Manitoba, the Northwest and
the Yukon, and demanded investiga-
tion;. and he bitterly resented the
frantic appeals to race and religious
prejudice which had characterized the
campaign in Quebec, notably in Mont-
morency and Montmagny. In the lat-
ter instance he quoted at length some’
specimen fanatical articles from Le
Courrier de Montmagny, a newspaper
owned and controlled by Senator Cho-
quette, the liberal organizer for Que-
bec. p

Coming to the speech from the
throne Mr. Foster twitted the govern-
ment on its barrenness, its lack of
any reference to the old time “indis-
pensable market,” to the south, to the
fast Atlantic line or to the needed
amendments to the audit act. Pro-
vineial autonomy, which had been long
asked for by the people of the North-
west and supported by the opposition,
he was glad to see, was about to be
granted, ' even though it had been
wrung from the government by fear
of loss of votes. He hoped that the
new province would be given large
boundaries .and ample powers. He re-
gretted that though the prime minis-
ter had admitted during the campaign
that the system of management of the
I. C. R. was vicious and implied that
the minister was weak, he proposed
to remedy neither and to allow this
road to continue to pile up millions
of deficit while every other great road
in these years of prosperity, was run-
ning at a profit. In conclusion he made
an eloquent plea for placing the coun-
try in a complete state of defence; by
fortifying our ports, arming our peo-
ple and making preparation for the
.manufacture’ of. munitions of war in
case of trouble. Canada had done her
duty to a certain extent, but the time
had come when something more might
be done to place the country in a state
of defence and to preserve our self-
respect.

Sir Wilfrid made only one attempt
to meet Mr, Foster’s arraignment. That
was with reference to the race cry
accusations, which he blandly declared
were unfounded,. though he offered
nothing in support of his assertions ex-
cept the statement that Le Courrier de
Montmagny was not an official organ
of the government. The rest of his
®peech was in trivial vein, chaffing Mr.
Foster and the opposition generally as
a man could who hag sixty-odd of a
majority at his back and has no need
to make any other reply to charges,
howcver serious, than the historic
sneer of the old Tweed ring in New
York: “Well, what are you going to
do about it?"

He made the very unnecessary re-
mark that, except the .autonomy bill,
the government had nothing in the
way of serious or impertant legisla-
tion to propose, and expressed the hope
that the session would be over in time
for the members to go to the maple
woods by the time the sap was flow-
ing.

Mr. Maclean was not in a mood for
banter. He openly said he wasn't, and
his manner backed his words. Parlia-
ment was getting to be nothing more
than an instrument for carrying out
the will of great corporations, he said,
and it was high time that the people
of - this country should get a little
consideration. Every year the powers
of the corporations and the burdens of
the people were being increased by the
parliament whose duty it was to lessen
those powers and lighten those bur~
dens. Not only had the government
given the new transcontinental to the
Grand Trunk and permitted it to ac-
quire the Canada Atlantic, but they
were preparing, it was reported, to
hand over the I. C. R. to that tyran-
nous corporation. He assured the
government that they had no mandate
to destroy government ownership. On
the other hand, a great and growing
number favored the early nationaliz-
ation of the G. T, P., and the govern-
ment would ignore that sentiment at
its peril.

Mr. Maclean also took the opportun-
ity to enunciate a still more radical
dootrine than public ownership—the
virtual independence of Canada under
the British crown. He didn’t want any
imperial council, as Sam Hughes sug-
gested; he didn’'t even want a gover-
nor general. He wanted Canada to
make her own constitution, her own
treaties, to have her own supreme
court the court of final appeal, to have
no connection with the Empire save
nominal allegiance to the British
crown. ’

OTTAWA, Jan. 18.—Unless some
member of the opposition formulates
and presents on the floor of the house
some definite charges involving mem-
bers of the government there will be
no investigation into the wild rumors
concerning the so-called Russell-Blair
conspiracy. That the government will
resist any attempt to pry into the mess
even though certain cabinet ministers
are currently reported to be tainted
with its unsavoriness, was made clear
in ‘a debate precipitated in the house
vesterday afternoon by Laurier's an-
nouncement concerning the chairman-
ship of the railway commission. That
the opposition is, just now at any rate,
unprepared to take the necessary steps
to force an inquiry, was made equally
clear. A

Laurfer on Monday promised Mr.
Foster something definite conoerning
the vacancy which had existed since
the dramatic resignation of Mr. Blair
to’ the great inconvenience of many.
Yesterday afternoon, accordingly, he
stated that some time ago the govern-
ment had offered the position to an
eminent justice .of the supreme court
of Canada (presumably Judge Killam),
who, because of legal engagements,
was unable to consider the offer until
after the first week of February. Con-
sidering the marked fitness of this
man for the powsition, the government
had felt justified in waiting, even at
the risk of causing inconvenience, as
they were eonfident of his acceptance
at the time appointed.

W. F. Maclean, who is evidently de-
termined to show the party, by butting
to the front in every attack, what a
mistake was made in not choosing him
a3 leader of the opposition, rose and
that
Laurier had not taken advantage of
this opportunity to explain the eir-
cumstances attending Mr. Blairs
peculiar action.

Laurier replied that he had not been
consulted by Mr. Blair and had no
knowledge of his motives. Indeed, he
had hoped for enlightenment from the
opposition and especially from Mr.
Maclean, in whose paper (the Toronto
World), there had appeared certain re-
markable articles in conneotion with
the affair. If Mr. Maclean had no in-
formation it was certainly peculiar
that such articles should have been
published; if he had, the government
would be delighted to hear it.

Mr. Maclean declared that the bur-
den of any explanation lay with the
government. Liberal newspapers and
a liberal senator had made alleged ex-
planatlopa, and' accusations with re-
gard to 't matter and had attempted
to reply to charges against certain
cabinet ministers which it was.  the
duty of the government to clear up.

Bir Wilfrid’s retort was heated and
emphatic: “I have heard of no
charges against members of the gov-
ernment,” he declared, ‘and if the op-
position have any, now is the time
and here is the place to make them.”

The minister of justice, whose name
has been rather freely mentioned in
connection with the scandal, shouted
approval. “Come on,” he called at the
opposition, “Come on with your
charges!”

“Yes, bring them along,” yelled other
liberal members.

There was silence for a minute and
then Laurier moved the adjournment.
The bluff was good. But Mr., Mac-
lean declares that this was only a pre-
liminary skirmish and that the gen-
eral engagement will come later on.

The only other business was the in--
troduction of Hon. Sydney Fisher’'s bill
for the establishment of a permanent
census bureau and the passage of his
resolution approving the passage of a
bill for the inspection of seeds sold to
farmers in order to protect farmers
from adulterated and weed infected
seeds. Mr, Fisher, in response to a
question from Mr. Foster, explained
the purpose of this bill and declared
his intention of putting it through this
session. Its passage was resisted, he
said, by certain seed merchants with
whose trade, so far ag it was not in
the farmers’ interests, the bill would
certainly interfere.

At the end of half an hour the gov-
ernment’s programme of business was
exhausted and the house wag again
compelled to adjourn. Parllament has
been in session now for five days and
has only spent about four hours in the
actual transaction of parliamentary
business. And there is no sign of near
improvement. The opposition find it
impossible to extraect any information
from the government as to when any-
thing solid will be ready for the con-
sideration of the house. The nearest
they have come to it was the exaction
of the promise from Laurier yesterday
that he would announce today when
the estimates would be brought down.

At this rate Laurier's promises of a
short session begin to resemble other
pledges with which his name has been
asosclated—that concerning prohibi-
tion for instance.

In spite of his leader’s declaration
that the session would probably be
over by the time the sap started run-
ning, a member of the government
sald yesterday that it would econtinue
till the last of May. In his mind the
cause of delay would be the autonomy
bill, over which he expected a vigor-
ous and proloriged debate. Among the
important issues involved is the claim
of Manitoba for more territory when
the new boundary lines ares drawn.
The members for Manitoba on both
sides of the house will make a strong
fight on this point and wil] naturally
be opposed by the present Northwest
members. The location of the other
boundary lines of the new province are
also expected to be the cause of much
disputing.

The attendance these days is small,
about one-half the members being ab-
sent.

Then there is an inexplicable dead-
ness of public sentiment with reference
to the shocking exposures of govern-
ment corruption. If you can get a good
grit to belfeve any of the charges
brought by the opposition are true he
Wwill retort that the other side is just
a8 bad, and that anyway Ross himself
Is good and is going to make the
party behave after this. Ag is natural
when clean politics is the main issue,
the endorsement of the clergy is large-
ly sought by both sides. And beth
have received that endorsement in
almost equal measure, though the fact
is favorable to the opposition that all
the publicly expressed clerical appro-
val of the Ross administration has
come from dyed-in-the-wool liberals,
while many of the prominent clergy-
men who are openly opposed to the
goverament are tormer warm support-
ers of it.

Looking at the contest on the sur-
face, without estimating the vicious
uniercurrents of officlal corecion and
corruption, only one result seems pos-
sible.

Nothing has been done by
it during these years to increase its
popularity and much has been laid to
its charge which should prejudice it in
the favor of honest men. There is also
reason to believe that the temperance
vote—whatever that it worth—which
was with Ross last election, is not so
strongly with him now, even though
‘Whitney was caught drinking Socotch
whiskey after hours. Will the corrup-
tion fund and the corps of expert bal-
lot manipulators be able to overcome
these' handicaps? Wednesday next
will show; and meanwhile it is notice-
able that nobody is betting very much
either way.

OTTAWA, Jan, 19.—The only thing
remarkable about the main estimates,
handed down yesterday for the fiscal
year ending June 80, 1906, is that, in
8pite of the fact that hardly a new
vote for public works in any part of
Canada appears, the total is nearly six
million dollars more than the main es-
timates last year. .

The only new expenditures propos
for the maritime provinces are in con-
nection with the I. C. R. improvements
at Cambellton and Newcastle, totalling
§$37,500; the ouly new public work pro-
vided for Ontario is a post office in
Bowmanville for which $7,500 is asked.
The other provinces are similarly treat-
ed, yet the momey has gone.

The most of it seems to be for addi-
tional expenses in connection with pub-
lic works all over Canada which—a
significant commentary on the profits
of government construction under the
present government--are in almost ev-
ery instance calling for thousands of
dollars more than the original estima-
tion of their cost. For instance, there
is a public building in Halifax for
which $100,000 was voted last year:
$75,000 has already been spent and the
Vvote this year {s $112,000. That's the
way the money goes.

Then the increases In the malaries of
clvil servants use up a lot of money,
Most of these are routine withi the no-
table exception that $10,000 is given the
auditor general for the purpose of hir-
ing new clerks’ and increasing the sa-
laries of those already on his staff,
Whether J. Lorne MeDougalN will ac-
cept this sop In lisu of the inoreassd
powers he asked will be learned in a
few days,

The total of the main estimates this

year in $63,664207. Lamt year it wasm

$62,935,338 to which was added Ilater
over twelve millions in the supplemen-
tary estimates, making the grand to-
tal $74,970,049. As there is no gener-
al election this year and the necessity
for providing public works in every
constituency j& not so pressing, it is
not likely that the supplementaries
this year will be so heavy. But if they
are only half as great as last year, the
grand total of expenditure will exceed
last year's, which in its turn establish-
ed a higher record than had ever
been.

The only other business done during
the twelve minute session was the in-
troduction of L. G. McCarthy’s bill re-
specting the more rigorous inspection
of steamboats on the lakes and Mr.
Kemp’s question with reference to the
free carriage of hay ove\, the Interco-
lonial to certain Nova Scotia consti-
tuencies just before the election

Mr. Emmerson admitted that hay
had been carried free ‘‘to certain muni-
cipalities under certain conditions,” but
volunteered no explanation. So to-
morrow Mr. Foster will press the ques-
tion farther and demand the corres-
poudence with reference to the mat-
ter, also the names of those who were
favored by free transportation for their
hay and with the amounts they receiv-
ed.

Certain of the senators have develop-
ed doubts concerning the efficacy of
prayer and {its appropriateness in con-
nection with politics. They consider
that time spent in praying in the
parliament bulldings is time wasted,
and accordingly they propose to save
some of the precious minutes hitherto
thrown away, by shortening to a con-
stderable degree the ritual used in the
daily opening of the senate’s delibera-
tions. But there are also certain older
fashioned senators who, partly be-
cause they have different views re-
garding thé value of time spent in
prayer, and partly because they regard
as f{rreverent and sacrilegious any
blue-pencilling of petitions from the
Churzh of England prayer book, sirong-
ly oppose the innovation and use
stroug language toward the iconoclasts.
Consequently the usually somnolent
body is torn with dissensions and party
Hnes are obliterated in a contest that
threatens to arouse more senators than
were ever waked up at the same time
since the Yukon deal was smashed.

The form of prayer used in the sen-
ate is taken from the Church prayer-
book, is read by the speaker and con-
sumes every d about six golden min-
utes. First there are seven verses
from the Psalms, then the Lord’'s pray-
er, then the stereotyped prayer for the
King, followed by the prayer for the
Queen, the Prince of Wales and the
royal family; then comes a praygr for
the empire, emphasizing Canada and
including the governor general and
parliament, then a petition for guid-
ance in the deliberations of the day,
then a short collect, the whole closing
with the benediction. There are about
600 words all told or a little over a half
column in this paper,

The house of commons ritual is a lit-
tle shorter, containing only about 400
words and occupying less than five
minutes for its recital. It omits the
Psalm, the prayer for guidance, the
collect and the benediction and closes
with the Lord’s Prayer; otherwise, it
is the same as the senate form.

The reform in the senate is léd by
Senator Gibson, of Ontarlo, seconded
by Senator Power of Nova Scotia and
supported by most of the western men.
Senator Gibson’s idea is that it was
never intended that all those prayers
should be used every day. He‘wants
to pray for the King one day, the'Queen
the next, the governor general the next
and o on; or else to bunch the three
together by adding the names of the
Queen, the Prince of Wales, the gov-
ernor general, etc.,, after the King in
the regular petition for his majesty. It
would mean the same thing, he says,
and would doubtless do the parties
mentioned as much good and would
save a couple of minutes of valuable
time every day, which in the course of
a session would amount to a good deal.
He also doesn’t understand, if the com-
mons can get along without asking for
divine guldance every day, why the
senate, which has much more intelli-
gence than the lower house, should not
also be able to omit that special peti-
tion.

So yesterday Mr. Gibson moved that
a special committee of the senate be
appointed to consist of the Hon. Mes-
sieurs Templeman, de Boucharville,
Sir Mackenzie Bowell, Loughead, Rob-
ertson, and the mover, to confer with
hig honor the speaker respecting some
change in the ritual,

Benator Domville protested that,
though the prayers which it was pro-
posed to mutilate were from the Church
of England prayer book, there was no
member of that church on the com-
mittee; but his protest received no at-
tention.

Seriously, the matter is causing c¢on-
siderable feeling in the senate. It is
improbable that any such amendment
as proposed will be allowed by the
more conservative members who, irres-
pective of religious questions involved,
are loath to change old forms when
there is no stronger reason for the
change than can be advanced by the
movers in this affair. Senator Wood
is among those who will resist Sena-
tor Gibson’s proposition and he is con-
fident that the radical element will find
few supporters.

The general opinion {s that while six
minutes prayer daily may seem irk-
some to a politician it is not likely to
do him any great harm..

The bill which Hon. Sydney Fisher
introduced to establish a census and
statistics office provides that next cen-
sus shall be taken in the month of
June, 1911, and thereafter every tenth
year. In 1901 the population were
counted in March, but at such a sea-
son of the year much inconvenience
and loss of tinié resulted owing to the
heavy snow drifts which impeded
movement in many parts of the coun-
try.

In June, 1906, a census of population
and agriculture in Manitoba and the
Northwest Territories will be taken,
and every tenth year thereafter. The
census and statistics office will be un-
der a chief officer. Archibald Blue,
as secretary, and such other officers as
may be necessary for the conduct of
office.

In addition to the population and
other data at each decennial census
statistics relating to industries and
other matters of public interest will be
colleoted from time to time.

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CANADA’S FEELING

- %

Is Strangely - Bitter To-
wards United States

dccording to the Boston Daily Ad-
vertiser—Her Bitterness a Bar

to Any Trade Treaty.

» o>

1t is plain from the situation in Can-
ada, today, that any New England
business man who imagines that the
influential men in Canada are eager for
g trade treaty with the United States
are mistaken. The feeling towards the
Unit2d States in Canada, just now, es-
pecially among the politicians, is bit-
ter, rather than friendly. Any public
man who would dare to say in Canada,
today, that the leading trade and com-
mercial bodies wanted a trade treaty
with' tl:e United States would not sim-
ply be laughed at. With the Canadians
it would be more serious than a laugh-
ing matter. Not for years has there
been less of a friendly feeling towards
the United States than there is today.
And the cause of the feeling is some-
thing about which most Americans
pave stopped talking, for nobedy in
this country is interested in it. Who,
§n this country, ever speaks of the
Alasan boundary decision today? Yet
among Canadian politicians it is still
a live issue, and one which has done
much to make the reciprocity move-
ment unpopular.

Curlously enough, there is less talk
of the fact that the British chief jus-
tice, Lord Alverstone, decided against
Canada, although that rankles, some.
But the main bitterness is over what
the Canadians call Pres. Roosevelt's
“pad faith” in nominating the Ameri-
can commissioners. It was agreed that
the arbitrators should be ‘“unpreju-
dlced” men. The Canadians refused to
gend any man who had been actively
committed to the Canadian side of
the case. That is probably why it
«till makes the Canadians so bitterto
remember that the American commis-
gioners were Sen. Turner of Washing-
ton and Sen. Lodge of Massachugetts.
Turner, of course, was absolutely com-
mitted to the American case. Sen.
Lodge had been the champion of the
American boundary ever since the dis-
pute had begun. He could not admit
a fact in favor of the Canadian claim
without 'eating his own words. The
average Canadian politician points to
those two appointments to prove that
Canada can never again trust to the
good faith of the United States and
ought never again to be a party to any
treaty with this country.

Of course that is not the rlkht way
to take it. And if Canada had won
the - arlitration, nothing ' more -would
ever have been heard against Lodge
or Turner. President Roosevelt did
not pick out either of the senators be-

cause of his fixed opinions on the Al-
askan boundary. He believed both
men would be “unprejudiced” when
the testimony should be all in. That
{s, he considered both to be honest
enough to do their duty as arbitrators.
But he knew that if the deecision
ghould go against the United BStates
the very fact that Turner and Lodge
were ready to admit the justice of the
Canadian claim would be enough for
the United States senate to induce it
to pass any legislation that might be
needed to carry out the judgment of
the arbitrators. Whichever way the
arbitrators should decide, then, Presi-
dent Roosevelt could be sure that the
whole troublesome bother would be
ended. ‘And nobody would be more.
surprised than the president to learn
the Canadian opinion of him, as ex-
pressed wherever members of parlia-
ment get together. Col. Roosevelt is
proud, above everything else, of his
reputation for square dealing and ab-
solute honesty.

So the Canadian bitterness is a bar
to any tracde treaty. But if there were
no such feeling, the Canadians have
taken a leaf out of the Americans’
book and are finding that protection to
home industries pays the industries,
enyway. They are prosperous, and be-
cause they are doing so well they are
buying more American goods every
year—until now, they want to shut out
the American goods and make about
evarything for -themselves. There
probably will be a change in the Cana-
dian tariff soon; but it will be with the
idea of preventing, neot encouraging
imports from the TUnited States.
Meanwhile by using the *“anti-dump-
ing” tariff, they have already begun
to shut out goods from American mills.
Why not? If Americans believe in the
protactionist policy, it must be as good
for Canada as for the United States.—
Boston Advertiser.

THE DOWNFALL OF BRITAIN

Austrian Theorist Tefls How It Happens—
. An Interesiing” Novel,

+ LONDON, Jan. 14, — The collapse of
the, British empire is an ever popular
theme with a certain class of contin-
ental novelist, writes the Express'
Vienna correspondent. Every few
months & book is issued — usually in
Germany — which deals in some form
with the invasion of England and the
humiliation of her people.

The latest Anglophobe novelist is Lt.
Von Mushzynski, an Austrian army of-
flcer, whose visions of British ruin fill
a volume of some 200 pages.

The book, which 1is entitled *“Eng-
land’s Downfall; or, The Anglo-Fran-
opens
with the conventional raid of Afghan
bands, instigated by England. This
overture to a European war is played
on *“July 19, 19—

After the Transcaspian Ralilway sta-
tion has been destroyed by the Af-
ghans, internal troubles occur in Rus-
sia, India and XEurope (?). Russia
seizes this opportunity to declare war
against Great Britain, with the ap-
proval of France,

Herat is taken. The Russians are led
to victory by General Skobeloff, newly
resurrected for the occasion.

France lends a hand. Lord Cromer
is assassinated at Cairo, and the Khe-
dive, as well as the Sultan, joins forces
against England.

The allled Franco-Russian fleet
promptly takes Malta, and Admiral
Fourier inflicts a. crushing defeat on
Admiral Sir John Fisher.

Meantime the Russians are merrily
marching on India. Lord Roberts is
sent to Kandahar, and arrives in time
to be killed by the victorilous Russians,
who at'the same time smash the Bri-
tish forces.

Naturally the vivisection of the Bri-
tish empire is mere child’s play after
these events. The crushing blow is
dealt after the battle of. Brighton,
where the British army is decimated,
and the victorious French enter London
under Marshal Jamont. By a ‘“remar-
kable play of destiny,” the first French-
man to,set foot on English soll is Col.
Marchénd.

‘“The fleet of England is no more,”
continues the Austrian prophet. “De-
feated and crushed, proud Albion lies
at the feet of her conquerors, who In
the treaty of London dictate their
terms of peace.”

LIVING TO BE DEARER,

Farmers Arranging to Control and

Raise Prices of the Country’'s Food

/ Supplies.

The proposition put forward last year
by western producers of cattle, grain
and other essential subsistence staples,
urging all the farmers of this country
to organize and co-operate in the fix-
ing and enforcing by themselves of
the values of all food supplies, appears
to be attracting more attention now
than when first advanced. Of the
scheme the National Provisioner print-
ed the following:

“This formidable movement is an-
nounced to have a capital steck of no
less than $50,000,000, and it is said to be
backed by all co-operative agricultur-
al interests of the Mississippi Valley.
It recommends the concentration of ef-
fort upon first, grain; second, live
stock, including poultry; third, cold
storage; fourth, lumber and coal; fifth,
beef and pork packing and milling.
Also that branch offices be established
and elevators built or bought, all
through the grain belt, from Oklahoma
to North Dakota, and from California
eastward to the Alleghany Mountains,
with a plan of organizgation that will
reach every school district in the ter-
ritories designated. Organizers, train-
ed especially for the work of whipping-
in of adherents to the project, are to
be put into the fleld.”

That the scheme has attained to par-
tial institution, is apparent from cer-
tain existing circumstances. During
the past three months dealers at Wal-
labout Market and other jobbers say
that they have found it extremely dif-
ficult to realize anything beyond the
smallest margin of profits on their
transactions. They say that the prices
demanded by ‘‘receivers,” who are the
merchants in the great cities to whom
the products of the country are con-
signed by the ‘“shippers,” or the men
in producing districts who collect the
produce from farmers and other pro-
ducers, are so high that should the
jobbers add a fair profit retailers would
refuse to buy, because consumers can-
not pay, even for necessaries, more
than their means will enable; conse-
quently, jobbers are compelled to sell
so closely to their purchase prices that
they have scarcely made a living re-
cently.

When the question of their charges
is put up to the receivers, they say
they are the result of the demands of
shippers, who, for their part, report
that farmers are exacting much more
for their products on the farms than
formerly. The virtual corner in Tur-
keys at Thanksgiving was an intelli-
gible illustration of the present situa-
tion in non-perishable farm products.

The farmers had been reading about
the country’s great prosperity and the
enormous fortunes rapidly accumulat-
ed by city schemers and decided to
have ‘‘a shake in with the bunch,” as
some expressed themselves. Being
well aware of the determination of good
Americans to have turkey for dinner
at Thanksgiving, they decided that
city folks should pay well for the en-
joyment, and when the poultry ship-
pers came around to purchase their
stocks, they coolly demanded 16 cents
per pound alive on the farms. As some
of the lands were far beyond the Mis-
sissippli River, where less than ten
years ago, corn was the cheapest fuel,
the assurance of the farmers in naming
such figures was simply staggering to
the shippers. The farmers were inex-
orable, however, and they got thelr
price.

And so it can be with farmers, in all
net readily perishable products. They
can hold them indefinitely, yet under
all circumstances, they will fare abun-
dantly, for they are ‘“on the ground
floor,”” so far as food is concerned. Ap-
parently, the reasonable winter poul-
try prices In the cities, of a shilling per
pound for turkeys and 10 cents for fine
chickens, which belonged to past years,
not very far back, have disappeared for
good, because of the increase in the
fand, of the mouths to be filled, whioh
inerease is contlnuous and cumulattve;

How the State of Malne
Is Swiddled.

By New Brunswickers Who Breed Wild
Gats and Fox Town Treasurers.

AUGUSTA, Jan, 17.—There are many
of the state officials who are looking
askance at the bills for porcupine boun-
ties that are coming and have come
to the state from the various towns.
The clerk of the council is now engag-
ed in tabulating the bills for 1904 and
it is believed the sum total will fully
equal if not exceed the $18,938 which
was the amount for the year previous.
The state has not yet refunded the
towns and cities for the‘amounts paid
out in 1908 so that many of the towns
have not paid the bounties for the
year just ended. The town treasurers
have waited to see what the action of
the council will be.

The councillors, finding the sum total
for the first year of the working of the
law to fall -but a few dollars. under
$20,000, when the appropriation made
was but $500, concluded to let the mat-
ter wait a while and it is still in statue
quo.

From the figures it is evident that
unless there is fraud somewhere 160,~
000 porcupines have been killed in the
past two years in the Maifie woods and
that any such number have been
slaughtered few men who are conver-
sant with the Maine forests are will-
ing to believe.

Just what has been done they are un-
prepared to say, but they call atten-
tion to the frauds of the past and say
that it is well known that wild cats
were bred for the bounty across the
border and that hundreds of bits of
seal’'s hides were passed off for their
noses upon the legitimeacy ofi the de-
mand of the bounty hunter. Afterthe
last legislature in its wisdom voted a
bounty of 26 cents for each porcupine
the porcupine hunters became numer-
ous, more especially in Washington
and Hancock counties.

To obtain the bounty of 25 cents it
became necessary first to kill the por-
cupine, then to remove its toes and
nose and carry them to the treasurer
of the town or c¢ity and have them ac-
cepted. It became the duty ol the
treasurer to make oath that he had
received and identified the same and
had then burned the remains.

If fraud exists it is improbable that
such can now be shown for if the pro-
visions of the law have been carried
out the bounty bounty has been paid
and the nose and toes burned by the
town treasurers. But there are many
who believe that the Canadian woods
have furnished a large number of the
hedgehogs upon which the state of
Maine is paying a bounty and others,
and not a few, who are of the opinion
that the town treasurers ha.ve been bun-
coéd in some way.

“I think it would be a very easy
thing to fool many town treasurers
in this matter,” remarked one gentle-
man to the Commercial. ‘‘Fragments
of the remains of deceased animals are
not very pleasant things to handle and
I dnubt if they <would receive very
careful scrutiny from the town offi-
cials. It seems more than likely that
any small portions of the dried hide
might pass for nose and toes and one
hide would make a good many such
fragments. But there are all gone up
in smoke now so that there seems no-
thing for the state to do but to let go
its hold on about $40,000 in good money
and then repeal the law before the
hedgehog hunter gets in any more of
his deadly work."

“It is rather sad,” continued the le-
gislator, “to think of paying out for
porcupine bounties a sum sufficient to
put in a steam heating plant at the
University, of Maine, or to go far to-
wards many of the worthy charitiblie
propositions now or soon to be before
the legislature. But of course none of
the members of the last legislature
had the least idea of the extent to
which Col. Fred Campbell’s porcupine
law would carry us and so, not hav-
ing looked before we leaped, we must
expect to settle with the piper.”

LONDON CAPITAL APPLICATIONS

Total for 1904 Compartively Small—
Government Loans Swell Final
Quarter’s Showing.

Capital applications at London in the
last quarter of 1904 were swelled to the
largest total since 1897 by the appear-
ance of several large gove\rnment loans.
The lighter applications, however, in
the previous quarters, especially that
epded September 30, combined to make

the total for the year, with the excep-
tion of 1903, the smallest in the last six
years. In 1904 the total: capital ap-
plications were £123,019,000; in 1903
they were £108,463,000; in 1902 £153,-
812,000; in 1901 £159,358,000, and in 1900
£165,499,000.

Government loans account for ap-
proximately one-half the total raised
in the final quarter of 1904, and com-
prise £6,000,000 British exchequer bonds,
£8,000,000 colonial bonds, of which New
Zealand offered £1,000,000 and Natal
£2,000,000 and over £14,000,000 in for-
elgn government loans. These last
comprise £6,000,000 Japanese 6 per cent.
bonds issued at 90 1-2, Mexican 4 per
cent loan for £7,737,000 and a § per
cent. loan of the State of Sao Paulo
for £1,000,000 issued at 94.

For the year total government loans
were as follows: British government
loan £16,083,000, colonial government
£17,718,500 and foreign government
£20,969,700. Other large capitdl applica-
tions included British municipal county
loans of £6,219,800; British rallways
£6,946,400; Indilan and colonial rall-
ways .£6,910,800; foreign rallways £4,-
786,200; colonial and forelgn corpora-
tions £3,799,700; mining companies, in-
cluding Australasian, South African,
‘West African and others £3,295,100; ex-
ploration and financial £3,673,300, and
banks and insurance, £38,449,000. Other
igsues, including mazmxa.cturlnz. iron,.
coal, steel and engineering,
Hghting, power, etc.,, tramways and

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RUSSIA’S TROUBLE.

(From Monday’s Daily Sun).

Yesterday was a bloody Sunday in
8t. Petersburg. Subjects of Emperor
Nicholas were shot down in hundreds
by soldiers and many are dead. Thou-
sands of the populace are ?mcurlnz
arms and establishing barricades in
the streets of the Russian capital in-
tending to fight for the cause they re-
present. The declaration has been
made by accepted leaders of the peo-
ple that the emperor has broken the
tie that bound people to him, and is
no longer worthy of their confidence.
On the side of the authorities there is
an "a.ppa.rent determination to suppress
the disturbance at any sacrifice of life,
and notwithstanding the alleged re-
¥usal of one body of soldiers to pro-

ceed against the strikers, it is alto-
gether likely that the military gen-
erally will obey orders.,

Thig is the outward and visible situ-
ation. Many writers will discuss it to-
day speculating on its full import and
probable results. Who can say wheth-
er this is a local labor riot destined to
work itself out on industrial lines and
come to an end, or is the beginning
of a great popular uprising and re-
volution? The analogies between cer-
tain events of 1789 at Paris and yes-
terday at St. Petersburg are sufficient
to lead to many false conelusions.
There were street crowds and street
barricades in both cases. In beth
men and women were killed, and on
both occasions certain soldiers of the
king refused to fire on their country-

. men, The trouble in France also had
its origin in the poverty of the peeple,
the luxury, oppression, and insolent
pride of the nobles.

But the Russia of today is not the
France of a huadred and twenty years
ago. The temperament of the people
is not the same, a8 was shown by their
conduct yesterday. The men and
women of 1789 would not have fallen
as the Russian strikers did without
exacting a sudden and cruel revenge
on some other class of society. There
would have been a wrecking of houses,
& slaughter of the rich and a general
uprising of the masses against the
classes. Many citizens would have
been hanged from lamp-posts, and the
blood on the streets would not all have
been the blood of the rioters.

The Russians are different. They
are undemonstrative and naturally
patient and slow to anger. They do
not become maniacs and rush in any
direction to any act of violence on a
sudden impulse. What they have
done they seem to have done deliber-
ately. They started out to see the

peror and lay their case before
him. Neither the orders of the gov-
ernment nor the presence of the sol-
diers turned them from this purpose.
‘What next they propose to do will
probably be carried out with the same
persistence. The first time they made
a peaceful demonstration. It may be
that today they will so far as they
can, meet the soldiers with their own
‘weapons.

The trouble at St. Petersburg is at
origin industrial and not political
There is no apparept connection be-
tween it and the movement in favor
of representative government. But
now that life has been taken by the
soldiers of the Emperor, a new issue
has arigsen. In Paris there was no de-
sire In 1789 to get rid of the king.
But as a result of the popular move-
ment the king and queen were killed
and an alleged republic established
before many years. It {8 not to be
expected that the populace of St.
Petersburg will after yesterday enter-
tain the same feelings toward their
sovereign that they had when this
fatal week opened.

But Bt. Petersburg is not Russia in
the wenss that Paris {s France. As
yet it is not clear that the men who
were shot in the stredts yesterday re-

present even the majority of the peo-
ple of St. Petersbursg.

Account must be taken of the
fact that Russia has been in a condi-
tion of dangerous disquiet. There is
grave and general dissatisfaction. The
people believe themselves to be op-
pressed and misgoverned. In the uni-
versities, among the intelligent arti-
sans, in the learned professions, there
is a constant agitation for a reform-
ation in the methods and spirit of gov-
ernment. A strong and relentless ad-
ministration has kept this agitation
beneath the surface, but has not there-
by made the reformers less earnest.
Russia has no free press but is full of
revolutionary publications secretly cir-
culated. The conditions are such that
an incident such as that recorded to-
day may be followed by a general
public movement such as cannot be
suppressed by ordinary means. The
war with Japan leaves the government
less able to deal with such a move-
ment if it should now take place.

————
THE ONTARIO ELECTION.

Apologists for the Ross government
of Ontario point out that the opposition
campaign is not made on the adminis-
trative record of the ministry. Mr.
Whitney and his friends are fastening
public attention on the operations of
the campaign machine. They discuss
such questions as the stealing or the
switching of ballots, and wholesale
personations. They continually set
forth the crimes of returning officers,
the Minnie M. scandal, the altempt to
purchase Mr. Gamey’s support, the
long disfranchisement of North Ren-
frew, appointments to office of persons
reported in election trials, and the
long and ghastly record of bal-
lot manupulation. Since these
matters are made the issue,
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and other
supporters of the machine make argu-
ment that the Ross government must
be otherwise satisfactory and above
criticism, which they say is a great
recommendation of the ministry.

The answer to this is that the Ross
administration was fairly beaten on
its record at the last general election,
but in spite of the large adverse ma-
jority of the electorate, Mr. Ross was
able to hold on to power by the help of
the devices above mentioned. "When
the crimes were exposed and his sup-
porters unseated, he was able to hold
office sometimes by the stealing of by-
elections, as in the Sault Ste. Marie
case; sometimes by heading off the
trial of protests by a premature meet-
ing of the legislature, sometimes by
holding seats vacant through the ses-
sion, but always by unfair means.
What could be the use of discussing
matters of administration when the
oppositiop has to meet this sort of a
fight ? The Ross government has been
kept in power not by the merits of its
administration, but by its election me-
thods. Therefore the opposition has
made theseé methods the issue.

This does not imply that the govern-
ment is a strong or capable adminis-
tration, but that until the other issue
is settled there can be no verdict of
the people on the record of the govern-
ment. Mr. Ross pleads that he did not
know of the crimes that have been ex-
posed, and that he is in favor of right-
eousness. “But it is undeniable that he
owes his premiership to these crimes,
that his colleagues were intimate with
the perpetrators, that all of the of-
fenders were pald out of party funds,
and some of the worst of them were
rewarded with large government
favors. The machine by which these
crimes were committed cannot be
separated from the government for
which they were committed, -and by
which the perpetrators were protected
and rewarded. @ Whether the Ross
machine, which is also the Laurier
machine in Ontario, shall prevail on
Wednesday or not, there is no doubt
that it is the real issue before the elec-
tors of that province.

SHORT LIVED NAVIES,

There is depreciation in all ma-
chinery, but in none more than in the
equipment for the defence of a coun-
try. Few have any idea of the loss
in the British navy by the elimina-
tion of obsolete ships. The other day
announcement was made of the sale
of a battle ship that only a few years
ago was regarded as one of the great
fighting machines of the world and the
high water mark of naval architecture.
Every yéar ships are sent to the junk
heap which are practically as good as
on the day they were placed in com-
mission. They have néever been in ac-
tion, have met with no accident, and
had only wear and use enough to keep
them in condition. But they are ob-
solete.

The latest issue of the British navy
list, sent out this month, contains
a roll of ships on the “war list"” which
includes all those of real utility. The
others are struck off as unfit for fur-
ther service. This war list contains
the names of 158 battle ships and crui-
sers, while there are 220 in the whole
admiralty list, leaving 62 that are writ-
ten off, so to speak.

The outdated battle ships number 13
out of the 65 on the list, those laid
aside Including, we believe, the Sans
Pareil, launched in 1887; the Asron,
built in 188; the Benbow, Camper-
down and Howe of the year 1885, and
the Rodney of 1884. The above named
ships of the Admiral class are all of 10,-
000 to 11,000 tons displacement, with 18
inches of extreme armor, and some
of them carrying 16 inch guns. The
largest guns now used on ships of 16,-
000 are 12 inch, and the thickest armor
is 12 inches, But the modern guns
have greater power of penetration,
and the modern plate greater power of
resistance.

Of the 51 armored cruisers on the
admiralty list 15 have to go. The
first , class unarmored cruisers, deck
protected, 11 in number, are held to
be all serviceable, but only 338 of the
61 second class cruisers, 13 of the 84
third class cruisers, and none of the
six protected cruisers are in the fight-
ing class. ;

In place of these ships which are turn-
ed over for coast defence or for train-

ing shipse or for junk eight battle shipe
of the King Hdward VII. class are
under construction or fitdng up for

sea. One only of these is in commis-
sion, though all are included in the
war list as effective ships. These
ships are 16,350 tons, 1,450 tons larger
than the Majestic class and 1,350 larger
than the Prince of Wales class, here-
tofore the largest ships of the " navy.
They have 12 inch armor plate, and
carry as théir heavy armament four 12
inch guns, with four 9.2 and ten 6inch
quick firers.
be the most powerful men-of-war In
the world, are immensely expensive.
One does not like to think that such
vessels costing four or five million dol-
lars each when ready for sea, will be
junk twenty years from now. But that
is the teaching of history. In the days
of wooden ships a man-of-war had rea-
sonable hope of a long and effective
life. Nelson fought with ships some of
which were fifty years old. Fleets
commanded by Blake and his contem-
poraries included ships a century old.
Some of them had been disabled many
times, but were repaired and made
about as good as ever. It was harder
for wooden ships to destroy a wooden
ship than for steel ships to destroy one
of their kind. The rate of insurance on
the navy, of Nelson in time of war
would be much better than that of a
modern fleet in modern warfare,

THE MISTAKES OF NICHOLAS.

Perhaps it is true, as the popular
leaders in Russia say, that the Em-
peror Nicholas is a weak man. He
has on various occasions issued to theé
nations declarations in favor of uni-
versal peace. More than once he has
in a general way expresse dhimself in
favor of admitting the people to some
share in the government of the coun-
try.

Nicholas has no authority over other
nations, but believes himself to be
called to supreme and absolute power
in one great empire. This claim of
authority ought to have a strong per-
sonality to back it. Such personali-
ties exist in Russia, but the emperor
is not one of them. In practice he is8
understood to be controled by a few
persons about him. There is apowerful
and absolute government at St. Peters-
burg, and the emperor is one of the
men who are ruled by it.

On Sunday the “Little Father” had
a great opportunity. He could have
met the people, who desired to see him,
and perhaps have made them his
friends forever. Something will yet be
done to meet the demands of the strik-
ers for a working day shorter than
eleven hours. It would have been a
great thing for the Tsar to have greet-
ed the people whom he calls his chil-
dren and have given them assurance
of his sympathy and of his desire to
help them. When the relfet comes, as
it must come before long, they would
then have associated his message with
the concession.

It is altogether reasonable that the
subjects of the Tsar should go to him

personally for redress. The form of
government does not provide respon-
sible intermediaries. If the despot re-
fuses to See them and causes them to
be shot when they persist in seeking-
his face, the time will surely comg
when even the Russians will effective-
ly demand some other form of gov-
ernment. The paternal system fails
when the father refuses to hear the
prayer of the children, or to see their
face. Not even the Russian people,
abject as the majority of them seem
to be, will continue to endure a des-
potism with a despot whom they do
not love.

OLD COINS.

Defaced and worn silver ¢oins are
no longer taken by traders. They are
not good at the bank. The govern-
ment will not take them for postage
stamps or in payment of customs or
other taxes.

‘What shall then be done with these
coing that are no longer current? How
shall traders protect themselves from
loss on the silver they have? There is
in circulation in Canada a vast quan-
tity of silver coin which has not reach-
ed the uncurrent stage. What is the
rule by which to determine when the
line is crossed?

The time must come when every coin
issued this year will cease to be accept-
able. When that day comes must it
all be sold at the price of old silver?
If s0 it is absolutely certain that Cana-
dian. coins issued by the government
last year to the people of Canada, and
representing an investment by the
holders of $896,000, will be sold for less
than $300,000. The people who have
these coins on the fatal day will lose
over half a million dollars. ' It does not
matter that these coins become de-
faced at different times and in differ-
ent hands. 'The loss is not thereby
made less. If a gold coin becomes
worn and is not acceptable it can be

sold for old gold at its full cost less|’

the mere loss in weight by wear. The
coin could be beaten out of shape
without materially decreasing its
value. Take it to the royal mint and
a fresh coin will be given in its place.
That is because a gold coin contains
its full value of metal.

The value never was in it.
Last year the government of Canada
caused to be made silver coins of the
face value of $896,295. Material, manu-
facture, expressage and all expenditure
connected with the opercion cost
about $395,000. There was a clear pro-
fit of over $501,000. It is a legitimate
profit or seigniorage, but it should not
invelve & loss on the innocent holders.
That coin should either be good no
matter how much it is ‘worn by legiti-
mate means, or else it should be ac-
cepted by the government with no fur-
ther depreciation than the percentage
of loss in weight. That is to say,
the government which gives out this
silver coin at two and a half times it
value as silvex should redeem it at

ST. PETERSBURG WAS
- QUIET YESTERDAY.

Great Excitement in Other Parts of the Country---Fire

at Sevastopol---Detailed Accounts.

ST. PETERSBURG, Jan. 23, 1245 p.! ed. The workmen and several demo-

m.—The military had complete posses-
sion of the city this morning, and quiet
prevailed in all sections,

After the last volleys in the Vassili
Ostroff quarter at midnight the men
abandoned the few barricades which
they held until that hour and retired.

The word was passed around by the
leaders to remain quiet for the present.

During the night a fine, damp snow
fell covering the ugly red stalns and
obliterating all traces of the conflicts
of yesterday and with the break of day
the city, except for the presence of
troops in the strests, had resumed it's
normal appearance. The shops had re-
opened and general traffic was partial-
ly resumed

The men appeared at work in several
of the factories and mills, including the
works of the Russian Westinghouse
Company. but the managers in a ma-
Jority of the cases told them to remain
away for a few days and that in the
meantime they would receive their
pay. The people generally were nerv-
ous and apprehensive and kept indoors.
The strikers looking weary and hag-
gard after the excitement of yesterday,
collected in sullen little groups in the
vicinity of their various headquart:rs
and yesterday’s barricades awaiting
the decision of their leaders regarding
ihe plan of action. They were in an
ugly mood and broke out in curses
whenever soldiers marched by.

An early morning tour by the corre-
spondent of the Assoclated Press show-
ed that a cordon of troops barred the
entrances of the city from the big in-
Gustrial sections. The bridges were still
held by the guards regiments, it being
rather strange to see the officers of the
Imperial Guards, the pets of the 8St.
Petersburg drawing rooms, riding thor-
oughbreds and doing police duty in the
streets around the Winter Palace.
There was no trace of excitement. The
big square which yesterday was filled
with troops was empty, but inside the
pezlace court beyond the sight of the
passers by a regiment of dragoons and
several companies of infantry ‘were
quartered.

The authorities have advised the fac-
tory owners not to n”mit the men as
they had stolen a lot of dynamite bombs
and might destroy property.

Rumors were current that the strik-
erg proposed to proclaim a géneral at-
tack on property and a reign of an-
archy, but the labor leaders denied this
in the most vigorous terms. One of
Fatker Gopon’s Lieutenants declared
that the leaders of strikers had resolved

.to preach the gospel of armed resistance

and the overthrow of autocracy, but
that it did not carry with it a threat of
pillage on property. The police have
not yet been able to locate Father

Gopon, though they are searching for;

him everywhere. His whereabouts are
known only to half a dozen trusted
lieutenants, through whom he issues

orders. No newspapers have been issued

since Friday except the officlal Mes-
senger, containing the government de-
crees, which is printed under military
protection at the office of the state
bank, where the bank notes are issued.
Official accounts of yesterday’s affair
were posted on all the bulletin boards.
Strikers who came to read spat upon
them.

It is reported that at one of the meet-
ings in the early hours this morning
some of the strike leaders discussed the
advisabllity of sending delegations to
the various embassies to appeal to the
foreign powers for protection but no
action was taken, at least no deputa-
tions had appeared at any of the em-
bassies up to noon. The situation con-
tinues to be very critical. The military
have the upper hand in St. Petersburg,
and so long as the troops remain true
they can crush any attempt at resist-
ance in the capital. But the eyes of
all are turned towards the interior for
the effects which the news will pro-
duce in the big centres. Considerable
excitement, the Associated Press hears,
by telephone, exists at Moscow, but no
open demonstrations have beeén report-

crats are planning a complete strike
at the old capital for Wednesday.

At Sevastopol the admiralty works,
as already cabled are reported to be in
flames.

No confirmation is obtainable of the
reported revolt of troops in the Cau-
casus; there are continued rumors of
disaffection among the troops here. It
is now reported that in addition to the
Moscow guard regiment, the Finland
and Izemallosky regiments declined to
obey orders to fire yesterday.

ST. PETERSBURG, Jan. 23, 10 a. m.

TROOPS ASSEMBLING IN FORCE.

ST. PETERSBURG, Jan. 23.—The
troops, most of which had been with-
drawn from the streets in the centre of
the city during the night, were report-
ed during the forenoon to have assem-
bled in considerable strength at the
principal points. Traffic across the
bridges and the usual paths over the
ice was interrupted. Street cars, in-
cluding the electric lines, were running
and over the frozen Neva sledges as
well as heavy vehicles are circulating
freely. The strikers apparently finding
it impossible to reach the centre of the
city in organized masses are entering
it singly or in small groups, traversing
the streets sullenly without stopping
to converse or look at the windows as
has been their custom.

VICE-CONSUL INTERVIEWED.

NEW YORK, Jan. 23.—Paul Tiesen-
hausen, the second vice-consul of the
Rusaian consulate general here, said
last night at his home in speaking of
the riots in St. Petersburg, according
to the Tribune, the agitators in Russia
had taken advantage of the war, when
people were discontented. The factor-
ies were closed and the agitation was
for 8 hours a work day.

The other day a trader sold old
silver coins of the face value of twenty-
five dollars.. He received a little over
eight dollars, suffering a loss of seven-
teen dollars. New coins of the same
face value would cost the government
ready for delivery in this country
about ten dollars. The real deprecia-
tion was only two dollars. Yet the
government made fifteen dollars out of
lost
seventeen.

The case in respect to copper coinage
is still stronger. Old copper coins must
be sold to the junk dealer for about
one-eighth of the face value. They
never had in them more than one-
sixth of their face value in metal. All
the rest of the price was flat value
given by the government stamp. Last
year the government made $33,000 pro-
fit out of $50,000 worth of copper coins,
the larger part of the other $17,000 be-
ing the cost of making and handling.
The loss of a cent is not much to a
man of means, but there are some
traders—newsboys for example—who
handle a great many, and who suffer
by the depreciation. If $50,000 of cop-
per coinage was placed in circulation
last year with a profit of $83,000 to the
government, and $10,000 in old coin is
condemned who loses the $9,000 of de-
preciation?

If the government issues & hote the
holder can demand gold for it no mat-
ter how badly the note is defaced. He
does not sell it for its value as waste
paper. A token coin is not a promise
to pay In the same sense that a note
is, but it passes from hand to hand
among people who believe it to be as
god as a note for the same amount.

e should think the government is
under some obligation to make good
that assurance.—St. John Star,

ST, PETERSBURG, Jan. 23. — The
story of the events immediately preced-
ing and during yesterday’s outbreak
as viewed by official eyes is given in
the Official Messenger, as follows:

“All attempts of the factory inspec-
tors to pacify the workmen were fruit-
less and every worker from & number
of the large factories joined the strike
which spread quickly and extended to
nearly all the works in the city. At
the same time the demands of the men
increased and these were formulated
in writing mostly by Father Gopon.
The employers discussed the demands
and decided that if some of them were
satisfled it could not fail to ruin in-
dustry while others deserved to be ex-
amined and partially conceded. Fur-
thermore, willingness was expressed to
negotiate with the men, but not with
the strikers’ organization. The work-
men refused to agree to it and violat-
ed the negotiations between the mas-
ters and men of the different factories.
As the strike was being conducted
without disturbance of public order,
no repressive measures were adopted
and not a single person was arrested.
The agitation of the Workmen’'s Asso-
ciation was, however, soon joined by
the agitation of revolutionary circles.
On the morning of Jan. 21, the Work-
men’s Association, led by Father Go-
pon, appeared with openly revolution-
ary tendencies. On Bunday Father
Gopon drew up a petition of workmen
to the emperor which contained besides
demands in behalf of thé men insolent
demands of a political character. Am-
ong the workmen verbal and written|
notifications were circulated urging the
necessity of a meeting January 22 on
the palace square in order through Fa-

ther Gopon to submit the petition to
the emperor. One of the demands was
of a political character, and the real
purpose of the meeting on the palace
square was concealed from the work-
men. Fanatical speeches, which Fa- |
ther Gopon, forgetting his clerical dlg-'
nity, addressed to the men and crimin-
al agitation excited the men to such an

‘extent that on January 22 large crowds |

proceeded to the centre of the city. {

At some points bloody collisions oc- }
curred between them ahd the troops!
in consequence of their refusal to obey
the police regulations or owing to their |
direct attacks on the troops$t The latter
were obliged to fire in the Schlussets-|
burg Causeway, near the Narva Trium-
phal Gate, in Troitjki square, and in
the Fourth Line on the Vassili Ostroff |
Quarter, in the Alexander Gardens, at
the corner of Nevsky Prospect and Go-
gol street, near the police bridge and
at the Kasan Cathedral. In the fourth
line the populace erected three barri-
cades of plank and wire. On one of
these a red flag was hoisted.. From
the windows of neighboring houses
shots were fired and stones were
thrown at the military. The crowd
took swords from the policemen and
armed themselves therewith. They
pillaged the Schaff small arms factory
and carried off about a hundred
swords, a large number of which, how-
ever, the police recovered. The crowd
destroyed telegraph wires and knocked
down poles. The municipal building
in the Second district was attacked and
demolished. In the evening five shops
on the St. Petersburg side were plun-
dered.”

GREAT INTEREST IN GERMANY.

BERLIN, Jan, 23. — Emperor Willilam
and the members of his entourage sat
up late last night receiving press and
private telegrams from St. Petershurg.
The keenest interest prevails here,
where Russia {8 probably better under-
8tood than elsewhere because of geo-
graphic nearness and close business re-
lationship. While the outbreak is loo'-
ed upon as one which proceeded froni
the hearts of the people, the foreign of- !
fice does not believe that it presages al
revolution because it lacks efficient

leadership and 1is without adequate
support among the bulk of the popula-
tion throughout the empire.

Government control of the telegraph
lines and railroads makes co-operation
of the discontented impessible.

At the time of the French revolution
a man could walk from Bordeaux to
Paris, but no one can walk from Odes-
sa to St. Petersburg and partake in
the events there. The officilal view
is that although any friend of Russia
must be sorrowful over"the internal
situation the Russian government dare
not drop the reins or the horses wiil
run away. The government to avoid
anarchy must act stringently. -

HE DID NOT PAY.

E. A. Bull From England and
His Unfaithful Steward

Who Falled to Hand Over the Pur.
chase Money For Carleten
County Factory.

se

Edward A. Bull is a young English-
man who sald some things to a Sun

reporter that may not be palatabls to
the manufacturers of woodenware of
this country.

Mr. Bull is the financial backer of
a London firm who deal largely in
chair parts, and he expressed consid-
erable dissatisfaction with the goods
the firm recelves from Canada.

Mr. Bull said that a good many
Canadian manufacturers were not ex-
act in filling their orders. If they did
not have in stock the goods ordered
they often would send cheaper and
inferior grades, with the result that
when the goods arrive in England,
they are rejected, as not being accord-
ing to order, and the exporter has to
make a heavy rebate. This, of course,
means a loss of profit and not infree
quently a considerable sum in hard
cash.

“We want your goods,” sald Mr.
Bull, ‘but we want them according to
sample, and the quality and grade we
order."”

So unsatisfactory were many of the
shipments received by the firm in
which Mr. Bull is interested that he
decided to acquire a couple of factories
in Canada and manufacture here for
export to his firm in London. "Fhere-
by hangs a tale.

A couple of years ago Mr. Bull was
travelling through Canada on pleasure
bent, and in the course of his peregri-
tions visited two  establishments
which he thought could be profitably
managed, and decided to invest in
them. After considerable -correspond-
ence he sent a representative out here
about a year ago to make preliminary
arrangements. He came a second time
in March last, and made the first pay-
ment on the two factories. He came
again to Toronto last September and
was supplied with funds with which
to make the second payment. Instead
of using the money for this purpose,
he started in to have & good time.

He was & man of ingratiating ad-
dress and speedily got the entree to
the Queen’s City’s exclusive circles.
He was a high roller, and the money
which he controlled speedily vanished.
For about three months the firm never
heard from him, except to receive de-
mands for more money. Finally Mr.
Bull decided to come out and see how
things were going. He found that his
representative had dissipated all the
money for personal pleasure, and had
contracted obligations right and left.

One of the factories in which Mr.
Bull was interested was located near
Toronto, and the other in this prov-
ince. Mr. Bull would give no more de-
finite .information than to say that it
was In Carleton county. The unfaith-
ful steward declared that he had made
thé second payment on the New
Brunswick factory, but falled to pro-
duce the vouchers, and Mr, Bull came
down here to investigate. He discov-
ered that such was not the case. Mr.
Bull has just returned from Carleton
county, and is a guest at the Royal.

Mr. Bull’s total losses owing to the
recreancy of his agent, who was also
a partner in the London firm, of which
Mr. Bull is the financial support, will
aggregate about flve thousand pounds.
The money paid on both factories has
been forfeited, owing to the expiration
of the time limit, and the balance is
made up in the money squandered in
Toronto.

Mr. Bull will leave on Wednesday for
Boston, from where he will sail for
England.

1y. Mr. Beénner’s horse, valued at
about $70, was burned to death, and
he also lost some harness and a small
quantity of hay, ete. The origin of
the fire is & mystery, but it was prob-

ably caused by some person dropping

a match in the stable. There was no
insurance on the building, which is a
total wreck, but the loss will not ex-
ceed $180.

Gen. Nogi’s spirit, however, never
failed him either under reveérse as &
soldier or bereavement as a man and
the loss of one after the other of his
two brave sons, leaving him childless,
only seemed to brace him to greater
efforts aginst the foe. Although still
only fifty-four, the Japanese command-
er has seen more fighting than most
men. Having entered the army when
little more than a boy, he fought in
almost every battle and skirmish ln,the
Satsuma rebellion, and was twice seri-

for weirs are expensive when large.

fore the sardine canning season ar-
rives in April, since the owners know
that the first catches of the herring

can be sold at high prices, and they

usually look after the repairs on the
weirs damaged during the early part
of the apring.

Following these are several sums,
ranging between $100 and $300, but the
greater number are small amounts,

In all, 135 registered letters went
astray or were tampered with, and
twanty of these were addressed to T.
Eatoa & Co. of Toronto.

MISSING FROM UNREGISTERED
LETTERS.

There were in all 1,033 unregistered
letters reported as not having reached
their destinations or to have been re-
celved without their contents: In eight
instances the letters should have been
sent by registered mail, but owing to
neglect of the officials they were sent
in ordinary mail, and in all these
cases the losses were made good. Thir-
teen other letters were found to have
been stolen. Several of these were
test letters, forwarded for the purpose
of securing evidence against suspected
employes. Thus of all the unregistered
letters tampered with only twenty-one
out of more than a thousand were
never heard from. The report states
that this is altogether due to want of
registration.

In the 1,033 unregistered lettérs which
went astray, the total value of con-
tents was $6,203.05, and only about one
per cent. of this amount was recovered.
The largest amount contained in any
one letter was $120, and there are a
number which had from $40 to $70, but
as a rule the sums enclosed were
small.

DEAD LETTERS.

The dead letter office handled during
the year no fewer than 1,228,431 letters,
and of these, 12,519 were registered.
There are still on hand 11.029 which

1 have not yet been disposed of.

These letters contained many differ-
ent articles, among which were the
following: Certificates of baptism, pas-
try, pedigrees, pepper, -perfume, pick,
pills, pillow case, plum pudding, prayer
beads, quilt, rattle, revolver, rubber
tube, salve, sardine, mustard, oil
stove, ointment, overcoats, jar, jelly,
lamps, leather vest, lucky pennies, ma-
chinery, meat, graphophone, gun, gun
barrel, hair receiver, Indian curios,
flower pot, fur boas, garters, glass eye,
dagger, cups and saucers, ear drum,
eggs, false teeth, fish hooks, carvers,
cartridges, coffin plates, corsets, cruci-
fix, more false teeth ‘)ullet mould, ar-
rowhead, axle grease; Bible, binocu-
lars, cetrificates of many kinds, shirts,
silver bullion, ,smelling salts, sponge,
maple sugar, tea, watches, whiskey,
wings, and yacht model. In all 22,163
letters containing many articles
value! and 21,406 were disposed of.
There has not been any valuation
placed on articles other than money
or commercial paper.

SPINAL MENENGITIS

Discovered in Maine Lumber Camﬁ -
Three Men Dead.

DOVER, Me.,, Jan. 20.—Three
were dead, two were not expected to
live, and members of a crew of thirty
lumber men have been exposed as the
result of what was pronounced today

to be spinal menengitis existing in a
number camp at Lake View planta-
tion, twelve miles from Dover. \The
camp is operated by the Willimahntic
Spool Co. Information of this alarm-
ing condition became known when the
body of Ernest Whitney was brought
here today and the diagnosis of a phy-
sician was made known. Whitney was
removed from the camp when the con-
ditions there became evident, but
died on the way to this town. The
other two victims were French-Cana-
dian lumbermen, who died in the
camp before Whitney was taken away.
Two men in critical condition were
taken out, one being conveyed to the
Eastern Maine General Hospital at
Bangor and the other to Milo. They
were not expected to recover.

The entire crew of thirty men, most
of whom it is reported have shown
symptons of the disease, left the camp.
Spinal menengitis, or spotted fever,
as it is otherwise known, may be
caused by unsanitary conditions.
AUGUSTA, Me., Jan. 20.—Dr. A. G.
Young, chairman of the State Board
of Health, said late today that the
existence of spinal menengitis at the
lumbering camp near Dover had been
reported to him and he had assigned
Dr. G. M. Woodcock of Bangor, a
member of the board, to investigate
uvntil he could take up the case per-
sonally.

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SPOTTED FEVER.

One Newcastle Man Dead
d Another Very

Ten of the Lumbermen Have Escaped
From Quarantine at Five Islands

nd Have Come to Canada.

»> e

BOSTON, Jan. 22.—The EBoston and
Maine authorities have been fnformed
that ten of the Canadian lumbermen
qudrantined on account of “spotted
fever” at Five Islands, Schoodic Lakes,
have escaped to Canada. The fifth

man to die of the disease is Fred Don-
ovan of Newcastle, N. B, John Park-
er of Newcastle is critically ill.

WATERVILLE, Jan, 21.—The Wa-
terville Morning Sentinel early this
morning, by telephone, called up Dr.
Galen M. Woodcock of Bangor, a pro-
minent member of the state board of
health, and interviewed him regarding
the spotted fever epidemic, sald to
have broken out in Piscataquis county.
Dr. Woodcock said:

“Night before last a man named
Donovan, who had been working in a
lumber camp near Williamantic, was
brought here and lodged at the East-
ern Maine General Hospital. The phy-
sician who sent him here thought he
was suffering with brain fever. The
man was unconscious, and the first
impregsion was that he was in the
early stages of typhoid fever. I made
an examination yesterday morning and
decided that he was afflicted with
cerebro spinal meningitis and that he
was in a dangerous condition, To-
night the man is just alive. The dis-
ease is mildly contagious, not as is
smallpox, but still liable to spread
rapidly, especially in a lumber camp. |
This disease is known as spotted fever |
and s far more dangerous. than,
typhoid. : ;

“Before Donoven arrived here tweo

his companions had died at their
homes, one at Milo and the other at
Sangerville. Their names were Cun-
ningham _and Whitney. Another man
was brought to the Bangor hospital to-
night suffering from the disease. He
is mildly sick with the same symptoms
as those which appear in Donovan’s
case, but he does not appear to be as
badly afflicted as his companions,

“I have sent a man up there to dis«
infect the camp and report the condi«
tions. He notified me this evening
that he had cleared up the camp and
arranged for an isolation camp where
others who may be taken down with
the disease may be ’separated from
their companions. He says that thera
are no snew cases. It is llkely that
such will be the result.”

The ‘“Sunrise’” express left Halifax,
N. 8.,.for Boston by way of St. John,
N. E., at eight o'clock yesterday morn-
Ing, and departed from St. John at six
b'clock last night. The train is sched-
uled to arrive in Boston at 7.30 a. m.,
but owing to delays in northern Maine
last night it was just before eight
o'clock’ when the express passed
through this town this morning. The
train was then running at a high
speed In an effort to make up as much
as possible of the lost time.

The train consisted of a locomotive,
baggage car, two Pullman sleeping
cars and three coaches. As the express
was passing through a stone culvert a
short distance in the rear of the New
Hampshire State College of Agricul-
ture a broken rail was encountered.
The locomotive, baggage car and one
Pullman passed over without leaving
the rails, but the four rear cars jump-
ed the tracks, shot through the air and
were thrown into the stone culvert.

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SENATORS IN MONCTON.

A Growing Time in Railway Town’s
Civic Expenditures.

TR

MONCTON, N. B., Jan. 22.—Senators
McKean of Halifax, McKay of Truro,
and Perley of Wolsely, Assiniboia,
were passengers from Ottawa on the
Maritime express on Saturday. Sen-
ator Perley was on his way to visit
Moward Trueman of Point de Bute
and Senator Wood of Sackville.

This is Moncton’s growing time, in
civic expenditures as in other things.
The estimates as just made up, exclu-
give of eounty fund, amount to $73,-
191,50, as compared with $66,209 last
year, an Increase of nearly $7,000, or
over ten per cent. The principal in-
creases are for fire purposes, $3,771;
schools, $1,520, and maintenance of
streets, $2,000. The appropriation ask-
ed for fire purposes reaches the large
sum of $10,716,60, of which $900 is for
1,000 feet of new hose; $2,437.50 for the
chemical engine bought last year;
$246 for a new hose wagon, $200 for
new ladders, $250 for exemption of No.
2 engine house, and $180 for fire alarm
boxes. With the exception of schools
the fire service is now the largest item
of civic expenditure. The total as-
sessment last year was $76,208.26, less
discount of $3,101.17. The collections
were $68,996.87, and of the balance,
$3,000 is estimated as.collectable and
only $1,201.81, or less than two per
cent of the assessment as bad or
doubtful. The current overdraft at
the Bank of Montreal, amounting at
the end of 1903 to $1,716.44, has been
wiped out and there was a credit bal-
ance at the end of 1904 of $821.28, show-
ing a surplus on the year’'s business of
$2,587.36.

Sam Grant, a Young Rou-
manian Peddler,

Is Stranded Here Having Been Sent
Back From Calais—Has Been

All Over the World.

During the last week eleven Russian
Jews have been quartered in the school
room of the synagogue. Some of them
came here on the Lake Michigan near-
ly a month ago. They have concluded-
ed that there is poor prospect for
making a living here and are now
walting for money to take them to
Boston. Among the number is a very
interesting youth of 19 yeéars named
Sam Grant, who is the only one of the
number able to speak English. Not
only can Bammy Grant speak English
fluently, but he claims to know 11 other
languages fully as well. In any of
these languages he can read, write or
speak. He will take any common sent-
ence and translate it into all these dif-
ferent languages. Of course it is quite
possible that while Bammy was speak-
ing these languages he may have made
breaks which the reperter did not de-
tect, but the fluency with which he
used the different tongues gave one
the impression that he knew whereof
he spoke. Sammy has served a good
deal of time a8 interpreter in different
countries. He ‘is a native of Rou-
mania. At the age ofL 14 he left home
with his father and went to Tokio,
Japan, on a six months’ peddling tour.
Later he went to Singapore, where he
acted as interpreter in the employ of
the Johnston line of steamers for one
year. From theré he went to Paris,
and served as interpreter in the French
immigration office for six months.
While there he received a good salary
and had the offer of the position per-
manently. But Bammy is of a roving
disposition. He could not remain there
contented and know that there was a
large part of the world he. had not
seen. Storles came to his ears from
travellers of the large fortunes being
meade by Jewish peddlers in America,
and on an unfortunate day he decided

to glve up his remunerative position’

and saill .for Canada to satisfy his in-
ward desires and to share in the wealth
of his countrymen.

On landing in Montreal, Sammy at
once provided himself with a pack of
trinkets and strapping it to his back,
started out to seek his fortune. For
days at a time he never saw more
than a. dime, and for -nights at a time
he saw no bed other than an old wood-
shed or barn. - About a week ago he
landed here. with the intention of go-
ing to Boston. Going aboard the boat
without any doctor’'s certificate, he
was held up 4t Eastport, brought back
to Calais, and locked up for the night.
He was sent back to 8t. John the next
day. While in Calais, however, he
was examined by three doctors and
was given a certificate. He has sent
to his friends and got the required
amount of money for the voyage, Still
he says the immigration officials here
will not let him go. Sammy is much
puzzled to know the cause of this, and
say$ his money will soon be all. gone
again, so that he won’'t be able to get
away.

FIRE AT FREDERICTON.

Estey’s Mill Destroyed at Late Hour
Last Night.

FREDERICTON, Jan. 20.—Estey's
mill], situated at the western end of the
town, was destroyed by fire last night.
The fire broke out at 10.46 o’clock and
the whole structure was soon wrapped
in flames, making a blaze that could
be seen from all parts of the city. The
building was very dry and the flames
made great headway. The night
watchman was in the rear of the build-
ing when the fire was discovered. The
mill, which has been sawing shingles
since the beginning of the winter sea-
son, has been run by trustees since the
failure of R. A. Estey. The building
itself was owned by Senalor Thomp-
son and was insured for $8,000 in com-
panies represented by F. I. Morrison.
A quantity of Ilumber around the
bullding escaped uninjured.

OTTAWA, Jan. 19.—The house got
down to real business this afternoon
for the first time this session and put
in three houxjn largely in passing es-
timates for the clvil service.

/ In answer to & questiongby Martin
(Queens, P. E. 1), Emmerson said no
site had yet been decided on for the
proposed rallway station at Charlotte-
town, but the decision would be made
as soon as possible.

,In answer to Dr. Roche, Laurier
stated that the voting lists for the
Manitoba  constituencies had been
printed by the King's printer at Ot-
tawa. 1

Roche moved for a copy of the ori-
ginal lists; also copies of lists fur-
nished by returning officers.

Fisher introduced his bill for the
inspection and sale of seeds.

In response to a question by Hon.
Mr, Foster, Sir Wm. Mulock said the
proposed steamship service between
Canada and Mexico was hung up for
the present, as all tenders were in ex-
cess of the subsidy of $50,000 granted
by Canada for the service on the At-
lantic side and the same subsidy
granted by Mexico for the Pacific ser-
vice. Mexico has since offered to make
its subsidy a hundred thousand if Can-
ada would do the same. The govern-
ment, he sald, was agreeable and the
services would probably be established
before very long.

Foster, Haggart and Barker pressed
Emmerdon for information concerning
the a¥bitration between the Grand
Trenk and the 1. C. R. over the failure
of the Grand Trunk to keep the agree-
ment to hand over the traffic at Mon-
treal to the I. C.- R. They wanted to
krow if the evidemce wowid be pre-
sented to the heuse. Emmerson did
not know, but the minister of justice
pr ed to enlighten the opposition
by bringing down the agreement un-
der which the arbitration was held.

Haggart asked if the government
was interested in the purchase of the
Canada Atlantic by the Grand Trunk,
and if they had secured any rights for
the 1. C. R. over that line.

Laurier replied that the government
had nothing to do with the matter. It
was entirely between the two com-
panies.

The house then went into committee
and passed estimates until six o’clock,
getting through the greater part of
the appropriations for the inside ser-
vice of the various departments,

Foster, who conducted practically
the whole criticism, showed up in his

expenditure like & hawk and showing
by his keen questions more knowledge
of departmental necessities than many
of the ministers.

Something interesting was expected
when the auditor general’s estimates
involving an increase of $10,000 came
up, but this department received even
less atention than the othiers. Mr. Mec-
Dougall was there to provide the in-
formation, but both sides seemed shy
of meddling with him.

W. A. Jack Written Up In Qanadlan

(Poultry Review.)

W. A. Jack, of 8t. John, N, B, an
enthusiastic poultryman, and not un-

esting budget of news under date 28th
November. The following is an ex-
tract from his chatty letter:

“Since the middle of the month (No-
vember) I have been getting forty
cents per dozen for egges. One woman
in the market last Saturday asked me
no less than fifty cents.

“I have been often told by people
who probably did not know that in
order to make poultry, kept on a large
scale, pay, you should grow your own
grain. On the other hand, I have been
told by practical men-the contrary. In
this connection I learned the following.
In early October I pald a visit to Jas.
Baxter's farm, situated on the St. John
river, fourteen miles from the city.
Mr. Baxter raised over 3800 chickens
this season, mostly B. P. R. or B. P.
R. and W. W. cross. At the time of
my visit he had about sixty fowls.
Many of the pullets were laying. The
eggs gathered per day averaged three
dozen, at date of my visit. He finds a
ready sale for chickens and eggs at
good prices amongst the summer resi-
dents at Westfleld and Woodman's
Point, reached by a two or three mile
row across the river. Mr. Baxter is &
man that it is a pleasure to meet—
hardworking, industrious, honest, per-
severing and withal a firm believer in
the hen. He tells me that next year
he hopes to raise double the number
of chickens he Aaid this year. He uses
an incubator and hens as well. I ask-
ed him, “What about brooders? ‘Well,’
he said, ‘a week before the incubator
is due to hatch I set & number of hens,
and when the chickens are ready to
leave the incubator I give them to the
hens, putting the eggs they are sitting
on back into the incubator.’

“Last winter, when very many hens
were freezing to death, Mr. Baxter
was getting quantities of eggs. ' He
feeds a hot mash in the morning com-
posed of feeding flour, corn meal and
heavy feed. Raw potatoes were
thrown into the houses every day (Mr.
B. believes in the colony plain), and
the last feed was corn. Mest was giv-
en occasionally. Grit and oyster shells
before the fowls always. Please note
two things, viz.: All feed, with the
exception of potatoes and meat, was
purchased in the ecity. The houses in
which his hens were kept during last
winter were simply boarded and
shingled. The eggs, after being haul-
ed fourteen miles, were sold. in the

dogen to regular customers.

A BRAVE GIRL

Awoke to Find Her Bed
On Fire.

Dashed Through the Smoke and
Flames to the Door and Jeined
Bucket Brigade.

BROOKLYN, N. Y., Jan, 21. — Miss
Lillian Scott, 19 years old, living at
the home of her mother, East Thirty-
ninth street and Avenue I, Vanderveer
Park, had a very narrow escape from
a horrible death during the night
when the furnishings of her room and
the bed in which she slept took fire
from an oil stove in the room that, it
is supposed, had become overheated.

The Scott home is a large detached
two story and attic frame dwelling
and as it is exposed to the wind, the
room in the attic, where Miss Scott
slept, was heated at night by an oil
stove.

About one o’clock this morning Mrs.
Mary Scott, the young woman’s mo-
ther, was awakened by a suspicious
gmell of smoke and got up to investi-
gate the lower floors. of the building,
never thinking of the oil stove in the
girl’s room. She found no evidence of
fire and returned to bed, but the smoke
increasing in volume, was most suffo-
cating :and she determined to examine
the bedrooms.

As she passed the room occupied by
her daughter she saw smoke coming
from above the closed door and bang-
ing on the door to awake her daugh-
ter, she aroused also the other inmates
of the house. s %

The daughter awoke and found the
room a mass of flames, with the mat-
tress on which she was lying and the
bedclothes above her burning at the
foot of the bed. The smoke was dense
and suffocating. Thoroughly frighten-
ed she bounded out of bed and into
the hall, where her mother was stand-
ing about to enter the room.

The other occupants of the house at
once formed themselves into a fire bri-
gade, while one of the tenants ran to
turn in ‘an alarm for the fire engines.
He returned shortly with Detective
Sergeant Melver, Roundsmen Menegay
and Patrolman Hayden of the Flat-
bush precinct, whom he had met on
the way, and without the help of the
fire department they turned in to fight
the flames.

Miss Scott, instead of falling into a
faint, showed remarkable courage in
taking a hand in the fire fighting, and
it wag not until the flames had been
entirely subdued that she collapsed.

At the time that Miss Scott had made
her escape from the room it was a
seething furnace and the smoke was
intense, The heat was unbearable and
repeatedly forced back the volunteer
brigade that was attacking it with pails
of water.

One of - the tenants of the house,
George E. Hall, in endeavoring to beat
out the flames with his bare hands and
feet, was badly burned and is now laid
up at the house in great suffering as
a consequence,

While the bed clothing was still
burning some of the men threw it out
of a window and it landed on the roof
of the piazza below, setting fire to the
shingles of the house and promising
the total destruction of the dwelling.
The firefighters worked herocially,
however, and the flames were finally
subdued, both on the exterior of the
house and in the bedroom, to which it
was conflned in the interior, after it
had caused a damage to the building
and contents to the amount of $500,
which is covered by insurance,

Miss Scott told her mother after she
regained her composure that she was
entirely ‘ignorant of the fire with its
accompanying heat and smoke until
her mother’s pounding on the door of
her room awakened her. Everything,
she said, was burning flercely then and
the smoke was blinding and suffocat-
ing.

One of the officlals of the fire de-
partment who called at the house to-
day to inspect the room where the fire
occurred complimented Mrs. Scott on
the work accomplished in putting out
the blaze.

FUNERAL OF NATHAN MACE.

SUSSEX, Jan, 23.—The funeral of
the late Nathan M. Mace took place |
today from the residence of his broth-
er, Oldfield Mace. Rev. Mr, Gough at-
tended the services. He was interred
in the Smith's Creek burial ground.
On Monday last Mr. Mace had a para-
lytic stroke and laid for some time in
the barnyard before belng found.
‘While being .exposed to the cold his
left arm and leg were badly frozen
and amputation was necessary. Tues-
day he was brought to Sussex to his
brother’s, but never regained econ-
sciousness, and died on Friday night.
Deceased was 70 years old and had
been living alone. He was the son of
the late Willlam Mace of Havelock,
who operated a saw and flour mill
there for years. He leaves three sis-
ters ang four brothers, Mrs. C. Man-
ning, Bangor, Me.; Mrs, A. G. Stock-
ton, Corn Hill; Miss Hattle Mace,
John H., and Oldfield of Sussex;

J, Garling Kelly and C. D. McPhee
Explain the Latter’s New Inven-

ion to Prevent Accidents.

- ™

J. Carling Kelly of Ottawa, who won
fame by his financial connections with
the renowned Ernest Terah &Hooley,
when that daring financier was at the
zenith of his fame, is at the Royal. The
last deal that Mr. Kelly had with the
spectacular London promoter was in
connection with the Sapphire Corun-
dum Co., a Canadian enterprise. The
course of the corundum matter did not
run smooth and Mr. Kelly brought a
criminal action against Hooley, which
was a great newspaper sensation for
some months. Hooley spent about a
month in jail, but eventually managed
to get acquitted of the criminal charge.

Mr. Kelly s widely known as a pro-
moter, and has floated some very large
enterprises, He is accompanied on this
trip by C. D. McPhee, the inventor
and patentee of an automatic signal
device, the object of which is to ren-
der railroad collisions and smashups
avoidable. .Messrs. Kelly and McPhee
have just returned from Moncton,
where their system wasg thoroughly in-
vestigated by D. Bryce Scott, chief
electrician of the I, C. R., who has re-
ported very favorably upon it. The re-
port will be present2d to the minister
of railways and the.promoters expect
that the system will be installed on the
1. C. B -

Mr. McPhee has worked for seVYen
years on his invenfion and has had
great obstacles to surmount in order
to securs patent rights. The origina-
tors of other signal systems have op-
posed him in the courts, but he has
won out at last.

The motive power of the system is
electricity. There is no third rail ne--
cessary, but one of the two ordinary
rails is insulated, and the line divided
into blocks of a mile each in length.
Should a train go by the place where
a crossing was ordered when it is
within a mile of one coming the other
way, a danger signal is displayed in
the cab of the engine. Should, as is
unfortunately sometimes the case,
the engineer be asleep or Intoxicated,
and disregard the signal, the train is
automatically brought to a standstill.
If the machine should get out of gear
the brakes are also automatically ap-
plied. If the system will accomplish
all the inventor claims for it and all the
I. C. R. electrician believes it will, it
is a wonderful invention, and will
greatly lessen the loss of life and pro-
perty by railway disasters.

A company is now being ‘organized
in the United Stateg with a capital of
$5,000,000 to handle the invention, and
it is in connection with this that
Messrs. Kelly and McPhee will leave
for Philadelphia on Wednesday.

Goodwill's
death removes from the fleld one of
the few clergymen who have been
laboring among the believers in the
Macdonaldite creed on the Island.

The Macdonaldites as a denomina<
tion are not well known outside of P.

i numbers were much greater, and have

since their foundation been regularly
ministered to by clergymen who were
formerly of the Presbyterian belief.
Rev. Donald Macdonald: was the firsf
exponent of the creed. He is remem«
bered as a most devout Christian, an
earnest. worker and a “whole souled
man.  His strong personality and hig
wonderful evangelistic addresses mada
a profound impression on many of
those who listened to him, and he
drew, through his own life work, large
numbers to share _his belief. = The
Macdonaldite congregation grew and
prospered, and after his death the
work was caried on for a time with
energy, but afterwards with weaken«
