SAD DROWNING ACCIDENT

Campbellton, N. B., May 13.---A sad
| drowning accident occurred here this
afternoon about 3 o’clock, when four
men were drowned.

Five men in the employ of the Shives
Lumber Company, were engaged in re-
pairing the chain in the mill slip, in a
boat about 120 yards from the shore.
While attempting to drop anchor, it
slipped and knocked a board out of the
side of the boat, which immediately filled
and sank.

Only one of the party, Henry Savidant
was able to swim and he reached the
shore in safety. The other four, Fred
Clark, Jos. Roussé, Barney Maltais and
Simon Tanmnier clung to the boat and
were drowned.

Parties immediately set ot in beats to
grapple for the bodies but up to the
time of writing they had only succeeded
in finding one, that of Rousse. The
body was taken to Graham’s under-
taking rooms and prepared for burial.

SYNOPSIS OF :
CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

Any even-numbered section of Dom-
inion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatchewan
and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, not re-
served, may be homesteaded by any per-
son who 1s the sole head of a family, or
any maie over 18 years of age, to the
extent of one-quarter section of 160 acres,
more or less.

Application for entry must be made in
person by the applicant at a Dominion
Lands Agency or Sub-agency for the dis-
trict in which the land is situate. Entry
by proxy may, however, be made at any
Agency on certain conditions by the
father, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister of an intending homesteader.

DUTIES.---(1) At least six ‘months’
residence upon and cultivation of the
land in each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so de-
sires, perform the required residence
duties by living on farming land owned
solely by him, not less than eighty (80)
acres in extent, in the vicinity of his
homestead. He may also do so by living
with father or mother, on certain condi-
tions. Joint ownership in land will not
meet this requirement.

(3) A homesteader ' intending to per-
form his residence duties in accordance
with the above while living with parents
or on farming land owned by himself
must notify the Agent forfthe district of
such intention. b

Fredericton, May 6.— In the
legislature today the new Highway
Act and the new Audit Act were
represented and explained by Mr
Hazen and Mr. Flemming respective-
Iy.

The House metat 4 p. m.

Hon. Mr. Grimmer, after routine,
addressing the speaker, made the
following statement:

“I may say that an independent au-
ditor will be placed upon the books

¢ the late Mr. Flewelling at the earliest
moment. Auditor W. M. Dunlop of
Ottawa, who is carrying on 2 general

SG”

Hon. Mr. Hazen moved the second
reading of the Highway Act He
had, he said, prom:ised the House 2
full explanation of the act at this
time, but as the act had been dis-
tributed and no doubt carefully con-
sidered by hon. members any lengthy
He took it that every ome om both
sides of the House as well as the
people of the provimce generally,
agree that 2 new highway law was a
public mecessity. He hoped the
House would consider the act when
it came before the committee, probab-
Iy tomorrow, irrespective of party and
in the mterests of the ocountry.
This 2ct was entirely in accord with
the promises made by him during the
recent campaign. He had always
held that a better expenditure of
money and better supervision of the
work could be obtained by leaving it
lzrgely im the hands of the county
council than in any other way. It
was extremely desirable in all domestic
legislation to get down as close as
possible to the " people, and he be-
lieved that mumicipal councillors who
had to go back for election every two
years and whose acts were closely
watched were closer to the people
than any other authority and much
more likely to give good and
economical supervision and expendi-
ture on the roads than the Com-
missioner of Public Waorks.

THE HIGHWAY ACT i

The principle of the act is tha
the highways shall be placed as]|
directly under the control of the!
people as possible and shall be made |
and repaired by local boards for each
parish and that the people shall have |
the right to perform statute labor
where they desire to do so.

When any parish is represented by !
two councillors they together with
the chairman, to be appointed by the
government, constitute a board to be
known as the highway board for such
parish. Three of the parishes in the
city and county of Saint John are re-
presented by three councillors (Lan-
caster, Simonds and St. Martins) and
the portion of the parish of Saint
Stephen outside of incorporated towns
is similarly reprtsfnted. In such.
cases provision is piade so that two
of their number may be chosen by
the councillors themselves.

Section 3 and Sec. 4, Sub-section 1.

The panish elections take place in
September in Northumberland and
in April in St John. In all other
counties they are held during the
months of September or October.

It would be advisable to proclaim
this act when the elections are com-
pleted and within 2 short time there-
after, probably in ten days, a2 meet-
ing of the board for each panish will
be held

Provision has been made to pre-
