How to Conguer Krror.

The following editorial, elipped from
the Western Recorder, contmins good,
wound doctrine that all should study well
and heed:

“The hest way to meet error is to ad-
vocate the truth, Error is oftenest pro-
pagated by being formally attacked, and
those who bold to the error are seldom
oconvinced by argument. No man can
be codvinced unless he is first open to
conviction. To attack a man's belief and
argue against him is almost sure to
arouse his opposition and shut his heart
against the plainest and strongest argu-
ments. That is why 6 few peopld™are
ever convinced by argument. But to ad-
vocate the truth, without formally assail-
ing error, is to find the mind of the one
who ‘holds to error measurably open.
There ieno humilistion involved in his
scoepting the proofs oftered. It does
not ocour to him that he is assailed, and
must resist. Indeed, wheo he accepts
the truth he is apt to think that really
that is what he has believed all the time;
only he did not state it exactly in that
way. Itisfaith that begets faith; and
it 1a faith that moves wmen rather then
reason. ‘‘Wavering souls rally around
firm ones,” says Reveilland, and John
Htuart Mill saye one man with a belief,
as a force in Society, is worth a score who
have ooly intorests. Those who believe
error, with yery few exceptions, believe it
wery icosely. They rather scquiesce in
it than believe it; and if the truth is pre-
sented to them in » way that does not

thirow them on the defensive, there is &

i good prospect of their acoepting it. But

the sucest way to make them tighten
their grip on error is to make an attack
upon them. To strike a man is & ¥ery | section
poor way to persuade him to go the way
you desire.

% Of course, we must not be indifferent
to error, nor must we withhold or com-
promise the truth; but we should pull
down error by building up the truth.
We should not shun “to declare the
whole counsel of God,” but it must be
the counsel of God we declare, not at-
tacks on error. Paul preached Christ;
he did not argue with the Athenians or
Corinthians against the folly of their be-
lief in Jupiter and Apollo, and it was
the preaching of Christ that made the
heathen altars crumble. "Felix would not
have trembled had Paul attacked his be-
liefs.

«“Let there be no consenting to error,but
always and everywhere let us proclaim
the truth, and proclaim it in love. While
hating heresy we should love heretics,
and should be very careful not to in-
crease the difficulty of their accepting
the truth. Many an unwise advocate of
the truth will have a good deal to answer
for in this regard. Truth is God’s remedy
for error, and if we advocate the truth in
love we can safely leave the error to take
care of itself.

The chief points of importance profit
able in potato culture, next to proper
seloetion of sail, are selection of variety
suited to the grower's soil, locality, mar- |
ket or special purposes; wellpreserved
seed; mellow sead-bod; close planting,
and thorough cultivation by horse-power
| rather than by hand. Make the drills
| three feot upart, and plant o large two-
eye piece from one to two feet upart (ac-
cording to natural thrift of variety and
local conditions), four inches deep in the
drill; cover lightly at first, and fill the
furrows gradually by means of repeated
use of wlight smoothing harrow. After |
the plants are several icnhes high, and |
further harrowing would not be safe, use |
& good horse-hoo having at least five nar- |
row teeth, something like Planet Jr. |
norso-hoe, and repeat the operation |
every few days until the vines cover the
ground.

Of the resources the husbandman has
to care for, one of the most precious is |

his cropa, but in summer the supply gets

low, and the same force of capillarity
which brings it up to where the roots of |
his plants can get it, carries it past them
to the furnace, where the sun’s
changes it to vapor and winds bear it
away.

8. It has blessed uncounted howmes in
the turning of money formucly squand
ered for drink into channels of useful
and helpful service, and thus all busi-
ness and social interests aided.
