not know of any country where the
federal govermment contributes or co-
operates with the provinces as it is
vroposed to do in this bill. At Wash-
ington, I understand, there is a bur-
eau of education for the purpose of
instructing the psople on the necessity
of good highways and the manner of
constructing them. I think probably,
it would be well it we had in Canada
such a burean as that, because the
construction and upkeep of public
roads are certainly very necessary in
a country like ours.”

After noting that he had’ explain-
ed on the firgt reading that the basis
of distribution wés to be population,
Mr. Cothrane proceeded:

“I have no doubt whatever, but that
this government can work in conjunc-
tion and in hatmony with the provin-
cial governments in carrying out the
purposes of this bill. I think every pro-
vincial government whether Grit or
Tory, will weleome this bill, and co-
operate with us in carrying it out.

“Moreover, this government will not
undertake to force any local govern-
ment to join us if they do not wish to.
I hope we shall be able to arrange
with the previneial governments, so
that they will make a grant equal to
the grant givem by the federal gov-
ernment, 80 that we may be able to.go
on within a very short time, and con-
struct those roads. But if any provin-
cial government does not wish to con-
tribute I see no reason why we should
not go on and do the work ourselves.
But if they join in with us, so much the
bette?,

“We wil co-operate with them in
making specifications.  Evidently no
specifications can be laid down in this
bill, You canmot draw up specifica-
tions to cover all roads, because some
might cost much more and others
much less than others.

“Sir Wilfrid Laurier objected to
putting so much money in the hands
of the governor-in-council. What did
they do last session? They gave a
subsidy to a road to be built from
Montreal to join the Transcontinental
Railway in Quebec and there was no
company named to which the grant
was to be made; jt was left to the
government to name the company, and
they manipulated it in such a manner
as to give the money &0 r friends.
We do not propose to take\that course,
we propose to work with, the provin-
cial governments, not -with individu-
als or with companies.”

Second Reading Passed.

Then the bill passed its second read-
ing, the amendment being declared
“lost on division.” The opposition did
not press it to an actual vote.

Thousands of Nests' -
5 _Qf Erown Tails Found

W. W. Hubbard Telis of Work
of Fighting Pests - 1365
Nests Found in Charlotte
Alone.

W. W. Hubbard, secretary for agrl-
culture was here yesterday to consult
with the dairy. inspector and also to
meet Wm. McIntosh who as acting
provincial eutomologist, has been en-
trusted with the work of examining the
varlous winter nests, cocoons, etc., of
insects which are being sent in by
the various schools in respohse to the
request of the department of agricul-
ture that search be made for nests
of the Brown Tall moth,

A bonus of $1 for the first nest of
the Brown Tail moth has been offer-
ed by the department and in response
about 600 specimens have been sent
to Mr, Mcintosh. Thus far however,
nests have only been received from
districts in the southwestern portion
of the province previously kuown to
be infected.

The force of special inspectors sent
out by the provincial and federal de-
partments of agriculture have finished
their work in Charlotte county where
some 1365 nests were found and they
are now working in the St. John val-
ley, foup of them working with head-
quarters at the mouth of the Keswick
and four in the country surrounding
Oromocto. One hundred nests have
‘been taken in these districts. The work
will be continued up and down the
St. John valiey until all areas where
traces of the moth have béen discov-
ered bave been covered.

had resulted in a great extension of
the arep. under prohibition, and had
enabled the temperance element to
greatly advance thelr cause; a state-
ment that called forth the applause
of many present at the interview,

Some of the spokesmen of the dele-
sation expressed their appreciation of
what the present government had
done for the temperance cause, and
the tenor of the remarks of all indi-
cated great confidence in the willing-
ness of the government 4 do its ut-
most to meet their wishes.

When the conference opened the!
government rooms were crowded with
ladies and gentlemen prominent in
taimperance work in the city and pro-
vince.

Mr. Smith Opens the Case.

J. Willard Smith, president of the
federation, opened the case for a pro-
vincial prohibition measure. He said
the federation had prepared a draft
act and regretted that copies had not
been forwarded to the government so
that the members might have had an
opportunity to study it.

In the last few years, he sald, the
question of the expediency of prohibi-
tory legislation had entered upon a
practica) stage. The Nova Scotia gov-
ernment had adopted a prohibitory law
covering all the province except Hali-
fax, and making it possible for that
city to vote on the question of li-
licenses, or no licenses, in the near fu-
ture. Most advanced countries were
progressing towards prohibition. New !
Zealand had recently voted in favor of |
general prohibition. In England the
iocal option principle was in active op-
eration and the number of saloon dis-
tricts was being rapldy reduced, On-
tario is moving along the same lines;
the number of saloons in that province
today is only one-fourth of what they
were in 1885,

Continuing, Mr. Smith said that he
did not mean by prohibition the com-
plete stopping of the sale of liquor. No
law ever achieved its full objeet, But
a prohibitory measure such as was
proposed would put the liquor traffic
under the ban of the law, and make
it possible to abolish the worst evils
of the traffic. In Prince Edward Island
the prohibition law had worked well
and was eminently satisfactory to the
great majority of the people.

It was sometimes said, continued
Mr. Smith, that public sentiment was
not educated up to the point where
prohibition was woi ‘kable. But the fact
was that there was an overwhelming
sentiment in favor of prohibition in
this province. When the plebisclt_e was
taken some years ago a majority of
17,000 people voted for prohibition. Ef-

Rev. R. H. Stavert, of Harcourt,
Kent Co, grand lecturer of the Sons
of Temperance in New Brunswick, al-
slo spoke. briefly in support of prohibi-
tion. :
Premier Flemming's Reply.
In repl to the delegation Mr.
Flemming said he could give them no !
answer &s to what the feeling of the
government was regarding the bill
which had been submitted, as he had
had no opportunity to read it. :

“We will take up the draft measure
you have dsked for,” he added, “and
consider¥ its provisions as soon as
possible, and I‘can assure you that it
will have not only the most thorough,
but the most sympathetic considera-
tion. This government will do what it
feels will best serve the cause of
temperance and sobriety. I am not in
a position to differ with you as to
the need of advanced legislation along
the lines laid down. I have always been
a prohibitionist, I have always held
advanced views on the question of
prohibition and I have never found
reason to recede from them.

“We may differ as to the best
means of working out this scheme, but
whatever we do, our course will be
dictated by what appeals to us as
most likely to serve the cause of tem-
perance and sobriety,

“My decision will be made entirely
regardless of what support it will
bring from a political standpoint, or
what opposition it may cause. I will
do what I think to be right, if I go
down to defeat within a month.

“There is a feeling abroad that gov-
ernments are mainly concerned to trim
their sails to every wind of popular
opinion, that higher considerations do
not usually dictate their attitude to
questlons of public policy, ‘But this
view is erroneous. ‘I am indjfferent
to the politica] aspects of this question
As has been pointed out, it is a moral
question, and I would not run counter
to my convictions for the sake of eith
er political opposition or support. A
politiclan’s posjtion is not so pleas-
ant that there are Dot times when he
would not mind being relieved of of
fice,

Great Changes Already,

“As Mr. Smith has pointed out
there has been a great change in the
last three years. You came to us three
years ago asking for a prohibitory mea
sure, and we did not give it to you
There were features in the old act
that made it impossible to close the
saloon,

“We promised to make important
amendments to the act and give the
temperance people a square deal. We
kept out promise. One of the amend
ments we introduced provided that the
voters in any district might have an
opportunity to'Vote on'the lcense ques-
tion .and secure the ‘abolition of li-
censes. That was an Important change
In Ontario the perance people
have to secure a thréefifthis vote be
fore they can abolish the saloon. But
we believe in the rule of the majority,
#&nd we gave you more favorable condi-
tions.

granting Federal ald to the Provincial Governments for
the improving of the highways throughout the country’,
he took a step in advance of any previous political leader.
Before the days of railroads the highways afforded the
principal means of communication between different sec-
tions of the country. (anada is probably the best water-
ed country in the world and the early settlers found the
rivers and streams the best and quickest means of com-
munication before the construction of highways, but they
were closed in the winter season. Three-quarters of a
century ago the construction of railways was commenced
throughout the country and to a certain extent the high-
ways were neglected, because of the large demand madP‘
upon the treasury for as ance in railroad building. The
extent to which Canada has aided in railroad construction
hs been very great. Not only was the Intercolonial
built entirely with public funds but almost every other
railroad constructed in this country has received substan-
tial assistance, not only from the Dominion treasury, but
from the Provinces and in some instances from the Muni-
cipalities as well. Just now the country considerably
worried over the excessive cost of the National® Trans-
continental from Winnipeg to Moncton, which is asserted
to be the most expensively constructed railway in the
world How much of the expenditure has actually gone
into the railway, compared with the distribution of graft,
which has been so plentiful during its construction under
Liberal rule, now and probably never will be
known.

During the past {twenty years, and more notably in the
last decade, the development of automobile traffic has
produced a demand for better roads. The “good roads”
movement was started before the automobile a
prominent factor in the demand for better highways, but
as the number of automobiles increased so did the demand
for better roads. This demand is not confined to any
particular part of the country, but is general everywhere,
and to give what is required is entirely beyond the means |

is not

of the Provincial Government or the Municipalities of a
sparsely settled country like New Brunswick. It can
hardly be said that the best of judgment was exercised

in the locating of the roads in this Province. The policy
pursued seems to have been to utilize all the hills, instead
of avoiding them. New Brunswick is a hilly country and
it was easier for the engineers to sight from hill top to
hill top than to make detours that would give a reasonable
grade to the road without unnecessarily increasing its
length. Roads located on hills are more expensive to
maintain than level roads would have been, but the main
object of the engineers who located and constructed the;
principal roads in New Brunswick was their own physiecal
comfort rather than the future cost of maintenance.
Settlement naturally followed the roads and it would now
be expensive and would render the road less useful to
those residing on it to make any serious change of loca-
tion. As a considerable part of the cost of maintaining
existing and the bridges in connection with them
comes out of the provincial treasury, the Government is
coempelled to continue their expenditures on these hilly
roads with no better results than if greater care had been
exercised in their original location.

The Federal Government has not yet decided as to
the extent or character of the aid to be given the Pro-
vincial Governments for the improvement of the high-
There is a movement on foot at the present time
1o secure the construction of a highway extending from
ocean to ocean. The idea is a magnificent one, but like
otherg ideas of such a sweeping character will prob-
have to wait for a long period before it becomes a
prac issue, as a considerable portion of such a road
would be through an uninhabited country. Of course in
constructing highways in the different provinces this great
project might be kept in mind, and the roads built to give
the best accommodation to the people could afterwards
be linked together and eventually from an ocean-to-ocean
highway.

What is needed in every Province, New Brunswick as
well as the others, is better highways in the more popu-
lous sections of the country and this is probably the idea
that Mr. Borden has in mind when he made highway im-
provement an important plank in his election platform.
Few people have any correct knowledge of the actual
cost of road making on modern-plans, suitable for heavy
traffic as well as for automobiles, but it might as well be
understood now as at a later period that the suggestions
aiready made for road improvement in New Brunswick
would cost the country not less than two million dollars.
Such an expenditure could not come out of the current
revenue and if made must necessarily be added to the
permanent debt. As money cannot be borrowed at less
than four per cent. interest, which with the sinking fund
of one per cent. to redeem the debentures in forty years,
would mean an addition to the annual interest charge of
$100,000, 2 sum more than equal to that now spent on the
highways in an average year. To place such a charge
on the Provincial treasury today would mean that some
Bpecial tax would have to be levied to meet the interest
charges alone, and taxation even for a good thing is not
always popular.

The grain must be piled up to rot, 'Why is the set-
tler in this condition may reasonably be asked, Take
the case of the man whom Mr. Foster quotes—a case typi-
cal of thousands of settlers in the West. The country
nad been pictured to him as a bonanza. He had only to
secure his homestead, procure farming implements on
credit, sow the seed and reap the golden harvest, There
is not one Western settler in a thousand who provides for
the rainy day which comes when the season is late and
untoward events happen. He does not know such a day
will dawn. He is never told. Countless homesteaders
exist where a barn to store the grain has never been
thought of. Year in and year out Nature is expected to
assert herself and the crash comes. That is what has
happened in the West this year. Widespread disaster is
the result.

To place the blame on the transportation companies
will nat solve the problem, neither would it be just. To-
day there is but one line, the Canadian Pacific Railway,
running East from Port Arthur to Winnipeg, The Can-
adian Northern is not yet completed and the National
Transcontinental after eight years of bungling adminis-
tration ends in the air. If there were ten lines from the
wheat fields to Fort William in winter, and only one line
coming East, as there is today, the carrying capacity front
the West is the capacity of that one road. The elevators
are full. That, in brief, is the transportation situation
in the West today. The hopper is too big for the spout,
and the inexperienced grain grower, who was not prepared
for this contingency of a late season, bears the brunt,

A powerful lesson both for Western Canada, and the
Maritime Provinces may be had from these unfortunate
and unforeseen conditions. The Grain Commission will

It will secure a more equitable distribution
of cars and keep a stricter supervision over transportation
facilities, but it will not teach the Western settler, green
and fresh from the Old Country, what he needs to know—
that the rainy day comes even to the wheat grower and
that provision must be made, This is not one of the
Grain Commission’s duties. The obligation rests with the
Governments of the Western Provinces, In thejr own
interest, and to prevent the West from earning a reputa-
tion it does not deserve, they should include in future in
their advertising and immigration campaigns a true state-
ment of the facts,

For New Brunswick and the Maritime Provinces gen-
erally there are consolations and a practical lesson. We
are not in competition with the West in the production of
wheat, We have resources and advantages of our own
which our Western brethren do not share, In opportun-
ities for profitable fruit raising, market gardening, and
mixed farming, there is no Province in the Dominion that
excels New Brunswick with her fértile valleys and
sweeping uplands. With means of transportation at our
doors and an accessible home and British market the
cloud which temporarily obscures the West is not among
our troubles.

When we contrast the picture of Mr. Foster's Western
settler with conditions in New Brunswick today the ques-
tion asked at the opening of this article answers itself.
We are not only well off, we are better off. If remains
but to more fully realize our advantages and advertise
them to the world. The West in time will take care of
its own immense opportunities, but “the lure of the West”
may be a bye-word of the past,

The Times would give the Impression to its readers
that Mr. Copp is a thorn in the gide of the Covernment.

The
present year has developed already
the symptoms of record breaking
quite aside from the fact that it is
leap year,

‘Women are well on the way to com-
pletion of at least one monopoly of
their own. They have made headway
in the business of public school teach-
ing till they constitute 90 per cent, of
this educative force. None of the great
coeducational colleges or universities
has a woman for president, but two
great cities—Chicago and Cleveland—
have seen fit to make women the
executive heads of their municipal
school systems.

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name which means “the beast that
doesn’t sleep but sneaks about at
night,” for in those days he used to
spend hours of the night in making
his way about the veldt and studying
the country. One instance which he
relates goes to show how Baden-Pow-
ell reads the woods,
“I was riding one day while in Mata-
beleland across am open grass plain
with a native, scouting,” he says.
“Suddenly we noticed the grass had
been recently trodden down. Follow-
ing up the traek for a short distance,
it got on to a patch of sandy ground,
and we saw it was the spoor of sev-
eral women and boys walking towards
some hills about five miles distant,
where we believed the enemy to be
hiding.
“Then we saw a leaf lying about
ten yards off the track. There were,
we knew, trees of that kind in a vil-
lage fifteen miles distant, in a direc-
tion from which these tracks led.

“Probably, ‘then, ‘these women had
come from that village, bringing the
leaf with them, and had gone to the
hills. On picking up the leaf, it was
damp and smelled of native beer. So
we guessed that, according to the’/cus-
tom of these people, they had been
carrying pots of native beer on their
heads, the mouths of the pots being
stopped with bunches of leaves,

“One of these leaves had fallen out,
but we found it ten yards off the track
which showed at the time it fell a
wind had been blowing. There was
no wind now, but there had been at
?bont 5 a. m., and it was now nearly

“So we read from these €igns that
a party of women had brought beer
during the night from the village 15
miles distant, and had taken it to
the enemy in the' hills, arriving there
probably about 6 o'clock. The men
would probably start to drink the
beer at once—as it goes sour if kept
too long—and would by the time we
could get there, be getting sleepy
from it, so we should have a favorable
chance of reconnoitering their posi-
tions. We accordingly followed the wo-
men's tracks, found the enemy, made
our observations, and got away with
our information without any difficulty.
Organized Irregulars.
Just before the Boer war broke out
Baden-Powell was sent to South Af-
rica to organize a force of irregulars
and prevent any native uprising in
the country surrounding Mafeking.
The. government did not believe that
in the event of war that place would
be attacked. Baden-Powell however,
took it upon himself to be prepared
in the event of an attack, and it was
through his foresight, his personal
courage and ability that Mafeking
held out for seven -long “months
against the Boers.
It was not long after wan was de-
clared that General Cronje surrounded
Mafeking. Until the day of melief
there were practically daily attacks
on the little town. In those da)
after the Boers surrounded the town
Baden-Powell would go out at night
past the sentries to do scouting.
Many of the things he learned on
these night trips enabled him to fore-
sta’l the attacks of the enemy. In all
those days when file food supplies
were running low, and many of the
defenders were ill and others wound-
ed, Baden-Powell was alert and cheer-
ful. His confidence gave inspiration
to his men and his bravery and re
gourcefullness won for him their
admiration.
During the seige of Mafeking a writ-
er describes him as follows: “He is
eminently a man of determination,
with great physical endurance and
capacity and extraordinary reticence.
Outwardly he maintains an -impenet-
trable screen of seif-control. He
seems ever bracing himself to be on
guard against a moment in which he
should be swept by some unnatural
and spontaneous enthusiasm.”
Among his feats that stand out in
the course of the defense of Mafeking
was the engagement on May 12, 1900,
when the Boer besiegers, knowing
shat relief was on the way to the gar-
rison, made their final desperate at-
tempt to storm the town. But Baden-
Powell’'s men, who for months had
kept themselves alive on mule soup
as a staple diet and locusts as luxur-
ies, after fourteen hours of fighting,
outmanoeuvred and totally defeated
the Boers. When Mafeking was re-
lieved five days later the people of
this country joined with those of Eng-
land in " hailing Baden-Powell - as a
hero.

INSHOWEN HEID NET
WTH DIFFCILTES

Gale in Bay Frequently Del-
uged Men on Bridge of
Liner with Spray — Other
Ships Near.

The Head liner Inishowen Head,
Captain Pickford, arrived in port yes-
térday afternoon and docked at the
I. C. R. pier after passing through
one of the most terrific gales that has
swept the Atlantic coast for some
time, The steamer voyaged direct
from Belfast, encountering heavy
weather and head winds constantly
during the trip, but those on board
are convinced that of all gales that
which was encountered in the Bay of
Fundy yesterday and the day before
topped them all.  The night before
last the vessel arrived off Musquash
at about 10 o'clock in the evening
and from that time on till the pilot
boarded her at 3 o'clock yesterday
afternoon the best seamenship of the
officérs and crew was needed to keep
the steamer off. the lee shore. At
times when the wind blew in squallg
it would lift the tops from the waves
and carty them high in the air so that
the water would strike the men on
the bridge with terrific. force causing
severe pain.

At other times during the night the
steamer would become unmanageahle
and pitch wildly in all' «directions,
with the result that the sallors did
not know where they were heading
for. During these periods those on
board would have to perform danger
ous work on the unprotected decks
before the vessel conld be brought
under ¢ontrel again.

The Inishowen Head was not alone
with her troubles down the bay, how-
ever, a8 she had three other steamers
to keep her company. These were
the C. P, R. liner Mount Temple,  the
Lingan and the Manchester Com-
merce. All of these steamers experi-
enced the same difficulties as the In-
ishowen Head as they had to steam
out to sea so that they could weather
the storin with a greater degree of
safety.
