south of Riga, and Russian troops have penetrated the German first line at several points, 
says the official statement, issued by the war office tonight. In the Caucasus the forces 
of Grand Duke Nicholas have occupied Ardasa, about thirteen miles northwest of Gpmusk- 
haneh on the Chit river.

London, July 23v—A Reuter despatch from the British front In 
France, filed at 3.30 p. m. today says:

"Following a heavy bombardment last night British troops and 
Anises attacked towards Pozleres and Gulllemont. Despite desperate 
resistance the Anzacs succeeded In establishing themselves In Pozleres 
where they are consolidating their lines. It Is reported the casualties 
were comparatively light.

"West of Pozleres the British successfully advanced. On the right 
of Pozleres the wire entanglements were insufficiently destroyed, and 
progress consequently was checked by heavy machine gun Are. Never­
theless, we gained a footing In Gulllemont, but owing to a determined 
counter-attack we were unable to maintain the advance.

"On the whole, our progress continues satisfactory, especially In 
the neighborhood of Pozleres, and along the road through the village 
northward, on which we are reported as established."

The battle on the British front ‘n 
Northern France was resumed today 
along the whole line from Pozleres 
to Gulllemont, the war office report 
of this afternoon says. The British 
captured the German outer works 
near Pozleres by assault aqd carried
the fighting into the village. Longue .
val was also the scene of a desperate British Take Prompt ActlOli 
struggle.

The official statement, which was 
issued at 2.25 o’clock this afternoon 
says:

"The battle has been resumed today 
all along the German front from 
Pozleres to Gulllemont. and reached 
a stage of intense violence.

"In the neighborhood of Pozleres 
territorial and Australian troops, at­
tacked from the southwest and south 
east respectively, carried the German 
outer works by assault shortly after 
midnight. Violent fighting is now tak­
ing place In the village where the Ger 
mans are offering a desperate resist­
ance with large numbers of machine

“On other parts of the battle front 
the fighting Is equally Intense, and 
here no definite progress is yet report­
ed. A long time this morning we had 
recaptured the whole of Longueval. 
but the enemy once more regained 
the northern end of the village. Simi­
larly the outskirts of Gulllemont al­
ready have twice changed hands.”

San Francisco, July. 23.—At least 
six persons were killed and more than 
two score Injured b y the explosion 
here yesterday of a timed bomb in 
the midst of a throng viewing a pre­
paredness parade.

The police arrested and are holding 
Frank Josephson. a lodger in a sailors' 
boarding house, who denied any knowl­
edge of the crime. The explosion oc­
curred at Steuart and Market streets, 
San Francisco’s main thoroughfare. 
The bomb, concealed in a suitcase 
packed with cartridges, bullets, gas 
pipe, glass and scrap iron, blew a gap 
through the crowd, blasting men, wo­
men and children.

London, July 22, 10.48 p. 

Authentic news has been received In 
Cairo, Egypt, says Reuter’s correspon­
dent there, that serious engagement* 
took place recently near Medina. Ara­
bia, between Arab revolutionists and 
the Turkish garrison.

This is a holy war. It is the battl** 

•of all the world ; of freedom and hu 
manlty, and therefore, must be fought 
to the finish. The welfare of all peo 
pies Is conditioned upon the complete 
deeat of Germany. Therefore we 
must close our ears to all importunate 
entreaties for an immediate or pre 
mature peace. One lesson we have 
learned in the hard school of exper 
lence. We know how vastly import­
ant it is to choose the right moment 
to make terms. If we are slow to be 
gin, we are not and never have been 
in a hurry to leave off, and it must be 
the unwavering purpose of all our peo 
pie to make peace at our chosen time 
which will be the day after the final 
overthrow of Germany. The doctrines 
of non-resistance of political peace 
at any price find no sanction in o”- 
interpretatlon of the laws of the king 
dom. To make such peace funda­
mental or primal is not to follow the 
order of Christ or of His Apostles 
The peace He proclaimed was not po­
litical ; but the inward tranquility nt 
reconciliation to God: of faith in the 
Father's love and devotion to His 
will—which will is first righteousness 
and then peace. To put peace befo-e 
Justice, before the emancipation of 
the slave, before the deliverance of 
the tortured and the defence of the 
purity of women and children, is to 
turn Christianity upside down. I am 
not able to believe that He who com 
manded His disciples to "render unto 
Caesar the things that are Caesar’s' 
by the payment of a tax forbids His 
people to serve the commonwealth 
with their lives and their money if 
the Interests of freedom and justice 
are Imperilled. John Calvin declared 
that all alike, whether princes or 
peoples who maketh a devastating in­
road Into a region over which they

Mrs. Ryan, when seen by a Stan­

dard reporter, said! her husband had 
been in the hospital for two weeks 
suffering from what was supposed to 
be a tumor on the brain, which was 
caused by an Injury received six 
years ago at Memrameook, when he 
was struck on the head by the side 
of a sloven box. When he first went 
to the hospital he was placed on the 
lower floor and afterwards removed 
to the top of the building. He had 
been wanting to go home and Mrs. 
Ryan thinks he took advantage of the 
open window and, thinking he was 
still on the ground floor, dropped to 
the ground.

When picked up no bones were 
broken, but he must have been Inter­
nally injured. Mrs. Ryan was notified 
as soon as she couldi be located and 
went to the hospital and stayed with 
him until about 9.30 when she left 
Mr. Ryan was seemingly as strong 
as ever and was able to talk to her 
up to the time she left When leav­
ing she told the hospital authorities 
that she would telephone in about an 
hour and a half to see how he was 
getting on. When she called up she 
was told that he was dead. As near 
as she could tell the accident happen­
ed about 6.30 and Mr. Ryan climbed 
out of the window and dropped from 
the railing of the fire escape. She did 
not know If there was an attendant 
in the room at the time or not but 
she understood that none of the other 
men In the room were capable of 
making any effort to stop him when 
he started to climb out.

As soon as the men were locked up 
the detective and constable returned 
and made a successful raid on the 
Wells house,, placing Wells under ar­
rest on the charge of keeping and 
selling liquor without a license.

Wells is a Russian who conducts a 
shop and boarding house at the above 
address. In addition to taking him 
into custody the police also held as 
witnesses two men who were found In 
the house sitting round a table. There 
is also a possibility that a more ser 
ious charge than that of selling liquor 
without a license may develop against 
Wells as the case proceeds, for evi­
dence of selling adulterated liquor 
was
charge is made against the prisoner 
and he is found guilty, there is a 
chance of his being fined anywhere

from one hundred to four hundred 
dollars.

When the officers entered the house 
a woman, supposed to be Mrs. Wells, 
was caught trying to hide some 
whisky bottles ; two imperial quart 
bottles partly filled with whiskey, four 
empty flasks, one empty brandy hot 
tie, one bottle of Pilsener beer, thre*» 
glasses, one funnel, such as Is used 
for filling bottles, also an imperial 
quart bottle partly filled with liquid 
burnt sugar.

It is the burnt sugar that suggests 
that the proprietor of the house may 
be guilty of selling adulterated liquor 
for burnt sugar, as a coloring, with 
alcohol, water and anise seed to give 
it the taste, when heated on a stove 
is said to produce a pretty fair brand 
of whiskey. One quart of alcohol 
used in such a manner is said to turn 
out four or five quarts of whisky, and 
the profits that could be made in such 
a manner, would, if fairly large quan­
tities were disposed of, net a large 
sum of money.

According to the act the police have 
the power to have such liquor ana

It could not be learned last night 
what action the police will take, but 
further developments may transpire 
today. A case of adulteration of liquor 
offered for sale in the city is som°- 
thing new, as this appears to have 
been the first arrest made where there 
has been any evidence that such a 
business has been carried on.

It has been suspected for some time 
that persons have been making liquor 
on their premises, although the police 
have not said so. A number of cases 
have come to light outside of police 
circles which have led to the belief 
that the liquor consumed, especially 
by soldiers, has not been of a brand 
that could be purchased in a license 1 
tavern. ISoldlers have been found 
lying unconscious from drinking out 
of a bottle, and when they regained 
their senses claimed to have only par 
taken of one long drink from a bottle 
handed to them by a bootlegger In su 
alley, and a few minutes after taking 
the drink, they fell In an unconscious
