¢ Combine.

During the last yesr thers have been
organisrd in the United Btates a number
of tremendous ccmbines, and among
she one in the eteel industry called
o «merican Steel and Wire Company.
It has been stated that the effect of thie
erzanisation would be felt by some
“zénctes of Canaiian manufactare. The
<& mapufectarers it was stated wounl,
i+ handlespped by an incresse in the
..¢ive of rod steel from which wire nails
are made. Mr. James Pender, the head
of James Pender & Co, (ltd.) was yee-
terday interviewed on the rubjsct. He
stated $hat toe combine in the rod steel
husiness wae one of the biggest things
that hld( ¢ taken place. John W.
Gates, the son of & western farmer, hod
organis:d it. Daring the past year ke
had succeeded in consclidating from 40
to 50 plante, or sll of any-conseqnence in
tLz Dnited States. The American Bteel
and Wire Company not only now con-
trolled the rod miile but all plants which
manufactared from rods, such as nail
mills, wire milie, etc. Some they had
to purchase at fancy figures, for one
they had paid 200 per cent more than
the cost. For one mill $8400,000 was
paid. The coneolidated mills were in a
position to sbeolutely control the busi-
ness in the United States, sa English
and German mills were too busy to com-
pete with them. The combine bought
five steamsehipe on the lakes to carry ore
to their furnaces, and he understood
were going intc mining fo obtain ore.
Advantage bae been taken of the busy
condition of Eoglieh and German manu-
imotarers to get some retarn from large
investments, and the price of rod steel
was now being quoted at $34 50 a ton, or
$11 50 a ton more tkan the lowest figure
of 1898. Mr. Pender sald he had kept
the wires bot for a month trying to get

“rod steel, and had succeeded in gettirg
8,000 tons at remsonable rates. He could
not purchase today for less than the
figures $he combine chose to give him.
The supply he had was enough fo run
his factory at fall capacity ten months,
and by that time he looked for German
eompetition to reduce the price,

Itcomesin bars and theee are
shaped into nails with the most startling
rapidity, Twostyles of machine are re-
quired for the operation. The firet is the
forging machine of which there are five.
One operator is required for each. In
passing thr-ugh the works attention is at
once arrested by them.

The wire nsils are mads much more
rapidly, snd i¢ i8 in their manufactare
the roi steel, which bas given the rea-
son for this article, plays a most con-
epicuous part. Rod is a rather mie-
lea ing technical term for la:ge rolls of
soft Bessimere steel wire, wuich come
in fonr gizes—one five-s:xteenths of an
inch ic diemeter, from which epikes
are made, and tns others samewhat
smaller, the emallest being about 38 16,
which ave turned inio the wire nail of
commer-@ in the most ingenious man
When the rod is received it
i¢ enrfaced with & s8cale, the
re ult of it last contact with fire. Thie
black crust is barder than tbe steel it
covers snd to save the dies of the draw-
{ng mackines it ia removed by pluanzing
it into & large vat containing & eo.ution
of sulphuric scid snd then washing it
with & stream of w:ter bebind which is
a pressure of 80 pounls to the inc .
This strram washes off the scale and
the bundies are then dippei several
times into sanother tank contsining
slackened lime A oolﬂng of this lime
18 thus put on the rod. The operations
hus far are much simpler than wounld be
suppoged, as they are sli accomplisted
by one man, who is assisted by & hy-
draulic crape, from the arm of which a
pumber of tne bundles of rods are sus
pet ded snd dipped.

The next process ie that of drawing
Thie i» the usual method of wire draw-
ing, the rod being haaled throngh a
plate in which there is & hole of dimin-
{shing size, Thus its dismeter ie reduc-
ed and its length increased. To reduce
the 104 t0 & #153 neceseary for emall
nails several successive drawings are
necessary. A repetition of the drawing
hardens the steel so it J8 mnecessary to
soften it by heating it in an aunealing
tarnace and allowirg it to cool slowly.
In the drawiog process the lime coatiug
combines with tne drawiog grease and
orevents the rod ecratching or breaking.
The rod bhaving been reduced
to one of the dismeters of tbe
nails which are to be made, it is
teken to the wire pail machines
It is placed on a reel, the end inserted
into the machine in muoch the same
mapper the bais are for horse naile, and
the machize begins spitting out finished
paile at the rate of from 260 to 590 per
minute, according to the style of machice
and the size of the nail. There are
31 of these machines ruoning overtime
day after day, and taree more of a newer
a.d faster kind are now on the way.
Mr Pender says the new ones wiil tarn
out nails like a snow storm. i

The operation of the machine is too
rapid for the eye to follow, The wire is
struck by a plunger and the head is
f.rmed. Jt mov e forward the length of
a nail and the meachine bites it ¢fl in
gucn 8 manner as to give it a sharp
puint.
aod instantly t2e bammer strikes tre
new end of the rod or wire forming sn-
other head. The rod moves forward
Anpother bite by the jaws of the machice
and aoother nail is ready for the builder.
The process is about the quickest thing
yet discoverad.

The firm started manufacturing wire
paile in 1892 with 10 machines of what
was the best pattern at tnat time. The
ten penny esize ran at the rate of about
180 & minute, and tke four penny size at
a 240 a minute rate. Bince that time the
speed and the durability of nail
machines have been increased by im-
improvements and inventions so mnch
go that the old style canpot compete
profi‘ably with the new. Three yeare
ago s new type of machine called
the double ender was purchased.
This machine makes & nail with
the forward and ome with the
backward stroke, dropping them into
iwo pans. This has been i rproved by
partially rebuilding it and is now the
fastest nail machine in Canada of its
size. ' It makes a keg of four penny nsi's
in less than an bour, La t epring five
new machinee of another type were ob-
tained. The¢se macbizes have been ruc-
ning steadily ever since and have proven
themeelves capable of turning out from
one third to one-half more nails than
the machines which were considered
nearly perfec: in 1892, The practical ze-
sult of the introduction of these ma-
chines has been to increase the output
of the Iactory by an average
one keg a machice each dsy.
It bas always the object of mansgement
to produce the best possible resuits with
its plant. The addition of new ma-
chines is & part of this policy. It was
felt that this of iteel? would not produce
the greatest result, soan effort was made
to interest the operatore. About three
years ago & test was made of the factory
to dete:mine its utmost capacity. Tbe
tost 1asted one week and from the result
s standard of on'put was obtained. The
employes were informed it was resolved
to maintain this output. To make it an
otject for them to aseistin tuis it wes
stated that all the employes in the wire
pail works would be given & bonus of a
certain percentage on their wa es each
week the cutpat reached the standard
set. That this plan has been succeesful
{s ehown by the fact that they have
earned the bonus three out of foar weeks
since its inaugaration. Laust fall they
earned it twelve weeks without a bresk,

The introduction of improvementa in
machinery and the interesting of the
employes in & prac ical way in the bus-
ineea has borne fruit. This is ghown vy
a compasrieon of prodactiov. From Jau-
nary 1 to April 1 this year shipmente of
nails #nd wire have aggregated 1,012
tons. For the same period last year,
which wase better than any former year,
th- shipmenta ageregated 586 tove—an
increare of 426 tons, or about 76 per
cent of an incresse. The shipment of
wire in both cases was less than 1¢ per
cent of the whole. The day before
Grod Fridsy the shipments of naile
reached 1,000 cegs, and for the month of
March over 8,000 kege, which is & record
in this part of the country.

The American combination hag had a
beneficial effect on the Canadian
ket, and, notwithstanding the sbipmert:
up to the present time, James Pinder &
Co. (Ltd.) have still orders sofficient to
rnn them for a couple of months,

HORRIBLE ~ CATASTROPHE

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Des'ructive Explosion in the
DaPont Powder Works,

Three Thousand Pounds of Smoksless
Powder Wrought Death &nd
Destruction,

Bravery of a Queens County
Man.

(Speclal Correspindence.)

Pexx's Grive, N.J., March 22—The
most destructive explosion in the history
of the Da Pont Smokeless Powder works
at Carney’s Poin', a short distance below
this town, occurred at 1255 to-day. Over
3,000 pounds of smokeless powder spent
its force an i wrought death and destruc-
tion. Three men were killed and about
35 were irjured. Besides the partial
destroction of the plant considerable
damage was done in this place. The
victims are Ieaac Layton, aged 50 years,
leaves & wife and five children; Charles
Ford, eged 46, leaves wife and four
children; Frank McGill, 21 years old
single. A partial liet of irjured is as,
followe: Wm. Schebrook, 25 years, mar-

ried, cut head, irjared internally, may
die; Alexis DaPont, 31 years, ¢cut about
the head; FrancisJ DaPont, 26 years,
cat face; Franc's DuPont, 54 years, cut
facr; R Burton Whiteeides, 26 years, elec-
trician, elightly injared; Charles Mun-
yon, 32 years, teeth knocked out, shoul-
der and side hurt; Wm Taylor, 26 years,
face cat, hair burned off and right hani
badly burped; Wm Vanderslice, 21
vears, hands cut; Wm Face Meyer, 34
years, face cut; Arthur Workman, 21
years, severely cat head; Harry Rnodes,
18 years, cat back of the right ear; Geo
Claypoole, 30 years, hands cut. The
firat explosion occurred at five minutes
of 1 o’clock, in the dryicg house, where
Layton and McGill were at work taking
trays of emokeless powder from trucks
Layton was inside the building, and
Mc@Gill had jast stepped to the ontside,
the explosion is pupposed to have bsen
caused by an over heated dry house,
where the powder ie dried. Lsayfon was
blown clear through the building, ani
was torn to atoms. His face with only
half ot his skull attached being the
isrgest piece found. McGill had a big
hole torn in the back of his head and an
artery cut under his right arm, bat still
retained consciousnees, He tried to run
away, but with each eucceeding concas-
sion was thrown to the ground. He final-
ly fell in the ditch, where he pleaded
with a fellow workmen who was paseing
to take bim out. re was carried to a
building where the workmen’s bicycles
were etored, and died there, a hall hour
|ater dynamite expl-ded. The explo-
eion at the dry house set off nine cans of
dynamite in the nitro-glycerine houte.
A big hole in the ground marks where
the bu lding etood.the other explosions
occurred in rapid successicn. Ford was
killed in the Ice Plant, he being thrown
against the side of the bmilding with
great force when the nitro-glycerine was
blown up. Charles Wood :nd Peter
Raymond bhad narrow escapes. They
were stanling between tbe dry house
and comp:sition houee, when the firat
explosion occurred. They started to run
and were thrown to the ground by the
force of the second exploeion. They
escaped with & few slizht bruisee. Wm
Taylor, with his clothing sll in 8 blase,
threw himself into a ditch, Hie bair
was burved cff and his hands burned.
He will recover. In building No 82,
where young-Arthur Workman was em-

comple @ wreck, yet young Workman
eecaped with onlyslightirjary. Charles
H Muryan was blown entirely out of the
buildipg in which he was working.
Some thirty two employes were at work
oa the 30 calibre line where the explos-
jon took place, and all had narrow es-
capes. Oat of about eixty buildings on
the ground but about five oreix remain
standing and they are all badly dam-
sged. Lrees were torn up snd railroad
tracks on the ground twisted into all
kiods of shapes. Doctors sent for the
three members of the firm who were
eating dinper in the laboratory at the
‘ime of the explosion were ivjured by
fiying glass. Tney immediately ran out
and despite the rain of miesiles tried to
prevent other explosions. They dis-
patched Morgan Wood to Penne Grove
oa bis wheel ‘to sammon medicsl aid.
D.s John Sammerville, Newton Barrett
aad David Garrison _ responded.
D¢ Harry Johnson, of Ped ricktown
aleo hastaned to the scene. They were
asgisted in sttending the ivjared by Mies
Bessie Bilderback and & lady visitor
f:om Pniladelphia, both trained neisee
Che remaing of the three victime were
teken in charge by Undertaker James D
Uorion and brought to his establishment
here, Coron¢r Thomas J Torton viewed
the bodies and will hold an icquert to-

«ho is a Canadian, born in Cambriage,
Queens county, N B, and hes a father
and brother in Hampton, Kings county,
at the preeent time, is vory glad to say,
tbrough his abiity of thinking and do-
ing at the same time, saved his life and
the lives of several hundred more.

The number of pictures by the Old
Masters? Young Masters? and all kinds
of masters of the art of painting to be
had in Paris for a few franks is truly
surprising. On the quaye, on the boule-

vards, in -the side streets, in the curio
shops, everywhere, they are in evidence.
Oze can readily pick up a Rubens, a
Rembrandt, Constavle, or any other
celebrated artist’s work for, well,—the
dealer sizes you u> financially, and on
the siz3 you attain in his mind depends
the price yom pay for your old maete:?
Can you guarantee this painting to be
original and the work of the artist who’s
name it besre? says the intending pur-
cheser. ‘Oai Monsieur”? with a depre-
cating shrug of the shoulders, old house,
long established, reputation to keep up,
etc. But how can yom sell pictures of
these men for such & low pric:? Would
not the governmen: buy and be glad to
give & large sum for them? And our
friend hints darkly of old family, dis-
grace, financially embarrassed, -nd all
the rest of it, and you buy and take it
home, and your friends come in and
look &t it and praise your judgment and
the picture, and you remark: Ol I juet
picked it up in an out-of-the-way-place
the last time I was in Paris, you know.
And by and by an artist friend comes
along and eays the fatal word ‘““Copy,”
and provea it to you. Then, well then,
thereis s fire in your back yard in which
the Old Mssier plays not an unimport-
ant part, snd you foreswear old masters
forever. Verily Old Masters are a drug
in the market in gay Paris, where they
: I learned
during my scjourn in Paris lsst year
that there were some hundreds of copy-
ists turning out “old masters” and mod-
ern masters by the thoueands, to be
shipped to all parta of the world, and
sold as originals. The artstudents in a
large number of cases are employed in
this kind of woik to make the where-
with-all to continue their studies.

Whoile espying some pictar:s in the
Louvre, I as eurprised to see the faith-
fal reproductions of some of the paint
ings hanging on the walls by the profes-
sional copyists. These people earry
the art of imitation so far and
are to .mechanical in the treatment of
the gabject that tkey even imitate the
scratches and stains of the original, and
a man must be wise in his generation to
tell the difference between the original
picture and the copy. Stretchers and
canvages the backs of which are eo pre-
pared ss to look old and used, and are
especially pointed at as an argument in
sapport of their authenticity. - I remem-
ber an instance shere Rjea Bonheur
sw:re that she could not fell whether
she painted the pictore before her or
not, and it was only after a most search-
ing examination that she fically eame
to the conclosion that the steam from
the e:mo’. nostrile was rendered much
better than she could paint it. The tex-
tare, handling and color, aoparently,
were all her’s, 80 closely had $he copyiat
followed the sutjsct, and the artist was
in doubt as to whether itwas her work
or not. The pieture referred to is the
celebrated “Plowing Scene in Norman-
dy,” and now hangs in the Luxembourg
eallery,

Pictare buyers seem to lose sight of
the fact that good gictures have an in-
trinsic value and command their price.
One can always sell authentic work by
an artist of reputation for a good sum,
but il is necessary that you be assured
that it is as represented. To the unm-
scrupulous desler or auctioneer the pub:
lic is an easy victim. They will tell you,
Why, don’t yon see the artisi’s name
upon the canvar, or o and so; but how
many will give you a written guarantee
that the picture you buy is the original
ope and will return your money if not
e0? Not mapy. Of comrse I am not
epeaking of the legitimate dealer. One
afterncon a8 I walked slowly down Lud-
gste Hill, London, I was urprised to
hear & voice exclaiming, *Going, going,
gone; a genuine Millet for £3 103, £3 10a.
Icuess I willgoinand invest. A ﬁnlet for
£310, I wonder 'f he hasany more at the
same price? 1 entered tne shop; bang-
ing on every wall wera canvasea covered
with paint bearing the signatures of
well-known artists of Eogland, France
and Germany. One could form a gal-
lery of modern painters for £150, acoord-
ing to the names, and all celebrated at
that. Fanoy buying a Oonstable, the
fonnder of the modern French
school of landecape painting for
$156 say. To be sure, a Iletter
might be dropped or one added
to the name on the paintings
bot then yocu know artists are proverbi-
ally careless and a letter makes no dif-
terence. You can gee for yourself that
the picture is genuine, and does any one
like to acknowledge that he is not famil-
far with the worke of the great mastera?
The pictare is sold and 80 is the buyer,
and as I left the gallery of this enter-
prising dealer in works of arf, I mor-
mured in the language of Bret Hartt,
with an addition by myeelf:—

#Which I wish to remark,
And my langnazeis plain,
T hat for ways that are dark

And for tricks that are v+in,
The piciure dealer is pecullar.”

LONDON _ SEASHTION

Spring Was Expected But
Winter came Instead.

Walching the Great University Boat
Recs.

House of Commons Principally
Occupied with London
Afiairs.

Loxpow, March 25.—The sensstion thie
week in London was supplied by the
olerk of the weather, who completely
upset our Calendar. Having reached
the firat day of spring without experienc:
ing any severe winter weather, we were
feelingly reminded that it was not too
late to repair the omission. A bitter
nor’-easter, laden with snow, came upon
us and changed the whole aspect of
things. 1n the country, the loss to gar-
deners and fruit growers is appslling,
the promising growth which thie hither-
to remarkably mild season had advanc-
ed ic nipped in the bud. The slight cov-
ering of snow seems likely to last“out
this month, a8 we are in the grip of keen
frost, and the first skating for the past

two or three years is being enjoyed on.

the lakes in the parks and in the coun-
try round London, This ¢cange has
been fels all the mare for its suddenness
s week ago the’ thermometer stood at
80°, it has since been as low ae 18°, ac-
companied by strong east wind—and
London is for the time one of the dreari-
est and most cemfortless places outside
the Aretic circle,

With our sublime indifference to the
fitness of things. we have today the
great aquatic porte of the year—jaet as
we have our great city pageant—the
Lord Mayor’s Snow—In the bleak fog of
a November day. Along the banks of
the Thames from Patoey to Mortlake,
countless thousands of ehivering Loo-
doners are gathered to see the Univer-
sity Boat Race. The rival crews from
Oxford and Cambridge have of late been
making exceptionally gooi practice—
the contest which comeas off at 12:45 to-
day is sure to be very cloas and excitirg.
And the crowds who brave tbe bitter
wind off the river will have the addi-
tional satisfiction cf boseting like Mr.
Mark Tapley, that there was some vir-
tue in being jolly under such eonditions.

The-Hounee of Commons has this week
been mainly engsged with London af-
fairs. Oa Tuesday a bill, promoted by
the London Oounty Council, was intro-
duced, dealing with the nrgent and im-
portant question of the Water Sapply of
the metropolis. Last summer throngh
the disgraceful failure of the supply by
one of the private water companies the
poor of the East End suflered a water
famine for weeks. To prevent the recur-
rence of such a scandal, the L. C. O. now
seek powere to acqnire the property of
the companies by purchase, and to go
for a more plentiful sapply to the We sh
hills—and thus follow the example of
great provincial towne like Manchester
and Birminghem and Glasgow, which
bring @ practieally unlimited water sup-
sldllmm great distances. The L. L.C.

was rejected by the House of Com-
mons, the excuse being that a Royal
Oommigsion is eitting and has yet to re-
fort on ths question. This refusal fo
avor the proposals of London’s local
periiament has cansed a good deal of
pitter feeling.

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MILK YOUR COWS CLEAN.

In Shert Order.

It is & well known fact that cows not
milked elean will tend to dry up in
short order; says Professor D. H. Otis
of the Kansas college. Another impor-
tant reason for milking clean is to get
all of the butter fat, which is contained
in 2 much larger per cent in the last
than in the first milk drawn, as is
shown by the following experiment
which the college dairy has conducted,

ing: Five cows that were giving a
.f.a'u' quantity of milk were selected
land their milk collected in half pint
bottles, each teat contributing its share
to every bottle. These samples were
'tested with the Babcock test, with the
following results:

Cow No. 6 varied from .6 of 1 per
cent $0 7.9 per cent. Cow No. 10 varied
from .3 of 1 per cent to 6.6 per cent.
Cow No. 14 varied from 1.6 per cent to
5.8 per cent. Cow No. 15 varied from
1.5 per cent to 6.8 per cent. Cow No.
90 varied from .8 of 1 per cent to 7.8
per cent. The results show a gradual,

in the per cent of fat from the begin-
!ming to the last of the milking, except
with the last two eamples drawn from
each cow. Here the per cemt of fat
womid take a sudden leap, amounting
often to & third or a half of the total
variation. This shows very clearly how
important it is to get all the milk. By

the last quarter of a pint was worth from
ghree-fourths to one and a half pint of
milk first drawn from the udder.
Moral: Milk clean and get fat.

From Tuberculosis.

Mr. H S. Homes Pegler, in the Lon-
don Bagaar, quotes from an address
made by Sir William Broadbent before
the Technical college at Huddersfield
as follows: .

«Until the last few years the idea
was that consumption was a disease
which was in the family, a constita-
tional tendency which could only be ac-
counted for by heredity and against
which it was im vain to strive, an in-
evitable evil to be submitted toas a
decree of inscrutable Providence. Added
to this was the impression that it was
incarable, and thus efforts to relieve
and cure it were paralyzed. But these
jdeas, I am thankful to say, are wrong
Tubercle is not inherent in the consti-
tution. Consumption is not an inevita-
ble disaster inflicted by a mysterious
fate. It is, on the contrary, one of the
products of men’s ignorance and care-

It is through milk so
contaminated that children come to have
tuberculous disease. The disease of
bones and joints to which children are
gubject are probably alse traceable to
milk Humpback, hip joint disease and
the diseases of knees, elbows, ete..
which cripple so many children—per-
haps so is lupus—and ne doubt tabercle
is often implanted by milk in early life,
which develops later into consump-

tion. "

Sir William Broadbent subsequently
goes on to say: «It is interesting to
note thas asses and goats do not suffer
¢rom tuberculosis and to bear in mind
that the shrewd physicians of past days
used to order asses’ and goats’ milk for
persons threatened with consumption.”

This statement, says Mr Pegler,

ENSILAGE CORN..

Favorable Words For the Leaming
as to Yield and Quality.

The changed conditions brought about
through the use of the silo, together
with an increasing use of soiling crops,
bhave developed an interest in knowing
the relative value of crops used for
these purposes. Their real value must
be solved by the individual Conditions
and kinds of soil, the domestic animals
kept, together with conveniences and
facilities for handling the crop, go &
good way toward solving the problem.
Recognizing these facts, the New
Hampshire station has been testing
various forage plants for the last three
years, and its experience with ensilage
corn is reported as follows by Professor
F. William Rane.

Many varieties of ensilage corn have
been grown at the station for the past
few years, but the question resolves it-
gelf ‘down to two varieties, which, we
believe, are the ones best adapted to
our conditions—namely, the Leaming
and the Sanford The former is prefer-
able, we believe, for the southern part
of the state, and the latter perhaps for
the northern. Both mature sufficiently
for ensilage here at the station.

The Sanford is too well known to
farmers generally to need any recom-
mendation. Ever since 1888 this variety

years ago. Last year we planted about
half the crop to each. The present sea-
son fully three-fourths of the ensilage
crop was of the Leaming.

Unlike the Sanford, which is a white
flint, the Leaming is a yellow dent
corn, and is one of the earliest grown.
The ears are large and handsome, with
deep grain and a small cob. The stalks
grow to a medium size, from one to
two feet taller than the Sanford. It is
very leafy and usually produces two

. good ears to the stalk. It adapts itself

to varicus kinds of soils equally as well
as the Sanford

The comparative yields of the two
varieties during the past seasons have
been from two to four tons per acre in
favor of the Leaming. Not only has
the yield been much better, but Pro-
fessor Morse, who has had charge of the
feeding experiments, tells me that the
ensilage is equally as good as that of
the Sanford, and changing from the
one to the other makes no perceptible
difference in the milk flow or its com-

ition.

It is hoped that all who are in -
ed in ensilage will give the Leaming
corn a small trial at least. The cutisa
photograph of four varieties.

Sugar Beets and Serghum In Ohio.

The general results of analyses of
sugar beets for 1898 in Ohio show that
the beets were less rich in sugar and
ghowed lower purity than in 1897
Many fine plots of beets were grown in
the state, however, notwithstanding
these less favorable results. Taking the
experience of the two seasons, it is evi-
dent that the problem of profitable beet
gugar production is not yet solved, for
the northern third of the state at least.
The state station desires that tests
ghould be repeated by those who have
had experience in growing beets in
1897 and 1898, and to this end it will
furnish tested seed in quantities suffi-
cient to plant one-fourth to one-half
acre of beets to such as will undertake
to carry out the test and report the re-
sults as in 1898. The station also offers
to send out sorghum seed raised under
the auspices of the national department
of agriculture at Medicine Lodge, Kan.
It desires to send this sorghum seed es-
pecially into the southern counties,
where experience has shown the condi-
tions to be unsuited to the culture of
the sugar beet. Farmers willing to co-
operate should send their addresses at
once to the experiment station, Woos-
ter, O., stating the area of land which
they are willing to cultivate.

Spray Early In Spring.

«The first spraying should be done
early in the spring, before the buds
open, and it must be done thoroughly.
The second should be done after the
trees are through blossoming, while the
third may come 18 to 20 days later.
The fourth spraying is due akout three
weeks later. A tree is sufficiently
sprayed when the drops of the mixture
are seen hanging from the branches
and leaves. Many orchard trees besides
spraying need a thorough scraping, as
in the case of the elm trees. Then the
brush and other waste matter, includ-
ing ull dead leaves and rubbish, must
be removed from the grounds and
burned Do not leave it near the trees
or in the roadway, for the eggs deposit-
s therein will hatch in the spring. If
4here are dead trees or badly diseased
ones here and there in the orchard, cut

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THE WEST INDIBS AND THRE PHILIP-
PINES.

The Britfsh West India Islands have
for some years been in an unsatisfactory

- condition, owing to the decline in the

price of cugar, on which they depend
mainly for their export trade. Their
troubles have attracted #o much atten-
#ion that a Royal Commission was ap-
poinged to investigate them, and fts re-
port, made in August, 1897, was o the
effect that the sugar indusiry in the

West Indies is in great danger of reduc-
tion, in some cases of extinction,
aot on account of mismanagemsnt,
bet from the competition of esugar
growing countries assisted by bounties;

" that in several of the islands thers is no

ofher indusiry that could profitably take
its pisce, and thas the toial or psrtial
sktingtion of this industry would neces-
sarily affect the condition of the labor-
ing classes and so reduce the revenues
of the colonies that in many ecaies they
would be insufficient to meet the cost of
the sdministration. Attempis have
been made to induoe the British govern-
ment to impose a duty on sugar pro-
duced under the bounty system, but so
ar witkous any result, nmor issuchs
measure likely to be passed,
beesuss it would be confrary
to :he docirines of free frade.
It would incresse the cost of sugar to
evsry inhabitant of the United King-
dom, besides destroying many indus-
4ries whieh have been created as a con-
sequence of the low price of sugar.

OUR UNIVBRSITY AND THE UNEN-
DOWED OOLLRBGSS.

We published some figures the other
day, taken from the educational report
for 1ast year, showing the high position
that has been attained by the Univer-
sity of Mount Allison, an? comparing it
with the University of New Brunswick.
Last year Mount Allison had 140 ste-
dents and 21 etudents graduated B. A.
The University of New Brunswick inthe
same year had 79 students, of whom 19
graduated B. A, The Univemity of
Mount Allison receives no financial
aseistance whatever from the governm-
meut, while the University of New
Brunswick has & grant from the provincs
of $8400 & year.

We have in view another univer ity
not situated in this p:ovince but imme-
diately ¢ nnected with if, which seems
to be doing much more for the :ause of
higher education than the University of
New Brunswick; wa refer fo Acadia
University. The calendar of Acadia

‘shows 142 students in attendance last

year, and 30 graduates B. A, Yet
Acadia does not receive ome dollar
either from the government of Nova
Scotia or from any other official source.
1t was claimed last year by the friends
of the University of New Brunewick that
it was doing better than for many years,
gnd a great deal of resentment was ex-
pressed against those who had dared to
criticize it. The following table, which
shows the number of graduatesin arta
at the University of New Brunswick and
at Acadia for the past twenty years is
worthy of a carefal study:—

Thne reader will observe that while the

average annual number of graduates of :

Acadia has risen from less than 12 jm
the first five years to more than 26
in ‘the last .five years, the average
number in the University of New
Brunswick hae fallen from almoet 15 to
less than 18. Buch is the record of a
college which is largely endowed by the
public as sgainst one that has no pub-
lic endowments whatever.

Three years sgo the chancsllor of the
University of New Branewick, Dr. Har-
rigon, undertock to prove that the col-
lege had sdvanced during the eleven
yezars that he had been at ite "ead. He
published some st:tistica which appear-
ed in t'e educational reporf, showing
that during the eleven years imme-
diately preceding hie appointment there
were only 483 atudents in attendance at
the university, whiie in the firat eleven
years of his incumbency there were 737
stadents on the books. This showed
an aversge of 44 students a
year for the first period sgainst
an average of 67 for the second, sn
increase of fifty per cent. Theso figures
looked well, but they wers a little mis-
leading. We do mnot judge the
work of a college by the num-
ber of its students so much as
by the number of its graduates. Tried
by this test Dr. Harrison’s ferm cf
office in the college does rot make so
good & showing. From 1875 to 1885, in-
clusive, the period of eleven years im-
medistely preceding Dr. Harrison’s
chancellorship, the number of graduates
at the University of New Brunewick
was 139. Daring the eleven years from
1886 to 1896 inclusive, the period after
Dr. Harrizon’s appointment, the number
of graduates was 136. Moreover, of the
latter 23 were ladies, g0 that the male
graduates were 26 less in number daring
Dr. Harrison's term of eleven years than
they were during the preceding eleven
years,

We make no comment on these figures
farther than to say that they deserve
the serions attention, not only of fhe
govercment and the legislature, but of
the people of this province. If our uai-
versity, endowel as it is with a la-ge
sum of public money annually, cannot
hold its own with other universities in
this ard the neigbboring province, which
receive no public money whataver, there
must be a cause for this unfortunate con-
dition of affairs, and there ought fo be
some way of making this cause known
to the public so that it may be removed.

THE HAMILTON PUBLIC LIBRARY.

‘Hamilton, Ontario, is not & larger city
than 8t, Jobn, snd it is certainly not
more importans from any point of view,
yet they do some things better on the
shores of Barlington Bay tban here by
the Bay of Fandy, and one of these
things is the maintenance of their pub-
lic library. The tenth snnual report of
the Hamilton Public Library, which has
just been published, will be a welcome
visitor to those who believe in humsan
progress, Itsfrontispiece is & pic‘ure of
the library building, s beauti’sl struc-
tare, which was opened almost nine
years ago. The building is 143 feetin
depth, and 68 feet front, and cost, with
the ground upon which it stands, $45,-
000. The books on it shelves cost up-
wards o1 $28,000. The people of Hamil-
ton have invested abeut $75,000 on their
public library, besides a large sum for
maintensnce, but apparently they do
not regret it.

The library contains 26,262 volumes
and is increasing st the rate of about
1,500 & year. Of these 3,043 are classed
a8 cyclopedias, periodicals, etc., 1,328
philosophy and religion, 2,540 sociology,
1,304 natural science, 2,263 useful and
fine arts, 3,287 general literature, 5,036
history, travels and Dbiograpby, 1.
055 books for young people, snd
6,408 Engliah prose fiction. The
library was open 805 days during
the year, the total use of the bocks was
214,324, an average of 702 daily. To
handle this large number of books re-
quires a considerable stafl. The staff of
the Hamilton library congists of s libra.
rianwho receives $1 500 a year, and six
young women, his aseistants, each of
whom receives $7 & week. There is also
a janitor.

There are three reading rcoms con-
nected with the library, one wi:h eight
tables, ard chairs for 114 readers, besides
reading stands; & pecond reading rcom.
which is reserved for the ladies, has 24
chairs, while a third, which is for thoge
who wish to use the books ol reference,
kas 24 chairs. There are 248 papere,
periodicals and cteveral publications
available for readers, of which 72 are
published in Canada, 77 in Great Britain
and 97 in the Uzited States.

The Hamilton library costs the corpo-
ration of that city $13178 a yesr,of
which $3,844 goes to pay for interest and
sinking fund on $50,000 of city deben-
tures isswed in 1889, when the library
was egtablished. These debentures will
be all paid off in 1908, and the library
commissioners will then have much
more money available for other
improvements and additions to their
lbrary. We give these fignres for the
purpose of showing how one of the pub-

lic spirited and progressive cities in the
, west regards the public library question
! Tharks to the public spirit of a few of
! our citizens we have a publiclibrary,
{ put it will be gome time we faar hefore
itisequal to that of Hamilton. What
we need most nowis a library building,
but we cannot say that the prospect of
obtaining it is very bright.

government of the lavter country with
referesce fo the easted possszaio.s
formerly held by S»ain in s\t exact form
before the world. No doubt it will be
gubjecied to severe criticiem by the op-
ponents of the present adwminis-
tration and by =all who do not
view the expansion of the Uaited Siates
with favor because it is imposeible
for the United Siates is this matter to
reconcile its present intentio-s towards
the Philippine people with the declara-
ticn of independence, the constitation
and the unbroken fraditions of a cen-
tury. Oar readers will remember that
on several occasions, indeed on all oc-
casions when the matter was discusged
in these columzs, we havae maintaived
that the United Btat-s having occupied
the Philippines and destroyed the gov-
ernment of Spain in those islands, wzs
bound to remain there and not give them
up to anarchy or the tender mercies of
Ruseia, Germany, or gome other land.
grabbing Continental nation. Buf,while
holding this view, we never pretended
that such an attitude eould be recoun-
ciled with the theory of government
prevailing in the Uuited Biates. The
decleration of independenee declared in
high-sounding terms that “all men
are created equal; that they are en-
dowed by their Creator with inherent
and inalienable rights; that among trese
are life, liberty and the purauif of hap-
piness; that to secure these rights gov-
ernments are instituted among men, de-
riving their jasl powers from she content
of the governed; that whenever any
form of government becomes destructive
of these ends it i- the right of the people
to alter or abolish it, and to institute
new government, laying its foundation
on such principles, and organizing its
powers in sach form, as to them shall
gseem most likely to effsct their safety
and happiness.”

Now it is clear that the above extract

from the declaration of independence, is
in direct opposition to the pretensions of
the United Btates in the Philippines.
The people of these islandas were fight-
ing to eacape from the yoke of Spain, and
now they find themselves farther from
freedom than they were before, for the
new power which has taken charge of
them has five times the population of
Spain and ten times its wealth and re-
sources. The Philippine Islands might
as well submit first as Jast, for they are
engaged in & hopelees coutest, but that
fact does not in the Jeast alter the moral
aspects of the queetion, or make the
position of their future masters more
logical.
The peop'e .of the United Statee,
through their commiseioners, tell the
people of the Philippine Islands of the
cordial good will and fraternal feeling
of the President of the United States
and the American peop's, and assert
that the object which the United Btates
government, apart from the falfilment of
its solemn obligations, has aesumed to-
wards the family of nations by the ac-
ceptéince of the sovereignty over the
ielanda is tbe well being, prosperity snd
happiness of the Philippine people and
their elevation to & position among the
most civilized people of the world. The
proclamation goes on to say that the
president believes this perfection is to
be brought about by the assurance of
peace and order, the guarantee of civil
and religicus liberty, the establishment
ot justice, the cultivation of fletters,
science and the liberal snd practical
arte, the enlargemert of intercourse with
foreign nations, the expansion of indus-
trial purenits, by trade and commerce,
by maultiplication and jmprovement of
the means of intsrnal communication,
by development with the aid of modern
mechanical inventionsof the great na-
taral ragources of the archipelago, aaud
by the uninterrupted devotion of the
people to the pursuit of usefal objects
and the realization of the nobleideas
which constitate the higher civilization
of mackind.

These, certainly, are worthy &ims, bat
the Philippine Islanders might reply
that they wished to carry them out in
their own way, and through a govern-
ment which they themselveshad created.
The Philippine Islands have expressed
their desire to be free from foreign con-
trol and have proclaimed a republic, bat
the American commicesion now tells
them that the supremscy of the United
Btates must and will be enforced throuz! -
out eve:y part of the srchipelago, aud
those who resist it can sccomplish no
end other than their own ruin.

Having told them this in {he oost
emphatic terms the pill is gilds! or
sweetened with certain promises and
the Philippine people are informed that
they will be granted tbe most ample
liberty and eelf-government reconcilable
with the maintenance of & Wwise, jost,
stable, effective and economical admin.
istration of public affairs and compatible
with the sovereign and international
rights and the obligations of the United
States. They ara not told, however, how
gelf-government and subgserving to the
wishes of the government of the Unifed
States can go hand in hand,

Among the other promiges made to
the Phillipine people are the following,
and if they are carried out the latter
may be able to boast that they are hetter

Igomnoq and enjoy & purer and more

efficient administration of public affairs
than the nation which has foread its sa-
premacy upon them. We quote:

The c'vil rights of the Philipp*
people will be guarant-ed ard protl;gs:;
to the fallest extent, religionas freedom
will be sssured, snd all persons shall be
equal and have equal standing in the
eyes of the law.

There shall be guaranteed to the Phil-
ippine people an honeet snd zflective
civil gervice in which, to the faliest ex-
tent to which it is practicable, natives
shall be employed.

''he collection and applicalion ¢! ail
taxes and other rev-nues shall be placed
upon & sound, economical basis, and the
public fands raised joetly and collected
homestly, shall be applied only to defray
fthe regular end popular expenses incur-
réd by and for tte establishment snd
maintenance of the Philippine govern-
ment and such gencral improvements a8

fands collecied shell be used for local
pu;poaea and not to be devoted for other
ends.

A pure, gpezdy and effec'ive admin-
istration of justice shall be established,
whereby may be eradicated the evils
arising from delay, eorr.ption and ex:
ploitation.

The construction of roads, railroads
sud gimilar means of commaunication
and transportation and of other public
worke, manifestly o the advantage of
the Philippine people, sball bs pro-
tected. -

Domestic and ‘oreign trade and com-
merce, agricultnre £nd other induatrisl
pnrguits tending toward the general de-
velopment of the corutry in the intereeta
of the inbabitants, shali be objects of
conetsnt eolicitnde and foztering care.
Eftective provisions shail be :uade for
the establishment of elementary echools
in which the children may be educated,
and appropriate facilities shall be pro-
vided for a high education.

Roaforms in all departments of the
government,all branches ¢f the public
service and all corporations closely
touching the common life of the people,
ehall be under'aken without delay ard
confortably with the right and justice in
a way to eatisfy the well founded de-
mand s and the highest sentimentx and
aspirations of the people.

THE SUN AND MR. COSTIGAN.

The Sun is not well pleased at the
complimentary dinner to Hon.John Cos-
tigan and Wednesday saysin aneditori-
sl parsgraph that “thoze Grit journals
which are paying flattering tributes to
the Hon.John Coatigan seem to have
forgotten that for many years he was &
member of a Tory government, and held
ap to the scorn and contempt of all good
Liberals.”

We do not remember to have seenany
Liberal journal holding up Mr. Costigan
to ‘ scorn and contempt,” indeed he has
always been well spoken of by the Lib.
eral papera. The paper that most fre-
quently tried to injure him was the 8t,
John Sup, which was controlled by the
Foster wing of the Conservative party
and therefore felf it to be its
duty to suppress Mr. Costigan. Mr
Costigan was in the cabinet three years
and & half before Mr. Foster, but that
did not preventthe latter from intrigning
to have Mr, Coetigan ousted from his
position of minister of inland revenus.
He did not succeed in accomplishing hi»
purpose becauee Sir John A. Mae
donald was loyal to the man. who
bad supported him ever since
he entered parlisment after ccnfadere-
tion, nor did' he make any impression
upon Bir John Abboit, but when Bir
John Thompson became premier there
wat & change. Mr. Costigan was- dis-
rated, as it were, and made secretary. of
state, & pozition. wholly without patron-
age, 8o that Mr. Foster was ‘able to
gather in. all' the spoils of his native
province and place another assoriment
of his counsing in office.

When BSir Mackenzie Bowell became
premier he snubbed Foster and: his
friends and placed Mr. Oostigan in the
department of marine and fisheries, &
position that carries more patronage
with it than almost any other iz Can-
ada. This was redres:ing the wrong
done to Mr, Costigan with a vengeance,
and Foster neve. forgave i., but narsed
treagon in hia heart against his chief
and led the revolt against the premier
which resulted in the resignaiion of
gaven membere of the cabinet in Janu-
ary, 1806,

The dinner which was given to the
Hon. John Costigan Tueeday night was
not a political demonstration, bat & per-
sonal éompliment fo & men who, al-

though at all times a consistent Con-
gervative, has thouzands of fxanés and
well-wishers on both sides of politics.
Viewed in that light it was a most sig-
nificant and pleasing fanction and
one that will long be remem-
bered, It was graced by the
presence of the minister of railways and
canale, the solicitor general of Canada,
the premier of New Brungwick and all
the members of his cabinet, most of the
members of the legislature, several
members of parliament, the mayor of 8t
John, the reccrder and police magistrate
and =& large oumber of our
prominent . citizens, These gentlemen
although differing widely in their po-
liticx1 views, cam® together for the pur-
pose of doing honortoone who can claim
0 be the oldeat ciatesman now in publie
life in this province, and the representa-
tive of one cosstituency for a period of
almort forty years. Mr. Costigan may
well be proud of such & grand demon-
gtration in his henor.
