Another Lie Nailed.

One by one the lying statements Mr.
C. J. Brydges was paid to make about
the Intercolonial Railway are exploded.
His strong voints were insinuations
against friends of the old Government
who had dealings with the railway offi-
cials. He insinuated that a * rolling
mill company ™ had been favored with
the use of Government money, and the
managing Director of the Cold Brook
mills, the eonly rolling mills on
the road, has shown- ‘that the in-
sinuation was purely  malicious.
He broadly stated that a large gquantity
of coal was missing from one station,
when the fact was that the coal had
been received by measure and issued by
weight, and an error had been mude in
estimating the number of bushels to a
ton. His next insinuation was that
Fraser & Co. of Halifax had brought
“guch pressure tobear” (bribery or Min-
isterial influence) on an official that he
ordered from them a five-years’ supply
ot car springs just before the fall of the
late Government. This was, in fact, the
strong point of his report in an election-
eering point of view, and was harped
on by the subsidized organs from Cape
Breton to Vancouver’s Island. Dr. Tup-
per, they said, in chorns, wasa member
of the firm of Fraser & Co., and direct-
ed the supplies to be ordered in such
quantities that no more would need to
be bought: until after the next general
election, when he boped again to be in
power. But alas for Brydges! alas for
the organs! the statement has been tho-
roughly riddled by Fraser & Co., who
prove b :

1st. That the 180 car springs which
were delivered in Dec., 1873, werc order-
ed in March, 1873, nine months previous-
ly. and were not thereforc pushed on the
defeated Government at the last moment.

2nd. That the transaction was perfect-
ly open and fair, and known to every ofll-
cial of the railway. :

8rd. That the springs were ordered in
consequence of the worn-out condition
of the rolling stock after the severe win-
ter of 1872 and inanticipation of an cqually
severe one in 1873.

4th. That the reason so many yere
ordered at Halifax was that the rolling
stock both of New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia was being constantly sent to Rich-
mond to be repaired—Moncton not uf-
fording sufficient facilities for the work.

8th. That the order for the springs
given in March, 1873, before the present
Government were in power, by Mr. John-

! stone, was in fact duplicated by the au

thorities at Moneton in December, 1873,
after the new Government came into

power. :

6th. That though the 180 car springs
were known to be at Richmond, the
officials at Moncton kept ordering others
from new contractors after the present
Government came into power, and a new
contract had been made.

And so it was under Reform manage-
ment, and with Reform contractors,
that a * pressure was brought to bear”
on officials to order car springs that
were not wanted. Brydges, you are

the cause of this exposure of your new

masters! Johnstone, who ordered the

. 3prings when they were wanted. has

! been dismissed on the ploa that he had
submitted to * pressure,” and Whitney,

t who ordered about the same quantity
when he knew those were in store, is

| kept in office! Messrs. Fraser & Co. re-
fute the slander about Dr.Tupper being
interested in their business, but the
journalistic slander-factories will keep
their wheels running by grinding it up
for service again we suppose.

The Slaughter House Question.

The city of Moatreal is agitated over
the slaughter-house qnestion, and a de
putation of its Council has been visiting
several United States cities examining
the manner in which the abattoir system
is carried out. The report recommends
the city to build an abattoir, or promote
the formation nf an association of but-
chers for building one, in which aloune
sl ould be permitted the killing of ani-
mals near the city. The latter method
is recommended, and is the only one in
operation in the United States. Ac-
cordingto theslaughter-house revelations
recently made by the News St. John is
sadly in need of an establishment of
this kind, but we should be sorry to sec
it erected and managed by the corpora-
tion. The butchers should erect it on
‘the most approved plan and manage it

-fsubject to the supervision of the Board

of Health. It strikes us that if the
| Board should insist on the premises
‘now used for slaughtering being kept
clean the butchers wonld be glad to
save expense by uniting for the erection
of the necessary abattoir.  The Com-
mon Council, or Legislature, necd take
no action except to provide that the es-
tablishident should be erected on the
most approved sanitary system, and
prescribe penalties for the slaughtering
of animals elsewhere in the vicinity of
the city. It must come to this some-
time, and, in the meantime, the Board
of Health sghould enforce stringent re-
gulations for keeping the sluughter-
houses as clean as possible.

If Father Michaud chose to encourage
or permit physical resistance to this in-

‘| famous law not Constable Hauncock nor

all the constables and policemen in St.
John could take him to gaol.—Freeman.

The power behind ‘‘Constuble Han-
cock and all the constables and police-
men in St. John" is not t:ken into nccount
by our contemporary. He reckons
without his host when he forgets that
there are more people ready to uphold
the officers of the law than there are to
break the law at the command of a
priest. In the crowd that follow-
ed the oonstable and his captive
thore were many who were there only
because they expected their services

might be required for the purposes of

dispersing a lawless rabble. It doesn’t
do for one man t0 kick the shins of two,
as will be secn if one-third of the com-
munity attempt a forcible resistance to
the laws.

The New York Mail, referring to the
refusal of the editor of the Sun to ac-
cept 2 nomination for Mayor, says:

It would be well for every editor to
take the same view of the duties impos-
ed on him by his profession, of the dau-
ger of trying to run for office while pre-
tending to occupy a semi-judicial posi-
tion, and of the wisdom of keeping clear
of the personal entanglements that cover
every candidate as with a net.

Theeighth annual cattle show and exhi-
bition of the Grand Falls Agricultural
Society was held at the Court House on
Thursday last. The weather was plea-
sant and the attendance was quite large.

The .number of entries were nearly foar
hundred in all departments, and were
very good in most as regards the num
ber and quality,

The stock, taken together, was quite
good, but stiil there is room for improve-
meut, and’ there 1s nd doubt but there
will be steps taken in this direction by
the next anunual show,

In the dairy department there was a
good pamber of entries, and as regards
quality of the butter no better could be
produced in any country.

The vegetable department was also
well represented.  The potatoes especi-
ally were very superior fu size and in
variety.

In the grain department there was
shown some very flne wheat, oats, peas,
buckwheat, flax seed, turnip seed and
corn.

In the manufacturing department the
show of homespun, dress goods,blankets,
shirting, &c., was well worthy of remark.
The specimens of home-made linen in
tablecloths and towelling were very fine
and reflected great credit upon the exhi-
bitors.

The display of handywork was credit-
able. There was a nice bedroom set and
other furniture exhibited by the Grand
Falls - Furniture Factory, which would
compare fuvorably with any imported and
speaks highly for the skill of the mechan-
ics of the establishment.

The Society can congratulate itself up-
on the success of the first year.

The Water Works.

The Water Commissioners have, for a
month or two, been engaged in an im-
portant work in connexion with the two
24 inch mains near the old Westmorland
Road. This is the highest point over
which the water flows in its journey from
Little River Reservoir to the city. Here
four twenty-four inch mains have been
laid for some distance. all connected with
the two that come to the city. This in-
creases the supply considerably. They
have also put in anumber of stop cocks.
If one pipe should break near there the
water can be at once shat off, and allow-
ed to flow through the others. Over
these stop cocks, for which a square ex-
cavation has been made, will be built a
brich arch, which will enable workmen to
at any time make necessary repairs, and
turn on or off the water without the
trouble of opening up the ground. Dur-

ing the last week or so the water in the
Reservoir was quite low, but the rain of
Sunday gave an abundant supply.
