He
told about having to work on trenches
on German soil, getting knocked down
with a rifle if he asked for something
to eat. You'll hear some queer yarns
when this affair is over. This sol-
dier’s name is Sergeant Tom C. Mur-
phy, 5 Wilson street, Mount Rochdale.

“We were informed while we were
there that we should receive Red
Cross parcels consisting of clothing
and food. Others I have seen with
them, but none of our crowd have
seen or had any yet. We have writ-
ten several times to the British Red
Cross Society in Copenhagen (Den-
mark), London is the real headquart-
ers. Bui Denmark is where we re-
ceive from.

In Portland, Oregon, & certain num-
ber of officers are charged with the

ibility of enf the curfew
erdinance. They use their whistles
as signals, ‘and the children were not
long in learning the meaning of this.
In consequence, juvenile night roam-
ing has materially decreased.

In some cities the fire stations give
a preorranged signal at the hour des-
ignated, and all children under curfew
age are removed from the streets.
In one city arrangement has been
made wih the electric company, and
the street lights flicker a few seconds
at curfew hout as a signal to all chil-
dren on the streets. The signal is of
great importance, and can be planned
for without difficulty if there is a sin-
cere desire to do so.

A rather startling objection to cur-
few has been registered by a Southern
woman. She suggests that children
are so much safer on the streets than
in some homes that she questions the
wisdom of an ordinance which would
require,,.hem to stay off the streets
at night.  Rather far-fetched as an
objection, it would seem, but suggest-
ive 'of the fact. that homes should be
80 attractive and safe that the street:
