MASSACRED BY BOXERS.

London, June 11.—De'tails have been |
received from Shanghai regarding the
recent murders of railway engineers by
Boxers. It seems that a party of 30,
including six ladies and one child, left
Pao Ting Fu in twelve boats under mil-
itary escort. After traversing 50 miles
in safety they missed their way. The
boats grounded, and the Boxers open-
ed fire upon the unfortunate occupants,
using both rifles and wooden cannon.
The engineers retured the fire effective-
ly, and the party landed. One lady
and three men who got separated from
the main body were brutally killed. Mhe
survivors formed a square with those
able to bear arms outside, and the wo-
men inside, and made off towards Tien
Tsin. They traveled three and a half
days, fighting all the way. They esti-~
mated that they killed at least a hun-
dred rebels.

LAMBETH LODGE

Of the A.0.U.W. Attend Divine Service
—HBloquent Sermon Preached by Rev.
Archdeacon Davis — Grand Lodge
Officers in Attendance.

Yesterday afternoon the members of
Lambeth Lodge, A. O. U. W., attend-
ed the annual divine service in the
English Church there. Nearly 50
members of local lodges, who went to
Lambeth in busses, accompanied them,

and the interest in the service was still
further enhanced by the presence of
several grand flodge officers. Among
these were Grand Organizer A. C.
Graham, District Deputy Grand Mas-
ter Wm. Nicholls and P. M. W. Stephen
Grant. Master Workman Marr march-
ed at the head of the Lambeth Lodge.
The sermon, which was preached by
Ven. Archdeacon Davis, of St. James’
Church, South London, was of exceed-
ing interest. The preacher, being a
Workman himself, spoke with a per-
sonal knowledge of the order’s affairs
and the grand work that is being ac-
complished. The sermon was appropri-
ate. for this reason also, that the
preacher spoke with enthusiasm of the
glories of the British arms in South
‘Africa. He outlined the early history
of Cape Colony, prevous to the evacu-
ation of the Dutch, who afterwards
settled north of the Vaal. In doing so,
he gave an inkling of the antipathy
that existed between them and the
English, an antipathy that became
more intense when the flatter forced
the abolition of slavery, and which was
not destroyed by the kindly services
of the British at the time when the
extermination of the Boers was threat-
ened by native invasions. He traced
the history of the two races until a
more recent date, showing how the
continued wrong-doing and insults of
the Boers had made the present war
inevitable. In speaking of the course
of events since its outbreak, he in-
stanced the British belief in the power
of prayer. When their arms were in
danger of repeated disaster, earnest
prayer had been offered in their behalf,
and Lord Roberts, as did all Christian
people, attributed to this their subse-
quent successes. On account of the
large number of Workmen taking part
in the war, the members took a greater
interest in it. Continuing, he gave a
brief statement of the beneficlaries paid
out since the formation of the order,
and told of its fraternal benefits, urg-
ing these facts as arguments in favor
of a large increased membership.

Rev. S. E. G. Edelstein, of Lambeth,
assisted in the services. The musical
portion of the service, which was con-
ducted by WMiss Edith Vandermade,
were of a particularly pleasing nature.

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FATAL FIRE,

Little Two-Year-Old Son of James
Ward Burned to Death.
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Entire Members of the Family
Have Close Calls.

Exploding of a Lamp the Supposed
Oause of the Conflagration —Three
Other Inmates of the House Injured
—Damage Will Total $1,200.

As a result of a fire at 1 o’clock Sun-
{ day morning, in the frame structure at
471 Simcoe street, southwest corner of
Maitland street, occupied as a grocery,
{ liquor store and dwelling by James
Ward, John Robert Ward, aged 2
years and 10 months, lies dead at the
residence of Joseph Pevler, William
street, while Mr. Ward himself, his 7-
year-old daugh®er, Selina, and the do-
; mestic, Miss J ennie McPhie, are in Vic-
| toria Hospital, suffering from painful
injuries. Mr. Ward has a badly bruis-
ed hip, the effect of jumping from an
upstairs window. Miss McPhie, who
also jumped, has a broken ankle, and
the little girl is badly burned about the
face, arms and hands. ©Of the other
members of the family, Mrs., Ward is |
prostrated withh grief, while a five- |
year-old boy, Josie, escaped practical-
ly unhurt.

The origin of the fire is not known
to a certainty, but it is believed to be
due to the explosion or knocking over
of & Kkerosene lamp. The inmates of
the house had ail retived, with the
excepuon of Mrse.Ward, who was down-
stairs in the kKitchen reading. She was
overcome by drowsiness, and was sleep-
ing with her hands on the table, and
her head resting upon them, when sne

cover in flames, with the tragments of
the lamp lying upon it. She endeavor-
ed to varow the burning lamp out of
doors, but the door was locked. Mrs.

Mrs. Ward descended and ran across
the street to the fire alarm box. She
broke the glass and secured the key,
but did not understand how to give
the alarm, and the first man who join-
ed her was equally ‘ignorant of the
work of the box.

In the . meantime Mr. Ward had
arisen and was endeavoring ito save
the children. He took the littie boy

to the groumd, the child escaping un-
hurt.

The father called and search-
ed for the child, but could find no
trace of him. He then concluded that
Mrs. Ward had taken the child
she came upstairs.

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SUNDAY SERVICE

Attracts Thousands of Visitors
to Carling’s Heights.

All the Troops in Camp Attend—Rev.
J. O. Farthing Pictures the Ideal
Man —-A Beautiiul Spectacle.

Although it is usual to consider the
military tattoo as the feature of the
annual camp on Carling’s Heights. It
{ was plainly evident from the numbeg
of wisitons there yesterday morning,
 that the church service, if not equailly
popular, is almost so. On no other oc-
casion is the number who are in camp
i brought more strikingly to the mind,
{ and it may be truthfully said that the
i chunrch service affords a most splendid-
| Iy attractive spectacle. It is for this
I reason most probebly that it is attend-
ed by so many city people. They be-
gan to assemble as early as § o'clock,
'"and before the service commenced sev-
eral thousand were present. All the
soldiers in camp, with the exception
of mearly 300 o1 the Roman Catholic
denomination, who attended serwvice. in
St. Peter’s Cathedral, were formed in
a hollow sguare on the inclined space
south of the camp ground. The mnowth
side was occupled by the 22nd, 27Tth,
32nd and 33rd Regiments; to the west
were the Hussars, the 21st and 26th;
on the eastern side were the 28th and
29th, and the 30th, while on the south-
ern side stood the T7th FKusiliers, th®
Collegiate Institute Cadets and the
massed bands of the camp, under the
icadership of Bandmaster Philp, of the
26th. In the hollow of the square a
pulpit was formed of a drum covered
by a large Union Jack. The chaplains
of the regiments in camp and Lieut.-
Col. Holmes and the staff officers occu-
pied positions in the center. 'The sol-
diers had been provided with printed
copies of ‘the service, so that all might
'join in, and one of its most pleasing
features was the sound of thousands of
male voices singing. Quite appropri-
ately the hymns that were sung were,
“Stand up, stand up for Jesus,” “Lord,,
Almighty God of Battles,” and ‘“On-
ward, Christian Soldiers,” The service
closed with the singing of “God Save
the Queen.”

The sermon of Rev. J. C. Farthing,
chaplain of the Oxford Rifles, was an
exhortation to those present for the
development of an ideal man. By this
‘he did not mean ideal physically, be-
{ cause the tendency in development in
this way, was to neglect the mind,
and thus cause a monstrosity; mnor
! should all attention be given to the
| intellect, for there was a still higher
| part, the spiritual side of a man’s na-
't'ure aend if this were strengthened
and trained, then in his ideal stage,
1 man would be able to comprehend the
' spiritual things of God, to enter into
communion with his God through his
issplntual life, and to control all that
was of the animal creation. He urged
that the Christ be men’s model.
