The Governor, the Chief Justice, and other Judges of the Supreme Court, and 
Members of the Executive Council, Judge of the Vice-Admiralty, the Provincial 
Secretary, Provincial Treasurer, Commander-in-Chief, Flag Officers and Captains, 
and Command ra of Ships of War on this Station for the time being.

The Court sits at any place within the Provinee to be appointed by any three of 
the member j -, the Governor, Chief Justice, or one of the Judge» of the Supreme 
Court, or Judge of the Admiralty, being one.

County Courts. The inferior Courts oi
The Courts are established by 30th Victoria, cap 10, passed 17th June, 1867. 

The Act authorizes the appointment of one Judge for the counties of Charlotte, 
Carleton and Victoria; one Judge for the counties of Albert, Westmorland, and 
Kent ; one Judge for the counties of Nt rthumberland, Gloucester, and AÎeetigouche ; 
and one Judge for the counties of King's and St John—provided that said Court 
for the county of St John shall not have or exercise any jurisdiction in any cause 
in which the City Court in and for the city of St John, or the Police Court in the 
parish of Portland, in the county of St John, have or daim jurisdiction.

The Act also authorises the appointment of a derk for each Court, who shall 
be am attorney. The sittings of the respective courts shall be held at or near the 
County Court house in the shire town.

The County Courts have not cognisance of any action— 
let. When the title to land is brought in question ; or,
2d. In which tb> validity of any devise, bequest, or limitation is disputed, ex­

cept as hereinafter mentioned ; or,
3d. For criminal conversation or seduction ; or,
4th. For breach of promise of marriage ; or,
5th. Of any action against a justice of the peace for anything done by him in 

the execution of hie office.
Subject to the above, the County Courts have jurisdiction, and may hold plea 

in all personal actions of del*, covenant, and aesumpeit, when tne debt or damages 
do not exceed the sum of one hundred dollars ; and in actions on bail bonds given 
to a sheriff in any case in a County Court, whatever may be the penalty or amount 
sought to be recovered.

One dollar per foot for bringing any ship or yeseel into the harbour of St. John, 
and mooring her into a safe place or berth, or eecuring her alongside one of the 
wharves ; and one dollar per foot for removing and taking any snip 
of the harbour.

In cases where pilots shall be detained on board vessels, under and by virtue of 
the quarantine or health laws of the Province, they shall be entitled to demand 
and receive from masters of such vessels the sum of two dollars per day for every 
day of such detention, in addition to the allowance.
