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Between Daath and the ﬁuunmion.

There are Christians who tell ns that onr
bodies and spirits are so essntindy connectid
that both die together, and that therefore there
is N0 conscions existence of the spirit hetween
death and the tesurrection.  The ohject of 1his
paper is to presenc @ few of the many passages
of the Scriptures which show that these per-ons
are mistaken.

From Mat hew 22:23. and the parallel pascages
we learn that the Sadducees said “that there is
no resurrection,” and that they came 1o Jesus
with the stat-ment «  u case which they claimed
proved the troth of their opinions,  But Jesus
not only showed that the case they presented was
tiot a relevant one with reference 1o the resur-
rection; but from the st tem mt made by God to
Muoses, Lixodus 3:6, 1 am the God of Abrahum,
and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacoh,'
he proved the separate conscions existence of
Abraham, Isaac and Jacob by the statenment,
“God is wot the God of the deal; but of the
living."" He thus asserted that although the
bodies of these patriarchs hatl been in their
graves a long time, yer when God spoke to
Moses, their spirits were conscionsly alive,  And
according to Luke 20° 18, He asserted that this
was a general principle by adding, “'For all live
unto Him."'

In Luke 23:42, it is reconded that one, of the
thieves who were crucified said to fesns, “Tord,
remember me when thou comest into thy king-
dom,"’ thus asking f r a favor to be bistowed at
some future time. Bt Jesus promised him more
than he asked, by replying, *‘Verily, I say unto

thee, today shalt thou be with me in Paradise ** '
He thus asserted that after they had both died

the spirit of the thief would be with Him in
Paradise in a state of conscious existence, s

Phillippians 1:23, 24. Paul wrote, ““For T am
in a strait betwixt two, having a desire to depart,
and to be with Ohrist; which is far better,
Nevertheless to abide in the flesh is more
ful for you."
believed that when he died his spirit wonld not

only continne to live in a state of conscions
existence, but that he would * be with Christ '* -
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“wathered unto his  people,'” is only

Mo, and only Sarab lad been buried i the
eave of Machpelih before Abratam was buried
thre  In the case of Jacoh we are told that
he *was gathered to his people,’ and that it was
seventy days alter this that Jos ph asked per-
tissi noof Pharaoh 1o carty the body of Jacoh
into the land of Canaan that it might be buried
there.  Jtomay be furthor said that it wasonly a
current opinion of the people of that age. But
I subumit that it is wot given as 8 carreat opinion;
but Moscs, writing, as 1 believe, nnder divine
irspiration, statesdisinetly that Abrabam Isaae,
and Jacoh were each “gathered unto his people, '
and thus declares the continnons existence of the
spirit distinet from the body,

The above are only a £:w of the many passages
inthe Scriptures which teach that the spirit of
- man can and does exist separate from the body,

We know very little of the state of existence
between deatliand the vesurrection and probably
it is a matter which i our presemt condition it is
impossible for us to un ‘erstand  But I think
we have o the Bible abui dant proof that the
spirits of hose who “'die in the Lord do not
sleep in the grave with their bodies, hut that they
- have a conscious and @ happy existence “with
“ahe Lord,

prayed that his life on earth might comtinue as
long as God saw fit to continue it.  In II. Cor.
inthians, 5:8, Paul also expressed his conviction
that when the time came for him to die his spirit
would continue consciously existent, for he
wrote:  “‘We are confident, I say, and willing
rather to be absent from the body, and ta be
present with the Lord."”

As the revelation which God has given to man
is progre:sive in its character, we do not expect
to find in the Old Testament such clear and
definite statements on this subject as we have in
the New Testament. Yet even there in the early
history of the world, we find that the separaie
and conscious existence of th <pirit of man is
distinctly taught.  In Gene. . 4, we read.
T hen Abraham gave up the ghost, and died in
a good old age, an old man, and full of years,
and was gathercd unto his prople.  And his sons
Isaac and Ishmael buried him.'"  Genesis 35:29,
"“And Isaac gave up the gh st, and died, and

was gathered unto hs people, being old and full |

of days, and his sons Esau and Jacob buried
him.”" Genesis 49:23, “And when Jacob had
made an end of commanding his sons, he
gathered up his feet into the bed and yielded up
the ghost, and was gathered -umo his peopie ™
Genesis 50,13, “‘His sons carried him (Jaco!)
into the land of Cansan, and buried him in the
cave of the field of Mrchpelah.’

Health of Children

There isa widely prevalent belief that it is
~essential to the health of voung children that
they should be put to Lol in the middle of the
day for an hour or two of sleep.  While not de-
precating the wecessity for plenty of sleep in
voung animal lives of all kinds, the practice re-
ferred to is open to objection,  What with the
time spent in dressing and undressing them,
tunch and sleeping, a very large slice of the
twenty-four honrs is practically lost, by keeping
them indoors duriog the best part of the day,
This means that they get very little sunlight,
and that s a prime necessity for all life,  \What
they do get is of not nearly as munch value, being
either too early 1 the morning or too late in the
afternoon,  ‘The health of voung children will he
materially improved, and growth facilitated, by
allowing them to spend these valuable hours in
the open air,  The value of plenty of sleep to
voung childrem can not be ovesestimated; hut
does a child get more sleep by being pnt to bed
in the middle of the day? We contend that it
does not, for experience shows that this midday
nap causes them to lose the greater part of av
“hour in getting to sleep in the evenirg, and that
they wake about an hour carlier in the morning,
Fresh air and sonbight are absolute requisites
for health to every living thing, snd in no instance
is the necessity greater than in the case of young
children.  Let them spend all the time possible
“out of duors, when the weather will permit, and
"their best interests will he subserved thereby.
Parents whodesire their children to be healthy
and robust should pay heed to this,

Brands Plucked From the Burning.

The Watchmn correspondent for Albany,
Troy and vicinity has not mentioned the work
of the church of which he is pastor in any of the
lettors contributed heretofore, as much because
there was not anvthing worth mentioning as for
any other reason.  But during the past month
there has been an unnsual work of grace in the
First Chu ch, Valley Falls, N Y. Kight per-
sons have been haptized, and others are candi-
dates for that ordinance,  Among the latter, two
are a saloon keeper and his wife,  Three months
ago, this saloon Kecper, who is 71 vears of age,
and his wite, who is not many years his junior,
bhegan attending  the ‘ices of this church,
This led to a pastoral visit, ut the close of which
prayer was offered that God would show them
the evil of the business, and Jead them out of
it, and graciously wvisit them with salvation,
D They continned to attend the services of the
church and  two weeks ago, were earnestly
pleaded with to quit the business.  They said
they would 1f they only conld do something that
would keep them out of the poorhouse.  They
were told to seck first the Kingdom of Gud and
His righteousness, and all things would be added
to them.  They finally made up their wind to
quit in the near future, that is, when they had
sold most of the stock they had on hand.  This
was deprecated on the ground that they must be
done with the evil at once, if t'ey desired to
have the curse of Gad removed from them, and
receive the blessings of salvation,  After prayer,
duttng which their faces were bathed in tears,
they promised that they would wot sell another
drop of imoxicating liquor. 1 asked t' “m to go
immediately and ¢lose the saloon doors.  This
was done.  They were then urged to put a notice
on the de v the next morning to the effect that
no more intoxicants wonld he sold in that place,
On the nextmorning § went round to see whether
this was done, and to my great jov, found that it
was,  On being received into the parlor, it
seemed to be the most appropriate thing to doto
sit down at the organ there and play and sing,
“Piaise God from Whom all Blessings Flow.'*
The aged saloon keeper joined in the singing with
a weak trembling voice, while tears coursed
down his cheeks, and his wife sat in an adjoining
room, weeping for joy, because at last her great
desire, that her husband quit *‘the soul-dam»ing
business' as she had called it, had been realized.

While this was being enacted inside the saloon,
passers by stopped to listen to the Doxology,
read the unotice, learned of the conversation of
the saloon keeper and his wife. and soon the
vews was spread over the whole town. They
are now candidates for bap 1sm, and 1 hope to
have the joy of haptizing them Dec. 6. They
had been in the saloom business for twenty-two
vears, e had been trained in the knowledge
of divine truth at the kvee of a Godly Scotch
Preshyterian mother,  When he first entered the
husiness, he tried to quiet his troubled conscience
by determining tokeep  respectable saloon.  As
far as it s possible to make such a disreputable
business respectable, he succeeded.  But this
made his place still more dangerous to a certain
class of our young men, for they made it the
i stepping stone to wore vicious rum-shops.  They
! started in with him with rome slight qualms of
%cunscienu-. but when their conscience became
more hardened they frequented the worst places
]tu be found. He avers that his conscience had

troubled him the whole time he was in the
business, but says he could sce no way out of it.
He has not become rich, as many saloon keepers
do, simply because he would allow no drunk-
euoss or cambling on his premises.  The result
is that he must go to work to earn his living.
This is what troubled him.  Not that he did not
wish to work, but that he thought no ove would
hire him at his age.  After he had fully yielded
to Christ, closed his saloon, posted the notice
above mentioned, and promised to return his
liquor license the next day, which he did in due
time, the leading manufacturer of the towm was
interviewed in his bekalf, with the result that he
| was given easy work at good wages. On his way
I to 1eturn his license to the county treasurer, he
told me that that was the greatest day of his life.
He and his wif2 say they feel that a crushing
. load has been taken off from their souls.
