There is a class who expect 
their Minister to echo in every sermon their 
own thoughts ; and upon every subject that 
comes up, to pronounce tbeir views. Every 
discourse, too, must have something to meet 
their peculiar circumstances, and to gratify 
iheir individual taste. Unless this is tbe 
case, they instantly display a spirit of dis­
satisfaction. They will return from fhe 
sanctuary, not with hearts bounding with 
gratitude for tbe opportunity afforded ol 
blending tbeir thoughts, sympathies, and 
souls in tbe worship of tbe great congrega­
tion, but with uncomfortable and almost 
angry feeling towards tbeir preacher because 
he did not exactly utter things according to 
their tastes and wishes. Those people 
know the whole circle of gospel truth.— 
Although, perhaps, they have spent tbe 
whole of their time in tilling the earth, 
vending their goods in tbe shop, or keeping 
books in the counting house ; and never de­
voted a whole week in tbeir lives to an earn­
est endeavour to get a connect^ and har­
monious view of the whole system of divine 
truth, yet they, forsooth, know all ! They 
speak as if every particle of divine thought 
had been weighed in tbeir little balance,— 
as if their little plummet bad sounded the 
depths of metaphysical divinity. Hence, 
whenever their minister pronounces an idea 
not exactly in accordance with tbeir views, 
they have no hesitation in denouncing it as 
cot gospel,—and if be should frequently do 
this, they will complain, in tbe cam language 
of their class, that they have “ no food for 
their souls." Sometimes they throw out 
unmistakable intimations of their fear that 
their minister is not sound in the faith, and 
that they fancy tiiat he is a little “ tainted 
with German philosophy,”—a phrase coined 
by those who were envious of the fresh, 
vigorous, and independent thinking of their 
younger brethren, and which is now current 
amongst the sentimental and narrow-mind­
ed in all churches. I call the men who thus 
act unreasonable men First. Because 
their notions do not constitute the Gospel. 
As astronomy is not tbe stars, and geology 
is not the earth, religious creeds are not the 
gospel, they are only a few imperfect ideas 
about a grand and glorious system of Inffi 
nite wisdom and love. The most compre­
hensive system of theology ever wrought 
out by the human intellect, is only, when 
compared with tbe Gospel, as one poor acre 
of land cut off from tbe mighty continents 
of the globe. Is it not unreasonable to sup­
pose that a minister who has consecrated 
his being to tbe explanation of tbe whole— 
to walk every road, and scale every hill, to 
dig into every mine, to gather flowers and 
fruit from every grove, is to be shut up with 
in the few square yards that your little logic 
has hedged off from this immeasurable 
territory of wealth and beauty ; is it reason 
able to suppose that be, whose work it is to 
study, and sound out all the note# in re­
demption's infinite scale of music should be

Roman Relics.
A singular example of Papal relic-making 

occurred lately in Austria. The Princess 
Margaret was noted as devoted to the 
Church ; she recently died, and her corpse 
was cut up and distributed as relics. The 
New York Evening Post (always good au­
thority on foreign matters) gives the follow­
ing account of tbe shocking deed : “ The 
chopping-up process took place in tbe castle 
in tbe presence of the dead woman’s hus­
band. Extended upon a red-block lay 
tbe naked white corpse, surrounded by 
priests chaunting in Latin, youths swinging 
censers, and a number of men with choppers,
Heart was cutout of (lie body; enclosed m 
a golden case, and placed in an urn. It 
was then seat to Rome, to be consecrated by 
the pope, after which it was sent to the Lo­
re tto chapel, and tbéBce returned to Vienna. 
The intestines were taken out, placed in cop­
per, silver and golden capsules, and sent 
with an autograph letter to the cathedral of 
St Stephen, where the said intestines were 
first exhibited upon the altar, and then bu­
ried beneath the altar. Hereupon tbe two 
middle fingers were severed from tbe body, 
and sent with another autograph letter to 
Dresden. All that remained of the arch­
duchess xvas then wrapped in red velvet, and 
laid in state on a catafalque ; and ultimately 
the mutilated corpse was placed in a coffin 
and deposited in the imperial tomb."—Chris 
Advocate fy Journal.

Papal Wonders,
Our readers will recollect the aocount 

given, some lime since, of the appearance in 
the heavens of a shining cross at tbe conse­
cration of a Roman church in Michigan 
Tbe “ Freeman's Journal,” of this city, ar­
gues in favour of this and similar pretensions 
of Popery. It refers with zest to examples 
both in this country and Europe. Tbe lat 
ter, as the public well know, have, for a few 
years, been most outrageous and puerile im 
postures, and the higher clergy bave had 
publicly to protest against some of them as 
disgraceful not only to the Church, but to 
the age. The Journal .«ays :

Such are tbe “ lying wonders ” that Po­
pery advocates in the nineteenth century, 
and it is signilicent that tbe Journal con 
tends for them, in this instance, as a proof 
of the claim of Romanism on charitable 
bequests from its dying devotees.—Advocate 
fy Journal.

more, till the soul is secured. Much of the 
instruction given to children in families, on 
the Lord's day and at other times, is power­
less, parrot-like, a mere repetition. There 
is no special, direct, prayerful aim at imme­
diate salvation. Wonderfully, passingly 
strange, that religious parents, and even 
ministers of the Gospel, do not see and real­
ize this. Children, catechised in a loose, 
careless, parrot-like manner, without these 
home-thrusts, or any direct, forcible person­
al application, grow up almost as ignorant 
ns heathens of repentance and faith towards 
God, or salvation through Jesus Christ.— 
Worse still, this manner of parental instruc­
tion, instead of leading children to Christ, 
to bow meekly and submissively at tbe feet 
of Jesus, tends to Gospel-harden —to pro­
duce a kind of careless, thoughtless impeoi- 
lency, harder than a block, or a nether mill­
stone. All parental and Sabbath-school in­
struction should be to convict, convert now, 
on the spot. Strike at the heart. “ My 
son give me tby heart.” “ Seek first the 
kingdom ol" God.”—Chr. Adv.

The Bishop of Oxford at Brad­
ford.

A meeting ol the Society for the Propa­
gation of the Gospel was held in St. 

i George's Hall, Bradford, on Friday evening, 
j when tbe Bishop of Oxford, Archdeacon 
Bickersteth, and the Rev. Dr. Hook, attend- 

; rd as a deputation from tbe Parent Society. 
Much excitement was produced in the town 

i in consequence of an impression which pre­
vailed to some extent that tbe Bishop of 
Oxford’s appearances would give rise to a 
disturbance. This impression was due to 
placards which had been issued in the early 
part of the week with reference to the 
Bishop’s proceeding in the Boynehill Con­
fessional case. The admission to the meet­
ing was by tickets only, for which a charge 
was made, except to the galleries, which 
were free. Not less than 4,000 persons 
were present. Hundreds were congregated 
round the building, and seemed to be very 
much disappointed on reading tbe announce­
ment that “All thé tickets for this evening are 
sold.” There were about eighty|clergymen 
on the platform. Some Dissenting Minis­
ters, including the Independent, Baptist, 
and Unitarian denominations, also attended 
the meeting.

The Bishop of Oxford, on coming for­
ward, was received with mingled cheers and 
hisses. He said he rose, in spite of the 
trumpery interruptions, with the greatest 
possible pleasure, to plead for a great cause 
—to plead with brother Eoglisbmen, and 
be might also say with brother Yorksbire- 
men. The principal object of this Society 
was to carry into effect one simple idea, 
namely, that, inasmuch as Eagiand was a 
Christian land, she wai bound to accom­
pany her commerce and her emigration 
with the blessings of her Christianity. He 
dwelt on the causes which gave such force 
of character to the Anglo Saxon race, that 
any young English lad, sent out as we send 
them out to India, by the mere presence of 
ihe English blood in him, is able to direct 
tbe minds of hundreds or thousands of the 
inhabitants of that land, although no other 
European was near him to stand by him 
and to succour him But, (lien, Sir, I say 
this—and I ihink it is all-important that we 
Englishmen should understand it, and that 
it should sink deep into cur beans—that all 
this would have been altogether in vain lor 
os if God bad not, as it were, enlightened 
this beautiful statue, which ho has cut out 
with bis own hand, with the ethereal fire of 
the revelation of Christ our Lord, lie then 
referred to tbe pre-eminence of Spain and 
France over England in former days, and 
proceeded,— What is it that since then has 
raised our beloved fatherland to the first and 
prominent post on this earth which God bas 
made? What, i aak, was it but this, that 
at that time (the Reformation) God offered 
a purity and a purification from tbe super­
stitions which had overwhelmed Christen­
dom to every nation in Europe, and that 
God gave to our fathers the grace before 
and beyond every other people to receive 
and welcome that purification, and to sweep 
off those superstitious glosses which bad 
well nigh eaten out at that time tbe heart 
of ancient Christendom. And from that 
reign of Elizabeth, my brother Britons, 
the mind, and the strength, and tbe power 
of the English people Jiave been continually 
growing and increasing ; and I say it is ow­
ing to this that the Christian religion, of 
llis great mercy and goodnesi, and of no 
merit of ours, has flourished and abounded 
among us ns it has done in no other nation 
on the earth. He went on to show that the 
strength ami the liberty of England depend­
ed on ill : honest moral sense of its people, 
pervading all classes, and which made the 
labourer with no master’s eye upon him 
work heartily because he did it to the 
Lord and not unto man. He urged that 
one providenlial reason of England's insular 
position was, that it should bo the instru­
ment ol the diffusion of Christianity, by 
means of emigration, Sec And bow 
gone forth ! Most remarkable, moat 
ful were the dealings of God’s Pro* 
which produced the beginning of that stream 
of emigration, for it led to those persons in 
whom tbe principles of Christianity bad 
asserted an absolute supremacy becoming 
the first settlers from Great Britain in the 
great colony of America. Now, 1 differ in 
many re-peels from these Pilgrim Fathers.
I don’t want to deceive any of you about 
my opinions. I have nothing to hide.— 
The Pilgrim Fathers were Puritans, I arn 
a Church of England man ; they were 
Presbyterians, I am to tbe backbone a son 
of the Reformed Church of England,—1 
have not another thought in my heart but 
this, that so long as God gives me life, in­
tellect, and voice, I am ready to bear being 
abused, to be laughed at, to tie anything you 
like,—so that 1 can help forward what 1 
believe to lie the purest form of the Chris­
tian religion on earth—the hearty, true, un­
diluted, unmingled, uncorrupted religion of 
ihe Church ol England. Well now, mark 
you, I differ therefore very materially from 
the Pilgrim Fathers, because they were not 
members of the Church of England, but I 
honour them deeply for that deep Christian­
ity which had laid bold of those manly 
hearts of theirs, which led them to say,
“ Let ua worship Christ according to what 
we believe to be tbe purity of tbe faith in 
distant lands rather than be obliged here in 
England to dissemble our convictions or to 
conceal our faith." In those days the doc­
trine, the true, honest, hearty doctrine of 
thorough and entire toleration, was not 
undersfood, as, thank God, it is now. No 
the absence of toleration confines itself to a 
few nasty articles in newspapers ; yes, 
am going to say, if you will wait a moment, 
to a few, very few, and to a few nasty 
hisses from nasty mouths. Well, I tell you 
ibat every one of such persons (and there 
may be some here now) would burn us if 
they could. But they cannot—thank God ! 
they cannot ; they must tolerate us- Now, 
l say, these Pilgrim Fathers went forth and 
planted the faith of Christ in the far wilder­
ness ; and herein we tcay mark God’s mar­
vellous dealings with our land. Ever since 
there has been flowing forth from this coun­
try a stream of tbe heart’s blood of our 
population. Tbe Right Rev. Pre'ate then 
urged, at considerable length, the duty of

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The Evil Influence of a Holiday 
Sabbath.

The Rev. R. S. Cook, secretary of the 
' New York Sabbath committee, has, says the 
1 New York Spectator, prepared a timely 
pamphlet entitled “ The Sabbath in Europe ; 
the Holy Day ol Freedom—the Holiday ol 
Despotism,” It presents the facts in regard 
to the British and the Continental Sabbath, 
and contrasts the results of tbe different 
modes of observance. The friends alike of 
Freedom and religion 1teed to be aroused to 
a sense of a dishonoured Sabbath, and Mr. 
Cook’s testimony will contribute to this de­
sirable object. He remarks that—

A holiday Sabbath is fatal to tbe growth 
and prevalence ol evangelical religion.— 
Sabbath-keeping and vital piety are so 
indissolubly associated as to make tbe for 
mer a certain index of tbe religious condi­
tion of any community. The gospel ac 
complishes its object as the Sabbath day is 
regarded according to the purpose of its ap 
pomtment. Germany reads us a terrible 
lesson on this point. It was the Lome of the 
Reformation, and would have been to this 
day, but for tbe false leaven which vitiated 
the sanctity of the Lord's day. R coiling 
from everything positive and ritual in She 
papal system, tbe reaction of the R-for­
mera injlhe direction of tbe absolute free­
dom of the Gospel was a virtual abandon­
ment of the Sabbath, excepting the claims 
of expediency lor its observance. Such a 
barrier against selfishness and worldliness 
proved inadequate ; and three centuries ol 
the fluctuating—perhaps waning—power of 
a reformed faith on ihe continent, compared 
with jhe centuries of increasing vigor and 
expansion of evangelical religion in Great 
Britain and America, attest on a grand 
scale tbe vital connexion between Sabbath 
sanclilication and the ascendancy of the 
gospel.

It will be found throughout Europe that 
attendance on tbe means of grace, the d.fl- 
sion and study of the Scriptures, works of 
Christian benevolence, all tbe signs and 
fruits of a living laitb, are graduated and 
may be determined by tbe measure in 
which the Lord's day ia held in sacred 
esteem. As a general fact, tbe pulpit has 
little power ; tbe masses being alienated 
from its influence, or dispelling its impres­
sion» by ihe misuse of tbe cloeing hours of 
the holy time. The Bible is, for tbe most 
part a sealed book because the season spe 
daily designed lor it» study is devoted to 
worldly pleasure. All scheme» for popular 
evangelization are feebly conducted, and 
fail in popular efficiency. The conviction 
will deepen with every month of observa­
tion that until the Sabbath in Europe is re­
established upon il» devine sanctions, error 
and irréligion will abound, and a general 
reformation and revival of a spiritual fai h 
must he hopeless. All efforts Irorn within 
or without to this end must be fruitless until 
the grand inirtako of the sixteenth century 
be corrected. Such is coming to be the 
conviction of some reflecting men in Ger­
many and Switzerland. It may be strength­
ened by the careful, guarding and the in­
creased efficiency of the British and Ameri­
can Sabbath ; and by tbe reflex influence 
on the old world of the emigration to the 
new, when that emigration shall have been 
instructed in tbe claims and benefits of the 
sacred day, and brought under the power of 
a living gospel.

But we are receiving by the shipload the 
population of tbe continent, to become, in a 
brief period, citizens with us, of this free 
republic. Is there not ground of apprehen­
sion that the prejudices and customs thus 
imported may make a stronger impression 
on our Sabbstb habits than we make on 
these masses who establish themselves here ? 
Tbe population with which the emigrant 
soonest fraternizes here, is not the best in­
structed or most orderly. Thus the force 
of irreligious example may sweep away the 
restraints of the Sabbath I rum lens of thou 
sands of American households ; and a fright­
ful measure of degeneracy supervene, unlei-a 
counteracting lueasurea are employed. Fur 
our own sakes, then, aa well as for the sake» 
ol the temporal and spiritual well being of 
these “ strangers in a strange land," and fur 
(lie take of the lands from which they come, 
we need to invigorate tbe Sabbath sentiment 
of the nation, and to guard at every point 
against tbe incursion ol an iromeasureable 
evil. A continental holiday Sabbath would 
work our speedy destruction. With the 
characteristic enterprise and recklessness ol 
our people, and with our almost negative 
government, what is a day of recreation and 
folly on tbe continent, would speedily be­
come a day of universal traffic or of wild 
dissipation here. Labor would soon have 
no rent, and worldliness no intermission 
universal godlessness and irréligion would 
rush in to monopolize the time that we now 
give to repose ami worship.

Wesleyan University, at 
Middletown, Ct.

The catalogue of this institution for the 
year 1858-9 has been published. It shows 
that there are 148 students, of whom 39 
are seniors, 49 juniors, 3G sophomores, 24 
Freshmen. Of the whole number, 37 are 
from New York, 30 from Connecticut, 21 
from Massachusetts, 14, from Maine, 8 each 
from New Hampshire and New Jersey, C 
each from Pennsylvania and Vermont, 3 
from Rhode Island, 2 each from Missouri, 
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and Canada 
East, and I each from Ohio, Michigan, 
Wisconsin, Wa-hington, D.C., Newfound 
land, Wales, and Liberia. At Middletown, 
“ those student» who desire it, may take a 
select or University course and recite in 
such college classes as their qualifioations 
will permit. They are expected to attend 
such general exercises as may be assigned 
them, and to be subject to all tbe general 
rules of the University. Opportunity is 
given for the study of theology and Greek 
harmony and exegesis either in addition to 
tbe college course or subsequent to its com­
pletion. Students who pursue tbe lull 
course, including Hebrew, can with but

Young Men's Christian Associ­
ation.

The second lecture of tbe season, wee de­
livered before this Association .on Tuesday 
evening, 23rd inst, by the Rev. Mr. Sprou, 
on the •• Tendency of Christianity to pro­
mote tbe welfare of communities and the 
happiness of nations.” The spacious Hall 
was densely crowded by a fashionable au­
dience. S. L. Shannon, E q , occupied the 
Chair, and prayer was offered by the Rev. 
Mr. Jardine.

The Chairman, in a lew appropriate re­
marks, introduced the lecturer, and bespoke 
for him the attention of the audience. The 
subject was treated by the lecturer in an at­
tractive style. He described the world 
which we inhabit as full of changes, now 
enlightened by science, then wrapped in 
darkness,—at one time ruled hy tbe throne, 
and at another ruled by the Church— Kings 
and Popes contending lor the dominion of 
tbe Slate. He «poke of the weapons em­
ployed in the glorious Reformation. Tho 
necessity of maintaining a free press and 
Common Schools to resist the inroads of Po­
pery. He spoke of the re-marsh!# progress 
ol the age in which we live—the achieve­
ment#'of tbe arts and «eieners. He hsd seen 
in His life time great cbang. s in ihe whole 
frame work of society—which he enumera­
ted. He recollected the thoniers ol the 
French revolution—when all Europe was 
the battle-ground—whin the brave men who 
went forth to battle found a soldier's sepul­
chre. He recollected Ihe battle of Water­
loo anil the defeat of General Honarparte— 
the first establishment of Bib!.- and Mission­
ary Societies. In his opinion the la.t sixty 
years bad done more for the glory of God 
and the good of man than any other time. 
The advantages of education were touched 
upon ; but the tree of knowledge ivas of no 
good usless sheltered by the tree of life. 
France was once an enlightened nation, but 
was afterwards sunk in vice and folly. He 
affirmed fkuia»—U uc, ami appealed 
to its many witnesses—to I lie evidence of 
prophecy and miracles, and the testimony of 
the wi«est and beet men in all-ages. Chris­
tianity had travelled with the sun. The 
great wall of China had in a meaiure been 
broken down ; it had broken the chains of 
slavery, destroyed the horrors of war, and 
arrested tbe iron hand of despotism. He 
traced the early progress of Christian ty. 
and quoted from some of the ancient writer» 
as indicating the powerful effect* produced 
by the progress of Christianity. When 
Rome was mistress of tbe world, she boasied 
of ber extensive empires, her temples, tier 
forums, and the halls of learning, hut she 
had not a single alms-house or infirmai/. 
The go<pel has now been preached in il» 
purity for many yearn, and in proportion as 
It was believed had it produced si.lulary 
change. Its introduction was of the greatest 
advantage to the world. Already a bund 
of union had been formed among Christian v 
nations—it has broken down the divas. 
ion line between Jew and Gentile. Wm - 
does not form a necessary part of our sys­
tem—it is murder on a grand scale. The 
laurebyof the gayest warrior were bedewed 
with widow’* tears, and Ins triumphs ming­
led with her wailings. The time would 
come when disputes would be no longer set­
tled by the sword, hut nations, like individ­
uals, would settle their differences hy arbi­
tration. The quarrels and contentions of 
Christian men had done more injury than 
scores of drunkards. We all build our divis­
ion walls loo high. They might he dimin­
ished without lessening the symmetry and 
proportion of the building lie delighted io 
pluck the Iruit* and flowers, hut eared not 
lor the briars and thorns. No country is 
more indebted to Christianity than Great 
Britain—she did not tolerate the impure 
systems of Greece and Rome The influ­
ence of Christianity produced the mo«t re­
fined stale of society ; we are indebted to it 
lor our literature, our knowledge of anti­
quity, for our various institutions of learn­
ing, our grammar, our dictionaries of lan­
guages—and those rules ol jurispordence 
which govern mankind in peace and war. 
Tbe Reformation was net ini-rnly a liieiary 
effort, but a religious one, and bad remov­
ed superstition and idolatry. Tbe divine 
power of Clirislianiiy in missionary la­
bours was manliest, in making a way for 
tbe spread of ihe gospel, and in lessoning 
ibe evils of the world, and producing the 
happiness of mankind. It was adapted to 
all classes arid conditions of men—io the 
rich and prior -it afforded ihe richest con­
solations of religion. All purls of Ihe Chris­
tian religion—the doctrine» of our Lord, 
See., manifest this. It ia designed to bn uni­
versal, while others are merely local and 
make no provision for Ibe mass of man­
kind. Tbe Bible has commenced its march 
to universal empire. Ils influence m to ele­
vate nations. The empires of antiquity, 
Rome and Greece have passed away like 
shadows, lie contrasted nations and indi­
viduals. George Washington left the Unit­
ed States a splendid empire—Bonaparte 
left nothing to France, and his name was lost 
in the vortex of revolution. Wesley and Vol- 
tair lived at the same time. The latier ex­
erted all his powers and ingenuity to over­
turn Christianity, while the former exerted 
all his powers and ingenuity to promote 
Christianity, and established one of the 
greatest missionary enterprises of the age. 
Wesley’s memory still comes to us blossom­
ing from the tomb, and Ihe time has come 
when the wretched prejudices against him 
are broken down. We live in a frivolous 
age. He was glad tp witness the formation 
of Young Men’s Christian Associations, and 
hoped they hsd in tbeir ranks many Josephs, 
Isaacs and Davids, who would follow iu the 
step-» of these illuainoiiH names.

He impressed upon the young men that 
they would form tbe next generation, in 
whse bands would fie intrusted the guid- 
anch of human affairs. The concerns of 
State and Church would devolve upon the 
present generation. He cautioned ibem to 
beware of temptation, as the devil could 
fiait his hook most temptingly—that arch 
fiend first leads to presumption and then 
dooms to despair. They roust b: on Iheir 
guard and pay attention to all inair montai
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Bid, such ss Ibis and similar associations.— 
They need wisdom such as that which Solo- 
moo desired. He spoke of the efforts of 
young men in ancient and modem times, 
and concluded bis lecture by describing the 
power of death.—Mom. Ckron.

Open Doors.
Within the past five years the world has 

witnessed such significant interventions of 
the God of Sabaoth in acceleration of those 
conquests of his Son, which are to receive 
their glorious consummation in his unrival­
led lordship over the heathen and undisput­
ed possession of the uttermost parts of the 
earth, that the most cursory and indifferent 
observer of the “ signs of the times ” cannot 
have failed to appreciate the exulting excla­
mations of the armies of Emanuel, “ The 
Lord of Hosts is with us.” In the war with 
Russia we recognized the hand of God open­

The doors are open,—Is Christ’s host 
prepared to enter in ? If we might accept 
the views enunciated and the spirit display­
ed at the Anniversary Missionary Meeting 
held lately in Leeds, of which some account 
has been given in the last and present 
week's issues of this paper, as an index of 
the feelings of Christians throughout the 
world, we should be justified in regarding 
them as alive to their duty and in anticici- 
pating their rapid spread of the Gospel of 
Salvation, which God is summoning them | 
through those open doors to carry to every 
nation and people and tongue until “ the 
kingdoms of this world are become the 
kingdom- of our God and Ilis Christ.” In 
that single town the collections amounted to 
two thousand pounds. This is indeed wor­
thy to be the key note of universal Metho­
dism. When we remember that the first 
report of our Missionary Society presented 
as the sum total of contributions to the 
cause, sixty-sixty pounds and three shillings, 
what reason have we to thank God and take 
courage that in less than three quarters of a 
century it is exceeded thirty fold by one 
collection.

Wc had purposed extracting for the edifi­
cation of our readers from some of the ad­
dresses delivered at the Leeds Anniversary ;

tion. If such sentiments as these hold sway 
among the churches of Britain, the doors 
which God has opehed shall not be closed 
by man.

The Rev. Thomas Vasey moved the res­
olution “ That this meeting believing that 
all human government is ordained fordivine 
ends, recognises it as the duty of this Chris­
tian nation, acting through its responsible 
authorities, to encourage the diffusion of the 
blessings of Christianity, by all means not 
inconsistent with the spiritual character and 
design of the religion of Jesus Christ ; and 
further regards the performance of this duty 
as an essential part of the ‘ righteousness ’ 
which • exalteth n nation,’ and a condition 
upon which the blessings of a national pros­
perity are bestowed by Divine Providence.”
As Methodists, it was not their practice to 
rail against Government, but on this occa­
sion they were about to take ground which 
might appear to inculpate the Government 
ol India. There was however, a distinction 
which they drew between the authorities of 
of a trading company, now defunct, and the 
executive Government of the Crown ; and 
now that the rule of the former was passing 
to the latter, they thought it right to seize 
the opportunity, and to urge their views as 
to the principles which should guide the 
government as to their policy with respect 
to a people who had now become their fel­
low subjects. Hitherto many obstacles had 
been thrown in the way ot Missionary ef­
forts in India, and their exertions had been 
seriously crippled, but the lime had arrived 
when it was necessary to demand that 
Christianity should he professed by tbeir ru-
litril OH rtrwnlir in T «

meats had no right to interfere with religion, 
on the contrary, they admit that right, and 
they mast not shrink from mixing them­
selves with politics, as far as politics come 
within their province. Exercising that 
right, it waa their duty to use the privileges 
which were at their command, by petition 
and remonstrance, to influence the govern­
ment. Others exercised their influence in 
that way, and they mast do the same, or 
their own views would be overlooked and 
others established in their place. Bat, urg­
ed come politicians, the inhabitants of India 
bad become a part of their own people, and 
they must be governed, therefore, in accord­
ance with their own will. Such a doctrine, 
however, was a great political fallacy, and 
to act on such a principle would be throw­
ing away all the interference of Providence 
on behalf of God’s Word. Until they had 
Christianised India, and given it the Bible, 
the people of India ought not to have 
representative institutions, and the dispo­
sal of their own revenues, as in this country. 
It was equally an ecclesiastical fallacy to 
speak of the divisions of Christian sects in 
this country on minor details as a ground 
for maintaining in India a perfect neutrality 
on the subject of religion, and for placing 
Christianity on an equality with the heathen­
ism of that country. As a Christian man he 
could not submit to each an equality, and it 
would be to sacrifice their duty to God, to 
place his Holy Gospel on an equality with 
the abominations of Mohammedanism, Brah- 
minism.and Buddhism. Hitherto Christianity 
hid not even been placed on an equality with 
the native religions, for it was not equality 
to sanction the teaching of the Koran and 
the Sbasters in the State schools of India, 
and to refuse the use of the Bible. Yet 
that was what had been done under the
government of the East India Company__
There were three points in the government 
of India which were abhorrent to this Reso­
lution, the support of education from which 
the Bible was excluded, the countenance 
and support of idolatry, and the upholding 
of caste. These things, which had led to 
the most fearful and serious results in India, 
might be permitted under the government 
of a mere trading company, responsible to 
no one but God, bat now that that country 
bad become part of the empire of Ihe 
Crown, they, as subjects of the Crown, had 
a personal interest in the matter, and they

God, ie forever and ever ; the sceptre of 
thy kingdom is a sceptre ei rectitude."

These passages will serve to show our 
readers pretty fairly the degrees of coinci 
dence and of difference between Mr. Saw- 
yer’s translation and the one in common 
use.

Letter from Canada.
From oer own Corrwpoeitnt.

Canada, November 12:h, 1858.
In completing, as I do this day, my fall year’s

Oî course I am gratified 
that neither my statements nor style have been 
editorially interfered with,-as if minds and tastes, 
and gold pens were to be despotically frowned 
down into an insipid uniformity.

General Superintendent ol Missions, all the 
Chairmen of Districts, Bock Steward, Editor, 
the President of Victoria College, and other

The adjourned meeting, was 
held on Tuesday evening in Brunswick Chapel, 
when that “ holy and beautiful bouse " was 
thronged in every part. And pleasant it was to 
witness the cordial reception that was given to tbe 
venerable and beloved Chairman who has been 
so deservedly honoured in his unassuming, prac­
tical, and unwearied efforts in the promotion of 
this great Missionary festival. After recounting 
the noble deeds of pest time, be said, “ Were we 
now to retrace ? bot I will not proceed with 
such a supposiiion. We never will, by tbe grace 
of God, as long as I live, and 1 trust that you 
echo that sentiment." Aye, and they did echo 
it nnmistakeahly !

The Bishopric of British 
Columbia.

It is stated that the Rev. George ti-n 
B.D., Hon. Canon of Norwich, and V, 
of St. Nicholas, Great Yarmouth, hasw 
appointed to the bishopric of British Colum. 
bia. We find io the Record the followin-r 
letter from a clergyman on the rumoured 
appointment of the Rev. Mr. Hills to the 
new bishopric of British Columbia:—

Sir,—It is announced in the papers, this 
morning, that the Rev. George Hills, of 
Great Yarmouth, is to be the Bishop of 
British Columbia. This gentleman was the 
protege of Dr, Hook. A few years ago I 
was spending a few weeks at Yarmouth, 
and attended the parish church, ot which 
Mr. Hills is tbe incumbent ; the services 
and the sermona were, alike, “ tinged,” not 
with the colours of the Church of England, 
but of Rome. We have here again a pretty 
strong proof of what we are to expect Irom 
the influence, direct or indirect, which is it 
work in lbe Propagation Society. What 
can prove more injurious to the “ interests” 
of the Church of England than to appoint 
men, who hold, with Dr. Hook and the 
Bishop of Oxford that “ the on., ministra­
tions to which God Jiaa promised his pre­
sence are those of^jie Bishops, and the 
Clergy acting under tbeir authority, and 

ith their sanction ?” (Two Sermons before 
the Queen.)

The Record adds “ We have been long 
ago plainly warned by the Romish party in 
the Church of England that it was to the 
colonies that their anticipations of success 
chiefly pointed. We all remember the suc­
cession of Tractarian Bishops which charac­
terised Lord Derby's official career at the 
Colonial Office, whilst Mr. Gladstone's and 
the Duke of Newcastle's influence was 
thrown into the same channel. But we had 
been disposed to belter things from the 
policy of Sir E. Buiwcr Lytton, and even 
now we venture to doubt whether he is 
aware of the tendencies of Mr. Hills. At 
all events we bave reason to suspect that 
the Colonial Office does not act without 
some sanction from Lambeth Palace. The 
miserable slate of the Church of England 
in too many of our colonies, arising out of 
the Tractarian prejudices of tbe Bishops 
sent out from this country, must be well 
know to our excellent Archbishop. We 
need only refer to the diocesses of Cape 
Town and lasmania, and to the divisions 
occasioned by the Romanising conduct of 
Bishops Gray and Nixon. We might also 
refer to Canada, and to the doings ol Bishop 
Field in Newfoundland, who some years 
ago was charged with having placed the 
Archbishops’s own works in a kind of Jmlex 
Expurgatoriut of objectionable theology.”

At 
the time of his death lazge hand-bills were 
announcing him to conduct six services in 
this Circuit, and Kingswood, near Bristol. 
He has conducted on the average 150 Spe­
cial Public Services a year, dut ing the last 
three years ; and collected many hundreds of 
pounds for our Chapels and other funds.

The English Mail.
The steamship Eturopa arrived unexpectedly 

on Monday last at 2 o’clock, p. m. From tbe 
European Times and other English pap- ra we 
extract tbe following intelligence :—

It seem that we are to have another Great 
Exhibition in 1861, on tbe «me plan but wi h a 
larger basis than that which diew go many mill­
ions of people to Loudon in 1851. If this under­
taking should at all approach in success tbe for­
mer one, the probability, almost the certainly is, 
that it will he continued decennially. Mr. C 
W. D ike, who was mixed up go largely with lbe 
last one, is tbe primary mover in the new under, 
taking. At present tbe speculation is hardly 
lapncbed. A preliminary irquiry will lake place 
by tbe Council ol I be Society ot Arts,—first, lo 
ascertain whether I be Commissioners in tbe for­
mer exhibition will consent to act again, and if 
not, bow far they will assist tbe undertaking.

The SOOth anniversary of Queen Elizabeth’s 
accession to the throne was celebrated in Lon­
don on Wednesday by religious services. At 
Westminster Abbey, there was a full choral ser­
vice, and a sermon by I he Dean of Westminster, 
Dr. Trench, in which tbe historical character ol 
Elizabeth was sketched with great power and 
vividness ; while at Christ Church, in the city, 
Dr. M'Neile preached a sermon on the same sub­
ject before tbe Court of Aldermen, tbe Sheriffs, 
and other municipal magnates. At tbe Scotch 
Church, in Covent Garden, Dr. Camming, with 
whom tbe movement may be laid to have origi­
nated, delivered an effective sermon on the Re­
formation and its result»; and Dr. M’Neile, leav­
ing London in the afternoon, addressed a large 
meetieg in the Liverpool Amphitheatre in tbe 
evening of tbe same day. To this movement the 
recent eflorts of the Tractarian party to intro­
duce the practice of Auricular confession iota 
the Church of England has imparted great zeal, 
—a zeal, however confined principally to Lon­
don and the large towns where tbe Evangelical 
section of tbe Church is in great force. Tbe 
Bishop ol London’s charge to his clergy has also 
excited a good deal of attention. He vigorously 
condemns the I’naeyite practices and mimicry 
of the ritual of the Roman Catholic Church ; tells 
the elegy that the days of church-rates are over, 
and that for the lut ore tbe Chur- h must depend 
for support on the affection of tbe people lather 
than expect to be propped up by tbe aecular 
arm.

For the season, the weather has been unusally 
severe, not so much in England, perhaps, as on 
the Continent. Tbe accounts of the Iroet and 
snow in France, Belgium, Germany, and Switz­
erland show that the winter has set in very ear­
ly, and with more tbarf ordinary severity. But 
it is probable that tbe change which we have ex 
perinced in this locality may be very extensive 
in iti ramifications. In this climate on an aver­
age of years, there is very little snow or Iroet 
before Christmas.

Tbe Prince of Wales has left England for 
Berlin, on a visit to his sister, and it is said, will 
pass the winter in Rome. Tbe Record is terri­
bly perplexed about this visit. •- We trust,” says 
that orthodox journal, “ that we shall not be 
deemed senseless bigots if we venture te express 
an earnest hope, nay, confidence, that Ihe royal 
parents of the princely youth have well consul 
ered, and yet consider, tbe snares which are cer­
tain to beset bis path. We do not suppose that 
there will be any direct attempt to induce bim 
to forsake the faith by virtue of which bis illus­
trious family set on the throne of Great Britain. 
We believe that Cardinal Antont-lli is far too sub­
tle and loo secular in bis views to desire that ihe 
Prince of Wales should imitate tbe second James, 
and barter bis crown for a mass. But when we 
know that there is icarcaly a young Englishman 
of mark for whom snares are not set when he en­
ters a Romish country,—when we of our own 
knowledge can point to cases where concealed 
Papists have issued from Oxford with even epis­
copal recommendations as tutors to young noble­
men, we cannot doubt that the general ot the 
College of Jesuits will do his best to gain some 
thing by_lbe Prince ol Wales’s visit to Rome.”

Instructions have been sent by telegraph to 
the Admiral commanding tbe Mediterranean 
fleet to despatch a steamer to Trieste for the pur­
pose of conveying ber Msjesty’s Special Com­
missioner to bis destination. Mr. Gladstone is ex­
pected to arrive st Trieste to-morrow week. Tbe 
great body of the Ionians are of Ihe Greek 
Church and speak the Greek language, and since 
the Protectorate has been eatablidied and partic­
ularly of late years, they have evinced a constant 
antipathy to British rule. Her Majesty’s Gov­
ernment wishing to obtain the most accurate in­
formation respecting the causes which have led 
to the political disorganisation ol the dependen­
cy, bave determined to entrust tbe investigation 
ot tbe grievances of our Ionian fellow subjects 
to a Special Commissioner, whose information 
will be acquired by personal observation. Mr. 
Arthur Gordon, third son of l.ord Aberdeen, 
will accompany Mr. Gladstone as Secretary or 
as attache to Cortu. Mr. Gordon was for some 
time precis writer at the Foreign-office, and also 
acted as Private Secretary to bis father while 
Prime Minister.

• Considerable sensation has been caused in 
fashionable circles by tbe announcement that 
be Hon. Miss Jones Lloyd, only child and 

heiress of Lord Overstone,bas become a Roman 
Catholic.

Tbe Weekly Register states that the Rev. E- 
Maturin a Clergyman of tbe Established Church 
at Halifax, Nova Scotia, was last week received 
in the Roman Catholic Church by Cardinal 
Wiseman.

It is slated that Prince Napoleon, in conse­
quence of tbe recent letter of the Emperor, has 
appointed a commission ot three persons to make 
an investigation respecting the advantages of re­
cruiting negroes on tbe western coast ot Africa 
lor the colonies.

The chief members of tbe French commission 
appointed to investigate tbe real nature of the 
tree negro labour scheme are described by the 
Paris correspondent of the Herald as liberal and 
enlightened men. Count de Persigny is a mem­
ber of tbe commission, which is more numerous 
than was at first stated.

It is stated that France intends to extend her 
dominion in Africa to the banks of the Niger, 
and has with that view adopted a plan proposed 
by M Faidherbe. Governor of Senegal.

Tbe King of Portugal, accompanied by tbe 
Queen, opened the Cortes on the 14ib instant, 
with a very short speech, containing the follow 
ing reference to the proceedings ol Ihe French :

** Friendly relations have not (since last ses­
sions) been interrupted with the nations with 
whom we are allied. A serious misunderstand 
ing, however, arose between my government 
and hia Majesty tbe Emperor ol the French, in 
consequence of tbe capture of ihe French ship 
Charles et Georges in tbe waters ot Mozambique, 
thia question being taken from the field of 
right, in which my government sought to main­
tain it, my government, having exhausted the 
resources in which the letter of treaties authoris­
ed it to have confidence, was obliged to cede to 
tbe peremptory exaction of tbe delivery ol that 
vessel and tbe liberation of the captain. All 
tbe documenta relating to this deplorable con­
flict will shortly be laid before you, and upon 
their examination 1 hope you will approve the 
proceedings of niy government, and relieve it 
from the responsibility it was forced to incur.”

It if positively announced that an offensive 
(tensive alliance bee been concluded be- 
Aaetria, Borne, and Modeoda, hot that

This announcement has been made before, but 
people cannot believe that the Pope dare so 
aflront hia French protector» as to enter into 
snch a treaty with Austria That tbe Duke ot 
Modena has been engaged in négociations hav­
ing for one of their objects in greater indepen­
dence ot the Roman See appears, however, 
pretty well established by a variety of rumours.

Tbe first railway in Turkey—tbe line, 70 
miles long, between Smyrna and Aidin—has 
been partially opened, and Lord Stratford laid, 
on October 30, the foundation-stone of tbe 
Smyrna station. A dinner followed tbe cere­
mony, and Lord Stratford, in a spirited speech, 
adverted to the resource» and position of Tur­
key. After a reference to his own work in 
Turkey, and a claim that “ duty and right prin­
ciple had been ever tbe loadstars of bis course,” 
tbe noble speaker pointed out tbe peculiar re­
sources of tbe Smyrna and A dm Railway.

India.
Oode.—The Bombay Standard says that from 

September 18ih to October 2nd 3500 of the 
enemy are supposed to bave been killed near 
Locknow and 18 of their guns taken. Two ac- 
lioos, on tbe 15th October, probably brought up 
the loss of Ihe rebels to close on 4000. The 
above paper also states that the country on the 
frontiers of Oode is still disturbed. '1 here are 
believed to be 100,000 men still in arms against 
us, but they are daily coming in. They seem to 
have lost heart and parpu.-e when they are 
brought for a little to a stand. 5000 of them are 
quite ready to run away before 500 assailants.— 
We attack them without tbe slightest tegard to 
numbers.

Central India —Tantia Topee, cousin of 
Nana Sahib, bad in the early part ol October a 
force of 30,000 men, with 4000 cavalry and 30 
guns. Tbe victory gained over him by General 
Mitchell is tbe moet important event brought by 
The present mail Tantia Topee was hemmed in 
by a well concerted movement from different 
points ; Mitchell's force came up with bim at ibe 
morning bait. The enemy was observed at the 
distance of a mile advancing with tbeir cavalry 
in front Tbe alarm was instantly sounded ; tbe 
artillerymen sprang to tbeir guns. Tbe enemy's 
cavalry formed in a line about a mile in advance 
of the main body and waited ; Mitchell’s guns 
unlimbered at 600 yards with shell, and threw 
the rebels into immediate confusion. A ebarg 
followed, during which numbers of tbe enemy 
fell; the infantry then advancing, bayonetted 
tbe dismounted men, who lay concealed in the 
bushes of tbe jungly ground, end deployed in 
Iront of tbe main body of tbe rebels, formed with 
a thick jungle all around them, two guns on their 
right, three in their centre, and one on their left. 
Not a shot was exchanged till the English line 
was within 400 yards' range, when the rebels 
opened from tbeir artillery, sending the shot far 
over the beads of our men. Tbe 92nd and 71st 
then charged ; carried tbe position, took the guns, 
end dispersed the enemy, who were then well 
plied wi'h shrapnell by tbe artillery. The fight 
lasted till two o’clock in Ibe afternoon, when the 
rebels bad all disappeared. Only two of our men 
were killed—one of the 71st and one of Ihe 92nd 
Ujghlanders, who, having been sent to the rear 
wounded, were cut to pieces by some rebels bid 
in tbe neighbourhood. After a halt oti the 10th, 
General Mitchell crossed the Betwa; on tbe 19th 
be again encountered Tanti Topee. In the ac­
tion which ensued the rebels wete again beaten ; 
they lost four guns, and were driven towards the 
river, Colonel Liddell following them shortly 
after.

Lieutenant Kerr, with his 600 Mahratfa Horse, 
and her Majesty’s 17th Lancers, have already 
passed into Central India, and there is no reason 
why, with an adequate force of well-mounted 
men, we should not anticipate tbe capture of 
Tantia Topee and other troublesome ch efs.

Tbe Bombay correspondent of Ihe Times says 
that General Mitchell lost 200 High lan de is, dead 
and hors de combat from suns' tokv, and be forced 
bis marches so severely that his baggage fell 
gradually to the tear, where it was cut off and 
carried away piecemeal by the insurgents.

Tbe Bombay journals arc full of the move­
ments of troops in different directions, with tbe 
view of throwing a large force into the districts 
which were occupied by the rebels. Marge 
draughts bad arrived from England ; tlie [18th 
and 33rd are ordered up the country lor Poona.

The ex-Ktug of Delhi bn- been sent to [Cal­
cutta under an escort of Carbineers.

The proclsmotion in, which her Majesty Queen 
Victoria is to assume direct dominion over her 
Indian realm, was expected to be made public 
on tbe 4th of November both at Calcutta and 
Bombay, Great preparations for ibe occasion 
were making—there were to tie illuminations on 
a grand scale.

Protestant Alliance of Nora 
Scotia.

A Public Meeting, under the auspice» of the 
Protestant Alliance, was held in Chalmers 

j Church on Monday evening last, which at a very 
'early hour was densely crowded with a highly 
respectable auditory.

The devotional exercises having been per- 
' formed by the Rev. llr. Boyd,of the Established 
Church of Scotland, and tbe Rev. Mr. Furlong 
of the Free Church, the President, Jas. Forman, 
Esq, called njioo the Rev. Professor King to 
offer a few introductory remarks relative to the 
constitution and jaast history of tbe Alliance.— 
The Rev. gentleman entered into a most inter­
esting account of the causes which issued in the 
formation of this organization, upheld its con 
stitution, and refuted most clearly and incontro- 
vertibly the unjust and wicked calumnies which 
had been, with .-o much industry, cast upon its 
members, and circulated throughout the land — 
Apologizing tor the time be had occupied, and 
introducing to the meeting the lecturer the Rev. 
W. Ferrie, A.M, of St John, N. B., be sat 
down amid tbe most enthusiastic applause.

The subject of tbe Lecture was “ The Papacy 
_its present chronological position, and conse­
quent policy and prospects.” Tbe Lecturer 
commenced by expressing bis great satisfaction 
in being appointed to tbe high honor of deliver 
ing the preparatory lecture on behalf of the Alli­
ance. He admired its principles, be sympathis­
ed in its trials, and be rejoiced at its success. It 
would be a fruitless effort to attempt, in the limit­
ed space reserved for this notice, to give a sketch 
of this most intensely instructive and eloquent 
lecture commensurate with its merits, and, we can 
say bat little more than that the lecturer proved 
himself to be master of hit subject. Accept 
ing Fleming’s view of Ihe downfall of Moham­
medanism and Popery as the correct interpreta­
tion of a portion of the Apocalypse he showed 
how remarkably his predictions, made some one 
hundred and fifty years back, bave been fulfilled. 
That tbe filth viol of the Almighty’s wrath would 
be poured out upon “ the seat of the beast,” viz., 
that the Papacy would receive a wound at the 
very centre ol her system in tbe year 1848, at 
which time tbe l’ope waa actually obliged to flee 
from Rome and seek refuge in a distant land ; 
that tbe pouring out of tbe sixth viol upon “ tbe 
river Euphrates, drying up its waters,” viz., that 
tbe death blow that Mohammedanism would re­
ceive would almost immediately succeed the for­
mer event, (witness Turkey, Persis and China 
in their relations to Christianity at the present 
time, and tbe overthrow of the Mongol Dynasty 
in India,) and tbe Man of Sin, availing himseli 
of propitious circumstances, will increase and 
continue to exercise bis baneful influences until 
the year 2000, at which date the seventh viol 
will be poured out, and Gieat Babylon (Popery,) 
being finally demolished, Christianity in its 
purity and power will illuminate the king­
doms of Ibe earth. The lecturer was greeted 
with repeated bursts ol applause. The opening 
lecture of the course was announced for the 
17ih Dec , by the llev. Professor King,—Subject ;
_“ The Papacy, a conspiracy against civil aud
religious liberty."

Missionary Anniversaries.

China, Japan, and Cochin China.
Accoiding to tbe last news from China, which 

is to tbe end of September, Lord Elgin was 
still awaiting at Shanghai Ihe arrival of the 
Commissioners lor arranging tbe tariff, and as 
these gentlemen did not leave Pekin until the 
middle of August, their appearance is not look­
ed for until the first week iu October. As 
th$ American treaty was made first, the tariff lor 
it should be completed in similar order. IIis 
Excellency Mr. Reed does, not see this, and has 
gone to Japan.

Tbe Russian Ambassador, Count Poutiatine, 
proceeds to Europe, carrying a treaty recently 
concluded by his Excellency at the Court ot 
Jeddo. Tariff details for tbe China-Ru s treaty 
are ot no moment, apparently. We hear of no 
legation lor arranging them cither at Shanghai 
or Tien-tsin.

We learn that cholera had visited Japan, and 
was carrying off a great number of tbe inhabi­
tants. Its first apearance was after the arrival 
of an American man of war at Nagasaki, on 
board which vessel a case occurred, and in com­
munication with the shore no precautionary 
quaiantioe measures were observed This hap­
pens at an unfortunate moment, and bas raised

fircjudices in the minds of the Japanese against 
oreigners, and we hear that the Russians and 

Dutch bave since been very ill received in con­
sequence. Tbe Japanese supposed tbeir wells 
had been poisoned.

A declaration issued by Admiral de Genouilly 
has appeared in the Government Gazette that 
the bay and river ol Turane aud tbe port ol 
Chang Callao are held in a state of blockade by 
tbe naval and military French forces. It ap­
pears to be tbe desire to keep the proceedings 
at Cochin China from the koowledge of Ihe 
public, as the accounts received by tbe chartered 
British steamer Scotland, just returned trom 
Turane, are very meagre. Tbe China Mail 
says :—“ Tbe British steamer Scotland, charter­
ed as a transport by Admiral de Genoul ly, re­
turned from Cochin China on Tuesday evening 
Let. She brings very little news indeed, and 
what little the officers know they are not per­
mitted to communicate. Still, from a pretty 
authentic soon* we gather that a few days alter 
the arrival of the expedition in Turon Harbour, 
fire was opened upon Ihe five forts bnilt to de­
fend tbe town; and as tbe fire was not returned, 
the forts were occupied without resistance or Ihe 
loss ol a single Frenchman or Spaniard, and 
that the town is at tbeir mercy. The military 
force bas taken quiet possession ot^ the pen in 
aula east of tbe town, where tbe French speak 
of founding a colony ; and ss they expect no as­
sistance from tbe natives, they think of import­
ing labourers from China. The ships are at an­
chor under the lee of a beadl *ud, in tbe sight of a 
rich agricultural country ; no withstanding which 
they are wnhout fresh provisions, and the Scot­
land has been rent up here tor live stock and 
stores, with which she will return to Turon in a 
few days. Tbe Cochin Chmese were on tbe 
look out lor stragglers from the allied lines, and 
had already picked up four or five. An expe 
di'ion is expee’ed to start for Hue, the capital, 
in the course ol six or eight weeks.”

Lord Elgin's Visit to Japan.
From the London Time Not. L

Lord Elgin's mission has already made 
Chinese Mandarine as familiar to us as 
Marlborough street police magistrates, and 
events already promise that we shall soon 
know rather more of the habits and belief 
ol a Japanese bonze than we do of those of 
some Church of England enratea. In the 
interval between signing the treaty of Tien- 
sin end settling its details at Shanghai and 
Canton, Lord Elgin uliilizas hia leisure by 
• visit to the islands of the Japanese Empire, 
and within two months of the accomplish­
ment of the Treaty with China sends us 
home an unlooked-for, or, at any rate, an 
unhoped-for, Treaty with Japan. Nothing 
could have been more apparently hopeless 
than the attainment of any such object. We 
had no ground ol quarrel with the Japanese, 
or even came of complaint against them ; 
and we were even expressly, and by out 
own recent act, forbidden to ask for any 
new privileges.

Admiral Sir James Stirling—a name 
which in future generations, when the his­
tory of events in these seas has been truly 
written, will call a glow into the face of 
every Englishman—bad, in 1854, made a 
treaty whereby he obtained the great con­
cession that English ships of war might go 
into two ports to water ; and in return for 
this greot privilege the English undertook 
to respect the monopoly of the Dutch and 
never to seek to alter the treaty then grant­
ed. The only excuse which Lord Elgin 
could have under these circumstances to go 
to the Japanese Court was to present a 
steam yacht, which, as an acknowledgment 
of the Stirling treaty, the Admiralty bad 
sent out to the Emperor. But inasmuch as 
this yacht was confided to the Admiral, and 
not to Lord Elgin, and under strict iniiruc- 
tiona to deliver it up at tbe distant port ol 
Nagasaki, tbe yacht offered no great facili­
ty for negotiation.

Moreover, it eoon appeared that the pre­
sent of a pleasure yacht to a Japanese Em­
peror is like the present of a pair of spec­
tacles to a blind man,—the first and most 
fundamental laws of tbe Empire being that 
the spiritual and temporal Emperors of Ja­
pan shall never pass the outer gates of their 
palaces. With a curious felicity we had 
thus bit upon the onlf moveable thing in 
the whole world which an Emperor of Ja­
pan could have no chance, not only ol ever 
using, but also of ever eeeiug. The Admir­
al, finding no one at Nagasaki able to re­
ceive this present, and perhaps a little dis­
gusted with tbe ridiculous position bis in­
structions and tbe character of bis present 
placed him in, handed over “ the Emperor" 
to Lord Elgin and went hia way toward 
Canton. Our Ambaaaador-errani was now 
probably to hia own satisfaction, left alone 
to his own devices, with two steamets of 
war aud a gunboat as a guard, and bis little 
toy steamer, the name of which was now 
judiciously changed from ‘‘the Emperor’ 
to " the Dragon,’’ as a bait, or bribe, or 
peace offering.

Fortune favored the boldness of the enter­
prise, and American astuienesa helped us, 
Lord Elgin reached Nagasaki on the 3d of 
August, and found no one there but some 
Japanese underlings aud some Dutch offici­
als, who naturally gave him small hopes.— 
Thence b8 went, staggering through one of 
the tremendous gales that vex these seas, to 
the wretched harbor of Simoda, where tbe 
Americans are in power, and at this place 
he for tbe first time discovered the workings 
of tbe echoes of his own doings on the 
Peiho. It seems that as soon as ihe Tien- 
sin treaty waa arranged ibe American Com­
modore rushed off to Japan to take advan­
tage of the consternation cenain lu be cre­
ated by the first news of the recent events 
in the Peibo. It was smartly imagined.— 
He found at Simoda the American Consul- 
General just returned from Jeddo, whither 
he had been upon a six months’ mission, 
vainly importuning for some commercial, 
privileges. The commodore immediately 
took him on board**«hi£j>oiideroiis steamer 
Powbattao, and steered right away for Kan- 
agawa, a station well known to the Ameri­
can men of war since Commodore Perry's 
time, about 15 miles below the capital city 
of Jeddo.

Terrible stories and frightful anticipations 
had for eome time possessed the minds of 
Ibe Japanese. Japan, like other countries 
of ancient institutions, has na conservative 
and progresse parlies. Tbe Prince of 
Boringo had stood stoutly for the ancient 
Japanese constitution and no foreign com­
pétition. But when the American ship -of 
war appeared, and when the American ver­
sion of ibe warlike operations in China cir­
culated, a strong feeling gained ground in 
favor of the progressive party Prince Bor­
ingo retired, end Prince Bitsu took hia 
place. Under the new administration Mr. 
Harris, the Consul-General, was admitted 
to an interview with the Emperor ; ports 
were opened, and commercial tariffs agreed 
upon pretty much as is set forth in ibe state­
ment we borrow from the North China 
Herald.

When Lord Elgin arrived at Simoda, he 
found Mr. Harris in high spirits at having 
completed this treaty, and the precedent 
gave him ao opportunity whereof be sadly 
stood in need. We must here—having re­
cently spoken in terms of complaint to our 
American friends for sending ibeir silliest 
men upon imporisnt Embassies—acknow­
ledge that Mr. Harris acte* throughout 
these transactions with a frankness and 
courlaey worthy of tbe representative of a 
great friendly power. Mr. Harris acted 
like a man who waa strong 10 hit own 
knowledge of the ioteresia of bis country. 
Lord Elgin departed at once for the anchor­
age below the capital, where be found the 
American, end also the Russian war steam 
ere. The neutrals bad been quick to acent 
I he game from afar ; they had ruo a race 
against us to gather not only the spoils won 
by our arms, but even the contributions to 
be exacted by terror of our deeds. Beyond 
ibis anchorage of Kaoagswa were rocks and 
whirlpools and perils innumerable, all faith­
fully deposed to by J apanese pilots.

Captain Shared Osborn, who baa tbe 
reputation of being confident, end not un­
reasonably confident,fin hia own seamanship, 
believed in none of these things. Steaming 
over tbe anchorage be held on np the Bay 
of Jeddo, end, stimulated by tbe sight of

—r—-.y-------------- ------------------------------ -
Jeddo city, which slowly unrolled itself in 
the Norib-weet angle of the gulf, he pur­
sued bis course, undeterred by a fell gale of 
wind, until he could cast anchor within 
gunshot of • eerie» of well constructed bat. 
teriee, which run across the shoals teeing a 
portion of the city. Lord Elgin’s well 
judged confidence in hie eaptein, was thus 
rewarded by a position which, considering 
he bad to deal with Asiatics, insured his 
success. It waa a bold move made at 
timely momeoi, for be could have done 
nothing at a distance. Since Mr. Harris 
obtained bis Treaty there had been a reac­
tionary movement in Jeddo, directed by tbe 
independent Princes and hereditary nobles. 
They bad ousted the Minister who signed 
the Treaty, and Prince Boringo ruled again.

But tbe apparition of tbe British (team 
frigates Furious aud Retribution, intruding 
even upon the sacred seclusion of the 
capital, spread consternation through­
out tbe camp of the obstructives. We made 
no menaces, and used no threat», but we 
fear there was something like the pressure 
of a force which—yvas not altogether more’ 
put upon these gen it» Japanese. Our ex­
cuse must he that if the Americana had 
obtained ' concessions upon tbe strength of 
tbe terror created by the roar of the lion it 
would have been hard that the lion should 
get nothing on his own account. We need 
not tell bow Lord Elgin went on shore in 
due slate and lived in a gaudy temple, and 
negotiated for fourteen days, and visited 
many parla of that mighty city of Jeddo, 
with its two millions of inhabitants and its 
hundred square roilea of habitations; tbe 
result has been a treaty which gives us all 
we can require for the present.—It gives us 
free commercial access to an interesting 
and amiable people, to a charming region 
in a beautiful climate, and to a country rich 
in coals and minerals. As we improve or 
abuse these opportunities so will the event 
be to our profit or our shame.

From the London Timer, Nov 3.
It is our turn now to hear that remote 

empires and vast portions of the human 
race, hitherto as separate as if they belong­
ed to another sphere, have suddenly been 
added to the community of nations after 
China, with its three hundred millions, 
Japan, with a population no larger than 
that, of these Isles, may seem no such bulky 
addition to the human brotherhood ; but, 
if China waa separate and unknown, Japan 
was ten times more so.

However, we don’t, stand exclusiveness 
We hold that the world is made for ua all ; 
and so we have gradually egged, land finally 
pushed our way clore up to the city of Jed­
do, through rows of juoka, abreast of green 
batteries, and dropped our anchor» where 
barbarian ship was never seen before. We 
took advantsge of a panic, and did it with 

rush. While we were concluding matters 
up the Peibo the Russian and American 
plenipotentiaries were off *iib breathless 
haste to Nagasaki, to reap the first fruits ol 
our harvest. They got start enough to get 
all they wanted, and give time for a reaction. 
However, Lord Elgin was not far behind 
and when he came up he capped the ac- 
chievemente of his.brother plenipotentiaries, 
and got for them more than they had ventiir 
ed to ask for themselves.

So with the "Open, Sesame," of a little 
resolution, we have rent the curtain of ages. 
Captain Osborn, reports that there roust be 
a channel, and up they all steam. The 
mountain aide opens, aud European eyes 
rest on objects never seen before but on 
cups and saucers, and never to be seen, as 
many believed, till tbe consummation of all 
things,ibe Millennium, or the great muster­
ing for the batile of Armageddon. Lord 
Elgin went ahead ; the bigger ships follow, 
ed the day afier ; they bring a handsome 
present with them, which they wisely judge 
worthier lo he delivered in the presence of 
in Imperial city than at a distant oulpon ; 
they come with peaceful bearing, except 
that they heed no signals ; they receive the 
courteous Japanese officials with equal 
courtesy ; but the spectacle tallies so exact­
ly with the terrible reports from the opposite 
shores of China that in a moment Japan 
throws away us Palladium of perpetual 
isolation. Jeddo is at once European.

It is true there are the white temples 
perched on cliffs, the high thatched cottages, 
the green batteries, tbe square-rigged junks, 
and the interminable city ; but these are 
now only ibe decorations of a pageant in 
which a British gutiship tows a dozen boats 
full of soldiers and sailors, bearing to bis 
lodgings in Jeddo a British nobleman, 
accompanied by some frightened Japanese 
officials. He lands and makes bis progress 
through that fabulous city as if it were 
eome sesport in the Levant distinguished 
from Europe with a thin veil of Mahome- 
danism. The crowds run after him, and 
have lo be kept off the line iiy side ropes ; 
gale after gaie is opened at hie approach; 
the simple, unsuspicious folk, run out of the 
baths to see the wondrous foreigners, who 
find themselves in comfortable quarters, on 
clean soft mats. It is in a temple, just as 
travellers used to be entertained by convents, 
and monarch» with large retinues were 
quartered ou a rich monastery.

By and by the strangers sally forth to 
lionize Jeddo. They go lo the bazaars and 
make purchases ; they find they are at (he 
West-end of the town, in its Groevenor- 
square district, or rather its Belgravis, with 
the aristocracy all about them. In their 
wanderings they find themselves near the 
Palace. We can hardly believe the figures, 
except that they are in keeping with the rest 
ol Jeddo. A ditch seventy or eighty yards 
across, and as many deep, surrounds a cas­
tle of Cyclopean architecture, capable of 
housing 40,000 men. This accords with a 
wide populous street, ten miles long, and 
may perhaps be a necessity in the midst of 
a House oi Lords consisting of 360 feudal 
barons, some of whom bring ** lo town ’’ 
lor the season ten thousand retainers.

But, though surprised end ripped open, 
turned inside out, Anglicized iri a day, we 
confess that Jeddo is still a mystery. Had 
we thirty years to prepare for angelic visi­
tors we should never get London'so ready 
as Jeddo appears to have been without any 
warning at ill. Every street, every-body 
clean ; washing and bathing as regular 
institutions as meat and drink; no beggars, 
no cripples, no squallor, no poverty, no 
drunkenness, no fighting, no bad smells,— 
in fact, nothing lo remind the Englishmen 
of their own beloved city. Yet it would be 
difficult to find a closer parallel in natural 
circumsiadses than that between tbe Jap­
anese and the British group of islands; the 
same area, same population, same climate, 
same insular position between a great con­
tinuent and a great ocean ; and a maritime 
metropolis with the same population. Huw 
is ii these semi-barbarians manage these 
things better than we do.

tbit tbe circulation is languid there. Tbe 
nineties during exercise press on tbe veins 
end help forward tbe current by quickening 
every vessel into activity.

But tbe very 
effort would free the heart from ibis burden, 
by urging tbe blood forward lo tbe ex­
tremities ; it would ease their breathing by 
liberating the lungs from the same super­
abundance ; it would make the frame feel 
active and light as tbe effect of equalized 
circulation and free action.— The Lavs of 
Health.
