It bus been suggested to me in the 
course of business that it would be a 
good thing if the province undertakes to 
make a gift to the Imperial War Fund 
at the present time that it be a gift of 
horses.

STILL HOPEFUL
I came to' the conclusion that it was 

about time I was letting you know just 
how we are getting on in this part of 
Saskatchewan. We have the same story 
to tell that I guess you have heard from 
many other districts this summer, drought,

extreme heat and hot winds. I think 
we have had all the hard knocks that 
nature could bestow except frost, and 
that may come any night, as it turns 
pretty chilly now, and that would catch 
what little grain some of the more for­
tunate have got. Thousands of acres 
will never see a binder and thousands 
will not pay for cutting hardly. 1 am 
afraid extreme want will face many 
families.

I will try to give you an outline of 
weather vagaries. Our first rain of the 
year came on June ,‘i and another about 
June 10. On June 17 we had a very 
severe hail storm in here, flattening down 
everything in its way. Favorable weather 
for a week after brought the grain along 
nicely, then came the extreme heat day 
after day. Lots of grain before July 1 
Wits’ headed, still the heat continued, 
accompanied by hot winds, stubble crops 
began to turn yellow anil sickly, and the 
farmers began to get blue, many started 
in to plow down their crops. This weather 
continued without a break until July 17, 
when we had a nice steady rain for 
several hours. I his cheered us lip and 
we thought we were sure of something, 
but a day or so later along came the blazing 
sunshine and heat again, quickly using 
up moisture. We have had no rain 
since, and it would not do much good 
now anyway, except that a few oat fields 
which still have a tinge of green might 
freshen tip and give a little feed. Grain 
is being cut, what little there is, with 
mowers, binders with flat attachment 
and very few are using the kHotter and 
that only on a well worked fallow.

The main trouble is feed for stock. 
We are all hoping for an open winter so 
that stock may run out most of the time, 
but still experience has taught us that 
the hardest winters with lots of snow 
are followed by a more favorable summer. 
A hundred thousand bushels of,oats could 
be disposed of easily in this district, and 
yet in lots of cases there is no money 
wherewith to buy.

Now to business. I was requested at 
our meeting last Saturday evening to 
write you for price, ori coal and Hour 
f.o.b. Fairrnount. There are mines to 
the west of us that -put out very good coal. 
They are situated at Drumhcllcr The

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BANKING REFORMS
The service rendered to the public generally 

and to the agricultural community in par­
ticular l\v the chartered Iwnks In Western 
Canada is one of vital importance to every 
farmer. Many farmers In good standing know 
to their cost that the hanks have not generally 
given the service which It lias been expected 
they would render, while for those farmers 
wlio-e security consists of lilt le beyond their 
character the present banking system is of 
very little use. Two years ago the bank Act 
came before Parliament for the regular re­
vision which is made every, ten years. Re- 
presentatives of the farmers from both Pastern 
and Western Canada were called before the 
Banking Committee to recommend improve­
ments. It was stateil at that 111111' by llie 
government that tin1 desire was to secure the 
opinion of all classes in order that tin- banking 
system might be made'of the utmost service 
to the people of Canada. Almost without 
exception the suggestions offered b.v t ho 
representatives of the farmers were rejected 
and no attempt whatever was made to ensure 
better service to the public. It is true that 
in the revised act the banks are permitted to 
loan to farmers on grain stored on the farm 
in their own granaries. Some leading bankers 
and financial authorities favored this pro­
vision as a means of helping the farmers and 
relieving them of the necessity of throwing 
their grain upon the market immediately after 
harvest in order to meet liabilities. We have 
yet to learn that this amendment has proved 
of even the slightest relief to the farmers. 
Wherever the banks would loan money on 
grain on the farm they would also loan it to 
the same farmer without such security. It. Is 
certain that, some improvement must be made 
in the banking system if it is to be of general 
service to the agricultural community of 
Canada. I p to the present time the business 
of" bankipg in Canada has been enshrouded in 
mystery and banking authorities have dis­
couraged any effort to acquaint the general 
public with a knowledge of the banking busi­
ness. The banking system in Canada is a 
part of our national fabric and for the pro­
tection and safety of the public it should be 
understood as clearly as any other public 
business. 'Hie present tendency to discuss 
banks and their methods is a very hopeful sign. 
W'. F. Maclean, M.P., is one of the few mem­
bers of the House of Commons who has 
prepared a definite scheme for banking reform, 
and in this issue we publish an article approved 
by himself which outlines his plan. Mr. 
Maclean would have some of the present 
power withdrawn from the banks and placed 
in the hands of the government ijnd would 
also provide" a larger issue of national currency 
to supply the needs of the country. When 
the fact is considered, as Mr. Maclean explains, 
that 8133,000,000 of money which the Can­
adian people have deposited in ( anadian 
banks is now locked up in Wall Street, New 
York, it indicates that there is something 
radically wrong with our banking system. 
Another large sum is tied up by the f anadian 
stock exchange operations. Ji all this money 
could be utilized for legitimate business in 
Canada it would go a long way towards easing 
the present, financial stringency. I he banking 
business of ( anada is today practically a 
monopoly and the banks enjoy very valuable 
privileges extended to them by Parliament. 
Naturally such a radical proposition as that 
set forth by Mr. Maclean will find little favor 
in banking circles where it is considered that, 
the general public should not meddle in siu h 
highly specialized matters. I, here i-. however, 
a widespread opinion that some dra-.ti' re­
forms In our banking system must be effected,

and the more general the discussion becomes 
upon the subject the better for the public. 
No doubt Mr. Maclean's ^ scheme will be 
followed by other proposals which will be laid 
before the public, and in the course of time 
these various plans of reform will result in 
improvements in the banking system.

WHAT THE PROVINCES CAN DO
The provincial legislatures of the three 

prairie provinces have been called together 
and will be silting within the next few days 
to deal with the emergencies which have been 
caused by the war. The business In each of 
the provinces will include the ratification of 
the patriotic action of the respective govern­
ments in making gifts to Great Britain, 
Manitoba having offered 00,00(1 bags of flour, 
while Saskatchewan is giving 1,500 horses, 
and Alberta 500,000 bushels of oats. It is 
understood that"in each province, also, legisla­
tion will be passed establishing a moratorium 
so far*as agreements of sale and mortgages 
are concerned, which will enable those who 
are in arrears or have payments "to make on 
loans or purchases of real estate to postpone 
payment without fear of foreclosure. In some 
cases no doubt this legislation will protect 
those who thru no fault of their ow‘n are In 
financial difficulties as the result of the war, 
and on the other hand it will also save a great 
many real estate gamblers, who are not 
deserving of any sympathy and will enable 
I lient to avoid or to delay the payment of 
their just, debts;. The most important prob­
lem to which the Western legislatures can 
address themselves, however, is that of pro­
viding permanent work for the unemployed 
who are within their Borders. The problem 
of unemployment would have been acute in 
Canada if there had been no war, it has in 
fact been acute for many months and it. will 
be sheer folly if our legislatures shut their 
eyes to tills problem and leave the patriotic 
funds and charitable organizations to support 
the unemployed in idleness. The able bodied 
men and women of Western Cirttficla want 
work, not charity. They are able and willing 
to earn their own living if proper conditions 
are created. One important step which the 
legislatures can take to enable the unemployed 
to obtain work is to compel speculators who 
are holding land which is valuable for cultiva­
tion or building purposes, either to make use 
of that land or [icrmit. some one else to use it. 
Large quantities of food are needed, not only 
in Europe, but also in Western Canada, and 
that food could be produced from the vacant 
farm lands and city lots of the West by I he 
unemployed if speculators were not permitted 
to hold land out. of use. The way to provide 
productive employment on the land and in 
the cities for those at present out of work, 
and who will still be out of work next summer, 
is to raise the taxes of those who will neither 
cultivate their land nor allow anyone else 
to do so, and raise tin- taxes so high that, they 
cannot afford to act the dog in the manger 
any longer. A special provincial tax on 
undeveloped land would have several results, 
all of them for the benefit of the people at 
large and the higher the tax the greater would 
be the benefits. 1 ri the first place it would 
produce funds which could be used for public 
works, thus giving employment to a large 
number of men who, in Manitoba at least, 
have been laid off thru a cessation of work 
by order of the government. Then it. would 
cause some land owners to place their vacant 
land umler cultivation in order to avoid the 
tax, giving employment to more men and 
producing more food. Another result would 
»■ that, vacant land would be foreed on the 

market and those wishing to buy or rent, land

to build upon or cultivate would be able to 
buy il at a much more reasonable price than 
they can at present. The whole community 
would benefit by a measure of this kind.
I nemployment would be reduced to a min­
imum if it did not entirely disappear ami 
business of every description would lie revived. 
The only people who would suffer would be 
the big land-owning companies and other real 
estate speculators, who are at present pre­
venting men from getting work and are thereby 
largely responsible for the poverty and misery 
brought about by unemployment . I hiring the 
past ten or fifteen years real estate speculators 
m almost every quarter of the globe have
I.... .. taking fortunes out of Western Canada
without giving this country anything in return. 
Why in (his emergency should they lie pro 
teclcd and all the rest of I hi' people be allowed 
to suffer?

THE WAR
After six weeks of terrific lighting the allied 

forces of Britain, France, Russia, Belgium, 
Scrvia and Montenegro are gaining ground 
steadily against Germany and Austria. Al­
ready the German advance towards Baris has 
been checked and the German armies are being 
forced back into their own territory by tire 
deadly onslaught of the British and French 
troops. Reports indicate that Austria’s armies 
have suffered severe defeat both at the hands 
of Russia and Scrvia and that the Russians 
arc now’ forcing their way towards Berlin and 
Vienna. It was "expected that the well organ­
ized and well equipped German armies would 
have the best of the struggle during the first 
weeks of the war, because it was the German 
war lords who selected the time and the place 
for the war. It would appear that Germany's 
chief part in the war in the future will be 
defensive rat her than offensive as I he combined 
armies of the great nations against the Kaiser 
are bending every effort to hold the advan­
tages they have gained. Statements made by 
Breniier Asquith indicate that England looks 
for a long and bitter struggle. The British 
forces already in the field, and those now being 
organized, are much greater than Britain ever 
produced in previous wars, and the same 
applies to both France and Russia. All the 
peoples of these mitions realize the struggle 
is one of life and death and are utilizing their 
resources to the very utmost in self defence. 
Up to the present time there have been no 
naval engagements of magnitude. The German 
fleet remains in the seclusion of its fortified 
harbors, while the Brit ish fleet holds the North 
Sea and the French fleet the Mediterranean." 
The longer the war is continued the more 
certain it is that victory must, he upon the 
side of the allies. France and Britain are 
able to draw upon the world for food supplies 
on account of naval supremacy, while the food 
supplies of Germany are absolutely confined 
within her own borders and must ho exhausted 
within a comparatively short time. The 
remarkable response made by the various 
dominions thruout the world to the challenge 
of British supremacy was undoubtedly a 
surprise to the enemy, and the soldiers which 
Canada, Australia, New Zealand, India and 
South Africa are sending to the front, to say 
nothing of the gifts of food supplies and 
horses which have voluntarily been sent or 
will be sent to Great Britain to aid in the 
struggle, indicate more forcibly than any words 
t hat all the British dominions are in t he struggle 
until victory crowns the efforts of the allies.

SPECIAL PRIVILEGE AND WAR
f )ne of our readers lias written to ask why, 

in this time of national epjsis, The fluide does 
not cease its campaign against the forces of 
Special Privilege. 'I he question is one we 
are glad 1 o answer. Since its inception The 
<«iii.de has waged war. on hehalf of the farm 
ers of Western Canada, against the unjust 
burdens of t he protective tariff, exorbitant 
bank arid mortgage charges, high freight 
rates and the ravages of the land speculator. 
We are not aware that any of these agencies 
have ceased to extort from 1 lie farmer "all 
that the traffic will bear” on account of trie 
war. The protected manufacturers are still 
maintaining their press bureau and still pub­
lishing their ‘1 ready made ’ protectionist 
articles in many of the country papers. They 

, are still taking the full benefit of the tariff 
in enhanced prices for their goods. They are 
still misrepresenting The fluide and the 
grain growers in order,to maintain their 
special privileges. Some of t hem ha ve closed 
down their plants and thrown their hands 
out of employment rat her than operate with 
reduced profits. Some of them, who had 
large stocks of the necessities of life which 
were maim fact u red at norm'll cost before the 
war, have taken advantage of foreign com­
petition being cut off and are now enriching 
themselves by selling their products at great­
ly increased prices. There are of course hap 
py exceptions, bill .the bulk of tile protection 
ists are true to type and are not only holding 
all I heir old privileges but seeking new ones.

iere is .just as much money in t'anada as 
before the war, but the banks and mortgage 
companies are withholding it from the people 
or charging higher interest rates.

The railways have already announced an 
increase jr/thejr charges on goods imported 
from ( I real Britain in return for a service

which will cost the railways hot little, if 
any, more than before the war.

The land speculator is still holding mil­
lions of acres of our best prairie land out of 
use while thousands of men are anxious to 
cultivate it. but have not the money to pay 
tlie prices asked.

Those who are familiar with the history of 
war must he aware that every big war is 
seized upon by.Special 1’rivilege in tlm war­
ring countries as an opportunity to fasten its 
tentacles more firmly into the vitals of the 
people. Special Privilege has no patriotism. 
Tim magnates of the Standard Oil have con­
tributed enormous sums to educational work, 
but each contribution has been followed by 
an increase in tire price of oil to the people. 
In Canada today Special Privilege is taking 
advantage of disrupted business conditions 
to exact the heaviest possible toll from the 
people. . I nless the government arid the peo­
ple of Canada are watchful, the end of the 
war will see a large number of burdens 
heaped upon the public for the benefit of a 

■w. The fluide is heartily in support of the 
action of the government in the present war 
and believes that Canada in self protection 
must do all in lier power to aid the forces of 
<Jreat Britain. But at the same time The 
fluide believes it is quite as patriotic to assist 
in protecting those at home from the rapacity 
of Special Privilege. Patriotism, like char­
ity, is a mighty poor brand if it. does not 
begin at home.

PROTECT THE SEED SUPPLY
Reports received indicate that govern­

ment al departments both at Ottawa, and in 
the praine provinces are taking commendable 
action To relieve the distress caused by crop 
failures over wide areas in Southern Saskatche­
wan and Alberta. No doubt a great deal 
of relief will be afforded to deserving farmers 
and their families by this means. It is desir­
able I hat In addition lo relief from at t uni want,
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assistance should he given to tin -e farmers in 
the dry di-trit ts to prepare their land foj* next 
year's crop, flood and well meant advice is 
Icing extended to the farmers to pre due* the 
largest possible crop next year. If there dry 
districts are to produce a crop next, \ear it is 
absolutely necessary that their land I e plowed 
this fall. We learn of many farmers who are 
unable to prepare their land this fall because 
they have no feed for their horses and must go 
away to other districts in order to earn enough 
to buy feed. From tbe standpoint of the 
country generally it would be a better inxest- 
ment for the proper authorities, either federal 
or provincial, to provide horse-feed fov farmers 
in reasonable standing and permit them to 
spend all their time before free/.e-up in plowing 
their- land for ilext year's crop. In ordinary 
years the greater part of the district that was 
dried out this year will produce a good crop 
under proper cultivation, and there is a reason­
able likelihood that this land if plowed diming 
the next few weeks will produce a good crop 
next year. The investment would certainly 
lie a wise one. On account of the shortage 
of the oat crop, it is doubtful if there will be 
much, if any, surplus of good seed oats in 
Western C anada. It would be advisable for 
the departments of agriculture to investigate 
this situation promptly, and ensure by what­
ever means necessary that there will be 
sufficient seed oats left in the country to seed 
all the land that ran be made ready.

The liquor dealers who took exceptionally 
large quantities of spirits out of bond before 
parliament met, in I he hope id' avoiding the 
war taxes, are highly indignant because the 
.Minister of Finance made the new duties 
ret voaet i ve, and thus upset their scheme. The 
only fault most people will find with the new 
liquor duties is that they are not large 
enough. Tim increase on spirits is 25 per 
cent., on tobacco 25 per cent., on cigars and 
cigarettes lb 2-4 per écrit., on raw sugar 147 
per cent., and on refined sugar 1)4 per cent.
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Maclean’s Bank Reform Plan
py TOM KING. Toronto

W. F. Maclean, M.P., has been urging the government to adopt drastic changes in the Bank Act for the benefit of the general public. 
This article sets forth Mr. Maclean’s views on currency and hanking in clear and simple language.

What arc t he views of \Y. F. Mac 
lean. M.I\ tor South York. upon the 
Jiiia nr ia 1' quest ion ! How «Iocs he pro 
pose to help the business of t he. count rv 
|,-v recast ing the banking a ml currency 
la ws of < "a naila !

A oootl n any people who are asking 
these questions todli v were less inter 
ested two years ago when Mr. Maclean 
first outlined his proposals in I’arlia 
ment. We are^tow face to face with a 
breakdown which, lie declared, was 
bound to come unless in some way the 
business men of Canada obtained more 
credit and more money with which to 
do business. True, the war was not 
then in contemplation, hut the war has 
exposed lather than caused the break 
down in our banking and currency sys 
tern.

The Maclean program is not one 
brought forth over night to meet an 
emergency, it is proposed as.,permanent 
legislation. At the same time it will 
meet the present emergency conditions; 
indeed the legislation just put thru par 
lia ment amending the bank act, the I >o 
minion notes act and authorizing a dir 
rericv based Upon .collateral other than 
gold, follows closely along the lines 

' proposed by Mf, Maclean. That thjs 
recent legislation appears to be a ma 
chine without motive power and so far 
has done nothing to relieve the situa 
t ion may be due to the fact that it de 
parts from the fundamental proposition 
upon which Mr. Maclean's proposals 
rest, namely that all the money of this 
country should be issued by the govern 
ment. It leaves the banks in control of 
the financial situation instead of vest 
ing that control in the Dominion gov 
eminent.

It may. therefore,, lie interesting .to 
note what is the program which' lias 
been presented to parliament and the 
people by the member for South York.

I. In the first place Mr. M a clean bo

lieves that tlie government, and only 
the government, should issue money. At 
present we ha ye in Canada two kinds 
of currency. one m issued by the state 
under its sovereign power to emit cur 
J'oncv; the other i- issued by the char 
tereij banks, to whom has been deb- 
gat ed the power t <i issue money by the 
state. All our Im-talie money is issued 
by the government and bears the king's 
head. prad ira fly all of our paper, 
money G issued by the banks.

The government. it is ‘true, issues 
paper money to tin amount of $111. 
00(1,UUO, but only about $2O,tltiO,nO0 of 
this, i n tie- shape of $1 and $2 bills, 
gets into circulation. The money used 
by tin- everydayy man in everyday bïisi 
ness is the money furnished by the 
banks, in bills of 1 hr denominations of 
$0 and multiples thereof. There G 
held by the receiver'general at Ottawa, 
and bv his deputies thruout the conn 
try, nearly $ 100,0(10,0(H) in gold, but a 
child born in Canada might live in this 
countrv and die at the age of NO with 
out ever seeing a gold coin. This vast 
accumulation of gold is not intended 
for general circulation and is properly 
enough kept as a reserve for tin- pro 
lection of the paper money issued by 
the govern im-nt, but the ^paper money 
issued by 1 lie government ( except $20, 
000,000 in $1 .and $2 bills) never gets 
into circulât ion. it is in the shape of 
bills - of large tien Am i na t mus, mainly 
f'rve tlrousaiol dollar bills which are 
held by the banks and are legal tender 
only between banks. The mofiey seen 
and used by the people, therefore, is 
the money printed by the banks. The 
banks are thus enabled to regulate the 
volume of currency and to exercise the 
sovereign power of issuing money.

Retirai of .dank Notes
2. If'the government is to have the 

sole power of issuing' money then 1 he

notes of t he banks now in circulât ion 
will have to be retired, and Mr. Mac 
lean proposes to issue to 1 lie banks, at 
a nominal rate of i nt eie>t, Dominion 
notes or national «• unvm* v to the 
amount of their paid-up capital. This 
will coin pensât e Ihefn for the |o> of 
their present franchise <rf issuing 
money, but whether it fully eoifipeil 
sales them or not it will (irmiv lylub 
lish a nat ional currencv.

Kill the $t(m,000,^t1uvor bank notes 
now in circulât ion do not prov ide en 
ollgh money for 1 lie business of the 
country. Mr. Maclean proposes that 
the government shall issue Dominion 
notes or national currency, say to the 
amount of $7HU.ituiHJ.g)U( q and that this 
money be available for the business 
needs of the country.

This would necessitate 1 he founding 
of a government bank. This govern 
nient bank, which might do tin- bank 
ing business for tin- Dominion and pro 
vinces, would be 1 lie bank in which all 
the chartered Jianks would keep ac 
counts, and be able to rediscount the 
securit ies offered by t In- public, iindud 
ing prime commercial paper. The biisi 
ness man who goes to the bank today 
is apt to hear that lie cannot get the 
ncconimodai ion fie needs, no mailer 
how good may be his paper or his col­
lateral. because the bank has no 
‘‘money.’’ that banks have only a bin 
it ed circulation and that they must pro 
1 or t t heir notes and. what G more nil 
portant, they must be ready to meet 
the demand* of their depositors. Ilo-lrce 
they are anxious to have big cash re 
serves or' so ca I led ‘‘liquid assets" and 
an- disinclined to discount paper offered 
in the ordinary course of business; or 
to assist the farmer upon the security' 
of his grain or the ma n u fact urer upon 
t.lie mit y of his raw material in pro 
cess of ma n u fact ii re. Knit with a big 
government bank having no interest to

servo- except the public interest, t lie 
chartered bank would be able to redis 
coiuit good paper and by paying reason 
able interest charges obtain Dominion 
notes or national currency for their 
customers.

Call Loan* on Margins

OLD MAIDS
The country's full of tliern, married 

arid unmarried, young and - old. I hi? 
quaint conception of an old maid an an 
unmarrifd member of the female six 
is absurd. Old rnaidishm-ss is a mat 
1er of temperament , a state of mind 
and is common to the sexes.

An old maid is a person who is ia 
a rut. and who is propanol to raise a 
dist urham-o when anyone volunteers to 
shake him out of it. Other things he 
in g equal, people with families are less 
apt to he old maids than others, since 
a company of youngsters’ can he de 
pended upon to provoke a few earth­
quakes for the ansettlement of domestic 
routine. For that very reason the man 
or woman who has persevered in he 

" irig an old maid after having raised a 
family is simply awful. They have 
iron hound opinions upon every sub­
ject they have ever considered and 
their habits are as inelastic, as an oak 
slab.

The person with a methodical ten­
deur- v of mind is much more susceptible 
to this disease than the happy go lucky, 
and the energetic than the indolent.

The symptoms are many arid clearly 
defined. Vv hen a woman finds herself 
impelled to lay forcible hands on., the 
guest who sits down ori the while cover 
I ill id' t he bed. she may be sure she has 
the disease. When a man’s evening 
is spoiled by having his tobacco moved 
from tin- top to the third shelf of the 
clipboard his symptoms «are well devel­
oped. Other infallible indications are 
a root ed repugnance to undertaking 
new enterprises or new methods of 
work ami a clinging affection for pro 
conceived ideas.

One way to avoid old mai dish ness is 
to force the mind to keep pare with 
the times and if this is not. sufficient, 
to deliberately shock one’s own sense 
of propriety. The woman who is un­
duly fussy about the white coverlid 
should practise sitting upon it every 
day herself until she can bear it with 
fortitude.

Another avenue of escape from this 
terrible fate is to take up some new 
sport or physical exercise requiring a 
complete abandon of oneself mentally 
and physically. By stirring up the 
stagnant, tissues and muscles of the 
body the mind seems to take on a new 
lease of life.

The remedy is not the important 
thing, however, but the cure and this 
is a case where the patient is the. best 
possible physician. If he is wise he 
will enter upon a strenuous., course of 
treatment a I the first appearance of the 
disease, for neglect of it means a fussy, 
1 eilious and crabbed old age. It means 
that the victim will be one of those old 
people over whom others will sigh and 
say. “lie is such a trial. One-can’t 
please him. and secret Iv they will 
wish that his creator yould see fit to 
take him home soon.

Kitchen, 
kitchen, and again kitchen! Pickles, 
jams, jelly, pies, cakes, etc., etc. It 
seems that the people are of an abnor­
mal constitution—a big, big, large, 
greedy, active, inexhaustible, unlimited 
stomach: very strong and active legs and 
hands; and a very small, poor head! 
Oh, the disgrace or womankind, to be 
the priestesses of the greaf, idolized 
stomach!

Yes, we have to study the science to 
feed our folk with wholesome, harmless, 
nutritious food, but science denies 
the complicated, spicy, piquant meals, 
greatly recommended by the old fash­
ioned “great cooks.” The people, and 
children especially, need simple, pro­
perly combined meals, fc.r healthy, nor­
mal exchange of stuffs in the body. The

people eat to live, but don’t live to eat. 
We have to cook well but not give our 
soul for the “dainty side dishes.” The 
best and most wholesome meals can he 
made easily, without trouble, and don’t 
take so much time, that a housekeeper 
is always busy with her housework, and 
gets tired before she can make any use 
of her brains, to think about things 
which are the only ones deserving to 
be called human.

Each animal works for getting food, 
for cleaning the nest, for making its 
“housework,” for giving life to its 
little ones, for nursing them with, high­
est devotion, and only one of all living 
creatures-—the human creature—has 
some more aspirations, some other am 
bition, some higher conception of the 
word ./ife. ” What does it mean to 
live ? To use all our capacities, to en 
joy all our possibilities, to aspire to 
wards the great change of social eondi 
lions, and to contribute to the reaching 
of this ideal, which is the love and 
brotherhood of mankind.

Mangles him 
self met us at Youngstown when re­
cently in the district. We believe there 
is yet hope that this union will continue 
the work so well begun.

Win. Washburn reported on March 2 
the organization of a new union at Inga. 
This union now has a paid membership 
of thirteen. The number is said to be 
unlucky, but we trust that this has 
nothing to. do with the fact that the 
union has not been heard from for 
several months.

We heard from Lougheed on Febru­
ary 17 last that the farmers in the 
Park Hill district were intending to 
form a branch of the F.F.A. Informa 
tion as to how to go ahead was sent at 
once, with the result that the union 
was organized early in March. The 
union now has twenty-live members 
fully paid up on our books and promises 
well.

N. Berger personally reported the or 
ganization of a union at Parkland on 
March 11, with twelve members. This 
number has since been doubled. It is 
regrettable that we have very little cor­
respondence' with this union, but as the 
work would seem to be going right 
along we must be prepared to excuse 
same.

On March 7 a union was formed at 
Oyen and, the officers elected were W.
1 ). Pe-nt ley, president ; J. T. Tupper, 
vice-president ; A. M. McQuarrie, secre­
tary treasurer, also six directors. 1 he 
secretary forwarded $1.90 for supplies, 
but. neglected to state the number of 
members joining or to forward any 
membership dues. With the exception 
of this one letter reporting the organi­
zation itself we have received no com­
munication from this union. A full ro 
port, in regard to same is therefore im­
possible.

Earlie Union No. 007 was organized 
early in March, with Joseph Ai fey as 
secretary. At their meeting on April 

v 25 the members were addressed by F.
Sulmari, of Black foot Union. The 

union is handicapped not having any 
permanent place in which to hold its 
meetings.' Dues for fourteen members 
have been forwarded to date. We un 
d erst a rid the union is holding meetings 
regularly.

F. J. Bullock, of Wood River, sent us 
in information early in March in regard

Union No. f>08. This is only one of a 
number of new unions organized by Mr. 
Bullock, who has been doing very ex 
cel lent work' for us around 1‘onoka. The 
union is credited on our books with 
eighteen paid up members to date.

A number of farmers in the vicinity 
of Wilhelmina met on March 4, expect 
ing a visit from members of the Wil 
helmina Union. These gentlemen, how 
ever, failed to materialize. The farm

was done, and tin* union is credited to 
date with eighteen paid up members. 
Correspondence has been fairly f re 
qlient, and we hope that this union w 4M 
show a considerably increased member 
ship before the end of the year.

Another union, organized this spring 
in the Ponoka* district, is Beafield No. 
bill, with Borne Thompson, secretary. 
This union is credited on the book ; at 
this office with twenty fully paid up 
members, twelve of whom joined on 
March 4, the date of organizeti< n, the 
balance joining at the next meeting.

Mr. Savage, of Streams! own, very 
ki’ndjv undertook to look after the or 
ganization of a union at Warrie k vi He 
on March 18 last. The union started 
with ten fully paid up members which 
number ha- since been1 increased to 
thirteen. The union held a very sue 
cessful picnic on July Id, in order to 
jgiise funds 1 o send a delegate to our 
next convention. A . number of ladies 
seem to be deeply interested in the 
work of this union, and meetings appear 
to be held regularly.

This local 
will serve a district hitherto un organ 
ized, and alt ho it is not numerically 
strong, the paid up membership to date 
appearing on our books being only six, 
yet, from the interest and enthusiasm 
shown by the members, we believe, that 
it. will be a very active one, and trust 
that the membership will be increased 
as the work of our Association becomes 
more widely known Ihruqut the district.

On Friday, March 20, a meeting was 
held at. the house of a farmer in the 
Fallis district for the purpose of organ 
izing a branch of the U.F.A. The union, 
which is known as the Minuhik Bocal 
No. 021, was organized, G. B. Barker 
being elected president and Henry Da vi 
son secretary treasurer. Twenty-six 
farmers attended the meeting, of which 
twenty two gave their names as being 
desirous of becoming members, but so 
far no dlies have been received at this 
office.

On March 28, Tofield Union No. 022 
was organized, starting off with a mem 
bership of twenty-five fully paid up. D. 
W. Warner, of Edmonton, first vice 
president of. our Association, addressed 
the meeting, pointing out the benefits 
of organization for the farmers, and 
giving an outline of what the U'.F.A. 
has done and hopes to do. The first 
Wednesday in each month was selected 
as the meeting date. On June 22 dues 
for six new members were forwarded 
t o us.

In A pril we received word from E. 
A. Edwards, of I o waif a, that the farm 
ers in that vicinity had organized a 
branch union of the B.K.A., with F. H. 
'laylor, president, and A. Frizeil, vice 
president. The union started with 
eleven members, and expressed hopes of. 
increasing this number at their next 
meeting, to be lie Id A\ir\l 7. Member

iiip dues for five only, however, were 
remitted, -and since this first comm uni 
cation no more has been heard from the 
union. We trust that if this notice 
should be read by any o/ the farmers 
or members of this union that they will 
take steps to see that the union is 
cither re organized or that sufficient 
funds are forwarded to place the union 
in good standing on our books.

Fine Coulee Union No. 024 was or 
gun ized on March 31, under the auspices 
of R. Cunningham. Twelve members 
were taken in at the first meeting, in

eluding three juniors, and the secretary 
expresse(^Jugass of more •tdu^y^^^nbJing 
this number. Bater on two seniors and 
three more juniors were added to tHe 
list, making seventeen altogether. In 
July we heard that meetings had to be 
suspended on account of the country be­
ing flooded and the roads practically 
impassable. The union, however, pro 
poses to resume regular meetings again 
this fall. *

I law k end a le Union No. (525 was or­
ganized the latter part of March with 
twelve fully paid up members, but noth 
ing further has been heard from the 
union since. The union can hardly 
claim to have given the organization a 
lair trial, and xve hope that a re organi­
zation will take place this fall.

limit ing llill Union No. (52(5 organ­
ized on March 31, with Ralph Marks, of 
Kteveville, as president. J. E. Kinyon 
was in charge of the meet ing. Ten mem­
bers paid in their dollar at the opening 
meet ing, but the secretary’s reports 
since then have been none too optimis 
t if. The district should bo good for 
considerably more members than this 
and efforts will be made to get the dis 
trie! started once more this fall.

One of the most promising of the 
unions formed in the Spring is Bone 
Ridge to. <527, Thus. Toreson, of 
Wefask i w i n, secretary. This union 
started with twenty three members, and 
now has thirty eight on our books. The 
union from 1 lie start showed great in­
terest in bulk purchasing, also coopéra 
live selling. At the picnic held in July 
the treasury of tin? union was helped to 
the-extent of a lit tie over $18, in add i 
tion to several new members being se­
cured. Binder twine wuis purchased 
thru the union at a considerable saving, 
and the Union appears to be in a very 
flourishing condition all round.

Another of our unions in the Bon ok a 
district is Grand Meadow No. <528, or 
ganized on Mardi 27 last, under the 
auspices of F. J. Bullock. Eleven farm­
ers paid in dues, and a number trans­
ferred from other unions. This union 
is one of the I'onoka District, Associa 
tion. If any criticism at. all can be 
levelled at the I'onoka district it is the 
possibility that the large number of 
unions organized there will prevent any 
of them becoming of a size which will 
permit of them deriving the l/Viiefit that 
they should from discussions on various 
matters and the social end of the busi 
ness. Of course the organization of 
unions must IdYgely be left to the dis 

of those on the spot acquainted 
with local conditions, but the best 
unions are undoubtedly those consisting 
of from forty to fifty members. Bu’ch 
a number should be with in anyone’s 
power to handle, and with even a bare 
majority of the members in attendance 
a very interesting meeting will result.

A new union was fonutol at Bardo on 
March 28 and made a splendid start, 
twenty five members joining and paying 
in their dollar at. f he first meeting. i\ 
B. Anderson, of Bardo, was appointed 
secretary, and W. E. Barker, president. 
The union, however, seems to havi^done 
nothing further since the date of organ 
ization. it is astonishing how our farm 
erH, the majority of whom are always 
complaining of the difficulty of making 
a dollar, think nothing of spending a 
dollar or more t.o join the B'.E.A. and 
then trouble no further about it. Ap­
parently this union is one of the num 
ber organized every year whose action, 
or rather lack of action, is in accord 
an ce with the above statement. Borne 
cynical person has said that the average 
farmer puts his dollar into the U.F A. 
the same as he puts wheat into the 
ground ami expects it to yield 1 * some 
ten, some one h undrifd, and some a 
thousandfold, ’ ’ and in many cases he 
gives the dollar even Jess attention than 
he does the wheat. The U.F.A. Union 
cannot be made to pay dividends by 
simply giving a dollar to someone to 
look after it. for you, and the members 
of this union, after having made such 
a splendid start, would do well to get 
busy and see that their meetings are 
continued. In that way only can they 
test the F.F.A. and give their union an 
opportunity to show its real worth.

currency b<-vond the real needs of the 
country or Beyond its power of redemp­
tion.. .lust now specie payments are 
iispejid'd all oxer Canada and unavoid­

ably so. But the M a clean plan contem­
plate-, a .substantial and adequate gold 
reserve. The Jaw at present requires a 
25 per cent, gold reserve for an issue of 
j dominion notes up to $50,000,000. Oxer 
and above that sum tire government 
does not issue paper currency except on 
the basis of 1.00 per cent, gold reserve. 
Mr. M a clean believes that the 25 per 
cent. gold reserve, which is more than 
ample for 'an issue of $50,000,000 would 
be quite adequate for an issue of $500,* 
000,000.. Hut t he great value of the 
national currency will be t he fact t hat 
it has behiml it the wealth and credit 
of Canada. Public securities of the Do­
minion to tin- e-xtent of hundreds of 
millions of dollars find a ready sale 
without any gold reserve at all being 
specially provided. because the credit 
of the country is behind them. The 
national currency will represent the 
wealth, and credit of the Dominion and 
by the n discounting system above re­
ferred to, the nation, will lend its 
credit thru the banks to the people.

Admittedly today there is not enough 
money in the country to meet the legiti­
mate demands of business. The banks 
are unable or unwilling to issue more 
money by increasing their circulation ; 
they are unable to extend credit to 
their customers because they have not 
got the money ami they have no way to 
rediscount prime paper and good col­
lateral. Mr. Maclean’s scheme is to 
haxc the banks get more money and get 
it from the government by rediscount­
ing. The government, will issue cur­
rency representing the credit, of the 
nation and for security it will have the 
obligation of the bank, the obligation 
of tie* bank’s customer and the collat­
eral put up by that customer whether it 
Be municipal bonds, wheat, coal, silver 
or merchandise.

New Currency Legislation
At the last session of parliament the 

government took authority to increase 
the iskue of Dominion notes upon a 25 
per cent, gold reserve from $50,000,000 
to $50.000,000. This would have en­
abled the finance minister, by purchas­
ing $5,000,000 of gold, to increase the 
government paper money in circula­
tion by $20,000,000. lie may do so yet, 
but there is reason to believe that in­
stead of the government issuing addi­
tional Dominion notes the- gold re- 
serx e ;it Ottawa mav be depleted by the 
transfer of $15,000,000 of gold from the 
government to the banks.

Then, again, a law was passed by 
which the government could rediscount 
the paper of the customers of any bank 
if the paper was good. That is to say, 
the government was authorized to inde­
finitely increase the national currency 
or Dominion notes by way of loan to 
the banks on good security. The gov­
ernment was authorized to issue addi­
tional paper money against approved 
collateral other than gold, but there 
seems no way to set the machinery in 
motion unless the chartered banks will 
apply for the national currency. Ap 
■pu i en 11 r—they will not nuike any such 
application because they svarV to con­
trol the issuing of currency) and the 
power to expand and contract (the same. 
They will not • put government money 
into circulation so long as tney have 
the sovereign power to emit currency. 
It would therefore secrri that the gov­
ernment’s plan will fail to work unless 
it is enlarged to include Mr. Maclean’s 
proposal for the retirement of all bank 
ci rcuTation.

Banks and Circulation
But here it may he asked, pertinently 

enough, what is the amount of currency 
upon which we are endeavoring to con­
duct the business of the country: why 
can it not be increased t«>-meet the le­
gitimate demands of business; and how 
is the situation to be’ helped by act of 
parliament ?

The chartered banks are permitted to 
issue notes up to the amount of their 
paid-up- capital.’ They cannot exceed

this amount without being heavily 
fined, except in certain exceptional 
cases hereafter noted. The combined 
capital of all the chartered banks in 
Canada is $114,X5B>77. They have a 
reserve ur rest fund of about the same 
amount but, while the reserve is really 
part of the capital, it is not treated as 
paid-up <*a) Ltal for the purpose of issu 
ing circulation. On duly 51 last the 
bank notes in circulation—practically 
4 he currency of the country amounted 
to only $h4,(i0(i.(!00 and at no time dur­
ing the month of duly did they exceed 
$ 1 (.5 25,8,1 77. The banks therefore did 
not issue as much currency Ks they were 
entitled to on their paid-up capital. 
Neither have the banks availed them­
selves, to any great extent, of the 
privilege of issuing circulation against 
their gold. They are now empowered 
to issue excess currency to,.the extent 
of 15 per centum of their combined 
capital and rest, but this excess cur­
rency is subject to a tax of 5 per cent 
and has never been in much favor, ‘it 
was originally an emergency currency 
for ciop moving.

Only Government Can Increase 
Currency

The excess or emergency currency 
the banks are allowed to issue is a cum 
become roundabout way of financing, 
in mo way to be compared with the na­
tional currency of the Drifted States, 
which is deposited with the banks for 
the express purpose of assisting the 
public, thru the banks, with the na­
tional credit.

As we have seen the government is­
sues of paper money do not take any 
part in the business of the country ex­
cept for tire purposes of small change 
and for settling clearing house balances 
between the banks. So far as the busi­
ness of the country is concerned it du 
pends upon the bank issues, which fell 
on duly 51st, to considerably less than 
$100,000,000. B very one has admitted 
for a long time that more money is" 
needed and various devices have been 
resorted to, but always with the de­
sign of having bank notes instead of 
government money, circulate ’inong the 
people. It lias been argued that the 
banks should increase their capital but 
the old stock ladders, with their interest 
in the vast reserves, will not hear of 
any new shares being issued except at 
an enormous premium. They might in­
crease their capital by dividing their 
surplus but this they will not do. if 
the currency of the country is to be in­
creased materially it will evidently 
have to be increased by a government 
issue. ‘ „

Platform Summarized
Mr. M a clean believes that the 

troublesome problems we have discussed 
can be solved by proper financial legis­
lation. In short Mr. Maclean stands 
upon a platform of progressive finan 
cial inform which may thus be briefly 
summed up:

1. The government to supply all cur 
reney, based on the credit of the coun­
try and further secured by a percentage 
go y reser ve.

2. The government to organize a 
bank of rediscount, on the* lines of the 
new system of national reserve banks 
in the l, ni ted States, for tin* purpose 

"of making advances in national notes to 
the chartered banks, on approved se­
curities. The government to have a 
voice in the management of this dis­
count bank''and all chartered banks to 
Be members and shareholders in it.

5. The banks to be allowed to borrow 
Dominion notes up to the amount of 
their paid-up capital at, say, one per 
cent, interest, in place of their present 
privilege of note issue; all further ad­
vances against securities to be at rea­
sonable interest charges.

4. Tin- government and the govern 
merit bank to fix the rate of interest 
on bank loafis. Call loans by banks, if 
anv, to be under strictest regulation 
and all stock exchange borrowing from 
banks to be also under regulation.

5. The issue of securities to be regu­
lated by the government, as well a-; 
their flotation by banks.

FEEDING FOR BONE
Alt ho the importance of dense, hard 

bone, with its accompaniment of strong 
tendon at t acliments, has been recog 
niz.ed by horse breeder" from early 
times, it has remained for pig breeders 
to demonstrate the possibility of feed 
ing so as direct/ly to add "t nmgt h to 
the bones of the growing animal. It 
has been separately demonstrated at.

' the Wisconsin and Nebraska experiment 
stations in the I'nited States that, bone 
meal and other mineral supplying feeds 
given to maize fed pigs produced a 
great increase in the strength of the 
bones. In some cases tin* strength was 
more than doubled by adding suitable 
mineral matter to the ration. These re 
suits suggest that horse breeders may 
profit, by the same plan of feeding'. The 
g'russes and hay of certain districts 
underlaid with limestone are regarded 
as especially suited to the development 
of good bone, and horse- off these lands 
have been valued accordingly. The 
low-lying' lands, with their luscious 
growth forcing grasses, are often less 
abundantly supplied with bone forming 
materials, and the horses raised on 
them are handicapped with the stigma 
of soft bone. The sucre-- of strength 
en ing the bone by feeding pigs for that 
especial object, may reasonably be ex 

. pected to follow-with horses. There is 
at least no damage to be feared from 
a moderate increase in the bone form 
ing substances supplied to the growing 
colt, so that that prospect of increased 
strength of bone should encourage ex 
peri men tat ion along this line. If this 
plan works as; well with horse- as with 
pigs: it, will be a great boon, especially 
to draft horse production, where rapid 
growth is necessary to secure ize. and 
the colts, seem especially liable to suffer 
from anv shortage in the mineral sup
ply.

TARIFF ON BABY’S HEALTH
Resolutions adopted by the eorrtmitlee 

appointed by the Chesterwold Women’s 
Institute for the framing of a protest 
against the collecting of duty on “Bet 
ter Babies’ Bureau” literature.

Meeting held at Chesterwold, Alta., 
on Wednesday, August 12, !!H4.

Whereas there lias been established 
in the city of New York an organiza­
tion known as the Better^Babies ’ Bu­
reau, whose name explains its object, 
the literature being offered gratuitously 
to all applicants, and containing no ad 
vertisement of anything for sale, and

Whereas, the members of the Chester­
wold Women’s Institute in availing 
themselves of this offer, were compelled 
to pay 85 rents duty on the literature 
sent, that being 17 per cent, of the esti­
mated value of the literature, therefore

Be it resolved that we, the under­
signed' members of the Chesterwold 
Women's Institute, do protest that this 
tax is unjust, and that no government 
should place a tax on literature that 
treats of the health of its citizens 
(especially its babies) when that litera­
ture is distributed free of charge.

And be it further resolved that these 
signed resolutions be sent to the Chief 
Customs Officer, Ottawa, and that copies 
be sent to The Grain Growers’ Guide, 
the Farm and Ranch Review, to the 
superintendent of Fairs and Institutes, 
Edmonton, and to the secretary of the 
Unit-id Farmers of Alberta, Calgary.

THE ART OF BUTTER-MAKING
Read by Mrs. S. Arnott before her 

W. (i. G. A.
Lady drain Growers:—As you notice,

1 have entitled my paper “The Art of 
Butter-making,” and I feel sure that you 
will agree with me in calling it an art. 
Good butter is the product of a good 
artist, and bad butter the product of a 
bad artist.

But I must proceed to my business of 
enlightening you on the mysteries of 
butter-making. In the first place care 
must be taken to have the utensils used 
in connection with the cream or butter 
absolutely clean. The best way to re­
move all bacteria from the utensils is 
to scald them thoroughly. The separator, 
milk pails, cream can, etc,, come under 
this head, and should be washed and scald­
ed each time after using. The churn 
should not be used to hold the buttermilk 
in until it is all used. When separating, 
let the cream flow into an empty vessel. 
The cream should then be placed in some 
cool place to prevent it from souring too 
quickly. It should not he mixed with 
cream that has been saved previously 
until both are of the same temperature. 
When it is emptied into the previously 
saved cream, it is important that the 
two lie thoroughly mixed. Old cream 
never makes fine bytter, even tho it may 
be sweet, and therefore five or >ix days 
is as long as it should be kept.

As soon us sufficient is collected for 
churning, the cream should be placed 
in a moderately warm place for at least 
twelve hours, or until the cream is mildly 
sour, looks glossy, and is slightly thick­
ened. Now it should be removed to a 
cooler place to ripen. If the cream should 
get too sour the butter will have a number 
of little white specks in it, and will also 
he a poor quality of butter that will not 
keep. Mix all the cream to be used at 
one churning at least twelve hours before

churning, otherwise there will he a loss 
of butter-fat. When the cream is ripe 
and ready to churn the temperature 
should be carefully taken with a ther­
mometer. The temperature of the cream 
should he between sixty-two and sixty- 
foEtr degrees. It depends mostly on the 
temperature of the room, and whether 
it is winter or summer. The butter may 
i r may not he colored, according to taste, 
before starting to churn. The gas should 
be let out of the churn once or twice 
during the process, or the butter will have 
a bad flavor. The butter should come 
in about lliirty minutes; it is time to stop 
< burning when the butter is in small 
granules tin- si/.e of peas. The buttermilk 
may then be removed and a little cold 
water thrown over the butter to chill 
it and facilitate separation from the 
buttermilk. Four this off and then add 
quite a volume of water and revolve 
the churn quickly for four or five revolu­
tions. As a rule one washing I-, sufficient, 
as too much washing tends to spoil the 
fine flavor of the butter.
• The butter is now ready for the salt, 
and in this you must be guided by the 
taste of those who have to use it. One 
ounce to the pound is a very fair amount, 
and should he mixed iri at once. Now 
comes the most important part of butter- 
making. Hire is where the greatest 
skill of the butter-maker is called for in 
removing it and working it without spoil­
ing its texture or its flavor. It is a nice 
point in butter-making to be able to 
work the butter sufficiently to have the 
salt evenly distributed, an even color, 
excessive moisture driven off, and at the 
same time being careful not to spoil 
the flavor or texture of the butter. When 
working the butter, do not work it with 
a sliding motion, but always with a 
downward or rolling pressure which 
accomplishes the desired result;. On 
no account touch the butter with the 
hands, however clean they may be. 
The butter may be packed in crocks (this 
must be done firmly) or in pound prints 
with a printer. Whichever waV it is 
done, it is advisable to make it as attrac­
tive looking as possible. If desired», for 
winter use, keep it in as cool a plttCe as 
possible and away from any evil smelling 
odors. '

companies, tho i<loa of the bill being to 
make it a simpler and less expensive 
proeess than under the existing Nova 
Seotia Companies ’ Act. They succeeded 
in getting their bill passed by both 
Houses of the Local Legislature in 1908, 
and as a consequence -of the facilities 
provided by the Act many similar com 
panics were' quickly formed. ft was 
soon found, however, that as these new 
companies followed the same policy as 
the original company of putting up an 
excellent- Uniform pack they became 
keen competitors, a ml thus worked to 
the detriment, of each other. Buyers 
requiring apples would pit one company 
against another, with the result that a 
price cutting competitionCJensued. In 
addition to this many reforms in the 
fruit industry were needed, better 
transportation was required, the system 
maintaining on the European markets 
was wrong, but all these companies 
working separately could do little to 
bring about reforms. The leaders of 
the companies, therefore, met in 1910, 
and decided as a result to try an experi 
mental Central Association and, if sue 
eessful, to take steps to incorpor­
ate it.

Co-operative Fruit Growers of 
Nova Scotia

this stall' of affairs. 'Clip only, moans of 
salvation they could sen was co-opera- 
tiim, and never was there a better 
method of ‘ ‘ righting wrgrrg. ’ ’

The initial step was taken by a small 
body of growers in 1007, at Berwiek, a 
pretty village situated in the heart of 
the valley. These men formed a com­
pany under the Nova Seotia Companies’ 
Act, tmt they quickly found that pion 
eers of co-operative movements have 
thorny paths to travel. Most vigorous 
opposition was encountered. They 
adopted a very wise course, however, 
at the outset by employing as manager 
,f. X. Chute, a man who had carried on 
a large apple business] for many years, 
and I think T anj not wrong in stating 
that much of the subsequent success of 
the company was due to his efforts. The 
first check these co operators received 
was when they endeavored to secure a 
warehouse in which to conduct their 
business. Such buildings were scarce 
and required considerable time to erect. 
It was late in the season when they 
started, so they had no time to build. 
After some considerable difficulty they 
induced the owner of one warehouse to 
sell and all necessary papers were pro 
pared for the transfer which was to be 
effected forthwith. One of the most 
enterprising speculators, however, heard 
of what was going on. and getting hold 
nt the owner bought the warehouse over 
their heads. This was discouraging but 
the co-operators were not dismayed, and 
the situation was saved by renting a 
portion of a warehouse, which enabled 
them to carry on their business until 
they could build. —...... ....... ...

Reliable Pact ing the Secret
The first year's operation of this 

Company was wonderfully successful, 
the success being principally due to the 
fact that they employed the most ex 
pert” packers they could find and placed 
a pack of apples on the market that for 
uniformity and good quality was supe - 
ior to anything previously offi'red. They 
were in a position also to give buyers 
carloads of apples in any variety all un­

The initial attempt wa? made in Hill, 
fifteen companies agreeing to work with 
the experimental Central. The Central.

: was able to demonstrate its usefulness 
right ht the start. That year the val­
ley was blessed with a record crop of 
apples, no fewer than 1,800/100 barrels 
being shipped. Naturally difficulty 
arose in securing help to harvest such 
tin unusual crop, The Central quickly 
solved tlie difficulty by bringing in an 
army of men, who were distributed 
from one end of the valley to the other 
and the crop of many a farmer was 
thus saved.

Saving the Crop
The next trouble was transportation. 

The steamship companies did not anti­
cipate such ra crop and had made no pro­
vision to carry it; and at. the beginning 
of the season tin' fruit growers had the 
mortification to learn that thousands of 
barrels of soft fall apples were lying 
in box ears sweltering in the sun at 
Halifax with no prospects of getting on 
board the boats for which they had 
been sent forward. The Central quick­
ly grasped the situation and made ups 
a number of special trains, which they 
rushed thru to Montreal on fast 
schedules. These were, on arrival, ini 
mediately loaded on fast mail beats 
and arrived in England ahead of the 
boats for which they were originally 
sent to Halifax. This, however; was 
only a temporary relief, and in the 
meantime the Central quietly concluded 
arrangements with the' Warren Line of 
Liverpool to, bring into Halifax .their 
splendid liners that plv between -Boston 
and Liverpool, and thus another 40,000 
barrels were lifted, so completely re. 
lieving the congestion that lat no time 
subsequently were there any transfer 
tation difficulties. Who carç estimate 
how many thousands of dollars were 
saved for the growers by this\prompt 
action ?

As a selling agency for the affiliated 
companies, the Central was a decided 
success. No sales were made to the 
usual middlemen apple buyers, the Cen­
tral'.- motto was. “fief as near to the 
consumer as possible,” cut out all un­
necessary middlemen and thus will both 
producer and consumer benefit. This 
policy was pursued with remarkable 
success. ■ s

Another accomplishment was the pur 
chase of supplies for the members. Re­
markable were the savings effected; on 
fertilizer, no less than -*ô to per ton 
was saved, arid on other items likewise. 
Little wonder, therefore, that at the 
conclusion of the season it was unani­
mously decided to incorporate, and to 

•this end another bill was presented to 
the local House and passed. This bill

FREE WHEAT?
The following resolution is among the 

business to be considered by the l 'niterl 
States Congress at tin- special war session 
now in progress:

“ Whereas the price of foodstuffs arc 
in greater demand than any period within 
tin- generation, occasioned by the'unusual 
conditions in the production of such 
foodstuffs by tin- European war and. 
whereas there is now existing a duty of 
ten cents per bushel on wheat imported 
into lIlls country from countries levying 
a 'ike duty upon this product, and 
whereas the price of wheat is raising daily 
on account of the great demand in 
I'urope; Therefore, la- it resolved by 
the senate and the house of representa­
tives of the United States of America, in 
congress assembled, that the collection 
of duty on wheat imported into this 
country be, and the same is hereby 
suspended until such time after the 
cessation of hostilities as may in the 
discretion of I lie president of the United 
States be conducive to the welfare of its 
citizens.”

The passage of this resolution would 
open the American market to Canadian 
wheat" and permit it being shipped into 
that country and sold there without the 
payment of duty. At the present time, 
of course, access to the American market 
is not necessary in order to ensure a 
good price to the Canadian farmer, but 
if tiie duty is once removed there is a 
possibility that it would not, be reimposed.

THE CROP OF 1913 
Over 190 Million Bushels of Wheat Raised 

in Western Canada Last Year
Final returns of grain inspections issued 

by I lie inspection office show that the 
wheat crop of (lie three prairie provinces 
in 1913 amounted to approximately 
191.000,000 bushels.

The ears inspected for the year ended 
August 31, 1914, were 137,403 of whfcat, 
34,400 oats, 11,075 barley, 12,812 Hax, 
33 rye and 298 screenings. Of the 
137,403 ears of wheat 130,419 were spring 
wheat of which 75,084, or considerably 
more than half, graded No. 1 northern. 
For the previous year tin- total of wheat 
was 125,909 ears, of which only 13,207 
was No. 1 northern, so that the crop of 
1913 was considerably alil-ad of that of 
1912 both in quantity arid quality. The 
C.P.R. estimates that the average con­
tents of the cars of wheat which it hauled 
was 1,250 bushels, while the C.N.It. and 
G.T.P., who have not so large a pro­
portion of 80,000 pound ears, place the 
average load on their lines at 1,100 bushels. 
Oil this basis the total wheat inspected 
for the year amounted to 103,072,500, 
coming from the provinces as follows:

The amount of oats inspected was 

07,197.000 busheLs, of barley 15,701.250 
bushels and of Hax I 4,092,200 bushels, 
but these figures are no indication of tin- 
total crop, a very large proportion of the 
oats and barley being consumed in the 
West without passing inspection points.
