But the physical
georgaphy of this district is suggestive of
great variations in the flow of its rivers; and
the map promises no mode by which an in-
creased supply can be turned intd the canal.
As the strength of a whole chain is the power
of resiptance in its weakest part, so. the
rcapacity of a canal is to be determined at the
most cputracted point of its water supply.
We have the Champlain Canal now with
four fopt of water. In 1860 the Legislature
of the Btate of New York authorised that it
should/ be decpened to five feet, but, the work
has not yet been carried out. What is essen-
tially needed on, the part of Canada is an
examination, carefully and systematically
made, as to the extent of improvement of
which this canal is capable. Mr. J. B, Jarvis
accepted the possibility (hat it could be
deepened to 11 feet (pages 16, 4C.) The in-
ference to be gathered from the neceasity of
using three feeders in a navigation of sixty-
six miles is, certainly, that the high level
could not supply the water necessary for the
present depth of four feet without this ad-
ditional supply. Cenainly it does not seem
probable that it would be a wise policy for
the mavigation of the Hudson, in point of
commerce the -most considerable in the Uni-
ted States for its distance, to divert one-half
of the supply from the most important of its
head | waters to Lake Champlain. ' Again,
the physical aspect of the country is against
the hnpe that the body of water could be in-
creaseéd. The evidence on which this opinion
