Our object was. therefore, in the first
place, to hold and dispose of the ‘enemy’s
centre, afterwards to throw ourselves
with all available forces on the left flank
of the German grouping of troops in the
north: On August 21 our offensive in the
centre began with 10 Army Corps. On
August 23 it failed, and this reverse ap-
peared serious. The reasons for it are
complex. There were in this affair indi-
vidual and collective failures, imprudences
committed under the fire of the enemy,
divisions ill-engagéd, rash deployments,
and precipitate retreats, a premature
waste of men, and, finally, the inadequacy
of certain of our troops and their leaders,
both as regards the use'of infantry and
artillery. In consequence of these lapses
the enemy, turning to account the difficult
terrain, was able to secure’ the maximum
of profit from the advantages which the
superiority of his subaltern cadres gave
him.

A STRATEGIC RETIREMENT

In spite of this defeat, our manceuvre
had still a chance of success if our left
and the British Army secured a decisive
result.

LiMIT OF THE RETREAT

It will, therefore, be seen that our left,
if we accepted battle, might be in great
peril. A defeat in these condition would
have cut off our armies from Paris and
from the British forces and, at the same
time, from the new army which had been
constituted to the left of the English. We
should thus be running the risk of losing
by a single stroke the’ advantage of the
assistance which Russia later on was to
furnish.  General Joffre elected resolutely
for the solution which disposed of these
risks—that is to say, for postponing the
offensive and the continuance of the re-
treat. In this way he remained on ground
which he had chosen. He waited only
until he could engage in better conditions.
in consequence, on September‘1, he
fixed as an extreme limit for the move-
meént of retreat which was still going on,
the line Bray-sur-Seine, Nogent-sur-Seine,
Arcis-sur-Aube, Vitry-le-Francois, the
region to the north of Bar-le-Duc. This
line should be reached if the troops were
compelled to go back so far. . They would
attack before reaching it as soon as there
was a possibility of bringing about an
offensive disposition permitting the co-
operation of the whole of our forces.

EVE OF THE OFFENSIVE
On September 5 it appeared that this
desired situation existed. The 1st Ger-
man Army, carrying audacity to temerity,
had continued to endeavour to envelop
our left, had crossed the grand Morin and
reached the region of Chauffry to the
south of Rebais and of Esternay. It aimed,
then, at cutting our Armies off from Paris,
in order to begin the investment of the
capital. The Second Army had its head
on the line Champaubert, Etoges, Bergéres®
and Vertus, The 3rd and 4th reached to
Chalons-sur-Marne and Bussy-le-Repos.
¢ 5th was ‘advancing’ on~one" side and
the other from the Argonne as far ‘as
Posesse to Triaucourt-les-Islettes and
Julyécourt. The 6th and 7th Armies
were attacking more to the east.
But, and here is a capital difference be-
tween the situation of September 5 and
that of September 2, the envelopment ef
our left was no longer possible. In the
first place, our Left Army had been able
to occupy the line'Sézanne, Villers-St.
Georges, and Courchamps. Furthermore,
the British forces gathered between the
Seine and the Marne, flanked on their left
by the newly-created Army, were closely
connected with the rest of our . forces.
This was precisely the disposition which
the General-in-Chief had wished to see
achieved.
On the 4th he decided to take advan-
tage of it and ordered all the Armies to
hold- themselves ready. He had taken
from his right two new Army Corps, two
divisiong of infantry, and two divisions of
cavalry, which were distributed between
his left and his centre. On the evening
of the 5th he addressed to all the com-
manders of Armies a message ordering
them to attack. “ Thehour has come,”
he wrote, “ to advance at all costs, and to
die where you stand . rather than give
way. ”

Active Army Corps and the Reserve Corps
which faced it. On the 7th it made a leap
forward and on the following days reached
and crossed the Marne, seizing, aftér des-
perate fighting, guns, howitzers, mitrail-
leuses, and 1,300,000 cartridges. On the
12th it established itself on the north edge
of the Montagne-de-Reims, in contact
with our centre, which for its part had
just forced the enemy to retreat in haste.

ATTEMPT TO PIERCE FRENCH CENTRE

QOur centre consisted of a new Army
created on August 29 and of one of those
which at the beginning of the campaign
had been engaged in Belgian Luxemburg.
The first had retreated on August 29 to
September 5 from the Aisne to the north
of the Marne and occupied the general
front Sézanne-Mailly., The second, more
to the east, had diawn back to the south
of the line Humbauville-Chateau Beau-
champ - Bignicourt - Blesmes - Maurupt-le-
Montoy. :

The enemy, in view of his right being
arrested and the defeat of his enveloping
movement, made a desperate effort from
the 7th to the 10th to pierce our centre
to the west and to the east of Feére-
Champenoise. On the 8th he succceded
in forcing back the right of our new Army,
which retired as far as Gourgancon. On
the 9th, at 6 o’clock in tha\moming. there
was a further retreat to the South of that
village, while on the left the other Army
Corps also had, to go back to the line
Allemant-Connantre.

Despite this retreat, the General Com-
manding the Army ordered a general
offensive for the same day. With the
Morocco Division, whose behaviour was
heroic, he met a furious assault of the
Germans on hisleft towards the marshgs

which had just victoriously overcome the

Sézanne and with the whole of his left
Army Corps, he made a flanking attack
in the evening of the 9th upon the Ger-
man forces, and notably the Guard, which
had thrown back his right Army Corps.
The enemy, taken by surprise by this
bold manceuvre, did not resist, and beat a
hasty retreat. On the 1lth we crossed
the Marne between Tours-sur-Marne and
Sarry, driving the Germans in front of us
in disorder. -On the 12th we were in con-
tact with the enemy to the north of the
Camp de Chalons, Qur other-Army of
the centre, acting on the right of the
one just referred to, had been entrusted
with the mission during the 7th, 8th, and
9th of disengaging its neighbour, and it
was only on the 10th that, being rein-
forced by an Army Corps from the east,
it was able to make its action effectively
felt. On the 1ith the Germans retired.
But perceiving their danger they fought
desperately, with- enormous expenditure
of projectiles behind strong entrench-
ments. On the 12th the result had none
the less been attained, and our two central
Armies were solidly established on the
ground gained.

RETREAT OF GERMAN LEFT

To the right of these two Armies were
three others. They had orders to cover
themselves to the north and to debouch
towards the west on the flank of the
enemy which was operating to the west
of the'Argonne. But a wide interval in
which the Germans were in force separ-
ated them from our centre. The attack
took place nevertheless, with very bril-
liant success for our artillery, which des-
troyed 11 batteries of the 16th German
Army Corps. -
1«On the 10th, the 8th and 16th German
Army Corps counter-attacked, but were
répulsed. On the 11th our progress con-
tipued with new successes, and on the
12th we Were able to_face round towards
the north in expectation of the near afid
inevitable retreat of the énemy, which,in
fact, took place from the 13th. The with-
drawal of the mass. of the German force
involved also that of the left. From thé
12th onwards the forces of the enemy
operating between Nancy and the Vosges
retreated in a hurry before our two
‘Armies of the east, which immediately
occupied the positions which the enemy
had evacuated. The offensive of our
right had thus prepared and consolidated
in the most useful way the result secured
by our left and our centre. 1

Such was, this seven days’ battle, in
which more. than two millions of men
were engaged. Each Army gained ground
step by stép, opening the road to its
neighbour, supported at once by it, taking
in flank the adversary which the day
before it had attacked in front, the efforts

The past week saw the beginning of the
tenth month of the war, and the week was
a most eventful one on land and at sea,
and witnessed the most frightful tragedy
yet recorded.

Jn the western theatre the opposing
forces had varying successes at different
points, the advantage, in all probability,

: ‘with-the Germans, though this is
‘not admitted in the: reports from Paris.
Throughout the week the Germans con-
tinued their desperite efforts to break
through the Allies’ lines in Flanders be-
tween Ypres and Dixmude, but they made
‘no substantial gain. Further eastward,
to the Vosges, the lines seem to have un-
dergone little change, though fighting has
continued steadily.

In the eastern arena, where the Rus-
siaus are facing the Teutons, the Russians
have had to yield ground at several points,
especially in west Galicia and in the Car-
pathians. ' In the Bukowina they claim to
have repulsed a fierce attack of the Aus-
tro-German troops; but in the Baltic prov-
inces of Russia they seem to have been
less successful, though they do not con-
firm the German claim of the captture of
Libau. The reports of the fighting in the
whole of this eastern field are meagre
and contradictory, but it must be conced-
ed that with the Teutons, rests the advan-
tage.of the week’s operations. Butneither|
in the eastern nor in the western battle-
grounds have the Teutons gained any
advantage that is at all decisive.

The operations in the Dardanelles and
on the Gallipoli Peninsula have been pros-
ecuted with great fierceness, and the
Allies have, apparently, accomplished a
large part of the great task they have un-
dertaken. Most of the Turkish forts up
to the Narrows are said to have been

south and from the north, are said to be
making steady and continuous progress;
and nearly all the railway lines are now
in their possession. But here, as else-
where, details have not been made public.

The week under review has been the
most terrible in the German submarine
“blockade ” of British ports, the submar-
ines having caused the loss of a number
of small British merchant vessels and a
larger number of trawlers; but the cul-
mination took place on the 7th instant, in
the,sinking of the Lusitania, to which we
have elsewhere referred.

At the close of the week the situation
of Italy vis-d-vis Austria was at a critical
stage, byt the outcome could not be fore-
told with any certainty. From the fact
that Germans and -Austrians had been
leaving Italy ingreat numbers throughout
the week, it is evident that open hostili-
ties were expected soon.

A still more serious situation has arisen
in the United States, where the peace-at-.
any-price administration (we hope we do
not do it any injustice in so describing
it) is in a quandary as to the course to
pursue in regard to the murder of so many
American citizens in the ill-fated Lusitania.
1f the American government accepts the
German view of the crime, the boast of
the protection which the flag “Old Glory ”
affords Americans wherever they may be,
can no longer be uttered with any truth
or expectation of belief.

Throughout Great Britain, in Canada,
and other parts of the British Empire, the
close of the week witnessed many anti-
German demonstrations, sorne of them of
great violence. These demonstrations
will continue, and their area will extend ;
and it is not impossible that the American
Sovernment will be_confronted with the
fiecessity of proclaiming martial law with®
inits territory, in order to deal with anti-
German riots that may occur in the United
States. - The mass of the American people
are stirred with horror and indignation at
this latest German atrocity ; and the peo-
ple will force the administration to take
means to redress the outrage on their
fellow citizens, We 8 see what we
shall see, but it is to be hoped that we
shall never see the Anferican nation “ too
broud to fight ” when its flag is flaunted
and its fighting capacity derided. Its flag
s been flaunted by the Germans, and
the German press has derided its fighting
capacity.

We are glad to be able to supplement
the brief weeekly summary of the war by
printing in this issue the first partofa

‘% Retrospect ” of the first six months of
the war in the western arena. This has
been prepared by Reuter’s from the French
records. The remaining chapters will
appear in subsequent. issues, and the
whole should be kept as an excellent sum-
mary, from the French point of view, of
the course of the war.

PRAYERS FOR PEACE STEAM TRAWLING

R 3 Lt
. The line fishermen of Annapolis, Digby
and . Yarmouth counties in Nova Scotia
have recently been voicing their grievance
against trawling as a method of fishing.
The steam trawler represents the econ-
omy and efficiency of modern industry,
but it has aroused inquiry regarding its
effect upon the productivity of fishing
grounds. Line fishermen demand the
prohibition of trawling. They claim that
it is destructive - to the fish ova, and to
feeding grounds, and that it means the
capture and waste of many immature and
unmarketable fish. Thorough investiga-
tion alone will decide whether these
charges are true or whether they are ad-
vanced merely to enable the line fisher-
men to avoid the competition which he
cannot meet. The productivity of the
North Sea banks, apparently undiminished
by years of trawling, i¢ a point in favour
of the trawlers. On the other hand, the
United States Bureau of Fisheries has be-
come convinced that the conservation of
the Atlantic  fisheries depends. upon the
absolute prohibition of trawling, except
for the taking of shell fish. A recent re-
port to Congress proposes co-operative
action for this purpose by France, New-
foundland, Canada and the United States,
Despite their commercial advantages,
the operations of trawlers must be re-
stricted, if they endanger the permanent
value of the waters as a source of food.
The guestion, however, presents a juris-

Dr. Eliot, ex-President of Harvard Uni-

That would be a success for
Germany after she had committed the
greatest crime a nation can commit—
namely, faithlessness to treaty rights—
and the sanclity of contracts would pass
for nothing, and civilization would be set
back for centuries. Ido not see how anv
thinking American can keep himself
neutral. Liberty and every other Amer-
ican ideal are involved in this war.”

Asked when ministers might begin to
pray for peace, Dr. Eliot said: “When
Germany is driven back into her own ter-
ritory and forced to pay full indemnity to
Belgium.”

If Berlin can recognize such a thing as
wisdom, it will take from Dr. Eliot’s
words a cue for its next appearance in
the rdle of a nation incomprise and mend
its ways in the meanwhile.—The Times.
