Army Tﬁdat, a Fortnight Ago,
Was Surrounded and in
Danger of Annihilation,

Beats Russians and Occu-
pies the City of Lodz

London, Dec. 7.—After a long battle,
which was fought with the greatest
stubbornness, the Germans have suc-
ceeded in occupying Lodz in  Foland,
which is an unfortified city. Aeccord-

' straightened

ing to Berlin reports, the Russians
suffered severe losses and are in ve-
treat.

This success of the Germans, large-
ly because of what preceded it, is con-
sidered by military experts as a really
remarkable achievement.

Victory From Defeat.

I.ess than a fortnight ago the armyv
to which this victory has fallen was
surrounded by the Russians, and cut
its way out only at the last moment,
losing a great many men and many
guns. Yet it was able within a few

days to reorganize and take the of-

fensive and defeat the Russians.

This was made possible by the net-
work of strategic railways on the
Germans side of the frontier, over
which reinforcements can be sent to
where they are most needed.

The Russians, on the
vigorously attacked both but
being unable to send fresh men to
stiffen their center and meet the Ger-
man wedge, were compelled to fall
back. There will be undoubtedly
much more fighting before the cam-
paign in this district concludes.

FOE MADE
AN ATTACK
ON RAFTS

German Attempt on Belgian
Positions, by Ferrying
Across Inundated Coun-
try, Was Entirely Unsuc-
cessful

London, Dec. 8. —Telegraphing
from Dunkirk, The Chronicle corres-
Monday morning, made another at-
tack on the Belgian lines at Ramscap-
pelle. They came on numerous rafts
which were armed with machine guns
and towed by three powerful motor
boats.

“As soon as the Belgian outposts
opened fire, the motor boats flashed
blinding searchlights on them and
opened a murderous machine gun fire.

“The Germans reached the shore
and were preparing to land when the
Belgians brought up a searchlight,
enabling the Belgian and French ar-
tillery, stationed some distance in the
rear, to shell the rafts accurately.
The weight of the Allies artillery
soon began to tell and the Germans
were driven back. Several rafts cp-
sized.

“The Belgian troops advanced shoul
der deep in the water fighting the
panic stricken Germans, many of
whom surrendered while the others
retired.

In spite of the smaller wheat har-
vest over.the Northwest this year, ac-
cording to ‘figures given out here, do-
mestic receipts of grain here from
August first to Nov. 30, aggregated
67,284,596 bushels as compared with
66,097,326 last year.

Then
a second party started out on its own
account. It comprised Dr. Forbes A.
Mackay, surgeon; James - Murray,
oceanographer and biologist; Henri
Beuchat, anthropologist and Morris,
a seaman. Mackay and Murray had
been with Shackleton near the South
Pole.

“l knew what their finish was
be, bhecause they were not properly
outfitted. They tried to do things
after

—but that was not the right thing
for the shifting ice back of the Nbrth
Polar seas. Tney were never heard
from.

“Finally I got to Wrangell Island
with 17 people and 100 days’ supplies.
We figured that our only hope was
to get word to the mainland and have
a relief ship come up the next summer
so I made ready for the trip.

Start for the Siberian Coast.

“It was 100 miles, air-line, to the
nearest point of the Siberian coast. I
took with me a bright young Eskimo
chap, about 20 years old. Starting
with seven dogs, three of which died
on the way, we made the trip in 7
days, whereas it should have been
done in five.

“But the weather was “inclem-
ent.”” When Capt. Bartlett said “in-
clement,” his audience laughted aloud,
for Bob doesn’t ordinarily use such
dainty words. “Besides,” he said, “I
was worn to a frazzle.

“But when we struck land all was
hunky-dory. All this hardship and
hero stuff that you hear about is not
so. I've had plenty of experience and
know how to take care of myself, so
it isn’'t very bad at all. Of course, if
some banker who has a $2R8000 apart-
ment here in Boston ever tried it he
would find it a very real hardship.

“We struck North Cape and then
got down to East Cape, and from
there I went to Nome, Alaska, to ar-
range for the relief ship, But after
a while, when I was resting before
starting back, I learned that a whaler
had picked up the rest of the party
on Wrangell Island.
